The founder of the Kentucky
H Folk Festival and the
annual Old Christmas celebration,
Edith Fitzpatrick James, died Sun-
dtag,Max 12, at the) ). Jordan Geri-
atric Center in Louisa. She was 96
years old.

Amusicteacher, singer and music
researcher, Mrs.James was one of the
prime proponents in the region of
Appalachian folkmusic. Witha WPA
grant in the 1930s, the native Floyd
Countianresearched the music of the
mountains.

She and her late husband, Tom
James, took a local group of Plain
Song Chanters to a National Folk
Festival during thattime. Atherown
expense, she also took the group to
Washington, D.C., fora performance
at Constitution Hall, A number of
mountain songs which she collected
are in the Smi nian Institution in
the nation’s capital.

A concert performer herself, she
traveled the Redpath Chautauqua
concert circuit and sang with the

RobertShaw Chorale whenshewasa
g woman.
In addition to teaching in
Prestonsburg schoolsand giving pri-
vate music ns for many years,

shealso taughtat Peabody Conserva-
tgror in and at Midway
lege in Midway.

She originated the Old Christmas
celebration, commemorating early
mountaintradition, during the 1930s
at the Garfield Place. Later, the an-
nual festivities took placein her home,
and when the number of guests grew
too large the celebration was moved
to May Lodge at Jenny Wiley State
Resort Park.

This year will mark the 25th anni-
versary of the Kentucky Highlands
Folk Pestival, said to be the oldest
festival ofits kind inKentucky. Under
her leadership, the festival has spot-
lighted mountain culture, its music
and literature.

As a student at the Cincinnati
Conservatory of Music, she is said to
havebegunherdiscoveryofandinter-
est in the relationship between the

plain song style of medieval times
and the songs and chants in many
earlymountain churches.

She also attended Averitt College
in Danville, VA, from which she re-
ceived the distinguished alumnus
award, the Order of the Daisy, five
years ago.

Mrs.sc]’ames was born in Floyd
CountyonMarch 17,1892, thedaugh-

ter of Jasper and Rosamond Parsons
Fitzpatrick.She was preceded in death

If Feasible, MCC Expansion
Could Help To Revitalize
City's Downtown Business Area

An entire block of the downtown
Prest business district may
receivea much-needed facelift, ifjoint

lans by Mountain Comprehensive
re Center, city and Main Street
Program officials prove feasible.

Steve Schenck, executive director
of MCC, said this week thathisagency
is studying the feasibility of purchas-
ing and renovating two adjacent
buildings which formerly housed the
Hobbs Department Store. The project
would include interior renovations
and exterior improvements, restor-
ing thebuildings nearly to theirorigi-
nal appearance. Additionally,
Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta said
the city has secured an option from
Dr. H.G. Salisbury III for two adja-
centlots nexttotheold has“pilal ild-
ing — anarea that may, if funding is
approved, be converted to parking
arca and a mini-park on the river-
bank:

“Ithinkit’s the mostexciting thing
tohappen todowntown Prestonsburg
in several years,” said Latta, “It has
the potential to revitalize the entire
downtownarea.”

Latta is working with Big Sandy
Area Development District officials
to .'q:-plgl for a Community Develop-
ment Block Grant of $200,000 to
$250,000. The funds could be loaned
to MCC ata low interest rate to pro-
vide money for interior renovations;

repayment, which normally begins

three to five years after a project is
initiated, would later provide thecity
with money for other economic de-
velopment projects.

“Itcould bea real bonus to thecity
to have this grant, because you get
thebenefitofitiwice,” said the mayor.

Dear Editor,

I have been visiting Prestonsburg
for nearly 14 years; first on business,
and later to visit friends and to vaca-
tion.

Over theyears, | have noticed some
changes which represent real prog-
ress, | first started visiting the
area, significantly 1 observed that,
while Prestonsburgand Floyd County
were "dry”, there was little trouble
buying alcoholic beverages and, on
occasion, | watched various drinks
consumed in restaurants with no
notice or hesitation.

The notion of Prestonsburg being

The clear message was that
their tourist dollar the next time was
to — or had already gone —
ggihneswhcm else, %

Statistically, it has been proven
thatevery tourist dollar that is spent
in a community turns over in that
community three times before it
leaves, Itcreates new jobs and gener-
ally contributes to the improvement
of the economic health of an area.

Particularly in recent times, the
courts have held thatbar keepers that
sellalcoholic drinks to patrons havea
responsibility to that patron and to
the community not to allow a patron
to become intoxicated, They can be
held liable if the patron is permitted
todrink too much, and then becomes
involved inanautoaccident or some
otheract,and injures themselvesand/
or someone else. Clearly, legal, con-
trolled drinking is safer and saner
thanits alternative. It gives the local
economy a much-needed boost and
creates employment and, most im-
portantly, it takes the whole matter of
drinking (something people will do
regardlessofthe law) outof thehands
of the lawless and criminal,

I seldom drink myself, but see no
moral evil in drinking, particularly
givenallthe positivereferencesinthe
Bible to wine and alcoholic drink.
The story of the marriage feast is the
onelthinkofimmediately. The wrong
isin excessive drinking, or eating, or
pleasure, or anything else done to
excess, In recent times, it has been

leasant to sit down to dinner with
riends in a nice restaurant and be
able to offer them a legal drink.

I am not a resident of your com-
munity, although | spend time and
havemany friends there. [am glad to
see the community seek a much-
needed chance to improve the local

As we look across the nation, it
becomes clear thatour National edu-
cation report card is mixed at best.
Reportsof high educational achieve-
mentclash with other stories of fright-
eningly low educational attainment.
Forevery bright star in theeducation
sky, thereisatleastanother dim point
whereeducation performance falters,
I fear that, unless we take actionasa
nation to address our educational
problems, the educational sky may
dim altogether.

Asstarkas this pictureis, [ don't
mean to suggest that the country is
bereft of educational success, The
point I am trying to make is that we
simply cannot allow this to be a na-
tion of educational haves and have-
nots.

I don’t profess to have all the
answers to our nation’s educational
needs. What 1 do know is that no one
entity, federal, state, or local, or public
or private, has sufficient means by
itself to combat our education prob-
lems. Only through a rencwed part-
nership of education advocates, and
full utilization of available resources
will webeable toaddress ournation’s
education ills.

I propose that we address our-
selves tothe front-line of elementary
and secondary school education; our
teachers and principals. When all is
said and done, it is our educators
who are charged with the responsi-
bility of putting theory into practice.
I think it’s long past time that we
recognized innovative educators for
their success.

On March2, | introduced . 500,
the Excellence in Education Act of
1989. This measure would identify
and reward two schools in each con-
gressional district for their educa-
tional excellence. Inaddition, my bill
will include a special award, known
as a vital skills incentive award, to
stimulate secondary school achieve-
ment in math and science.

My proposal to award “vital
skills” incentive grants to secondary
schools which demonstrate the most
improvement in mathematics and
science skills will not solve the na-
tional decline in math and science
skills by itself. But it will provide
incentives foreducatorstofind inno-
vative means of training tomorrow’s
mathematicians and scientists.

Elementary and secondary
schools must use 75 percent of an
education excellence incentive grant
for merit bonuses, up 10 52,500 each,

for teachets and principals. The re-
maining 25 percent can be used to
upgradeacademic facilities, program
developmentorsuppliesand equip-
ment, Secondary schools receivinga
vital skills incentive award for
achievement in math and sciences
will use 70 percent of the award for
merit bonuses and the remaining 30
percent for program development
and supplies. The bonuses will be
distributed by a three member Edu-
cational Excellence Merit Selection
Board. Each congressional district
will havea selection board with both

Senators and the House Representa-
tive making one appointment each.

By introducing
the Excellence in Education Act of
1989, 1 hope to stimulate healthy
competitionineducation techniques
and ideas;, and thus help unlock
American education’s inherent po-
tential. | look forward to working to
bring this about.

The Food and Drug Administra-
tion announced Tuesday that it has
found and confirmed traces of cya-
nideinasmallsample of seedless red
grapes from Chileand, asa result, is
detaining all grapes and other fruit
from that country and is urging that
they be withdrawn from the US
market,

According to Earl Compton of the
Floyd County Health Department,
sanitation ingcctors were visiting
businessesin Floyd County Tuesday,
asking that the fruitberemoved from
thesheif;otherwise,itwillbequaran-
tined by the department, he said.

Constimersare asked to check the
source of any fresh, non-citrus fruit
and not to eatany Chilean fruit they

have on hand. Virtually all fresh
Frapes currently sold in the US are
rom Chile, said Compton. Addition-
ally, grapes constitute about two-
thirds of the shipments of the Chilean
fruit recently imported, US officials
estimate.

OtherChilean-originated fruitsold
inthe US this timeof yearare peaches,
blueberries, blackberries, seedless
watermelon, cantaloupes, Juan ca-
nary and honeydew melons, rasp-
berries, nectarines, quince, Granny
Smith green apples, cactus pears,
pears and plums.

While no cyanide has been de-
tected inany of this fruit,asa precau-
tion, consumers areadvised toavoid
any fruit from Chile at this time.

He made his Broad-
way debut in 1914, In the
early "30s he went 1o Holly-
wood where he' became a
fixture in MGM films,
specializing in  amiable,
befuddled, roguish middle-
aged types, He is best
remembered for the title role
in The Wizard of Oz. Harry
Morgan was born Harry
Bratsburg, on April 10,
1915, in Detroit, A character
actor of stage, Nimsand TV,
he is best remembered for
the TV series Dragnet and
M*A*S*H. At one time he
was also known as Henry
Morgan, but not to be con-
fused with the cynical TV
and occasional film
comedian by that name.
Henry Morgan was born
March 31, 1915, in New
York City. Known as the
“bad boy of radio,” he
earned his nickname in
the '40s by hurling sarcastic
barbs at practically every
hallowed institution of
broadcasting. He is best
remembered as a panelist on
I've Got a Secret,

“I saw this as an award for = |
older people,” said Gregory

Peck. Still handsome and
active a1 72 years of age, the
aclor seemed surprised that
some people might classify
him that way. Nevertheless,
he was pleased to be named
the 1989 recipient of The
AFl  Life  Achievement
Award, which will air Tues-
day, March 21, on NBC,

“Of course I'm thrilled,
especially 10 know that my
name will be listed alongside
the other recipients of the
AFl Life Achievement
Award... | suppose, with the
gray hair and the decades,
the honors begin 10 sort of
float your way. And this, |
think, i1s perhaps the mosi
desirable one that one can
possibly have, And I wel-
come it. But ... | don't see it
as a period or finale 10 the
whole show.”

Far from it, Peck has a new
film coming out later this
year called Old Gringo, with
Jane Fonda and Jimmy
Smits, “I'm at that stage in
life,” he said, “where I'm
enjoying my life and my
family and my hobbies and
travel. And if 1 do a picture,
every now and then. that has
a chance to be something of
quality. then so much the
better.”

Many of Peck's films, such
as Duel in the Sun, Roman
Holiday, To Kill a
Mockingbird and Moby
Dick, exemphify that quality.

Unlike many film stars,
Peck doesn’t mind viewing
the films he made in his
earlier days. A strange thing
happens,” he said. “Stored
somewhere in the brain cells
are recollections that come
out as you look at the film.
You remember the circum-
stances. You remember the
people.

“Sometimes the twists and
turns of the plot come as a
surprise... | dont know
what's coming next. But then

One never-forgotien
memory happened during
the filming of Moby Dick.
“{Director) John Huston was
a rascal,” he said. “He had
me in the middie of the Irish
Sea, lashed to a rubber
whale, and being towed
along behind a motor
launch. And this rubber
whale was fixed so it would
rotate, When I felt the whale
beginning to rotate, I'd take
a gulp of air and hope for the
best.”

One time Peck was on the
whale when a fog bank rolled
in. "The tow-line broke,” he
said. “I found myself alone
in rough water. in the fog, in
the middle of the Insh Sea.

*1 was slipping and sliding
on this creature, and it did
occur to me that I might die
right then and there. | even
imagined the BBC announc-
ing, “film actor lost on
rubber whale in Irish Sea.”

Fortunately, Peck was not
lost, and the highlights of his
50-year career can be seen
Tuesday, March 21, on
NBC.

“If parents ever got involved and
would see the faces of the childrenat
the finishlineand watch handicapped
children as they win a race, throw a
ball, scooter race, or body bowling,
that would be an event they would
never forget,” Leedy says. “You look

atthem and say this is their day’ and
you just want to do all you can for
them,”

The Parents Resource Center is in
need of coaches and huggers, or just
some parentsto bccorneﬁ%mlved and
excited about the Special Olympics.

“Weneced one person whois highly

experienced in Special Olympics,
someone who can really lead us,”
Leedy said. “We really need our par-
ents behind us.”

Leedy would like to encourageall
parentstocome outand take partand
get involved, as well as all teachers,
groups, churches or organizations.

“The handicapped kids seem to
get more love me the younger
peo le than adults,” Leedy stated.

“Bothofmy boys, Stavieand Alan,
played basketball for me, My two
daughters, Susan and Jayne, were
cheerleaders. My wife Sis wasa cheer-
leader,” he said.

~ On February 11, 1977, in showing
theirappreciation for a man whogave
s0 much to the game of basketball,
the new Martin gym was dedicated
the “Hoss" Halbert Fieldhouse.

“Thatwasa great day, They drew
circles around the court, represent-
ingdifferent years thatl coached, and
hadanybody from those years tocome
and to stand in their appropriate
circle. There was someone in ev
circle. That was a great evening” he
recalls.

Every coach has his favorite gym
on the road to play in, The oid
Prestonsburg gym was his least fa-
vorite, but he likes today's
Prestmsburgegym.

“It's the best gym around here.
There's not a bad seat in it. They
should havethe regﬂnnai tournament
there every year,” he says,

Halbert sees a different trend in
basketball today.

“The trend today is, if youdon’t
run the patterns right itdoesn’tcount.

Ifyou’reabass fisherman, chances
are you've traveled across the lake to
{our favorite fishing spot only to find
talready being worked over by two
or three other boats,

Do you fall inlineand try to catch
bass behind those anglers, or do you
look for a new spot?

"Either way, you're probably in
forsometough fisii ng,” saysjohnson
Outboards Pro Staff member Charlie

Reed, “butif you're positive thereare
bass in your first spot, | would advise
staying there, even though others
have aiready been casting to it.”

What will be required, explains
Reed — who encounters this situ-
ation frequently in national tourna-
ment competition — is a slightly dif-
ferent approach, because the bass
become more and more wary as each
boat passes by them.

“The first option | consider,” says
Reed, “is trying to finesse the bass
into hitting. [ switch to a smaller lure
and slow downmy retrieve. In many
instances, [ will switchlures entirely,
such as changing from a spinnerbait
to a small plastic worm.

“Another key to remember about
fishing in crowded water,” empha-
sizes the Johnson pro, “is to fishcloser

to the available cover. As the bass
become more wary, they move tighter
and tighterinto thatcover. They don't
chaseluresasactively, soyouhaveto
put your lure right in front of them.

“Still another tactic | try is to
changelures completely. If [knowall
the anglers ahead of me fished spin-
nerbaits, | may try a slow topwater
lure, a worm or a jig. Conversely, if |
know they used worms, I may try a
fast-retrieve lure, just to show the
bass something else. If  can’t finesse
the bass, | may tr{ to excite them.”

Moving toslightly deeper wateris
also worth considering, especially if
cover is available,

“Simply turn your boat around
and ease out a short distance until
rnu find a drop into deeper water, or
ocate additional cover. Very often,
bass will move away from the shal-
low water to the first available cover
in deeper water if they're receiving
hard fishing pressure.”

Walleye, Sauger Runs Begin Soon;

Crappie Daily Catch Limits Listed

The official first day of spring is
justaround thecorner, and thatmeans
it's time to think about fishing. Wall-
eyeand sauger begin spawning runs
in several of the state’s waters this
month, Watch for walleye at Cum-
berland and Nolin lakes and sauger
in the tailwaters of the Ohio and
Kentucky rivers.

Early in the month walleye an-
glers should try the tailwaters of
Cumberland, Laurel and Kentucky
lakes, all good locations for toothy
lunkers. And don't forget the spots
where crecks empty into lakes, espe-
cially if they contain warm-water
areas produced by discharge from
power planis. Warmer watdtsatiract
shad, a d!(mr'} delicacy for prl.‘dalor
fish species, which means you could
find notonly walleye, but whitebass,
black bass and striped bass as well.

Good number of walleye can also
be found in the North, Middle and
Big South forks of Cumberland river
during March. Live minnows and
minnow-imitatinglures are effective
for catching walleye in river pools
and below riffles. At night walleye

move toriffies and shoalsto feed, and
when the water tem perature reaches
46-55 degrees, eggs are dropped,

Laterinthe spring, walleye return
to Cumberland and Nolin lakes. In
these waters anglers should try live
bait and spinner rigs around rocky
points,

Sauger begin moving upstream
this month, but because man-made
obstacles slow their progress, these
fish tend to congregate near locks
and dams. Anglers will find the best
sauger fishing below locksand dams
onthe Ohioand Kentucky riversand
below the dam at Kentucky Lake,

Brightly colored jigs with twister
tails, minnowsand crankbaitsare the
most effective lures for this cousin of
walleye.

Sometimes fishermen havetrouble
telling the difference between wall-
eye and sauger. The glassy-eyed
walleye hasa long, slender body and
a mouth filled with canine teeth.
Coloringislight withindistinct mark-
ings except for a dark blotch near the
bottom rear portion of the dorsal fin
and a white tip on the lower tail fin.

Sauger has a long, slender body
and canine teeth, but this silver and
black fish is distinguished by a dark
saddle of vertical blotches across the
back and a series of dark spots ar-
ranged inirregular diagonalrows on
the sides and dorsal fin.

Both species provide an excellent

meal, butsauger will beeven tastierif -

you remember to removeall red-col-
ored flesh when filleting.

The limit on walleye or sauger is
10 fish per day; the possession limitis
20. The gize limit on walleye is 15
inches. Sauger has no size limit.

Special Limits On Crappie

Special limits on crappie are in
effect for Kentucky, Barkley and
Barren River lakes. In these waters
anglersmay creel 30crappie perday;
thgpossessinn limitis anaddition,
there is a 10 inch minimum size limit
oncrappie taken from Barren. (There
is no size limit on crappie taken from
other waters in Kentucky. Statewide
regulations allow 60 crappie to be
taken daily with 60 in possession.)

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Filing Federal Return
Not Always Required
For Elderly Taxpayers

Becausa of special tyx laws, some
elderly taxpayers may find that they
arenot required to file federalincome
tax returns this year, Internal Reve-
nue Service noted recently,

For 1988, a single taxpnyerwho is
65 years of age or older generally
must file a return only it his or her
total gross income exceed $5,700. A
taxpayer who is 65 years of age or
older and files as head of household
must file only if his or her gross in-
come exceeds $7,100. For a qualify-
ing widow(er) who is 65 years of age
or older, the amount is $7,530.

For married couples filing jointly
with one spouse 65 years of age or
older, thefilingrequirementis$9,500,
If both spouses are 65 or older, the
amountis$10,100, For married indi-
viduals who file separately ordid not
share the same household with their
spouse at the end of the tax year {or
on thedate the spouse died), aréturn
generally ‘must be filed If gross in-
comeexceeds$1,950. Elderly taxpay-
ers who can be claimed as depend-
ents, however, may have to file even

g their incomes are below these lev-
5.

Aseparaterule applies to taxpay-
ers wh‘cr:.hav_e net inP::Eme f‘romge f-
employment. Those taxpayers must
filereturns if their self-employment
incomeis $400 or more.

Elderly taxpayersshould check the
tax instructions carefully todetermine
if they must file a return this year,
since not everyone who receives a
federal income tax package in the
mailis required to file,

Some elderly taxpayers may find
that they should file réturns even
though their salaries should file a
return to geta refund of those taxes.
Also, taxpayers with earnings of less
than £18,576, who had a dependent
child Yiving with during 1988, may
qualify for the earned income credit,
This credit can be claimed only by
filing a federal tax return.

Answer: Information on thissub-
ject is limited. We can provide you
with the responise from our consult-
ants, but we suggest that you follow
up with the doctor who treated you.
He or she will be able to tell you the
experienceof théirother patientswho
received the same treatment.

One factor toconsider iswherethe
breastcancer waslocated. Ifthe tumor

was in the middle of the breast, the
milk duct there may have been dam-
aged to such a degree that breast
feeding is no longer rnusiblc. If the
lump was removed elsewhere in the
breast, milk may still be produced.
Then, the concern is the effects of ra-
diation therapy on the treated breast,

Some women treated with radia-
tion for breast cancer produce breast
milk, while others do not. A clear
pattern of which patients do and
which do not has not been estab-
lished. There is no concern that the
milk produced by that breast would
be harmful to the baby, However,
doctorsremainconcerned that breast

feedingmay cause frapma to the beast
which may be difficalt to treat. For
example, aninfectionin the radiated
breast may heal moreslowly. For this
reason, yourdoctormay recommend
notusing thatbreast for feeding, even
if breast milk is produced.

Unfortunately, a prore definitive
answer to this question will not be
known until more patients are fol-
lowed. Fornow, thisisa question that
needs to be answered on a case-by-
case basis by the patient and her
doctor.

o Taxpayers Ak IRS

Question: What is the penalty for
failing to pay my federal taxes?

Answer. The failure-to-pay pen-
aity is half of one percent of the
amount of unpaid taxes for each
month, or part of a month, after the
due date that the taxis not paid.ltis
increased to 1 pefcent after the first
month beginning after the 10-day
period allowed from the issuance of
“final notice and demand” orfor the
first month beginning immediately
following the issuance of a jeopardy
assessment. The penalty cannot be
more than25 percent of your unpaid
tax.

Question: What about negligence
penalties?

Answer: Thenegligence section of
thelaw has been expanded toinclude
all taxes imposed by the IRS Code
instead of only income, windfall
profits and gift taxes. A negligence
penalty of 5 percentis imposed upon
the entire amount of tax owed if any
portion of an underpayment is
deemed due to negligence.

A "Last Hope' For Some Endangered Species

Artificial insemination, test-tube
fertilization, frozen storage of em-
bryos and surrogate parenting. For
many people in the 1980s, these new
and oftén controversial procedures
of artificial reproduction haold out a
last hope for starting a family.

But todlay’s reproduetive technol-
ogy is not limited to helping create
human families. Reproductive spe-
cialists at the nation’s zoos and other
rescarcheenters havebegun foinves-
tigate ways to save endangered ani-
mals withithese techmques

“Forsomeendangered species, the
new procedures for reprcxinriinn
often designed tosolve human fertil-
ity problems — offer the last hope for
survival,” Dr. David Wildl, a repro-
ductive physiologist at the
Smithsonian’s National Zoological
ParkinWashington, D.C,, says, Wildt
often works in collaboration with
rescarchers from other 200s around
the country, such as the San Diego
Zoo and the Henry Doorley Zoo in
Omaha, Neb.

Artificial reproduction can dra-
malically increase the “breeding po-
tential™ of healthy individuals of an
endangered species, Wildt continues.
Sperm from a genetically fit male; for
instance, might be removed, pre-
servedand shipped around theworld
to impregnate many females of a
particular specics. Transporting an
animal’s cells is often much easier
thanshippinganentireanimal, Wildt
adds.

The new procedurescanalsohelp
physically or behaviorally handi-
capped animals reproduce. For ex-
ample, Wildt says, a female animal
thatis unable to mate naturally could
be artificially inseminated. A male
might have its sperm collected for

Animal rights activists often ob-
ject to such biomedical research. The
Smithsonian’s Wildt, however, says,
“people in the animal rights move-
mentareconcerned about the exploi-
tation of animals for the bcnel'il of
mankind. We are reversing that phi-
losophy. Weare taking techniques of
artificial reproduction developed to
improve the fertility of humans and
applying them to endangered ani-
mals.”

Perhaps the most familiar proce-
dure is artificial insemination — in-
troducin_g semen into the uterus of a
receptive female to fertilize her ova
oreggs. But this procedure is not as

straightforward as it sounds. Before
artificially inseminating any animal,
researchers must have detailed
knowledge about its reproductive
cycle, including suchimportantfacts
as when females of a species ovulate
— that is, produce viable eggs. For
animals used in agriculture — such
as cattle and sheep — an economic
incentive has existed to develop this
knowledge, Unfortunately, for exotic
animals, this information is often
lacking

As an example, Wildt cites his
work with a small number of black-
footed ferrets, discovered in Wyo-
ming. Theseanimalswere thoughtto

al the Smithsonian's National Zoological Park used innovative
technology to perform the first suecessful artificial repro-
duction of a carnivarous animal. The technology is similar to
that used for human veproduction,

safely done with the 18 surviving
black-footed ferrets. if the population
of the black-footed ferrét can be in-
creased significantly, scientists may
be able to reintroduce the species to
its wild habitat, Wildt says.

The ability to freeze sperm and
other reproductive cells is vital for
endangered species, Wildt says.
When only a few individuals of a
species remain, the “gene pool” or a
number of different genes existing
fortl'latslpecieaisgmall diminished.
New offspring may be extremely
vulnerable to genetic diseases. The
males of the nearly extinct Florida
panther, for example, are often ge-
netically ciispoxmf to low sperm
counts and abnormal sperm. The
females of this species often suffer
from dysfunction of their own repro-
ductivecycles, whichisaleo aheredi-
tary problem. Such problems, proba-
bly resulting from inbreeding, can
rapidly lead to a species” extinction.

Toproduce the healthiest offspring
possible, then, researchersattempt to
breed animals ina species thatare as
distantly related as possible. With the
ability to freeze and store reproduc-
tive cells, Wildt says, biologists can
save this genetic material for one or

more generations; thus artificially
increasing the gene pool of the ani-
mals usetssin reproduction,

Other species threatened with
extinctioninclude largo cats, such as
the clouded leopard, cheetahs and
some tiger sub-species, In captivity,
males and femaﬂas of these species

are frequently incompatible, maim-
ingor even killing one another when
paired for mating. Wildt's recent
v\pvrimcnlswith test-tubeor in-vitro
fertilization — another procedure
developed for human beings — might
offer these animals some hope.

Wildt and his colleagues began
their research with domestic cats,
again to determine how the proce-
dure might be applied to the cats’
endangered cousins.

“In-vitro fertilization requires an
amazing amount of fime in the labo-
ratory and a lot of expensive and
ﬁesciaiized equipment,” Wildt says.
“Working together, our graduate
students at the National Zoo were
able tosolve mostof the problems for
the domestic cat effectively. Still, the
work required two years of research,
which is a long time when trying to
produce a technique applicable to
endangered species.”

The work with in-vitro fertiliza-

tion holds other possibilities, Wildt
says. For example, embryos [rom one
species might be implanted in a fe-
male ofa related species. This “surro-
gate-parenting” vm_uld be valuable
when the females of an endangered
species are somehow unfit for repro-
duction, but nonetheless able to pro-
duce viable ova, _

Zoos might also keep embryos of
animal species threatened in the wild
in frozen storage, says Wildt. While
having the natural habitat of endan-
gered species is the first priority of
wildlife researchers, such techniques
might provide another safeguard
agains! extinction,

"Zoos are t}’pir_aiiy places for
families to have fun and learn about
wildlife from all over the world,”
Wildt says. “With this research into
artificial reproduction, wealso hope
zoos can play an important role in
saving the same wildlife for many
generations lo come.”

Increasing Home Prices

Dent Purchasing Power.

Increases in home prices and
mortgageinterest ratescutintohome
buyers’ purchasing power in Janu-
ary,according toa monthly measure-
ment of housing affordability by the
National Association of Realtors.

The NAR's Housing Affordability
Index for January was 108.0, down
from 111.2in December. At108.8, the
index means thata family earning the
January median income of 32,207,
had 108 percent of theincome needed
to-qualify for a conventional loan
covering 80 percentof a home priced
at $91,500, the median price NAR
recorded for existing single-family
homes in January,

The drop from December was the
la:Fesl month-to-month drop in the
index since January 1988, when price
and interest rate increases caused a
similardecline inhousingaffordabil-
ity. The January 1989 median price
was $2,800 higher than the previous
month’s median, and the interest rate
useéd to calculate the index rose
slightly, from 9.59 percent to 9.61
percent.

Despite the decline in affordabil-
ity, the index is still well above 100
percent. At that point, the national
median income equals exactly the
amount needed toqualify fora home
atthenationalmedian price. January’s
qualifying income was $29,827.

Since the January median income
exceeded the qualifying income, a
family earning the January median
income would qualify for a home
priced at 598,800, based on conven-
tional financing terms and a down
payment of 20 percent

The Housing Affordability Index
measures the buying capability of
buyers of all incomes. The loss of
purchasing power from December to
January hits first-ime buyers the
hardest, said NAR President Ira
Gribin.

“Whenratesare up, thefirst people
shut out are borderline buyers of all
incomes. Having tospend evenafew
dollars more a month for mortgage
payments can keep them out of the
marketaltogether,” Gribin said.

NAR publishes a separate index
measuring the purchasing ability of
first-time buyers. The most recent
first-time buyer affordability statis-
tics available, covering the fourth
quarter of 1988, showed an index
measurement of 78,9, well below the
composite affordability index mark.

Rising morigage interest rates
likely will stifle homebuying to some
extent, particularly by first-time
buyers, tﬁrough much of the Spring,
said NAR chief economist John A.
Tuccillo,

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Century-Old Prestonsburg House

Still Undergoing

For cight years, the Holland
family of the Little Paint area has
been trying to restore one of
Prestonsburg’s oldest homes,

As frustrating as the process
has been at times, Carol Holland
does not despair. “I've had man
offers on the house, but I just tell
them they'll have to wait until |
die,” she said of the house on the
corner of Front and Graham
Streets.

The two-story frame house,
known to many as the Curtis May
house, is more than 100 years old.
Itis believed to have been built in
the mid-1880sand to beone of the
oldest remaining structures on the
city’sriverfront.

Holland bought the house from
Paul Neal Allen, who ?ortedly
gaveuponarestorationetfortafter
he purchased it from the May
family.

Resembling a Hollywood-im-
age stagecoach stop, the house is
full of interesting features, many
of which have beenadded at vari-
ous times inits history.

It has two full porches, with a
stairway leading from the down-
stairs porch to the one on the sec-
ond floor, both facing Graham
Street.

Holland said one of the first
renovations sheand son Glendid
was to tear down another porch
on the Front Street side of the
house. That particular porch,
Holland said, was obviously an
afterthought — or at least a poor
addition — to the original struc-
ture. “You looked out the upstairs
window onto the porch rafters,”
she saicl.

The house, Holland believes,
was built in sections, perhaps as

the early owners became more
affluent. The original structure
consisted of twarooms, onedown-
stairsand one up, facing the river,

Atsome point, twomorerooms
wereadded, Theadditionalso had
one upstairs and one downstairs
room, attached to the original in
an L:shape with a foyer in be-
tween, Still later, two more rooms
were built on the long side of the
“L”, with another large foyer.

To date, the Hollands have
renovated three upstairs rooms.
Two accommodate the offices of
Holland Enterprises, the family
contracting firm, and one is a
bedroom, used by family mem-
bers too tired for the drive home
afterbusinessorrenovation work.

A major change the Hollands
have made is to move the bath-
room inside. Not that it was an
outdoor toilet — but the only en-
trance was from the upstairs porch.

Holland likes to speculate whatit
must have been like to get up in
the middle of the night, go across
theporchand intoa fullyequipped
bathroom.

She and her son put a new
bathroom in the expansive, up-
stairs foyer and made an inside
entrance to the old bathroom,
which they’ve turned intoa large
closet and storage room.

Among other changes they've
made are redirecting the inside
stairwell from the front of the
house to the middle, replacing
windowsand puttinganaddition
on the house for a future kitchen.

They also took the wainscot-
ting off the room at the main en-
trance, removed layers of paint
and put it in a Front Street room
that will one day be the dining
room.

Among their first restoration
attempts was putting on a new
roof, which they tried to make as
close to the original as possible.
Thatwas their firstindication that
renovations are not simple.

“We found the built-in gutter-
ing doesn’t work,” said Holland.
“Now we have to take the roof off
and fix it differently.”

The work to be done is mind-
boggling. Four moreroomsremain
tobe redone. Repairs mustbe made
to the porches and roof structure,
The lawn, graced by pecan trees,
will also have to be landscaped.
But Holland is undaunted.

“l would love tolive here,” she

said. With surveyors for new US
23 surrounding the family’s home
on Little Paint, Holland hopes the
day willcomesoon when themove
to town will happen and a
Prestonsburg showplace will be
restored.

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Home Sweet Mobile Home:

Maintenance Just as Important
As With Regular, Frame Home

Mobile homes — even though
most are not actually mobile —
are the housing of choice for an
increasing number of Floyd
Countians. Some estimates indi-
cate that as much as 30 percent of
Eastern Kentuckians live in some
form of preconstructed home, ei-
ther single or double-wide.

Undoubtedly, cost is the pri-
mary factor in choosing a mobile
home as a residence. Prospective
homeowners can buy a new mo-
bilehomefor under $11,000—less
than the cost of an average auto-
mobile and a fraction of what it
costs to build or buy a regular
house. 6

Infact, theadventof themobile
home made it possible for many
‘Eastern Kentuckians to own their
own home for the first time in
their lives. A mobile home is par-
ticularly attractive and practical
for young married couples who
are “just starting out,” according
to Ralph Taylor of Hylton Mobile
Home Sales in Ivel.

“A mobile home is just like a
regular house,” said Taylor. “Ba-
sically youcandoanything you'd
do with a regular home.”

Although Taylor contends
there’s “little room for improve-
ment” in a mobile home, he ac-

knowledges that thereare ways to
increase the attractiveness and
livability of a mobile home.

Landscaping and the addition
of porches, forinstance, canadd to
the beauty of the home site.

Jim Burton of Rainbow Mobile
Homes in Harold agrees, but he
advises againstattaching porches
to the mobile home. “The worst
thing youcandoisdrivenailsinto
a mobile home,” Burton said. “If
you're adding a porch, it should
be the free-standing kind.”

Both mobile home salesmen
advise putting “skirting” around
the home. The vinyl finishing
around the base of the mobile
home can reduce the heating bill
dramatically, Taylor said. Skirt-
ing, which canbe done for as little
as $400 in materials, keeps the
wind from circulating under a
home, he said.

Burton also advises mobile
home owners to lay plastic on the
ground underneath the home.
“Just plain black plastic puts a
barrier between the home and
ground, especially if you have a
wet spot under the home, and
keeps the home from drawing
moisture up through the floor,”
he said

Keeping the home anchored

and level i also important, espe-
ciallyin this area where runoff of
mud and water from hillsides is
common. Taylor recommends
pouring concrete pads before
positioning the home and then
using “tie downs”, aluminum
straps that are driven three feet
into the ground toanchor the struc-
ture.

Regularchecks forlevelnessare
high on Burton’s list of recom-
mendations for mobile home
dwellers. “You need to check for
evenness every six months,” he
said. “If the home is unlevel, over
time it will warp.”

Becausemodernmobilehomes
are built to be extremely air tight,
Taylor also advises against using
any kind of heater in the home
other than the one that came with
it. Other sources of heat, such as
kerosene heaters, he said, will
causecondensation, whichmakes
the wood rot and eventually
damages the home

Using the exhaust fan in bath-
rooms and kitchensisalsoimpor-
tant, Burton said, to get moisture
out of the home.

For mobile homes that were
built before 1976 when federal
regulationson the structures were
tightened, Taylor recommends

complete rewiring. “Most mobile
homesbefore then had aluminum
wiring. Now the Department of
Housingand Urban Development
requires copper wiring,” he said.

Nor was theinsulationas good

inpre-1976 homes, Taylorsaid. To
check on or install more insula-
tion, he said owners can simplv
pull the paneling. It is easy, he
said, to add 3-1/2 inch fiberglass
insulation to the walls and blow
rock wool insulation into the ceil-
ing.
Insulation and wiring should
not be of concern to owners of
mobile homes manufactured after
1976.

To make the mobile home look
better longer, Burton said owners
should keep wax on the exterior,
especially where waterrunsdown
and streaks the finish. A special
wax, similar to the type used by
commercial car washes, is avail-
able from mobile home dealers
and many hardware stores.

If a homeowner getsa hanker-
ing to have a home of a different
color, hecan paintit with alumi-
num paint, also available at hard-
ware and paint stores.

Occasionally, ownersof mobile
homes will want to add a room.
Taylor said additions can bemade

in much the same way as with a
frame home. Cost of the addition
depends on how large theroom is
to be and how much the home-
owner can do on his own.

Tavylorsaid herecentlyaddeda
large family room, bedroom and
bath to his own mobile home for
about $6,000 by doing most of the
work himself.

He added that some mobile
home owners have put fireplaces
in their homes. Fireplaces can be
ordered from Sears, he said, but
he pointed out that only wood,
and not coal, should beburned in
them.

Persons who want to com-
pletely redo a kitchen or a bath-
room in a mobile home can buy a
regular outfit from a lumber or
decoratingcompany, Taylorsaid.

“However, if you'rejustreplac-
ing one thing, such as a bathtub,
it's besttobuy fromamobilehome
supplies dealer because dimen-
sions vary,” he explains.

Both men agree that, for the
most part, mobile homeowners
should treat their homes just as
they would aregular house. Keep-
ing the mobile home clean, attrac-
tive,landscapedand safe will help
it retain its value and add to its
livability.

Painting and wallpaperingare
probably the quickest, most satis-
fyingimprovements homeowners
can make to either the exterior or
interior of their houses.

A coat of paint or a layer of
wallpaper can add to the physical
attractiveness of the house, cover
someofits minordefects, and give
the owner the impression of new
surroundings.

Buttoomany do-it-yourselfers,
according to local retailers, create
more work for themselves by look-
ing for the easiest, quickest way to
get the job done.

“So many people don't ade-
quately prepare before actuall
painting, then they wonder what's
wrong with the paint,” said Judy

Short of Sandy Valley Hardware

in Allen. “That just causes them
more work in the long run.”
ration, said Short, in-
cludes making sure that the sur-
facetobe painted isclean, particu-
larly in the kitchen where grease
builds up, and in the bathroom,
where soap scum adheres to walls.

Homeowners, unless they're
cleaning fanatics, can do little to
stop the build up of grease and
other grime on walls, but many
productsareavailable, Shortsaid,
to clean problem areas before
painting,

Short suggests the “white rag
test” before painting, “Simplytake
a‘white rag and wipeitacross the
wall surface,andif yougeta greasy
residue, you'd better clean the
wall.”

Thesame s true forwallpaper-
ing, said Richard Hamilton of
Meade Custom Paint and Deco-
rating CenteratStanville. “Prepa-
ration is the biggest thing. People
getin a hurry and want to slap it
uprightthen,” hesaid. “Then they
getinto trouble.”

On new walls, Hamilton rec-
ommends applying a primer be-
fore putting up the wallpaper.
Otherwise, the sheet rock paper
will tear under the weight of the
new wallpaper and the whole
surface will fall off

Persons wanting to wallpaper
over panéeling should put wall
sizing, similar to caulking, on the
paneling before papering to in-

creaseadherence.

Preparation is also important
inexterior painting, particularlyif
the house is near the source of
abundant dust, such as on a coal
hauling route. Hosing down the
house, perhaps witha soapsprayer
attachment, should be adequate.

For older houses with an oil
base paintalready onthem, more
preparationisrequired, especially
if the new coat of paint is water-
based, according to William O.
Goebel Il of Pat's Paints in
Prestonsburg.

Goebel recommends applica-
tion of a primer coat to an oil base
surface before it's repainted. To

tell what type of base coat is ai-
ready on the house, Goebel ad-
vises rubbing a solution of dena-
tured alcoho! on a section of the
surface. “If this becomes tacky,it's
water-based,” he said. “If not, it's
oil.”

Most painters prefer water-
based latex paint for exterior sur-
faces, said Bob Branham ot
Arrowood’s Hardware, “It's eas-
ier to clean up, easier toapplyand
justas good as oil-based,” he said.

Goebel believes water-based
paint is far superior to oil based.
“Water-based lets the skin of the
house breathe,” Goebel said. “Ifit
can’tbreathe, moisturebuilds up,
which can damage the house.”
Water-based paint also does not
become chalky and scaly, as oil
paint often does, and it has the
lowest maintenance, lastingup to
18 years or more, he said.

The increasing popularity of
water-based paints is evidenced
in sales figures. Goebel said that
90 percentof thestore’s customers
today choose water-based paints,
as opposed to only about 25 per-
cent less than 10 years ago.

Kim Hall of P.).’s Hardware at
Byproadds a final word of advice.
“Don’t be afraid to ask a salesper-
son for help in choosing the best
materials,” she said. “We’ll ask
questionsaboutwhat youwant to
do and try to help you make the
best decisions.”

After 20 years or so of hibernat-
ing mside with air conditioners
hummingduring the hotsummer
months, many E’loyd Countians
are coming back outside.

‘Decks, close relatives of old-
fime porches, areabout the hottest
items going for do-it-yourself
home improvers these days, ac-
cording to area lumber retailers.

In fact, Don Hackworth at
F.5,VanHoose Lumber said his
company probably gets more re-
mxestsfordeckbuildingmamﬁals

an any other type of lumber
materials this time of year.

“Most peopledoit themselves,”
said Hackworth. “They draw out
their plans and bring them in and
we help them decide whatmateri-
als they'll need.”

Requests at the Prestonsburg
storehave ranged from a four-foot
square structure to as large as 16
feet by 50 feet.

Merlon DeRossett of Wickes
Lumber at Dwale has seen the
demand grow dramaticallyjustin
thelastthree years, “Peoplestarted
calling them decks (rather than
porches) about four or five years
ago,” he said. "Sometimes, that's
about all you sell, seems like."

DeRosseit remembers selling
materials to one person who
wanted decking completely
around his home —130feet. Most,
however, plan on more standard-
sized structures that fill one side
or less of the house.

Indicative of the increasing
interest in porches and decks is
the factthat Lowe's in Paintsville,
whichonce sold treated plywood
only by special order, now carries
the deck and porch roofing mate-
rial in stock.

Gary Dillaha of Lowe’s also
notes that people seem to be get-
ting away from packaged decks
and building their own from
scratch. “The precut packages
vome instandard sizes,” said Dil-
laha, “but-more and more people
want different sizes ”

Dillahaalsosaid thatcustomer
demand hasresulted inmore
of decking lumber. One of the lat-
est items is called “bull-nosed”
decking, whichisrounded, rather
than square, on the smaller edge
of the wood. “There’s less chance
of stubbing your toe or catching a
heel” with the new type of wood,
he said,

All the lumber merchants rec-
ommend usingnothing but treated

wood for decks and porches that
are constantly exposed to the
weather. “It's there for the rest of
your life,” said Hackworthin ref-
erence to the treated lumber.
Dillaha also recommends
gluing down the lumber for floor
joists before nailing. Using con-

struction adhesive leaves “less
chance of nails and boards work-
ing up on you,” he said.

With people coming outside
more, the sale of porch swings is
also on the “upswing,” according
to: Bob Branham of Arrowood
Hardware in Prestonsburg.

“We're selling more swings,”
Branhamsaid, “I really don’tknow
the reason, but | think the song
that was out a few years ago (Just
A Swingin’) heiped the porch
swing business.”

Swings made of solid oak are
the best sellers, Branham said.
Prices for the standard porch
5w(§ng range from around 520 to
$30.

Several other hardware stores
carry a variety of porch and deck
furnishings, although swings are
not as readily available as other
items. Despite the increaseinsales
in recent years, Branham admits

that swings “are not the greatest
selling item onearth.”

Persons who want the personal
touch in their swing may opt for
one that's custom-made. Robert
Robinson of Spurlock Creek makes
swings (o order. Robinson's
swingsarereportedlya littiemore
expensive than those bought in
stores, but owners generally con-
sider them better built

During thespringmany home-
owners start showing the symp-
toms of a peculiarly American

malady — new home fever.

Some want a bi house,
others a smaller one. e wan!
moreyard space, othersless. Some,

remembering winter's troubles,
want to get off the hill; others
dream of the view from a hillside
spot.

But for nearly all, increasing
the resale value of their present
home is a practical matter they
must deal with before looking for
anew one.

According to Wilma Wallen of
American Way Realty, if your
house is already in decent shape,
“the number one” improvement
that can be made is to the lawn.

“Landscaping will increase the
value of a home quite a bit,” she
said, pointing out that the lawn
gives the first impression of the
house and its owners.

Although the cost of improve-
ments to vour primary residence
is not deductible, but serves only
to increase vour cost basis in the
residence, there are other finan-
cial benefits to making home
improvements.

Withthe new tax laws, you will
need to know the difference be-
tween an improvement and a
repair, and distinguishing be-
tween the twois not always easy.

Animprovementis considered
to be anvthing that adds to the
value of your home or apprecia-
bly prolongs its life, such as im-
proving the home's energy effi-
ciency.

Specific projects that count as
home improvements include en-
ergy upgrades(addinginsulation
intheattic, wallsand crawl spaces;
caulking and weatherstripping),
room additions, re-roofing, new
siding and additions.

Repairs, on the other hand, are
designed to maintain the house
and grounds “in good working
order” and are not deductible,
since they donotextend the useful
lifeof the homeoradd toits value.
