Frazier said signs including ob-
scenities. were seen by district offi-
cials, adding that students showed
“extremely bad taste.”

“Wheelwright and Betsy Layne
behaved well, as did McDowell, for
the most part,” said Frazier. “Allen
Central was exemplary, and | have
written a letter commending princi-
pal Don Daniels. Prestonsburg was
anembarrassment.”

Frazier said he and Superinten-
dent Ronald Hager were aware that
signs containing vulgar phrases were
exhibited.

“Wehave contacted the principals
of the schools involved, and will be
discussing it with them in more de-
tail. There are some schools that 1
don’t think were a problem — the
large problem seems to be with
Prestonsburgright now. Itjust needs
to be dealt with,” Frazier said.

The governor added that the April
andJune ojectsareexpected tocost
about $32 million.

Floyd Food Stainp
Clients Will Join

Training

Another 35,000 Kentucky food
stamp recipients — includinga large
numberinFloyd County—arebein,
enrolled ina state program designe
to help them move past barriers that
have previously tied them to the
welfare system.

The expansion of the Kentucky
Food Stamp Employmentand Train-
ing Program will direct clients into
jobs, vocational training or courses
forahighschoolequivalencydiploma
(GED).

Adult food stamp clients who are
required toregister for workand who
liveincounties where the servicesare
offered must participate in the Em-

loyment and Training Program or

ose their eligibility for benefits, ac-

cording to Social Insurance Commis-
sioner Mike Robinson.

Thomas Hereford II, field direc-
tor for the Department of Employ-
ment Services in Prestonsburg, said
his office is receiving a list of eligible
applicants each day. Staff members
are contacting recipients on the list
and scheduling assessmentappoint-
ments.

Program

Some recipients, including those
with children under 6 years of age,
those who are ill or unable to work,
and the aged, are not required to
participate, Hereford added.

“Atthetimeoftheassessment, we
determine how they can best be
served,” said Hereford. “They may
seek immediate employment, or they
may bestbeserved by earninga GED
or enrolling in adult literacy classes.
Weare goingto try totake food stamp
recipients thatare able and available
and place them in a job or place them
in training prior to a job — making
them job-ready.”

Hereford said the program'’s aim
is to find people who can participate
in unsubsidized employment. “That
leads them to beingable to vacate the
food stamp rolls,” he added.

Floyd Countyhas 3,259 active food
stamp cases—and even more recipi-
ents, said Hereford, because more
than one person may receive food
stamps in some cases.

“Weareassuming that we'll serve
80 percent of those, or about 2,600,”

Hopkins Refutes Economic,
Tourism Development Claims

The local option election April 22
is the “only EF;ECtive means of pro-
tectingour families from thedangers
of liquor by the drink,” according to
theRev.Steve Hopkins, whoisamon,

“LastAugust, five peoplegaveour
fine city liquor by the drink,” said
Hopkins. “In effect, the on-site con-
sumptionofalcohol takes alcohol out
of the home and puts it on the road.
By theiraction, they have forced those

who are concerned about the safety
and welfare of the citizens of
Prestonsburg to seek petitions for a
local option election.

Hopkins, pastor of the First Bap-
tist Church (Irene Cole Memorial),
said proponents of liquor by thedrink
have presented primarily economic
arguments in favor of alcohol sales.
However, points out the clergyman,
alcoholicbeveragesales producelittle
more than 1 percent of the city’s
annual budget.

“Alcohol proponents have had
seven years to prove the sale of alco-
holicbeveragesis profitable, and they
have not,” said Hopkins. “Not one
new production job has beencreated
since 1982, and notone new indus
has come to our city because of the
sale of alcoholic beverages.

“Do we really want to attract the
kind of business that would make the
sale ofalcoholicbeverages adeciding
factorincominghere?” hecontinued.

Answeringclaimsthata “dry” vote
would harm the area’s touristindus-
try, Hopkins said the county’s great-
est tourist attraction is Jenny Wiley
State Park — operated by the state,
which does not allow alcoholic bev-
erage sales atits parks.

e need to creatively use our
attractions, not abuse and violate
them,” contends Hopkins. “Should
we sacrifice the safety of those who
live here for a few travelers?”

Hopkinsalsosaid thatproponents’

claims thatloss of revenue will cause
reductionsincity servicesare untrue.
Until 1983, he said, the city had no
revenue from the sale of alcoholic
beverages. “How have we become
dependent on the beer and liquor
sales insix years?” he asked.

In addition, he noted that the in-
come from alcohol sales provides the
salary for gne police officer. At the
Prestonsburg City Council meeting
in which/ liquor by the drink was
approved, as a direct result of the
approval, he said, two officers were
employed and authorization to pur-
chase a new cruiser given.

“The bottom line is that we are
losing money because of the sale of
alcoholic beverages, and the other
businessesand citizensof ourcityare
payingthebill. Weareignoring those
who pay 99 percent of the bill for the
sake of those who pay 1 percent.”

Hopkins adds that while some
have called the petition drive and
resulting option election “the latest
effort to legislate morality,” he feels
all laws legislate morality.

“Laws prohibiting murder, rape;
stealing, incest, etc., all legislate
morality,” said Hopkins. “A ‘wet’ vote
legislates morality, Weare notdeny-
ing anyone the privilege of drinking
in the privacy of their own home.
However, when done in public, it is
nolonger a private matter. No one is

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Wheelwright Council Considers
Meeting Change, Bank Closing

Concernsaboutchanging the regu-
lar meeting time, the possible closing
of a branch bank and reactivation of
the community library occupied
membersof Wheelwright City Coun-
cil at their meeting Saturday,

Aftermore thana year of meeting
onthethird Saturday of each month,
Councilman Joe Stewart introduced
an ordinance to change the meeting
time to the third Thursday at 7 p.m.
“Wemay havemorecitizensinatten-
dance if we meet on Thursday eve-
nings,” said Stewart,

Meetings, which were originally
on Thursdays, were changed to Sat-
urdays to accommodate members’
work schedules, according to Mayor
Larry Mullins. “Now it looks like
Thursdays would be better,” Mullins
saicl. “At least we can try it.”

The ordinance will be read a sec-
ond time at the April meeting and if
approved will gointo effectin May.

Responding to a rumor that the
Bank Josephine will close its Bypro
branch, council members agreed to
send a letter to bank chief Sam Blank-
enship, asking him to reevaluate the
decision. The letter said that some
citizens are considering changing
banks if the branch closes, rather than
drive to the proposed new branch at
Minnie.

A?roving the letter, the council
agreed toapproach other area banks,
including somein Pike County, if the
branchdoesclose. Thecity, as well as
the Wheelwright Utilities Commis-
sion, uses the Bypro branch of Bank
Josephine. A citizen said the rumored
closing would also be hard on retired
persons in the area who would have

todrive to Virgieor McDowell for the
nearest bank service.

Council also discussed the feasi-
bility of reopening the community
library, which closed in early 1986,
after the building next to it burned.
Councilman Dennis Holbrookasked
the city clerk to contact Paul Gear-
heart, owner of the library building,
to inquire about his plans for the
building, whichneeds extensivereno-
vation. “Then wecan makea decision
about the library,” Holbrook said.

Clerk Mary Ann Johnson also
agreed to contact Floyd County
Judge-Executive John R’d Stumbo
aboutre-funding the half-timelibrar-
ian position. Council membersagreed
that the budget will not allow full
services, since the county funds only
enough for salary, with the city hav-
ing to pick up thebills forotheritems.

“If we can get the county fundin,
back that we had, maybe we can fin
a way to fund it,” said Holbrook.

“Before the building is usable,
thousands of dollars will have to be
spent on upgrading,” said Mayor
Mullins,addingthat the building will
have to have new electrical and sew-
age systems. Members agreed to
continue exploring ways to reopen
the library.

The council also authorized the
clerk to apply for a matching state
grant to purchase equipment for the
fire department. The grants of be-
tween $250 and 5400 are available to
communities with populations of
under 10,000. Fire department staff
will beasked forinputon equipment
needs.

In other business, council reap-

pointed utility commissioners Ran-
dall Johnson, Bill Meade, Fred Salis-
bury, Gertrude Tyson and Iberay
Johnson. Appointed to the parks
commission was Luther Johnson Jr.

Council also discussed an illegal
dumping problem on the accessroad
to the old slate dump behind the
houses on79 Hill. Dumping is occur-
ring on the site of the old ballpark
where the city hopes to build a new
one. Council agreed that gates are
needed at both ends of the road to
block traffic, and members said they
will check into having gates put up.

Council approveg a state-man-
dated ordinance requiring non-pri-
mary, non-rartisan elections for city
officials. Although the city already
conducts such elections, passing of
the ordinance is required under new
statestatutes, Mullins explained. The
ordinance received its second read-
ing at the meeting, prior to the vote.

Clerk Johnson inquired about
being permitted to join the Kentucky
Municipal Clerks Association.
Mullins authorized her to find out
more about the organization and
indicated the council would support
her.

County Attorney David Allen
Barber, w{:o isrunning for reelection,
spoke briefly to the council at the
beginning of the meeting about his
record and his campaign platform.

s0 naive as to believe we can elimi-
nate the problem of alcohol com-
pletely, but wecan protect thelives of
theinnocent.”

Neither does the local pastor feel
bootlegging will flourish again, as
proponents of alcohol sales have
predicted. Hopkins said most alco-
hol sales atjust outside the city limits
will not be affected, making bootleg-
ging an unprofitable venture.

“The same law enforcement
agency that enforces thelegal age for
drinking is to control bootlegging. If
they can do one,” he asks, ”. why not

the other?”

“One of the advantages of a com-
munity like ours over a large metro
area is therightand privilege toraise
our familiesina wholesome, healthy
environment,” said Hopkins, “The
folks of our city have the right and
responsibility to protect that privi-
lege; our children deserve it. If we
don’tstand on thisissue, how can we
oppose other drugs or anything else
that threatens our families? . . .

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Sprain Most Common Injury
Recorded In Floyd During '87

More than 102 Floyd Countians
suffered sprains on the job during
1987, makinf it the county’s number
one non-coal-related injury.,

According to Labor Cabinet sta-
bistics, the most common sprain in-
volved the back — 74 were reported
that year, the latest for which statis-
tics are available. Floyd Countians
also reported six sprained shoulders
and ankles, two sprained knees and
two sprained feet, Interestingly
enough, one abdominal sprain was
also reported.

The second mostcommonon-the-
jobinjury wasa fracture, witha fotal
of 21 for the year. Four involved feet,
and three each the ankle or wrist. In
addition, area employers reported
two sprained legs, two sprained fin-
gers, one fie, one arm, one shoulder,
and one rib.

Falling third were cuts requiring
stitches, according to Mark Marac-
cini, Labor Cabinet spokesman. Nine
of those accidents involved fingers,
and five involved hands.

In the “other” category, said

Maraccini, employers reported 13
bruises, 12 cases of muscular sore-
ness, ninescratches, six burnscaused
by heat, and twoamputations —one
involving an arm at the elbow, and
the other involving a finger

Alsoreported were two incidents
involving torn or damaged cartilage
or tendon, two herniated discs, one
heart attack, one pinched nerve and
one insect sting,

Area Development Districtrose from
arevised 8.7 percent in December to
a preliminary 13.1 percent in Janu-

ary. Rates ranged from 11.8 percent
in'Floyd County to 22.3 percent in
MagoffinCounty, asall of thedistrict's
counties recorded double-digitrates.

Floyd Descendants Of Founder
Invited To College Celebration

Normally the centennial celebra-
tion of a school in Texas would not
make the news in Eastern Kentucky,
but as with many things, there are
exceptions.

East Texas State University was
founded 100 years ago by a native of
Floyd County, and a hostof William
Leonidas Mayo's descendants in this
area have been invited to the birth-
daybashinSeptemberin Commerce,
Texas.

A proclamation from Texas Gov.
G.P. Clements, designating 1989 as
East Texas State University Centen-
nial Year, was recently sent to H.D.
Fitzpatrick Jr,, of Prestonsburg, a
descendant of the school’s founder.

According to the schedule, a Cen-
tennial Convocationis slated Sept. 28
at which Mayo’s relatives are to be
recognized. That weekend is appar-
ently the highlightof theanniversary
celebration.

Fitzpatrick estimates that dozens
ofrelativesof the late educator livein
Flo&d County and have connections
with the Texasinstitution. Hismother,
thelate Fannie Mayo Fitzpatrick, was

the first Floyd Countian toattend the
school, knownoriginally asEast Texas
Normal College. She went there in
1903, Fitzgerald said.

Dr. Porter Mayo, a former resi-
dent of this area now living in Lex-
ington, confirms that several Floyd
Countiansattended the Texas college
while Professor Mayo was connected
with it from 1889 until his death in
1917.

all attended the college, he said,
along with members of the Seymour
Mayo family and the Leslie family.

A history of Professor Mayo and
ETSU, furnished by the Lexington
thsician, states that the college

ounder wasbornin Prestonsburg in
1861, and attended Prestonsburg
Academy,apparently anearly school
in the town. He later went to Cedar
Bluff Academy in Virginia and then
Central Normal College in Indiana.

After a brief stint as head of his
alma materin Virginiaand an unsuc-
cessful venture in the lumber busi-
ness here, Professor Mayo left the
area. He migrated to Texas where he
taught at Pecan Gap Schoolybefore
opening the collegein Cooper, Texas,
where he wasalsosuperintendent of
schools.

When the original college build-
ing was destroyed by fire, he moved
the school to Commerce toits present
sitein 1894, Atthetimeofhisdeathin
1917, a bill was in the Texas legisla-
ture that would make the college a
state institution,

The professor’s long obituary in
the Dallas Morning News paid glow-
ing tribute to his achievements in
educating future teachers. “Possibly
no ideal was more strongly fixed in
his mind, constantly practiced in his
life than that of arousing the highest
degreeof inspiration and enthusiasm
possible in every young man and

Social Security Overpayments
Can Be Avoided, Kelly Reports

Recipients of Social Security checks
should promptly reportany changes
thatmay affecttheir benefits toavoid
overpayment and possible pcnal‘?,
according to Jim Kelly, Big San
Areadistrictdirector for Social Secu-
rity.

“The biggest cause of overpay-
ments is not reporting or under-re-
porting earnings from work,” Kelly
explains. “Keep in mind that some
payments must be withheld if your
1989 earnings exceed $8,880 if you

are 65 through 69;0r$6,480if you are
under 65. If you earn over the annual
limit, $1 in benefits will be withheld
for each $2 of excess earnings.”

Kelly said there are special rules,
which may include medical consid-
erations, that affect recipients if they
work while getting d isagiti ty checks.
Any work done must be reported, as
must any medical improvement by
the recipient.

Following are additional events
that must be reported to prevent an

overpayment, Kelly said,

— Death of a beneficiary.

— Marriage of a dependent or
survivor.

Affects Floyd County:

State Fish & Wildlife
May Lose $2 Million

Kentuckycould losean estimated
$1.9 million in federal aid to fish and
wildlife programs next year if Con-

ess passes the proposed federal
udget,

Virtually all of the Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources’ pro-
grams would be affected by the cut,
according to Don R. McCorm ick,
commissioner of the Kentucky De-
partment of Fish and Wildlife Re-
sources,

The proposal calls for a $100 mil-
lion cap on the federal aid in wildlife
restoration and federal aid in sport
fish restoration programs. Funds for
both programscome from excise taxes
on sport hunting and fishing equip-

.ment. These “user fees” are returned
to each state for fish and wildlife re-
searchand management,

InFloyd County and the surround-
ing area, the proposed budget will
also affect anglers and hunters.

“It will probably cut the amount
of fish stucied here at Dewey Lake
and alsoat the Paintsville Lake,” Jeff
Yurk, assistantdistrict biologist, said.
“The money comes from taxes Con-

ess puts on fishing fuel and fishing
tackle. It could also affect boat ramp

building in this area, as well as up-
keepofexistingramps,” Yurkrelated.

Under the budget proposal, funds
for endangered species would be
completely eliminated, and federal
grants would no longer be available
to enhance or manage endangered
species.

According to the U.S. Fish and
wildlife Service, $192.9 million in
fisheries receipts and $129 million in
wildlife receipts are available for
apportionment in 1990. Under the
currentbudget proposal withits $100
million limit on each fund, a total of
$121.9 million would be withheld
from state fish and wildlife agencies.

According to Jim Axon, assistant
directorof the Kentucky Department
of Fish and Wildlife Resources in
Frankfort, the proposed budget $96
million would be taken and reallo-
cated somewhere else.

“The proposed cap would affect
fisher's p ms across the board,”
Axon said. “All the money that fish-
eries getcomes from the federal fund.
The p;qmsed cap wouldaffectallthe
state of Kentucky.”

“These federal aid funds come
directly from taxes on hunters, fish-

ermanand boaters,” McCormicksaid,
“and they are to be used to benefit
these groups. Every outdoorsmanin
Kentucky has contributed to these
funds, and should be gravely con-
cerned with this proposed cutback
and its subsequent impact on fish
and wildlife management in Ken-
tucky.”

While fisheriesacross thestate will
be affected, the Department of Wild-
life will also feel the blunt of the cap.
According to Larry Short, district
wildlife biologist, the federal cap will
have a partial affect on the wildlife-
department, but notas much as fish-
eries.

"We are funded through the
Pittman Robinson Act,” Shortrelates:
“The federal government then
matches our fund.It’s really about75
to 25 percent matching. We give 25
percent and the federal government
gives 75 percent.”

How would the cap affect the
department of wildlife locally?

“It would limit our budget, our
equipment we need, seed and fertil-
izer,” Short says. “I hope it will not
affect our manpower.”

TAXIDERMY PART II: THE
CLASSIC SKIN MOUNT.
Trophy fisharenotonly extraor-

dinarily difficult to catch, they are
also extremely difficult to mount,
Unfortunalely.. not all taxidermists
are good ones.

Anglers who take that one-of-a-
lifetime trophy to an unfamiliar taxi-
dermist are all-too-often disap-
pointed with the resulting mount,
That does not have to be the case, for
therearedefinitely good taxidermists,
artists who care as much about the
quality of their work as they do for
the dollar. Anglers who make the
effort to properly care for their tro-
phy prior to taking it to the taxider-
mist, and take the time to locate a
good taxidermist, will be rewarded
with a beautiful, awe-inspiring
amount.

THE CLASSIC SKIN MOUNT

For many years, skin mounts
were the only option available to
anglers. Many taxidermists are now,
however, switching to fiberglass
taxidermy because it truly is a better
method of creating a trophy fish for
display; vou can releaseatrophy fish
and still obtain a mirror image tro-
phy of that same fish; and unlike a
skin mount, a fiberglass mount lasts
forever.

The quality of a skin mount is
limited, especially overtime, because
thetaxidermististryingto preservea
once-living thing.

Most gamefish have an abun-
dance of fats and acids in their body,
and this creates most of the problems
inherent in a skin mount. Unless the
taxidermist takes great pains to
remove as much of the fat and acid
from the fish as possible, it will even-
tually bleed through the skin and
ruin the mount. Removing all of itis
impossible, so many of the better
taxidermists have learned to seal the
skin with a fungicidal sealer, which
prevents any remaining otl from
seeping through the skin.

Another : common occurrence
which hampers skin mounting is the
loss of scales ona fish. The best thing
you can doto keep this from happen-
ingis to handlethe fish properly after
it is caught. If a scale is dislodged,
though, a good taxidermist can re-
pair it. Many use an epoxy glue to
reattach or repair a dislodged scale.
Too, when finishing a skin mount,
most good taxidermists use several
coats of a clear finish which seals the
fish, addsa life-like sheen, and keeps
the scales intact.

Over time, the skin of the fish
and the paints which are sprayed on
it will begin to yellow. Suntight will
speed the process, but it is a natural
oceurrence which cannot be pre-
vented. [f you put a new mount be-
side an older one, the difference is

obvious.

Theonly recourse to this natural
aging of a skin mount is to have it
repainted. Though it would appear
that repainting a mount is a simple
procedure, it is quite complicated.
Basically, the taxidermist must strip
the mount of the old finish—a slow,
tedious process which must be done
by hand, Although someétaxidermists
will simply paint over the old finiish,
the completed product is usually a
dull, drab mount, certainly not the
life-like trophy a serious angler
demands. Thus, when it is time to
have your mount repainted, be sure
to ask your taxidermist how he orshe
performs the procedure.

CARING FOR THE CATCH

Oneofthe mostimportant things
that you can do to insure the success
of your mount is to take proper care
of the fish as soon as it is caught.

The worst thing you candois let
the fish floparound in the boat. It will
dislodge scales, tear fins, and can
actually damage a fish so badly that
it cannot be mounted with any de-
gree of success, Assoon as the fish is
caught, many taxidermists recom-
mend “konking” it on the head (be-

tween the eyes) with a fish billyora
club to keep it from flopping.

A good practice which all an-
glers should adopt is to carry a large
terry-cloth towel and a role of duct
tape in your boatatall times. Assoon
as you get the fish to the boat, knock
him in the head. This will either stun
it or kill it; either way, he won't be
flopping around!

If you have a camera with you,
take a few side-view photosto which
it will later help the taxidermist cre-
ateamount virtually identical to your
fish. Next, wet the terry-cloth towel
thoroughly and wrap the fish in it,
being sure to fold the fins down so
that they will not become damaged.
Then wrap a few strips of tapearound
the towel and fish to hold it in place.
If you have a cooler which is large
enough, lay the fish flat in the bottom
of it and dump some ice on top, We
the towel again thoroughly before
leaving the lake, and take the fish
directly to the taxidermist if heor she
is within driving distance.

If a good taxidermist is not con-
veniently located, freeze the fish by
placing it on a flat board in your
freezer. Leave the fish inthe towel in
which you wrapped it, and wet it
thoroughly before placing it in the
freezer. This towel will hold mois-
ture against the fish, keeping it from
becoming freezer burned. It will also
protect the fish and its fragile fins.

itsolid, wrap it in five or six layers of
newspaper (which acts as an insula-
tor) and then secureit in a large box.
Mark the box “Rush—Fresh Fish”
and take it to the nearest Greyhound
depot, In most cases, the taxidermist
will receive the fish before it even
begins to thaw. Be sure to call your
taxidermistahead of timeto get more
specific instructions.

SELECTING A TAXIDERMIST
As most anglers are well aware,
taxidermy work varies greatly from
one artist to the next. Fish worthy of
mounting are terribly hard to come
by, so anglers should choose their

taxidermist carefully. ers.

Although a taxidermist’s repu-
tation is a good starting point, you
should view his or her work before
entering into an agreement. Better
yet, if you want to have a crappie
mounted, you should see a crappie
that he has recently mounted, Some
taxidermists earn a superb reputa-

When you finally catch that tro-
phy worthy of a shrine on the wall of
your den, the work is not over.

Hunter Safety Measures Adopted

A plan to require mandatory
hunter training by 1991 was adopted
by the state Fish and Wildlife Re-
sources Commission at its quarterly
meeting March 5-6.

The commission also tightened
the requirements for hunter orange
and for juveniles being accompanied
by adults when deer gun hunting,

Beginning in 1991, anyone born
on or after Jan. 1, 1975, will be re-
quired to take a state-approved
hunter training course before pur-
chasing a hunting license. Anyone
born prior to Jan, 1, 1975 (that is,
anyone 16 years old or older before
1991) will not be required to take the
course,

The Kentucky Department of
Fishand Wildlife Resources currently
offers a voluntary 10-hour hunter
education course, according to Mar-
ion Mattingly, acting director of the

department’s Division of Conserva-
tion Edugation. Currently, 39 states
have mandatory hunter training
laws, Mattingly says.

Mattingly says that delaying
until 1991 will give the department
time to add extra instructors and
make other preparations to assure
that the course will be offered in all
parts of Kentucky.

“The commission made it clear
that not one youngster should be
denied the opportunity to hunt be-
cause a hunter training course was
not offered in his area,” Mattingly
said.

Effective this fall, anyone huni-
ing during a deer firearm season will
be required to wear a minimum of
500 square inches of solid hunter-
orange color on the head, back and
chest. Anorangecap and orange vest
will satisfy this requirement.

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1989 Deer Season Dates And Regulations Set

The state Fish and Wildlife Re-
sources Commission adopted regu-
lations permitting the use of any

center-fire rifle cartridge for deer

hunting, and approved a zone frame-
work substantially unchanged from
last year.

The state will be divided into
seven deer hunting zones for the 1989
season, Gun hunting in zones one
through five will be permitted from
Nov.11 through Nov. 20,and inzone
six (including Floyd County) from
Nov. 16 to Nov, 20.

Counties in zone seven will be

closed to all deer hunting,

Prices for deer permits ($17.50
for a two-tag permit) remain un-
changed from last year. One of these
two tags will be valid for antlerless
deeronly whilegunhunting in zones
one through four.

In zone one, hunters may take
anydeer forthe firstfivedaysandare
limited to bucks only for the remain-
ing five days of the gun season. Zone

similar, except that any deer may be
taken only on the last day of the gun
season.

Zone five hunters have 10 days,
and zone six hunters, five days, of
bucks-only hunting,

The 1989 archery season will be
Oct. 1 through Dec. 31 in zones one
through six. Archers may take any
deer in zones one through five, but
are Jimited to bucks only in zone six.

Foreign Investors Must Report
Agricultural Land, Says ASCS

All foreign owners of US agricul-
tural land must report their holdings,
acquisitions, dispositions and leases
of 10 years or more, and land-use
changes within90 days, according to
officials with the Floyd County Agri
cultural Stabilizationand Conserva
tion Service (ASCS).

The Agricultural Foreign Invest
ment Disclosure Act Report is re-
quired by law, officials said, and fail-
ureor latenessinreporting may cause
penalties.

ASCS officials are responsible for
keeping track of how much agricul
tural land is owned or controlled by
foreign individuals or interests, For-
eign investorshave reported owning
about 12.4 million acres of agricul-

“The
$500 still isn’t enough to do what we
wanttodo,” said Watson, sostudents
are exploring fund raising projects.

Watson said she began the maga-
zine almost three years ago so the
public could see wgat Allen Central
students are carablc of doing. “Asa
teacher I saw all the good things the
students were producing,” said the
English teacher, “but | was the only
onewhoeversaw them.” Freedom, a
name selected through studentcom-

petition, became the medium for
others, besides the teacher, to see just
how creative the students can be.

Watson also uses the printed
magazine in her classes to illustrate
different typesof writingand toshow
students that they candowork thatis
publishable.

Kathlyne Keen, a Wayland senior
interested in art, sees Freedom as a
laboratory in teamwork. “It teaches
&ou to make decisions as a group,”

een said.

Her sentiments are echoed by
Linda Oliver, a senior from Garrett
who hopes tobea journalistone day.
“Working together like this teaches
us to get along with one another.”

Watson, whodescribes herroleas
“likehavinga second job,” hopes that
the creative experiences the students
are having with the magazine will
lead one day toan expanded curricu-
lum at the school. “I have a lot of
enthusiasm for this project,” the
popular teacher said. “l hope we can
eventuallyincorporateother subjects,
such as creative writing and broad-

, casting, into the curriculum.”

Watson pointed out that grades
arenotalwaysindicativeofastudent’s
creativity. “These are not always A
students whose writings are pub-
lished,” she said. “Sometimes it
amazes peoplethat youdonthaveto
be a ‘brain’ to create.”

Oscarcast moved
to Wednesday
By Linda Sparkman

The first telecast originat-
ed from the Hollywood Pan-
tages Theater on March 19,
1953. Bob Hope was the
Master of Ceremonies, and a
young actor named Ronald
Reagan was the radio an-
nouncer. That show received
awhopping 42.1 ratingand a
76 share, crushing all exist-
ing TV rating records to
date.

And thus began televi-
sion’s 36-year long love
affair with Oscar. Wednes-
day, March 29, The 6list
Annual Academy Awards
Presentation will air on
ABC, marking the first time
since 1976 that the Oscar
Awards have been telecast
on an evening other than
Monday.

But there have been other
“firsts” in the Oscarcasts.
Matter of fact, Oscar seems
to have had it all: firsts,
emotions, even criticism.

For instance, when Max-
imillian Schell was named
Best Actor in 1961 for
Judgment at Nuremburg, it
was the first time an actor
had won an Oscar repeating
a role he did on television.

Emotions? Who can forget

- the time that James Stewart

tearfully accepted a special
Oscar for Gary Cooper, who
died of cancer a month later?
How about the standing
ovation that Charles Cha-
plin received upon his return
to the U.S. at the 1972
Awards?

As for criticism, the length
of the Oscarcast is contantly
being attacked. But what
about the time in 1959 when
Jerry Lewis found that he
had 20 minutes to kill and
brought everyone onstage 1o
sing and vamp for the
remaining scheduled time?

This year promises its
share of excitement. Said
producer Allan Carr, “The
opening is going to be,

, one of the most
exciting things that we've
seen on television in a long

time.” The set will be a
recreation of the Coconut
Grove, where the awards
were held before they were
telecast.

Of course, one of the
excitling things each year is
the announcement of the
winners. This year there is
no one show that threatens
to eclipse the rest of the
nominees, as there often has
been in the past, but several
strong films and perfor-
mances vying for top
honors.

Nominees in the Best Pic-
ture category are The Ac-
cidental Tourist, Dangerous
Liaisons, Mississippi Burn-
ing, Rain Man and Working
Girl.

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It's A 'Matchless' H obby':
» Building With Ohio Blue Tips

“Afteraboutanhour, you feel like
climbing the walls.” 'Fhat's how
Bobby Blackburnlooksat hisunusual

hobby — building with matchsticks. -

Tediously, the Prestonsburg man
puts together the tiny pieces of wood
tocreate miniature houses, furniture
and other whatnots,

“You wouldn't believe how much
trouble it is,” said Blackburn, com-
plaining, but nevertheless proud of
the finished products, the discipline
and patience the craft requires.

e is most proud of the recently
completed house, which resemblesa
ioneer doll’s log cabin. The project,
estimates, tookaboutd, 500 matches
and several months to complete.

The matches naturally have to be
burned, and then Blackburn scrapes
each one to give a smooth, squared
look. He then glues them together in
multiples of five to form single pieces
that can be combined for the con-
struction. The process is slow and
detailed.

Matchstick Mansion

Alotoftime and patience goes into Bobby Blackburn’s creations. Using
simple matchsticks, the Prestonsburg man fashioned this pioneer-type

Theamateur craftsmanis particu-
lar about his construction materials.
He will use nothing but Ohio Blue
Tip kitchen matches because of their
sturdiness, he said. “I was about out
the other day and 1 called the store to
see if they had Ohio Blue Tips,” he
said. “The clerk said she only had
three boxes and 1 told her not to let
anyone else have them, that I'd be
right there.”

Blackburn developed some of his
patience for detail workasa Linotype
operator for the Warsaw, Ind., Times
Union. Setting type by the old Lino-
type method, which has largely been
replaced by computers, requires
dexterity, good hand-eye coordina-
tion, and the ability to envision words
set backwards and upside down as
correct.

The Floyd County native, who
attended Berea College for a year,
began as a janitor for the Indiana
newspaper after being disabled on
ano_lherl;ob. A pressroom employee
noticed Blackburn's fascination with
the Linotype machines and taught

the young man to use them after his
janitorial work was completed each
evening.

The need for intense concentra-
tion and the noise created by the
machines “geton yournerves,” Black-
burn said, “but it also gets in your
blood.” The matchstick creations
demand the same type of attention
and, to an extent, fill that void in the
former printer’s life.

The slightly built, quiet man
started working with matchsticks
“about four or %ve years ago.” His
first creations were relatively simple
jewel boxes which he gave to family
and friends. He later advanced to
doll-house sized chairs and other
miniatures beforeattempting tobuild
a house.

Hislatesthouseisbased ona piece
of wood covered with greencarpetto
resemble a yard setting. In front of
the house, which has a tiny roofed

orch, are picnic tables and an old-
ashioned well, all fashioned from
matchsticks.

Blackburn made the house roof to
liftoff, exposinganinterior furnished
with matchstick tables, chairs and
other furniture. Inside the shuttered
windows, he draped small carpet
scraps for curtains, He's now work-
ing ona way to puta light inside the
structure.

Working without written plans,
Blackburn said his designs are cap-
tured in his mind, often coming to
him late at night as he tries to fall
asleep.

Blackburn, who admits to being
full of nervous energy, said the craft--
ing “takes your mind off things.” He
thenlaughsandadds, “Til you get to
the pointwhereitgets to yourmind.”

Happiest when he’s creating,
Blackburn also writes poems, songs,
Eiays and short stories.

DO NOT CRUSH

Children under the age of five years will, in almost
allcases, experience difficulty in swallowing medica-
tion in tablet form. For this reason, children in this
age group usually receive their prescriptive medi-
cines, and over-the-counter remedies, in liquid form.
There are some medications, however, that are
available only in tablet or capsule form. These tab-
lets may be crushed between two pieces of wax
paper with a teaspoon to reduce them to powder
form. However, certain tablets, such as enteric-
coated ones, should not be crushed. Tablets in the
form have a shiny outer coating which is intended to
keep the tablet from disintegrating in the stomach.
Also, those tablets with sustain-release action should
not be crushed since this would circumvent their

gradual release action.

Higher Mortgage Rates
Will Pull Back Home
Sales, NAR Predicts

Higher mortgageinterestrateswill
stifle housing activity throughout
1989, dampening what could have
been an extraordinary year for resi-
dential real estate, according to the
latestmonthly “Outlook for the Econ-
omy and Real Estate” from the Na-
tional Association of Realtors,

TheMarchreport, issued by NAR's
forecasting and policy analysis divi-
sion, notes that the housing sector is
caughtina “tug-of-war,” withstrong

housing demographics pulling the
market forward, and interest rate
increases pulling it back.

Last year, the volume of buyersin
their peakincome-earning years with-
stood interest rate increases, and ex-
isting single-family home sales
reached a nine-year high. However,
theMarchoutlook predicts thehigher
rates will have a more substantial
impact this year, as interest rates for
fixed-rate morigages hover between
11and 11.5 percent.

Credit tightening by the Federal
Reserve Board, which has driven up
mortgage interest rates gradually
since last fall, is not expected to con-
tinue past this spring, according to
NAR analysts. Although the Fed’s
anti-inflationary policy has the effect
of restricting home sales, housing
activity, particularly in the existing-
home market, is expected to remain
ata healthy level, the outlook says.

“Qur view of the economy is that
the Fed will have realized that it was
successful (in slowing economic
growth) by May this year, and will
begin to pull back, thus easing inter-
est rates,” notes NAR chief econo-
mist John A. Tuccillo.

" Thefollowing predictions for 1989
are included in the March report:

— Sales of existing single-family
homes are expected to total 3.58 mil-
lion units, declining 0.4 percent from
1988.

— Sales of new single-family
homes are expected to total 645,000
units, dropping 4.7 percent from 1988.

— Housing starts are expected to
drop 2.5 percent from 1988,

— The national median existing-
home price is expected to reac
$94,000, rising 5.2 percent from 1988,
The national median price for new
homes is expected to reach $118,300,
increasing 5.2 percent from 1988.
