Wheelwright Residents Oppose
Proposed Branch Bank Relocation

Several Wheelwrightresidents, the
city’s utility commission and city
council are asking a local financial
firm toreconsideritsdecision tomove
a branch bank from Wheelwright to
McDowell.

Additionally, a petition has been
signed by a number of Wheelwright
residents asking the bank nottomove
its branch office; however, residents
in McDowell are also reportedly cir-
culating a petition asking the finan-
cial institution to continue its plans,

Ina recent letter to O, Sam Blank-
enship, president of the Bank Jo-
sephine, Wheelwright Utility Com-
mission official R.R. Johnson asked
bank officials to reconsider relocat-

citing the convenience of the
firm’s branch bank in Wheelwri§ht.

“As a rule,” wrote Johnson, “the
m this area don't stop in

ontheir waydown Beaver
Creek, but pass through on their way
elsewhere.”

Johnson noted the utility is non-
profit and serves about 400 custom-
ers in the Bypro, Wheelwright and
Burton area.

The majority are elderly, retired,
disabled or single parents, he said,
who donotdrive. “Buteven on their
small, fixed incomes, they are willing
to pay $2 to have someone take them
to the bank at Bypro. They simply
couldn’t afford to pay someone to

take them all the way to McDowell.”

The bank has applied to the fed-
eral government to be allowed to
relocateitsbranchbankingofficefrom
Highway 122 at Bypro to Highway
122 in McDowell.

According to Blankenship, the
bank has decided to seek permission
to move the branch for a number of
reasons, including limited space at
the current location that hinders of-
fering additional services.

Thebank leasesits current Wheel-
wright office, a small structure with
adjacent parking for only four to five
vehicles, said Blankenship.

“We want to offer new services,
but we have to have new facilities to
doso,” heexplained. “Currently, our
basic service is to cash checks and
makedeposits. Wehaveenough room
fora drive-through behind the build-
ing, butitis througha window in the
trailer.”

The bank president said a new
location will allow the firm to offer
more services, including a full line of
loans, safe deposit boxes and more
parking. The new location will cost
about$250,000, he said, for the build-
ingand equi}:ment. Headded thatall
employees of the Wheelwrightbranch
willbe employed at the new location,
and as many as three other positions
may be added to handle loan serv-
ices,

“Any time you relocate a branch,
you are going to get a lot of response

— positive and negative — from all
involved,” Blankenship said. “What-
ever the concerns are of the Wheel-
wright community, they are just the
reverse in the McDowell area.”

Blankenship said the proposed
new location for the branch will be
next to the road by the McDowell
shoppinﬁ center and McDowell
Appalachian R ional Hospital.

‘There are a lot of people in that
area whodo the vast majority of their
shup%in there,” he added, noting
that the location was chosen in part
for its convenience and accessibility.

Economic factors also played a
part, headded, noting that the branch
“needs a larger support base” to
rémain open, “We can move it to
McDowell, or we can close it,” he
said, “We hope to attract more
people.”

Blankenship said the proposed
new location is midway between
Martin and Wheelwright, and said
while he understood the location
would “cause hardship with some
Wheelwright senior citizens, it will
help others in the McDowell area.”

Written comment favoring or
opposing the relocation will be ac-
cepted by the Department of Finan-

The Prestonsburg satellite office
of the Kentucky Lottery Corp.isopen
this week in preparation for the his-
toric “L” Day—Tuesday, April 4, the
day ticket sales begin for Kentucky’s
much-heralded lottery.

Retailers in ﬁoid County and
throughout Kentucky will offer for
sale to the state’s gaming population
tickets for the two initial lottery
games, “Beginners Luck” and
“Dreamstakes,” at $1 and $2 respec-
tively, with pursesof up to$1 million.

Lottery ticket sales begin at 7:01
a.m. on Tuesday.

The local office, located at 7 N.
Lake Dr., will supervise lottery ac-
tivitiesin21 eastern counties, accord-
ing to newly appointed section man-
ager William O. Goebel Il of
Prestonsburg. ;

More than 40 businesses in Floyd
County have beenapproved as retail
outlets for the tickets, said Goebel,
whoassisted with training programs
for theretailers recently in Paintsville
and other area locations.

A Spurlock Fork Road man was
killed when the heating systemin his
home apparently malfunctioned last
week.

State Police Det. James Stephens
discovered the body of Adis Ousley,
50, Saturdayatabout11:25a.m., after
concerned neighbors asked police to
check the house. Stephens also re-
portedly found Ousley’s wife, Dolly,
unconscious.

She was taken to Our Lady of the
Way Hospital in Martin and later
transferred to the University of Ken-
tucky Medical Center in Lexington.
As of presstime Tuesday, she was
listed in serious condition in the in-
tensive care unit.

Stephens said the couple had not
been seen for two days, according to
neighbors. The detective also said
police suspect a faulty furnace in the
death of Ousley, who was found in
bed. His wife was reportedly sitting
in a chair.

Stephens said a state fireinspector
is investigating the house and fur-
nace system.

A coroner’s preliminary report
listed the cause of death as carbon
monoxide poisoning. Anautopsywas
ordered and the report is not yet in,
according to Floyd County Coroner
Roger Nelson.

Ousley, who was born April 5,
1938, in Prestonsburg, was the son of
the late George Ousley and Julia O.
Ousley of Prestonsburg,

A former coal miner, he is sur-
vived by his mother and his wife; a
son, Ronald Adis Ousley of Leesburg,
Ind.; two daughters, Carolyn Flores
ofMilford, Ind., and Loretta Patino of
Warsaw, Ind.; five brothers; three
sisters, and seven grandchildren.

Wayland Man Wins Federal Suit
AgainstFormer Martin Lawman

A federal District Court petitjury
in Pikeville last week overturned the
verdict of a Floyd Circuit Courtin a
case involving two Floyd County
men.

Gary Thornsbury, 29, of Wayland
wasawarded $9,000 from Tommy L.
Engle, 30, of Martin, whom
Thornsbury accused of violating his
civil rights.

The case stemmed from a 1987
incidentin which Thornsbury alleged
that Engle hit him in the head witha
flashlight after arresting him and
taking him to the Floyd County jail.

Atthetime;aFloyd County grand

jury indicted Engle on an assault
charge, but the former Martin police
officer was acquitted when the case
was heard inlocal district court.

Thornsbury’s appeal to the fed-
eral courtsystem originally included
charges against the City of Martin,
according to Martin City Attorney
Danny Caudill. Thornsbury alleged
that the city was “negligent in hiring
Engle,” Caudill said.

Following Caudill’s motion fora
directed verdict, he said the court
dismissed charges against the city.

Caudill said Engle worked for the
city for about four months in 1987.

Hospital In "Wrongful Death'

A Lexington court began hearing
testimony Monday in a wrongful
death suitbrought by the family of a
Prestonsburg managainstSt. Joseph's
Hospital.

e wife of Sol Sammons, who
died at the hospital in 1985, and the
couple’s two sons have accused the
hospital of Sammons’ death by a le-
thal injection of potassium chloride,
while the local man was a terminally
ill leukemia patient.

A nurse, who was subsequently
fired from St. Joseph's, allegedly
administered the injection by mis-
take, according to published reports.

The bottle of potassium chloride was
apparently putintoabox of supplies
used to clean Sammons’ heart cathe-
ter and mistakenly used by Linda
Emery, the nurse.

How the bottle gotinto Sammons”
supplies and why it was not found

- beforeit was used are reportedly key
elements of the trial,

The Sammons family is suing the
hospital for up to $1 million in puni-
tive damages. The hospital has of-
fered to pay compensatory damages
for the nurse’s mistake, but contends
that Emery is to blame for the death,
reportssay.

Family spats are the worst! Social
workers and others who constantly
work with people recognize that this
is the case, It's not the people far
away across the sea with whom we

rrel the mostintensely, butrather

ose close at hand.

This seems to be the case in the
currentsituationinour county, grow-
ing out of hard-fought, closely-con-
tested district and regional basket-

ball tournaments.

This is an intra-county disagree-
ment, so this is logically written for
the Floyd County Times, and not
beyond. County families and rela-
tionships are so interwoven that it's
hard to imagine very many peoplein
Prestonsburg who do not have some
relationship to someone from
McDowell — either through family,
work, or as friends.

PeoplewholiveinMcDowell work
in Prestonsburg, and vice versa.
People who grew up on Left Beaver
now live in the county seat, but still
feel allegiance to their “alma mater.”

»(More than one person has shared
withme theirdiscomfortathavingto
choose between two schools because

of having close connections to both.)

I'veserved churchesinboth areas,
andboth have fine people, good lead-
ers and, of course, a few who make
trouble for therestof thecommunity.

But rivalries run deep with those
you are closest to, as in sibling rival-
ries, even family feuds. The irony of
the situation is that ordinarily Floyd
County would be jumping for joy
that one of its five fine high schools
made it to the Sweet Sixteen. (It's
been seven years since that hap-
Ened.) Evenwhenaschool inaneigh-

ring county (such as Paintsville in
basketball or Pikeville in football)
makes it to state, the whole region
takes pride in that accomplishment
and cheers the best in the region on.

But because the Prestonsburg/
McDowell rivalry runs so deep —
and let’s face it, so does the us/them
divisionbetweencounty/county seat
—it’s hard to recover from two close
games a week apart with different
final outcomes. Bothhad good teams,
mostly well-intentioned fans, and en-
thusiasm that became excessive at
points.

So what should we do? Ata time
when we need tobe coming together
and uniting for the common good, in
academics, athletics and character-

building both on and off the court,
should we let this divide us further?
Let's not let that happen. Instead, at
this Easter season, someone (or ones)
needs to offer the olive branch of
reconciliation.

It reminds me of the way Ken-
tuckyand Louisville used tohateeach
other — another intra-rivalry, this
time intrastate. Nasty wordsinspired
anastier response, until someone got
the idea to let the teams play each
other regularly. Now, the competi-
tion is still fierce, the games are well-
attended and supported, but either
team thatadvanced to the Final Four
would have the state’s complete
support. (And don’t we wish now we
had one team from our state there!)

Now Kentuckians candevote their
energy to defeating a common en-
emy—like Indiana or Tennessee. Get
theidea? Shouldn’t Floyd County be
glad no team from Pike County or
Johnson or Martin went to Rupp, but
one of our own?! Isn'tit a real tribute
to ourbasketball competition thatour
county had two bestteamsoutoffive
counties that competed?

Just when we have something to
be proud about, something erupts to
rob us of our joy and pride in Floyd

County — you note | didn't say
Prestonsburgor McDowell, but pride
in Floyd County. Some of my fellow
preachers might call it “the devil,”
and maybe that’s not far off, because
the enemy of all that is good would
love to have us divided and squab-
bling, instead of working in unity
and common purpose.

So let us fight hard, stick by our
club, but when the game is over,
support the champion and console
the loser. McDowell won the district
tournament; Prestonsburg the re-
gional. Seems to me we ought to be
doubly proud and put this spat be-
hind us. This ought to be one of the
best of times for Floyd County, so
let’s not let partisan feelings ora few
extreme words robus of a joy we can
all share.

Family spats are sometimes the
worst, but they are the ones we must
solve firstand putbehind us quickly.
Please, let's do that for the sake of all
thatis good, wholesome and worth-
while in our county. Amen.

Her husband, Arthur, however,
contends that much of the garbage is
dumped by people who live along
theroad, who have “no pridein where
they live.”

Under the program, a dislocated
worker may receive up to 104 weeks
of training, or two years, whichcould
include community college or voca-
tional programs. The fundingallows
for up to $3,000a year for tuitionand
supplies.

Hereford said the office’s goal is
that 80 percent of those who enter a
training program will completeit. He
added money willalsobeavailable to
help withGED training for those who
have not completed high school.

Important to those agencies inter-
ested inproviding training programs
for the workers is the lessening of the
red-tape generally associated with
governmentcontracts, Hereford said
his office can “write on-the-job con-
tracts on the spot,” without going
through Frankfort.

“Wide is the gate, and
i is the way, that leadeth to de-
struction, and many there be which
80 in thereat; Because strait is the
Fate, and narrow is the way, which
leadeth unto life, and few there be
thatﬂnd.it.” (Matthew 7:13, 14.)
When we look back to Noah's day

. and the minority believing the truth.

Eight souls were saved and all the
remaining inhabitants of the earth

 were destro)red by the flood. It was

alsoGideon's 300 in contrast with the
host of the Midianites, Look back to
Mt.Carmel and see oneman of truth,
Elijah, set against 850 prophets of
error. Can one be right and 850 be
wrong? Ycs, they can and they were!
Notice the radio in the gospel
accounts and sce the few apostles
and disciples compared to the many
priests, rabbis, elders and followers
of false religions. See one single man,
Jesus Christ, who is the truth, de-
spised, rejected, crucified by the reli-
ous leaders, government officials
and masses of hisday. Hear the word
of the scriptures: “Many are called,
butfewarechosen” inMatthew 22:14,

Christ Jesus the Lord alone is the

Our faith and confidence is not to
be the most widely accepted views of
men, but in the person and work of
the man, the Lord Jesus Christ and
what he actually says about himself.

Foranglersin the know, the next
month will bring some of the year’s
finest bass fishing. Already fat with
eggs, the big females are now begin-
ning to orient to shallow waters in
preparation for the spawn. Unfortu-
nately, the bass are not holding in the
shallows just yet, nor will they be for
several more weeks.

Anglers who understand the
bass’ prespawn period are well on

their way to fishing success. It's re-

ally a simple concept, but one which

‘eludes many anglers. Basically, the

bass are eager to move into shallow
water and begin spawning, but the
water temperature simply is not yet

suitable, On warm, sunny days, the
‘water in the shallows will warm
severaldegreesasthe day progresses,
and the bass will move from their
deepwater haunts to the shallows.
But once the sun drops and the air
cools, the shallow water will lose its

heatand thebass will retreat into the
comfort of deeper water, This cycle

‘will continue until the air tempera-

ture at night and day and the water’s
surface temperature become more
moderated. When that finally hap-
pens, the fish will remain in the shal-
lows and begin the actual spawning
ritual.

Until that time, however, suc-
cessful anglers must learn to fish at
two levelsduring the day in an effort
to match the vertical movement of
the bass through the depths. As a
general rule; the bass will start the
day in relatively deep water and
move progressively upward as the
water warms.,

What is more, the bass (in a res-
ervoir) are also moving from the old
river channel into the creck channels.
As the weather and the water warm
through the weeks, thebass will move
farther up into the creeks utilizing
the creek channel as a sort of high-
way.
Inthe next few weeks, oneof the
best structures to focus on will be the
first rocky or gravel point on the
north side of a creek arm. Bass prefer

to spawn in gravel, and since the
north side of the lake or creek re-
ceives the most sunlight throughout
the day, the water here warms more
rapidly than the waters elsewhere.
The difference might not be more
thana few degrees, butitis definitely
worth noting.

In the mornings, the fish will be

schooled and holding just off of the
point, usually suspended over the
creek channel. Because the water is
still relatively cold at those depths,
the bass will be rather sluggish. They
will feed, but they won'‘t chase a bait
very far. Thus, slow moving lures
like Carolina-rigged do-nothing
worms, and drop baits likejigs, grubs,
and Silver Buddys, will tend to pro-
duce most of the bass taken in the
mornings.

As the sun rises and the shallow
water warms, the bass will begin
moving upwards into that shallow
water. In early spring, even though
the shallow wateris warmer than the
deeper water, it is still cool and the

fish will remain sluggish throughout
theday. Therefore, slow moving lures
area good choice. Oneof my favorite
early spring baits is Strike King's
Houston Model Magnum spinner-
bait. This 5/8-ounce spinnerbait fea-
turesa gigantic Colorado-styleblade
(occupied with a smaller one on the
tandem model), and might scem
rather large for use in cool water.
However, that large blade provides
tremendous lift and enables you to
fishit very slowly while maintaining
a shallow depth. As long as you re-
trieve the bait slowly, the fish will
have no trouble catching it. Remem-
ber, though, that this bait is for use
later in the day after the bass have
moved into shallow water,

Deep diving crankbaits are also
a good choice when fished correctly.
The fish willnot chase the bait too far,
but they will definitely hit it should
you run it in front of them. Usea very
slow stop-and-go retricve and try to
hit bottom on occasion, The reason

Good Time Of Year To Fish
Pre-Spawn Largemouth Bass

This is the time of year when bass
are beginning to move into shallow
water to spawn, but even though the
fish may appear to be quite vulner-
able and susceptible to lures, finding
the fish isn’t always that easy.

“The most important thing to
remember,” explains Evinrude Pro
Staffmember KenCook, a well known
tournament pro as well as a former
fisheriesbiologist, “is thatall the bass
are not moving shallow at the same
time.”

“Some will be shallow, some will
beatmid-rangedepthsalittle further
out, and many willi)slill be in deeper
water.

“The timetable not only differs
from lake to lake, but even from one
end of alake to the other. Bass on the
upper end of a big impoundment
may spawn two weeks earlier than
bass on the lower end, simply be-
cause the water warms faster.”

Cook recommendsanglers follow
awelldefined progression fromdeep
water toshallow justasthe fish do,in

order to determine where they are.

“] suggest anglers fish main lake
points first,” says the Evinrude Pro.
“Study these points carefully, because
the bass may be suspended, particu-
larly if the water has been unsettled.
Use a plastic grub, a spoon or a jug
and frog, and work cover and struc-
ture like treelines or channels.”

From the main lake points, Cook
recommends moving to the mouths
of major tributary creeks, as well as
secondary points within the creeks.
Again, anglers should work avail-
al:ﬁe cover with a variety of luresand
at several depths.

“As you gradually work your way
into a creek, begin to look for actual
spawningareas,” he explains, “espe-
cially long points or wide flats. Then,
with good map or with your depth-
finder, try to locate a channel or
treeline leading into thatarea. That's
the path the bass will follow,

“Onefeaturellike tolookforis the
first true breakline off the spawning
area where the depth changes

abruptly. The first available cover,
such as trees, logs or vegetation, can
alsoattractand hold bassas they wait
to move into the spawning area.

“Try tovisualize what thebassare
doingand how they removing. Each
one of these stopping pointsis likea
hotel where the fish remain forup to
several daysat a time.

When fishing heavy cover for pre-
spawn bass, Cook likes to use a spin-
nerbait, jig, or plastic grub. When
bass are more active, he retrieves the
lures quicker, but in colder water
when the fish aren’t biting as well he
slows down his retrieve.

“Remember thereare usually more
fish not spawning than spawning,”
hesays. “Thatmeans you'll find more
bass away from the flats at these dif-
ferent stagingareas.”

“These fish are more active than
those on the spawning beds and are
easier to catch, so that's where you
should try to spend your time fish-

ing.

Year's Hottest Lure May Be An Oldtimer

In case you've been wondering
what might be the hottest bass lure
for 1989, don’t be surprised if it turns
out to be a soft plastic fish catcher
that’sbeenaround for more than three
decades.

[t's called the grub, and it is noth-
ing more than a short, squat, plastic
worm measuring two to five inches
inlength. For some reason, bass fish-
ermenare rediscovering the lure this

éar.

“Grubs reall ly are one of the best
luresavailable,” says top tournament
pro Ricky Green of the Johnson Out-
boards Pro Staff. “It’s an old standby
that everyone seems to have forgot-
ten, but a grub will catch bass when
other lures don’t.”

Grubs appear to imitate smallin-
jured shad, says Green, which makes
them visually effective, and because
they have no built in action of their
own, an angler can really use his
imagination when fishing them. Thus,
they’re versatile lures for a variety of
water conditions.

“My favorite places to fish grubs
are along rocky points, beside the
outer edges of vegetation, or near

channel breaks where bass are sus-

nded,” Green says. “I's a quick
limit lure that doesn’t always catch
big bass, butit catches a lot of bass.”

Green frequently fishes grubs like
jugs, hopping them along the bot-
tom. One of his favorite techniquesis
a double-hop, in which he snaps his
rod upward to make the grub jump
off the bottom. Before the lure begins
falling, he snaps the rod upward
again, causing the grub to jump a
second time. Then he slowly lowers
the lure back to the bottom.

“In that sequence, the lure really
does look like an injured shad min-
now,” says the Johnson pro. “Hits

Grubs are sold in two basic styles,
those with straight, paddle-like tails,
and those with curly, swimming tails.
Lengths in both styles range from
twotoaboutfiveinches. Theluresare
rigged with leadhead hooks of vari-
ous weights.

Greensuggestsanglers begin with
a three-inch grubrigged witha1/4-
ounce leadhead, and fish it with 10-
pound test line with a spinning rod,
In colder water he recommends us-
ing a straight tail grub, but when
temperatures warm laterin spring, a
curly tail version should be tried.

“Inclear water lakes, the fishmay
be deeper,” explains Green, “and a
heavierleadhead maybeused. When
thebass are shallow, suchas less that
10 feet, a lighter head may be used.”

“The lure is fished with the hook
exposed, so you have to be careful
where and how you fish a grub, but
with accurate casting you can work
heavy cover successfully.”

Although Green has used grubs
for years, he doesn’t know why so
many otheranglers continue to over-
look their effectiveness.

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Little White Schoolhouse:

Color Changed, Instruction Improved,
Otherwise About Same As Years Ago

(Editor's Note: The following article,
submitted by areader of the Floyd County
Times, first appeared in the May 1, 1955

Courier-Journal.)

The color of the little red school-

house has been changed to while,

and the quality of instruction gener-
ally has undergone vast improve-
ment. Otherwise, there’s little differ-
ence between the one-room cm.lntry
school of today and that of genera-
nons AgO.

One-room schools, whereall E‘ight
gradesare taughtby one overworked
teacher, are common in Kentucky,
perhapsespecially in the mountains,
Many areinisolated places, approach-
able by motor vehicles only in dry
weather, and then only by jeeps rug-
ged enough to negotiate rocky creek
1.‘(‘\15_

The little white schoolhouse at
Forks of Middle Creek, in Floyd
County, is more fortunate than many.
Although 47 pupils, ranging from 6
to 16 years old, are cmwcﬁ_‘d into one
room there, the school is located just
off a black-to ped road, and its
teacher is a col ege graduate, More-
over, she loves her profession.

Just four miles west of
Prestonsburg on KY 114, Forks of
MiddleCreek School stands propped
up on concrete pillars on a steep hill-
side. That way, the water running off
from the mountain can flow under
the wooden building.

A few square }'ariﬁnfalmnst-]wol
ground provide a place where the
smaller pupilsca nf]ay theirchildish
games, suchas “Tidy O” and marbles,
Down near the road there's just room
enough between the two outdoor
privies for theolder boys totoss horse-
shoes. q

Drinking water is drawn from a
well in the front yard.

That school, like many another in
Eastern Kentucky, doesn’t boast the
luxury of a real playground; just a
rocky big of steep, cleared ground

where there’s not a sprig of grass to
be found,

“Chairs Enou gh”

Inside the single room, there are
chairs enough; and in one corner
there’sthe teacher’sdesk. A low table
in front, beyond the pot-bellied coal
stove, is the recitation section. One
group, sometimes as many as four
grades at a time, will be gathered
around that table for recitation and
instruction while the other pupils try
to work and study.

Instead of havingaccess to a cafe-
teria where they can obtain a hot
lunch, the children in that school
remain at their desks to eat the sand-
wiches and fruitand drink the milk
they bring from home.

But just like youngsters in any
other school, when the 15-minute
recess period rolls around at mid-
morning, up they come with candy
bars, cookies and peanuts which they
have hidden away for the occasion.

School Decorated

Perhaps because their teacher has
had some art training, the Forks of
Middle Creek pupils have decorated
their classroom withcolorand imagi-
nation. For the Easter season, they
painted spring flowers on the win-
dow panes and a big rabbit on the
frontdoor. The wallsarecovered with
murals of their own making — land-
scapes, shipsatsea, anold prospector
leading his burro in the desert, Pil-
grims going to church, a Bluegrass
tarm, their concept of My Old Ken-
tucky Home, and even a painting of
“outer space,” complete with rocket
ship.

About the only piece of equip-
mentin thatschool that couldn’t have
been found in a similar school half a
century or more ago isa good record
player with an excellent collection of
records. The Floyd County school
system provides records for these
schools, but they have to dig up the
players themselves. In this case, the
player was a gift from the Princess

Elkhorn Coal Company at David,
seven miles away.

There’s no Parent-Teacher Asso-
ciation to help look after this school,
although the teacher was quick to
point out the kindness of people in
the community in painting the school
building and wiring it for electricity.

Teacher is Happy

Proud of her professionand happy
in the job she is doing is the teacher at
Forks of Middle Creek, Frankie Sue
Best (Mrs. William Marvin Best), who
has been with the Floyd County
School system for 17 years. A gradu-
ate of Eastern STate College with a
bachelor of science degree, she is
working toward her master’s degree.
Her husband is a coal miner.

That she is an ideal teacher was
agreed by two county school super-
visors, Ottis Spurlock and Clem
Martin, who dropped in for a visit to
the school on Good Friday.

“I had rather be a teacher than be
a millionaire,” Mrs. Best declared
during the morning recess. And she
added with a laugh, “My husband

says he is married to a schoolroom.”

Earns Her Pay

Mrs, Best draws a salary of $230 a
month for the nine-month term, And
she earns every bit of it, teaching
classes five days a week from 8:30
am.until3:45p.m.,and working until
late at night preparing for the next
day and grading papers. But she
doesn’t mind that. She likes kids.

“Children are happy by nature of
you give them a chance to be,” she
said, explaining how her school day
begins.

“The children love to sing. First
we havea few happy songs. Next we
have a Bible story told or read by a
child capable of doing a good job.
This is followed by a simple prayer
led by some child. Many times the
Lord's Prayer is used.”

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' For Easter Egg Coloring Tips,
Ask The Floyd County Experts

Many customs are associated with
Easter, differing between religions,
ethnie backgrounds and generations
— but one custom seems prevalent
among most: coloring eggs.

The origin of the custom and its
association with Easter is not easily
determined, buta number of expla-
nations have been suggested. For-
merly, eggs were forbidden during
the Lenten fast, but could be eaten
againatEaster. Thus, decorated eggs
could symbolize the end of the peni-
tential season and the beginning of
joyful celebration. Eggs, also, as tra-
ditional symbols of life and creation,
suggest the Resurrection. Likewise,
eggs, colored like the rays of the re-
turning sun or the northern lights,
symbolize the return of spring.

Inany case, ithas become custom-
ary in many places to decorate and
exchange eggs at Easter.

A working knowledge of Latin is not necessary to
understand your doctor’s prescription. Anyone can mas-
ter the terms most frequently used. Two words that
almost always appear on your prescription are Disp.
(Dispone), an instruction to the pharmacist to dispense

a certain medicine; ind Sig.

(Signa) which indicates the

instructions that ar to appear on the label. Among the
abbreviations that the patient ought to know and check
are those that indicate how often and under what condi-
tions the medicine should be taken. These include SID
(once a day), BID (twice a day), TID (three times a day),

and QID (four times a day).

These instructions may be

further qualified by PC (after meals), AC (before meals),
PRN (as needed), SOS (if needed), STAT (immedi-

ately), and HS (at bedtime).

Arson: Increasingly Common, But Hard To Prove

The ashes are cold. Amid the
charred, exposed beams lie remnants
of a television, a couch, beds and
chests, kitchen appliances and the
outlineofa child’s melted Big Wheel.
Oddly, when the fire inspector
stepsinto where the closets once were,
he can find no evidence of shoes or
clothing, no simmering leather or
singed clothes hangers.

Or was this a planned fire
where the occupants carefully gath-
ered up their personal belongingsand
keepsakes before the “accident” ac-
tually began?

common enough in some parts of
Floyd County that several major in-

agents.

Fire losses in the county during
1987, the last year for which the state
fire marshal’s office has completed
records, totaled more than $2 million.
The average loss per fire was more
than $36,000.

For Henderson County in western
Kentucky, witha similar population,
lossesamounted toabout halfof those
locally, according to state figures.

Barry McKenzie, arson investiga-
tor for the Kentucky State Police,
Pikeville post, estimates that 90 per-
cent of the fires he investigates in a
five-county area that includes Floyd
are intentionally set. He emphasizes
that the figure comes only from fires
local authorities ask him to investi-
gate, not all fires.

Roy Ramey and Denzil Allen, two
area insurance agents, estimate that
more than 20 percent of fire insur-
ance claims they pay result from ar-
son.

The rub lies in proving that arson
occurred and getting a conviction
from a jury. McKenzie figures that of
10 cases he might investigate, onl
about three are ever brought to trial.
Of cases tried, he sees convictions in
about half; meaning about one of
every 10 arson suspects is actually
penalized.

“Juries, in general, hunt for rea-
sons to say not guilty,” said McKen-
zie, whohas worked witharsoncases
for 12 years. “You have to have a
really good case. Arson is like sex
abuse, it's almost impossible to try.”

McKenzie recounted examples of
finding the remnants of gas cans in-

side burned out houses,
gallon gas can in the living room is
not normal,” the investigator said.
Yet, even with that kind of evidence,
a guilty verdict is difficult to obtain.

Commonwealth Attorney Jerry
Patton concurred. “Arson is not like
assault or murder. There are gener-
ally no witnesses and no victims to
testify,” Patton said. “Togeta convic-
tion, you ordinarilz: need a confes-
sion or someone who witnessed the
crime and will tell.”

Patton said that since he took of-
fice in 1988, only two indictments on
charges of arson have been brought
by the grand jurir, and both of those
are awaiting trial.

McKenzie, whosaidarson playsa
“major part” in the total number of
fire losses in Eastern Kentucky, de-
scribed arson as a crime that has
