Maytown BusinesS Burns

One of the largest buildings in 

Maytown (Langley) burned early 
Monday morning, turning a town 
Ia ndmark to ashes tn a matter of hours. 

Th~.! building, originally con­
structed in the early 1930s, had under­
gone a number of renovations and 
additions, and currently housed a 
grocery slorc and unoccupied apart­
ments. 

Accordmg to KCJth Hays of the 
Mar.town Volunteer Fire Department, 
firefightersrcccivedcallsfromncigh­
bors who were awakened by the 
sound of brcakillg glass, caused by 
extreme heat. Personnel arrived at 
the scene shortly after 2:15a.m., and 

stayed until about 8:30 a.m, said 
Hays. 

The blaze, fed by the oiled wood 
floors common in the era when the 
structure was built, generated heat so 
intense it melted the windshield and 
lights on one fire truck, said Hays. 

The building, about 75 feet long 
and 30 feet wide, was two stories 
high; flames could be seen from Rt. 
80. 

The fire is under investigation by 
the Kentucky State Pollee, according 
to Hays. 

AssistingMaytown's 17 firefight­
ers were about six members of the 
Martin Fire Department, which also 
provided a truck. 

Hays said that when fire fighters 

arrived, thegroccrywasablaze. Per­
sonnel concentrated their efforts on 
preserving the adjacent post office, 
and k~ping a 50()..gallon propane 
tank, which was full, h-om exploding. 

The post office received some 
smoke damage, and paint was blis­
tered on the exterior of the building, 
said I lays. 

I n5epa rate calls, the Maytown fire 
fighters were called out to two auto 
fires within minutes of each other 
Monday night. Hayes said a call was 
received at 10:45 p.m. concerning an 
auto on fire at john'!> Branch Moun­
tain, and another call at 10:55 p.m. 
about a truck on fire at the head of 
Turkey Creek. Hays said both \'e­
hlcles were total losses.

Panel Supports Seeking 
Voters' Approval For Tax 

Voters in Floyd County may be 
asked to approve a utility tax to fund 
a revamped instructional program 
and classroom te<~cher:;' salary in­
creases, if recommendations made by 
the Blue Ribbon Panel arc adopted by 
the local board. 

The panel submitted its 2D-pagc 
report to the Floyd County Board of 
Education Wednesday, April 5. 
Members of the panel have requested 
a sp«ial meeting with the board on 
or before Wednesday, Apri119, to 
discuss the recommendations. 

If approved, the panel's sugges­
tions would substantially alter the 
structure of instruction delivery in 
the county school system, which was 
moved into Phase Ill of academic 
bankruptcy by the state Board of 
Education in january. 

The panel formulated a brief, but 
ambitious mission statement for the 
district: "To have the best school 
system in the state by the year 2lXX>, 
involvingallcornmunitycomponcnts 
in the educationill procc~s." 

Specifically, the p:mcl is asking 
that the board m<~kc changes in fi· 
nancc, management and curriculum. 

FINANCE 
Wh1le members arc rccornrncnd­

inganextcnsh'cpubhceducationand 
awareness campaign to garner sup· 
port for passage of a 3 percent utility 
tax, they havcalsorecommendcd the 
local board seck other sources of new 
revenue. ancluding monies generated 
from unmmcd mmerals, revenue 
from the Corns decision, and tn· 

creased Power Equalization Fund 
allocations. Specific expenditures for 
any new monies have also been rec­
ommended. According to the report, 
60 percent of new morucs should be 
used to provide increases in teachers' 
salaries, 15 percent for instructional 
materials and supplies for eachclass­
room,15 percent for renovation .Proj­
ects, and 10 percent to cstabhsh a 
contingency fund. 

The panel a! so recommended that 
the board adopt a new salary sched­
ule, to become effective in the1990-91 
academic year. 

Other recommendations include 
centralizing control and supervision 
of all fundraising acth·itics; usc of 
uniform activity fund reports, includ­
ing explanation of all receipts and 
expenditures; and centralizing bid· 
ding and distribution of all supplies.

administrative personnel; currently, 
the superintendent oversee:; 31 posi· 
lions.

Milk jugs and 
diapers arc all they sec, and it's a 
disgrace. Industry and tourism will 
not come in if it looks like a dump." 

This was the prcvailingattitudcof 
the25citizcnswhoattcnded thcopcn 
mcetingonSaturday,April8.Among 
thos.e attending was Julie Paxton, a 
member of the county attorneys of­
fice, who said "We have a beautiful 
county here, and people come here to 
sec beautiful mountains, not trash, 
and it's a shame.'' 

Paxton also had a few tips for 
communilymc.mbcrswhowishcd to 
getthclittcringstoppcd, "Cctbehmd 
your law enforcement and make them 
follow through and get the tickets to 
County Attorneys office. We have a 
newlaw, startingMonday,AprillO, 
that allows non-violent offenders to 
workoffthcirfincs picking up trash." 

The club members have managed 
togetsomedonatiunsofgarbagcbags 
and gloves frorn the Martin IGA, 
Food land, and Super America. They 
arc still looking for 55 gallon drums 

that they can paint and use as litter 
barrels, and would like the county 
government to provide "do not lit­
ter" signs. 

The club has made arrangements 
with therecyclingccnter inMcDow­
ell, run by Travis Cook, and with 
Aoyd County landfill officials, "We 
~;Ubcgladtohclpinanymanncrwe 
can - we are against litter - any 
group who docs a clean up project 
andwishestouse thclandfill, wcwill 
accept it, free of charge, as long as 
they can verify that's what they're 
doing," said David Cooley, director 
of the solid waste system. 

Other communities, such as Cow 
Creek, Daniels, Langley and Garrett, 
havealreadybeen utilizingthclandfill 
according to Robert MacAnish, chair· 
man Floyd County Solid Waste 
Commission, ''We have a rcsponsi· 
bility todoeverything wccan to help 
control litter; it's our public duty. 
Thesegroupscan,and do, call us and 
we will provide a truck to come out 
and pick up the garbage!' 

The LBCCSC is ",hoping that the 
whole county ~;n get involved and 
clean uptheirownareas.

"We 
are willing to come to any commu­
nitytohelpthemstartthcirownclub, 
or even help pick up, as they arc 
welcome to help us.H Interested 
people in Bryant Branch can contact 
Margie Hall, and in Frazier Creek, 
Kathy or Ron Mullins.

The Kentucky Court of Appeals 
Friday upheld a Floyd Circuit Court 
ruling in a 1988 drug case. 

Thccascinvolved the local court's 
conviction last spring of Donald 
KimberlyofLangleyfor traffickingin 
marijuana and his subsequent sen­
tencing to two and a half years in 
prison. 

Kimberly appealed the conviction, 
contending tha tthccourt did not have 
probablccauscforissuing the search 
warrant which turned up the mari· 
juana, according to Commonwealth 
Attorney Jerry Patton.

Thcfunds will go toward reclaim­
ing land around mines that were 
abandoned before the Surface Min­
mgControland Reclamation Act was 
passed in 1977. 

According to a press release from 
Sen.

Daniels Creek I Iighwall, ncar I vel, 
stabilize eroding highwall; Cosling

The biggest project, according to 
local OSM official Gary Francis, in­
volvcsformermincsatWayland.The 
project will encompass reclamation 
of refuse piles, closing of portals and 
removal of abandoned equipment 
and buildings. 

Francis said the Wayland recla­
mation contract is expected to be 
awarded this summer. Contracts for 
the other projects arc to be let later in 
the year. Contractors have three years 
to complete the projects, he said.

They returned to Pr<.>stonsburg 
and opl'nt'd Sam an Tonio's in 
1985, a time when the close thing 
to ethnic n•staurant in Eastern 
Kentucky was a Pizz.1 Hut. 

More Mcx than Tcx, the res­
taurant'c;atmosphcrecontainsjust 
enough sombreros and Mexican 
woodcarvings on the walls to get 
the point across but not so many 
that you have to spend time think­
ing about tl. 

Decorated mostly with photo­
graphs of the Abshcrs with their 
Mms draped around guests in­
cludmg Waylon Jennings; Ricky 
Skaggs; Moome Lynn and his 
wife, loretta; and hersister,Crys­
talc Gayle,; and another floyd 

Countian, Dwight Yoakam. 
1'here also is and inscribed 

photograph of Chubby Checker, 
praising the Abshers on ''Sam's 
BBQ Baby Back Ribs ($9.95 nnd 
$12.95),' which, by the way, arc 
superior in evcty way to anything 
in Lexington's rib houses. 

The restaurant's menu, which 
doubles .1s a paper place mat, in­
cludes high·qualityprimeriband 
a couple of Cajun dishes, and 
ser\'es as a wry guide to some of 
the best, most authentic Mexican 
food in Kentucky. 

Portions, by the way, arc gen­
erous. 

While food and service and 
generally excellent, the best thing 
about Sam an Tonio's is what it 
fcclsmostofthctime:a place made 
for eating and drinking and sit­
tmg around.

Federal Retirees 
Plan Tax Protest 

Retired federal employees in 
Kentucky arc protesting the state's 
taxing of their pensions, saying they 
are entitled to rcfundc; on the state 
Income tax they ha vc paid since I 984. 

Leaders of the state chapter of the 
National Association of Retired Fed­
eral Employees arc urging members 
to filcforrcfundson taxes back to that 
year before the statute of limitations 
on refiling runs out this Saturday. 

According to Charlie Dixon of the 
association' s central Kentucky chap­
ter, retired state employees arc ex­
empt from state income taxes, but 
retired federal employees must pay 
taxes on pension income over $4,000. 

A recent US Supreme Court deci­
sion ruled that Michigan could not 
tax fcd('ral employee pensions while 
exempting r-;tatc and local workers.

Common Sense Rules 
For Launching A Boat 

Launching a boat is a relative!} 
simple part of booting. However, 
before backing the trailer down the 
r1.1mp, a few common sense rules 
should 1X' rollowcd, "ay the boating 
experts at Manner Outboards. 

While in thclotandoutoftheway, 
stowull gc.u. All rods, tackle, coolers, 
h.1it, water skis, clothing, life jackets, 
etc., should be transferred into the 
boat bdorc backing down.

Make 
sure that the ramp extends smoothly 
into deeper water; look for obstacles, 
holes ora ~harp drop-off which might 
"catch" tnuler wheels. 

Remember, w~n backing, tha tthe 
stern of the boat will move in the 
oppoc:1 teducction of the tow wh1clc' s 
steering wheel. If the wheels tum right 
the stern w11l go left. 

If drivmg a b<>.Jt off the trailer, 
your p.trtn<'r should climb nbonrd 
while the rig is stopped on the ramp. 

The ~nfcty str.1po: nnd bow line 
should be di"l"onm•ch·d, Mid the 
trailer should bcl'iii'C'd into the w<~tor 
until the h<MI float . Trim the engine 
down before :;t..rtinf;. The operator 
should :-lowly bark off tlw trailer.

When ready to proceed, pull into 
position and, using a partner's guid­
ance and rear view mirrors, back care­
fully toward the ramp.

In a word, points may not really 
point to bass anymore. That's the 
opinion of Denny Brauer, a member 
of the Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff, 
recognized as one of the most suc­
cessful tournament bass anglers m 
America. 

''The obvious points that form a 
lake's shoreline arc simply getting 
over-fished," explains Brauer. "On 
manY. impoundments, the bass just 
aren tthcrcanymore. The best points 
toworkarcthclessobviouson<- that 
may not be visible above the water.! 
like to fish points that arc on the 
flatter c;fde of a lake and have a creek 
or river channel nearby.'' 

Brauer also suggests anglers look 
for underwater points at the mouths 
of tributary creeks, as well as ~ccon­
dary points within the cr('eks them­
selves. 

"Points like these arc especially 
good spot~ for spring fishing," he 
notes. "Because bass may spawn on 
or ncar them. Points also hold bait· 
fish, and wherever b.llt ic; found, bass 
arc not far away." 

Brauer nlso likes those points 
formed on the inside bends oi creek 
and river channels These can be lo­
cated first by map study, then pin­
pointed with depthfindcrs. They of-

"Many anglers arc fishing too 
shallow," he explains. ''Their boats 
are actually on top of the fish they're 
casting to. I suggest working slightly 
deeper water first, then movmg "ha J. 
low.'' 

In the !'pnng, Brauer like to fish 
points \\ith large, floating/dhing 
stick baits. These lures seem to be

- Keep the crankbait in contact 
with some structure. Bouuc~ it along 
the bottom, b\lrnp 11 off of stumps or 
timber, or bang it off rocks. Your 
number of !'trikes will dcfinilcly in­
cr~a!'e. 

- Slow your retrieve. The most 
common mistake made by anglers is 
fishing a crankb<lil too quickly. Slow 
it down and you'll catch more fi!:h,lt 
you have trouble doing so, switch to 
a reel with a slow 3.8 to 1 retrieve like 
Daiwa's PT33C or Quantum's 
Crankin' Reel. 

-To make your crankbait a b1t 
more wccdlcss, cut off the forward­
facing hook on both treble hooks. 

-Usc a dccp-dtvingcrankbait in 
shallow watcrtocrawl the lure slowly 
along the bottom. This imitates n 
crayfish, and 1s often a deadly tech­
nique. (My brother, Jim Altman, 
caughtan8-poundcrat West Point a 
few weeks ago using this technique.) 

SPINNER BAIT TIPS 
- In the spring when bass arc 

shallow, kt'cp the bait ncar the sur­
face so that the blade creates a wake. 
Also, keep the lure close to structures 
(bump the brush, limlx•r or rock). 

- For shallow watl'r fish in the 
summer, usc a fast "gurgling" re­
trieve which keeps the blade splash­
ing on the surface. If that doesn't 
produce, switch to the "waking'' TC­

trieve. 
-For deepwater structure fish­

ing in summer or winter, usc a short­
armed spinncrooitand drop 1t down 
structurc(ovcrchanncl breaks, down 
a point. off the side of a hump, etc.). 
Keep your line light! Too, this is a 
superb night fishing tccluuquein the 
summer. 

-Changcbladccolors.lnmuddy 
water, usc a large copper-colored 
blade. In dingy water, try a gold­
colored blade. In dear water, stick 
with a chromed blade. 

-As a Sl'ncr.rl rule, a spinncrbai t 
with large blades will catch larger 
fish. One with smaller blades, how­
ever, will catch more fish, though 
most of them will be smaller. 

- H the ri<;h arc hitting your spin­
nerbait but you arcn' t hooking them, 
try these tactics. First, remove the 
trailer (pork, plastic grub, etc.) Next, 
trim the skirt so that it docs not ex­
tend past the hook. Now slow your 
retrieve just u bit and you should 
begin hookmg the fish.

One very worthwhile issue the 
state Legislature has addressed dur­
ingthepastyearistheapprovalofthe 
long-awaited bonus program for the 
Vietnam Veterans. 

Since the passage of the bonus 
program during last year's special 
session, the Department of Military 
Affairs has worked to prepare for the 
actual application process. 

A pphca tion forms for the bonus 
areavailableatcountyclerks' offices, 
all DcpartmentofEmploymentServ­
ices field offices, and all National 
Guard Armories in Kentucky. 

Applicationsmaybe receivedand 
submitted between March 1, 1989, 
and Feb. 28, 1990. According to lhe 
Department of Mnitary Affairs, ap­
plications not postmarked by mid­
night Feb. 28, 1990, will not be proc­
essed, 

To qualify, a veteran who served 
in Vietnam betwecnJulyl, 1958,and 
May 15,1975,or the veteran's benefi­
ciary, must obtain an application, 
which must be accompanic::d by a DO 
form 214, If the veteran does not have 
this form, he or she should contact, in 
writing, the Military Records and 
Research Branch, Boone Center, 
Frankfort, KY 40601 . In the letter, the 
veteran or beneficiary must include 
the full name, date of birth, social 
securitynumbcr,scrvicenumbcr, the 
year he or she entered military serv-

ice, and the year he or she left the 
service. Military Affairs has set up a 
toll-free number to deal strictly with 
DD form 214's; it is l..S00-752-6094. 

Veterans qualifying under these 
terms are entitled to receive $25 per 
monthofserviceuptoamaximumof 
$500. 

Those veterans who saw active 
duty with the military for at least 90 

consecutive days, other than tor train­
ing, out:;ide Vietnam between Aug. 
5,1964,andMay15,1975,arecligiblc 
for $15 per month up to a $300 maxi­
mum. 

Bonuses can be paid to families of 
veterans who arc no longer Jiving. 
Military Affairs has established a 
precedent for paying the bonus to 
surviving family members, which 
falls in this order: surviving spouse, 
child or children (sharingequally), or 
mother and father (~haringequally). 

A veteran may choose to request 
on the application form that the bo­
nus be deposited into a trust fund 
administered by the Department of 
Military Affairs. The fund will be used 
to support veterans programs. 

No bonus payment will be made 
until after April1, 1990. 

To date, Military Affairs has re­
ceived approximately 7,000 applica­
tions for bonuses. The agency esti­
mates that 108,000 Kentucky veter­
ans arc eligible.

FORMULA FOR SUCCESS 
IN PLANTING TREES 

By taking a few precautions, a 
homeowner can ensure success of 
new landscape trees and shrubs. 

"Choose healthy, high quality 
plant material, plant it properly and 
give it special care during the first 
year," said Bill Fountain, Extension 
horticulture specialist in the Univer­
sity of Kentucky College of Agricul­
ture. 

l11e best bet is to buy high quality 
plants at an established, reputable 
nursery or garden center. rr the busi­
ness persons are interested i.o satisfy­
ing theircustomers, whoarealsotheir 
neighbors. 

WATCH OUT FOR INSECTS 
ON COLE CROPS 

Cabbage, and other cole crops, 
such as broccoli, arc popular garden 
crops that need some special care to 
pre,·ent damage from insect pests. 

'While cabbage worms are the 
most familiar unwanted diners, the 
first pests these plants face may be 
cutworms and root maggots,'' said 
Lee Townsend, University of Ken­
tucky Extension entomologist. 

Cutworms cut off the transplants 
shortly after they are set. Damage is 
most likely to occur in gardens that 
last year wcr:eingrass. Thecutwor~s 

feeding on the grass are forced to turn 
elsewhere when their original food is 
removed, Townsend said. 

Paper collars wrapped around the 
plants' stems may protect them from 
cutworms, a It hough the method rna y 
be too time consuming for gardeners 
with a large number of plants. Cut­
worm bait, available at most garden 
and seed stores, broadcast over the 
area n day or two before transplant­
ing, al~o will control the insects, he 
said. 

Root maggots, another post of 
cabbage, are the larval stage of small 
flies. These white, legless, worm-like 
creatures tunnel into the stem of the 
plant and may cause wilting or death. 
Symptoms do not appcar until sev­
eral days after transplant. By that time, 
damage may be too severe to let the 
plant recover.

The Hellbenders, described as an old time band, bring their special brand of mountain musk from Arlington, 

Va., to Pikeville's Hillbilly Days this week. Beginning at noon on Thursday through late Saturday, continuous 
musidrom musicians throughout the area is planned at the city park. A talent contest at 7:30p.m. on Friday will 
net cash prizes for the top three bands, solo perfonners, and dancers. The Hellbenders are slated to play at 4 p.m. 
on Friday, with additionat performantes later tliat night and on Saturday. According to Hillbilly Days music 
coordinator Lany Webster, the Virginia band is for "those who love the hard driving dance bands of the past." 
Among other featured performers will be Marlow Tackett and The Music Company. 

Diazinon wettable powder may 
be used as a broadcast treatment on 
the soil prior to setting the plants, or 
in the transplant water. Do not use 
the ernu lsi fiableconcentrate or liquid 
form in the setter water, Townsend 
said, since it may iujure the plant. 

Small, metallic blue flea beetles 
are often the noxt insect seen feeding 
on the foliage. fnjury appears as tiny 
pils or holes on the surface of w rap­
per leaves. Sevin, diazinon or pyre~ 
thrins may be used if a treatment is 
necessary, Townsend said. 

Cabbage worms arc the most de­
structive pests of cabbage and broc­
coli and can cause significant dam­
age. Four distinct types of caterpillars 
can be found, including the very 
green, velvet-appearing, imported 
cabbage worm; the distinctive cab­
bage looper that moves like an inch­
worm; the srnall, tapered diamond 
back moth larva and the yellow and 
black marked, cross-stripped cabbage 
worm. 

All of these caterpillars can be 
controlled using BT (Bacillus Thu­
ringienses) products, which are bio­
logical insecticides that specifically 
kifi caterpillars. They are harmless to 
humans and to beneficial insects. 

1f insects cause damage to the 
garden crops. and can not be con-

trolled, Townsend suggests a call to 
the county Extension agent for ad­
vice. 

INSPECT TRAN SPLANTS 
BEFORE PUTTING THEM 

IN THE GARDEN 
Kentucky gardeners should exam~ 

ine any cabbage, broccoli and cauli­
flower transplants for disease before 
they plant them in their garden. 

"Although transplants may be 
certified by agencies in some states 
where they are produced as being 
disease free, there is no real way for 
those agencies to make sure each and 
every plan tis free of disease. Garden­
ers need fo checl< for themselves," 
said Dick Stuckey, University of 
Kentucky Extension plant patholo­
gist. 

If any transplants have symptoms 
of disease, don't plant them, Stuckey 
said, because once disease is in the 
garden, it may spread tootherplants. 

Stuckey offered this list of com­
mon diseases gardeners should be 
inspecting transplants for: 

Clubroot: This disease usually 
shows up as galls or swelling on the 
side roots of the transplants. 

Black leg: Symptoms include ash 

gray leaf spots or dark gray stem 
fesions with small black pimple-like 
fruiting bodies in the plant tissues. 

Wire stem: Infected plants show 
dark colored diseased areas or can­
kers on the lower stem. 

Even the most vjgilant gardener 
may introduce one of these diseases 
into his garden. To help keep such 
diseases to a minimum, gardeners 
also should make sure that the gar­
den is located where there is good 
drainage and air circulation. 

ln addition, Stuckey suggested 
rotatingcropsona four-year rotation 
and rcmovingand destroying weeds, 
in and around the garden, tha t may 
harbor disease. 

Gardeners who find they have 
diseasein theircropsmaywanttoask 
their county Extcnsi on agent for he I p 
in identifying theca usc of the disease 
and in controlling it. 

TIPS FOR EARLY 
LANDSCAPE CARE 

After winter, landscape plants 
need attention to help keep diseases 
a t bay d uring the growing season 
ahead, according to Dick Stuckey, 
University of K~tltucky Extension 
Plan t pathologist. 

"Pruning and spraying landscape 
plants can start the growing season 
righ t, '1 Stuckey said. 

Stuckey p rovides this list of chores 
that need to be completed in late 

March or early April before bud sw, II 
Oak and maple trees: a single 

application of ferbam or CixN:I coppt>r 
spray before bud swell will help pre 
vent leaf blister. 

Elm: remove and des troy all dt:nd 
elm trees to help prevent spread of 
Dutch elm disease. 

Hawthorn and crabapple: if poc;­
sible, remove any nearby common 
juniper and red cedar trcl'S that mov 
harbor ccda r-a pplc,ccda r-hawthorn, 
and cedar-quince rust. 

Flowering pear and crabapplt•· 
prune out all twig:; thatwcreinfcct..:d 
with fire blight. Spray copper sulfa It· 
on twig" and branches before bud 
break. 

Pine: prune out a 11 dt•ad branches 
and cones infected with diplodia Lip 
blight. (Infected cones havf! tiny, black 
pimple dots on their exterior.) 

Spruce, redbud, rh<Jdodendron 
cut out all dead twig tips .and 
branches. 

Cedar: prune out any galls to pre­
vent problems for nearby hawthorn 
and crabapple trees. 

Flowering plum, cherry, and 
peach: spray twigs and branches with 
ferbam or fixed copper, before buds 
swell, to help prevent leaf curl dis­
ease.

Diplomas-- For Tutor Training 
Vicki Clark, Sabrina Osborne and 

Gina Watts, members of the Beta Club 
at Allen Central HighSchool, recently 
received d iplomas - not for com­
pleting high school, but for complet­
ing the Laubach literacy tutor train­
ing program. 

The three young women com­
pleted 10one-hour sessions in which 
Sister Mary Gervasc of Mountain 
Comprehensive Careta\tght tutoring 
basics. The program began earlier this 
year when Sister Gervase approached 
Rita Osbornc,ACHS Beta Club spon­
sor, about illiteracy in Eastern Ken­
tucky. 

The state is rankE--d first in the 
nation in two areas. teenage preg­
nancy and adult illiteracy. Very few 
facili ties in Eastern Kentucky offer 
tutorial sessions, resulting in Moun-

tainComprehensiveCare'sbeginning 
the program in which Sister Gervase 
teaches high school students how to 
tutor in their schools. 

The students tutor four days each 
week for an hour. 

"We only tutor one student, be­
cause we don't have enough time to 
really help more than one person/' 
said Watts. "I like it better this way, 
because we have a better opportunity 
to teach them, and we know they are 
learning." 

According to Sister Gervase, it is 
better for beginning tutors to only 
teach one student, as it gives them the 
opportunity to learn the work, and 
also get to know the person with 
whom they arc working and the 
person' s needs. 

"[t is always better to teach only 

one person and know that they are 
learning than to teach a number of 
people and not know whether they 
have learned or not," says Clark. "It's 
better to teach one~on-one when 
possible." 

After the young women graduate 
from high school, they will be able to 
work as tutors in other places be­
cause their certificates are valid any­
where - and all plan to continue 
tutoring after completing their high 
school educations. 

"It's a good feeling to know that 
you've done some good for at least 
one person," said Osborne. "I've 
suddenly discovered why teachers 
put up with so much to teach. It feels 
wonderful."

When we think of car care, we 
often think of washing; waxing, 
and vacuuming the mside to make 
the car '1ook great." The oll IS 

changed, it's greased, filters. plus 
and pointsareallchangcd,tomakc 
it "run great." 

But what about "riding great?" 
Just as the motor and exterior fin­
ish need attention, tires do as welL 
Proper tire care of a car or truck 
will determine the long~vity ofit~ 
tires. 

There are certain areas of tire 
care that owners can do to prevent 
wear on tir!'S. The most imRortant 
requirement for maximum tire 
safety and tire mileage is proper 
inflation accordmg to Steve 
Oustey of East Kentucky Tire in 
Martin. 

"An undcnnnatcd tire will 
cause the edges of a tire to wear," 
Ousley explained. "It seems that 
nobody checks the air pressu rc m 
their tires 

"I can take a gauge and check 
lOncars,and most of them will be 
underinflated, simply because no 
one thinks about asr pr<.'ssure in 
tires/' he says. Ousley stales that 
33 pounds pressure ts normal for 
most tires 

When should a person check 
the air pressure in their tsrcs? 

"} n the mornmg, or when a lire 
is cold," Ouslev said. ''When a car 
has been driven l~ss lhan one mil• 
a l moderate speed " Never check 

tire pressure when a tire is hot, he 
sa\'s 

An underinflated tire is dan­
gerous and can be lead to failure 
and personaJ injury. Tires should 

be checked pcriodimlly, Ousley 
further explained. Once a month 
is a good nile of thumb. Each driver 
should k'1Cp a tire gauge m the 
glovecompa rtmcnt of thE'!rcar .De

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Barnette: Restoring Old Cars Becomes Part Of You

Some people are big "Green 
Hornet" fans. You know, that 
fierce crime fighter of the comic 
book era. In Floyd County back in 
the 'SO's therewerealotof" Auxier 
Hornet" basketball fans. But for 
George Barnette of Martin, he is a 
different Hornet fan - an avid 
Hudson Hornet fan. 

What is a Hudson Hornet? It is 
an automobile that was popular 
back in the Ia te '40s and early' 50s. 
Butthcpopularityofthecartoday 
excels that of the earlier years. 

"The Hudson Hornet is so 
popular and in such a gr~t de­
mand, that thev have their own 
National Hornet dub called The 
Hudson-Esscx-Terraplanc Club, 
an organization dedicated to pre­
serving the products of the 
Hudson Motor Car Company of 
Detroit, which produced vehicles 
for45 years from 1909 until Mav 1, 
1954, and of American Motors 
Corporation, which prcduced 
Hudsons from 1955 until1957. 

Barnette began to restore old 
cars 25 years ago, back in 1964. "I 
bought an old 1917 Model T and 
restored it, and just kept going 
from there," Barnettesavs.He has 
nine cars restored and is'currently 
working on the 10th - a 1951 
Hudson Hornet. 

Barnette has in his collection 
two 1931 Model A's with rumble 
scats; two 1917 Model rs; two 
1949 Chevrolets; one 1952 Pack­
ard; one 1951 Ford: one 1952 
Hud&on Hornet; a 1966Mustang 
convertible; and a 1971 Cadillac. 
He is currently restoring a 1953 

Hudson Hornet. 
What is Barnette's favorite out 

of all his collection? 
"My favorite is the 1952 

Hudson Hornet," he proudly says. 
"Mary Lou (Barnette's wife) and I 
just got back from the Smokey 
Mountains in the Hudson Hornet. 
The problem with traveling in a 
car like that, everybody wants to 
look at it, touch it. Lots of the older 
folks can remember having one 
and they will want to set in it," 
Barnette related. 

Barnette has entered his cars in 
car shows and has driven them in 
parades such as the Apple Day 
parade.and Hillbilly Days, as well 
as the Black Cold Festival in Haz­
ard. He has been in car shows in 
Hazard, Jackson and Hindman. 

Barnette restores his cars as 

close to their original appearance 
as possible. He puts back on what 
he takes off, although sometimes 
he may have to replace a part or 
piece that is worn out. 

"ldomostoftheworkmyself," 
he says. "There are some things l 
can't do1 such as painting. I have 
someone do that for me/' he ex­
plained. 

"Restoring old cars is very time 
consuming. I work on one in my 
extra time," he says. "I just piddle 
around with it. 

"You have to completely tear 
one down ifit needs to be. Some­

"You meet a lot of good people 

at the car shows," Barnette says. 
"You make new friends and share 
views together." At the shows 
there is no competition, Barnette 
said; he shows are forjustdisplay­
ing cars only. 

What about women in car res­
toration? 

"There are women who are 
involved in car restoration," Bar­
nette said. "They will be at the 
shows, rubbing down their car, 
talkingabouttheircars. They know 
as much about cars as men." 

Barnette has some advice and 
tips for the restoration enthusiast. 

"Work on a particular kind of 
car.lfyou like Fords, then workon 
Fords; if you like older cars, work 
on those," he advises. "Be sure 
that you find the car you want in 
the best shape you can. That will 
cut down on the amount of time 
andmoneyyouhavetoputintoit. 
Remember, if vou have to tearitall 
thewavdo~, the more time and 
money 1t wiU take. 

"Visible inspection is very 
important. Look under the car. Be 
sure to check under the fenders to 
make sure they are not broken/' 
Barnette said. "Before you start, 
consult somoone that has been in 
the restoration business fora while. 
It can save you time and money. 
Gcttheiradvice. Youcangctbooks 
on restoring old cars, get you a 
book and read about it, familiarize 
yourself with the process of resto­
ration." 

To Barnette, restoring an old 

car becomes part of a person. 
'1t becomes part of you," he 

says. "You take a lot of pride in 
vour work. You drive down the 
~oad, you are pleased with what 
you have done. It's just like build­
ing a house- it's you. 

"I would like to see families get 
involved. I recommend that they 
get their sons, daughters, and 
wives involved," he says. "To get 
started, just get you an old car and 
start. Work on it in your spare 
time.'' 

Barnette will send off the 
bumpers and other parts that are 
chrome, and have them polished 
and buffed. Other parts he sand 
blasts, which saves him time and 
expense. 

Bamettehasalwavsbeeninter­
estooincarsand trucks. He recalls 
his father as a trader, and the old 

International trucks that he had. 
'1learned tospelllntemational 

before I ever went to school/' he 
recalls. "I would draw pictures of 
old trucks. A lot of people like old 
cars.N 

Car restoration for a lot of 
people is not just a hobby, but an 
investm('nt. 

"Some get into it for an invest­
mentinstead of a hobby. They will 
rcstoreacarthcnsell it. Others out 
in California restore them and rent 
lhemouttothestudiosoutthere," 
he said. 

"In Ypsilanti, Mich., there is a 
fellow that still runs his dad's old 
Hudson dealership. He will buv 
oid Hudsons, restore old Hudson:;, 

and then sell them or trade them," 
Barnette says. "I buy some of my 
parts off of him." 

As the popularity of car resto­
ration has increased, so has the 
number ot persons wanting to get 
in on the "bandwagon" and sell 
side items needed for restoration. 

'Therearedealersm parfs,and 
books that take in all the old car 
shows. They will set up at one 
show, one week, and move on to 
another the next week," Barnette 
states. 

If interested in entering the 
hobby of car restoration, just re-

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Fuses: Anticipating An Emergency 
Some car emergencies cannot 

be anticipated; others, such as a 
nat tire or a blown fuse, can. 

Knowmg how to deal with ei­
ther ofthese involves first reading 
one's owner's manual and then 
actually domg it. 

The purpose of fuses and cir­
cuit breakers inacar,asina house, 
is to prevent an overloaded circuit 
from overheating the system, 
which could lead to a fire. They 
also prevent damage to the com­
ponents. 

An electric windshield wiper, 
for example, generally will be 

protected by a circuit breaker as 
well as a fuse. :when encrusted by 
tee and snow, the Immobilized 
wiper motor could bum out if it 
were not protected. 

CircUit breakers also may be 
found on theeledricradioantenna, 
lightsand other components. They 
will !>witch off during overload, 
then on again when the circuit 
cools. 

Another part of the electrical 

protective system is the fusible 
link, a special segment in the 
vehicle's wiring that melts first in 
case of a shortcircui t. One of these 
can be found on the positive bat-

terycable. 
For safety, utilize these tips: 
- Know the location oi the 

fuse panel in the car. Generally, it 
will be under the instrument panel 
near the steering wheel. The 
owner's manual should show 
where it is located. 

- l<ecp replacement fuses in 
the glove comparhnent. Check to 
besurewhattypeoffuscsareused 
in the vehicle. Some use the glass 
tube type; others use a ceramic 
fuse (most cars today use a plug-in 
fiJSC). 

- Leam how to replace them. 
This information may not be in-

eluded in the owner's manual. If 
unfamiliar with the procedure, 
haveadealerormccharucdemon­
stTateit. 

- If a fuse blows more than 
once, find out why. Do notreplace 
a blown fuse with one of a heavier 
rating. 

Ifafuselink wire blows, the car 
has a major short circuit. Don't try 

~---=:uA 

to replace that wire until the faulty 
csrcuit is repaired, and then use a 
fusible link of the correct rating. 

Never use a screwdriver or 
othet metal tool to re."llove a fuse. 
lt could cause a short ci:rcmt and 
damage to electrical components. 
If the car uses tubular glass fuses, 
keep a fuse puller in the glove 
compartment
