Frazier, Research Team
Receive $5 Million Grant

(Editor’s Note: A significant amount
of information in the ;;‘rh'owi ng story is
reprinted from a Lexington Herald-Leader
article by Andrew Oppmann.)

Former Floyd Countian Dr.
Donald T. Frazier, professor and
chairman of the University of
Kentucky's department of physiol-
ogyand biophysics, isleadinga team
of researchers who havereceived the
largestgranteveasbihe univazsity —
$5 million to study sudden infant
death syndrome and other breath-
ing-related disorders.

Frazier,a graduate of Martin High
School, is the son of Ethel Frazierand
the late Thaoe M. Frazier

The federal grant will fund re-
search into how the human body
confrols breathing. The grant, re-
ceived by UK’s Chandler Medical
Center, will payfor five yearsof study
by 10faculty members intosixdiffer-
ent projects on the respiratory sys-
tem.

Frazier will direct the effort, and
said one of the goals is to learn how
the central nervous system controls
breathing,

The Floyd native said researchers
suspect that some premature and
newborn infants are not getting in-
formation fromchemical “receptors”
to stimulate breathing when sleep-
ing, causing sudden infant death
syndrome.

“Those folks lack a normal input
needed to keep their respiratory sys-
tem on,” Frazier told the Herald-
Leader. “When they're asleep, all
other sensory information is relaxed.
That lack of input is believed to be at
fault.”

Frazier said the research is a nec-

essary first step in developing drugs
and treatments to cure other respira-
tory ailments, including asthma,
bronchitis, black lung and emphy-
sema. | _

Frazier said the different projects
are designed to study the physical
and chemical means the brain uses to
trigger breathing,.

$1,877,634.

Shesaid thecity has received more
funds for this budget year than were

She added that hotel, motel and
restaurant taxes alone brought in
more than $60,000 above what was
projected in the 1988-89 budget.

Position On Tax

SomelandownersinFloyd County
who still own the coal beneath their
land have expressed surprise at the
increase in their latest property tax
bills. The increase is a result of a
decision by the Kentucky Supreme
Court that unmined coal must be
faxed at the same rate as other real
property.

It has always been the position of
the Kentuckians for the Common-
wealth that small coal holdings not
being mined should be taxed. Ken-
tuckians for the Commonwealth
pushed bills in the 1982, 1984, 1986
and 1983 legislative sessions that
would have provided protection for

come behind and litter.

Each person in the county is re-
sponsible for helping keep ourroad-
sides and streams clean.

Dear Editor,

As officers of the Floyd County
Ministerial Association, we would
liketorespond to theletter condemn-
ing local ministers for theiractions in
regard to the “wet-dry” election. We
would suggest that it is not the duty
of ministerstogo alongwith thestatus
quo in order to keep the peace.

One definition of the job of the
ministry is “to comfort the afflicted,
and toafflict the comfortable.” Some-
times the latter includes “interfer-
ence” and what others may interpret
as “causing trouble.” We encourage
intheassociation theright of individ-
ual ministers to speak out in accor-
dance with their own faith and tradi-
tionand tolead their communities of
faith, as well as speak to the commu-
nity atlarge. '

While ministers should console
persons in difficulty and do soas an
important partof their work, itisalso
their job to stir up peopleinregard to
issues and concerns that they would
rathernothearabout. Jesussaid, “Woe
unto you, whenall menspeak well of
you.” Sometimes the mark of an ef-
fectiveministryis thatitcauses oppo-
sition and provokes enemies.

In recent months in this country,
ministers in our association have (1)
attempted to speaka prophetic word
about the situation in the Floyd
County school system, (2) supported
a crisis pregnancy center providing
alternatives to abortion, (3) opposed
the lottery amendment, though it
obviously has great popularity here
and elsewhere, and (4) beeninvolved
with the “broad-form” deed amend-
ment. These are obviously not “non-
controversial” issues.

Few ministers claim that their
actionsor wordsareinfallibleinevery
situation, but they would be disre-
garding their responsibility to their
community if they did not speak out
on issues about which they feel
deeply. Their job is to arouse the
publicconscience justas much asitis
the job of the police to ensure our
security and safety.

In this country, where free speech
is a fundamental right, all persons
have the right to speak out as they
choose. We cannot expect ministers
to “keep their mouths shut” when it
comes toissues with profound moral
implications for our lives and well
being. If we cry “peace, peace, when
thereis no peace,” we will be betray-
ing our fundamental calling as

spokespersons for God. Ourassocia-
tion recognizes that the denomina-
tions werepresentdifferininterpret-
ing the Bible and theology, but we
remainunited in oursupport foreach
other and feel our community is
stronger when religious leaders can

speak as their consciences dictate

Ina sceneakin to thebarn raisin
of long ago, members of the South-
cast Floyd County volunteer fire
depariment are involved in a com-
munity-wide cffort to build a much-
needed fire hall,

Thebuilding, stillin theshell stage,
is being put together by members of
the fire department, with arca resi-
dents contributing materials and
money for the construction.

When the fire hall on KY 122 at
Melvinis complete, it will have three
bays for the department’s equipment
and a 24'x28' ¢lassroom for trdining,
according to fire chief Bob Johnson.

Sinceits establishmentin 1978, the
department has had to farm out its
equipment. To get o the fire truck in
anemergency; the valunteers havéto
rush to Wheelwright Junction, where
it rests whon not in use. The tanker
truck has been lodged in a garage to
keep it from freezing in the winter.

The department’s 18 volunteers
can be found assisting with the con-
struction whenever they finish their

regular jobs every day. Bricklayer
Billy Vicars is laying the concrete
block shell at less than market rates,
and the interior will be completel
doneby the volunteers, Johnson said.

Blocks for the construction have
been donated by Burman Newman,
Gary Johnson, Tike Hall, AdamsStone
Co. and several other donors who
wish to be anonymous, the fire chief
said. Construction started in mid-
April.

“Getting the land was the big
problem at first,” said the chicf. But
once the former owner was assured
that the25acres would beused solely
by the fire department, he agreed to
the sale for $15,000, about half the
original asking price, Johnson sajd.

Volunteer fircfighters haveraised
money through bake sales, fund rais-
ers, and door-to-door and roadblock
solicitations. Scasoned fund raisers,
the volunteers raised the moncy to
pay for the $65,000 fire truck that got
them started more than 10 years ago.
Johnson expects the new building to

cost between $17,000 and $20,000,

Assistant Fire Chief Mike Tackelt
said the department hopes for a
$10,000 grant from Big Sandy Area
Devélopment District, via Floyd
County Fiscal Court, to help with the
building cost.

Yethe iy:rmxd of what the volun-
teers have done on their own.

“We'reoneofthe few departments
in the county that still operates on
donations and hasn’t gone to the
district (for money),” said Tackett,
proudly.

“When the new building is com-
pleted by next summer, people can
drive by and say that's our new sta-
tion,” Tackett said. "We hope the
building will show that people here,
inthe southeastern partof thecounty,
areinterested, thattheyare spending
their time and labor to improve
things.”

The Southeast department sur-
rounds the community of Melvin for
about a five mile radius.

Legal Representation A Problem
For Some Low-Income Persons

To most, May 1 is May Day —but
to Floyd County attorneys and their
colleagues across the mation, itisalso
Law Day

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Lattahas
proclaimed May 1 as Law Day in the
city, and is urging citizens, clubs,
¢chools and businesses locommemo-
rate the role of laws in their lives,

T'he theme for this year’s national
celebration is “Access to Justice.”

“We often hear about the criminal
Justice system, but we have torealize
thatasbiga partinour societyaslaw
enforcement, thecriminal courts and
tho penalsystem (prisons) play, therd
1s anequally sizable — and costly
civil justice system that exists to pro-
tect Americans’ civil rights,” said Julie
Paxton, president of the Floyd County
Bar Association

Accesstothe civil justice Systemis
justasimportant to citizens as access
to the pmtwtiun ot the criminal Jus-
tice system, Paxton said.

Latta’s proclamation notes that
America is a “citadel of individual
liberty and a beacon of hope and
opportunity” to people around the
world who do not feel they have
individual freedom and liberty.

he foundation of individual free-
dom and liberty in America is the
Constitution and the body of laws
that guarantee and protect citizens,
noted Paxton.

“Onedifficultaspectof providing
access lo justice is that itis expensive
to provide both criminal justice (law
enforcement) and civil justice,”
Paxton explains. “Our city, county,
state and federal law enforcement

officers are paid for by taxes and are
sworn to provide equal protection of
the law to rich and poor alike, If a
poor person is arrested and accused
of a crime, itisa public responsibility
to provide him or her with a defénse
attorney and the judge willappointa
public defender, no matter how rep-
rehensible the alleged crime

“Underourlaws, itisadefendant’s
right to be represented incourtby an
attorney in-a criminal case, and the
taxpayers bear thatcostif the accused
is not able to afford an attorney.”

Paxton said thatin civil cases, the
rightto representationisnotasclear-
cut, explaining thatif poor peopleare
to have the access to justice, then a
method mustbe provided for them to
get representation.

Prior to 1965 there were Legal Aid
Societies funded by denations that
provided some legal representation
for poor people, she said. In many
cases, low income clients persuaded
privateattorneystotake theircaseon
a pro bono publico basis — without
charging a fee for their services.

Appalachian Research and De-
fense is one of some 280 agencies
begun under the 1964 Economic
Opportunity Act to provide civil le-
gal services to the nation's poor,

Paxton said during seven of the
Reagan Administration’s eight years,
Reagan's federal budget proposal
recommended eliminating approxi-
mately $300 million required to fund
the Legal Seryice Corporation. “Each
of those years,” she noted, “the United
States Congress has had to add back
the LSCbudgetin order for the Legal

Services program to contimue.”

Onewaytotry tobridgethegapto
provide equal access for low income
residentsis to persuade privateattor-
neys to volunteer to take cases for
peoplecannotafford to pay for them.
“Attorneys providea lot of free legal
servicestotheirclients,” adds Paxton.
“Unfortunately, notall ofitisintended
for and not all of it is for clients who
can't afford to pay. Often it is pro
bono work for friends, and many
timesattorneys, like other profession-
als, have trouble collecting their bills
after the case is closed. [tisn’t easy to
collect money while the case is in
progress, since judges schedulemat-
ters for court, and itdoesn’t serve the
cause of ‘Access to Justice” for an
attorney torefuse toappearata court
hearing for a client just because he or
she hasn’t paid the fee.”

Because of cuts in Legal Services
funding, the American Bar Associa-
tion has passed a resolution encour-
aging al[ attorneys lo volunteer at
least 50 hours per year to pro bono
cases for low income individuals.

Recently, ARDFbeganaprobono
publico projecttoassistattorneys who
want to volunteer by referring bona
fide low income clients to them. The
projectis funded by an $18,500 grant
from the Kentucky Bar Association’s
IOLTA (Interest on Lawyer's Trust
Accounts) lund.

The project has been underway
since January and has increased the
size of the pra bono panel from 35 to
60 attorneys and, as of April 24, had
referred 14 cases to private bar attor
neys in ARDF's service atea.

Why are we hiding when there is
s0 much work to do?

About 1040 B.C., Saul hid from
God: “Therefore they inquired of the
Lord further, if the man should yet
come thither, And the Lord answered,
‘Behold, he hath hid himselfamong
the stuff.” (1 Samuel 10;22).

Israel had desired a king, and God
had chosen Saul, But Saul, being
afraid, hid himgelf, How many who
have been chosen by God are doing
the same thing today? God has called
many to do a special work for Him,
and large numbers of these “specially
called” people are hiding on church
pews, whilesoulsaredying, losteter-
nally.

What was Saul afraid of? May |
ask the same question of us today —
whatare we .‘l?raid of? Some feel that,
if only they had received anappoint-
ment from their overseer, they could
have worked for God this year. When
God called us to preach, Hesaid, “Go
ye.” There are cities, towns and vil-
lages everywhere that need to hear
the message.

Who will preach it to them, if not
those whom God hascalled?

Howell Advises Probe of Bolton's '85 Expenditures

Floyd Fiscal Court should "take much
stronger control” of the county clerk’s spend-
ing and may do well to have the siate
audifor or attorney-general investigate the
clerk's books, an official with the state
Department of Local Government wrote in
a letter to the county judge-executive last
week

Al howell, a supervisor in the depart-
menl, cfted as evidence of "questionable”
spending a tripling in the cost of supplies
for the clerk’s office between 1984 and
1985 and a doubling in the cost of office
cquipment.

Although state law requires that {tems
over 87500 be purchased only after adver-
Lising for bids, fiscal court minutes show no
evidence of bids being taken last year for
new equipment in the clerk's office, Howell
noted in the April 28 letter which also bears
the signatures of state Local Finance Offi-
cer Robert L. Purdom and Local Govern-
ment fleld representativé Dan Tuttle.

As a result of the increase in spending
fees to be tumed ovér to the county; which
add up to only $13,113 for 1985, have
dropped off sharply by comparison with

recent years. "Thomas Lafferty, Jr. turned
in $70,357 over 10 months in 1983, and
Boltont hersell had 878,039 left over in
1984—and have embarrassed county ofii-
cials, who drew up this year's budget
expecting that they would receive at least
$60,000 from the clerk’'s office In excess
fees for 1985, Howell said. "The loss of an-
ticipated revenue aflects the county as a
whole rather than the clerk’s office,” he
added.

Howell, who was the state official who
first raised the questions that resulled in a
lengthy state police probe of the 1982
county administration, also suggested that
the clerk may be paying her employees
mere than she is entitled to and may be
improperly listing part-time employces as
full-time workers for the sake of receiving
county paid fringe benefits.

For those who enjoy using jour-
nals as one form of Writing, McDow-
ell High School instructor Willie Elli-
ottrecommends “Writing As You Are:
292 Composition Activities,” pub-
lished by ]. Weston Walch of Port-
land, Maine.

The booklet lists 25 categories on
whichto write, says Elliott, includin
music, self-expression, the future ang
work.

In each chapter, he says, 10 to 14
writing prompts are given, For ex-
ample, in the chapter on education,
the following writingactivity is given:

“What, according toyou, isa good
education? This is not an easy ques-
tion. People have argued this ques-
tion for thousands of years. Join the
discussionand, ina well though! oul
essay (journal entry), describea good
education.”

Kelly Vance responded tothe topic
in the following manner:

“No one knows exactly what a
good eéducation is. Different people
have different ideas. 1 feel that an
education has to offer the learner a
challenge. If no challenge is present,
then what s there to learn by?

“Some students can sitdownand
dohomeworkina few minutes. There
isn’t a challenge. But when it takes
hours to attend to, a challenge is of-
fered.

“Through this challenge, you are
learning what you can or cannotdo.
This will better help you in the future.
When one has mastered this chal-
lenge, another one should occur, |
feel thatin order tolearn anything in
thisworld,a personshould face many
challenges.”

Sometimes, studentsdo funthings
with theirjournalentries, says Elliott.
For example, he notes, one day’s as-
signment was to selecta well-known
story, novel or fairy tale, and write a
new ending for it.

Risner, certified inarteducationat
MillersvilleUniversity in Pennsylva-
nia, came toKentucky in 1974 specifi-

cally to teach art for the Hindman
Settlement School, She says she has
always found it rewarding to work
with children in the area.

“They are enthusiastic, receptive
to the ideas presented, and quite tal-

ented,” notes the instructar.
[nrecentyears, artseducation has
been receiving an impetus from the
Getty Foundation to not only foster
children’s creativity, but to promote
an understanding of the importance
of artto civilization, said Risner.
“More thana ‘relief’ from thestudy
of basic achievements, art should be
included as abasic subjecttodevelop
a child’s perceptive abilities and
problem-solving skills, There are no
right"or ‘wrong’ answersinart,” she
adds. "Arts activities give the child

an opportunity to express and de-
velop his individuality. At the same
time, heis learning the importance of
others'individuaality.”

Risner says studying art of other
cultures also promotes understand-
ing and respect for others,

“In many cases,” she adds, “chil-
dren who do not excel academically
have a strong leaning towards the
arts. They have talents that remain
largely undeveloped due to lack of

2

training of the ‘left brain’.

Risner feels strongly that the
‘whole child’ needs to be developed,
and that all children benefit from art
instruction.

In addition to teaching at Moun-
tain Christian Academy, Risner re-
cently taught the children’s art on
Saturdays for Prestonsburg Commu-
nity College’s community services/
continuing education, which she felt
was quite successful. She also ar-
ranges private classes for children
and adults at the academy.

Perkins Vocational Act
Passes House Commuittee

Congressman Carl C, Perkins
announced this week that the House
Committee on Education and Labor

assed the reauthorization of the Carl
. Perkins Vocational Education Act,

The bill places a strong emphasis
on targeting the federal funding to
the areas with the greatest educa-
tional and economic need, said Perk-
ins, and alsoincorporates hisamend-
ment to provide new funding for
facility and equipment moderniza-
tion. The bill now goes on to the full
House for its consideration.

Perkins said one of his primary
goals was tosee thatavmhble federal
dollars that reach states are given to
local programs. Thisisaccomplished
in the bill, hesaid, by using a formula

that is heavily weighted and based
on counting the eligible education-
allyand economically disadvantaged.
At the same time, set-asides, which

havediluted the program inthe past,
will be eliminated. 2

Other provisions included are
Perkins’amendmentforanadditional
$100 million to be used to update
facilities and equipment essential to
vocational education.

“The distribution of the money
will be shared evenly betweenrural
and urbanareas; and the grants will
be split 50-50 between requests for
facilitiesand requests forequipment,”
said Perkins.

Fortunately, natural gas leaks are rare. But
if one should occur, you have everything it
takes to spot the telltale signs..

to see, hear and smell.

INSIDE

The most obvious sign is the smell.

Look or listen for these signs. Any-
where a gas line is located, a leak may cause:
* a blowing or hissing sound
* dirt being blown into the air
* water bubbling or being blown into the
air at a pond, creek or river

Natural gas by itself usually is odorless, so
gas companies add a distinctive odor to gas.
If you smell this telltale odor in your
home, don't use matches, electrical switches
or appliances. Leave the house immediately,
then call the gas company from a neighbor's
home or pay telephone. Remain near your
home until a gas company representative
arrives and checks the cause of the odor.

OUTSIDE

You may detect a natural gas leak any-
where gas lines or facilities are located.
Sometimes, the sign may be the ador. But In
rural areas, natural gas pipelines may con-
tain non-odorized gas. A leak of non-scented
gas means little or no odor will be present.
So count on your other senses as well.

* brown patches in vegetation on or near
a gas line right-of-way

« fire coming from the ground or burning

above it

if you detect any sign of a leak, follow
these steps quickly: 1) shut down any motor-
ized equipment or other sources of ignition
in use, 2) leave the area at once, and warn
others to stay away; and 3) find a telephone
away from the area to call the gas company,
and the fire and police departments. DO NOT
try to extinguish a gas fire or operate any
pipeline valves.

Chances are you'll never need to recog-
nize a natural gas leak. But just in case, we
think it's important for you to be able to detect
signs of trouble. Together, we'll keep natural
gas service safe and efficient.

FIRST AID

First aid is the immediate, temporary care given
to a sick or injured person before medical help is
obtained. In cases such as heart attack, poisoning,
or severe bleeding, immediate assistance may be
lifesaving. Persons trained in first aid techniques are
able to assess the nature and extent of an emer-
gency and know what needs to be done. At leastone
memberof each family should attend a course in first
aid or CPR, and ever household should have a first
aid kit and manual. The first aid kit should contain
varioustypes of bandaging matenalsincluding gauze
pads and tape as well as adhesive bandages. Hy-
drogen peroxide and an antibiotic cintment are used
to clean and treat minor scrapes, cuts and burns.
Sterile cotton and cotton swabs are needed for
cleaning wounds and applying antiseptics.

“Thus, more caution is necessary,
since other considerations affect the
difficult question as to whether a
broker should be required todisclose
psychological factors,” he said .

“In fact,” Holmen continued,

“under the new amendments to the
Fair Housing Law, individuals with
AIDS are defined as handicapped,
and thus within that newly protected
class, A broker could be accused of
discrimination if he discloses infor-
mation rcgardmg a previous occu-
pant with AIDS.” On the other hand,

Holmen explained, some might take
the view that a broker has an obliga-
tion to disclose this sort of informa-
tion toa buyer,

Othierissues, suchas disclosure of
previous activity in a home, were
debated. “Drug activity is another
sourceof difficult questions o wrestle
with. The broker should focus on
disclosure of those facts that the buyer
is likely to judge important to his
decision to buy the property, or the
price he is willing to pay,” Holmen
said,

With an estimated 1,600 mower-
related injuries odcurring in Kentucky
last vear, state safety officials remind
Kentuckians that more care needs Lo
be taken during the annual mowing
season

Since 1981, an estimated-average
of 1,400 mower-related injurics occur
every year in the state. eople ages
25.64 account for the majority of these
injuries;, withan cstimatedaverageof
700 annually, The figures are based
oh emergency room data from a ran-
dom sampling of soveral Kentucky

hospitals: The numbers do not in-

clude injuries trcated by private
physicians or clinics.

E.P. Conyers, consumer product
safety branchmanagerin the Depart-
ment for Health Services, says that
complacency can bring aboul acci-
dents,

"A lot of people look at Jawn
mowingassomething that they drend
and just wanttohurry up and finish,”
he said, “so they might be apt to lake
someshortcutsand wind up withan
injury. Or, they might just not have
their mind on what they're doing at
that particular moment,

“Many types of injuries can hap-
pen while mowing,” he said, “The
most obvious, of course, are cuts to
the handsand feet. Butothersinclude
burns from touching hot machine
p.'lrts,snd wounds fromitems thrown
trom the machine,”

Three major safety features, re-
quired on walking mowerssince 1982,
should be left intact and not modi-
fied, according to Conyers.

New machines have safety shields
on the back of the mower so that fect
won't go under the mower while
pushing. Discharge chutes havebeen
designed so that rocks sticks and

portant feature is the blade kill; or

“Thisswitchstopstheblade within
three seeonds of the operator lotting
goofthe handle,” said Conyers, “Soif
you stop to clear the dischargechule,
thebladestopsautomatically, therely
saving your hands and Hngers from
possibleamputation.”

Mos! riding mowers dlso have
blade kill switches, bul they are not
required for riding models, Conyers
advises anyone with an older ma-
chine withoutablade kill switchtobe
extremely careful when eléaning the
discharge chute,

“Never, never clean out the dis-
charge chute with the blade revolv-
ing," he said. “Wait until it stops
completely, or you could end up with
a severed hand or fingers.”

Many gencral precautions apply
to both walking and riding mower
safety, but Conyers offors tips espe-

cially imporfant for owners of riding
machines.

“Do not let children operate them
— they are not fun vehicles; they are
serious machines and children have
no business using them,” he said.
“Kidsalsoshould notride withadults
on the mowers — they‘re balanced
forone persom andevenasmallchild

should goupand down slopes, rather
than across, to prevent tipping over,

Other general precautions for all
mower operators include

— Keep children and pets away
from mowingarca.

— Add gasoline only to cool ma-
chines, and donot smoke while refus
cling.

These bags are not noticeable
underclothing, and they have special
seals so there is no odor. Other colos-
tomates prefer to irrigate their bow-
els every day. This is a procedure
much like an enema, in which all the
waste praducts are flushed out with
warm water, Then"a small pad- is
placed pver the stoma to protect and
absorbany leaks.

Many people have learned to
manage their « ‘olostomies with very
little disruption in their lives. Nurses
with special fraining in ostomies,
called enterostomal therapists, can
leach patients how to take care of
themselves, There arealso groups of
people with ostomies, such as the
United Ostomy Association, who
meel to talk and exchange tips on
caring for their ostomies. Most osto-
migsareabletocontinuedoingall the
things they enjoyed before their sur-
geries, including sports, sacial and
sexual activies. While haum, an
ostomy does change someone’s life
in some ways, il ¢an be a small price
to pay for being healthy and cancer-
frae,

Holocaust draws near
in ‘War and Remembrance’

Role is special

to Jane Seymour

The final chapters of War
and Remembrance, Herman
Wouk's World War 11 epic,
begin Sunday, May 7. with
the last episode aining Sun-
day, May |4

War and Remembrance 15
the continuation of The
Winds of War, which aired
on ABCin Feburary of 1983,
Both miniseries personalize
the events surrounding
World War 1l by dramatiz-
ing the effect of those in-
cidents on ong Amencan
family.

The family was that of
Victor “Pug™ Henry, a career
Navy officer whose personal
integrity made him an unof-
fictal envoy for President
Franklin D. Roosevelt in
Europe during the darkening
days of the 1930s.

War and Remembrance,
which aired in November of
last year, took up where
Winds left off, with Pug
{Robert Mitchum) at the
helm of a Navy cruiser
dunng Pearl Harbor. When
the second miniseries ended
last fall, Pug was juggling his
career with his ¢rumbling
marriage o Rhoda (Polly
Bergen) and his estran-
gement from his son, Byron
(Hart Bochner),

Byron's wife, Natalie (Jane
Seymout), has just realized
the horror that is about 1o
befall her. Having joined her
uncle Aaron (John Gielgud)
in ltaly 10 help him in his
scholarly research, she soon
learmned that Amernican ci-
tizenship was no protection
for her, her infant son and
her uncle when they attempt
1o escape the Holocaust.

Natalie held a special sig-
nificance for the Bnitish
actress.

“It was a story
that should be told.”

The role also meant more
1o her since her own mother
was in a Japanese concentra-
tion camp in Indonesia dur-
ing the war.

“Although she never talked
10 me very much about 1t,
when [ siarted researching
the role, shereally opened up
and told me a great deal
about what that experience
was like for her,” Seymour
said. “1 felt that I had gotten
as close 10 knowing someth-
ing about what her life was
like for those few years as |
ever could. by re-enacting
i.”

On the advice of her “then-
agent,” as she puts it, Sey-
mour nearly turned down
the pan of Natalie Henry,
until she took the time 1o
read the script herself.

“I was so moved by it—in
fact, actually sort of totally
destroyed by it emotional-
ly,™ the actress said.
