Counterfeit Bills 
Reported In Area 

While counterfeit $20 bills have 
been found in Louisa, apparently 
none of the fake money has yet found 
its way to Aoyd County. 

Representatives of the county's 
three banks said recently that no 
counterfeit bills have been received. 

According to Judy Curnutte, se­
curi ty officer for the Bank Josephine, 
merchants can often tell by the feel of 
the paper whether a bill is legitimate. 
The print quality, as well as portrait 
etching, often tip off business owners 
that a oill is counterfeit. 

Pat Aannagan of First Common­
wealth Bank says the bills may or 
may not find their way to Aoyd 
County. 

"It just depends on what trail 
they're using (the counterfeiters). 
They could be traveling right down 
US23." 

Flannagansaysitdoesn'ttakelong 
for counterfeit bills to turn up, al­
though they are usually passed at 
smalfer, rural businesses. 

''Bank tellers would know by the 
feel that the bill is fake," he adds. '1t 
would be very hard for one to be 
passed across the counter at a finan­
cial institution." 

Aannagan said the$20counterfeit 
bill seems to be most popular, attrib­
utable, in part, tothefactthat the yare 
Jess conspicuous than $50 or $100 
bills. 

Terry Sizemore of First Guaranty 
Bank in Martin suggests merchants 
look for at least two things if they 
suspect a counterfeit: hairline red and 
blue fibers, part ofthe paper on which 
money is printed, can be seen with 
close scrutiny. Also, he said, mer­
chantscan takea bill and rub it against 
a white sheet of paper; if ink comes 
off, it is counterfeit.

Wheelwright's Youth Center Closes; 
CAP, Sponsor, Cites Budget Problems

Nine-year-old David Caudill was 
among a group of youngsters who 
learned to plant a garden on the 
grounds of Wheelwright Youth Cen­
ter last month. 

"'helped start a garden," Caudill 
said proudly. Now the boy can only 
watch the weed<: grow up around his 
efforts through a locked ci,ain-link 
fence. 

The center, which served between 
35 and 40 children a day for the la5t 
three years, was clof>ed May 19 by 
Christian Appalachian Project, appar­
ently because of funding cutbacks at 
the chari ta blc agency, headquartered 
in Lancaster. 

"We'll really miss it," said Gina 
Hall, a working mother whose two 
children and 13-year-old sister were 
regulars at the center. Hall's family 
generally stopped at the center after 
school for academic tutoring, hot food 
and a variety of activities. After work, 
Hall joined them, servingasa volun-
teer. . 

''Where we live the only place to 
play is the road," Hall said. "When 
school is out there'll be nothing for 
the k1ds to do. I'll have to get a ba­
bysitter." 

Sheila Walker said her two chil­
dren also went to the center every 
day. ''They learned so much," she 
said.

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Improvements 
Co$tly In Area

Despite allegations of political 
cronyism and regional stepchild 
status, building a road in Eastern 
J<entuckycoststwireasmuchormore 
than building one in the state's less 
hilly areas. 

A modem, two-Jal'\e road with 
wide shoulders and smooth surface 
costs about $1.25 million per mile to 
construct in central Kentucky, said 
Philipia Jeffers of J<OOT. 

In Eastern Kentucky, the cost for 
the same road escalates to around 
$3.5 million per mile, she said. 

And that figure includes only the 
actual construction. Added on are 
the costs of acquiring the land to build 
on, sometimes relocating houses, and 
survey and engineering work-aU of 
which are toted up before the first 
spade of dirt is turned. 

The biggest cost-adding factor is 
the mountain terrain, according to 
engineer Cary Howard of Bizzack 
Brothers Construction Co., one of the 
state's largest road builders. 

'1f you have to cut through a 
mountain, you have a large volume 
of material that has to be moved, and 
that's costly," said Howard. Moving 

the mountain requires drilling and 
explosives, both of which are "quite 
expensive," he added. 

Thegreaternumberofcreeksthat 
gravity forms at the base of hills re­
sults in the need for construction of 
more bridges than in flat areas, which 
contributes to the high cost, Howard 
said. 

The price of new road construc­
tion is also affected by the higher 
costs of transporting materials into 
the mountain region--over largely 
inadequate roads, according to Terry 
Adams, a superintendeJ'lt at Adams 
Construction Co. in Paintsville. 

Nor is resurfacing an existing 
highway an inexpensive undertak­
ing. The average cost to resurface, 
according to Doug Wright of the 
Pikeville office ofl<OOT, is well over 
$98,00JpermileinEastemJ<entucky. 

The resurfacing cost, based on 
figures from recent projects, includes 
digging out "failures,'' making them 
stronger and recovering theroad with 
blacktop, Wright said. 

Adams pointed out that extra 
expense is incurred in grading and 
drainingalong roads to be resurfaced 
in the highlands. "Getting the road

Two Die In Crash 
Sunday On US 23 

A two-car collision on US 23 near 
Stanville claimed the lives of two 
Floyd County men Sunday evening. 

Gordon Carrett,SS, of Emma, al'\d 
Fred Bennie McCoy, 46,ofEast Point, 
died as a result of injuries they sus­
tained when the car they were riding 
in collided with a car driven by 
Carolyn Carroll, reportedly of Betsy 
Layne. 

Kentucky State Police were ap-­
parently unable to determine which 
man was driving when the accident 
occurred about 7:05p.m. The victims' 
vehicle was apparently crossing the 
southbound lane to tum onto lhe 
Tram road from the north Jane when 
the two cars crashed, according to 
police reports. 

Garrett, a retired coal miner, was 
pronounced dead at the scene. 

McCoy,a self-employed painter, died 
a short time later at St. Mary's Hospi­
tal in Huntington where he wasta ken 
after the accident, according to the 
Aoyd County coroner's office. 

No information on Carroll was 
available from the T<SP Pikeville post. 

Trooper Greg Roberts was the 
investigating officer. 

No scat belts were in use, accord­
ing to police. 

Funeral services for McCoy are set 
for Thursday at 1 p.m. at Aoyd Fu­
neral Home, with burial to follow in 
the McCoy Family Cemetery at East 
Point.

Talking About Ticks • • •

The nasty little critters seem to be 

out in droves this year, perhaps be­
cause of a relatively mild winter. 

But for most Aoyd County resi­
dents, the problem lies not in the 
number, but the danger. 

Wood ticks, also known as "dog 
ticks," comprise the bulk of the tick 
population in the area. They can be 
carriers of Rocky Mountain Spotted 
Fever, according to Joy Moore, nurse 
supervisor for the Aoyd County 
Health Department. 

Cases of Rocky Mountain Spotted 
Fever have been reported in the 
county, and there has also been one 
suspected case of Lyme disease, an­
other tick-borne illness. 

Generally, says Moore, ticks are 
abundant in weeds, trees and areas 
with heavy brush. 

"People should be careful about 
allowingtheirchildren toplayin those 
types of areas," Moore explains. 
"Parents should check children's 
heads and clothes. If they do find a 
tick, when they try to pull it out, they 
should be very careful." 

Mooresaiditisimportanttomake 
sure the entire tick comes out, and 
that its mouth parts inealso removed. 

"If the head stays under the skin, 

and the t(ck is carrying Rocky Moun­
tain Spotted Fever, it cal'\ still be con­
tracted," she warns. 

The bacteria causing illness can 
incubate for three to 14 days. Moore 
says general symptoms include sud­
den onset of moderate to high fever, 
which can persist for two to three 
weeks. Also present may be deep 
muscle pain, severe headache, chills, 
and a rash on the extremities about 
the third day. The rash can spread to 
the palms and soles of the feet. In 
addition, blue, patchy areas known 
as "petechiae hemorrhages" are 
common. 

According to Moore, the fatality 
rate from Rocky Mountain Spotted 
Feverisabout1Sto20percent, unless 
medical attention is sought. 

Moore cautions that the fever 
cannot be directly transmitted from 
person to person. 

"People should search themselves 
all over three to four hours later for 
attached ticks if working or playing 
in infected areas. When removing 
tides, protect your hands," she adds.

with other kids. My daughter learned 
to crochet and cook. They both miss it 
a lot already. 

"There's nothing for kids to do 
here," Walkersaid. "They just play in 
the roads, and that's dangerous." 

"I guess l'll just stay at home now," 
said Dede Farmer, 14, who added 
that she went to the center almost 
everyday. "That's all there is to do." 

The center served hot meals to 
children after school, offered tutor­
ing seryices, provided supervised 
games and programs,andgaveyoung 
poople a place to congregate. The 
center also sponsored field trips and 
camping trips for area youngsters. 

"We anticipated a revenue in· 
crease for the coming year," said CAP 
spokesman Glen Taul from his Lan­
caster office. "But it did not material­
ize. 

UWe had to cut back 10 percent in 
our workforce and restructure some 
o( the programs to fit the budget," 
Tau! added. The organization, he said, 
relies on donations from direct mail 
appeals and from corporate sponsors. 

Also chopped in the rebudgeting 
were an industry for handicapped 
adults in Stanford, a home for special 
needs children and a home for un­
wed mothers, both in Mt. Vernon, 
and a second-hand store in Somerset. 

Taut said CAP will "try to provide 
tTansportation to kids in the Wheel­
wright area who want to come to 
programs at the CAP youth center in 
Martin." 

CAP Eastern coordinator Mike 
Sanders told Wheelwright City 
Commission members last month that 
the youth center was budgeted at 
about $60,000. At that commission 
meeting, Sanders, city commission 
members and Wheelwright Utilities 
Commission members had a heated 
discussion over funding for opening 
the swimming pool. Tau) said the 
exchange had no bearing on the deci­
sion to close the center. 

Katie Newsome, who coordinated 
the Wheelwright center, likened her 
feelings about the closing to grieving 
for a loved one. "These kids and 
parents are not just people J worked 
with. They were my friends, really 
special." 

Newsome said the center served 
primarily children 9-14 years of age. 
''Younger children could come with 
their brother, sister or parent," she 
said. Older teens often came to the 
center to help with younger children, 

she added. 
"We'll see the good effects of the 

center for years and years," said the 
former center director, who is being 
transferred to CAP' sCamp Shawnee 
operation. 

Newsome said the organization 
donated "a lotofits inventory" to the 

City of Wheelwright, including ap­
pliances, crafts tables and pool tables. 

The building where the center was 
located is owned by the City of 
Wheelwright and was originally built 
as a recreation center for area resi· 
dents by Inland Steel, which formerly 
owned the city along with its exten­
sive coal operation. 

The building site, which includes 
a swimming pool, apparently was 
vacant for several years before CAP 
took over. CAP had not opened the 
swimming pool for the past two years 
because of the expense. 

Wheelwright Mayor Larry Mullins 
said Monday he sees "noway the city 
could have the money to keep the 
center open." Mullins has two sons 
who went to the center regularly. 

"At the next city commission 
meeting, we'll try to get suggestions 
from citizens," Mullins said. '1 don't 
know if the community can get any­
thing going, but I hope we can." 

ThenextscheduledmeetingisJune 
15 at 7 p.m., although Mullins said a 
special meeting will have to be called 
before then to address the 1989-90 
budget. The mayor said he will have 
to consult with other commissioners 
on a date for the special meeting. 

Several parents, including Hall 
and Walker, indicated they would 
volunteer their time if the center could 
be reopened. 

"I wish there was something I 
could do," said Walker. "I worry 
about the children. Having the center 
open may save some lives."

bought Wheelwright because the coal 
seams there were rich with metallur­
gical coal necessary for making steel, 
and for the next 35 years, Inland Steel 
mined coal and developed the town 
into whatmany havccalk>d a "model" 
company town.
