Stiners, from Huntington, W.Va,,
bid $39,720 each on a package of all
five, chassis and dump-bed.

For a time last week people
throughout Floyd County were ex-
pecting to be routed from their homes
by flood waters as heavy rains Thurs-
day and Friday drove creeks and riv-
ers above their banks.

Several counties westof Floyd saw
severe flooding, but, except for a few
low lying areas, the damage was
minimal compared to past years,

Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo
estimated that county roads sustained
about $150,000 in damages. In a let-
ter, dated June 20, to Gov. Wallace
Wilkinson, Stumbo declared that a
state of emergency exists and re-
quested assistance from the Gover-
nor's office.

Stumbo said eight bridges were
damaged by flood waters. They in-
cludetwo bridges over Buffalo Creek
and one each on Abbott, Bull, East-
ern, Upper Right Beaver, Saltlick and
Stone Coal creeks.

County crews have been working
since Saturday on repairing the
bridges, correcting mud slides, re-
placing pipes and mending washed
out road shoulders, Stumbo said.

In an effort to stem additional
floading, officials of the US Army
Corps of Engineers allowed Dewey
Lake to back up which caused some
flooding at Jenny Wiley State Park.
Water spilling out of the lake at the

Fly In, Drive Out
May Be Possible

The Big Sandy Regional Airport,
touted asa model of cooperation and
progress, has been on idle since its
completion about three years ago,
but thefacility may ingearifplans fly
for an access road.

A deal struck recently between
privatecorporationsand publicagen-
cies could mean that users will have
access totheairport “by this time next
year," according to Floyd County
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo, a
member of the airport board.

The airport, located in Martin
County near the juncture of Floyd
and Johnson counties, wasbuiltona
150-acre reclaimed strip mine do-
nated by Pocahontas Land Co. Land
surrounding the airport, however,
was not part of the bargain and the
airport has not been accessible to
public use.

The land on which anaccess road
was planned is reportedly leased

from Pocahontas by Enoxy Coal Inc.

The coal company, jpintly owned by

Occidental Petroleum Corp. and an
ltalian government agency, has ap-
parently been tightly patrolled be-
cause of employee/management
problems:

Stumbo said Pocahontas hasgiven
right-of-way foraroad,and Southside
Mining Co. has agreed to “strip and
make a road that will be ready for
surfacing by next April.”

The judge also said the state "will
spend $1.3million to surface”theroad,
which he said will be about two miles
long. He added that the road will be
about two miles long.

"Itappears we've pretty well gotit
straightened out,” Stumbo said.

Theairport canaccommodate "cor-
porate aircraft and some commercial
airplanes,” said airport board mem-
ber Burl Wells Spurlock, president of
First Commonwealth Bank in
Prestons |

Stumbo said that when the access
road and KY 3 are both completed,
Prestonsburg residents will be only
about "20 minutes from the. nirpon.

Hunter Bridge Is Patching Up

Residents of the community of Hunter got a little worried when a hole
(top) appeared recently in the bridge over Left Beaver Creek linking them
to KY 122. They watched as it gradually enlarged and until road crews
closed the access temporarily, Floyd County Judge-Executive John M.
Stumbo said Monday that county workers patched the hole last week and
that he has talked with state officials about money to replace the bridge
which is believed to be about 60 years old. Stumbo said a new bridge will
cost about $100,000. Local residents say the bridge, which has a five-ton
weight limit, has been patched several times before.

Too Many Wives For Melvin Man

An all-male jury Monday con-
victed B. H. Vanover, 50, of bigamy
and recommended a one-year jail
term for the Melvin man, according
to Commonwealth Attorney Jerry

Convicted of a Class D felony,
Vanover is scheduled for sentencing
on July 7, Patton said.

According to trial records, Va-

nover married Janice Brown of
Greenup County, formerly of Wheel-
wright, on July 19, 1980, Three years
later, he married Nancy Kohler, also
of Wheelwright, without having di-
vorced Brown. Divorce proceedings
forthe Brown-Vanover marriage were
not initiated until 1986, Patton said.
The Commonwealth Attorney said
the case was his first bigamy case.

Chamber Takes Regional Focus
As Development Plans Evolve

Tim Hites is struggling to change
a vision he has of how Eastern Ken-
tuckians are perceived by outside
powers,

"lcan seethe guys in Frankfort sit-
ting around and saying ‘They (East-
ern Kentuckians) can't get their act
together. Why should we try to help
them?™ says Hites in trying to ex-
plainhisleadership thrustinthe Floyd
County Chamber of Commerce this
year.

What the rejuvenated chamber is
attempting, with Hites as president,
is to bring a "regional focus” to local
development efforts.

"We want to promote whatever
improves the quality of life in Floyd
County,” says Hites, “but we also
know that whatever helps Floyd
County or Johnson County or Pikeor
Martin or Magoffin helps us all."

Evidence that the chamber is op-
erating with renewed vigor and pur-
pose this year is the flurry of new
memberships, With a yearlong goal
of 100 new members, the chamber
launched a membership drive in late
April that has resulted two months
later in 96 additions, just four shy of
the 12-month goal.

Importantly, membership repre-
sents nearly every corner of the
county, signifying that the organiza-
tion does not take the Floyd County
tag lightly. _

Thechamberalso recently adopted
a simple, easily remembered mission
statement that capsulizes the scopeof
its purpose: To advance the commer-
cial, industrial, civicand general inter-
est of all Floyd County.

When Hites took overas chamber
president, he acknowledged that he
had much to learn. He approached
the assignment with the same savvy
and energy that has made him a suc-
cessful businessman.

Hites admits to looking around to
sce whatotherchambers of commerce
were doing. "If you want the flu, you

get around someone who has it; if
you want to be a big flea, geton a big
dog,” he says scriously and matter-
of-factly.

Resolutely, he spent time with
Gerri Kinder, director of the Pike
County Chamber of Commerce,
which he says has developed a work-
able structure with active members

who are making a difference in their
county.

Patterning after the Pike organi-
zation, the Floyd County chamber
now has seven working commitiees,
each challenged by Hites with carry-
ing out a major project this year.

**Recognizing that coal is the val-
ley's major business, the chamber
recruited Johnny Burke, owner of
Emanuel Coal, to chair a Coal Com-
mittee. The committee’s role is pri-
marily of a public relations nature,

says Hites. It will try to re-educate the
publicabout the coal industry which,
despite negativereports, stillemploys
thousands in the area and will re-
main the primary industry.

**The Economic Development
Committee, headed by Floyd County
Times Editor Anne Chaney, is Jook-
ing at the potential for economic ex-
pansion in the arca. "We're trying to
get away from the concept of bring-
ing a large industry here," Hites says.

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The Kentucky Supreme Court's
recent action calling for reform of the
state's school system is abrim with
promise. Some of the glow brought
by theannouncement still lingers, and
many Kentuckians still feel the tiny
palpitation that hope, much like fear,
creates in the pit of the gut.

A Supreme Court edict was not,
however, necessary formanyofusto
know that Kentucky schools, particu-
larly Eastern Kentucky schools, are
substandard, And those who have
followed reports of the nationwide
decline in ACT and SAT scores or
who have lived in other parts of the
country know the problem is shared
by many, many other states, Nation-
ally, education is in sad shape, and
we Kentuckians appear to be among
those in the worst shape.

So, what now? That's the mega-
buck question.

Our august legislature has pur-
portedly taken the matter in hand.
The best we can hope for is that our
elected officials, most of whom are
legal minds, will take the issue of
overhauling the educational system
as seriously as they did the establish-
ment of the lottery.

Let us hope our leaders take the
time to work out a sensible, rational,
substantive and practicable plan of
reconstruction. Following the Lottery
Commission'slead, they might study
what has been successful in other
states and try to incorporate some of
that success. They might also spend
some time listening to the folksonthe
frontline of the educational battle—
theteachers, particularly theones who
have been around enough years to
have witnessed the continuing ero-
sion of the system.

Oncea strong reform plan has been
drafted, the real work begins. We're
not talking about the implementa-
tion. The big job has to come before
that, The Kentucky population hasbe
sold onthefact thatchangeis needed,
that the proposal will make positive
changes and, most important, that
education is important. And that's a
tall order. As a former public rela-
tions person, I'd go into a quivering
fit over that assignment.

The majority of Kentuckians, un-
fortunately, simply don't regard
education asimportant, it seems. Else
why would we be in such a mess?
Reading this, you're probably the
exception, part of a distinct minority.

Otherwise, you would have put the
paper aside (assuming you picked it
up in the first place) after checking
out who died, married, bought prop-
erty, entertained company or
wrecked, Think about it. What do
most Eastern Kentuckians you know
talk about, read, watch on television,
or give moncy to? Why, we'd sooner
give a thousand dollars to the NRA,
the UK basketball team or a favorite
politician than to have a tenth of that
amountadded toourutilitiesorprop-
erty tax.

If only a fourth of the taxpayersin
Floyd County truly believed that
education can makea positive differ-
ence in lives and were willing to put
their money wheretheir beliefis, we'd
have a model education system right
here. We desperately need to be per-
suaded.

At the same time, we need to
remember, while this reformed edu-
cational system is being devised, that
money does not equal quality. Money
isnot theissue indepoliticizing school
boards and school administrations.
Money is not the issuc when parents
fail to impress their children with the
value of education. Money is not the
issue when communities refuse to

support academics and teachers as
avidly as they do athletic teams,
Money is not the issue when parents
turn the responsibility of rearing their
children over totheschools. Money is
not the issue when teachers are re-
quired to spend more time on paper-
workthan onclassroom teachingand
preparation. Money is not (necessar-
ily) the issue when future teachers
aregraduated from collegesand hired
for the classroom when they cannot
speak or write correct English, figure
percentages or recognize lllinoison a
map.
Kentuckiansdeserveanimproved
educational system. Kentucky, as a
state and as a people, must make
education the top priority. Eastern
Kentuckians, from coal baron to fast
food worker, must realize that better
schools and more emphasis on qual-
ity education are our only hope if we
are to join the national mainstream.

Let's thank the state Supreme
Court for dramatically drawing the
state's attention to its number one
problem. And let's hope the legisla-
ture has the backbone and the wis-
dom todeviseand enactanappropri-
ate attack plan.

Kentucky.

According to Carroll Burchett, an
associate superintendent in the Ken
tucky Department of Education, “This
agreement should resultin moreand
better job placement services for per-
sons with handicaps throughoul
Kentucky.”

The agreement, in the form of a
Memorandum of Understanding, is
between the Office of Federal Con-
tract Compliance Programs (OFCCP),
of the US Department of Labor and
the Office of Vocational Rehabilita-
tion, and is designed to make both
agencies morerespansive to the needs
ofindividuals with handicaps, accord-
ing to Cordon Nichols, from the
Kentucky Department of Education.

“As a result of this agreement,
OFCCP now recognizes the Office of
Vocational Rehabilitation as a major
recruitment source for qualified
handicapped individuals. Wealsoare

This past year students and fac-
ulty at Prestonsburg Community
College saw the realization of a $3.1
million project that was in the works
for nine years — the completion of
the Magoffin Learning Resource
Center, A dedication ceremony for
the building was held Mnnday,]unc
19,at 11 a.m.

Dr. David Roselle, president of
the University of Kentucky, was the
primary speaker, with the audience
also hearing comments from State
Rep. Greg Stumbo; State Sen. David
LeMaster; Dr. Charles Wethington
Ir., chancellor of the University of
Kentucky Community College S}'s-
tem; Robert Conley, chairmanof PCC
Advisory Board, and Prestonsburg
Mayor Ann Latta, College President
Dr, Henry Campbell presided.

The new building contains the
college library, classrooms, art gal-
lery, computer laboratory, develop-
mental studies laboratories and fac-
ulty offices. The fourth building on
campus, it is named for one of the
counties served by the college.

Construction of a new science
laboratory building, to be named for
Knott County, will begin this fall
according to President Campbell.

“The completion of this building
and the planned construction of the
science building exemplifies the
commitment of the UK Community
College System to providing ade-
quate education facilities for the
students attending PCC,"” Campbell
said. “ With an anticipated enroll-
ment of 2400 students this fall, the
building expansion program could
not have come at a better time.”

A.Firmer, red (waxy) potatoes are
preferred for potato salad since they
absorb less moisture from the dress-
ing than mealy potatoes, These pota-
toes, cooled slightly, will hold more
moisture from the cooking process
then potatoes which have beenchilled,
so the potato salad will be moister
(less sticky and clumpy).

. CUTTING CHOLESTEROL

High levels of serum cholesterol and of the fats called
triglycerides have been clearly linked to heart disease.
There are other risk factors, as well, notably smoking and
high blood pressure, but lowering cholesterol levels can
help reduce the risk of heart attack. In one study, the
incidence of heart disease went down by 2 percent for
every 1 percent drop in blood cholesterol. Experts believe
that changing dietary habits, especially cutting out satu-
rated fats and adding more fiber, is the safest way to lower
cholesterol. However, when diet therapy alone does not
reduce cholesterol significantly, cholesterol-loweringdrugs

e may be used. Some bind to the bile acids from which
cholesterol is made, and remove them from the body.
Others prevent the production of cholesterol in other ways.
