Gambling On Not Getting Sick:

A chemical salesman works for a
company that offers him no medical
insurance coverage. He's in his mid-
50s, approaching the time when his
body may begin to need medical at-
tention, Plus, thehundreds of milesa
week hedrives toserve hiscustomers
up the odds of an accident that will
require medical service,

The salesman, a religious man,
doesn't realize that he’s a gambler.
Withoutinsurance, he gambles that
nothing will gowrongthat will force
him to seek medical treatment. If it
does, he will have to pay the cost out
of his own pocket.

Not to take that gamble would
mean he would have to paywell over
$100 a month for insurance for him-
self. To cover his wife would take an
additional, similar amount. And
because helivesinFloyd Countyand
Eastern Kentucky where wages are
lowerand costs are higher thanaver-
age, hesimplycanhotafford the$200-
plus a month expense.

The szlesman is one of an unre-

corded number — probably thou-
sands — of Floyd County workers
who are not covered bf);memployers’
insurance and cannct afford tobuy it
on their own.

In a sense, they're the working
poor. They have jobs and, thus, do
not qualify for state or federal assis-
tance programs. But their income is
not enough to cover a “frill” such as
insurance.

Area hospitals refer to persons
without insurance or state medical
cardsas “privatepa {y" Ifat_ienu‘l(evin
Yeager of Highlands Regional Medi-
cal Center’s business office estimates
that about 8 percent of the hospital’s
clients fall into that category. “Most
are out of work or are not covered by
their employer,” he says.

Toby Music of the social services
department of Our Lady of the Way
Hospital says simply that “a lot of
ours are private pay patients.”

WHEN WILL CONGRESS PASS
ACID RAIN LEGISLATION?
When will President Bush sent

Congress his cleanair bill lastmonth,
the debate in Washington once and
forall ceased tocenter on whether the
nation needs an acid rain bill and
became one of how toachieve reduc-
tions in acid rain precursors.

With this in mind, and with Con-
gress poised to begin fullscaledebate
on the issue shortly after returning
from August recess, three questions
come to mind: 1) Will Congress use
the President’s acid rain proposal or
develop its own approach?; 2) if
Congress uses the President’s bill, will

attempts be made to change it sub-
stantially from its present form?; and
3) when will Congress get around to
actually enacting a clean air bill?
Inresponse to the first question, it
is likely that the President’s bill will
serve as the basic framework for any
acid rain legislation with which the

101st Congress deals. One reason for
this prediction is the fact that Bush's

acid rain planis generally considered

the strictest part of his clean air pro-

posal. Indeed, Bush’s plan for reduc-

ingacid rain may be one of the tough-

est ever proposed, particularly from
the point of view of the coal and
utility industries.

County Health Department, which
offers a slidinﬁ fee scale in which
charges to the clientare based on his
or her income and size of family.

“It used to be that we thought in
terms of people who were indigent,
overall,” says Jane Bond, the
department’s Kea]lh educator. “Now
we have people who work but are
medicallyindigent.”

Services of the department, how-
ever, are primarily of a preventive
nature, she said, which leaves out
those people who have ilinesses that
require more intense medical treat-
ment.

The department, for instance,
providesimmunizations forchildren
from across the county. It also fro-
vides a variety of tests, ranging from
blood pressure monitoring tochestx-
rays for suspected tuberculosis pa-
tents.

“Children up to age.seven arel

treated through the state’s Well Child

Program.

Probably the department’s most
comprehensive program is the Pre-
Natal Program which offers regular
monitoring of pregnant womenand,
where necessary, covers the cost of
delivery. Generally the program
covers women who are not insured,
but don’t qualify for Medicaid, Bond
said

“The basis of the Pre-Natal Pro-
gram,” she said, “is to assist those
couples who workat the grocery store
or the service station, earn minimum
wages and are not insured by their

employers, the people whoare trying !

to do something with their lives, but
need help.”

Yet, overall, for persons who can-
not afford the cost of medical insur-
ance and who are not covered by
their employers, health remains a
lo game. Can they win another
day withoutcontractingan illness or
sustaining an injury that will require
hospitalization? Or will therisk prove
too costly?

Notice To All Ducks: Duck!
Season Scheduled Nov. 23-26

The statewide duck season will
open Nov. 23 and run through Nov,
26, with the second phase from Dec.
13 through Jan. 7, according to regu-
lations approved by Kentucky Fish
and Wildlife Resources atits Aug. 14
meeting in Frankfort,

Hunters will use a conventional
bag limit system again this year. The
daily limit will be three ducks, with
only lwomallards (onl y one of which
may be a hen), one black duck, two
wood ducks, one redhead or one
pintail allowed in the bag: Canvas-
back ducks may not be laken

Hunters may take 15 coots or five
mergansers (only one of which may
be hooded merganser), inaddition to
the daily duck limit.

In the Eastern Coose zone, the
season will be open Nov, 23 and run
through Jan. 31. In the western zone,
the same dates will spply to species
other than Canada geese, except that
goose hunting forall species wiﬁceaw
ifaquota for Canada geeseisreached.

in the Western Goose zone, the
Canada goose season opens Dec. 2
and run either through Jan. 31 or until
harvestquotasarereached. Thequota
for the entire western zone is 31,000
Canada geese, with 20,000 of these
allocated to the Ballard reportingarea,
6,000 tothe Henderson-Unionreport-
ingarea, and 5,000 to counties associ-
ated with these reporting areas,

Fulton County will remain open
to Canada goose hunting until Feb. 9
unless the Ballard Reporting zone
quota is reached betore that date.

Dove Season Opens Sept. 1; Few Changes

Withtheexception of calendardate
changes, the 1989 dove season re-
mains unchanged from last year when
the number of hunting days were
reduced, but bag and possession
limits increased.

The three-phase season offers 60
hunting days with hunters allowed
to take 15 birds per day. The posses-
sion limit is 30,

The first two segments of dove
season are Sept, 1-30 and Oct. 7-30
Shooting hours are from 11 a.m. to
sunset for both periods.

The third phase of the splitseason
runs Dec. 1-6, when shooting hours
are sunrise to sunset

Officials remind hunters that
hunting any migratory game bird
over baited areas is illegal.

Catfish, it is said, are America’s
bread and butter fish. Even though
mostanglers pursue these whiskered
denizens of thedeep in a casual, Huck
Finn, cane pole tradition, some chase
their quarry with all of the enthusi-
asm of the most devoted bass fisher-
man.

These anglers, America’s catfish
fanatics, know that there is no belter
time to hunt theirbewhiskered quarry
thah after the sun has played its final
hand of the day. For when thesun has
set and shadows rule the land, the
catfish is king of the watery under-
world.

These experts also know that the
easiest way to obtain enough catfish
fillets for Sunday’s afternoon family

atheringis to use some typeof multi-
ﬁ:wked ishing system which does
not require the angler’s constant at-
tention.

Historically, trotlining has been
widely regarded as the most produc
tive catfishing technique in existence.
Basically, a long, Lmvy line is
stretched from bank to bank acrossa
stream or buoyed in a reservoir.
Shorter lines of about 18 inches are
thenattached to thismainlineatinter-

vals of about 36 inches.

Depending on the length of the
main line, frotlinesare usually fitted
with 15 to 25 hooks which are baited
atsundownand thenleft for thenight

In the spring of the year, the most
productive trotline sets arc normally
increeks, whilemain lake/riverloca-
Hions are better in the summer and
fall. All things considered, the single
most productive location for a lake-
set trotline is on some type of struc-
ture adjacent to the inundated river
orcreek channel. You will catch more
cats with a set in the shallows on the
highside of thechannel. Buta trotline
set at the base of adrop into theriver
channel will typically produce the
largest fish.

While many commercial catfish
anglers swear that trotlining is the
world’s most productive technique,
one group of anglers takes quiet ex-
cephion to the statement. Their favor-
ite angling method also is an absen-
tee technique involving the use of
scores of hooks. It is called the lim-
blining, and it is a deadly, though
seldom practiced, catfishing strategy,

For the most part, limblining is a

extraordinarily simple technigque.
Basically. anglers suspend a hook
from asmall, n limb overhang-
ing the nv vrmc edge so that git
dangles just under the surface. The
hookis then baited with a live baitfish
of some sort. Three- to 4-inch creek
chubs are most popular when seek-
ing1argcnumb(.‘l‘soft‘athkh,butbait-
fish Iike 6- to 8-inchchubs, 1086 12-
inch suckers or carpand 4- to8inch
catfishand mudtomsare used when
hunting giant cats,

Once set, the baitfish s wimsen the
surface, attracting theattentionof the
hun predators ambling beneath
And when a catfish hits a limblined
baitfish, chances aré great that you
will be able 10 putithat fishinto the
boat. The live, green limb or twig to
which the line is tied providesa tre-
mendous amount of give. Thus, the
fish has nothing topull against, nor
does it have a-:'.ougt space t0 wrap
the linearound comeobstrucionand
pull free.

One of the keySito successful lim-
bliningis proper placementoftherig:
Normally, the baitis presented on the
surfaceinwaterdsto6-feetdeep, and
never more than 10-feet deep. In

deeper water, thecatfish cruising the
bottom will never notice the struggles
of the baitfish above §t, Increased
limblinecatchesarehad when the rig
is placed justabove orbelowa decper
pool rather than along a half-mile
stretch of shallow water. {The cats
hold in the deeper pool by day and
venture into the shallows at night to
feed.) Too, the best success is had
when the baitis placed in the vicinity
of some underwater structure, Uns
dercut banks, rocky overhangs, hol-
low logs and bmsﬁ piles are prime
targets.

Foranglers in the know, the sight
ofa small twig dancingover the sur-
face of the water is a sure sign of
catfishingsuccess.

Whilesomeanglers prefer to hang
their hooks from a tautlineora wispy
free limb, other catfish experts sus-

nd theirs beneath a floating jug.
r:g fishingis not only loads of fun, it
isextraordinarily effectiveforanglers
skilled inthe techniqué. The reason
for this uneanny productivity is that
no other catfishing technigue so eas-
ily covers so much water with so

many hooks,

Jug fis! is a simple technique
consisting of no more than a few
plastic jugs, each fitted withalength
of twine and a hook. Though some
anglers prefer jugs as large as gallon
milk jugs or empty antifreeze con-
tainers, quart-sized motor oil jugsare
nearly ideal, The length of line be-
tween jug and hook is the critical
factor here,dependentupon thedepth
at which thefish are holding or feed-
ing.

gThroughout the year, catfishmove
from their daylight, deepwater hold-
ing areas to nearby shallow water
feeding grounds at night. Thus, for
lake-bound cats, prime jug fishing
areas includeflats off creek and river
channels and points, while river-
bound fish are more likely found in
the shallows just above or below a
deep pool. When jug fishing these
spots, the baited hook should be
positioned about a foot above the
stream or lake bottom,

For the most part, jug fishing con-
sists of baiting the hooks, dropping
thejugs overboard, and thenlocating
themagain several hours later. Most
often,lake anglers release the jugs in
the back of acreek and collect themas
they reach the lake, In streams, sim-
ply release the jugs above a set of
ritflesand then run downstream and
wait for them to drift down to the
boat. Ofcourse, the missing jugs most
oftenhavefishonthem...and thehunt
begins! Catfish, when hooked on a
jug line, tend to move into shallow
water where they can rest without
the floating jug tugging on them.

Next time you get a craving for a
meal of fresh, Southern fried catfish
fillets, try one of these absentee fish-
ing techniques. Chancesare good that
a single night of fishing will fill your
freezer! Good Fishing!

The History of Scurvy and Vit |
Childbirth' , o

Keeping the body healthy can be
an obsession, a necessity or some-
thing you never thought about. The
following books from the
Prestonsburg Community College
Library will alert you to symptoms,
tell you about ways o stay healthy
and perhaps help you avoid illness.

'I'ﬁe History of Scurvy and_Vitamin
C, by Kenneth . Carpenter. With the
exceptionof famine, scurvy is proba-
bly the nutritional deficiency disease
that has caused the most human suf:
tering in recorded history. Scurvy
plagued sailors on long ocean voy-
agesand broke out whenever groups
of people had to be supplied from a
considerable distance, as in the Cali-
fornia gold rush, the American Civil
War and Arctic expeditions. It also
appeared as a “disease of affluence”
in the 1880s among infants receiving

roprietary foods as substitutes for
ﬁrcast-fec:{ing.

In this book, Professor Carpenter
surveys the long and fascinating his-
tory of the theories about the cause of
this strange disease and illustrates
how thechangingideasaboutscurvy
reflected the central scientific and
medical beliefs of the times.

Written for the non-specialist, it
willbeof interestta the general reader
as well as historian and scientist

State Than

Some 70,000 more people moved
out of Kentucky between 1980 and
1986 than moved in. That trend may
have serious effects on all Ken-
tuckians, said a University of Ken-
tucky sociologist

“When people move to other
states, Kentucky loses valuable re-
sources, Studies have shown consis-
tently that younger, better educated
and more skilled people are more
likely to move,” said Tom lvento, a
demographer with UK College of
Agriculture,

The loss of the youngerand better
educated residents may thwart fu-
ture growth in the state, he said, A
critical mass of young, talented lead-
ers is needed if the state is to
develop.Kentucky needs tobuild and
maintain its state and local leader-
ship

“Generally, counties located in
urban areas or close to urban arecas
had more people moving in than
moving oul, except for Louisville,
where the trend was the opposite,”
llvento said.

llventoalso noted that overall the
popitlation of the state increased 1.8
percentduring theperiod, largely due
to that fact that births outnumbered
deaths.

UNDERWEIGHT, OVERDOSED

One factor that physicians should take into account
when prescribing medications is a patient's weight. In
particular, when a drug is highly toxic (as in the case of
cancer drugs), dosage is calculated on the basis of body
weight. However, when more common drugs are pre-
scribed, there is a tendency to overlook an elderly patient's
weight. Aceording to doctors at Harvard Medieal School,
elderly patients who tipped the scales at less than 110
pounds were at particular risk for receiving prescription
medicines in overly high dosages. On average, these
older, underweight patients received dosages that were
31 to 46 percent higher than normal. In light of these
findings, elderly patients should remind their physicians of
their underweight status before a prescription is written.

Remodeling: Costly — Or
