Jury Deals With Murder, 
Mayhem In Grand Style

They meet behind dosed doors. 
Their proceedings arc conducted in 
secret. They are privy to evidence of 
heinous crimes. Often they hear out­
rageous accusations and graphic 
detatls of private lives. They some­
times deaf with murderers, thieves 
and the hardest of criminals. Their 
decisions can change lives. 

No, this isn't the editorial board of 
the National Inquirer or some other 
SUJ'(!rmnrket tabloid. Nor is it the 
inner circle of Mafia dons. 

Actually, it's the grand jury, the 
panel of12 men and women who are 
sitting this week to hear evidence and 
decide what accusations of criminal 
activity warrant a trial in Aoyd Cir­
cuit Court. 

Based on its findings, the grand 
jury issues indictments-or calls to 

trial-topersonssuspectedofwrong­
doing. The indictmentindicates there 
marbcsufficientevldenceforacourt 
tria to occur. It does not mean the 
grand JUry has found anyone guilty 
or innocent. 

An aura of mystery has tended to 
shroud the grand jury because its 
workmgs are not open to the public 
until after the group issues its deci­
sions on cases it considers. ,. All ~ 
cecdings of the grand jury are confi­
dential and secret, ,. says 
Commonwealth's Attorney Jerry 
P,atton. "Any juror who disdoees 
information ts subject to contempt."' 

The reason behind the secretive­
ness :is fair! y simple: to protect those 
who are accused of crimes, as well as 
those who bring the accusations. 

Members of the grand jury come 
from the general jury pool, which is

Iron Content, 'Soapy' Water Plague Residents

Residents of Weeksbury, Melvm 

and Abner met Thursday night to 
discuss possible solutions to a long­
term wafer quality problem in the 
southern area of Aoyd County. 

Although no immedlatesofutions 
were found, residents remain hope­
ful that emergency funding can be 
obtained with the at>sistancc of the 
Big Sandy Area Development Dis­
trict. 

"'Ourcommunityclubwasorgan­
izcd m 1967, and water was one of 
our first projects," noted Peggy 
Bradford, potnting to the h1story of 
high Iron oxide and drilling prob­
lemsexpcrienced by residents. "When 
the Beaver-Elkhorn system "-'aS start-

ing up, people in Weeksbury and 
Melvin paid a $25 hookup fee to be 
part of the expansion.'" 

However, the water district was 
unable to produce enough water to 
reac::hthesouthemendofthecounty, 
and most residents remain without a 
public water source. 

Today, Bradford and other resi­
dentshopethatfundscanbefound to 
expand the Beaver-Elkhorn system 
to provide quality water in Abner, 
Melvin and Weeksbury, but should 
the dollars find their way to Aoyd 
County, theprojectcouldstill take up 
to two years to complete. 

According to Roger Recktenwald, 
executive director of the Big Sandy 
Area Development District, expand· 
ingBeaver-Elkhom'ssystemfromHi 

Hat to Jack's Creek to the foot of 
Abner Mountain (through Melvin) 
would cost about$2.8million to serve 
the area's 1,000 residents. 

"That's not the water cost, that's 
the cost of capital,"' Recktenwald 
added. 

Alternately, he said, water could 
be obtained from the Mountain Wa­
ter District in Virgie, or from 
Wheelwright" s system. 

The BSADD director hopes to 
obtain funds for the project through 
the Abandoned Mine Lands Trust 
Fund, Community Devc.lopment 
Block Grant and Appalachian Re­
gional Commission - all federal 
fundln~authorities.

Some Weeksbury residents are 
served by an archaic system that dates 
back to the 1920sand 1930s, when the 
locale wasa booming coal town with 
two to three times its current popula­
tion.

Parents Warned To Look For Lice 
Unable to advance in your 

present job? 
Soon after school begins and kids 

start hugging and horsing around, 
the incidence of head Uce increases, 
according to jennifer Martin, nurse 
for the Floyd County school district. 

"Head lice infestation can spread 
through the entire school or com m u­
nity even if one child arrived with 
lice," Martin said in a letter to par­
ents, prefacing the regular onslaught 
that affects schoolchildren from the 
ritziest suburbs to the most remote 
rural area, from the richest to the 
poorest of families. 

''Most people associate lice with 
unclean people or homes. This is not 
true in the case of head lice,'' Martin 
says. "Frequentbathingorshampoo­
ingwill notpreventoreliminate them 
once they are established.'' 

Instead of being frustrated or 
angry, parents simply need to accept 
that lice and children often go to­
gether and start from there to tackle 
the problem. 

First, Martin ad vises warnin~ chil­
dnm aprinstsharing hats, clothing or 
grooming aids, since lice are usually 

transmitted by contact with such 
items. 

Next, the nurse asks that parents 
check their children's heads regular] y. 
She describes a louse as "about the 
size of a sesame seed," which makes 
it difficult to spot. Light brown in 
color and averse to light, lice blend 
very easily into a child's hair, she 
says. Thus, she suggests parents look 
for nits, or lice eggs, which are "tiny 
yellowish-white oval specks attached 
to the hairshaft." Martin says that the 
female louse deposits her eggs in a 
cement-like fashion to the a fuiir and 
they cannot wash off or blow away. 

Though found throughout the 
hair, Ucearemostoftensituated near 
the nape of the neck, behind the ears 

and on the crown of the head. A 
magnifying glass and natural light 
are suggested when looking for lice, 
Martin explains. 

The primary symptom of lice in­
festation. she says, is the itching 
caused when theinsectsbiteand suck 
blood from the scalp. She cautions

parents to watch to see if their chil­
dren scratch their heads frequently 
and to look for red bite marks or 
scratch marks on the scalp and neck. 
She adds, however, that not everyone 
experiences the itchJng. 

If one family member is found to 
have lice, all other members of the 
family should also be checked and 
treated at the same time, Martin says. 
The next step is to purchase, either 
with a doctor's prescription or over­
the<ounter, a lice-killing shampoo 
and apply the preparation to all family 
members' hair. 

Shampooing, however, is not 
enough. Even though the shampoo 
may kill the lice, the nits can live on, 
unless a fine-toothed comb is used to 
ferret them out. While the hair is wet, 
Martin says, lift a one-inch-wide 
strand of hair at a time and rake the 
comb from the scalp to the end of the 
strand, wipingthenitsfrom the comb 
with a tissue. 

Cleaning the hair is not enough, 
the nurse warns. The lice may have 

gotten on clothes, toys, linens and 
furniture, Everything that can be 
washed should be, and lice sprays 
should be applied to mattresses and 
other upholstered furniture. 

The vigilance should continue 
throughout the year, with parents 
periodically checking their children's 
heads. And remember the universal 
grandmotherly admonition about 
Uce: It's no disgrace to get 'em, but it 
is a disgrace to keep 'em.

LEGISLATION CURBING 
THE COSTS OF 

CONGRESSIONAL MAIL 
NEEDS TO BE ADOPTED 

Formorethanfouryears,l'vebeen 
attempting to limit the costs of con­
gressional mailings, or ''frank mail." 
Much of this mail sent by your Sena­
tors and Representatives is in answer 
to constituent requests and inquiries, 
and as such, is a justifiable public 
expense. But much of it is not. 

As chairman of the Senate Rules 
Committee, I've been leading the 
reform effort to limit Congressional 
mailings and reduce the cost associ­
ated with them. Recently, legislation 
that I authored that would control the 
cost of mass mailings was approved 
by a Senate committee and will now 
be taken up by the full Senate. 

It will be a good day for all taxpay­
ers if the chariges in official mail that 
my provision proposes are enacted 
into law. The ultimate objective is to 
reduce costs and require members of 
Congress to publicly disclose the 
number and cost of pieces of mail 
they are sending. In fact, we in the 
Senate already require public disclo­
sure, but the House does not. 

In an effort to persuade the House For example, how many of us 
remember the pit bulldog scare?

Often, this is 
a Ia w enforcement officer, Pa ttonsa ys, 
although it can be an ordinary citi­
zen. 

Thegrandjurycanalsohcarother 
witnesses, one at a time. 

Patton adds that anyone who be­
lieves a case is being made against 
him orhcrcanrcquesttobcheard by 
the grand jury by writing to the 
Commonwealth' s Attorney's office. 
'1n a lot of cases, this is effective," 
says Patton. ,. A lot of times when the 
grand jury hears both sides, it will 
aoode not to indict." 

After hearing a day's worth of 
charges, thejurymeetsalone-evcn 
the prosecutor is not included - to

of the 12 jurors agree that a trial is 
warranted in an individual case, an 
indictment is made. 

The grand jury decides only in 
felony cases, Patton stresses. "'Some­
times, people come in with a civil 
case, thatis,adisputebctwccn two or 
more people," he says, "but we have 
to send them back to district court." 
Accusationsofmisdcmea~arealso 
referred to the lower court. 

Murder and its different degrees 
arc, naturally, felonies, but distinc­
tions are made in other crimes often 
on the basis of monetary worth. A 
theft involving items worth $100 or 
more is a felony, while theft of less 
than that amount is a misdemeanor. 

In many drug cases, the amount 
and type of substance determines the 
status of the case. Possession of five 
or more marijuana flants.?r of eight 
or more ounces o man1uana, 1or 
instance, puts that offense in the fel­
ony category. Selling drugs is auto­
matically a felony. 

The classifying of abuse cases of. 
ten depends on the age of the abused 
penon, Patton say~. 

The grand jury plays a valuable 
role for the circuit court, says Patton. 

It's A Sale! 

While the circuit court often· tries cases 
that arc bound over from district 
court, the presentation of a grand 
jury indictment brings the case di· 
rectly to the circuit court, with .,no 
preliminary case needed," the state 
prosecutor says. 

This handling of a case is particu· 
larly helpful to lawenforcementoffi· 
cers,Pattonsays, "'becausetheydon't 
have to show their cards beforehand." 
Only the gnnd jury hears the evi­
dence before it IS presented in the 
circuit court trial. 

The only other way a case can go 
directly to circuit court is through 
what is termed an Hinformation" 
when a defendant waives the right to 
an indictment. 

To organize the grand jury ses· 
sionsa littJebctter, Patton instituted a 
system where persons seeking an 
indictment have to make a prior 
appointment to get on the grand jury 
docket. The Commonwealth's 
Atromey'sofficethenschedulesadate 
and time for them to appear. 

The appointment system has made 
the proceedings smoother for both 
the jurors and the indictment seeker.

ing, persons often had to come to the 
courthouse every day the gnnd jury 
was in session and perhaps wait all 
day to be heard.

The Floyd County gnnd jury 
handles a greater than average num­
ber of cases . .,Jn 1987, we were eighth 
out of 120 counties in volume," Pat­
ton says. 

"We've been fortunate this year," 
he adds, ''because we haven't had a 
wholelotofmurdercases.Mostyears 
we have six or seven." 

If the grand jury decides that a 
casedoesnotmeritindictment, whlch 
it often does, the person presenting 
the case can come back to next year's 
grand jury, under a policy Patton 
developed. '1fin!Omespecialcircum· 
stance, there is no indictment and the 
person feels that's not fair, I let them 
rome back the following year to pres­
ent the case again to a new jury," 
Patton says, pointing out that there is 
no statute oftimitations on a felony. 

Depending on thenumberof cases 
presented, the grand jury generally 
sits for two days. Its indictments, 
signed by the jury foreman, are then 
given to the Commonwealth's Attor­
ney for prosecution. At that point, the 
results of the jury's work become 
public. 

Patton says he' snever had anyone 
complainaboutbefngonagrandjury. 
"They seem to enjoy it. They also take 
it seriously and ask a lot of legal 
questions."'

StcveWardofPrestonsburgthinks 
that '\be sentence was too harsh. ' I' 
don' t understand their reasoning 
Here we have drug users in baseball, 
profcs500 drug user::., and they aw 
never banned for life. 'Jheygothrough 
a rehabilitation period and then are 
al1owed to rl!turn th~ game,'; Ward 
stated . 

KENNY CONLEY 
"'I'm a big Pete Rose fan."' 

"I hope it doesn't affect his chances 
of getting into the Hall of Fame. I also 
feel he will not be reinstated by the 
commissioners office. And the fear· 
ful thing about all this is that some­
thing bad might happen to him, being 
away from thegameand the pre.sure 
of it." 

When you talk about local Pete 
Rose fans, you'veonlytotalk to Kenny

"At least that's what I'm hoping 
will happen," says Conley. Ander­
son was fired by then-general man­
ager Dick Wagner aftersix successful 
years as the Reds mentor, 

If all the facts had been presented, 
a better judgment could have been 
rendered, says Bill Blackburn, owner 
of Bill and Dave's T.V. in 
Prestonsburg. 

"I think now that it is all over it 
will be better for the Reds," Black­
bumsaid. 'Thccontroversyisallgone 
and they can concentrate on baseball 
again.

I've been using a camera whtch 
relieves those worricc;, and makes 
taking fio;hing photos as cac;y ac; fall­
ing out of a boat Nikon's NAction 
Touch" camera is an angler'<. dream 
come true. It's a compact 35mm 
camera which focuse5 automatically 
and a1soautomatically sets the proper 
exposure. The Action Touch fca turcs 
a built·in flash which allows you to 
take photos at night and on overc.1st 
days, and the flash is automatic as 
well. When loaded with film, the 
cam~ra automatically sets the film 
c:pel'd for you. The icing on the cake ic; 
that thic; auto-everything camera is 
waterproof! In fact, you can even take 
it "norkeling because it remains wa­
terproof to a depth of 10 feet . 

Although I use a more sophisti­
cated outfit for the majority or my 
photo work. I use my Action Touch 
when I'm worried about getting my 
cameras wet, or when I need to take 
photoc; quickly. And it really takes 
great phota5! In fact, several photos 
I've taken with it have been pub­
lished in &ssmasterancl Southern Oul 
doors, and that says a lot for the qual-

Bassin' With the Pros 

Catching Bass 
In Rising Water 

The unusually heavy rains across 
much of thenationcarlierthis spring 
and summer changed the fishing for 
America's bass anglers. Rising water 
levels moved fish to new locations, 
but not necessarily to where fisher· 
men expected them to go. 

"Normally, ri!'ing water pushes 
bass into shallow water," explains 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff mcm­
berRandyDcarman,aguidconl.ake 
Livingston in Texas. "What's confus­
ing is now shallow the bass may move, 
even in the hot summer. 

"l' vecaughtbass in waterless than 
10 inches deep when heavy rains 
made a lake rise quickly." 

1ne cause, says Dearman, is that 
rising water moves into shoreline 
grass and weeds where it quickly 
clears. Even though the depth maybe 
extremely shallow, bass move in 

because sand, silt and other particles 
are filtered out. 

"Thu baitfish move shallow into 
this same clear water zone," Dear· 
man explains, Hand uther foods gt'!t 
washed in from the .,hore, so there is 
plenty for the biJss to cat. 

''The ba<ts may also move sh.tllow 
because the grit In the water irritates 
them when it passes over th<'ir gills. I 
know that when I cannot find clear 
water and have to fish mud'!r water, 
the bass are not very active. 

In Scptc.mbcr, ~arman suggests 
anglers faced with rising water con· 
ditions concentrate on the lower end 
of a lake because water there will 
generally remain a little more clrar, 
since it will also be deeper. Potcn· 
tially good fishingarcas include main 
take points, thcmouthsoflargc tribu­
taries, and underwater ridges and 
humps. Grassy, weedy shorelines are 
also excellent fishing o;pots.

Howtopassthelongsummerdays 
once the retirement years roll around 
is a question with a multitude of 
answers, but the "old fcllers" on the 
comerofCourtStreetandSouthLake 
Drive have one they like best -
whittling.

Since 1942, general educational 
development tests (GEDs) have pr~ 
vided more than 10 million adults 
nationwide an opportunity to earn 
high school credentials.

"Many people who would like to 
obtain their GEDs need advance 
preparation." said Ballard. "The 'CEO 
on TV' program appeals to adults 
who want to study for their GEDs at 
home because of transportation diffi­
culties, child care problems, work 
schedules or a desire for privacy." 

The CEO exam, administered 
regularly at various sites around the 
state, tests ability in writing skills, 
social studies,science,mathand inter­
preting literature and the arts.

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Convertible ARMS Help Home Buyers 
A void Uncertainty Of A Volatile Market 

PRESTONSBURG OFFICE: 
One of the most popular loan 

innovations to survive two decades 
of soaring interest rates is the adjust­
able-rate mortgage. ln the June issue 
of Real Estate Today, the official 
publication of the National Associa­
tion ofRealtors,author VictorT. Miller 
explores the renewed interest in con­
vertible adjustable rate mortgages in 
"The Convertible ARM: How Adjust­
able Can You Cet? 

Miller, an attorney, is a senior vice 
president with Real Estate One and 
president of John Adams Mortgage 
Company in Farmington Mills, Mich. 

"Typically, the convertible ARM 
appeals especially to borrowers for 

whom the fixed -rate mortgage is too 
costly and to borrowers who want to 
qualify for a larger loan amount than 
they could get with a fixed-rate mort­
gage irl order to buy a larger home.ln 
either case, it seems that the conver­
sion option is valuable if the price is 
right," Miller explains. 

Many borrowers are attracted to 
this hybrid version because it com­
bines the low initial rates of an ARM 
with the conservatism of a fixed-rate 
loan. The borrower can convert the 
ARM to a fixed-tate loan If interest 
rates favor that. 

In the article, Miller describes the

lenders' efforts to standardize the 
product by incorporating such fea­
tures as pcriodiccapsand life-of-loan 
caps to give potential borrowers a 
feeling of security. "Nevertheless," 
he writes, "the appeal of the fixed­
rate loan remained strong." In 1986, 
rates began to tumble rapidly. Single­
digit, fixed-rate loans were back. 

Borrowers who were interested in 
refinancing were happy to get a lower 
fixed loan but were unhappy to pay 
origination fees, points, and other 
costly closing fees they had paid only 
a few years earlier when they had 
assumed the mortgage. 

One of the questions asked most 
often of lenders during that period 
was, ''Does it pay forme to refinance?" 
The answer was often yes. Borrowers 
looked for ways to refinance at a low 
cost, and lenders besl:an restructuring 
their loan accordingly. 

The concept of conversion, al­
though not new, had been dormant 
for !lOme time. "Under the right mar­
ket conditions, though, when interest 
rates were volatile, the convertible 
ARM immediately became a practi­
cal, popular alternative tomorecostly 
fixed-rate loans," Miller explains. 

'The option to convert carries a 
price tag. Lenders price convertibles 
carefully in relation to their noncon­
vertible ARMs. When lenders offer 
the option to convert, they risk hold­
ing a Jess profitable fixed-rate mort· 
gage. So, the two most obvious pric­
ing techniques are toestablisha higher 
initial rate or to charge higher dis· 
count points for the convertible op­
tion, or both." he continues. 

Depending on the lender, the cost 
of conversion will be either a flat fee 
or a percentage of the loan balance. 
Miller counsels borrowers to be sure 
to And out whether it's a percentage 
of the loan balance at the time of 
conversion or a percentage of the 
original loan balance. The flat fee 
generally ranges from $100 to$500.
