It's easy to adopt a fatalistic 
attitude when news reports are 
filled with shootings, thefts, 
drugs, government scandals 
and other forms of 
humankind's lack of civility. 
It's hard to fend off depression 
when faced with meanspirit­
edness, exploitation or unfair­
ness. 

But every now and then 
there's a glimmer of hope, a 
hint that all is not lost where 
we mortals are concerned. 

In the past couple of weeks, 
persons have stepped forward 
to say life is not always bleak; 
goodness and selflessness are 
yet alive. An out-of-state 
couple, for instance, had their 
faith renewed when a passerby 
found the woman's purse, 
filled with credit cards, cash 
and medicinals; and returned 

Thedefinitionofprogress,acrord­
ing to Webster, is to move forward 
toward completion of a goal, devel­
opment, improvement. But I some­
times wonder if progress is synony· 
mous with improvement. 

Recently while walking the 
wooded mountain upon which I live, 
I took note ofthe "progress" develop­
ing there; half of the hillside was 
cleared to make room for an electrical 
line. 

The destruction of the beauty was 
heart wrenching. Trees were bull 
dozed over and left to lie, temporar­
ily I'm told, on top of the living 1orest, 
mud prevailed and the absence of 
wildlife was noticeable. I realize it's 
squirrelseason,butthatcertainlywas 
not the only reason for the absence of 
these creatures. 

My mountain has only two house­
holds on it, but an invasion of sorts is 

it to her intact. In a separate 
incident, the life of a choking 
victim was quite possibly 
saved when a stranger jumped 
up from a restaurant table and 
administered the Heimlich 
maneuver. 

The purse finder could have 
kept what he found for him­
self or he could have simply 
ignored the black bag on the 
roadside. But he did neither. 
The diner could have refused 
to get involved in someone 
else's problem, assuming a 
rescue worker would have 
arrived sooner or later. But he 
did not.

It's much too easy for us to 

focus on the sad stories and 
glide over the uplifting ones. 
Our faith and optimism are 
sometimes quite fragile.

We sometimes tend to gen­
eralize that if one person-or 
20 persons - cheats us, then 
all people cheat. With such 
thinking, we cheat ourselves 
out of the ability to trust, and 
we miss countless opportuni­
ties to share and to replenish 
our own trustworthiness. 

Sure, bad things happen. 
But so do good things. It's 
important. that we keep our 
perspective. While we damn 
the bad, lees not forget to pro-

happening there. The privacy for 
which the houses were originally 
noted has been trampled on by prog­
ress. The workers inform my famHy 
that the ~ea will be replanted, but 
this is a poor substitute for what ex­
isted before. I just know thatthe hard­
woods will be replaced with pines, of 
course; they don't require the care 
and time to grow. 

And what will be the fate of the 
living vegetation which is "tempo­
rarily" covered by the felled timbers? 
Not to mention the state of ourdrive­
way, which is covered with mud and 
is a treacherous journey in itself. 

Don't get me wrong- I'm not 
against electricity. I use it daily, and I 
understand that someone' s property 
has to be cleared tomakeroom for the 
lines. But if you could see the number 
of lines whichalread y clutter this rural 
area, you could understand my dis-

tress. There is even a largecut-thTough 
area for another high tension lineonly 
150yardsaway. It's justa shame that 
there is not another way for these 
lines to travel the countryside, possi­
bly tangent to one another, so as to 
create less of an eyesore and let the 
trees live. 

I hope that when companies ask 
for easements across a wooded area 
that all possibilities have been ex­
plored and destroying the existing 
beauty of Eastern Kentucky is a last 
resort. I also pray that the property 
owners granting these easements 
have questioned this and are not just 
hoping to become richer by sacrific­
ing nature. 

I find it very sad that in order to 
progress something must be de­
stroyed. I guess that is the way of 
today's world in which we live.

Stnallrnouth Bass Are Norlllally 
More Aggressive Than Large111ouths 

lfyou'relooldngfora fish that act~ 
likeitwants- rcallywants- tobkc 
your lure away from you, try going 
after a smallmouth bass. 

" In my experiences fishing around 
the United States, smallmouth are 
always far more aggressive than ei­
ther larg<'mouthorspoltro bass," says 
Evinrudc Outboards Pro Staff mem­
ber Larry Nixon. "It S<'cms as if 
smallmouthsactually attack lures.'' 

That characl<'ristic, ~ys Nixon, 
allows anglers to work lure!; faster. 
Hi!! favorite llmallmouth lure is a big 
c;pinncrbai t, but he also likes topwa­
ter poppers, jigsandcvcn crank baits. 

"Smallmouth arc not as ambuc;h­
oricntcd as larscmouthc;," explain~ 
the well-known pro. "Instead, they 
t.:!nd to roam more than larsemouths 
do, and theydon' t u~coverqulte the 
same way large mouths do, either. 

"Smallmouth love riprap points, 
rocky banks and hard sand bottom, 
but instead of holding in one place, 
the fish sb y on the go. 

The millions of miles of river sys­
tems throughout America often pose 
bassfishingproblems for anglers who 
spend most of their time fishing res­
ervoirs. But Paul Elias, one of the 
finest river OO<;s fic;hermen in the 
country and the 1982 BASS Masters 
Classic champion, says anglers need 
to remember just one factor to be 
successful river anglers. 

"'The key to consistently catching 
bass when flshi ng a ri vcr o;ystem is to 
remember that these bass are cur­
rent-<>riented," says Elias, who has 
qualiftcd for nine BASS Master Clas-­
sics. 

"In a river system, bao;s hold just 
outofthecurrentand watch for food 
to come washing by. Therefore, I 
always cast upstream and bring my 
bait downstream to the fish just like a 
baitfish would naturally be moving." 

This36-yoor-old professional tour­
nament angkr depends heavily on 
his knowledge of rivers to show him 
where ooss should be holding. "If 
you're going down a long clay bank 
in the river and suddenly notice a 
sandy spot amidst the clay, then that 
sandy area should indicate a c;haJiow 
water break on the edge of the bank," 
Elias notes. "Usually, where th06e 
shallow, sandy regions drop off in to 
deep water, you'.ll find stumps and 
I~ under the wa ter which the bass 
will relate to. 

"You also need to watch for areas 
wh~re small creeks and ditches run 
into the main river. Oftentimes, bass 
will lie in thcmouths of these ditches 
or creek cuts where they'll be out of 
the current but can still feed on bait­
fish that arc moving with thecurrent. 
By reeling a crankbait from the shal­
low water down into the ditch, you 
may trigger a strike by a bass. At 
other times of the day, the bass may 
move up Into the shallow water to 
feed. At stilI other times, they may be 
holding in the creek channel below a 
sandbar."

Notsurprisingly,Nixon's favorite 
waytorelaxisfishingforsmallmouth, 
but instead of chasing them on the 
big reservoirs, he likes to wade ~mall 
streams for them. 

"Give me a light spinning rod,~ 
or S-pound test line, and some ~mall 
hair jigs or spinnerbaits, and I'll be 
set," he laughs. HJ grew up fio;hing 
this way for small mouth in some of 
the creeks K1 Arkansa~, and l'\'e never 
gotten over it." 

Many anglers enjoy fishing for 
smallmouth at night durins the 
summer and early fall month-;, con­
tinues Nixon, and again the primary 

When Elias is river fishing, here­
lies heavily on three types of baits 
and three river tactics to find, and 
then catch, his bass. 

"Sometimes I cast a crankbalt on 
top of a sandbar and crank lt down 
intothedit.ch," Elias says. "The key to 
fishing thecrankbait correct! y is to be 
able to get theluredownquicklyand 
have it stay down and work slowly. 
That's why I useQuantum'sCrankin' 
Reel. It's 3.8:1 gear ratio allow& me to 
retrieve the lure more slowly and at 
deeper depths. 

"I' ll also fish a Carolina rig with a 
1-ounce bullet sinker, a barrel swivel 
below the sinker, three to four feet of 
leaderoffofthebottom,andaMann's 
Limit Ftnder worm." These baits are 
workedalongriverpoints, sandbars, 
the ends of islands, and most other 
structures which might hold a river 
bass. 

The third technique Elias utilizes 
is fishing a lead-headed tailspinncr 

Jure is a spinncrbait. 
H A lot of n1ce smallmouth are 

caught by working a big spinnerbait 
over some of the c;ftallow flats where 
there arc rockc; or c;tumps in six to 10 
feet of water," says Nixon. "At night 
the small mouth move into these ar­
cao; to feed. 

"Some anglers will slow-roll a big 
splnncrbalt -- a heavy lure with a 
single si:lc 7 blade - through this 
cover. Others like to use a slow but 
steady up-and-down rebieve where 
the Jure climbs off the bottom, then 
slowly falls oock down. 

"Strikes from big smallmouth at 
nightarcalmost5eary,"laughsNixon. 
,.It's dark, you've been fishing with­
out a trike for a long time and are 
starting to get a littJcsleepy,and all of 
a sudden itfcch.hkeabombhitsyour 
lure. 

" It' s hard to believe a fTeshwater 
fish can hit a lure so hard, but a 
small mouth docs." 

like Mann's Little George. "11\is lure 
is heavy enough to stay elOISe to the 
bottom and in contact with the cover, 
even If the current is swift and you 
have to fi~h fairly deep, .. Elias says. 
~en l 'm fishing this bait, I'll also 
usc a ripping technique to snatch the 
lure up off the bottom to give off a 
different vibration which might trig­
ger a sbikc." 

Paul Elias i& noted for"notfollow­
ing the crowd .. when he is tourna­
ment fi~hing. "If you can do some­
thing different than everyone else, I 
believe you stand a better chance of 
catching more fish" ... and winning 
the tournament! While most river 
anglers will be casting plastic worms 
and spinnerbaits, Elias concentrates 
oncrankbaits,do-nothingworms,and 
tail spinners. "If you can master these 
lures whcnfishingrivers," Elias states, 
"you can become a successful river 
bass angler."

Bowling activity has incrcaS('d by 27 
p<'rC<'nt, Whl'rcas pocket billiardc: has 
incrca'>t'd by 26 percent. 

Since the early days of pocket bil­
liards, the game was related to shady 
characters and dark back rooms. The 
sport has changed and so have the 
halls U is played in. Today's btlliard 
halls in larger metropolitan nre<~s are 
lavishly decorated and have pluc:h 
lounges and refreshment bars. They 
arc well hghted and are catering more 
to the family as they try to lose the 
image of the past. 

One man who has b«!n traveling 
sine<' 1982 to promote the sport o1 
pocket billiards is Ccne "lhe M1ghty 
Glove" Catron from Baton Rouge, 
La. AnativeoftheGrundy, Va ,area 
and familiar with Appalachia, Ca­
tron has bt.."Cn playing pocket billiardc: 
("'pool,'' when he started) sine€.' he 
wa!i eight years old. 

"I wentwithmydad to a pool hall 
for the first time when I was eight 
years old and I told my dad thal l 
wan ted some big marbles like those," 
the touringproexplained. Catron has 
been playin~eversince . Howcvl'r, hl' 

isn't as active in tournament play as 
he would like since he is in demand 
for trade shows, conventions and 
television shows. 

Catron has appeared on some of 
the world's top rated programs. Here 
in the United States, hc' :s been on 
Johnny Can-on's Tonight Show to 
demonstrate trick and fancy pool 
shots.

Autumn an Ken tucky is a great 

time to wet a line and try for muskie, 
tro ut. black bass and crappie along 
shoreline cover. 

As days shorten and colorful 
leaves lo...o;c their hold on woody 
branchcs,coolingwatertcmp<!nltures 
bring fish into shallow water to feed . 

Muskie anglers can find toothy 
Junkers ncar points, bars and humps 
and in timbered coves adjacent to 
deep water. Normally a deep-water 
fish, muskic will spend more tirne in 
shallow-water fccdingareas through­
out fall, searching for bait fish 

This offer& the muskie an~ler an 
excellent chance to connect Wtth this 
species on large medium-running 
crank baits and buck tall spinners. At 
times, top wa tcrplugswlllalsodraw 
a smashing s trike from this often­
ferocious gamt! fish. 

Themtnimumsizelimitonmuskie 
is 30 inches, and only two may be 
creelcd per day. 

Cave Run Lake, ncar Morche<~d, 
and Green River Lake, just south of 
Campbellsville, arc home to 
Kentucky's toptwomuskfe fisheries; 
in fact, Cave Run Is considered one of 
the top muskie lakes m the nation. 
Buckhorn Lnkc in Perry County as 
another spot where fall anglers can 
find muskie fic;hing opportunities. 

Whether cooked over a campfire 
or on the kitchen range, crappie siz­
zling in a skillet appc.1l to just about 
everyone, and Kentucky anglers can 
take home a rnes11 of crappie any time 
of the year. 

In early fall, try (lo;hing minnows 
aroundsubmergocl trees, stickups and 
brush attractor sites. A~ water tem­
peratures falll. into the 60-dcgrce 
range, crappie start feeding mor<' 
actively in preparation for winter's 
leaner times. 

Although crappiccan be found in 
all of the state's major lakes, 

Kentucky's top crappie lakes arc 
Barkley, Barren, Kentucky, Nolin. 
Rough River and Taylor~v11le. 

The statewide crccllimit for crap­
pie is 60 fish per day. However, a 
special creeJ limit of 30 crappie is in 
effect for Barkley, Barren and Ken­
tucky lakes. Crappie kept on Barren 
Lake must also be at least 10 inches 
long. 

Tips for engaging the popular 
largemouth bass during autumn at 
any of the state's reservoirs include 
twitching minnow type su rface lures 
along creek shore cover and casting 
plastic worms to rocky points. 
Crankbaits and spinnerbaits further 
receive a warm welcome from hun­
gry largemouth during frequent fall 
fe<!ding sprees. Fall months a re also a 
great time to try farm pond ba~s with 
both live and artificial baits. 

One other species that really gets 
"cranked" up in autumn in trout. 
Don't forget your trout stamp when 
going for trophy rainbows or browns 
below Wolf Creek Dam in the Lake 

Cumberland tailwaters. There is no 
sl7.c limit on these trout species, but 
no more than eight rainbow and 
brown trout may be kept per day. 

U!>ing natural baits for trout such 
as o;ma11 nightcrawlers, worms, com 
or cheese arc most effective when 
fic;hcd along the fringes of swift cur­
rent riffles or over rocky bottoms and 
ncar submerged rock ledges. 

Several times a year, the Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources 
stocks Kentucky lakes and streams 
with rainbow and brown trout. For a 
complete list of Kentucky's trou t 
waters, a current copy of the fishing 
digest, a pamphlelo nmuskie.orother 
free materials regarding fishing in

QllESTION· My young nephew 
has been daagnoscd with testicular 
cancer. The doctor has rcauured us 
that he has an excellent chance of 

·being cured (around 90 percent), but 
weare concerned about the quality of 
his life after treatment. How wil£ he 
respond emotionally to having had 
testicular cancer. How will It affect 
his future plans? 

ANSWER:Overthcpastfewycars, 
advanced medical procedures (in­
cluding surgery, radiation therapy, 
and chemotherapy) have Improved 
the [IUrvival rates for many cancers, 
including tcstlcUlarcanccr. With these 
successful therapies, more and more 
attention 1 being devoted to the 
emotional wcll-bdng of the recov­
ered cancer patient. f'or instance, 
patients sometimes need trupport 
during the initial stages of diagnosis 
and trrotmcnt or they may need as­
sistance in returning to their "pre­
cancct" lifestyles. 

Testicular cancer strikes mainly 
young men between the ages of 19 
and 34 years of age and has an ex­
tremelyhighrurcratc. Unfortunately, 
as a rcsultofthcdiscaseand its treat­
ments, these individuals may be in· 
fertile or experience sexual dysfunc· 
tion for an indefinite period of time 
following treatment. This can be a 
signi!icant psychological burden for 
a young man juo;t starting (or trying 
to start) a family. In addition, the 
trauma of having survived a life­
threatening disease at a young age 
can have a delayed emotional im· 
pact. Psychosocial effects can occur 
as long as two to fiVe years after treat· 
menl 

One research study looked at the 
lon~-term outcomes of patients with 
testicular cancer. Spcdfic:ally, the 
impact of the disease and its treat· 
mcnt on intimntc relationships, sex­
ual functioning, employment and 
psychological well being were con· 
Sldcred. Studtcs consistently report 
thatthemajorityofsurvivorsrccovcr 
their psychological well-being and 
life functions. 

'The researchers also found that 
disrupted relationships occurred in 
only e m ll number of patients and 
that the divorce rate for the patients 
ln this etudy was less than the na· 
tional average. 

These men were able to return to 
work. In addition, they did not report 
any aerious difflcul tics on the job as a

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Retirement Life Is Abuzz For Former Floyd Resident

When William Conley was grow­
ing up "in the h~d of a holler"' at 
Bonanza, he never dreamed he'd 
become an cnginccr for the National 
Aeronautics and Space Administra­
tion, and hecertainly neverimagined 
that in retirement he'd be an official 
bee inspector for the state of Ohio. 

In fact, whenConleywasgrowing 
up, even a high school education of­
ten appeared tobenomorereal than 
a dream. 

'There v.-as no high school close 
when I was young," says Conley, who 
lived at Bonanza until1931 when he 
was 15. "At that time, there was no 
way a kid from up there could get to 
a high school, except for some who 
rode a mule or a horse." 

Luckily, Alice Lloyd, the pioneer­
ingmountain eduailtor, took an inter­
est in the area, and Conley was able to 
get the start of an educ~tion which 
has never stopped. 

Miss Lloyd, he recalls, sent three 
teachers to Bonanza to teach first 
through 12grades. "I'm certain those 
ladies worked for little more than 
room and board," he says. 

Today, semi-retired and living in 
Berea, Ohio, Conley is trying to pay 
back some of the opportunity he was 
given by those teachers. He sends the 
money he makes as Ohio's state bee 
inspector for Cleveland's sou thwe:>t­
em suburbs back to Alice Lloyd Col­
lege. 

HI didn't appreciate it (the oppor­
tunity) at the time," he says. ''l en­
joyed it, but I didn't appreciate it 
until I got out into the knockS and 
bumps of the world." 

Conley's father and mother, the 
tate uennieand Liza BaldrictgeCon­
lcy, packed their family up and left 
Floyd County during the Depression. 
"During that time, we just about 
starved to death and we had to get 
out," says the tall, straight-backed, 
coal miner's son. 

The family moved to Silver Lake, 
Ind., and began farming. 'They 
learned the lesson oHiard times," he 
recalls. ''My parents kept saying, 
'You're going to school.'"

a degree in electrical engineering. 

With NASA, he was in on the 
ground floor of space science and 
was involved in the early stages of jet 
and rocket research. "To work for 
NASA was the most wonderful thing 
in the world," he explains. 

Realizing that he was working 
evenings and weekends, he ~n to 
search for a hobby that would take 
his mind off the office and prepare 
him to ease into retirement. That's 
when he took up beekeeping, an 
avocation he's developed over 25 
years. 

"l was trained in how to take data, 
and that fit right in with the beekeep-

ing," he says. Maintaining his own 
hives and reading everything he 
found about bees turned him into an 
expert on the subject. Since retire­
ment he has taught beekeeping at a 
community college near his home and 
has been featured on PM Magazine, a 
syndicated television show. 

A year after his retirement from 
NASA in 1974, he was offered the 
rt'S!onal bee inspector's job by the 
Oh1o Department of Agriculture. His 
job entails regular Inspection of bees 
on about 120acres offand, nearly all 
of it in suburban areas. 

Part of his job is also settling dis­
putes among neighbors when one 
neighbor feels threatened by another's 
swarms of busy bees Conley says he 
never considered his "people"' skills 
to be very well developed, but he 
sometimes surprises himself by his 
ability to mediate arguments over 
bees. 

Tlie former Floyd County 

resident's own hives, which he has 
kept for about 2S years, have pro­
duced as many as 2,(XX) pounds of 
honPy in a year. 

Having a full and successful life, 
Conley says he is saddened when he 
sees young people, etther here or in 
the Cleveland area, drop out of schooL 
"Just from the Elir of a coin, 1 could 
have been one o those people," he 
says. 

The father of two successful chil­
dren credits his own parents with 
pushing him to become educated. He 
also offers a bit of advice for parents 
of today's young people: "Parents 
have to get interested in their kids 
and say, 'Hey, you've got to stop 
goofing off.'

'Comfortable' May-Latta House Merits Nat'l Register Designation 
(Seventh in a Series)

The May-Latta House at 33 N. 
~nold Ave. i~ Pn:stonsburg has been 
littlealtcredsmcc•twascomplcted in 
1918 and represents "a comfortable 
home of the World War I era," ac:­
cording to the report of the Kentucky 

Heritage Coundl in recommending 
the residence for inclusion in the 
National Register of Historic Places. 

The house is one of 12 sites in the 
city to be added to the register this 
year. 

Built of wire-cut brick, the 2-1 /2· 
story dwelling has a Spanish tile roof 
and large wraparound porch. The 
.-n11ncil report says it is desi~ned in

the American Foursquare stjle and 
influenced by the Craftsman style, 
both popular in the early part of this 
century. 

With four large rooms on each of 
the firsttwo floors, thehouse,accord­
ing to the report, has a gas-burning 
fireplace in each room, with each fire­
place topped by a hand-carved man-

telpiecc and surrounded by glazed 
tile. Floors and woodwork are oak, 
which was widely used at the time. 
Other noteworthy features, the re­
port indicates, are a "MI!!sion oak" 
staircase and brass chandeliers. 

Remaininginthesamefamilysincc 
it was built, the house was constructed 
by Andrew Jackson May, a promi­
nent local attorney in the first half of 
the century. He served as Congress­
man from this district from 1928 to 
1946 and reportedly gained a bit of 
notoriety for his opposition to the 
Tennessee Valley Authority, contend­
ingthatdammingtheTcnncssceRiver 
would increase flood damage to East­
em Kentucky. During World War 11, 
he was chairman of the House Mili­
tary Affairs Committee. 

During the disastrous 1957 flood 

when water reached almost to the 
second floor of the house, May re­
ported! y was ill in his bed and provi­
sions were brought to him by boat. At 
his death, his daughter Olga May 
latta inherited the house, which was 
later passed to her son Clifford 8. 
Latta. 

Flood water also played a part in 
the beginning of the house, according 
to the report. Cotlstruction of the 
house is believed to have begun in 
1917, but was interrupted when a 
flood washed away much of what 
had been done. 

The name of the builder is not 
known, but the family believes its 
design came from plans ordered by 
mail. The art glass and furniture, 
much of which remains, are reported 
to have come from Cincinnati . 

"Although the American Four· 
square mode was popular in 
Prestonsburgduringc. 1900-1919, the 
May-Latta house's large scale, high 
~ualitymaterialsaild aesthetic quali­
ties distinguish it from other ex­
amples," the Kentucky Heritage 
Council states. "'t illustrates better 
than any other property in 
PrestonsburgtheinfluenceoftheArts 
and Crafts movement on architec­
ture of the early 20th century." 

The report continues, "Although 
other residences in Prestonsburg 
exhibit typically Craftsman details, 
the May-Latta House is the only one 
whose inspiration is clearly derived 
from landmark examples of the 
style ... The house has been well pre­
served and has survived virtually 
intact inside and out." ·

IMPETIGO 
Impetigo is a baaterial infection, 

usualiy caused by staph or strep, 
which invades the upper layer of the 
skin. Thisdisease begins with a break 
in the skin caused by insect bites or 
scrapes and cuts which become in­
fected. 

The most characteristic features of 
impetigo are the honey-colored and 
red scabs that cover all or part of each 
sore. These crusts are easy to pick off 
or rub off, but usually some bleeding 

occurs when this is done. The sores 
may be single or isolated, about half 
an inch in diameter, or several may 
coalesce and form a larger, irregu­
larly-shaped sore. Sores are common 
wherechlldrenalways scratch them­
selves- on the face, on the fingers 
and around the nose. 

If treated early, impetigo can eas­
ily be cured. Tn some cases, oral anti· 
biotics must be given. Ceneraliy, 
washing four ti mesa day with Dial or 
?ther a~~ba.ctenal soa~ and apply­
mg antibiotic cream w11l cure it in 
three to four days. Since many chil­

J ministration(OVA)asfinancingtools 
for first-time buyers was underscored 
ina recent survey by the Na tiona] A~­
sociation of Realtors. 

The association's 1989 mortgage 
survey, 'The Home Financing Trans­
action," found that more than two­
thirds of the home buyers using the 
two government mortgage progTams 
were entry-level buyers. In contrast, 
more than 70 percent of the borrow· 
ers usingconvcntionalfinancing were 
repeat buyers. Approximately 2,000 
realtors nationwid(' were surveyed 
for the report, which covered the fi. 
nancing of closed transactions. 

"Generally, FHA and DV A o£fcr 
the most viable route to homeowner­
ship for the first-time buyer, particu­
larly when rates are headed up," 
Gribinsaid. "Without theseprograms1 

many renters on a tight budget sim· 
ply could not make buying workout." 
'Themorelcnientunderwritingguldc­
lincs and lower down payment re· 
quirementsofthe two programs make 
them more affordable than most pri­
vately-insured conventional financ­
ing.
