Goble Receives 
$53,648 For '84 
Auto Accident 

Paula Coble of Prestonsburg was 
uwarded $53,648 in total damages by 
a FloydCountyjuryTuesdayfollow~ 
mgacivil trialconnected withaMarch 
30, 1984 auto accident. 

Coble, 32, sustained head and 
other injuries while a passenger in a 
vehicle driven by Sandra Collins. The 
car was struck in the rear by James 
Runyon of Pikeville. Runyon died of 
natural causes in 1987. 

According to attorney David Bar­
ber, Coble, who was 27 at the time of 
the accident, was not totally disabled, 
but did sustain permanent injury to 
her mid- and lower back area. 

The ae<:ident took place on US 23 
just north of Prestonsburg. Both ve­
hicles were traveling north. Collins 
had stopped and was attempting to 
make a left hand turn into Jiffy Mart 
when Runyon's car struck her ve­
hicle. Attorneys for Runyon contested 
Goble' sclaim on the grounds that she 
was not injured and was partially at 
fault for not wearing a seat belt. 

Coble received $25,(XX) for pain 
and suffering,$25,000for impairment 
of her ability to earn money, $1,200 
forlostwages,and$2,458formedic.al 
expenses. 

Fuult was l.lnanimously placed by 
the jury, while 10 of the 12 agreed 
with the damages awarded.

PROGRAM BACK 

ON SOLID FOUNDATION 
Each year farmers watch as mil­

lions of tons of topsoil from their 
fields are either blown or washed 
away by the wind and rain. This 
constant erosion has farmers in a 
never-ending battle with the envi­
ronment to preserve their topsoil. To 
prevent the occurrence of any mod­
ern-day "dustbowl," the federal 
government instituted theConserva· 
tion Reserve Program <CRP). 

TheCRP isoneofthe keystones in 
the government's plan to curb the 
erosion of our better farm land. It 
encourages farmers and land-hold­
ers to set aside a portion of their land 
which iss usccptible to erosion for at 
l.;ast 10 years in return for payments

They 
need and deserve good schools, good 
teachers who are paid equitably for 
the job they do, and conc~ned board 
members who truly care about edu­
cation, not good old boy politics, graft 
and nepotism. I think and hope that 
Floyd County is moving forward 
because I do have a child in school 
and l wanthim to have the best. Good 
education is not for the privileged 
f~w, but a right to all children.

Through the 
spring of this year, over 7,000 con­
tracts were in effect that covered over 
400,000 acres. This makes the annual 
contribution to Kentucky participants 
at close to $23 million. Earlier this 
year CRP landowners in Kentucky 
and throughout the nation faced a 
situation in which their benefitscoulr 
have been reduced or delayed if th 
Cramm-Rudman sequester had taker, 
effect. In a letter to Secretary of Agn-

create a language gap between our­
selves and thosewithwhomwetryto 
communicate.

But we have a rich, varied and 
lovely language.

To belittle the use of a 
word as nonthreatening as "unortho­
dox" is to belittle our own brain which 
has vast and often unused capacity. 
To limit ourselves to nods, grunts 
and two syllable words is to admit to 

charging the board and also the 
Kentucky State Education Depart­
mentwith failing to provide our chil­
dren with safe and adequate learning 
centers and also with failing to pro­
vide our children with an education 
that would allow them to compete 
with others for good jobs. It's been 
done before and can be done here if 
things don't continue to shape up 
and move forward. The time for talk 
and doing things halfway is over. 
Our children deserve the best and as 
long as I am in this area and draw 
breath, J wilt fight to see that they get 
it.

What Issues Floyd Countians Feel Are Important ... 
By T. Mark Miller,

This week is the last article in this 

series about local public opinion and 
perceptions. So far~ we have covered 
a wide variety of subjects- church 
attendance, the state takeover of the 
public schools, attitudes about local 
law officials, and opinions about 
medicine. Today, we conclude by 
looking at a number of issues that 
Floyd Countians consider important. 

When we conducted the survey, 
weind uded a list of publicissues that 

'seem to face all communities in 
America at one time or another. We 
asked the respondents to tell us how 
important each of these issues were 
to them personally (very important, 
important, somewhat important. or 
not important). This should tell us 
whatissuesareon themindsofFloyd 
Count:ians and which issues are not 
perceived as a local problem. 

Without a doubt, the issue that 

most people in Floyd County are 
concerned with is education. Ninety 
percent said that educational issues 
were very important to th_em. This 
rcsponse1s understandable 1 n light of 
the state takeover and the increasing 
need for a quality education in ob­
taining a good job. A close second to 
educational issues was the issue of 
dealing with alcohol and drug prob­
lems. Drunkdrivins-alcoholand drug 
use are very important to Floyd 
Countians -84 percent rank it very 
important. 

The third issue that Floyd 
Countians felt was most important 
was having a quality water supply. 
Seventy-two percent of those sur­
veyed ranked clean and healthy water 
as very important to them and their 
families. Seventy two percent be­
lieved this was a very important is­
sue. This issue is especially impor­
tant considering the water problems 
that have occurred in the Wheel-

wright area. 
The community issue of bringing 

new business into this area ranks 
fourth among concerns. A little over 
70 percent feel that it is very impor­
tant to bring in new businesses. With 
unemployment above 10 percent for 
the county, there is little doubt as to 
whypeoplewantnew businesses and 
new jobs. 

The fifth-ranked concern of Floyd 
Countians is serving the needs of the 
poor. The sixth-ranked issue is crime. 
After crime, Floyd Countians rank 
having quality and safe streets and 
highways as their seventh most im­
portant issue. About 60 percent felt 
that this issue was very important. 
Ranked eighth and ninth are having 
quality parks and libraries. For both 
ofthese, only 44 percent rank them as 
being very important. Theissuesthat 
Floyd Countians seem least con­
cerned with are cost of utilities, cost

Comp· 
ton said McDowell parent$ wanted 
the local board to adopt a policy to 
allow a delay or can,ellation, put the 
policy in wnting, and giVe principa Is 
authority to call off school in cases of 
imminent danger to children. 

He likewise asked the board to 
place two-way radiosm bu-.l!ssothat 
drivers and school princ1pals could 
be in direct con bet. 

Hager, whodtd not apologize for 
his decision, said thnt In retrospect,

He said the student had presented 
a doctor's excuse and papers signify­
ing admittance to a hospital emer­
gencyroom, but had still been denied 
therighttomakeup the missed school 
work. 

The modified policy approved by 
t.hc board Wednesday allows students 
who have missed nine days to appeal 
dismissal to a school-based commit· 
tee composed of the principal or as­
sistant principal, homeroom teacher 
and guidance counselor. The com· 
mittee can grant an additional two 
days and, in extreme cases, may ex­
tend absences beyond ll days. 

If the committee does not grant 
additional days, the student can 
appeal to a central office committee 
which can, in tum, grant additional 
days. A final appeal can be made to 
the district's school board. 

The new policy allows students to 
remain in class d uring the appeals 
process. After exhaustion of all ap· 
peals, the student can be removed 
from a maximum of two classes at 
any one time. 

"We don't want any students 
removed from classes until they have 
had the opportunity to proceed 
through the full due proccs~ proce­
dures,'' Hager said of the policy in an 
earlier interview. 

John Rosenberg, director of Appa· 
lachlan Research and Defense Fund, 
said the new policy is "far superior" 
than the previous one, adding, 
"hopefully it will resolve moo:t of the 
problems." 

However, he questioned why at· 
tomeys had to threaten to sue the 
local district and state Department of 
Education before the policy was 
changed.

Though some other commercial 
building!' in the city might be older 
than the ones on Front Street, they 
have been more altered over the years, 
according to the Kentucky Heritage 
Council whichas..c;esses the historical 
and architectural significance of sites 
for the US Department oft he Interior. 

The six chosen have experienced 
fewer changes to their original de­
sign. 

Mve of the buildi~ are located 
on the riverfront and one is on the 
east side of Front Slt eet. The district, 
the council reports, "re.1dily conveys 
the impression of an early 20th cen­
tury business district in a mountain 
community. lt is compact and cohe-­
siveandexhibit~agrcatdeaJofarchi­
tectural integrity. 

.,[Is six buildings, built over the 
course of three decades, are unified 
by the1r massing, scale. setbacks, 

materials and ornamentation," the 
reportcontinues. "The district's strecl­
scape is uninterrupted by modem 
intrusions or vacant lots and pos­
sesses a sense of the past absent in 
other parts of downtown 
Prestonsburg." 

Starting on the north end of the 
designated district is the Hughes 
Building, the smaHc~tofthc six. Built 
in1927,withthenameanddateonan 
inscnOed tablet, the two-story build· 
ing was constructed by druggist 
Henry Hughes and now house& the 
Playhouse Restaurant.

Next is the Combs Building, also 
built in the 1920s. It housed the law 
finn of B.F. Combs, a prominent at­
tomeyand political figure during that 
time. ln the 1960s, the building was 
purchased by the Hobbs family for 
part of their department store which 
closed in 1987. It is now vacant. 

ThefonnerElizabeth Hotel, one of 
the largest buildings in downtown 
Prestonsburg, was built around 1915 
by the Stephens family. Atthat time it 
was one of four hotels in the city. 
Three stories tall, it housed the first 
busdepotin thedty fora time. It was 
also sold to the Hobbses for the de-­
partment store and has been vacant 
since the store's closing. 

The largest building, next door to 
the old hotel, is the Odd Fellows 
Lodge. Also three stories, the struc­
ture boasts plaques, tablets, and 
symbols of the fraternal organization 
on its facade. It was built in 1938 for 
the order and is still owned and used 
by the brotherhood. The first floor is 
oc~pied by C &: R Office Supply. 

In 1930, the three-story Auxier 
Hotel wasconstructed on what is now 
the south end of the historic district It 
a I~ sport., a stonetabletdenotingthe 
Auxier family name and the date. 
Later, the building was sold to Dr. 
George Archer and used as a hospi­
tal. It now is occupied by the Moun­
tain Comprehensive Care Center. 

Across the "treet is the oldest of 
the six structures, the Richmond 
Building, which, according to the 
council, "has survived virtually un­
altered since its construction." Jt, too, 
has an identifying plaque, and above 
the tra.nsom level paintedonthebrick 
are the words "Richmond" and 
"Hereford,.. The facility still has 
pressed-tin ceilings, wood and glass 
counters, violet prism glass transoms 
and large plate glass windows. 

From its construction until the 
1970s, the building served as the 
Richmond Departmen t Store. In the 
'40:., part of the building was taken 
over for an electronics and sporting 
goods store operated by Thomas 
Hereford. The building is vacant.
