Two-Way Radios A Reality 
For Kentucky School Buses? 

By Frank Oark 
Staff Writer 

Will two-way radio~ make Kc.n· 
tucky school buses safer for school 
children? 

StateRepresentativeGrcgStumbo 
believes it will, and has submitted a 
legislative proposal to require all 
school buses in the state to be 
equipped with a communkation 
system whichwoulddirectlylinkeach 
bus to a county COJ'Tlmunicalion cen· 
tcr. 

Prefiling the legislation before the 
January 1990 session, Stumbo hopes 
tha trecentinddents involving school 
bus safety, both in Floyd Countyand 
around the state, will insptre action 
from state legislators. 

"Safety factors related to c;chool 
busesareintheleg~slature'seyeright 
now, since the terribleacddentoflast 
year (Carrollton accident)," said 
Stumbo. "Here in Floyd County, the 
flooding at McDowell in October 
highlighted the need for quick com· 
munication to buses.'' 

Flood emergencies are only one 
instance of when the radios could be 
used. Stumbo sees numerous other 
applications. 

"The radios could help if a child 
becomes sick while on the bus,'' said 
Stumbo. '1 also see the need, particu • 

larlyinruml areas, forradioo; to deal 
with possible emergencies involving 
trains. I don't mean to raise peoples' 
fears, but if a bus is stopped at a 
:railwaycrosc;ing,and a (tmuc)spill or 
a similar accident occurs, a radio is 
really going to be needed to keep 
childr~n safe. That's the hope of this 
legislation."

Most hospices receive the ma­
jortty of their funding from Med icarc 
and Medicaid under a fixed-rate. per 
diem reimbursement system, i.e. re­
imbursement is fixed regardless of 
cost. This necessitates realizing cco­
nomks of scale to remain financially 
solV<lnt arid to permit development 
of addttional scrvic~. A prolifera-

tion of hosptces in any are prevents 
important economies of scale from 
being realized. 

Fixed rate reimbursement is ac­
compamcd by a great deal of finan· 
cial nsk. Adequate planning at the 
~tate level helps to a-.curc that hos­
plCC services arc developed and dc­
liv<!rcd an a manner that allows this 
hnanoal ri"k to be managed w1thout 
comproma~ang quahty of care. 

The absence of such planrung m 
states w1thout certificate of need of. 
ten results in very unstable delivery 
of hospice care due to hosptce falling 
for a multitude of reasons. 

Certification of need helps pro­
mote the quality of hospice care. 

Economics of scale allow hospice.c; to 
usc fund to d vclop specialist pro­
grams that enhance care, e.g. pain 
control, art therapy for terminally iU 
chtldrcn. bt•rcavcmcnt care for fam· 
ily members after the death o f a pa­
tient, etc. Commumtk~ without con­
trol over the number of hospices arc 
often unablctoadcquatclyfund these 
programs as resources are spent on 
multiple admini:otrativc overheads 
and mnrkctmg efforts ln a competi­
bvc(!Tlvironmcnt. 

Hospic utili~ volunteer serv­
tccs cxtcnlltvcly .Medicare requires a 
certified hospice to ro1lize a mini­
mum of a 5 percent cost savings 
through the usc of volunteers.1bere 
arc a limited num'bcr of indi'liiduals 
in any communtty who wish to do 
volunteer work with the dying. 
Should toomanyhosptccsexist. they 
would draw from this hmited pool

Chancellor began experimenting 
with a few of Deaver's worms, which 
were given to him by a friend, and by 
the early 1980's, he had developed a 
devastatingly effective tournament 
fishing system around the worm. In 
five consecutive B.A.S.S. tournaments 
in 1980/81, Chancellor finished no 
lowt'l'than 15th place and very nearly 
claimed the B.A.S.S. Masters Classic 
crown in 1981. In 1982, he used his 
new-found lure to capture a second 
place finish in the Classic, and Chan­
cellor finally won the Classic in 1985. 
That tournament, and all of his suc­
cess in the 5 years prior to it, were a 
directrcsultofhisdo-nothingworms. 
Chancellor was so enamored of the 
lure and its unique potential, espe­
cially for tournament anglers, that he 
formedhisownbaitcompanyin1981 
and began manufacturing the worm 
under the Do-Nothing logo.

But West Point bass guide 
Ron Sava~e, in his own right a tour­
nament WIZard, has bcen working to 
im~rove the lure. In 1983, Savage 
dcctdcd that a worm with a little more 
built-in action might increase his 
succe.c~s,and quickly designed a worm 
which Is now rapidly becoming one 
of the hottest lures on tournament 
trails across the countTy. 
~ Unlike other do-nothings, the 
:savage Worm comes pre-rigged with 
a 42-inch leader of 14-pound test 
monofilament. Anglers familiar with 
the do-nothings wiilqulcklynotethat 
both of the hooks in the Savage worm 
arc set in the head of the bait. But the 
m06t striking difference between 
Savage's worm and the rest is the 
bend in his worm. When packaged, 
thewormsaredoublcdand wrapped 
with the leader, thuo; creating a per­
manent bend in the worm. Basically, 
that bend causes the worm to spiral 
as it swims through the water, and 
imparts far more action to the Savage 
Worm than has previously been at­
tained in any of the other do-noth­
ings. 

The original Savage Worm is a 6-
inch version utilizing two N4 hooks. 
The Pro model is thickcr6-Jnch worm 
equipped with two '##2 hooks, while 
the Magnum is a 7-inch worm. The 
Savage Lizard isa5-inchshort-worm 
featuring a long curly-tail, and the 

SavageCrawFisn Wonn is lmilar to 
the LiLard but is equipped with a 
multi-tcntadcdcapon the lure's head. 
All Savage baits arc equipped with 
wccdguards which, if desired, can be

The tremendous knowledge base 
of most tournament bal:S anglers 
mandate~ that, to be a true contender, 
a competitor must be well versed in 
bassbehaviorand biology,as wen as 
adept at virtually all kno¥. n catcgo­
riesofbasslures. "And this definitely 
includes thcdo-nothingworms," says 
Paul Elia!'i, the 1982 B.A.SS. Masters 
Classic champ from Laurel, MS. 

By far, the gravest complaint that 
many competitor-= hold against these 
little worms is that they tend to catch 
smaller fish. Elias responds: "Smaller 
is a rcJativc term. If you consider a 
livcwell full of IS-inch bass smaller 
fish, then the bait docs produce 
smaller fish. But I'll take that llvewell 
full ofl5-mch fish inanytoumament. 
any day ... and that is what these 
worms do for me. I can usc the worms 
in most lakes or rivers and quickly 
catch a limit of decent keepcrR. After 
I've put those fish in the boat, I can 
spend the remaining time c::earchlng 
forbigfishandcullingmylimit. When 
you tllink of do-nothing worms in 
that light, then no other lure can 
compare with them." 

One of the first baits which Elias 
will throwwhenarrivmgata tourna­
ment site is a 5-inch Mann'" Limit 
Fmdcr in a catalpa pattern (almost a 
lime green color). 'There nrc very 
few lures and color.; which wtll catch 
bass in virtually every body of water 
across the country, but this IS one of 
them,• Eliao: notes. 

Sonny Lee. a veteran tournament 
angler from Knoxville, TN, believes 
that do-nothing worms arc the casi-

est techmquc for tournament anglers 
to ef(ccth.-ely cover deepwater "truc­
tures. NMany anglers aTe simply not 
adept at deepwater structure fishing, 
but tournament angling demands it 
from time to time.lfyou arc not skilled 
in deepwater fishing techniques, a 
do-nothing worm is your bc.;t strat· 
egy." Lee won the $25,000 Hungry 
Fisherman Classic in 1988 by drag­
ging a Savage worm across a small 
hump, catching more than 100 fish 
through the 2-day contest. 

Lee goes on to say, 'These worms 
allow relatively inexperienced tour­
nament anglers to compete With the 
best fishermen on the circuits. If you 
fish them all day on structures which 
!he bass should be holding toaccord­
mg to the season, then you will catch 
fish, Basing your total tournament 
strategy on the worms will often fail 
you, but using them to compliment 
vourothertacticsand techniques will 

lead you to ucccss:" 
The cherry on the top of the do­

nothmg sundae is the fact that these 
wor rns are productive throughout the 
year. As Sonny Lee noted, if you will 
fish them on structures which histori­
cally hold bass for the particular sea­
son, you will eventually locate and 
then cak'h fio;h with the worms. 

Hat her than passing off these little 
worm ... a.s amateur baits, usc them to 
compliment your tournament stra te­
gies. As Jack Clumcellor, Paul Elias, 
Sonny Lee, .md Ron Savage have 
discovercd,do-nothingscanoften tip 
the scales in your favor.

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Gas Station Offers Experience, Instruction For David Students • 
By P~m Shingler 

News Correspondent 

Lonnie Hurd, a freshman at The' 
David School, is pretty proud of 
himself. He knows he can run a gas 
station by himself, at least fora couple 
of hours at a time. What's more, his 
teacher believes Hurd is competent 
todo so. 

"If I need to run into town to get a 
part, I can leave and have confidence 
that customers will be served," says 
Hurd's teacher Randy Seal, the 
school's auto mechanics teacher and 
manager of the school owned service 
station. 

Theon! y full-servicestation within 
several miles, the David station is 
fully operatingstationand a teaching 
laboratory. In theclass,callcdsimply 
Station, students run the operation 
and learn the basics of service station 
management, as well as automobile 
service and mpair. 

Seal, who has been inchargeofthe 
innovative program since 1980, 
teaches three progressive classes in 
relation to the station. "For new stu­
dents, the class focuses on basic sta­
tion management," says Seal, a soft· 
spoken, popular instructor. "Here, 
studenr.-leam to operate a cash regis­
ter, handle charges and credit cards, 
keep the day sheet record and per­
form basic maintenance activities." 

The second class, more advanced, 
focuses on the basics of auto mechan­
ics, Seal says. "They learn basically 
everything about basic maintenance, 
going through the whole vehicle with 

maintenancechecklistforpreventive 
maintenance." 

The third class continues and 
builds on the second. Here, students 
actually get to work on water pumps, 
carburetors and other automobile 
parts and learn to rebuilc.\ engines. 

"All of the instruction is step-by­
step,'' says Seal. ''The student works 
at his own individual pace, progress­
ing rrom class to class. Some can do a 
whole lot in one semester, while oth· 
ers may take a wholeyear,and that's 
all right." 

In the meantime, the station is open 
75 hours a week to serve local cus­
tomers. Gordon Tussey, a local resi­
dent, says he brings his car to the 
station regularly. 'These are good 
boys, and Randy sees the work is 
done right," says Tussey, a retired 
miner. 

Student Hurd enjoys the sense of 
responsibility he feels when he gets 
to "run the station" and he likes the 
nature of the class. ''I like the hands 
on activity," says Hurd. "At the be­
ginning of the year, we had tests and 
such, but now we get to do." 

DanGreene,directorofTheDavid 
School, says the school took over the 
Ashland station in 1975 after it had 
been abandoned for nearly 13 years. 
Students in the school's shop class, 
along with volunteers and faculty 
members, refurbished the building, 
literally from top to bottom. "At first, 

it wasn't used for teaching. It just 
provided emrloyment for some of 
our students,' Greene recalls. 

Seal was hired to develop the train­
ing component.

Greeneadds thatthestation is self 
supporting and is able to provide 
part-time employment for selected 
students. 

"It has proven to be a model voca­
tional setting that has been looked at 
by vocational educators across the 
state and the nation," Greene says. 

Seal and Greene both agree that 
there's another component to the 
station, as well. "Beyond the voca­
tional training, it has been greatly 
effectivein developing self confidence 
in the students," Greene says. "Stu­
dents are exposed to the public 
through dealing with customers. 
When they leave the station, theycari 
leave with a job reference and specific 
skills." 

"The class really teaches responsi­
bility," Seal concurs, "and running a 
service station is a big responsiblity. 
When they get something right, I can 
see their self confidence go up." Serving and Learning 

Seal adds that watching the stu· 
dents grow boosts him, too. "When I 
get down, they can bring me right 
backup."

Family Planning-This is a federally funded program and is required to charge fees for services. 
These fees are based on a sliding fee scale which uses a patient's family income and family size 
to determine the cost for services. This program offers birth control and also helps those persons 
who are wanting to become pregnant. 

AIDS Counseling, Testing and Education-Programs offers AIDS counseling to those persons 
requesting testing for HIV Antibodies, testing is also done at the Health Department. Educational 
Programs on AIDS are also offered to church, civic and educational groups. 

Home Health Care-This program offers skilled nursing and personal care services to home­
bound patients in need of this care. They must have a physician referring them to the program. 
Insurance, Medicare, and Kentucky Medical Assistance can be billed for these services. Those 
persons who do not have insurance, Medicare, or Medicaid are billed on a sliding fee scale which 
is based on family size and income. 

Regional Heart Clinics-These clinics are held at the Health Department and are staffed by 
physicians from the University of Kentucky Medical Center. These clinics are held two times 
yearly. 

Pediatric Neurology Clinics-These clinics are staffed by physicians from the University of 
Kentucky Medical Center and are held six times yearly at the Health Department.

In Livingston. Mont. people have 
bccncardcsslydisposhlgofthcirtoxic 
wa!'le. There was so much waste 
produced by the railway that when 
small spills occurred, they w~en't 
properly cleaned up. Last year, the 
people afU vmgston formed anenvt· 
ronmcntal group called LIFE, which 
has been pushmg fora cleanup effort. 
Theyarcsh11 tryingtorcachanagrcc­
ment with the state and EPA, so that 
it doesn't become a Superfund site. 
The information came to u<; from very 
concerned students in Livingston. 

Erich Lagasse, a student at Fran­
klin D. Roosevelt College tn Lima, 
Peru, ~id that throughout Lima, 
smog, garbage and sewage cause 
great problems.

As ccrt.1m indicators point to a 
slightwC'akcningoflhccronomy, the 
outlook nntk1patcs a small drop in 
mtercst ratcs. llut fears of a recession 
bcglnning in 1989 seem to have been 
unfounded, lending more credence 
to the nobon of n c:oft landing after 
several years of rapid economic 
growth, the outlook !'<lye:. 

Sales of CXJsting and new homes 
or housing starts m coming months 
arc expected to be steady, overall. For 
example, the sates rate of existing 
home" is expected to average 3.38 
million units for the second half of 
1989, compared to3.41 million units 
in th\' first half.
