Group Hopes To Build Nursing Home At McDowell

When area nursing homes are
filled to capacity, Floyd County resi-
dents must make a painful choice:
placing a family member in a facility
inHindman, Pikevilleand elsewhere,
or bringing them home to wait until
space is available.

Often, bringing them home may
mean adding to an already stressful

situation. And in a county where
double-digit unemployment is the
norm, providing the necessary level
of care can put additional strainona
family’s economic resources. Others
choose to place relatives in facilities
insurrounding counties, hoping that
eventually the patient can be moved
closer to home.

If a group of McDowell commu-
nity leaders has its way, a solution to

the problem may be in sight: A new
skilled and intermediate care facility
located across the street from McDow-
ell c\glpalacman Regional Hospital,
ile Floyd County currently has
twoprivately owned nursing homes,
itis common for each to have a wait-
ing list, says Betty Tackett, RN day
supervisor and member of McDow-
ell ARH's patient discharge planning
committee. Mountain Manor in

Prestonsburgis anintermediate care
facility with 56 beds; Riverview, also
in Prestonsburg, has 58 skilled and 64
intermediate care beds. Other facili-
tiesare located in Hindman, at Robin-
son Creek in Pike County and in
Pikeville.

For residentsincentral and south-
ern Floyd County, visiting a relative
in an out-of-county nursing home
often means drivingan hour or more

each way.

“Weused toget patients inalot(at
Hindman), but the last year there’s
beena waiting list,” explains Tackett.
“Familiesare unhappy becauseofthe
distance.” _

many doctors are caught in a double

Martin Receives Funding For Sewage Treatment Plant

Martin residents will soon be
provided environmentally safe was-
tewater treatment facilities as the
result of a $690,420 grant.

A Community Development Block
Grant has beenawarded to the City of
Martin to assist in the construction of
a new wastewater treatment plant
and to make other system improve-
ments which willailow the wastewa-
ter treatment sirstm:n to comply with
Environmental Protection Agency

operational requirements.
According to Roger Recktenwald,
director of Big Sandy Area Develop-
ment District, the current plant is
operating under an Environmental
Protection Agency Administrative
Order and is subject to.a court or-
dered tap-on ban. The existing plant
was constructed in 1964 as oneof the
first public wastewater grants in the
country, Recktenwald explained, and
since then has been under four flood s
and has required multiple repairs.
This C grant, in conjunction

with the EPA grant 0f$586,824 which
was dependent upon theapproval of
the first grant, and a Farmers Home
Administration loan for the remain-
ing $271,756 will allow the city to
comply withthe EPA dictates, thereby
enabling it to provide service to 26
new customers that currently do not
have sewer facilities,

“This system will completely re-
place the old plant and four pump
stations, as well as some lines,” Reck-
tenwald noted, “Customers should
expect a minimal rate increase six

months before the completion of the
plantconstruction.” Heestimated the
increase to be about$2 per month for
a minimum bill.

Economic Diversification,
Jobs Sought By Authority

Can Eastern Kentucky and Floyd
County move from currenteconomic
dependence on “King Coal” for eco-
nomic livelihood into new areas of
economic growth and expansion?

Local leaders involved in a 25-
county project to promote the region
to outside business, provide capital
for local entrepreneurs, and support
area economic diversification and
growth, believe it is possible.

Tentatively entitled the East Ken-
tucky Job Creation Authority, and
chaired by Knott County Attorney
William Weinberg and Pike County
Judge-Executive Paul Patton, the idea
for the project was conceived at an
economic summit heldinHazard last
spring, attended by leaders from 22

counties in the region.

Funding for the authority will be
sought from governmental agencies,
aswellas energ{ corporations which
control much of the region’s natural
resources. The current funding plan
alsocalls for each co;;ty involved in
the program to pay 50 cents per resi-
dcn]: annually for five years. Cities
would pay 10cents per person. Match-
ing funds from the state will be re-
quested.

It hasbecome absolutely clear that
reducing our staggering federal
budgetdeficitwill require toughness,
innovation and common sense —
qualities clearly associated with the
two-year budget proposal that1 have
been pushing since 1981,

I am pleased to report that this
propusal has been approved by the
Governmental Affairs Committee
and should reach the Senate floor
early next year — the second year of
the 101st Congress.

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Murder, Election Investigation Considered By Floyd Grand Jury

A capital murder indictment
against a Prestonsburg man and
questions concerning recent county
elections topped the agenda of the
Grand Jury ﬁmn‘ngs recently.

Lonnie Doug Neeley, 34, of
Prestonsburg, witha currentaddress
listed at ZOIE'} Springs, Fla., was ac-
cused of murdering Tina Kestner in
December 1988 by intentionally bum-
ing a trailer occupied by Kestner.
Neeley is also accused of first degree
arson as a result of the incident.

Indictments handed down by the
Grand Jury state only that sufficient
evidence exists for a case to be pur-
sued. No decision of gauill or inno-
cence is made by the Grand Jury at
this time.

The Grand Jury also recom-
mended that a special prosecutor be
asked to carry out an investigation
into voting irregularities from the last
county election. The jury asked the
investigator toexamine the handling
or misuse of county property during
the election, whichmay have occurred
in order to promote specific candi-
dates.

In separate action, John Jarrell al-
legedly committed fivecounts of first
degree assault when he drove his
vehicle while under the influence of
alcohol into a car containing five
persons, causing serious injury and
threat to life.

The Grand Jury indicted two local
menoncharges of sodomy invelving
a juvenile,

Curtis Howell, Jr.of Daniels Creek,
was accused of sodomizing a juve-
nile girl on Sept. 7.

Daryll R, Collins, 39, of Price was
accused of two counts of sodomy
involving a minor.

if the facility currently under consid-
eration by the school board would
eventually include a gymnasium
facility and 12 classrooms, The latter
were cut earlier due to budget over-
runs.

Randy Burchett, architect for the
project, explained that the gym and
12 classrooms were not a part of the
current bidding process.

“These rooms were takenout with
the hope that they can be added ata
later time,” said Burchett. “For a set
of six classrooms, the cost is about
$186,000. The gym facility runsabout
$180,000, Theserooms are tobeadded
as new funding becomes available.”

Brock was the last to formally
address gathered parents prior to a
question and answer session.

To solve the current deadlock
between bidders and a budget which
falls $200,000 short of submitted bids,
Brock authorized the Floyd School
Board to implement emergenc
measures and renegotiate with bid-
ders or seek lower bids from new
contractors.

“I'm authorizing the school board
to start the project right now,” said
Brock. “The budget problem will be
worked out as the project begins.”

Brock, who said that he sensed
earlyinhis term in office that Eastern
Kentucky school projects would pose
special cost and construction prob-
lems, gave his approval for Allen
project bond sales to begin Decem-
ber.

Question: Are veterans with a
service-connected disability seeking
Department of Veterans A ffairs
medical care exempt from the VA's
Means Test?

Answer: All veterans with serv-
ice-connected illness or disabilities
are provided no-cost care regardless
of income. Certain other veterans are
also exempt from the Means Test,
including former prisoners of war,
veterans exposed to radiation or
herbicides, and veterans of the Span-
ish-American War, the Mexican bor-
der period and World War .

Within the Western Zone, there
are two separate sections where all
waterfowl hunters must report the
results of each day’s hunting to the
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources, The information supplied
by hunters in the Ballard ancrHen-
derson-Unionreportingareasis used
to keep a handle on how many birds
have been harvested and helps de-
partment officials determine when
quotas will be filled.

Both reporting areas have been
assigned a maximum number of

“The rights of parents go beyond
legal safeguards and simple acts of
friendly participation in the schools
their children attend. Parents have
fundamental human rights to know,
to understand, and to share in the
decisions that affect the education of
their children.”

These words were writtenby . Cy
Rowell, associate professor of reli-
E’ous education at Texas Christian

niversity, in an article published in
February 1981.

Fundamental human rights— the
rights that people of Eastern Bloc
countries are fighting for and win-
ning on the other side of the Atlantic.

undamental human rights mean
a lot of things to me: The right to see
your child’s progress reports with-
out a big hassle; to have a qualified
teacher supervisingand teachingina
classroom; to have a clean school; to
havesoap, toilet paper, paper towels,
hot running water in the bathroom.
The right to one textbook per child in
each subject. The right to question
your child’s teacher about a fight on
theﬁ:ygmund.
right to expect, when you go
to the principal with a question, that
you'll be treated with courtesy and
respect. The right to question fund
raising in a school or classroom; to
ask wﬁere the money from that fund
raising is being spent.

Parents also have rights that ex-
tend to our elected officials. Those
include accountability for their votes;
to have questions answered when
they are asked; to know why each
timeaboard meetsitalwaysincludes
a “secret” or "executive session”; to
expectboard members to vote for the
benefit of the childrenrather than the
politics. The right to know what jobs
are available in the school system
county-wide.

All of these are fundamental
human rights. However, in my opin-
ion, those are not the rights being

iven to us or our children in Floy
ounty.,

Ithink the time has finally come in
Floyd County when we must follow
the example of Lech Walesa and the
wople of the Eastern Bloc countries.

e need to demand, as citizens and
parents of this system, that our local
school officials either give our chil-
dren the education they have a right
to expect or resign from office. We
cannot wait forthestate todo it forus.
Entire countries, in a short few
months, havechanged their political
system. How? By standing together
for whatis just, then demanding their
fundamental human rights. We in
Floyd County must do the same.

I will be writing about the five
rights of parents in the next several
articles. are notinany law book,
these are rights we as parents and
citizens have as members of ademo-
cratic society.

EKU Sets Record Enrollment

Eastern Kentucky University has
posted anall-time record enhrollment
of 14,268 students, including 117 from
Floyd County, for the 1989 fall semes-
ter, representing the third consecu-
tive term where enrollment records
have been set.

Unprecedented numbers of stu-
dents also enrolled for EKU’s 1989
intersession (1,100) and summer
(4,482) terms, according to EKU Presi-
dent Hanly Funderburk.

Dr. Funderburk said the record
number of students this fall did not
surpriseuniversityofficials, whohave
closely monitored increases for 16
consecutive academic terms over
similar terms.

“Recent studies suggest that a

college education can increase a
person’s lifetime earnings by 50 per-
cent, a fact that has not escaped the
public’sattention,” Funderburksaid.
“This increased awareness of the
value of post-secondary education
has generated anincreased interestin
and demand for educational serv-
ices, both on the Richmond campus
and throughout our 22-county ex-
tended campus service region.”
Funderburk said that before this
year enrollments at the University
had peaked inthefall of 1980at14,081,
declined to 12,229 in 1985, and then
began a steady rise which led to this
year’s record enrollment. Last fall,
13,664 students enrolled at Eastern.

This week County Kettle features
a unique item it hopes will be valu-
able to its readers: A book review on
the popular Kentucky cookbook “Out
of Kentucky Kitchens,” by Marion
Flexner,

Wealso include, at the end of col-
umn, more recipes on what to do
with all that leftover turkey.

“Out of Kentucky Kitchens,” con-
sidered the most complete compila-
tion of Kentucky recipes when first
published in 1949, has beenreprinted
by the Universiti Press of Kentucky.

The cookbook retains its place at
the top of books onKentucky cuisine.
Director of the University Press,
Kennéth Cherry, said the Press de-
cided to reprint the book because of
its popularity and because it is con-
sidered “the mostrepresentative col-
lection of Kentucky cookery.” The
recipes were given to her by friends
and acquaintances,

Although well known for her
cookbooks, Flexner said she actually
did not begin cooking tntil World
War I, when her cook quit to find a
better jobina factory. “So I thought |
might as well learn how to do it,”
Flexner said.

With the exception of the preface,
the book has been reprinted exactly
as the original was published over 40
years ago.

The Kentucky flavor is what sets
the book apart from other cookbooks.
Classicdishes of the Commonwealth,
like burgoo, Kentucky country ham
and Kentucky pecan bourbon cake,
are featured. Some recipes even date
back over 1(0{) years. y are de-
scribed as "heirloomitems” given to
Flexner by her friends and acquain-
tances.

In many. cases, Flexner be-
yond the basicrecipes. She talksabout
the origin of the dishand gives some

insight into the person who shared
therecipe. The book is also peppered
with anecdotes about well ﬁnown
Kentuckians and Kentucky cooks.

Flexner writes that Kentucky food
issaid tobedivided into threeclasses:
grub, vittles and repasts. Grub is the
common fare. Vittles area cuthigher.
Repasts are the top menu served for
formal occasions. Flexner says “Out
of Kentucky Kitchens” providesreci-
pes for all three classes,

“Out of Kentucky Kitchens,” by
Marion Flexner, is published by the
University Press ofpl(entucky and is
320 pages selling for $19.50.

According to a study published in the American Journal
of Medicine, acommon component found in many non-pre-
scription diet pills and cold remedies should not be taken

lightly. Phenylpropanolamine

(PPA) has the potential to

cause stroke in people who take the drug in higher-than-
normal amounts. When sixteen healthy young people were
given 150 mg. of PPA, twice the amount found in many over-
the-counter diet pills, their blood pressure rose markedly.
Even a 75 mg. dose of PPA, when followed with caffeine,
caused an elevation in blood pressure. Consumers, there-
fore, should be warned that taking extra non-prescription
medication is not necessarily safer than increasing the
dosage of prescription drugs. With any medication, follow

the directions.
