$8 Million Bond Sale To Combine 
Allen And Left Beaver Projects

In a move designed to save money 
for Floyd County school construction 
projects, the school board at a special 
meetingMondaycanceled the selling 
of bonds for the Allen Elementary 
school projectandimmediately reau­
thorized the sale of $8,()65,000 in 
bonds, combining the Allen sale wilh 
the Left Beaver HighSchool project's 
bond sale. 

The stated purpose of combining 
the two!rojects into a single bond 
sale, sai Terrell Ross, chairman for 
the county's investment banking 
boardandpresidentofRoss,Sinclaire 
and Associates, is toutilizean "econo­
mies of scale approach" to sa vc money 
during the bond sale process. 

He estimated that, by combining 
the projects into a single bond sale, 
set for Dec. 20 in Frankfort, about 
$15,000 can be saved by the Floyd 

board.Thismoney,saidschoolsuper­
intendent Ron Hager, can then be 
used in furthering school construc­
tion projects around the county. 

The decision to combine required 
that the bond sale authorization of 
the Allen project for $3.5 million, 

passed at the Dec. 5 board meeting, 
be canceled before the new resolu­
tion to join the two projects' bond 
sales could be made. Five percent 
add-ons for the Prestonsburg Middle 
School and for the Garrett-Wayland 
Elementary School are also included 
in the new $8 million plus figure. 

'1t's really a matter of saving 
additional funds," said Hager. "By 
doing this, we get a better interest bid 
from corporations that purchase the 
bonds. These monies can then be 
turned back into the fund for school 
construction in Floyd County."

Flood Ordinance Draws 
P'burg Council Review 

Prestonsburg City Council con­
ducted a first reading Monday of an 
ordinance designed to prevent flood 
damages within the city, and Mayor 
Ann Latta summarized the State of 
the City for 1989. 

At the Monday night meeting, 
councilexaminedanordinance,based 
on the recommendations of the Fed­
eral Emergency Management 
Agency, to reduce flood damage in 
the city of Prestonsburg. The primary 
purpose of the ordinance is to '!' ro­
tect human life and health" an "to 
minimize the expenditure of public 
money for cost! y flood control proj­
ects." 

The ordinance places the blame 
for city flood damage on the cumula­
tive effect of obstructions in the 
floodplain and by the existence within 
flood hazard areas of structures in­
adequately protected from flooding. 

The ordinance proposes to restrict 
and regulate construction within the 
flood zone, as well as control any 
construction of barriers which coula 
hazardously divert flood waters. 

The detailed, 17-page ordinance 
also requires that separate files be 
kept by the city for buildings con­
structed in the flood plane, said Larry 
Adams, city fire marshal. Adams also 
noted that the ordinance requires that 
the current flood plane be raised three 
to six feet higher than current levels. 
This, Adams said, could affect insur­
anceratesinmanybuildingsthrough­
out the city. 

The ordinance will be considered 
further at the next council meeting. 

Mayor Latta presented a brief State 
of the City address to council, ~oting 
that 1989 was the first year a $2 mil­
lion budget was adopted by the city. 
For the fiscal year, ending onjune30, 
1989, the city received $2,013,533 in 
revenue, finishing the year with a 
fund balance of $108,770. 

A more detailed report will be 
presented to council at a meeting in 
january. 

ln other action, discussioncentered 
on what to do with traffic problems 
on Jackson Street. An ordinance had 
been proposed to make thestreetone 
way, in order to lessen the danger of 
accidents. 

However, Carlos Neely and his 
son Charles Neely, both residents in 
the Jackson Street area, addressed 
council, sayingthatthe primary cause 
of accidents in the area involved the 
parking of cars on state property, in 
front of the WIX>C radio building. 
The view of drivers pulling out onto 
KY 1428, said the Neelys, is blocked 
by parked vehicles, creating the haz­
ard. 

After lengthy discussion, council 
agreed, at the suggestion of council­
man William Goebel, to bring up the 
problem with Gorman Collinc; the 
owner of the building, in orde, w 
develop a solution. A motion was 
passed to send City Administrator 
Fred James and a city policeman to 
discuss the situation with Collins.

East em Kentucky's coalfields can 
support only 20 to 30 more years of 
mirung, a fact that could spell hard 
economic times for the region unless 
industrialaltcmativcsarediscovercd 
and utilized, tho Kentucky Geologi­
cal Survey warns 

The dwindling years of coal issue 
is a primary topic for the KGSannual 
meeting set for Friday, Dec. 15 at the 
UnivcrsityofKcntuckf.sMiningand 
Mineral Resources Butlding. 

Coal industryasscrtions that claim 
there are 200 years worth of coal left 
in Eastern Kentucky nrc "totally 
falsc,H says James C. Cobb, head of 
the J<GS coal and mancrals section. 

Much of the coal, Cobb explains, is 
inaccesc;tblc because it hcs beneath 
towns and cities. Other depo~its arc 
in scams that arc too thin or too diffi-

cult to reach. One coal company is 
involved ina long-range reclamation 
project that could provide and alter­
native. 

By leveling hillsides and filling 
valleys afterminingis completed, thC' 
Cypress Coal Company is leaving 
several thousands acres of flat land 
that could be converted to a large 
industrial development, Cobb says. 

The company already has planted 
orchards and constructed a pond for 
migrating geese on reclatmed mining 
)and, Cobb adds. 

That project, in parts of Breathitt, 
Knott and Perry counties, is also on 
the Survey's Dec. 15 agenda. "'t ties in very weU with the coal 
running out, and it's the kind of thing

Long-Term Supply Transaction Bonanza Free Will 
Columbia Gas of Kentucky has 

negotiated a major gas supply con· 
tract with a BP affiliate, bnnging to 
nearly 1.24 billion cubic fN't the vol· 
umc of gas to be acquired annually 
over the next several ycarc; in two 
recent long-term contracl'i. 

Richard J. Gordon, Columbia of 
Kentucky president, said the new 
transaction with BP Cas Inc., Hous­
ton, will provide some 500 million 
cubic feet of gas a year over a period 
covering the next six winters.

"As the gas bubble decrease!', the 
availability of reliable spot market 
gall will obviously decrease, and these 
new contracts enable Columbia to 
convert more of our interruptible spot 
market purchases to reliable, firm 
supplies." 

Cordon pointed out that long-term 
transactions also are important to 
producers and to gas customers gen· 
erally. 

"Contracts like these give produc­
ers assurance of a market for their 
gas, and they can therefore expand 
exploration and development of gas 
reserves to assure future reliable 
supplies for consumers," he said.

New Kentucky Power Study 
Targets Industries For Growth 

Kentucky Power Company has 
rccl.'ntly compll.'t<'d an economic 
development study in which 10 fast· 
growing new and existing types of 
industries have been identified as 
candidates to locate in its 20-county 
eastern Kentucky service area. 

The year-long study was under· 
taken by the utility as a tool to help 
focus efforts on broadening the eco­
nomic ba~ of the area, according to 
Robert 1!. Matthews, president of 
Kentucky Power. 

Starting from a list of 451 types of 
industries, the field was narrowed to 
the 10 industnal catcgoncs. The fi· 
nalists were selected on the bac:is of 
historical and projected growth in 
employment, output and number of 
cstabJi,.hments;changingencrgyand 
electricity usage; and regional com­
patibility with Kentucky Power's 
service arc. 

A.V. Rash, Kentucky Power's 
economic development manager, 
identified the lOmost promising cate­
gories as industries which manufac­
ture miscellaneous plastic products; 
plastic materials and resins; corru· 
gated and <:olid fiber boxes; electric 
motors and gcncrator.r;; hardwood for 
furniture and floorings; valves and 
p1pc fitting~; bolts, nutc;, $Crews, riv­
ets and wa<:hc.rs;handandcdge tools; 

ball and roller bearings; and house­
hold furniture. 

Rash said that Kentucky Power 
plans to recruit prospects from a list 
ofmorethan600companieswhichfit 
into the 10 industrial categories se­
lected. "We will also be providing 
copies of the study to the Kentucky 
Economic Development Cabinet, 
Area Economic Development Dis­
tricts,economicdevelopmentorgani· 
zations, judge executives, mayors, 
chambers of commerce, and others 
who are directly and intimately in­
volved in economic development," 
he added. 'We will be workmg with 
them in a cooperative and concerted 
effort in their use of thi<~ new eco­
nomic development tool, a<~ well as 
developing other industrial recruit· 
ingplans." 

Rash continued: "Kentucky Power 
has historically worked with both 
industries and communities to in· 
creaseandsolidlfy the economic base 
ofthisservicearea.

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Jimmy Hopkins: Coach, Father, Educator, Husband

A good strong baskctba U program 
Is vital to any school. It creates fan 
interest as well as pay some of the 
bills from gate receipts. A successful 
program can do that for a school, 

When we look at some of the sw:­
cessful programs that are consistent 
on the high school level, you look at 
the Betsy Layne Bobcats of coach 
junior Newsome. We'retalkingabout 
consistency. Y car In, year out stuff. 

"Consistent" Holding always to 
the same principles and practices. 
That's the way Daniel Webster sums 
the word up. To be consistent is to 
always hold to the ~me principles 
and practices in life. 

The adjective consistent, is a good 
word to use in describing the basket­
ball program at Martin Elementary 
where the Purple Flashes have just 
won their fourth Section I title. That is 
being consistent. What makes the 
Martin program so consistent? In th~ 
ca~ of the Martin program it is not 
.. what," but "who" makes the pro­
gram so consistent. Ask any coach in 
the county, fans and parents.

take place each season. The Purple 
Flash, under the leadership of Coach 
Hopkins, have won six of the last 
Sectional I titles. They have won the 
last four in a row. Sound consistent? 
Martin, under Coach Hopkins, has 
won the Floyd County championship 
twice, the last time being last year .. 
His teams have been runners-up in 
the county three times. 

Hopkinssaysthathestresseshard 
team work and team sacrifice. "I try 
to build a unit at the beginning of 
each year/ he said. "We don' t have 
great one-on-one players. No 30 
points a game players. Just hard 
working, sacrificing players thatgi ve 
their best. "I believe a coach has to 
adapt a team to the material he has 
coming ou t.l teach the fundamentals 
of the game and build on those fun­
damentals. I want my players to be 
a~essive. When they say to me 1'11 
try I tell them 'don't try, you do it'" 

"We will practice from two and a 
half hours to three hours a day. Our

The Martin mentor was quick to 
point out the support he has received 
from the parents and staff. 

"I would take the parents and fans 
of Martin and put them up against 
anybody's," he remarked. 'The staff 
here at the school has been very sup­
portive of our teams down through 
the years.'' 

Hopkins says that he feels like a 
proud father when he sees one of his 
pla{.ers go on and play high school 
bal. 

"When I see them on the high 
schoollevel and playing basketball, I 
know 1 had something to with them 
making it.

When asked to name his favorite 
Martin team, thecoachhadadifficult 
time in doing so.

He cares for his players, 
not as just players, but as human 
beings. He tries to instill in them re­
spect for self and for others. 

"I try to teach all my players Lhatif 
theyworkhard,good thingc; will come 
to them, that there is nothing free." 

In a previous interview with 
Martin's former coach Denzil Hal­
bert, Halbert expressed that Jimmy 
Hopkins deserves a chance to coach 
in the high school ranks. 

"Jimmy docs a great job coach­
ing,'' the former mentor stated. "He 
deserves a shot at the high school 
level." 

Consistent. Coach Hopkins has 
shown that with hard work good 
things will come to you. Six sectional 
titles, two county championships. 
Hopkins deserves a chance to coach 
at the high school level. 

Hopkins was hesitant in allowing 
this interview tobeputinpnnt. Why? 
"Because of the way some people will 
receive it," he said. 'There is jeal­
ously among people over something 
like this." 

Jealously or not, Hopkins has been 
a winner. A consistent winner. He 
has earned the respect of all other 
coaches.

Muchofthcrc ponslblhtyofpro­
tecting any Wlldhfc species in Ken­
tucky lies in the hands of its people. 
Fortunately, them jonty of Eastern 
Kentuck1ans arc wtlhng to do thcJr 
part m protcctmg thctr gro\ ng d 
populations. 

Accord1ng to Knott County con­
servation Offlrer Cordell Gayheart, 
''When Eastern Kentucky residents 
witn~scd the first deer release a few 
years ago, they realized deer rest ora 
lion wasn'tndrcamand thcyclimhcd 
on the bandwagon to aid the fish-and 
wildlifcdcpartmcnt'scfforts.'' 

Doug Hensley, fish and wildlife 
commis~ioner !or the Seventh Wild 
life District, adds that, "A ttitudcs 
toward poaching have changed dras­
tically in Eastern Kentucky, and I 
think hunter education classc.; have 
had a Jot to do with the changed 
thinking."

PRESCRIPTION VS. NON-PRESCRIPTION 
Contrary to what some people may believe, prescription 

medications are not necessarily more powerful than their 
over-the-counter equivalents. Specifically, researchers at 
the University of Pennsylvania School of Dental Medicine in 
Philadelphia found that the non-prescription pain reliever 
ibuprofen out performed a combination of codeine and 
acetaminiphen. Their study involved 200 pati6nts who had 
just had their impacted wisdom teeth removed. Some oft he 
patients received ibuprofen for their pain, while the others 
got the codeine compound. When the groups were asked to 
rate their relief, the Ibuprofen group reported higher levels 
of pain control. Even though this study involved only one 
type of dental pain, other studies have confirmed that some 
OTC pain medications work as well as prescription prod­
ucts.

Fannie Mae, Freddie Mac Discuss 
Environmental Hazard Disclosure 
Growing consumer awareness of 

the impact environmental hazards 
have on residential property necessi­
tates that the real estate industry band 
together to develop appropriate dis­
closure standards, according to rep­
resentatives from the Pederal Na­
tionalMortgageAssociation (Fannie 
Mae) and the Federal Home Loan 
Mortgage Corp. (Freddie Mac.) 

Bob Englestad, vice president for 
mortgage standards at Fannie Mae, 
andJoelPasternak, vice president for 
mortgage credit policy at Freddie 
Mac, discussed environmental haz· 
ards disclosure here during the Na­
tional Association of Realtors 1989 
Annual Convention and Trade Ex­
position. About 15,000 Realtors and 
guests are attending the Nov. 9-14 
convention. 

The environmental hazards ses­
sion was held by NAR' s conventional 
mortgage products subcommittee. 
Ha1.ards such as the. presence of 
radon, asbestos or contaminated 
groundwater, which can reduce or, 
in extreme cases, eliminate, property 
value, are "real problems that must 
be addressed" in the transaction 
process, according to Pasternak, 
noting that real estate professionals 
face increasing "potential for long· 
term liability." 

Clean-up costs and risk to prop· 
erty values are wide I y recognized as 
substantial risks within the real es­
tateindustry, particularly the secon­
dary mortgage market.
