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Singer Claims County Misrepresented In CBS Show

For country singer Dwight 

Yoakam, watching last Thursday's 
'48 Hours', featured on CBS, was a 
frustrating, painful experience. 

The program featured Floyd 
County in what many in the area 
consider to be an unflattering light. 
Examined in separate segments were 
a family's life in Muddy Gut Hollow, 
Wheelwright High School, spouse 
abuse, a teen marriage, Mud Creek 
Clinic, cockfighting, and the Chris­
tian Appalachian Project's home 
construction and repair program. 

Yoakam was also interviewed for 
the program, and his music accom­
panied the scenes of dirty hollows 
and rundown houses, which punctu­
ated the hour-long show. 

Many Floyd County residents and 

local and sta tc leaders have expressed 
strong opposition to CBS's handling 
of the coverage of the ar<.'a, claiming 
that the show was unfair and unbal­
anced, portraying only a portion of 
life in the area. 

Yoakam agrees with this assess­
ment. 

" I found the show to be negligent 
in its coverage of Floyd County and 
condescending to its people," said 
Yoakam, in a phone interview Mon­
day. "1 believe the treatment of the 
~ounty to be very unfair." 

Yoakam, who now lives in Cali­
fornia, was born in Pikeville. His 
mother's family lives in the Betsy 
Layne area of Floyd County, and 
Yoakam spent time in the area while 
he was growing up. In many ways, 
his association with Floyd County 
has guided his work as a singer and 

Court Considers Roads, 
Water, Cetneteries, Funds

A crowded Fiscal Court room Fri­
day was the scene of discussion on 
cemetery access, no water, too much 
water, roads and fire hydrants by 
citizens presenting grievances. 

Bobby Baldridge of Eastern and 
his brother-in-Jaw Anthony Recanati, 
who flew in from New Jersey, spoke 
to the court on behalf of their family 
on the blockage of access to the fam­
ily cemetery by a newly installed 
fence. 

Apparently the Collins family, 
who has grave sites downhill from 
the cemetery in question, has put up 
a chain link fence around that site, 
hence blocking Baldridge and his 
family from visiting their cemetery. 

Members of the court expressed 
concern for Baldridge's plight and 
Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens 
motioned to have the access way 
opened any way possible. The mo­
tioned was unanimously passed and 
thccountyattorneywasassigncd the 
case. 

Barry Combs of Rock Fork Creek, 
who has been to the Fiscal Court 
before, brought in jars containing 
samples of water he got from differ­
ent sources in that area. He also pre­
sented the court with evidence of the 
destruction the acid water doc~ to 
fixtures, with a shower head as a 
visual aid. Combs has previously 
worked with Frances Water Works to 
get a line run to that area. He added 
that he had 15 persons sign a paper 
agreeing to pay the $1000 line charge 
required by Frances. 

"Residents who can afford it arc 
willing to pick up the tab for those 
who can't," noted Denny O'Quinn. 
"It's just too expensive to keep re­
placing fixtures and lines and filters, 
but we can't get Frances to commit to 
anything." 

County Attorney David Barber 
said that the residents' best bet was to 
convince the water company owner. 

as a businessman, that it is in his best 
interest to run the line, noting that "if 
he didn't he certainly wouldn't hold 
onto it'' and it would be given to 
another system. Barber added that 
expecting the Fiscal Court to be able 
to get the water was a '1ost cause." 

''Prioritr for water is based on the 
number o people affected ... Grant 
money process is just too long of a 
process," Barber stated. Stumbo in­
formed the Rock Fork Creek locals 
that if they got the line, the county 
would install fire hydrants every2000 
feet which would reduce their fire 
insurance, thus compensating some 
for their line fee. 

Another problem was brought 
before the court, but no solid answers 
were given to Clcnion Martin of 
Stumbo Hollow at Drift. His com­
plaint was that the rail road in the 
area had destroyed a road which he 
and other residents had previously 
used, causing them to have to drive 
down the tracks to get to their homes. 
He presented the court with photos 
depicting the problem. Magistrate 
Betty Caudill said, "I have no prob­
lem fixingitas long as we don't get in 
a law suit over it." 

Barber added that he was "under 
the impression that it was in Circuit 
Court and we can'tdoanythingabout 
it while that's true.'' The problem 
was put to incoming county attorney 
Jim Hammond to solve. 

Another destroyed road was 
blamed on coal trucks, this one at the 
Mouth of Bolling Branch. Garnett 
Moore also presented the court with 
pictures, in an effort to have the court 
make the resident who put up a fence 
on the county's property tak~itdown. 
"We know that is the county land 
because we owned it and we gave it 
to the county just to get a road and 
now we don't have one," Moore said, 
presenting deeds to the members of 
the court. The court agreed to get the 
fence moved and have the road re-

"The only grandparents I ever 

knew are buried in Betsy Layne," 
said Yoakam. "I've always viewed 
this county as my parents' home. 
Thescarethepeoplethatl speak about 
in my songs. It's from them that I 
draw the soul and spirit of my mu­
sic." 

When CBS first approached him 
tobeintheprogram,saidYoakam,he 
was told that the focus would be on 
the cultural aspects of the region. He 
told CBS that he would not be in­
volved in the program if it would 
have a negative focus. CBS assured 
him that it would not. 

''lbey never said they were doing 
a pi( on poverty," said Yoakam. "I 
wouldn't have done it if they had." 

Yoakam did not sec' 48 Hours' on 
Thursday night, but watched a re-

cording of it on Friday. 
"I had to stop the tape several 

times, just to think about what it was 
I was seeing," said Yoakam. "After­
ward, I wassoupsetaboutit, I dtdn't 
go to sleep till 5:30 Saturday morn­
ing. It treated everyone in the show, 
including myself, unfairly, because it 
was so unbalanced and didn't show 
any of the positive aspects of the 
county. I felt helpless, sitting and 
watching what they did, editing eve­
rything to show the negatives.'' 

Yoakam admits that problems of 
poverty exist in Floyd County, but 
disagrees that the situation is bleak. 

"It's not a question of ignoring the 
problems in Floyd County which do 
exist. It's that they showed nothing 
else. Those people in Muddy Gut arc 
just as much a part of the county as 
anyone else, but where was Betsy 

Layne or Prestono;burg?" the singer 
said. 

"They showed a high school 
(Wheelwright) that was not in good 
shape, but tlwy didn't mention that 
ground's been hrok<.'n on a new school 
(or the area (the Wheelwright­
McDowell project). I told them about 
Betsy Layne, but friends of mine said 
that they ignor(.xi it when they were 
down there filming." 

Prior to the release of '48 Hours' 
last Thursday, Cl35 reporter Phil Jones 
commented on the portion of Floyd 
County covered in the program, say­
ing, in part, " ... It's foreign. It's awful. 
It's filthy. They're not educated." 

When informed of Jones' com­
ments, Yoakam had difficulty re­
straining his anger.

Cable Vision Manager Injured In Accident 
by TessA.

Friday afternoon, during the win­

ter storm which hit Floyd County 
around 2 p.m., a local businessman 
was seriously injured and remains in 
a coma atCabell-HuntingtonHospi­
tal. Homer Wells Ill and coworker 
Nathan Frisby were ncar the Ca­
bleVision tower on a mountain at 
Sugarloaf working on a fallen tree 
when Wells was injured. 

According to Frisby, a tree had 
been blown over by the severe winds 
and was lying across the telephone 
wire, threatening the television cable 
tower. When Wells, who is Ca­
bleVision manager, and Frisby cut 
through the tree, the tension from the 
\virepropclled the 14-inch wide piece 

of tree into the air and it stroke \Veils 
in the head. 

"Homer tried to runaway from it, 
but couldn't," Frisby explained. 

Frisby radioed to the Cable Vision 
office in Prestonsburg and employ­
ees there called the emergency serv­
ices. The Floyd County Rescue Squad 
responded along with R&S Ambu· 
lance Service. 

The ambulance was unable to 
make it up the mountain and the 
driver stopped at the gate and trav-

eled up with members of the Rescue 
Squad, according to squad member 
Faye Hunt. 

''The weather was so bad, nothing 
bu ta 4-w heel drive vehicle was going 
to make it up there," she said. ''We 

had a hard time finding the exact 
location with the blizzard conditions 
and the snow coverage and drove 
around for about half an hour look­
ing.'' 

Eventually squad mcmbersgotout 
to search on foot and located Frisby 
who was headed down the mountain 
to direct rescue workers to the acci­
dl'llt site. ''That was a tough decision 
that man made to leave his friend, 
and he was all tC'rc up about it, but it 
was the right decision," Hunt com­
mented. 

911: Hindrance Or Help 

She said that Wells had been on 
the mountain for almost an hour 
before rescue workers got to him, and 
he was suffering from exposure. "He 
was soaking wet when we got there 
and was freezing. He was conscious 
but he didn't know what he was 
saying ... hc was delirious," Hunt 
continued. 

Workers bundled Wells in blan­
kets and drove him down to the 
waiting ambulance and rushed him, 
as fast as road conditions would al-byTessA. Whitmer

A public hearing for the proposed 

county wide 911 emergency tele­
phone service was held last Friday 
with the majority of the participants 
being members of the county's vol­
unteer fire departments. Their con­
cern was that once the service was 
installed they would be responsible 
for footing the bill for any required 
equipment to make it operational. 

''We are not against the system­
we just want to have some input in 
it," noted Terry Triplett of the Garrett 
Fire Department. ''We also want to 
make it known that the people who 
do not now have fire service will not 
automatically get it with the installa­
tion of an emergency number.'' 

Manyofthc tirefightersexprcssed 
dissatisfaction with the county's 
handling of some other programs in 
the past and appeared adamant that 
they be able to work with the Fiscal 
Court and the citizens on the 911 
service. They said they want to make 
sure that they would not incur an 
unnecessary financial burden and the 
process would be a help, not a hin­
drance. 

"Our system already works well 
for us,'' Triplett said. Judge-Execu­
tive John M. Stumbo rcmindt'Ci the 
group that the fire departments were 
a small portion of the system, which 
also includes ambulance and police 
service. 

Unfortun,lt<.'ly the n.•pn.•c:.entativc 
who originally spoke to the Fiscal 
Court about the service was snowed 

in at Lexington, but sheriff-elect Paul 
Hunt Thompson was in phone con­
tact with him and voiced the major 
concerns of the firefighters. 

Hunt said the system was radio, as 
well as telephone capable, and the 
switch board operator would be well 
acquainted with the idiosyncrasies of 
the outlying fire departments in the 
county.

Beat until the 
dough is smooth and not sticky. 

Sprinkle the dough with a little 
flour; cover and let it rise in a warm 
place until it has doubled in volume 
(about 1 1/2 hours), or cover and 
refrig"rate it to let it rise overnight. 

When the dough has doubled in 
volume, punch it down, then turn it 
onto a lightly floured board; knead it 
until smooth. 

Roll out the dough into a rectan-
gular strip about 10 inches by 18 
inches. Spread the melted butter, then 
the apricot preserves, over the rolled 
out dough; sprinkle the nuts and fruits 
to within 1 inch of the long edge. Roll 
up the dough kngthwise. 

Place the roll, seam down, on a 
greased 12 by 18 inch cookie sheet, 
setting it diagonally (to accommo-
date its length) and tucking the ends 
under. Make incisions with sharp 
scissors, about 1 inch apart, going 
almost - but not completely -
through to the bottom. Pull the slices 
alternately left and right, then pinch 
the topoutsideof each slice to a point. 
Let the roll stand in a warm place for 
about 30 minutes to rise. Brush the

Myth About Christmas Plant Debunked By UK Horticulturist 
For 70 years the myth that the 

popular Christmas plant, the poin­
settia, is poisonous has appeared each 
year around Christmas. 

'The apocryphal story is that a 
child died in Hawaii in 1919 after 
eating a leaf form the poinsettia plant. 
That report was never confirmed, but 
has persisted nonetheless," said 
Robert Anderson, a horticulturist 
with the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture' sCooperative 
Extension Service. 

Although the plant should not be 
ingested, studies conducted at sev­
eral universities show no poisonous 
qualities to the plant. Test showed no 
toxicity, no changes in behavior and 
no mortality even in extremely high 
doses. 

Even though the poinsettia is not 
poisonous to people or to pets, it is 
classified as non-i!dible. Like all non­
edible plant materials, the plant can 
cause some discomfort if ingested by 
sensitive individuals. 

Each year, some 40 million poin-

sctt1a plants are sold. Of that number, 
Kentucky growers produce more than 
a quarter of a million p lants in 30 
varieties, Anderson said. 

'The poinsettia can be purchased 
in several sizes and colors, which 
make it a very popular plant," he 
said. 

Anderson suggests buyers use 
these guidelines in buying their poin­
settia. 
-Choose a plant with small, tightly 
clustered yellow buds in the center. 

Look for crisp, bright, undamaged 
foliage. 
-Water the plant when dry; discard 
excess wa ter ina saucer placed under 
the pot. 
- Keep the plant in a bright, natu­
rally lit room, Direct sunlight should 
fall o n the foliage for at least an hour 
each day. 
- Keep the plant out of drafts and 
away from appliances and rad iators. 
- Fertilize the plant with ordinary 
p lant fertilizer after a few weeks.

Buyer Brokerage Practice 
Popularity With Realtors 

In residential real estate, brokers 
and agents generally arc employed 
by sellers as a matter of custom. 
However, with the growing accep­
tance of buyer representation, it is 
essential for Realtors to educate them­
selves about the practice of buyer 
brokering. 

Thls was the message from Barry 
M . Miller, founder of 'The Buyer's 
Market," a firm specializing in buyer 
representation. Miller addressed a 
session of the National Association 
of Realtor's 1989 annual convention 
and trade exposition here today . 
About 15,000 Realtors and guests 
attended the Nov. 9-14 convention. 

According to Miller, there is no 
legal or ethical barrier preventing 
brokers and agents from represent­
ing the interests of buyers. It is cru­
cial, though, that all parties involved 
in a transaction know from the outset 
exactly who is representing whom, 
he said. 

(t is the agent's job to work on 
behalf of the party he represents, 

whether the party is the seller or 
buyer. ''First and foremost, a choice 
must be given," said Miller. "You 
must ask the question, do you, the 
buyer, want us on your side, or on the 
seller's side?" Miller added, "We can 
negotiate for you, or against you." 

Abu ycr and a seller ha vc the same 
interest only to the extent that both 

want to close a transaction. How­
ever, each party wants it closed on 
their own terms. In typical situations, 
since the real estate agent is repre­
senting the seller, the buyer may 
choose to seek representation from 
another agent, who would serve as a 
buyer broker. 

Real estate professionals want to 
get involved in buyerrepresentation, 
Miller said. Buyer representation, 
which Miller described as "the revo­
lution of the 1980s," will become 
institutionalized in the 1990s. 

Buyer brokerage is far more com-

mon in commercial and industrial 
real estate transactions, which gener­
ally involve a buyer seeking a prop-

erty for a specific use . According to a 
recent NAR survey of real estate 
companies, about 30 percent said at 
least one of their agents had been 
involved in residential buyer broker­
age. 

. Buyer br~kerage assistance may 
mclude helpmgthe buyer obtain legal 
assistance to review proposed con­
tracts or structural inspectors to ex­
amine the property.
