Arrest is
answer to
bomb call

Former Betsy Layne High School
assistant football coach Donnie Ray
was arrested Monday evening in
connection with a Monday afternoon
bomb threat which forced emergency
service workers (o evacuate students
at Betsy Layne High School.

Approximately 600 students were
forced 1o leave the Betsy Layne facil-
ity at shortly after 2;30 p.m. Monday
when school officials received a
phone call which warned thata bomb
was present on the campus.

Following the evacuation, mem-
bers of the Betsy Layne Volunteer
Fire Department, Kentucky State
Police and Floyd County Sheriff’s
office searched the building for an
explosive device. Searchers found
nosuch device, and returned students
to classrooms before the end of the
school day.

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt
Thompson said Tuesday that he and
Kentucky State Police Trooper David
Maynard arrested Donnie Ray at his
home in Hurricane in Pike County,
Ray was charged with terroristic
threatening and lodged in the Floyd
County Jail in lieu of a $2,000 full
cash bond. Jail officials said that Ray
was released from custody Tuesday
morning.

Thompson said that he did not
question Ray regarding his motives
for the bomb threat.

New convention center to be completed soon :

Datebook open, filling up

Convention facilities in Floyd
County will expand nextmonth when
the new Jenny Wiley Convention
Center opens for business.

The $1.5 millioncomplex will add
to the county’s tourism trade and is
expected to be a major asset 1o Jenny
Wiley State Park and Floyd County,
said park administrator Leon Russell.
Several events have already been
booked at the facility, which has a
seating capacity of 1,000.

The building has a portable stage
and dance floor, a full kitchen and
screens and video equipment to
handle justabout any event to be held
atthe center, Russell said. The park is
now accepting bookings after March.

Three rooms in the center will be
named after Indian tribes that settled
in the state, said Susan Crowley, with
the state Parks Department. The tribes
are Iroquois, Shawnee and Chero-
kee.

The Jenny Wiley theater group
will develop a special play to be
performed in the complex if a
“rainout” should occur during a per-
formanceatthe amphitheater, Russell
said. “That way, instead of people
going home disappointed, we can

immediately move the play indoors.”

The Kentucky Opry will also be
invited to use the complex for per-
formances until a permanent facility
can be found for the Opry, Russell
said. “It’s not finalized yet, but we
hope to let them use it as often as they
can.

“We can't hardly wait (until it
opens),” Russell said. “We've
walched it growand we’re as anxious
as we can be. I believe we’ll be able
to handle just about anything.”

A public grand opening isplanned

for some time in early February to let
the general public tour the facility,

The project has been under con-
struction for almost a year, which
included a three-month delay to ob-
tain the proper permits from the Army
Corps of Engineers for the construc-
tion. Itis scheduled 10 be complete in
approximately four weeks.

Yalter said if some board members
were unaware of the coal exception
in the deed at the time they voted to
purchase the property, it could cause
a problem.

Lax security
riles parents

Rising concern about reported in-
school fighting, drug use, bomb
threats and overall security at Betsy
Layne High School has prompted
parents 1o seek action from the Floyd
-County Board of Education.

Kathy Potter, parent of a Betsy
Layne smdent, said Tuesday there
are “'major lems" at the school
and se\'re}éipszmwﬁfs are considering
sending their children to another
school in the county.

“I know when those children lay
down at night, they can still see the
fights and the blood in the hallways
and bathrooms,” said Potter. “T'd like
toknow who's in charge? We need to
have consistent discipline at the
school.”

Floyd County Schools Superin-
tendent Ron Hager said Tuesday he
was unaware of any unusual prob-
lems at Betsy Layne and concems
about fighting and a lack of disci-
pline were “news” to him.

“We have not had an inordinate
number of fights occurring at the
school,” Hagersaid. “T"ve talked with
the principal (Adrian Bentley) and he
said there are students causing prob-
lems at the school and they have been
dealt with. Fighting does occur in
every school in this county and in this
country.”

The problem of unauthorized
personnel in the school will be curbed
in the future by the employment of a
security guard at the school, Hager
said. The guard, who is expected at
the school “in the very near future,”
will be posted at the gate to the en-
trance to the school to ensure only

Officials say
school flaws
aren't serious

Cracks in classroom walls and in
hallways at the new James D. Adams
Middle School are due to “routing”
settling of the building and no evi-
dence of structural damage has been
found, said Randall Burchett, achitect
for the school.

Most of the problems have been
confined to the area containing the
sixth grade classrooms, and repairs
will be made this summer after the
school yearends, Burchett said. There
is no danger or damage to the struc-
ture, he added.

“There is no structural damage at
theschool,” Burchett said. “The build-
ing is completely safe. We wouldn't
allow any child in that school if it
wasn't safe.”

Burchett explained the situation
was “normal” with new buildings,
but said the sixth grade classroom
area isbeing monitored weekly tode-
termine how much settling is occur-
ring. ‘“We're not turning our back on
it,” Burcheu said.

Caulk is being used as a tempo-
rary solution 1o the problem until the
weather permits a permanent solu-
tion, which could be replacing the
entire wall, Burchett said.

School Superintendent Ron Hager
said contractors had already been
“ordered” 1o completely replace a
wall in the sixth grade area and to re-
pair any damage to the school.

Pike man charged with
murder in accident case

A Pike County man has been
charged with murder following atwo
vehicle collision on Rt. 197 at Elk-
horn City which left one man dead.

According to Kenwcky State
Police in Pikeville, James Potter of
Elkhom City was charged with mur-
der due to alcohol involvement in an
automobile accident after he crossed
the center line while traveling north
on Rt. 197 and pulled into the path of
avehicle driven by Mark Looney, 28,
of Breaks Virginia, before spinning

off the road and striking a home.

According to a spokesperson for
the Pike County Coroner’s office,
Looney was pronounced dead at the
scene of the accident.

times™ since the beginning of the
school year and, for various reasons,
deputies were at the school four out
of five days after the Christmas vaca-
tion.

Thompson said most problems
come from students who have been
expelled from classes who don'twant
to leave the school and persons arriv-
ing on campus who have “no busi-
ness” at the school.

Mary Conn, a parent, said parents
are not looking for anyone to blame
for the problems but only looking for
a way to improve education and the
environment at the school.

“We are going to take our con-
cerns to the school board and leave it
up to them to make our school bet-
ter,” Conn said. “We support our
school; we love our school. We only

want something done 10 correct the
situation. We are losing excellent
students to other schools because of
the disruptions at the school. We've
been telling the same story for six
months and nothing has been done.”

Potter said she and several other
parents had met with Hager prior to
the beginning of the school year o
discuss problems at Betsy Layne.

“Mr. Hager told us to go back and
getinvolved inourP.T.A. and P.T.O.
groups and work to make the schools
better,” Potter said. “We did that but

Prestonsburg crime figures
indicate decrease in DUIs

Prestonsburg Police Chief Greg
Hall released 1990 crime statistics
this week, noting a 36 percent in-
crease in drugrelated arrests and a 20
percent decrease in DUI arrests in the
last three years.

In 1990 Prestonsburg police offi-
cers investigated 5,216 complaints,
issued 3,189 citations, completed
1,735 arrests, established 4,571 con-
tacts, opened 130 criminal cases,
closed 113 criminal cases, investi-
gated 417 accidents, performed 671
bank escorts, 1096 motorist assists
and completed 262 criminal investi-
gations.

Chief Hall pointed out that offi-

cers made 50 drug related arrests in
1989, marking a 36 percent increase
in drug related arrests in 1990,

“We are going after it a litle
harder,” said Hall. “Plus, there seems
to be more people trying to make
money by trafficking drugs in the
city.”

Hall said police officers made 474
more arrests in 1990 than in 1989,

“In 1990 the Prestonsburg Police
Department was responsible for
removing $22,500 worth of mari-
Juana and $8,000 worth of cocaine
from the streets, along with a large
quantity of other drugs, such as pre-
scription drugs and LSD," Hall said.

Mammography screening now
available at health department

The Floyd County Health Depart-
ment is now offering mammography
(BreastCancer) screening servicesto
low-income women in Floyd County.

Only low-income women overage
45 who have never had a mammo-
gram are eligible. Women age 35-44
who have a family history of breast
cancer and meet the other criteria are
also eligible.

Earl Compton, administrator of
the Floyd County Health Department,
said the screenings will benefit Floyd
County women who until now have
not had access to this medical serv-
1CE.

“For the most part, the women
who will receive mammograms
through the health department do not
have private medical insurance and
are ineligible for Medicaid,” he said.
*“With this new program, these women
will be able to have this valuable
health screening.”

The American Cancer society
estimates that in 1990, 2,200 women
will have been diagnosed with breast
cancer and 650 more Kentucky
women will die of the disease.
Mammography screening can detect

breastcancerinitsearly stages which
improves survival rates,

State Health Services Commis-
sioner Carols Hemandez, M.D., said
that the new service, eventually to be
offered by health departments state-
wide, provides a more comprehen-
sive cancer check-up for Kentucky
women.

“Health Departments have tradi-
tionally provided Pap tests lo catch
cervical cancer in its early stages,
taught women how to examine their
own breasts for lumps and counseled
smokers about the risks of lung can-
cer,” he said.

“With the addition of mammogra-
phy screening to health department

services, low-income women will be
offered a chance to detect breast
cancer in its earliest, most treatable
stages.”

Hemandez says that women at the
highestrisk for breastcancerare being
targeted for the screenings.

“We know that women over age
45 are at more risk of developing

breast cancer than younger women,”
he said. “That’s why our screening

Adopt a serviceman project
becomes nationwide effort

A project that began in San Mateo,
Calif. in 1968 during the Vietnam
War has revived and is reaching into
the very heart of America. A project
to adopt servicemen and women in
the Persian Gulf is spreading across
the naton, including Kentucky.

The endeavor, now named
“America Supporting Americans,”
was conceived by Linda Patterson,
whose brother was serving in the
U.S. Army infantry in Vietnam. Ms.
Patterson persuaded her city council
to adopt the infantry division and
during 1968-73, the people of San
Mateo sent, by name, more than 4,000
packages and thousands of personal
letters to the constantly changing 150-
odd men of that company.

Ms. Patterson is now providing
the same service nationwide for serv-
icemen and women in the Persian
Gulf region. She has set up the pri-
vate, non-profit, tax-free organiza-
tion for communities across the
United States to contactin coordinat-
ing this effort.

Kentucky's Senator Wendell Ford
is urging towns and communities
across Kentucky to join in this na-
tionwide effort to adopt American
military units in the Gulf.

Ford said he is sending letters to
every mayor in Kentucky requesting
their participation in this project and
their support in organizing commu-
nity efforts to send individual letters
and cookies to American military
units stationed in the region.

There are currently over 600 bat-
talion-sized units in the region, each
consisting of approximately 600 men
and women of the Army, Navy, Air
Force, and Marines.

Liberty of thought is the life of the soul—Voltaire

January in Kentucky. It's a time
when streams overflow, the ther-
mometer bottoms out and snow-
flakes keep school children home.

January is also the month when
many elected officials officially
assume their offices and, yes, the
time forour annuallecture on...you
guessed it...open meetings and
open records.

Since many people are becom-
ing public servants for the first
time this month, we offer this
summary of Kentucky Open
Meeting and Open Records laws
as an educational service. For
those who continue in office, it's a
reminder. And, for those “public”
officials who choose to ignore the
law, this is a notice that we find
suchattitudes abhorrentand open
to attack.

So, without.further ado, let us
begin...

OPEN MEETINGS: Basically,
this law states that all meetings of
public agencies be open to the
public at places and times con-
venient to the public. Executive
sessions, or closed meetings, may
be held, but only under specific
circumstances. Exceptions to
open meetings include:

-Deliberations by the Kentucky
Parole Board.

-Deliberations on the future
acquisition or sale of real property,
of properyto be acquiredforpublic
use or sold by a public agency.

-Discussions of proposed or
pending litigation against on on
behalf of the public agency.

-Grand an petit jury sessions.

-Discussions or hearings which
might lead to the appointment,
discipline, or dismissal of an jndi-
vidual employee...without restrict-
hearing i I

-Meetings between public agen-
cies and industrial prospects.

-State cabinet meetings and
execulive cabinet meetings.

-Committees of the General
Assembly other than standing
committees.

-Meetings whichfederal or state
law specifically are requiredtobe
conducted in privacy.

-Meetings which the Constitu-
tion provides shall be held in
secret.

No votes may betakeninclosed
session. All official action on any
subject must be recorded inopen,
public meetings.

OPEN RECORDS: Public rec-
ords are defined as “all books,
papers, maps, photographs,
cards, tapes, discs, recordings or
other documentary materials
..which are prepared, owned,
used in the possession of or re-
tained by a public agency."

The public (you) and the press

(us) have the right to inspect and
copy any and all documents fitting
this definition.

Any public official who violates
the provisions of either the open
meeting or open records laws is
subject to fines.

Okay, that's the nickel tour.

Now, we'll add our two cents
worth.

Too many times, in too many
places, public officials feel that
their elections are tickets to oper-
ate their offices in any manner
they see fit. Too often, in just as
many places, the public accepts
this practice without complaint.

We don't intend to accept in-
fringements uponthe public’s right
to know, and we do intend to
complain...loudly and often, when
public officials attempt to restrict
our -access to public records. or
attempt to conduct public busi-
ness in private. You should com-
plain, too.

That's the lecture for this year,
class. We hope no refresher
courses are necessary.

Has it really been four years
since the last gubernatorial race
kicked off?

Time sure flies when you're
having fun.

During the last primary cam-
paign, we were taken by the
comments of one relatively un-
known Democratic candidate for
governorwho campaigned onthe
fact that he was not a Frankfort
leap-frog who had made a career
of seeking elective office and who
vowed that he would ask the vot-
ersfor justfouryearsto straighten
out Kentucky.

That candidate was Wallace
Wilkinson.

Has it really been four years
since the last gubernatorial cam-
paign kicked off?

If you're interested in running
for governor or one of the less
useful state offices, you have until
January 29 to toss your buffalo
chip, er, hat into the ring.

That's the deadline for filing for
statewide offices.

So, if you've had a hankering to
be Secretary of State, State Audi-
tor, Attorney General or State
Treasurer, better get with it and
get in line.

There's already a pretty
crowded field in the Looking To
Be Governor (Lt. Gov. for short)
race, so you might want to steer
clear of that one and shoot for Su-
perintendent of Public Instruction,
the only state office with a legisla-
tive mandate to do absolutely
nothing for a state check.

Medicare Part B premiums costing
about $30, which include services
such as physician visits, lab and clinic
fees and radiology. For eligible
QMBs, Medicaid may also pay the
$177 Medicare Part A premium;
however, most recipients are not
required to pay this fee because they
satisfy Social Security requirements,
Butler said.

Theextendedcoverage isexpected
to cost about $400,000 during the last
six months of fiscal year 1991 and
about $800,000 during fiscal year
1992.

To qualify for the program, Ken-
tuckians must meet the following
criteria:

* Enrolled and receiving Medi-
care Part A, which includes payment
forin-patient hospitalexpenses, nurs-
il?g care, home health costs and hos-
pice;

* Income up to 100 percent of the
poverty level, $524 for an individual
and $702 for a couple; and

* Resources, such as bank ac-
counts, of not more than $4,000 for
anindividual and $6,000 foracouple.

“The calls we receive from eld-
erly Kentuckians and people with
disabilities indicate that Medicaid
payment of their Medicare Part B
premium is important to them,” But-
ler said.

“When you’re living on a fixed
income, amonthly premium payment
of nearly $30 is significant and yet
these two groups of people in par-
ticular can’t afford not to have this
coverage because it entitles them to
many out-patient benefits they use.”

Medicare recipients who think
they may be eligible for this coverage
should contact their local office of
the state Department for Social In-
surance.

Surgery reverses hand paralysis

Buddy Ball

Buddy Ball suffered a mini-stroke
in November that left his right hand

paralyzed until surgery at the Meth-
odist Hospital on November 12 re-
stored movement 1o his hand and
increased his quality of life.

The 62-year-old retired coal miner
had surgery that completely opened
the carotid artery in his neck. Dr.
R.S.Bhatraju,a general, vascularand
thoracic surgeon, performed the sur-
gery.

The surgery began at 10 a.m. and
by 1 p.m.,Mary Lou Ball said thather
husband could move his hand again.
“I'm glad Dr. Bhatruju was here,”

Mary Lou exclaimed.

Dr. Bhatraju said that the surgery
lasted about two hours. He said that
although Ball has already recovered
about 75 percent of the muscle power
of his hand, it is possible that he can
recover totally. Ball began physical
therapy while in the Methodist Hos-
pital and is continuing his therapy.

Dr. Bhatraju said that the surgery
was a preventive measure. He added
that cleaning out the artery will pre-
vent any further plaque from that
artery from going to his brain, caus-
ing another stroke.

Vascular and thoracic surgery has
not been performed at the hospital
since Dr, William C. Hambley re-
tired, according to hospital authori-
ties. Hambley was the sole resident
vascular surgeon at Methodist until
his retirement.

National economic pinch affects a
Kentucky’s November jobless figure

A mix of short and long-term
layoffs in manufacturing, plus nor-
mal seasonal drops in agriculture and
construction  jobs, boosted
Kentucky'sunemploymentrate from
October to November.

The state’s preliminary Novem-
ber jobless rate was 5.4 percent,above
both October's 4.7 percent revised
rate and the 5.0 percent for Novem-
ber 1989, according to the Cabinet
for Human Resources monthly labor
trends report.

Nationally the rate rose from 5.4
percent in October to 5.8 percent in
November. Comparable state and
national rates are not seasonally ad-

Jjusted.
Ed Blackwell, the cabinet’s chief
labor market analyst, said,

“November's figures indicate aslow-
ing economy in Kentucky. People
are revising their spending habits as
expenses such as fuel cut their buy-
ing power.

“Industries producing ‘luxury’
items, like clothes and cars, are the
first 10 have lower sales, so those
employers begin tightening their work
force.

“But it's not time to panic,” he
said. “Employment is still 12,000
ahead of this time last year. We're
continuing Lo grow job wise, but more
slowly.”

The large manufacturing job de-
cline (-4,500) in November occurred
mostly in limited-time layoffs in
durable goods employment. “In par-
ticular, transportation equipment
showed a 1,600 drop as Ford Motor
Company in Louisville closed for
one week because of overstocking,
and electrical machinery (-900) was
impacted by aone-week shutdown of
General Electric,” Blackwell said.

“Nondurable goods areas also

staggered as textiles and apparel
dropped 400 due to shont-term lay-
offs in the Campbellsville, Glasgow
and Hopkinsville areas,” he said. The
shut downsat Ford and General Elec-
tric also hurt the miscellaneous plas-
tics businesses which recorded a loss
of 700 jobs.

Agricultural employment fell
3,000 because of seasonal cut backs
as fewer were needed in tobacco fol-
lowing the opening of burley sales
markets.

Impending cold weather also
caused construction to decline by
2,000 jobs, mainly in heavy and
genecal building and among special
trades such as stone work and heating

and air conditioning, he said. The
slow down in building directly af-
fected the lumber and furniture in-
dustry, which dropped by 300.

For some sectors the season meant
more jobs. Trade leaped 2,800 as
departmentand clothing stores geared
up for the holidays, Blackwell said.

Racing seasonat Churchill Downs
gave the services sector a jump start
(+800), along with new jobs in busi-
ness and health services. Education
grew with 500 new jobs probably
coming from seasonal maintenance
work, he said.

Transportation, communications
and utilities increased 400 mainly in
air transportation and warehousing
due to the holidays and the tobacco
market opening. Food and kindred
products added 300 jobs.

The category that includes self-
employed people, domestic employ-
ees and people working in family
businesses fell by 2,300 workers.

The U.S. Department of Labor’s
estimate of Kentuckians working,
based on census surveys, showed
1,674,800 people with jobs in No-
vember, down 7,200 from October’s
1,682,000, and 12,000 above Novem-
ber 1989’s 1,662,800,

The federal estimate of unem-
ployed Kentuckians was 94,700 in
November, up 12,500 from October
j(82,200) and 7,200 more than in
November 1989 (87,500).

Kentucky's civilian labor force
estimate for November was
1,769,500, a gain of 5,300 from
October’s 1,764,200and 19,200 more
than the November 1989 figure of
1,750,300. The civilian labor force
includes non-military workers and
unemployed Kentuckians who ac-
tively are seeking work. It does not
include the unemployed who have
not looked for a job in four weeks.

AAA’s Christmas Fuel Gauge
report shows the nationwide average
price of self-serve regular unleaded
gasoline is $1.371 per gallon, down
1.4 cents from the week prior to
Thanksgiving. However, many re-
gional price differences exist, and the
average for the state of Kentucky is
$1.28,

A survey yesterday of 50 Lexing-
ton service facilities found the aver-
age price of self-serve regular un-
leaded 10 be $1.21 a drop of nine
cents from the price prior to Thanks-
giving. This is a significant drop
considering the nickel increase in the
federal gasoline tax which took place
December 1.

Eighty-four percentofstations will
maintain normal operating hours
Christmas day, and thirty-three per-
cent will be open 24 hours. AAA’s
national fuel gauge reportis based on
a survey of 5,000 gasoline stations.

And
you can be be sure your W-2s are on
their way, 100. Yes, it's ime to start
thinking about wrapping up another
tax year. But if you are like most
taxpayers, once you start thinking
about taxes, more questions than
answers come 10 mind. To help you
get started, the Kentucky Society of
CPAs offers answerstothe following
common tax questions,

Q. For the past three years, I have
come justa few hundred dollars short
of being able to itemize my deduc-
tions. Is there anything I can do?

A. Try accelerating some of next
year’s itemized deductions into the
current year or postponing some of
this year's deductions until next year
so that the total will exceed your
standard deduction in one year or the
other. Then you will be able to item-
ize once every two years and claim
the standard deduction in the other
year,

Q. I’'m a single parent. I pay my
mother to care for my son while I
work. Can I claim the dependent-
care tax credit?

A. Yes, you can as long as you do
not claim your mother as a depend-
ent. But be aware that if your mother
comes to your home to care for your
children, you must pay Social Secu-
rity and unemployment taxes based
her salary. You will also need to file
payrolltax returns. Onthe otherhand,
if you take your children to your
mother’s home, she is not considered
your household employee and you
will not face these employer respon-
sibilities.

Q. What's the rule for deducting
consumer interest this year?

A. Borrowing has become more
expensive. On your tax return for
1990, you may deduct only 10 per-
cent of the amount you spend for
interest on personal loans, car loans,
student loans and credit card accounts.
For 1991, no deduction for personal
interest will be allowed,

Q. My child earns about $2,000 in
unearned income. My business part-
ner tells me I no longer need to pre-
pare a separate return o report my
child’sincome. I thought the “Kiddie
Tax" required me to do so. Who's
right?

A. The Kiddie Tax does require
you to report your child’s unearned
income. But tomake filing easier, the
tax law provides that if your child’s
gross income is between $500 and
$5,000, you can now use Form 8814
to indicate that you plan to include
your child’s gross income on your
own return. But there is one factor
you should keep in mind. When you
include yourchild's income with your
own, you increase youradjusted gross
income. This may effect your ability
to deduct medical and miscellaneous
deductions.

Q.1 work full time asa teacher but
I just started doing some tutoring on
the side. How do I report the income
I receive?

A. The income you make from
tutoring is self-employment income

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and is reported on Schedule C. You
should keep track of your expenses
for materials and transportation to
and from the second job as these
costs are deductible. If you make
more than $400 in self-employment
income, you must file a Schedule SE
and pay self-employment taxes on
this income,

Q. I charged a donation to a local
charity in December, [ didn’t pay my
bill until January, When do I deduct
the donation?

A. You get to deduct your dona-
tion in the year youcharge itnot in the
year you actually pay the bill,

Q. I know that certain miscellane-
ous itemized deductions are deduct-
ible only inexcess of 2 percentof my
adjusted gross income. What ex-
penses fit in this category?

A.Miscellaneous itemized deduc-
tions include such expenses as union
and professional dues, small tools,
safety equipment and supplies for

your job, fees paid to a tax adviser 1o
prepare your returm or represent you
atan audit, certain travel and lodging
costs connected with seeking em-
ployment, and investment-related
expenses such as safe deposit box
rental fees, the cost of producing or
collecting income, and IRA custo-
dial fees.

Q. I justreached 65. Am I entitled
toclaimahigher standard deduction?

A. Yes. If you use the standard
deduction, the law allows you to add

$800 1o your standard deduoctions if
youare single. If you're married, you
may add $650 for each spouse whois
age 65 and older.

Q. There'sno way I'm going to be
able to file my return by April 15th.
What should I do?

A. You can get an extra four
months for filing if you complete
Form 4868 and file it by April 15, Be
sur¢ to include a check for the ap-
proximate amount of tax you expect
to owe or you'll be subject to a hefty
failure-to-pay penalty. This penalty
can be avoided by paying at least 90
percent of your actual tax bill. Re-
member, you get an extension for
filing your return, but you do not get
an extension for paying the amount
you owe. Also, if you are expecting
to get a refund, you should file as
soon as possible.

Q. How long should I keep my tax
returns?

A. As long as possible. Asa
general rule, the IRS cannot assess
additional taxes after three years
starting from the due date of the
return or when it was actually filed,
whichever is later. If, however, you
fail to report more than 25 percent
of your income, the IRS has up to
six years to audit you and there is
no time limit if the IRS thinks you
committed fraud, or you failed to
file a réturn. Just to be on the safe
side, it’s a good idea to hold onto
your forms indefinitely.

. Thirty-seven Kentucky counties,
including Floyd County, have been
selected 1o participate in the Agricul-
ture Groundwater Education and Well
Water Testing Program during Feb-
fuary, March and April 1991,

The program was developed by
lfle Kentucky Division of Conserva-
lon, in conjunction with the Ken-
tucky Farm Bureau Federation,
l?emucky Association of Conserva-
tion Districts, Kentucky Cooperative
Extension Service and the Soil Con-
servation Service.

The primary goals of this volun-
tary program are (o educate the pub-
licand rural landowners on how farm-
ing operations and other land-use
activities may cause pollution in
surface and groundwater resources
and o promote the understanding
that pollution prevention through the
implementation of best management
practices is more cost effective than
clean-up after considerable damage
has been done.

The program began last April with
a pilot program in Hickman, Chris-
tian, Todd, Henderson, Barren,
Boone, Madison, Pulaski and Johnson
Counties. Other Eastern Kentucky
counties participating include
Breathitt, Elliott and Perry.

A third group of counties will start
the water testing program in April,
May and June; and a fourth group
will conduct tests during September,
October and November.

Prior tothe testing program, farm-
ers and landowners in each county
will attend local water quality meet-
ings organized by conservation dis-
tricts, county Farm Bureau Federa-
tions and county extension agents.
The meetings will provide informa-
tion about: water quality problems
and concerns in the local area and
how contaminants reach drinking
water; the importance of prevention
through use of best management
practices, including integrated pest
management; agricultural chemical
usage and container disposal;

The State Ground-
water Education Committee will
analyze the data and publish a state-
wide report on the Groundwaler
Education and Well Water Testing

A total of 475 people attended the
water quality meetings in the nine-
county pilot program. During the
program, 888 water samples were
tested. Less than 6 percent of the
samples exceeded the drinking water
standard for nitrates,

In cooperation with the Kentucky
Department of Agriculture, 200
samples were randomly selected in
four counties and tested for triazine.

The results showed only one of these
200 samples with some high-level
detection of triazine,

Based on test results and well
survey information in the pilot pro-
gram, it was determined that dug and
driven wells were 3.4 times more
likely to have high levels of nitrates
present that drilled wells. Shallow
wells were 2.3 times more likely to
have higher levels of nitrate than
deeper wells.

Funds to conduct the program and
subsidize the tests were provided by
the Federal Environmental Protec-
tion Agency and the Kentucky Dlvi-
sion of Water under a Section 319
Grant. A number of other state and
local agencies have provided money
for the testing program, as well,

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Federal surplus commodity
program to be continued

With Congress reauthorizing the
federal surplus commodity food
program for another five years,
Kentucky officials who administer
the program are breathing a sigh of
relief, '

The immediate result of the
congressional action is 1o continue
shipments of food items to low-
income Kentuckians in January-
March 1991,

Department for Social Insurance
Commissioner Mike Robinson,
whose agency manages the federal
program in Kentucky, said the state
will receive slightly more than 1.4
million pounds foodstuffs in the next
three months,

“That equals the 14 million
pounds of commodities received this
past quarter, but it’s significantly
lower than the 2.6 million pounds
Kentucky received for the January
through March period a year ago,”

Robinson said,

Despite continued slippage in the
availability of surplus commodities,
Robinson said he is pleased that the
program will continue,

“There are a lot of Kentuckians
who depend on the program for a few
‘extras,™ said Robinson. “I'm glad
to know that the federal government
sees this program as worthy of
conunued funpding.”

Surpluscommodity food totals (by

the pound) Kentucky will receive
during the next three months include:
flour, 756,000; corn meal, 252,000;
rice, 252,000; and cheese, 186,000.

The return of commodity cheese
to the list of available products is
good news. However, because the
stateisonly getting five truckloads of
cheese in February and March, not
every region will receive the
commodity.

“We've decided to distribute the

limited amount of available cheese to
the organizations, if requested, who
were nexton the list loreceive cheese
when it was discontinued in April of
1988,” said Robinson.

“And of course as more cheese
becomesavailable, more Kentuckians
will be served,” added Robinson.

The states will be unable to get
peanut butter due to the increasing
costof the product. Honey and butter
are also unavailable this quarter.

Because of limits on commodities
shipped to Kentucky, allcommodities
may not be available in every county
of the state.

Seventeen regional agencies,
including area development districts
and community action agencies, set
distribution schedules, most of which
occur bimonthly or quarterly.

An estimated 100,000 Ken-
tuckians benefit from the federal
surplus commodity program,

Food prices enjoy modest decline

Lower prices on pork and poultry
were enough to offset sharp cost
increases for fruits and vegetables,
bringing a modest .3 of 1 percent
decrease in Kentucky retail food
prices during November.

According to Kentucky Farm
Bureau's marketbasket survey, shop-
pers last month paid an average of
$73.03 for 40 selected food items,
down 20 cents from the $73.23 level
inOctober. The price index remained
some 6 percent abeve last
November's average of $68.76.

Ample supplies and retail price
featuring brought pork prices down 7
percent across the board, following
near record highs over the past few

on cigarettes were defeated by 25
state legislatures this year, Inaddition,
whenan initiative to increase cigaretle
excise taxes was put before Montana
voters in November, the proposed
measure was defeated 60 percent to
40 percent.

As the dust setled on the 1990
legislative sessions across the
country, state legislators who looked
to increased cigarette excise taxes as
a means of reducing state budget
deficits or for funding specific state
programs were told to look elsewhere.

States defeating proposed
legislation included: Alabama,
Connecticut, Pennsylvania,

Wisconsin, Vermont, Missouri,
Mississippi, Michigan, Maryland,
Kentucky, Kansas, Illinois and Iowa.

months. Chicken and egg prices fell
1.4 percent while beef prices held
steady,

Dairy product costs also stayed
near the previous month’s average,
despite farm-level milk prices that
have tumbled more than the $4 per
hundred pounds since last year in
some markets. Grain-based foods
were down 1 percent.

The surge in fresh produce tabs
was most pronounced in some salad
vegelables and apples. Fresh cucum-
bers more than doubled in price,
jumping from 39 cents apiece in
October to 73 cents last month. Bell
peppers vaulted 17 cents each to an
average 66 cents, while apple prices
climbed 25 cents a pound, to an aver-
age $1.11.

Potatoes were the exception, drop-
ping 24 cents to $2.49 for a 10-pound
bag. That’s well below. the year’s
high of $3.77 in August, and the
lowest since last November's $2.44
price.

Hog prices plunged around $8 a
pound between mid-Octoberand mid-
November, accounting for the lower
supermarket prices during the pe-
riod, ‘Loin chops were 30 cents-a-
pound cheaper at $2.69, with similar
savings seen on ham and pork ribs,

Analysts say a surge in hog mar-
ketings in early November, plus a
market glut of turkeys tempting con-
sumers before Thanksgiving helped
yank the props from under hog prices.

Beef prices held fairly steady
during the period, both on the farm
and at retail. But the Department of
Agriculture says beef production is
expanding with fewer breeding-age
cows coming to market.

Producers will market 1 to 3 per-
cent more beef during 1991, the
agency predicts. That could mean

lower prices at some point over the
next 12 months.

Poultry and egg prices are holding
up well despite large supplies, Unex-
pected demand for eggs was being
traced in part to orders totaling 5
million pounds from the military for
use in special-pack dried egg prod-
ucts. With supplies continuing to
increase by 5 to 7 percent annually,
chicken may very well be cheaper in
1991 if red meat production jumps
significantly.

Milk prices at retail are almost
sure to fall following record drops in
average prices paid to farmers. The
Minnesota-Wisconsin milk index for
November stood at $10.25 per
hundred, $4.44 lower than a year ago.

Although milk prices in Kentucky
and other Southern states have held
stronger than in the Midwest, the
price plunge is likely to spread if
current production levels hold.

Fall potato production is up 5
percent this year, while the apple
crop is 5 percent smaller, according
to USDA. Those numbers are re-
flected in current consumer price
levels.

Demand by processors is strong
for the reduced supply of apples.
Wholesale prices for processed apple
products are being quoted as much as
15 percent higher than a year earlier.

Although East Coast production
is up slightly, Washington state or-
chards harvested a 6 percent smaller
crop because of dry weather and
Michigan’s crop is down 21 percent
because of a late-spring freeze.

Consumers are enjoying the 30
percent drop in retail prices on Idaho
potatoes, following a record harvest
of 112 million pounds in that state.
But dry weather in the Dakotas,
another prime growing area, and
continued strong domestic and ex-
port demand for French fries could
causeretail prices torebound by mid-
1991,

Higher transportation costs are
currently boosting produce costs for
Kentucky and much of the nation.
Soaring fuel prices have madeitmore
expensive to haul winter vegetables
the long distances from producing
regions in the deep south and Califor-
nia.

Grayson had the lowest local
marketbasketaverage duringNovem-
ber while Princeton checked in with
the high figure. Overall, volunteers
working through Kentucky Farm
Bureau Women canvassed retail food
prices in 18 Kentucky communities.
The local average for Salyersville
was $70.12.

On the
impounded waters of Lake Reba, the
size limit for largemouth and
smallmouth bass is 15-inches; creel

limit is five, and possession limit is
10. And the impounded waters of
Lincoln Homestead State Park are
closed tofishing until January 1, 1993,

The importation and possession
of the zebra mussel is prohibited.
Each sport fishing trotline, jug line or
setline must be permanently labeled
or tagged with the name and address
of the person using it. They must also
be baited, checked and all fish re-
moved at least once every 24 hours.
Those not properly labeled and left
unattended for a longer period may
be confiscated by fish and wildlife
officials,

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NEW SIZE LIMITS ON BASS
AND CRAPPIE

The arrival of the new year means
Rew size limits on bass and crappie at
several of Kentucky’s major lakes.

A 15-inch minimum size limit on
largemouth and smallmouth will take
effect Janvary 1,1991, at Fishtrap,
Paintsville, Buckhorn and Carr Fork
lakes.
¢ Yatesville Lake, which begins
impoundment next spring, will also
be under the 15-inch minimum size
::‘sil for largemouth and smallmouth

Also effective January 1, 1991,
@cre will be a 10-inch minimum size
limit on crappie at Kentucky and
Barkley lakes,

The changes in minimum size
limits are aimed at improving fishing
opportunities, according to Pete Pfeif-
fer. “Most sport fishermen don't care
that much about keeping fish, they'd
rather enjoy the thrill of catching a
number of nice fish.”

The number of anglers in Ken-
tucky continuesto grow steadily each
year, The number of places to fish
doesn’t.

“Fishing pressure is tremendous
at most of our major lakes, and an-
glers are realizing that as a resource,
these fish are too valuable to catch
only one time,"” Pfieffer continued.
“The fishermen we're talking (o
understand the need 1o beuer manage
the resources we have. The concept
ofcatch-and-release hasreally caught
0n'”

The new limits on largemouth and
smallmouth bass will provide anglers
improved opportunities to catch (and
release!) greater numbers of “nice”
sized fish in the 12 to 15 inch range.

Pfeiffer says increasing size lim-
its provides a cost efficient means of
fulfilling anglers’ expectations.

“Anglers are getting what they
say they want, through our use of a
fisheries management technique

. (increased minimum size limils)

which really doesn’t cost us any-
thing,” says Pfeiffer.

Similarly, the 10 inch minimum
crappie size limit is intended to im-
prove the historically outstanding
Western Kentucky crappie fisheries.
Extreme fishing pressure in recent
years, coupled with poor reproduc-
tion in the mid-80s have had a nega-
tive affecton crappie numbersat both
Kentucky and Barkley lakes.

Several othermajorlakesalsohave

limits which vary from the standard
statewide limits. Anglers should

' check specific regulations for the

particular lake where they plan to
fish. The current Kentucky Fishing
Digest is available at most locations
where hunting and fishing licenses
are sold.

WINTER FISHING - DON'T
PASSIT UP

The winter months can provide
excellent, though often overlooked
fishing opportunities in Kentucky.

“People often think fish quit feed-
ing when the water gets cold, and
that’s not true,” according to Ted
Crowell, assistant director of the
Division of Fisheries for the Ken-
tucky Department of Fish and Wild-
life Resources. “The fish slow down
and feeding patterns change, but they
have to eat in December and January
just as they do in April and May.”

Fish don’t feed as frequently dur-
ing winter months because their ac-
tivity is slowed — which also slows
their rate of energy burn.

Crowell says the only limiting
factors to winter fishing are weather

conditions and the fisherman’s de-
gire 1o brave the elements. “Winter
doesn’t impact fish, as much as it
impacts fishermen,” said Crowell.

“Black bass, striped bass, crappie
— they feed all winter, just not as
actively as they do in warm weather,”
he continued. “Fishing’s not dead in
the winter months, by any means.”

Crowell, an avid bass angler, says
he's caught lots of quality fish in

Decembef and January when other
fishermen have put away their gear
pnu.l spring. The key, he said, is ad-
Justing to changes in fish behavior.

“When the water gets real cold,
fishbecome lethargic— they 're much
more sluggish,” said Crowell. “They
won’t aggressively chase a bait, but
they’ll hit a bait that’s presented
properly.”

Winter anglers also have o adjust
to deeper depths for fishing. Fish
which are found 5-10 feet deep in the
spring will probably be 20-25 feet
deep in winter.

Crowell’s advice 10 winter an-
glers? Slow down and fish deeper.
For black bass, he recommends a jig
and pig combination or any other lure

which can be worked slowly. A deep
running crankbaitalsocan work well.

Effective times of day for produc-
tive fishing aren’t as big a factor in
winter. Whereas spring and summer
ﬁshm‘g success is greatest in the early
morming, late aftemoon and evening
hours, Crowell estimates that in cold
weather most fish are caught between
10 a.m. and 3 p.m.

Places where you're likely to find
fishremain fairly consistent through-
out the year. Structure (or cover)
which holds certain species in spring
an_d summer will likely hold fish in
winter.

Smallmouth bass fishing canrange
from good to excellent during those
winter months when water tempera-

tures are in the mid 40s to low 50s.
The deeper lakes like Cumberland
and Dale Hollow provide excellent
smallmouth opportunities. Carr Fork
Lake in Eastern Kentucky also offers
good winter smallmouth fishing,

Lake Cumberland is famous as a
winter striped bass fishery. The big
stripers (or rockfish) are much more
tolerant of cold water than any other
species, Stripers are a deep water
species in the first place — they’'re
perfectlysat home in 20-30 feet of
water—and again, cold waterdoesn’t
bother them a bit. Just as in spring
and summer, locate the shad and
you'll find the stripers. When the
weather gets cold, stripers get hot!

Though Kentucky’s springtime

crappie “runs” are famous the world
over, crappie fishing is enjoyed by
many all year long. The crisp, clear
days of lawe January and February
can produce excellent crappie fish-
ing. The same tips might apply as for
black bass — fish deeper and slower,
Lay the bait in front of the fish and
give him plenty of time to react,
Remember, crappie will probably not
“chase” anything this time of year,
Remember too, the same cover which
holds crappie in the spring, will likely
hold crappie in winter.

Crowell says lots of big crappie
are caught at major lakes in January
and February when no one is on the
waler except local folks.

And don’t forget trout. Like the

stripers, trout flourish in cold water.
During the winter months, trout can
often be found in fairly shallow water
and are frequently taken by trolling
imitation minnows 2-5 feet deep. A
trout fishing trip to a deep water trout
lake like Laurel or Paintsville can be
surprisingly productive.

An important factor (o consider
when planning a winter fishing trip is
personal comfort. Remember, lay-
ered clothing provides greatest

warmth, And most important — stay
dry!

If weather conditions are threat-
ening, stay home, build a fire, do the
minor maintenance work on your gear
you’'ve been putting off for months
— and wait for a better day.

Adventure on the High Rocks :

Mounds and rock shelters provide clues to past

In a study of High Rocks, at East-
ernand inNorthern Kentucky, I found
I was dealing with the age of man,
particularly the Paleo-Indian, or the
man who worked with oldest stone
tools. He invented them. Man rec-
ords that time period as 12,000 BC to
7,000 BC.

Plow points have been found at
Eastern and on Prater Fork of Brush
Creek where strip mining has been
done. The plows have beenidentified
by archaeologists as Stone Age tools
from the last Ice Age, because some-
one was interested enough to take the
finds and ask them what they were.

Plows mean agricultural activi-
ties were being done. It is believed
thatearliest Paleo-Indian (10,000 BC)
did not farm; therefore, to correctly
place the time of use would be around
8,000 BC. In dating tools, it appears
that the more clumsy the tool in ap-
pearance, the older it is.

In Eastern Kentucky, agricultural
work has been done by most every
household until recent times. We
raised our gardens, saved seeds for
next years planting, and improved
our yields by introducing new kinds,
which were brought in or some say
“fotched on”; and by supplementing
the soil with fertilizers. We did not
begin to do these things ourselves,
but it was a practice handed down to
us by our parents, who received from
theirs, right on back through history.

We were truly an agricultural
people until the introduction of the
shoe factory, sewing factory, eic.
whichever our congressmen andother
statesmen could procure for vs.

A new way of life came to us. We
now share in the Industrial Revolu-
tion with others. Buttodo this, should
we give up our historical past before
it has been studied?

We ought to give credit where
credit is due - credit deserved by the
Paleo-Indian/Archiac Indian, who
tamed the hills, with its hords of
wildlife, and worked the land, with-
out previous knowledge being handed
down to them,

Let me tell you their story as I
learned it. It came from the ground in
archaeology digs. They dug, they

found, they interpretered their find-
ings.

Cultural periods, or stages over-
lap, but the following periods have
been used for my studies: Paleo-Indi-
ans, 12,000 BC - 7,000 BC; Archiac
Indian 7,000 - 1500 BC; Early Wood-
land (Adena) 1500 BC - 100 B;
Middle Woodland (Hopewell) 100
AD - 500 AD; Late Woodland (Cole)
500 AD - 1,000 AD; Late Prehistoric
(Fort Ancient) 1,000 AD -1650 AD;
and Historic Indian (written history)
1650 AD -1800 AD.

Complex studies have been done
in Ohio, West Virginia, Indiana, and
Tennessee. . We are surrounded by
evidences of early man,

The Cand O Mounds at Paintsville
in Johnson County are among the
studied and reported vestiges of the
past. If early man existed in Johnson
County, then common sense tells us
that he existed in Floyd County. It is
time to initiate a search.,

I began my study with the Hock-
ing Valleyreports, where early man’s
presence is obvious. This data was
taken from studies done in southern
Ohio. The lithic (stone) materials
available in Hocking Valley were of
utmost importance (o determine the
cultural age. The aborigines (earliest
Indians) made the tools to assist in
the usage of the many plants and
animals found in their area. Their
ability to use what food on hand,
depended upon the presence of proper
stone materials.

Flint and chert (pronounced shirt)
was by far the greatest stone materi-
als furnished by nature. This material
was used for arrowheads. It is a type
of stone which may be found in natu-
ral deposits as thick as four feet.

Archaeologists have been able to
study the finds in a given area and set
the probable spread time of a specific
tool from one village outward. It has
been found that the average lengthof
time for a new item to spread is 10
years per 10 miles, in a circle around
the place of origin.

Itis quite surprising to me that the
patterns used for tools and materials
were specific for acertain place. Much
interaction was done by early Indians
on the North and South American
Continents.

Most of our early Kentucky and
Tennessee information is credited to
the work of W.S. Webb and William
D. Funkhouser, working from the
University of Kentucky and TVA
(Tennessee Valley Authority). These
individuals learned that the ideal
homes for primitive people were
provided by rocky overhangs and
ledges, caves or other natural forma-
tions. Our High Rocks at Eastern
must hide lots of information on the
early history of man.

Webb estimated that man entered
the state of Kentucky sometime prior
to 5,000 BC. He believed that they
existed innomadic bands, who though
few in number, roamed the state over,
searching forhuge game animals such
as bison.

The Adena culture, which is pres-
ent at Paintsville, Webb believed to
have originated in Ohio. The Adena
were present in Kentucky from 800
BC-800 AD. Theirculture is charac-
terized by large burial mounds erected
in north, central and eastern Ken-
tucky during that period. The earlier
presence of Paleo-Indians/Archaic
Indians would be established if we
could find authentic remains here.

Identical sets of formations exist
near Mt Sterling called the Wright
Mounds. One similar to Bunker’s
Knob was dug in 1935 by William
Webb and the WPA crew. Other
undug mounds are similar in struc-
ture to some of our dirt formations
which I suspect are mounds also.

Atalecture during UK’s Archaeo-
logical weekend in Lexington, 1
showed one of the professorsa drawn
impression of an old arrowhead which
was found on the top of Bunker’s
Knob. He said that it was probably
from 5,000 to 7,000 years old.

The remaining section of the knob
and the High Rocks need to be offi-
cially dug for artifacts. Since bone
and muscle materials rarely remain
from the past, not enough refuse has
been found to compare with the places
where remains have been found.

Mysteries of the Archaic Period
were revealed in the study by Wil-
liam S. Webb, director of the WPA
salvage. He called his findings, the
Shell Mound Complex. Webb tells

that many shells were found of crea-
tures which had been caught and
consumed by the Indians as food or
for tools and ornaments.

Webbinvestigated cultural change
in Kentucky, Tennessee, and New
York in the 1930s and 1940s. The
term Archaic was not introduced by
him, but by Ritchie in 1932, who was
also doing complex studies at that
time.

Webb and Funkhouser conducted
a statewide survey for 12 years.
During the summer of 1931, they
visited 68 counties, investigating
reports. Covering several thousand
miles, they found 1,255 separate
prehistoric sites in Kentucky, They
photographed and recorded them
alphabetically.

Unfortunately Floyd County does
not fall into this list, but does it not
tell us that it is only because they did
not investigate here?

At one site, they report several
types of finds on the ground surface,
called surface finds. After reading
this list, I am sure that Kentucky is
rich with evidence.

One single summer yielded 667
earth mounds, 21 shell mounds, 38
carth works used for fortifications
(protection), 163 camps and sites of
ancient villages, 170 cemeteries, 108
rock shelters, 57 cave homes, seven
springs and salt licks, seven work-
shops and quarries, nine caches where
they had placed items needed later,
and three pictographs drawn by
people of that day.

Many rockshelters in the Ohio-
Kentucky region have been excavated
by both amateur and professional
archaeologists who discovered that a
major shift in environmental adapta-
tion occurred between 8000 BC -
1000 BC.

Big game hunting was replaced
by hunting and gathering. By the end
of the Archiac period (1500 BC) seed
fruit gathering techniques appeared
so well performed that we can label
their work as true horticulture, or the
growing of plants for the use of man.

These plants might be for food or
decoration. Along with the develop-
ment of food raising came the need
for containers to keep it in. Thus,
came the invention of pottery and

basket weaving. This brought in the
Early Woodland period, the time of
the Adena Indians,

The Hocking Hills report tells of
some materials left by Paleo-Indian
in a place near Monday Creek’s en-
trance. Due to the types of materials
found, we can assume that fishing
activities were their main purpose to
be there. Remains of the Archaic
Indian, more advanced than Paleo-
Indian, being an older race, have been
found above that river and on the
hilltops, near the river as well.

Appearance indicated that small
hunting bands frequently occupied
the camps, These earliest Archaic
people relied entirely upon hunting
and gathering, with neither knowl-
edge of pottery making nor agricul-
ture. Paleo-Indians existed much the
same way, but in smaller groups.
They had to learn everything, hit or
miss, and passiton down through the
years. Each new invention helped
make a better one.

Precise locations of their camps
could not be found, but tools have
been found on a terrace at Doanville
and in the vicinity of Harmony. Five
fluted arrowhead points have been
found on a hilltop above the spot
where the Hocking River and the
Haydenville River flow together.

Here is where our High Rocks
come in. These early bands of hunt-
ers came into mountainous areas,
living in the swags of the hilltops.
They lived later in the rock shelters,
like the High Rocks, when they
brought their families along. Their
numbers began as 5 or 6 people, then
the numbers rose to 12 to 15. Itis
believed that is when they stayed in
one place.

They must have found food sup-
plies sufficient to feed themselves.
Then, when they settled in one place,
they could begin to grow food on
their own, to assist natural supplies.

We need to have the High Rocks
preserved as concrete evidence of
their way of life. If they are destroyed
or rearranged, they can never be re-
constructed to be the same. The early
days of the earth and man is a great
mystery. The more evidence found,
the better we can piece together the
facts about them,

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Tomatoes are the queen of my
garden, as any and all readers of this
column surely know by now. I never
really realized just how many toma-
toes my family used until the two
years that our tomato crop (along
with most other vegetables) failed,

Aboutl two years ago, no one’s
tomatoes ripened. Most of the crops
rotted in the greenstage. Why? L have
still have no idea. It couldn’t have
been the lack of sunshine. We did
have a lot of rainy weather, but that’s
normal, really.

For years, I have grown Romas
for eating, canning and making to-
mato juice and sauces, This year, |
tried Chicos along with the Romas.
The Chicoand the Romaare the same
type — they even look and taste the
same. The only difference is that the
Chicos will stay on the vine until
{ully ripe, while the Romas will not.
They dropoffandripen on the ground.

L do like a few large (dinner plate
size) 1o eat and at least one or two
yellow plants. Iam the only one in the
family who really likes to eat the

yellow ones. Idonot like them canned
or juiced as they are too thin and
walery.

I believe I use tomatoes at least
300 outof 365 dayseach year, I begin
before they start to turn and fry them.
After all the fresh ones are gone, then
we start on the juice, sauces and
canned ones to tide us over until the
next crop comes in,

I grow my own plants from seed.
[ have been stung too many times by
buying one kind and actually getting
something else when it's too late to

do anything about it.

For early tomatoes 1o eat, setout a
few before danger of frost is over and
cover them each night, even if you
don’t think it will frost. The chilly
night air will damage them to some
degree. For early tomatoes, never
mulch. Mulch holds back the ripen-
ing time for as much as two weeks.

After my tomato plants are set out
inthe garden, they are more or less on
their own. I do not stake or prune
them. This saves work and it gives
me more tomatoes, as well. If you

stake them, then you have to prune
them; and if you cut off the limbs or
branches, you cut off the tomatoes!

[ save my own tomato seeds as |
do most of my other vegetables, |

saved only a few for large tomatoes
and about half a dozen yellow seed
this past year. I put them in an old

medicine bottle and set them on a
cabinet shelf. Iforgot them and, think-
ing the bottle was empty, I discarded
them.

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No more diets!

The excess of the holiday season
is finally coming to an end, and at the
top of many lists of New Year's reso-
lutions was the single word “DIET!"”

Dieting as a means of weight loss
has come 10 be associated with the
latest craze—whether it be a liquid
diet, a grapefruit diet, or whatever.
Mostpeople find, however, thatmagic
diet schemes sooner or later fail, and
their weight creeps back up.

What is overweight? What is
obesity?

If a man or woman is 10 percent
above the desirable weight, he or she
is overweight.

Maybe, it is time to do something
about those extra pounds, but this
year, change the word “diet” to two
simple words: “EAT RIGHT!"” Eat-
ing right means consuming a bal-
anced and varied diet of nutritious
foods in moderation.

The American Institute for Can-

cer Research has some dietary guide-
lines that lowers cancer risk and
providesasound basis for cating right:

Reduce intake of total dietary fat
from the current average of approxi
mately 37 percent to a level of no
more than 30 percent of total calories
— 1n particular, reduce the intake of
saturated fat.

Increase consumption of fruits,
vegetables and whole grains. When
purchasing frozen fruits, select ones
packed without sugar. Choose canned
fruits packed in their natural juices or
light syrup, rather than heavy syrup,
which has more sugarand is higher in
calories. Many of these products are
labeled “lite.” Avoid purchasing the
more costly products found in a spe-
cial diet section of the grocery store.

Consume salt-cured, salt-pickled
and smoked foods only in modera-
l1on.

The National Academy of Sci-
ences alsorecommends that individu-
als reduce their intake of cholesterol
10 less than 300 mg per day; maintain
protein intake at moderate levels;
balance food intake and physical
activity tomaintain appropriate body
weight; limit total daily salt intake to
6 grams (2400 mg of sodium) or less;
maintain adequate calcium intake;
avoid dietary supplements in excess
of the RDA in any one day; and

maintain an optimal intake of fluo-
ride.

Eating rightisnota diet, butrather
acommitmenttoanew way of living.
Such a change in lifestyle does not
come overnight, and should be im-
plemented gradually over the next
few months.

Mix with self-discipline
Season with a dash of extra
physical activity
The last ingredient, exercise, is
very important, for it burns up calo-
ries and takes away flabbiness. Don’t
believe the familiar excuse that exer-
cise stimulates the appetite and tends
to be self-defeating. It is a myth. A
brisk 30-minute walk every day can
take off 10 pounds a year — or keep
you from putting on 10 pounds,

This recipe is short and seems
easy o follow, but losing pounds and
keeping from putting them right back
on again are actually difficult and
complex undertakings.
