Stumbo to chair impeachment panel 
A proposal to increase the return of 

coal severance taxes to coal counties 
was pronounced all but dead Monday 
by Representative Joe Clark, D­
Danville, chairman of the House 
Appropriations and Revenue Com­
mittee. Clark said he doubted the 
measure would have enough votes to 

get out of his committee. 

Despite suppon of the plan from 
coal region legislators, including 
House Majority Leader Greg Stumbo, 
D-Prestonsburg, other members of 
the General Assembly have de­
nounced its inclusion on the special 
session agenda by Governor Wallace 
Wilkinson as an effort to promote the 
gubernatorial candidacy of Wilkin­
son's wife Martha. 

Leaders from both houses have 
expressed dismay over the number of 
items on the session's agenda, which 
initially was proposed to deal only 
with legislation concerning solid 
waste disposal and tougher drunken 
driving laws. 

State Representative Greg Stumbo, D-Prcstonsburg, has been ap­
pointed chairman of a House committee charged with reviewing charges 
against state Agriculture Commissioner War "Butch'' Burnette. 

As community center : 

Theater 
may find 
new life

Prestonsburg's Abigail Theater, 
closed since 1965, could regain some 
of its entertaining quality in the fu­
ture if a proposal to develop a com­
munity center downtown progresses. 

Prestonsburg city council mem­
bers approved a resolution at Mon­
day night's regular meeting to lease 
the former movie theater at a rate of 
$9,000 per year. Mayor Ann Latta 
explained that the facility could be 
used for a variety of purposes includ­
ing extension classes from the PCC 
campus and several youth activities. 
Although a salary has not yet been 
established, a community center di­
rector will be employed to oversee 
the daily activities and scheduling for 
the facility. The resolution also in­
cludes a provision to dedicate speci­
fied times and activities for the young 
people of Prestonsburg (ages 12 to 
19). 

In other business, the council 
approved a motion to establish the 
city's 1990 property tax rate at 25 
cents per $100 valuation, the same 
property rate maintained by the city 
in 1989. 

Council members also agreed to 
have the city fund Emergency Medi­
cal Technician (EMT) training, certi­
fication and recertification for city 
employees. Mayor Latta said that 
EMTtrainedemployees benefited the 
city and added that costs of training 
and certification should be funded by 
the city. 

Unanimous approval was also 
given to the second reading of an 
ordinance which establishes mini­
mum safety requirements for the 
storage of potentially hazardous 
materials in the city. The ordinance 
authorizes the city fire marshall, under 
supervision of the city fire chief, to 
inspect facilities and enforce any 
regulations implied by the ordinance. 

Before opening the meeung for 
new business, Mayor Latta read a 
letter from U.S. Congressman Chris 
Perkins which confumed the estab­
lishment of a Veteran's Administra­
tion outreach clinic in Floyd County. 
Councilman Billy Ray Collins com-

The pair will meet near the end of 
week to discuss questions raised about 
the site purchase, bidding procedures 
and contracts, said Donna Pace, 
spokesperson for Boysen.

Betsy Layne student dies 
in mishap, services held 

Classes at Betsy Layne High 
School were cancelled yesterday in 
order for students to attend the fu­
neral of Cynthia Mullins, a Betsy 
Layne High School student killed in 
a car crash Saturday in Pike County. 

According to state police, Cynthia 
Mullins, 16, of Pikeville was pro­
nounced dead at the scene by Pike 
County Coroner Charles Morris after 
her car collided with another vehicle 
in the northern lane of Rt. 119 at 
Zebulon. Police said Mullins lost 
control of her vehtcle while traveling 
south, crossing into the northbound 
lane and striking a vehicle driven by 

Tiara Reynolds, 50, of Phyllis. 
Two passengers in the Mullins 

vehicle, Michelle Hunter, 17, of 
Printer and Ricky Cole, 28, of Shelbi­
ana were transported to Pikeville 
Methodist Hospital for treatment. 
Hunter was treated and released, while 
Cole was transferred to the U.K. 
Medical Center, where he is listed in 
stable condition. 

Tiara Reynolds and two passen­
gers, Andrea Reynolds, 13, and Tara 
Coleman (both ofPhyllis), were also 
transported to Pikeville Methodist

School rates the cause, PVA says : 

Hefty hike 
on tax bills

Property tax bills for 1990 are in 
the mail, and Floyd County property 
owners will be paying more this year. 
according to Floyd County Property 
Valuation Administrator Love! Hall. 

"Even if their assessment didn't 
change, they will be paying more," 
sa1d Hall. ·•on the ~verage, each per­
son wiii see an increase of 40 percent 
on their property tax bills." 

Hall said the increase was due to 
an increase in the Floyd County 
School Board's property tax rate. The 
board raised the rate from 28.5 cents 
per $100 valuation, to 58.6 cents per 
100 dollars earlier this year after a 
four percent increase limit was lifted 
for one year by the 1990 Education 
Reform Act. "This tax rate will in­
crease the amount of revenue to be 
collected for the school system from 
$1,700,000 in 1989 to $3,800,000 
for this year," Hall said. "It is a more 
than 100 percent increase for the 
school." 

In other tax news, Hall said that 
workers from the state deparunent of 
revenue would be contacting prop­
erty owners this week to gather in for­
mation for reassessment of property 
values. 

Hall said the workers, who will be 
carrying identification badges, will 
not actually be responsible for the 
property reassessments. "They are 
out there to gather property informa­
tion like square footage, the number 
of bedrooms and batl100ms and so 
on." 

Property owners will see the re­
sults of the reassessment on 1991 

property tax bills. 
Hall said Floyd countians who 

have not yet received property tax 
bills should get the b1lls sometime 
this week. "I'm surethatpcoplcaren't 
going to be happy to sec the1r bills," 
Hall said. "But,notmuchcan be done 
about it."

Spring semester classes began on 
Wednesday,January9. Students were 
allowed to charge their tuition but 
book credit was "scarce," according 
to a source at the college. 

Students received no word when 
the matter would be resolved.

Threat of war grows as hopes for peace fade

The battle zone is half a world 
away, but if war breaks out in the 
deserts of the Middle East, Kentucky 
and Floyd County will be touched. 

At midnight Tuesday a United 
Nations deadline for Iraq's with­
drawal from Kuwait passed, setting 
the stage for the use of force by an 
American-led, multi-national contin­
gent. Authorization for the use of

for war. The deployment of Ameri­
can soldiers in Saudi Arabia is the 
largest since Vietnam. 

No fewer than two dozen Floyd 
Countians are among those serving 
with Operation Oeser\ Shield. Their 
exact number could not be deter­
mined this week, but local sold1ers 
from every branch of the U.S. Armed 
Services await the signal that will 
ign1te the most extensive armed con­
nlct involving American soldiers in

When that word will come from 
Washington, remains the world's 
most closely guarded secret and the 
world's most often asked question. 
President Bush has indicated that the 

midnight, January 15 deadline for 
Iraq's withdrawal from Kuwait is not 
necessarily the deadline for the start 
of hostilities. 

Throughout the United States this 
week, cit1zens gathered to pray that 

"when" m1ght still be an "if." Some 
held onto slim hopes that a peaceful 
resolution of the Gulf crisis was still 
possible. 

In Floyd County on Sunday, 150 
people gathered at Prestonsburg's 
First Presbyterian Church in a vigil 
for peace. At Martin a new chapter of 
the American Red Cross, organized 
last fall, began planmng this week to 
assist troops, and praying the assis­
tance would not be necessary. 

Despite those well-placed hopes.

-Confirmation of appointments to 
the stntc Board of Education and the 
Council of Education Technology; 

-Extension of the Vietnam 
veteran's bonus to those vets who 
also served in the Korean War; and 

-Appropriation of funds to pay for 
aems approved during the special 
session 

Governor Wilkinson, who may add 
itc tm to the sess1on agenda until the 
legislature adjourns, has indicated 
other top1cs could be included. 
Among those are a proposal to limit 
damages in nuisance suits and ap­
proval for Simpson County to change 
some regulations so it could share in 
federal funding of water projects with 
neighboring Tennessee. 

Proposed legislation concerning 
solid waste disposal is the most 
complex on the special sesion agenda. 
Wilkinson's plan calls for giving local 
control over waste disposal, allowing 
regional or county landfills to decide 
how much waste they will accept 
from outside the area. 

Legislation concerning drunken 
driving would make it illegal to drive 
with a blood-alcohol level of 0.10. 
Currently, a driver is only presumed 
drunk at the level, and prosecutor 
must offer evidence of impairment to 
obtain convictions.

The program, which was con­
ceived in San Mateo, California dur­
ing the Vietnam War, is a nationwide 
support network for American sol­
diers in the Middle East. Cities and 
communities are encouraged to 
"adopt" a deployed military unit and 
show support for the group with let­
ters, magazines and goodies from 
home. Mayor Latta suggested that 
the city adopt the Army National 
Guard Company B 206 Combat 
Engineers based at the Prestonsburg 
National Guard Armory, if the group 
is activated for combat. Council 
members unanimously passed a 
motion to adopt the group. 

Before adjourning to executive 
session, the council meeting was 
called to recess and a special meeting 
of the Prestonsburg Municipal Hold­
ing Corporation was called to order. 
The holding corporation adopted a 
motion to purchaseequipment for the 
city's public works deparunent and 
the acquisition of a double-wide 
mobile home. The mobile home will 
be used by the Prestonsburg Senior 
Citizens as an adult day care facility. 

The holding corporation meeting 
was then adjourned and the council 
motioned into executive session to 
discuss litigation and personell. Fol­
lowing the executive session, coun­
cil members approved a motion to 
direct the city attorney to draft a 
proposal to change the city's liquor 
by the drink laws. The proposal, when 
submitted to the council, will man­
date midnight as "last call". 
Prestonsburg nightclubs are currently 
allowed to serve alcoholic beverages 
until2 a.m.

Chrysler buys Job Corps Parent Company 
Big changes are underway at the 

Job Corps Center in Prestonsburg 
after an announcement Friday of a 
corporate buyout and the addition of 
female residents. 

Career Systems Development 
Corporation, which operates the Carl 
D. Perkins Job Corps Center and 10 
others in the United States, was ac­
quired in December by Chrysler 
Capital, part of the Chrysler Corpo­
ration. 

The move was announced Friday 
by Herbert W. Watkins, chairman of 
the board and chief executive officer 
for Career Systems, headquartered in 
Rochester, New York. A major ad­
vantage of the acquisition are the 
resources of a larger corporation to 
operate Job Corps and other training 
programs Career Systems operates, 
Watkins said. 

"We enjoyed the same kind of 
instant name recognition and had 
many employment opportunities 
develop for our graduates with the 
Singer Company which owned Ca­
reer Systems for a number of years," 
Watkins said.

Additional arri­
vals from Tennessee, Mississippi, 

Hazard, Lexington and other local 
areas are expected in the next few 
weeks, Eskildsen added. 

The center has added clerical and 
health occupations and retail sales to 
its curriculum in order to train the 
female residents. The center also 
offers culinary arts, electricity, car­
pentry, masonry, building and apart­
ment maintenance and a GED ori­
ented academic program. 

Job Corps is a government spon­
sored program that trains disadvan­
taged youths between 16 and 21 in 
vocational occupations. Students 
come from all over the country and 
live in dormitories at the center.

attempted to taint, or create the per­
ception" the board of education did 
not follow state statutes and proper 
procedures in the purchase of the site.

At Ft. Knox, a toU-free "support 
I ine" has been created for dependants 
of servicemen and women stationed 
in the Middle East. The line is avail­
able to familes seeking information 
or seeking help with personal prob­
lems arising from the Gulf conflict. 

The threat of war has also affected 
the lines of communications to sol­
diers stationed in Saudi Arabia, and 
local people attempting to contact 
troops maybe met with certain re-
strictions. . 

"As of tonight (Monday) we can no 
longer send announcements (to Saudi 
Arabia) unless they are birth an­
nouncements, death notices or word 
that a family member is critically ill," 
said Martin Red Cross director Tho­
masina Robinson. "And we can ac­
cept announcements from immediate 
family members only." 

The Red Cross has asked area resi­
dents and businesses to display yel­
low ribbons and the American Flag in 
support of U.S. troops in the Gulf. 

While the eyes of the world focus 
on the Middle East and the prayers 
for an eleventh-hour settlement 
mount, the wait continues for those 
who may find the deserts of the Per­
sian Gulf their next stop.

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Middle school repairs slated for summer

Additional construction work is 
expected this summerto stop settling 
damage at the James D. Adams 
Middle School in Prestonsburg. 

ProJect architect Randall Burchett 
told board of education members at 
ltt'it Wednesday's meeting, that con­
tractors will work this summer to 
replm:c and repair crocking walls at 
the middle school. Burchett added 
thut no structural damage had oc· 
curred and the building was safe. 

Problems surfaced at the school 
last fall when cracks were reponed in 
the sixth grade wing of the facility.ln 
addilmnto the cracking. bricks on the 
ouLo;lclc right-hand of the building 
have fallen. 

"We w1ll continue to monitor the 
situmion throughout the wimcr and 
update it," Burchcusaid. "Thccmck· 
ing has slowed down and caulk and 
grout has been used to fill in the 
cmcks. When wehavebeucrwcathcr, 
the damage w1ll be repaired." 

Board attorney William Fmncis 
asked Burchett to get letters from all 
contractors involved staling their 
intent to repair the damage. 

Board member Eddie Billips asked 
that an emergency clause be put in 
the letter in case an emergency situ­
ation arose concerning the stability 
of the school. 

In another construction project, 
linal payment was denied for site 
prepamtion work at the new Allen 
Elementary because of litigation 
involving the project. 

ArchilCCt Randall Burchett ap· 
proved final paymentforthcsitc work 
at Allen despite a lawsuit pending 
agamst DFM, the company that did 
the work, and the school board. 
Burchett asked for the contractors to 
receive the remaining 10 percent of 
their fcc. 

Attorney Francis said the payment 
should not be made until the lawsuit 
had been settled. BurcheLL's letter for 
the release had state Dcpartmcm of 
Education approval, but Burchett said 
the state apparemly "didn't know 
about the litigation." 

A progress report was made 
Wednesday on the new Left Beaver 
High School project by Architect 
James Ellis. Ellis said excavation of 
the site was substantially complete 
and footers could be poured as soon 
as the site dries after "all the rain 
we've had." 

Board member Mary Hall asked 
Ellis an approximate date for when 
construction will be complete. 

"It seems awfully long in com­
ing," Ellis replied. "I'm not overly 
optimistic about the 14 months the 
construction manager said it would 
take to complete the project. In my 
own opinion, I'dsay it will take about 
20-22 months. The two pha<;cs of the 
project will be constructed simulta­
neously."

In l.hc May 29 issue of l.he Times, 
you published an article entitled 
"Aoyd Getting Tough on Back Child 
Support." In the article, Governor 
Wilkinson was quoted as saying, 
"When parents refuse to meet !.heir 
financial obligal.lons, l.he joint efforts 
of state enforcement administrators 
and local prosecutors are vital if we 
are to make l.he delinquent adults 
adhere to their legal and moral re­
sponsihi li tics. 

Being a divorced and single par­
ent, I was l.hrilled to think l.hat, fi­
nally. some action would be taken in 
the never-ending battle for child 
support payments. Because, you see, 
atl.he end pf May 1990, my ex-hus­
band owed a total of$5,700 in delin­
quent child support and maintenance 
to me and my 12 year-old son. So, 
!.here was hope yet! Alas, January 
1991 has arrived, court dates come 
and go, and now l.he total delinquent 
amount ha<> grown to a staggering 
$8,800! 

"What's l.he problem?", you ask. I 
foolishly believed in l.he joint effort 
between prosecutors and judges. But 
now. I believe l.he Floyd County Court 
system is practicing l.he worst fonn 
of child abuse- allowing men the 
right to wil.hhold !.heir money from 
children on a regular basis with little 
orno l.hreatof punishment. If a mother 
wil.hhcld food, clol.hes, housing or 
anything else from one of her chil­
dren, the Dept. of Child Welfare 
would be pounding on her door to 
have the child removed from that 
home. Well, what about the fathers 
that don't support that child? Are 
they not guilty of the same thing -
child abuse? 

It has been stated to me l.hat court 
orders in Floyd County were no bet­
ter than the paper on which they were 
printed. The Floyd Court System has 
and is doing everything within its 
power to prove it to me in regards to 
child support. 

In later issues, l.he Times printed 
articles stating l.he amount of delin­
quent child support collected in 
Kentucky. I ask, what amount was 
collected inAoyd County? Very little 
in ratio to other counties, I suspect. 
Very little, paid by men who, surely 
not feeling threatened by our court 
system, simply paid !.heir support. 

I am not alone in this frustration of 
days and days in court, accomplish­
ing little or nol.hing, seeing hands 
slapped and support paid only during 
l.he monl.hs gone to court. Many 
women feel the same helplessness 
and frustration after years of this 
needless waste of taxpayers money. 

I agree that the present building 
site has cost a tremendous amount of 
money, but having lived for 58 years 
on Middle Creek, I can assure you 
that flood water has never covered 
this ground since Noah's Flood, 
which was before my time. This prop­
erty will be on a major highway,only 
two miles from l.he intersection of 
new U.S. 23 which will be bringing 
students from Auxier, Abbott Creek 
and Bull Creek. 

This site is, I agree, a few miles 
from Hardee's whereourpresentstu­
dents eat and gather, but it is also in a 
quiet area surrounded by hills where 
the atmosphere will be conducive to 
the learning process. It seems to me 
we have bought this property and 
let's live wil.h it. 

I can understand l.he city not 
wanting the school moved out of 
town, but is Prestonsburg better than 
Maytown, Garrett, Wayland, Wheel­
wright and all the ol.her towns in 
Aoyd County who had their school 
moved out of town? 

This issue appears to me to be 
mostly political. I was shocked to 
read l.hat State Representative Greg 
Stumbo, House Majority Leader for 
the Kentucky General Assembly, is 
presently in Frankfort and making a 
last effort to stop this project Is this 
the same Greg Stumbo who stood in 
the assembly last spring with tears 
running down his cheeks while ad­
dressing the general assembly con­
cerning l.he new Education Bill? It 
makes me think l.hey may have been 
crocodile tears for surely a represen­
tative who is for education would not 
rob our children of l.he best education 
possible by hindering educational 
progress. 

The same goes for our Floyd 
County board members who oppose 
this project. Every ol.her district in 
Aoyd County will have a new nigh 
school, why not district one? How 
can you sit on that board and vote 
against these children when you know 
a new roof on top of that building will 
be merely putting a band-aid on the 
problem?

There are several important events 
of l.he American War for Independ­
ence (Revolutionary War) to remem­
ber in January. These are submitted 
to keep the public conscious of the 
American heritage·. Join wil.h the 
Ashland Chapter of l.he Ky. Society 
of the Sons of the American Revolu­
tion in toasting these historic events 
which made January a special month. 

January 19, 1770: The Battle of 
Golden Hill in New York City fol­
lowed several days of excitement after 
cutting down of Liberty Pole by Brit­
ish troops and was an outgrowth of 
long conflict over British attempts to 
enforce quartering provisions of 
Mutiny Act of May 5, 1765. In this 
scuffie British troops attacking Sons 
of Liberty party with bayonets 
wounded several seriously. 

January 1, 1776: American forces 
besieging Boston reorganized in 
accordance with congressional re­
solve of preceding November, mak­
ing this portion of patriot Army 
"continental in every respect"; but 
only about 5500 were present and fit 
for duty. 

January I, 1776: First patriot flag 
bearing seven red and six white stripes 
raised at Cambridge, MA, in recogni­
tion of reorganization of continental 
forces before Boston. 

January tO, 1776:ThomasPaine's 
pamphlet, Common Sense, published 
in Philadelphia urges American dec­
lanfuon 'Of indePendence~ 

January 3, 1777: American victo­
ries at Trenton and Princeton. From 
south of Trenton, General Washing­
ton side-slipped British force under 
Cornwallis during the night of Janu­
ary 2-3 , and next morning attacked 
and defeated British rear guard at 
Princeton, NJ., with the British los­
ing about 275 and patriots 40 in ac­
tion. This did much to revive patriot 
cause from its lowest ebb. 

January 27, 1978: Marines and 
seamen from U.S. Navy sloop Provi­
dence raided New Providence (Nas­
sau), Bahamas, and seized forts, 
marking first time Stars and Stripes 
appeared over foreign stronghold. 

January 17. 1981: Battle of 
Cowpens. About 1025 continentals 

and militia under General Daniel 
Morgan, left wing of Greene's force, 
overwhelmingly defeated 1100 Brit­
ish troops under Tarleton at C.owpens, 
SC. In classic double envelopment 
engagement patriots, at cost of 12 
killed and 60 wounded, inflicted 320 
combat casualties on enemy and 
captured 600 more of them un­
wounded. 

January 14, 1784: Congress rati­
fied definitive treaty of peace of 
September 3 1783 between United 
States and Great Britain, thereby 
fonnally ending War for American 
Independence. 

Here's to our brave forefathers 
who fought and those who supported 
them, and won, forced our liberties in 
the crucible of severe hardships, suf­
ferings and with much self­
sacrifice ...

Severely emotionally disturbed 
children 's program is created 

This past year the Kentucky legis­
lature, through House BiU 838, cre­
ated and funded a program to provide 
services for youth with severe emo­
tional problems. 

In the Big Sandy area, the pro­
gram consists of development of a 
Regional Interagency Council for 
Emotionally Disturbed Children 
(RIAC), Resource and Services 
Coordination through two full-Lime 
positions and the availability of In­
tensive Family-Based Services. 

The council is composed of repre­
sentatives from the Deparunent for 
Social Services, comprehensive care 
centers, administrative office of the 

courts, and education. Nominated 
cases are reviewed for entry into the 
program. Those accepted are pro­
vided an interagency planning team 
(including parents) that formulates 
and provides coordinated interagency 
services for the family. 

Though a small percentage of the · 
seriously emotionally disturbed chil­
dren of the Big Sandy area will be 
served theftrst year of the program, it 
is a significant beginning toward 
improving the quality and delivery of 
services from public agencies and 
reducing the number of out-of-home 
placements and psychiatric hospitali­
zations of children.

"It 1salwaysgood to know that all 
of you back home arc thankful for 
what we arc doing out here," said 
John D. Spears. who is stationed 
••hoard the USS Midway. "We all 
hope to serve a<> role models for those 
k1ds." 

RedCrossmcmbcrswhohavcsons 
or daughters stationed in the Middle 
East shared stories and comments 
they had received from letters and 
calls home. 

Cindy Parsons, whose son Jimmie 
is stationed ncar the Kuwait border, 
told a story about a Christma.<> tree 
she had mrulcd to her son in Novem­
ber. The small tree was complete 
with decorations and battery pow­
ered lighlS. 

When Purson received the tree, he 
packed it lO miles from Kuwait. 
During these maneuvers, branches 
and decorations became lost in the 
sand. 

At Christmas, Parsons and the 
three men in his unit, assembled their 
tree. To replace the lost ornaments, 
they hung small pieces of Anny items. 
"No other boy in the company had a 

Christmas tree," Parsons said to his 
mother in a telephone conversation 
recently. The other young men gath­
ered around the tree while Parsons 
told tllcm tales of his Christmases at 
home in Eastern Kentucky. 

Other mothers m the group told of 
rcqucslS they had received to send 
thermal underwear to the soldiers. 

Tharon Murphy told her mother 
of night temperatures below 30 de­
grees and the wind that comes from 
the north that "chills them to death." 

In an effort to encourage the par­
ents and the soldiers, the Red Cross 
will soon be mailing cards of com­
fort, but first fundraising projccL'i arc 
needed to replenish the coffers of this 
heart-warming organization. Dona­
tions or requests for help may be 
made to the organii'.ation by calling 
Cindy Parsons at 874-9859 or Jan's 
Rower Shop at 185-3956. Both 
numbers offer 24-hour service.

?During a 1987 bass tournament 
on Lake Bob Sandlin in Texas, Tho­
mas caught her winning bass during 
the final 15 minutes of the tourna­
ment She won by less than a pound. 

A year earlier, she won a tourna­
ment on Florida's huge Lake 
Okeechobee with even less time to 
spare. 

"The fishing had really been 
tough," the Evinrude pro remembers, 
"because it was extremely hot. Then 
a short afternoon rain shower cooled 
things, and suddenly you could catch 
a bass on every cast. 

"I caught my last fish with one 
minute left to check in. My partner 
took it off the hook as I drove the 
boat, and I won by only a few ounces." 

Early tournament fishing experi· 
ences helped her develop the tough 
mental attitude needed to keep a 
positive attitude when bass aren't 
biting. 

"When I began fishing touma· 
ments I had to fish with men because 
there weren't any women's circuits 
then," says Thomas, "and when they 
caught ftSh and I didn't. it just made 
me try harder."

men also helped develop a strong 
sense of confidence, she adds. In her 
very first professional tournament in 
1975, she finished sixth. She was the 
only woman entered and she caught 
one of the largest bass. 

"You get the confidence you can 
catch a bass on any cast," Thomas 
explains. "Of course, you're not going 
to catch a fish on every cast, but as 
long as you know you have the ability 
to catch a bass at any given moment 
you can continue to stay alert and fish 
hard." 

Thomas believes lack of confi· 
dence is the greatest problem bass 
ftShermen have, and it has a strong 
effect on their fishing; whether they 
compete in tournaments or not 

"Nothing breeds confidence like 
success," she says, "so put yourself 
in situations where you'll have suc­
cess and can start building confi­
dence. This can be something as 
simple as ftShing a farm pond where 
you can catch a lot of fish in a short 
time. 

"J ustkeep telling yourself on every 
single cast that you can catch a bass. 
That's the way I fish, even on my 
very last cast."

Twenty-three 15 and 16-year-olds 
competed in her divsion, coming from 
the Soviet Union and several Euro­
pean nations, in addition to the United 
States and Hungary. The United 
States' team was the overall winner 
and brought back the Miskilc Cup for 
the fourth year in a row. 

Holbrook managed to meet many 
new people in spite of the language 
barrier. While only a few of the 
Hungarians spoke English, the United 
States' team was helped by their 
coach, John Nanay. A native Hun­
garian who how lives in Chicago, 
Nanay was a medical student when 
he fled Hungary during the 1956 
revolt that was put down by the 
Soviets. 

Holbrook's travels indicate that 

conditions have changed drastically 
since 1956. There was little of the 

travel restriction that Soviet-bloc 
countries have been known for in the 
past "It was pretty free travel, within 
reason," she said. "We were notre­
stricted within one given area." 

She managed to do some shop­
ping in Budapest, and paid a visit to 
that international institution, 
McDonald's. The food "tasted a little 
bit different" and was more expen­
sive. Packets of ketchup were sold 
separately for the equivalent of one 
United States' dollar. "Things were 
not that cheap there," she said. She 
also visited Heroes Square, which 
includes such Budapest landmarks as 
the Hungarian Tomb of the Unknown 
Soldier. In Miskolc, she visited castles 
and a Catholic church that were built 
in the fourth and fifth centuries.

Learn to love loaf"mg-again 

What could be more tantalizing 
than the aroma of fresh bread baking 
in the oven, an art that has almost 
become extinct. 

In how many homes does this 
happy event now take place? Even I 
have gotten into the habit of buying 
bread and brown and serve rolls. 
Homemade hot rolls really do make a 
meal more special. 

I know of one housewife who 
always made up a few loaves of fresh 
bread when she became angry with 
some member of her family, gener­
ally it was with her husband. As she 
beat and pounded the dough, she 
would be giving the offender down 
the road (silently of course). The 
madder she was, the more the dough 
was pounded, therefore, the better 
the bread. 

When I fll'St came here several 
years ago, I would hear people talk­
ing about sour dough bread. I did not 
know what they iYere talking about. 
Being nosy, I started asking ques­
tions and found out most of the ones 
talking really didn't know much more 
than I did. 

When I fmally did run across a 
sour dough starter, I was amazed to 
fmd how simple it was. If you do 
make up some sour starter you can 
add it to your homemade biscuits (or 
is this a lost art too?); add about one 
cup and cut down on your other liq­
uid, using your own recipe. 

SOUR DOUGH STARTER: 
Sour starter may be bought in 

health food stores and mixed with 
water, but it can be made at home and 
stored in the refrigerator for contin­
ued use. 

Put 2 cups of milk (water can be 
used but milkgivesa better flavor), in 
a quart jar. Cover with two thick­
nesses of cheese cloth and secure 
with a rubber band. Let is stand at 
room temperature for 24 hours. 

Blend in 2 cups of plain or whole 
wheat flour, mix well. Replace the 
cheese cloth and let it stand outside 
for 12 hours. Bring indoors and keep 
in a warm place until the mixture is 
very bubbly. 

Put the mixture in a larger jar that 
allows for expansion. Keep covered 
in the refrigerator. When the starter is 
used, it should replenished with equal 
amounts of milk and flour. This

WHOLEWHEAT BREAD 
3 cups lukewarm water 
2 packages active dry yeast 
4 tablespoons barely malt 
whole wheat flour 
4 tablespoons of vegetable oil 
Put the lukewarm water in a large 

bowl. Stir in the yeast until it dis­
solves. Add the barley malt. 

Add 3 cups of whole wheat flour 
and beat 100 times by hand, or 2 1/2 
minutes with an electric beater. Cover 
with a towel and let stand for 20 
minutes. Add the oil and 3 to 4 more 
cups of flour. The mixture should 
comeawayfromthesidesofthebowl 
when stirred. 

Turn all the mixture out on a 
floured surface and knead v1gorously 
for 5 to 10 minutes, adding more 
flour as needed until the dough is 
smooth, shiny, and elastic. 

Wash out the mixing bowl. Dry 
well and grease the bowl lightly with 
oil. Put in the ball of dough and turn 
it around so the surface is covered 
with oil. Cover the bowl and let rise 
for 1 hour or until double in size. Oil 
three loaf pans. Punch down the dough 
and divide into 3 equal parts. Shape 
into loaves and place in pans. Cover 
and let rise 30 minutes. Preheat oven 
to 350° F. Bake 50 minutes. Tum out 
the loaves immediately and cool on a 
wire rack. 

DINNER ROLLS 
3/4 cup lukewarm water 
2 pkg. dry yeast 
1 cup boiling water 
1 cup Crisco 
1/2 cup sugar 
2eggs 
1 tsp. salt 
6 cups plain flour 
1/4 cup sour starter 
Place 3/4 cup lukewarm water and 

2 pkg. of dry yeast. Let set Mix 1 cup 
boiling water, 1 cup crisco and 1/2 
cup sugar in a large bow I. Cool. When 
the boiling water, sugar and crisco 
are lukewarm add l/4 cup sour starter, 
eggs, salt and 4 cups of flour. Beat 
with mixer, add 2 cups more flour. 
Cover and store in the refrigerator 
over night. Grease muffin pans. Fill 
1/2 full with dough. Cover with light 
cloth and let rise 3 to 4 hours. Bake at 
4001 f for aboutl10 minutes. Yields 
two dozen rolls.

All homemade breads freeze well. 

Wrap in foil and freeze for up to three 
months. 

Always add fruit pieces to the dry 
mixture, so they are coated with flour. 
This will prevent them sinking to the 
bottom of the pan. To freshen dry 
bread, place in a covered casserole in 
a pan of hot water and heat thor­
oughly in the oven. 

Bake yeast breads before freez­
ing. If frozen before baking, it will 
shrink and be tough. 

Enriched white flour has seven 
times more thiamine as unenriched 
white flour and five times more ribo­
flavin, and three times more iron.

MEMORIES 

My reading about all the flooding 
that has occurred across the country 
recently has brought back many 
memories. It's funny, though, how 
one's perspective changes with age. 

- Forty years ago, floods - like 
everything else that happened out of 
the ordinary - were adventurous. I 
mean, when you'retenyearsoldand 
Jiving in an Eastern Kentucky coal 
camp, there's no way on earth one 
can feel a sense of tragedy or loss 
when he sees his school building 
surrounded by backwater from the 
Big Sandy River. If he felt anything 
at all, it was probably exhiliration. 

It was great fun - and common 
practice - for the boys of Muddy 
Branch to put smooth white railroad 
gravels into the pouches of our 
home-mad~ slingshots and shoot at 
the brown Clorox bottles that 
bobbed up and down among all the 
other flotsam and jetsam that the 
rising water brought forth. Some of 
the older boys would shoot at rats 
with their .22's, but I never did. 

Since I can't remember ever 
shooting at much else - except 
maybe once and a while, each other 
- I suppose it was just for such 
occasions that we made these ever­
present slingshots in the first place. 
We'd usc the tongue of an old shoe 
for the pouch and tie it with heavy 

string we'd get from feed sacks, to 
strips of an old red innertube. We'd 
cut the forks from any small bush we 
could find. I guess every boy I knew 
at that time had one, and was gener­
ally one he'd made himself. Any­
way, some of us were pretty good 
shots and could really pop those 
Clorox bottles. Of course, some of 
the older boys would try to kill birds 
with them, but I never did. 

Maybe it says something about 
our ignorance, or maybe it speaks of 
our innocence, but we honestly 
never thought of noods as anything 
other than something to be enjoyed.

I can remember one of our teach­
ers telling us that we'd all take ty­
phoid fever and die if we played in 
the backwater, and that the health 
nurses were coming to vaccinate us 
as a preventative measure, whether 
we had or not One boy told her that 
he wasn't taking any old shot be-

cause he hadn't drunk enough of it to 
hurt him anyway. I can't remember 
if he took the shot or not, but drink­
ing it apparently didn't hurt him. I 
saw him back in the summer and he 
looked fine-exceptall his hair had 
fallen out. 

Of course, with age comes wis­
dom, and now we know better. Our 
heart goes out to those who've lost 
personal property and suffered 
damage to their homes. 

When I was a kid, though, flood­
ing was something we viewed with 
the same excitement as when our 
moms and dads would let us go to a 
pic supper,orwhen the man with the 
loud-speakers on his car would 
come to Society Row and give us 
free Jesus funny books.

Plan now to make an everlasung 
herb Christmas wreath fornext Christ­
mas or a beautiful summer wreath. In 
one afternoon you can create a fra­
grant wreath that will last for years. 

This project will take only four or 
five hours of your time - after you 
have grown the herbs this summer. 
First purchase a 12 inch plastic foam 
wreath base with beveled edges. 

Begin by looping a chenille pipe 
cleanerthroughthecenterofthebase. 
At the top of the large loose circle 
make a small loop to hang from a nail 
or hook. 

The foam base will be covered 
with the herb, hardy lavender. Cut at 
least three baskets full of the laven­
der branches at least four inches long. 
Stnp the foliage from the bottom 
inch. Insert the lavender about one 
fourth inch deep at right angles to the 
plastic foam, beginning along the 
inside of the circle. 

Continue adding the lavender 
stems until the wreath is completely 
covered. The wreath can then be 
completed with a colorful bow, other 
herbs, dried everlasting flowers, cin­
namon sticks, whole nutmegs, whole 
chili peppers and straw flowers now 
and in years to come. 

Most of all remember there are no 
rules to the way you trim iL It is your 
original creation. Youaremakingthe 
wreath. If you like you can also use 
straw ornaments, small wooden toys, 
Lotus pods, cattails, wheat, pine 

cones, thistle blooms, iris pods, arti­
choke buds plus many more that you 
may think of-but use them. 

The nicest thing about this wreath 
is it will last for years, if stored care­
fully. Pack the wreath in a large box, 
surround it loosely with tissue and tie 
on the lid. 

Several people have informed me 
they would like the names and ad­
dresses of some seed catalogs. I get 
so many I had the idea everyone did. 
The herbs and everlasting plants and 
seed can be ordered come spring and 
you will have a beautiful flower gar­
den and the materials for your wreath. 
These catalogs are free for the ask­
ing.

Children arc not miniature adults, 

especially when it comes to overall 
health. This was the common mes­
sage delivered by health profession­
als at a recent National Dairy Council 
symposium entitled "Healthy Chil­
dren: Beyond Nutrition Recommen­
dations." 

Phyllis Steinberg, editorial direc­
tor of the "Healthy Kids" division of 
Cahners Publishing Company, pre­
sented "Ten Elements for Raising a 
I fcalthy, Happy Child," which she 
described as a consensus among pe­
diatrictans and parents on the vital 
clements of child development. 

"Those clements include nutrition, 
fitness, a loving family, good self­
esteem, safety, propcreducation,role 
models, preventive health care, 
awareness of the body and mind, and 
a global view of the world," she said. 

Rice, founder and clinic director of 
the Harborview Medical Sports 
Medicine Clinic in Seattle. 

"A lot is happcnmg in adult physi· 
cal activity now. We're the ones who 
have the guilt about not exercising 
enough and as a result get caught up 
in all these crazes. Adults arc learn­
ing. But can the same be said about 
our children? I lealth and wellness is 
something you have to strive for and 
achieve, it is not endowed," Rice 
said. 

"Too many adults think visiting 
their doctors once a year fulfills all 
health obligations. they take no re­
sponsibility for maintaining their own 
well-being," Rice said. And that atti­
tude is being passed down to their 
children.

Angel Stephens always helps her dad, Middle Creek Fire Chief Ed 
Stephens, With Middle Creek Volunteer Fire Department's annual Opera­
tion Santa Claus. This year, Instead of distributing gifts, Miss Stephons 
received a gift from Santa •• a proposal. Santa, (Parker DeRossett) 
presented her w ith an engagement ring to seal the betrothal. 

"Raising healthy, happy kids is 
exhausting and exhilarating," Stein­
berg pointed out, "and it's something 
that every one of us in the health care 
profession must be involved in. The 
reason is simple - while kids ac­
count for only one-third of our 
nation's population today, they rep­
rcsentlOO percent of our future. 

Rice offered statistics showing that 
about "40 percent of our children 
ages five to eight either have increased 
blood pressure or elevated blood 
cholesterol. A similar percentage 
within that age group gets virtually 
no exercise." His goals are to get 
children interested in their fl,exibil­
ity, muscle strength, muscle endur­
ance and aerobic capacity, all while 
having fun. 

Richards appointed as chief

"Many parents are trying to do 
their part," Steinberg said, "but with 
a lack of knowledge, it is difficult. 
Parents today are very concerned 
about nutrition for instance, but they 
are also very confused. For example, 
should young children be testes for 
cholesterol? How much fat should 
children really get in their diets? Do 
snacks ruin a child's appetite? It is 
vital for parents, and in some cases, 
pediatricians to be educated." 

Not.. only should exercise be a 
natural aspect of childhood, but eat­
ing right should be, too. This mes­
sage came from Margaret Bogel, 
director of Clinical Nutrition at Ar-

presentation, "Nutrition: Beyond Bal­
ance, Variety and Moderation." 

"'Balance' is used in tcnns of 
nutrients - avo1ding excesses or 
deficiencies and letting components 
work together. 'Variety' means no 
single food supplies all of the nutri­
ents needed and in adequate amounts 
for all individuals. When checking 
for variety, it is important to monitor 
a child's total diet over a few days 
instead of looking at a single food as 
good or bad. 'Moderation' (and con­
sistency) prevents problems that 
occur with excesses of nutrients. 
Children can learn to overeat if we 
overfeed them," Bogle said.
