Day care
for adults
IS coming

A homey atmosphere, a place to
[eel comfortable,” will be the major
altractions of Adult Day Care Center
soon o be located at Archer Park,
said Patsy Evans, director of the
cenler.

The center will be located in a
modular home that will be set up
behind the Prestonsburg Senior Citi-
zens Center, which will operate the
adult center, Evans said. The unit
was acquired through the auspices of
the Episcopal Churchin Prestonsburg
and preparations are being made for
its transfer 1o the park this weekend.

Doug Lawson, with the Big Sandy
Area Development District, hopes
the adult center will be open in Feb-
ruary. “Renovations must be made,"
Lawson said. “More bathrooms must
be added and made handicap acces-
sible.”

Both Evans and Lawsonexpressed
enthusiasm for the project which was
also implemented in Pikeville in
October.

There has been a need in Floyd
County for this center,” Evans said.

Lawson echoed her sentiments,
"Adult Day Cares are just catching
on. There has always been a need for
them, especially for Alzheimers pa-
lients. Their caregivers cannot leave
the house. They can't go to the store.
They have nobody to help them.”

Caregivers of patients who need
to be supérvised and have some de-
gree of mobility will find a brief res-
pite from their daily vigilance. The
center will be open during normal
working hours, 8 a.m.-5 p.m., five
days per week so that caregivers do
not have to give up their jobs to
provide adequate care for their rela-
Lives.

Evans said stimulating activities
are planned at the center, including
games or exercises.

“Activities will be based on the
assessment of each client,” Lawson
said, “The center will provide a sup-
portive environment for individual-
ized, personal care.”

Enrollment in the program is lim-
ited at present, Lawson said, but he
hopes the center will eventually take
care of “up to 20 individuals.” Pres-
ently, there is a waiting list with six
names and Lawson said six more
could be added. To add someone’s
name to the list, call Prestonsburg

Two jurors disqualified :

Mistrial ends murder case

Johnson County Assistant Com-
monwealth Attorney J.D. Johnson
said Thursday he will immediately
request 2 new trial for a Johnson
County man accused of murdering a
Floyd County man last year.

Jim Jack Penix Jr, is charged with
murder in the May 13, 1990 shooting
of Barreit Heath Endicott,. 19, of
Prestonsburg at a Johnson County
trailer park. Penix is also charged
with first degree wanton endanger-
ment for allegedly placing a rifle at
the head of another man during the
same incident,

Johnson will file a motion Febru-

ary 1 asking that a new trial be sched-
uled for Penix, whose murder case
was abruptly halted Wednesday in
Johnson Circuit Court,

Just minutes before opening argu-
ments were to begin, Circuit Judge
Stephen N. Frazier declared a mis-
trial in Penix’s case. He based his
decision on information received
Wednesday morning that two jurors
have connections to the Johnson
County sheriff’s department, which
assisted in the investigation of the
Penix case.

Jury selection for Penix’s trial
began Tuesday. More than 30 poten-
tial jurors were called, and the list
was narrowed to 28, Twelve final
jurors and an alternate were selected
for the case Tuesday night.

Two shootings investigated :

During the selection process, ju-
ror§ are asked several questions re-
garding the nature of the particular
case. One question is whether jury
members are related 10 or know the
defendant, attorneys or investigators
of the case.

Opening argumentsand testimony
were slated to start Wednesday morn-
ing, but Frazier informed the 13-
member jury at 10:25 a.m. that the
case would not proceed,

Frazier said he was told Wednes-
day morning that one juror, after re-
turning home Tuesday evening, re-
called not answering one of the ques-
tions asked earlier in the day.

And, “as bad luck would have it,

Pizzas stolen, robbery charged

A 20-year-old Floyd County man
was charged with first degree rob-
bery for an incidentallegedly involy-
ing the theft of two pizzas.

Ronnie Martin of Minnie was
arrested January 17 and charged with
robbery for allegedly taking two
pizzas valued at $27.70 from James
Hamilton. State Police Trooper Mike
Thorpearrested Martin, who was later
released on a surety bond.

In other arrests, a 29 year-old
Auxier man turned himself in for
allegedly shooting a Prestonsburg
man four times.

Daniel Vance was indicted on
October 1, 1990 for allegedly shoot-
ing Jack Litteral on September 1,
1990 at Patton’s Trailer Court in
Auxier. At a pre-trial hearing held

January 10, Vance pleaded guilty to
firstdegree assaultcharges. Thecom-
monwealth attorney recommended a
five-year sentence and Vance ac-
cepted. He will be formally sentenced
at a later date.

Separate shooting incidents led to
the arrests of two Floyd County men,
oneof whom allegedly shot hisgrand-
father and the otherallegedly shot his
brother.

Gary Evans, 25,0f McDowell was
arrested January 17 after allegedly
shooting his grandfather, Bill Evans,
with a shotgun. The younger Evans
was arrested by state police detective
Joel Newsome and later released ona
$5,000 unsecured bond.

The other shooting incident in-
volved Robert E. Kidd, 18, of Harold
who was arrested January 15 and
charged with first degree assault and
first degree burglary after allegedly

took a 12 gauge shotgun from a resi-
dence and then shot his brother,
Michael Kidd. Robert Kidd was ar-
rested by state police Detective Les
Stapleton,

In other police activity, Clayton
Clouse Ir., 19, was arrested January
13 and charged with terroristic threat-
ening and assaultin the fourth degree
for allegedly beating and throwing
his father down, the complaint said.
Clouse allegedly threatened o come
back to his father's residence with a
“machine gun and kill everyone in
the home,"” the complaint said.

Other arrests made were Melissa
Collins, 19, of Morehead, who was
charged with forgery and unauthor-
ized use of a motor vehicle for alleg-
edly signing personal checks of her
father's on December 28. In a com-

Groups usually sitting on oppo-
site sides of the table when coal in-
dustry issues are debated joined forces
insupportofabill to return more coal
severance lax money to coal-produc-
ing counties but state leaders from
central and northern Kentucky formed
their own coalition 1o oppose the
measure.

Representatives of groups as di-
verse as Kentuckians For The Com-
monwealth and Kentucky Coal Coa-
lition stood behind Governor Wal-
lace Wilkinson—literally and figu-
ratively—as he tried Wednesday to
drum up support for an increase in
coal severance tax returns to coal-
producing counties,

At the Wednesday moming press
conference at the Capitol, the gover-
nor aimed his case at members of the
media who have been slow to see the
merits of returning additional monies
form the tax to the 80 or so counties
that have historically produced coal.

Wilkinson was flanked by state
legislators from many Eastern Ken-
tucky counties and by members of
the groups that have banded together
to support the measure now before
the General Assembly’s special ses-
sion. The groups included United
Mine Workers, AFL-CIO, Kentucky
Association of Counties and County
Judge-Executives Association, in
addition to KFTC and KCC,

“We must get those counties up to
the point where the revenue base will
coveressential services and allow for
future growth,” the governor said,
adding the state will never do as well
as it can do until all its counties have
an opportunity for economic growth.

Lawmakers opposed to the meas-
ure, including legislators from Cen-
tral Kentucky, Northern Kentucky
and Jefferson County, said the spe-
cial session was not the time to de-
cide the issue and they also ques-
tioned parts of the proposal.

Representative Emesto Scorsone
of Lexington said Wednesday with
the nation beginning a recession there
would be no extra funds in the state's
budget. He suggested any redirection
of coal tax money should be consid-
cred next year when the general as-
sembly meets.

The proposal under consideration
by the General: Assembly includes
the return of an added 13 percent in
coal severance tax revenues (o the
coal-producing counties, most of
which are in Eastern Kentucky. Wilk-
inson estimated the amount at about
$23 million.

Under the proposed bill, the extra
money would go into a trust fund
aimed specifically at projects that
would enhance the economic devel-
opment of what are now the state's
poorest counties.

Wilkinson said that until the infra-
structure—primarily water systems,
roads, and building sites—is im-
proved, business and industry cannot
be attracted to those counties, The

Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg, chairman

Johnson said Thursday the two
jurors told Frazier they had ties to the
Johnson County sheriff’s department.

One juror, Rex Scarberry, said “a
member of his family was closely
associated with one of the deputy
sheriffs,” Johnson said. He was ex-
cused from the case.

Bothsides agreed to continue with
the 12-member jury until another
panelist, George Spriggs, informed
Frazier he had “forgotten” being
deputized by Sheriff Gene Cyrus in
the early 1980s, Johnson said.

Spriggs is an unpaid deputy and
doesn't perform any duties, Johnson
said.

When jurors are selected, both the
prosecutor and defense attorney are
allowed to eliminate—or strike—a
certain number of jury members for
cause,

The issue, Johnson said, was not
the perceived impartiality of Spriggs,
but the fact that Penix's attorneys—
Teddy Flynt and Ned Pillersdorf—
were denied the opportunity 1o strike
him during selection on Tuesday.

Flynt said Wednesday morning
that he would have asked that the
deputy be stricken, Johnson added,

And, because other potential ju-
rors had officially been dismissed
from hearing the Penix case, they
could not be recalled.

For that reason, “the present panel
must be set aside (for the Penix trial)
and a new jury selected on another
day,” Frazier said in declaring the
mistrial.

Ifthe case had proceeded and Penix
convicted, the Kentucky Supreme
Court would have likely overturned
the jury's decision and order a new
trial, Frazier said.

A new circuit panel will be seated
in June. Johnson said he would ask
that a new trial be scheduled soon
alter the panel is in place.

“No one is at fault,” Frazier said
Wednesday. “This occurrence hap-
pened because people were forth-
right and ethical and came forward
with information they had forgor-
len.”

Frazier described the character of

Scarberry and Spriggsas “excellent.” -

Frazier also praised the “excellent
work and preparation” of Johnson,
Flynt and Pillersdorf,

“I believe this has been the best
prepared case that I have ever seen in
the last seven years as circuit judge,”
he said.

Johnson said he would not enter-
tain a plea bargain agreement in the
case,

Inclement weather affects

The meeting
wasexpected to draw attendance from
twelve counties, instead it attracted
only a handful of participants from
the immediate area.

Thedistrict gathering had planned
to hear presentations by two speak-
ers, Ann Greene, the Adult Educa-
tion Director of the Floyd County
Literacy Council, and Libby Jones,
wife of gubernatorial candidate Lt.
Governor Brereton Jones. Both
speakers conducted informal presen-
tations and responded to questions
from the audience.

“The newest service of the Liter-
acy Council,” said Ann Greene, “isa
letter writing campaign to the men
and women in Operation Desert
Shield."” Greene explained, “there are
many from this area who have loved
ones now stationed in the Middle
East, We know they would like to
write to them, but cannot.” Greene
added, “so we invite anyone who
cannot write to call us or come in to
seeus. We'll help them write as many
letters as they want to send, We can
be reached by calling 886-READ (or
886-7323)."

Greene described the work of the
Floyd County Literacy Council,
which also services communities in
surrounding counties. “When the
census reports that more than one-
third of this area’s population are
functionally illiterate,” Greene ex-
plained, “you have to find different
ways to make services accessible (0
the people who need them.” Accord-
ing to Greene the Literacy Council
has recently initiated a referral pro-
gram 1o make literacy tutoring avail-
able through the food stamp program,

The Council is also seeking new
volunteer tutors for the literacy pro-
gram. Tutors are trained by the Coun-
¢il to assist students in learning how
toread. “Many of these students want
1o read, so they work hard — quite a

few of them go on to complete GED
studies. Itcan be a very rewarding ex-
perience,” said Greene.

Allending the meeting afier tour-
ing the Prestonsburg Senior Citizen’s
Center, Libby Jones discussed the
services of the Sanders-Brown Cen-

ter on Aging at the University of
Kentucky which provides medical
care, education for human services
workers, and community services
such as day care for patients suffer-
ing from Alzheimers disease. “You
are on the front lines of aging serv-
ices,” Jones told the small gathering,
“and the Sanders-Brown Center
would like to establish a dialogue
with you to address specific prob-
lems you might face.”

Jones also introduced the Asso-
ciation of Older Kentuckians (A-OK)
which is designed 1o disseminate
information on aging services state-
wide. The organization centers around
the “Prime Time” radio show hosted
by Al Smith. Listeners can partici-
pate in the program by calling 1-800-
767-4A0K. The program is aired
daily on WPRT in Prestonsburg and
WPKE in Pikeville,

Questions from the audience ad-
dressed many problems confronting
Eastern Kentucky human services
workers, including the need to in-
crease public awareness of how
human services funds are spent, the
need for consumer protection 'serv-
ices for the aged, and the need for
financial assistance for those whose
Medicare or Medicaid programs do
notmeet theirmedical expenses. “All
of these suggestions are good. Af-
fordable health care will be a central
issue of the 1990s," said Jones.

When asked if new interest inaging
services would spur state investiga-
tion of the failure of many nursing
homes to provide adequate emotional
care in addition to the minimal medi-
cal care many patients now receive,
Jones answered, “I hadn't mentioned
nursing homes because the problem
is 80 complex, making it difficult to
fully address and understand. So
many of us have loved ones and
friends in nursing homes that I am
sure we are all concerned that they
get the very best care.”

coal severance tax.

“If we can, for a single industry,
give (the equivalent of) five or six
years of coal severance Lax (money),
then we can recommend that $23
million or so go back to those coun-
ties,” he said,

The governor said that passage of
the proposed bill will not endanger
funding of education reform or any
other state program. He termed the
proposal “economically sound.”

Floyd County Judge-Executive
John M. Stumbo was also at the press
conference asarepresentative of both
the county and the Kentucky Coal
Coalition, KCC had planned arecep-
tion for legislators Wednesday eve-
ning, in an effort to lobby for broader
support of the proposal.

Q.—I am preparing my taxes and

benefits. Are VA benefits subject to
federal income taxation?

A.—VA benefits are not subject
10 federal income tax, and we do not
provide a W-2 or 1099 form to you or
the IRS, with one exception. Interest
paid on accrued GI insurance divi-
dends left on deposit is subject to
taxation,

Q.—I understand the Budget
Reconciliation Act recently limited
compensation payments to certain
incompetent veterans. What are the
limitations?

A.—The Budget Reconciliation
Act requires that payment of com-
pensation Lo a non-hospitalized in-
competent veteran, with no spouse,
child or dependent parent, be sus-

‘pended in any case where the value of
the veteran’sestate (notincluding the
veteran’s home) exceeds $25,000
until the value of the state is reduced
to less than $10,000. The Act further
provides for payment of the total
amount of compensation thathad been
withheld, should the veteran subse-
quently be rated competent for 90
days. This provision will be effective
through September 30, 1992,

Q.—What percentage of disabil-
ity do I need to qualify for vocational
rehabilitation?

A —Any veteran who hasnot filed
an application for vocational reha-
bilitation before November 1, 1990,
must have a service-connected dis-
ability rating of 20 percent or more.
Additionally, VA must decide that
the disability is a handicap to gainful
employment.

If you think you're paying Uncle
Sam too much of what you make on
your investments, you may want to
take a closer look at tax-free and tax-
deferred investments. Just remember
that tax treatment is only one factor to
consider when developing an invest-
ment strategy, advises the Kentucky
Society of CPAs.

Municipal bonds offer investors a
way to earn tax-free interest income.
Issued by state and local governments,
municipal bonds help raise money to
build schools, roads and other proj-
ects, In the last few years, the munici-
pal bond market has become a more
complicated place for investors. In
the past, all municipal bonds were
exempt from federal tax, but changes
in the tax law created three different
tax treatments of municipal bonds.
The interest you eamn on the tradi-
tional obligations of state and local
governments remains tax-free. And,
in most states, if the bonds are from
your home state, you generally es-
cape state and local taxes as well,

‘However, certain bonds issued for

private purposes, such as industrial
development, now generate interest
that can be subject to the alternative
minimum tax. Still other bonds, in-
cluding those issued to finance sports
stadiums and convention facilities,
no longer qualify for any federal tax
exemption.

you, you should compare the return
you can collect from a tax-exempt
investment to the retum you would
get from a taxed investment. You
should also weigh the security and
the term of the bond under considera-
tion. In addition, keep in mind that if
you need to sell a municipal bond
before its maturity, you must report
your capital gain or 10ss on your tax
return. What's more, you cannot
deduct investment expenses associ-
ated with tax-exempt investments.
By transferring money from an
investment that accrues interest daily
to one that pays interest at maturity,
such as Treasury bills, you can defer
the taxes due on your investment
earnings. Treasury bills are issued in
denominations of $10,000 and up,
and mature in three, six or 12 months.
The bills are issued at a discount,
with the interest paid when they are

redeemed at maturity for face value.
Interest on T-bills is completely
exempt from state and local taxes;
federal taxes are not due until the
year the bills mature,

Many banks, brokerage firms and
other financial institutions offer Cer-
tificates of Deposit (CDs). The inter-
est earned on CDs is subject to fed-
eral, state and local taxes. But, be-
cause earnings on CDs are taxed in
the year you receive them, you can
use CDs as a means of deferring
interest income, When you buy aCD
that matures next year, the interest it
earns is not taxable until then,

However, youshouldkeep in mind
that early withdrawals from a CD are
generally subject to an interest pen-
alty. If you have to make an early
withdrawal, remember that this pen-
alty is deductible even if you do not
itemize your deductions.

In 1982, the government created
Series EE U.S. Savings Bonds to
provide savers with a guaranteed
minimum interest rate, plus a chance
to earn more if interest rates rise. If
you cash in the bonds early, a lower
fixed rate applies.

Savings bonds have two special
tax appeals. First, interest earned on
savings bonds is exempt from state
and local income taxes. Second, since
you collect your interest when you
redeem the bonds, the interest is
generally not subject to federal tax
until then. However, you can choose

to report the interest annually. If you
select this option, and later you de-
cide that you would benefit more
from reporting the interest when you
redeem the bonds, you can switch
methods only with the consent of the
IRS.

Beginning January 1, 1990, a new
tax benefit was created for certain
U.S. savings bonds. Interest on these
bonds is not taxed if the bonds are
redeemed to pay college expenses.
But, in order to qualify for this tax
treatment, certain conditions must be
satisfied: the bond must have been
issued after December 31, 1989; you
must be 24 years old or older at the
time the bonds are purchased; and
you must use the bond’s proceeds for
qualified educational expenses in-
curred by you, your spouse, or de-
pendents for higher education. This
exclusion is phased out if your ad-

justed gross income falls within cer-
tain ranges—between $60,000 and
$90,000 if you are married and filing
jointly, and between $40,000 and
$55,000 for single taxpayers and
heads of households. These dollar
amounts will be adjusted annually
for inflation.

Individual Retirement Accounts
(IR As), Keoghs and other retirement
plans continue to offer liberal tax
benefits. These plans represent an-
other way you can defer some of your
taxable income. With an IRA or
Keogh, not only do you defer paying
taxes on the money you invest, but
the interest you receive on your in-
vestment is also deferred until the
money is withdrawn, In addition,
some investors can still claim a de-
duction for the amount contributed to
an IRA. Restrictions on deductions
arebased on yourincome and whether
you are covered by a retirement plan
at work. With a Keogh, deposits are
tax deductible regardless of your
income, and money in the plan is
allowed to grow and compound tax-
free until withdrawn,

To be a successful investor, you
need to know how to use the tax rules
to your best advantage. The rules can
get complicated so it may be wise o
consult a CPA before embarking on
your investment plan. Used properly,
tax planning can be an effective way
to minimize current taxes while ac-
cumulating greater wealth,

A new project in Floyd and Ma-
goffin counties is following an East-
ern Kentucky tradition—the friendly
neighbor down the road who is al-
ways ready to lend a helping hand.

The Long Term Care Demonsira-
tion Project, implemented by the Big
Sandy Area Development District, is
that friendly neighbor. The project
serves as a coordinating agency and
offers assistance to Floyd or Ma-

goffincounty residents who need help
with daily activities: housecleaning,
shopping, doing laundry, taking
medicine, cooking, and getting toany
particular appointments,

The coordinating staff for the Big
Sandy project is Bonnie Hale, Aging
Services director; Mary Ann Hall,
district Ombudsman; Jody Spradlin,
case manager supervisor; Regina
Dye, case manager for Floyd County;
and Carol Lewandowski, case man-
ager for Magoffin County.

“Our goal is to allow persons to
liveindependently athome as long as
possible,” said Spradlin. He explained
that the project is a 2-year-pilot pro-
gram to provide a focal point for the
numerous human service agencies in
the Big Sandy Area.

Referrals for potential clients of
this free service are made through
friends, relatives or other agencies,
such as a senior citizens cenler.

Referrals may be made by calling
the Big Sandy Area Development
District at 886-2374 where Marcy

Martin will talk with the caller and
gather pertinent information for the
case manager. Once the information
iscomplete, the case is turned over to
the county case manager who will
assess the situation, Magoffin case
manager Lewandowski said.

“For example, if we received a
call from someone at the senior
citizen’s center, expressing concem
that a 55-year-old man seemed un-
demourished, first we would collect
statistics (name, address, telephone
number),” said Floyd county case

manager Dye.

Dye said she would first contact
the individual by phone and gather
more information, She would then
pay a personal visit to assess the
situation.

Dyeexplained the compositecase:

“Suppose the man cannot eat
because he cannot see well, He may
be burning his food because he can’t
see well-enough to know if the gas
flame istoo high, or he can't see what
type of canned food he is trying to
open, “In that case, I would set up an
appointment for him with an optome-
trist. If he needed transportation, then
I would arrange that with another
agency.”

The case manager also follows
through after the doctor’s visit to
make sure “things are going well,”
she said. Lewandowski alsoexplained
that patients have trouble getting
doctor’s appointments. “Sometimes,
it takes months to get an appoint-
ment,” she said, “but we can usually
get the appointment sooner.”

The Cabinet for Human Resources
has several service agencies in the
county that operate independently,
but now with the coordination abili-
ties of the Long Term Care Case
Management Demonstration Project,
more clients will be able to access
those health care programs,

The project will employ a system
of case management to assure that
appropriate services are provided to
all persons who fall within the guide-
lines specified by the Health Reform
AcL

“Age isnot a factor in eligibility,”
said Spradlin. Kentucky regulations
state, in part: “The cabinet, through
the Long-term care demonstration
program, shall provide access to in-
formation, counseling and screen-
ing... for persons potentially in need
of long-term care services without
regard (o the person’s income, in
order to assist functionally impaired
persons in accessing available serv-
ices.”

FUNDING - IN DANGER?

Could it be that the Endangered
Species Program is itself in danger of
one day becoming extinct?

In a recent audit report, the U. S.
Interior Department’s Office of the
inspector General (OIG) concluded
that the program’s “mission cannot
be fully accomplished at present
funding levels” and further “ques-
tions whether...the program as it is
presently structured and funded is
feasible.”

Translation? The battle to con-
serve and protect endangered species
1S being lost primarily die to lack of
funds.

The federal government spends
some $8.4 million annually on its
recovery plans to aid endangered
species. Though that may sound like
alot of money, split 50 ways (among
the states) it’s really not much at all.

“I'think it’s safe to say that endan-

gered species are not a high priority
itlem whit the federal government,”
said Lavren Schaaf, director of the
wildlife division for the Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlire
Resources (KDFWR),

“Literally billions of dollars are
spent on other social and environ-
mental problems, soinrelative terms,
we spend next to nothing on endan-
gered species,” Schaaf commented.

In addition to the lack of dollars,
wildlife management officials gen-
erally agree that another major prob-
lem with the program is that monies
are awarded annually — on a com-
petitive basis — making any long-
term planning impossible. Manage-
mentagencies don’t know form year
to year how much—ifany — they’ll
receive.

In Kentucky, 27 wildlife species
including selected mammals, certain
birds, and several freshwater mus-
sels are protected by the federal
Endangered Species Act.

Open To The Basket

At this time, most of Kentucky’s
allocation is being spent on bals —
the gray bat, the Indiana bat and the
Virginia big-earred bat. Extensive
studies are being conducted to deter-
mine their seasonal locations as well
as breeding and feeding habits. This
information will one day aid in the
recovery and protection of bat spe-
cies found in Kentucky.

“The practice of wildlife manage-
ment has a long history of success.
Wildlife management works, “said
Schaaf. “There just hasn’t been the
level of commitment — in terms of
dollars — necessary to achieve the
results we'd like to see.”

In a nutshell, the OIG’s report
mightbe interpreted to mean we need
to take a hard look at our present
endeavors. The Inspector General
seems to be saying it's time to get
seriously into the business of endan-
gered species conservation and pro-
tection — in terms of both structure
and major financial commitment.

BANNER YEAR FOR HUNTER
EDUCATION

Last year, nearly 16,000 students
successfully completed the Kentucky
Hunter Education Program, an in-
crease of approximately 3,000 over
1989. Anadditional 224 trainers also
were approved, bringing the number
of certified instructors statewide to
912.

Effective March 1, successful
completionof a state-approved hunter
education program is required for all
hunters — resident or nonresident—
born on or after January 1, 1975.
Bowhunters not in possession of a
firearm while in the field may carry a
“National Bowhunter Education
Program” course completion card to
satisfy the requirement.

Children under 10 are exempt,
provided that while in the field they're
accompanied by an adult capable of
taking immediate control of that
child’s firearm or bow.

Persons exempt from having a
hunting license are also exempt from
the hunter education course comple-
tion requirement.
