The search for McAuliffe schol-
ars is not an easy one, “they find
you,” Stumbo said. Stumbo’s name
was mentioned by Bill Wright, a
Washington educator associated with
BREADnet, a telecommunications
writing network for teachers, who
the foundation called initially asking
about another candidate, Wright, in

turn, gave Stumbo’s name and the
search was on.

“Bill Wright gave them my name
and by Christmas, they knew every-
thing about me. David Wallace, a
director at the institute, called and
asked me about the telecommunica-
tion program atour school. We talked
forabout 30 minutes and I didn't find
outuntillater, itactually was aninter-
view,” Stumbo said. “The final selec-
tions were made by the board of di-
rectors.”

Stumbo will join other the four
other teachers from Indiana, New
York, Maryland and Washington 1o

develop a 12-day conference to be
held this summer at Stanford Univer-
sity on “Preparing All Students for
the 21st Century: Using Telecommu-
nications to Restructure Schools.”

Via an international telecommu-
nications network, Stumbo connects
her students with other classes in
Israel, Japan, Peru and Russia to dis-
cuss environmental and global is-
SUes.

Stumbo teachers English, journal-
ism, oral history, speech and drama.
Her class develops stories and tran-
scripts for “Mantrip” Magazine,
produced annually with a focus on

among the best

people in Wheelwright and the com-
munity. The publication is a result of
the school’s involvement with the
Foxfire Project, a national effort that
encourages student writings on this
country’s heritage. By using com-
puterdesktop publishing, the students
design and write the magazine and
1,000 copies are sold in Kentucky
and other parts of the country.

The educator honors annually go
to teachers who exemplify
McAuliffe’s traits of excellence and
exploration in teaching, said NFIE

Councilmen had instructed the city
attorney to draft an ordinance which
would end the lounge's serving hours
at midnight at a meeting earlier this
month. The bar currently serves alco-
holic beverages until 2 a.m. on week-
ends.

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta
said the measure was proposed in
response to the consistently high
number of police response calls to
the lounge at the hotel.

Prestonsburg Holiday Inn Man-
ager Gene Luka, however, addressed
the council after approval of the
ordinance’s first reading, requesting
time for new methods of control

Caudill granted
shock probation

Former Floyd County Magistrate
Ed Caudill was granted shock proba-
tion Tuesday by Johnson County
Circuit Judge Stephen N. Frazier.

Caudill was serving a one year jail
term after exhaustling appeals (o his
1985 conviction on forgery charges,

Caudill’s attorney, Ned Pill-
ersdorf, said Frazier granied the mo-
tion for probation over the “vigorous
protests” of Mary James Young,
representing the state Attorney
General's office.

Pillersdorf said he petitioned for
probation due 1o Caudill’s deteriorat-
ing health. Caudill was admitted to
Highlands Regional Medical Center
and is currently undergoing cardiac
testing, Pillersdorf said.

Caudill tumed himself in to jail
authorities on January 1 and has
served a total of 40 days of his one
year sentence. Pillersdorf said Caud-
ill had served 10 days of his sentence
prior to January 1.

Council members. asked
Prestonsburg Police Chief Greg Hall
if he thought the measures would be
effective, Hall said that he would
prefer that the bar stop serving alco-
hol at midnight, but added that he felt
Luka's efforts could be effective.
Council members approved amotion
to delay the second reading of the
ordinance until the April 29 meeting
of the council. If enacted, the Holi-
day Inn of Prestonsburg would be the
only establishment affected by the
ordinance.

In other business, John Spurlock
of Kentuckians for the Common-
wealth addressed the council to pro-
pose a city-wide solid waste recy-
cling system. Spurlock said that
Kentuckians for the Commonwealth
(KFTC) had already established a
recycling program which quickly
outgrew that organization’s ability to
handle it. Mayor Latta questioned the
economic feasibility of a recycling
program, saying that there was no
market for many recyclable materi-
alssuch as paperand plastic. “There’s
no point in collecting it if you can’t
getrid of it,” she said.

The mayor added that she was in
support of such a program and would
be willing to work with KFTC on the
project, however no action was taken
on the issue.

City Administrator Sam Campbell
asked council membersto take action
to correct a long standing problem
with fire and burglar alarms owned
by city businesses. Campbell said
that the alarms currently in use were
outdated and could not be monitored

A $10 million hospital bondissue
was approved at a special meeting of
the Floyd Fiscal Court Friday, de-
spite opposition from County Adttor-
ney Jim Hammond and District 4
Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens.

With approval of the bond ordi-
nance, Highlands Hospital Corpora-
tion, which owns Highlands Regional
Medical Center, will utilize the
county’s entire bonding capacity for

oneyear, With the lowerinterestrate,
the company will refinance its origi-
nal bonds issued to renovate the
medical center,

“When the hospital issued the
bonds in 1983, the interest rate was
10 1/4 percent at 20 years,” Terrell
Ross, chairman of Ross, Sinclaire
and Associates Investment Banking,
explained to the court. The new bonds
will mature August 1, 2010, Ross
said.

The
school is the next priority on the the
new facility survey. 1 don't know
where it would fall on the list. I'm not
here 1o scarc anyonc. I'm here to
answer your questions honestly and
to the best of my knowledge.”

The School Eacility Construction
Commission hasallotted $6,595,588
for the high school project, according
to Mike Luscher, director of build-
ings and grounds for the state Depart-
mentof Education. Funds come from

By federal judge :

County's
waste law

. is stalled

A federal judge dissolved a tem-
porary restraining order late Monday
in Pikeville federal court but re-is-
sued the order late Tuesday in Lex-
ington, barring the Floyd County
Fiscal Court from implementing a
recently adopted wasle ordinance.

Judge Joseph Hood dissolved the
order, sought by Medisin, Inc. be-
cause il was not a “verilied com-
plaint” but, after Medisin's attorney
Rick Thomas amended the complaint,
Judge Hood reinstated the order
Tuesday.

AtMonday’s hearing, Judge Hood
suggested to Floyd County Attorney
Jim Hammond that Medisin be ex-

empted from the ordinance until a
hearing could be held to test its con-
stitutionality. A hearing for a pre-
liminary injunction against the fiscal
court is set for Fehruary 6 at4 p.m, in
Pikeville.

Judge Hood told Hammond the
ordinance seemed to be aimed at
Medisin and he suggested Medisin
be exempted from the action because
the company had been doing busi-
ness in the county prior to the ordi-
nance. “That’s the problem, they've
already been doing business in the
county,” Hood said.

Hammond objected to the exemp-
tion saying the fiscal court had the
right to require the permit and if the
company did not want to obtain a
permit it could go to another county
1o operate its incinerator.

Thomas told the judge the ordi-
nance would prohibit the movement
of any waste in Floyd County and
make it illegal to drive a garbage
truck across the county line.

Hammond responded that Tho-
mas’ interpretation of the ordinance

Three compete for
Floyd judge's seat

The filing deadline for the May
primary passed Tuesday, but not
before some local flavor was added
to the ballot for non-partisan state
offices.

The race to succeed Floyd Circuit
Judge Hollie Conley, whase tenure
has spanned nearly three decades,
drew three contenders, including
incumbent Floyd District Judge Ha-
rold Stumbo, of Prestonsburg; for-
mer Floyd County Attorney Barkley
Sturgill, of Prestonsburg; and politi-
cal newcomer Paul Burcheit, also of
Prestonsburg.

The top two vote getters in the May
primary will face off in November
for an eight-year term.

In divisional races for two seatson
the state Court of Appeals, incum-
bent Janet Stumbo will run unop-
posed while three candidates seek the
second available seat. They include
former Floyd Commonwealth Attor-
ney James R. Allen, of Prestonsburg;
incumbent Johnson District Judge
John Gardner, of Paintsville; and
incumbent Appellate Judge Harris S.
Howard, of Prestonsburg.

tricts have to offer.

Board member Eddie Billips reit-
erated his stand that he is not against
a new high school being built in the
district but that costly sile prepara-
tion of the Middle Creck property
was an arca of concern,

“I'd like 1o sec a new school in
every community,” Billips said.“But
we need to be realistic and use our
money wisely. I feel $3.5 million for
sile preparation is an excessive
amount. That's what I'm against.”

Debbie Hicks, a teacher, voiced
her frustration about the lack of ac-
cessibility 1o the handicapped at
Prestonsburg High School. She asked
if the building was renovated would
be handicap accessible.

Hager explained that most older
schools throughout the county were
not accessible because federal regu-
lations requiring accessibility were
not imposed until after the buildings
were constructed.

would “solely” pertain to the opera-
tion of a waste site facility in the
county.

The fiscal court voted last Friday
to adopt the waste ordinance which
would require operators of a waste
site or facility, participants in the
storage, transportation, treatment and/
or disposal of waste in the operation
of a waste site or facility, other than
one publicly owned, to-obtain a per-
mit from the fiscal court.

Permit applicants would be re-
quired to pay a $2,500 fee to process
the application and a permit would
not be issued until the applicant posts
at least $1 million and not more than
a$5 million bond to cover any physi-
cal or environmental damages. The
person receiving the permit will be
required to pay $1,000 an ounce for
hazardous wasteand $250 per ton for
all solid waste processed, disposed,
stored, transported or treated.

Anyone who fails 1o obtain a per-
mit under the ordinance could face
criminal charges.

Inthe controversy over whether
or not a new Prestonsburg High
School should be built, one side of
the argument has claimed that
state funds set aside for the proj-
ect will be sent to another district
if the current building plan is can-
celed. Anotherclaimsuggeststhat
state funds cannot be used for
renovation and that any costs
associated with that type work will
come fromthe local schoolbudget.

Neitherclaimisaccurate, astate
school official said this week.

State funding for the
Prestonsburg High School proj-
ect won't go to another district if
the project is altered or even
scrapped, Mike Luscher, state
director of Buildings and Grounds
said. The school district can, with
state approval, transfer those
funds to another project.

State funds can, Luscher said,
be usedforrenovation. Inthe case
of renovating the existing
Prestonsburg High School, spe-
cial approval would be required
for renovating a facility below the
100-year flood plain.

As for the use of local funds, itis

likely that they will be needed
regardless of which plan is ulti-
mately approved. Any expendi-
tures over state allocations will
probably be retired through bonds
issued by the local board, and
repayment ofthose costs will likely
come out of local funds.

I have an ideal The highway de-
partment, be it county or state, should
put uproad signs to wam motorists of
pot holes in the road. The signs are
used to warn motorists of slippery
spots, potential ice and slides, dips,
fallen shoulders, etc., so why not pot
holes that never go away ?

Consider the various financial
aspects of this idea. First, thus far
metro-Kentucky, i.e. Louisville and
Lexington, has not confiscated funds
to exhaust the account for road signs.
Therefore, eastern Kentucky may still
have the opportunity to access the
monies. Who knows, some subtle
political move may even divert some
of the truckers taxes to the road sign
account instead of repaving of the
Watterson freeway.

Second, the signs are more perma-
nent than blacktop. This point is
particularly popular during local elec-
tion time. Candidates would even
have an extra post for campaign
material or write their name with
spray paint on the bottom or back of
the sign. My favorite is the fold up
signs. You know the ones highway
staff can open to warn of high water
or ice on the road. These would be
perfect to warn motorists of those pot
holes that get the attention of being
filled with blacktop, then two weeks
later the pot hole reappears.

Third, the sign must be cheaper
than blacktop. There’s always more
signs than blacktop. This would be
particularly true for the pot holes
whose ominous gap consume three
fourths of one side of the road. The
sign could be solid black with only a
thin line reflective border for night
drivers. Place an addendum in the
driver’s manual to define this sign as
a warning for a black hole. If you hit
this hole, you may never be seen
again; no other penalties should be
attached.

The safety increase for motorists
is obvious with the addition of pot
hole signs. However, this argument
never gains any attention in easterm
Kentucky so I will stop with the fi-
nancial and political.

As a concerned citizen of the
Prestonsburg area, are you aware that
the construction of anew high school
forour district is in serious jeopardy?
As a parent and as a professional
educator, it deeply disturbs me 0
hear the possibility exists that a new
high school for the north end of Floyd
County which has been both recom-
mended and approved by the state
department of education,with appro-
priate funding, might not be built. I
urge every person in this district to
seriously consider this issue and to
react by either telephoning or writing
Mr. Eddie Billips or by signing a
petition which is currently being cir-
culated promoting a new facility
somewhere above the flood plain.

A committee of concerned citi-
zens hasrecently been formed to push
forthe construction of a new progres-
sive high school, above the flood
plain, for the north end of Floyd
County. The committee isopposed to
remodeling the existing facility and
feels that the Floyd County Board of
Education has both a moral and a
legal obligation to proceed with the
construction of a new high school.
We want and we expect the best
possible educational experience for
our young people that this state hasto
offer.

I feel it is our responsibility, as
both parents and concerned citizens,
to ensure that our children are ready
to face the technological challenges
of the twenty-first century and I
simply do not see how this can be
accomplished through the use of a
mid-twentieth century facility. We
need to show eastern Kentucky and
the rest of the state, in addition to
business and industry leaders, where
our priorities lie with respect to qual-
ity education.

In addition to the facility, I also
feel that the local board should next
focus on the Prestonsburg Elemen-
tary School and begin the justifica-
tion process required for a new ele-
mentary school and for that matter, a
new central office, Again, I person-
ally would be opposed to renovation
on both of these projects. Public
buildings are designed with a life
expectancy and both of the
Prestonsburg schools have exceeded
this expectancy. The new guidelines
for schools are very siringent speci-
fying such things as minimum class-
room size, corridor size, plumbing
and electrical restrictions, etc. In the
long run, a public school building
takes a lot of abuse and it reaches a
point where renovation is simply
neither practical nor feasible and can
be more of a liability than an asset.

I hope that everyone in our district
who shares these views will speak
out for our children and for the future
growth of our region before it is too
late. Furthermore, everyone needs 1o
understand that monies appropriated
by the general assembly for a new
building cannot be diverted to re-
modeling and renovation projects.
Remodeling and renovation would
have to come from locally generated
revenues.

Lasersurgery can help
diabetics to see again

Laser surgery for eye problems is
anew technique that is helping many
Eastern Kentucky residents who suf-
fer from diabetes and glaucoma and
the surgery can be performed by
physicians who practice at the Meth-
odist Hospital, a hospital spokesper-
son said.

Dr. Charles Wheeler and Dr. R.S.
Kukreja are ophthalmologists at the
hospital who provide this special
service to patients. The surgery is a
relatively quick procedure that can
be performed in the physicians of-
fices.

Diabetes is the leading cause of
blindness in people under the age of
40. Dr. Wheeler said the disease is
the second leading cause of blindness
in people between the ages of 40 and
60. Dr. Kukreja said that diabetic eye
disease can be controlled but not
cured, so he emphasized the impor-
tance of early detection and follow-
up exams. Both board certified oph-
thalmologists recommend that any-
one who has had diabetes for more
than eight years see an ophthalmolo-
gist each year to keeparegular check
on the progression of any eye related
problems. Dr. Kukreja emphasized
that with good control of diabetes,

the effects on the eyes can be delayed
for many years.

Once problems develop with the
eyes, laser surgery can help adiabetic
patient see again. The surgery seals
blood vessels that have ruptured in
the eye because of diabetic retinopa-
thy. The surgery is not painful, but it
can be uncomfortable at times due to
the position patients must sit in and
the brightness of the lights used for
the surgery.

Glaucoma is a disease that is re-
ferred to as a “thief in the night”
disease. Dr. Wheeler said the disease
can “rob you blind and you don't
know it’s gone until it is gone.” The
physicians pointed out that people
over the age of 40 should have eye

exams at least every two years for
carly detection. Both said that glau-
comaisa very treatable disease if the
condition is found in time. Dr.
Wheeler said that medication can
control glaucoma initially, but later,
laser surgery can help relieve the
pressure. Dr. Kukreja added that
conventional surgery is helpful to
control glaucoma, if all other meas-
ure have failed.

A condition called an “after cata-
ract” can also be cured with laser sur-

gery. An “after cataract” is when a
membrane under an implanted lens
clouds up, making it hard for the
patient to see. Dr, Wheeler said that
out of 300 cataract surgeries her per-
forms each year, between 40 and 45
“after cataracts” will appear, Dr.
Kukreja made it a point to emphasize
that primary cataracts can not be re-
moved by lasers, but anew technique
isbeing used at the Methodist Hospi-
tal where a cataract is broken with
sound waves of ultrasonic vibration
of a special instrument and then suc-
tioned out of the eye through a very
small incision. This procedure is
called phacoemulsification.

Laser surgery on the eye can also
correct the beginning stages of a de-
tached retina, Dr, Kukreja said that a
detached retina begins with a small
hole. He added that if the problem is
caught in time, laser surgery can stop
the retina from detaching, Dr. Kukreja
said that the early signs of a detached
retina are flashing lights and seeing a
cobweb like object floating in front
of the eye. Once the retina becomes
detached, the patients will only see a
dark curtain in front of the eye.

Basketball, like all sports, helps
to take a person’s mind off the crisis
there.”

One person who has a lot to be
concerned about with the war in the
Middle East is McDowell’s head
coach Cassandra Keathley who’s
sister Yolanda, is presently stationed
there.

“We are worried to death about
her,” said Keathley. “She called us
the other night about 3 a.m. and we
were relieved to hear from her. She
arrived in Saudi Arabia the day be-
fore the war started. She got through
basic training and took her shots and
shipped out for the Middle East.”

Keathley says there is nothing as
important as war and that she, like
everyone else, has been sitting in
frontofher television watching CNN.

“Ithink the sporting events should
go on,” shesaid.

We do things like they did here
at McDowell (reference was to the
program the McDowell majorettes
performed). I think the soldiers would
appreciate it more. I think our troops
should be recognized more.”

Perry Jones, 32 years a Wheel-
wright Trojan supporter, says that he
can’t agree with everyone else and
thinks the sporting events should be
canceled, including the Super Bowl.

“Now, I am only talking for my-
self,” he said, “but I think the games
should be canceled with our troops
over there. I would love to see them
get things settled down there. I don’t
want to make anyone mad, but we
need to think of them.”

“I follow the war on television a
lot,” said Toby Robinson of Martin
Grade School.

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_Car engines use more gasoline in
winter because colder ambient tem-
Peratures slow engine warm-up time.
Cold weather also makes it more
difficult to keep engines operating at
normal temperatures. Both factors
increase fuel consumption. The chal-
lenge this winter is to solve those
problems while stretching your gaso-
line dollars, AAA says,

First, use correct starting proce-
dures. They differ from car to car,
especially if one car is equipped with
a carburetor and another is fuel-in-
Jected. A quick check of your owner’s
manual will confirm the right proce-
dure.

Once the engine is running, don’t
allow it to idle longer than it takes
you to get comforiable in your seat,

‘Winter driving tips reduce
gasoline consumption, AAA says

confirm correct mirror positions and
adjust driving controls.

Don’t substitute idling warm-ups
for needed mechanical repairs to
engines that don't start properly or
are subject to stalling.

An electrical engine-block heater
on a cold morning is a small price 10
pay for warming an engine in ad-
vance. It gives you instant warmth
from your car heater in addition to
saving gasoline.

Engines idle slightly faster while
warming up. Be on the lookout for
engines that stay on fast-idle or belch
black smoke from the exhaust. Both
indicate wasted gasoline and needed
service.

Longer engine warm-ups make it

more important than ever to combine
errands in the winter. To use less gas,
combine different shopping trips into
one. Make it a goal this winter to start
your car only if you can accomplish
two or more tasks each trip.

Tire pressure is important to fuel
economy and winter driving safety.
Check pressures often incold weather
because tire pressure falls one pound
with every ten degree drop in tem-
perature. Underinflated tires decrease
mileage and affect your ability to
safely control your vehicle.

Correctly shutting down the en-
gine is as important as correctly start-
ing it. Avoid revving an engine be-
fore turning it off. It won't make the
engine start easier next time. This
practice actually can damage turbo-
charged engines.

Winterizing your car can

Although safe winter driving
depends on proper functioning of the
same vehicle systems you rely on
year-round, Carl C. McConnell, Staff
Engineer of the Motor Vehicle
Manufacturer's Association, notes,
“Visibility must be a primary con-
cérn. You're asking for trouble if you
can’l see in snow and icing condi-
tions,”

Now is the time to check if the
defroster is working, kicking plenty
of warm air up to your windshield.
The same goes for your windshield
washer system, to keep salt spray,
snow or ice from obscuring your
vision.

“It's also time to replace your
wiper blades,” adds McConnell.
“Nothing makes rubber deteriorate
as much as the hot summer sun. So,
by the time winter rollsaround, there’s
not much life leftin the blades. They
should be replaced annually and the
best time is just before winter.”

The longer hours of winter dark-
ness also demands that your car’s
lighting system functions properly.
Check your lights and flashers and
have your headlamps aligned if nec-
essary.

The summer heatalso plays havoc
with belts and hoses, so one should
have. the entire cooling. System
checked, McConnell advises, After
checking belts and hoses, the sysiem
should be flushed, the thermostat

checked and the coolant replaced.

To insure reliable cold-weather
starting, your engine should have a
tune-up, oilchange andacheck of the
fuel supply and electrical systems.
“The engine is very important,” says
McConnell, “because if it doesn’t
waork, nothing else will either.”

Yourowner's manual will tell you
the proper oil to tise in winter. The oil
filter should be replaced at each oil
change (every 7,500 miles, maxi-
mum),

The battery and elecirical system
deserve special attention each fall
because of the increased demand
during winter, when cold tempera-
resreduceitsefficiency. Most start-
ing problems occur in winter and
virtually all “no stants” are linked to a
weak battery or faulty connections.

Check your battery terminals 1o
see that they provide solid electrical
contact. If they're covered with cor-
rosion, McConnell suggests that you
clean them with a paste of baking
soda and water. Let it foam and then
rinse with water. To prevent the posts
from corroding, apply a light coating
of grease or petroleum jelly.

Fluid levels on older batieries
should be checked, as well as the
indicator lights on_newer mainite-

—nance-free batleries.

Tire inflation should also be
checked throughout the winter be-
cause tire pressure drops one pound

be a big help

for every 10 degree drop in tempera-
tures. If you haven't checked, your
tires, including the spare, since sum-
mer, it's likely they're several pounds
under the recommended inflation
level,

Check the tread depth with a coin,
says McConnell. If it isn’t the same
on all tires, be sure those with the
deepest tread are on the same axle,
whether itis frontorrear. Inaddition:

Fluid levels should be checked on
your brakes, power steering and auto-
matic transmission. Door and trunk
locks should also be lubricated with
graphite compounds to keep them
from freezing;

Seat belt hardware should be
checked to see that it functions prop-
erly and adjusts easily to accommo-
date bulkier winter clothing;

A final coat of wax will help pre-
vent your car’s finish from road salt
and regular washings, including the
undercarriage, throughout the win-
ter, will deter corrosion of movable
parts.

“Winter driving conditions bring
out the best of the worst in a car
because they're the worst we face all
year,” says McConnell. “The better
the care you give your car, the better
performance and protection it will
give you.”

Given the complexity of today’s
high-tech vehicles, many former do-
it-yourselfers are looking for profes-
sional help as tune-ups have become
“engine performance diagnoses” and
on-board computer systems, elec-
tronic climate control, anti-lock
brakes, digital dashboards and other
advanced systems become commor-
place.

The following tips should make
finding a good mechanic (oftencalled
an “automotive technician” nowa-
days) easier:

Ask a number of friends or busi-
ness associates if they can recom-
mend someone — a consensus is
usually more reliable than counting
on one person's judgment;

Be sure 1o call the local Better
Business Bureau or consumer organi-
zation and inquire as to thereputation
of the place of business in question,
Look for a regularly neat, organized
facility with up-to-date equipment
and polite service personnel willing
to take the time to discuss your re-
pairs. Policies concerning labor rales,
guarantees, etc. should be posted.

In additon, motorist involvement
is important for maintenance. Some
recommendations are:

Read the owner’s manual;

Become familiar with the basic
components and systems;

Follow the manufacturer's serv-
ice schedules;

Have small problems repaired
before they become major headaches;

Keep good records.

To help motorists keep their ve-
hicles ready during wintertime, the
National Institute for Automotive
Service Excellence has prepared a
brochure, “Dep’t Get Stuck Out in
the Cold.”

The Slade twins

Almost from the time I can re-
member I have known the Slade twins
of Martin. They were Lorraine and
Elaine but someone had dubbed them
Sis and Bud, and I was never able o
think of one without the other.

Iknew about them when they were
cheerleaders for the Murtin Purple
Flash basketball team. Dressed in
their matching uniforms they caused
people to think they were seeing
double. But of course they always
dressed alike—they even slept in
matching gowns.

Sometimes when people talked
about their similarities, Bud would
say, “Mother, just wanted to have a
baby and she got both of us.”

Their parents, Lula and Edgar
Slade, didn’t trust their eyesight o
tell them apart as babies but kept a
blueribbon in Sis” hair and a pink one
in Bud’s.

In the toddler stage, Bud picked
up a bad trait — she liked to bite. One
day she bit her sister hard enough to

putareal dentinherarm and riled her
mother enough o warrant a sound
spanking. Knowing what was com-
ing, she managed to switch places;
Mrs. Slade grabbed Sis up and fairly
wore her out before she realized she
had the wrong one.

Some people have advocated
dressing twins differently on the
premise that they be allowed to ex-
press their individuality, but Sis and
Bud didn’t want separate identities.
They wanted to be alike and took
greatpleasurein the factthat teachers
and fellow students didn’t know one
from the other.

Once in grade school, as they
answered roll call, the teacher no-
ticed that Sis had snagged her sweater
sleeve. “At least,” he said, “I’ll be
able to tell you two apart for today.”

The girls” mother owned a restau-
rant in Martin where they would go
for lunch. On this particular day they
scrambled behind the counter and
tore Bud’s sweater in the exact spot.
They couldn’t mend one so they

would tear the other,

When asked if they ever tried to
confuse the boys they dated Sis said,
“We sure did. When we’d go 1o a
movie we'd excuse ourselves and
then switch seats as we returned. Our
dates never knew the difference and
it was great fun to us.”

But when real romance struck they
quitclowning around and in a double
wedding ceremony, August 31,1946,
Sis was married to Denzil Halbert
and Bud to Dillard Howard. They
lived in houses almost next door to
each other.

Sis and Bud were beauticians and
for many years operated the Twins’
Beauty Shop in Martin, They wore
matching uniforms and worked side
by side.

For a time I had a standing ap-
pointment and went one afternoon
each week for a shampoo and hair
care. 1 always felt better when 1 left,
not only because they helped to keep
my hair out of my eyes but also be-
cause they were so much fun to be

around.

Bud and Dillard had three chil-
dren — Emalou, Sherry and Kristi;
Sis and Denzil had four — Susan,
Janie, Alan and Steve. The children
would come into their shop and it
amused me that Teouldn’n el which
child belonged o which twin. They
seemed to treat them with the same
concern.

Once 1 asked if the children al-
waysknew the difference. “Lord, no!”
Sis answered. “They’ve all grabbed
the wrong one by the skirt at some
time and called us Mommy."”

It was during my visits to their
shop that 1 learned how devoted and
caring Sis and Bud were. Their Aunt
Annie, widow of Dr. Walk Stumbo,
was clderly and [rail. They took care
of her with the same attention they
later gave their father and mother
when they, too, became ill,

When their mother’s health failed,
they closed the shop for a while to
give her full-time care. They were
never able tore-open it. Betv/een *78

and '83, they lost their father, mother,
Bud’shusband and Aunt Annie. Then
Bud, oo, developed health problems.

All through their life, when one
had an illness they both had the
symptoms, and this was no different,
They shared the tests, the treatments
and the waiting; and they shared their
faith in God,

On January 19 Bud lost her battle
with the devastating illness and now
Sis asks, “How can half a person
live?”

No doubt she feels that part of her
has died, but, for those of us who
knew and loved them both, a greater
part of Bud still lives with her. We
can’t think of one without the other.

Noone can tell Sis what Bud would
want for her — she knows that better
than anyone. But I believe she would
say, “Remember the good times that
were always double for us. Be good
to our children — and especially to
yourself.”

“And best of all, remember,
Heaven is such a beautiful place.”

COOKING TIPS

Add salt to the water when poach-
ing eggs, whites will not run, Use
sifted powdered sugar on board in-
stead of flour when rolling out sweet
cookie dough.

Sprinkle cake plate with granu-
lated sugar to prevent sticking, To
give a homemade taste to cake mix
add one teaspoon of vanilla. Freeze
left over ice tea in ice tray, use in tea
later with no dilution of ice tea.

Use celery tops as a basting brush,
adds flavor and no brush to wash.

PRUNE CAKE

1 cup cooking oil, 1 teaspoon
cinnamon, 3 eggs, 1 teaspoon nut-
meg, 1 1/2 cups sugar, 1 teaspoon
allspice, 2 cups flour, 1 cup cooked
chopped prunes, 1 teaspoon soda, 1
cup buttermilk, 1/2 teaspoon saltand
1 cup pecans.

had the whole cloves. I found two jars
of the spice in one store. One had a
price tag of $5.98 and the other, an
off-brand was cheaper; it was only
$3.95.

It’s about time to get down to a
few gardening tips for future use. The
experts —and I am not one — tell us

that there is plenty we can do now in
preparation of our up-coming gar-
dens. Maybe so, but my garden, at
this writing, is too wet to walk in and
has been so for the pastseveral weeks.

When it does dry out, I will be out
there making up beds for onions,
beets, radishes and a cold frame for
lettuce.

Soil temperature is very impor-
tant. Some seeds and plants are very
tolerant of cool weather and light
frosts. These can be planted in your
garden as soon as the ground can be
prepared. From now through the
middle ol next month is a good time
to start cabbage, cauliflower, broc-
coliand brussel sprouts inside to have
plantsready when the ground isready,
because these plants prefer cool
temperatures.

NAR'’S outlook call for
economic recovery by
second half of 1991

Following a relatively short, mild
recession, the U.S. economy likely
will resume expansion during the
second half of the year, according to
the latest monthly outlook from the
National Association of Realtors.
However, the outlook cautions that
economic recovery hinges on whether
a major, prolonged war oceurs in the
Persian Gulf.

Should the Middle East crisis be
resolved quickly, the U'S. economy is
not likely'to deteriorate significantly
beyond its current state, the outlook
says, Several factors—including
lower interest rates; lower energy
costs and lower inflation—make the
current recession much more shal-
low than the economic recession of
1981-82, it says.

A resurgence in consumer confi-
dence js the key to economic recov-
ery, the outlook says. It points out
that severe curtailment of spending
by consumers has contributed heav-
ily to the current recession, much
more so than cutbacks in business
production. “A quick resolution to
the Persian Gulf situation and the
tonic of lower interest rates may lead
to sizable gains in (consumer) confi-
dence by mid-year. This should lead
toarevival of consumeractivity,” the
outlook says.

Unless interest rates jump substan-
tially in the face of war, home loan
financing is expected to remain quite
affordable in the months ahead, pro-
ducing some of the most favorable

buying conditions in several years.
Lower rates are expected to boost
salesofbothexisting and new homes,
according to the outlook. Assuming a
falling interest rate environment, the
existing-home market probably has
reached its low pointalready, during
the fourth quarter of 1990, while the
new-home market likely will bottom
out during the first quarter of this
year, the outlook predicts.

Theoutlookcontains the following
predictions for the real estate indus-
try and economy in general for 1991:

* Sales of existing single-family
homes are expected to total 3.203
million units, falling 2.7 percent from
sales for 1990,

» Salesof new single-family homes
are expected to total 497,000 units,
dropping 7.8 percent from 1990.

* Housing starts are expected to
total 1.087 million units, dropping
10.2 percent from a year ago. A total
0f852,000 starts for single-family units
isexpected, dropping 6.4 percent from
1990. Starts for buildings with two-
to-four units are expected to total
27,000 units, falling 26.8 percent from
1990; and starts for buildings with
five or more units are expected to
total 209,000 units, falling 20.8 per-
cent from 1990.
