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In coal tax issue :

Stumbo
says loss
is victory

Coal counly legislators have all but
conceded defeat in an effort to have
coal severance taxes restructured
during the current special session of
Kentucky's General Assembly, but
the proposal could draw priority at-
tention during the legislature’s 1992
regular session,

House Majority Leader Greg
Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg, has spear-
headed the drive 1o have additional
coal taxes returned to coal producing
and coal transportation counties, and
he said Tuesday that the issue’s likely
death in the special session could be
viewed as “'a major victory."”

Stumbo said many legislators who
oppose action on the proposal in
special session had offered to support
the coal tax revision in the 1992 ses-
sion, scheduled to begin in less thana
year. He added that all major candi-
dates for governor had given their
support to the plan.

Stumbo said the attempt to have
the issue resolved during the ongoing
special session had made other
members of the state’s General As-
sembly aware of the urgency of find-
ing a solution 1o Eastern Kentucky’s
economic woes, and he credited
Governor Wallace Wilkinson for
placing the coal tax plan on the spe-
cial session agenda.

Without the current debate on the
topic, Stumbo added, the coal tax
proposal would probably not be guar-
anteed much attention in the 1992
session. As it stands now, the issue
will likely remainon the front burner,
he added.

The proposal called for revising
the formula under which revenues
from coal severance taxes are re-
turned to coal counties. A current
level of return of 12 percent would be
upped under the plan 1o 25 pércent,
with added revenues earmarked for
economic development projects.
Eventually, the rate of return would
increase to 50 percent.

“Technically," Stumbo said Tues-
day, “we wouldn’t have seen any
addition returnstocounties until 1992
(if the proposal had passed during the
special session). By including the
proposalinthe 1992 budget, we won’t
have lost any time.”

Let there be lights . . .

Sam Campbell, Prestonsburg City
Administrator, said Thursday that
plans to install street lighting on U.S,
23 from the GlynView Plaza to the
Bert T. Combs Bridge may soonbe a
reality.

“Things look very positive at this
point,” said Campbell. “The next step
will be to mail a letter to the trangpor-
tation cabinet officially requesting
the lighting.”

But rescue effort fails in the end :

Classmates get real test

A refresher course in cardiopul-
monary resuscitation (CPR) turned
into a real-life drama for two Bra-
nham and Baker miners last Friday at
the Holiday Inn in Prestonsburg.

Bobby Shepherd had just finished
the annual fraining course and was
sitting in the hotel lobby when a
woman rushed in and said her hus-
band needed help. Shepherd, along
with fellow miner Greg Davis and
CPR instructor Kathy Friend rushed
outside to find the man unconscious
in the parking lot.

“We went out and found the gen-
tleman laying at the back of his car
with some facial wounds,” Shepherd
said, “His wife said he fell and she
thought he had a heartattack or stroke,
The patient was turning blue. :

“We ran back inside and got the
instructor and then we started mouth-
to mouth resuscitation and CPR,”
Shepherd said.

Another miner who attended the
class contacted the Prestonsburg Fire
Department while the two men at-
tended the victim.

“We got him breathing by the time
the fire department arrived,” Shep-
herd said, “The fire department had
an excellentresponse time. They gave
it 150 percent. It was excellent.

“We had just seen the man two
minutes before,” Shepherd added.
“It’s unbelievable. You're alive one
minute and the next minute you can
be near death. You never know what
can happen.”

Proposed corrections trimmed by state :

The victim, later identified as
James E. Elkins, died at Highlands
Regional Medical Center. He was
transported to the hospital by Re-
spond Ambulance service.

This was not the first time Shep-
herd was faced with a life and death
situation.

“While I was in college, a man
came 0 my door about 6 a.m. and
asked 1o use the telephone,” Shep-
herd said. “Before he could do any-

thing else, he grabbed his chest and
collapsed in my doorway. He had a
massive heart attack and there was
nothing anyone could do."”

Shepherd said he was grateful 10
his company for providing CPR train-
ing and he urged everyone to leam
the procedure. He said people should
be aware of just how many people
have the training and who could re-
spond in an emergency situation.

Mike Luscher, director of build-
ings and grounds for the education
department, said he informed Floyd
County Superintendent Ron Hager
by letter last week the bid for $1.3
million by C & W Equipment Com-
panyof Manchester had been rejected
by the state and recommended the
project be bid again.

“Basically the first round of bid-
ding was non-responsive,” Luscher
said, "The bid advertisement called
for a base bid and an altermate. From
my standpoint, this bid does not meet

Road woes aired by group

Truck drivers call it “the land of
death”.

Mud Creek residents say thatclose
calls have been a way of life on Rt.
979 for far 100 long.

The 19-mile stretch of narrow
pavement is the main road for ap-
proximately ten to fifteen thousand
Floyd County residents, as well as
one of the county’s busiest coal haul
roads.

Susan Pilch, who's husband Ster-
ling Bud Hamilton Jr. was killed in a
collision with a coal truck last year,
presented highway officials acopy of
her husband’s death certificate at a
recent meeting at the Grethel Volun-
teer Fire Department. “Half of the
peopleat thismeeting probably hada
clase call on the way tothis meeting,"
said Pilch. “They will come here and

give us asugarcoated lollipop. Prom-
ise a bunch of work on the road and
let it go until everybody forgets. But
I can’t forget. Everytime I look up on
the hillside, there he (her husband)
lays. We have to get something done
uphere.They’ve promised and prom-
ised, but they've done nothing. "
Approximately 30 Mud Creck
residents provided highway officials
with petitions and requests for work
ondangerous curvesand narrow spans
on the road. Passing lanes, water and
ice removal, road widening and
guardrail installation represented the
majority of the residents requests.
“This road was builtin the 1930's
with mattocks, shovels and wheel-
barrows. Before then it was a wagon
trail,” said Homer Hamilton, a for-
mer school bus driver assigned to Rt
979 for 14 years. “For what it has o
carry, this is the worst road in the
nation. The school board hasn't got

enough money to pay me to drive a
busload of children on thisroad now."”

Kentucky Secretary of Transpor-
tation Milo Bryant told media repre-
sentatives last fall that passing lanes
would be installed “up and down Rt.
979", According to Angie Segal, a
spokesperson for Bryant, easements
are currently be sought for one pass-
ing lane on the road.

Other passing lanes planned were
canceled due to what Segal called
“channel and geometric changes,”
on the road, The one remaining pro-
posed passing lane would be con-
structed near milemarker #12, a
straight stretch of road located ap-
proximately halfway between Harold
and Hi Hat.

Eula Hall, a well known resident
of Mud Creek said that residents of
the area would not stand for a passing

In addition to the cost factor,
Luscher said the plans submitted did
not provide the specified 18 acres at
the site and instead only 13 usable
acres were obtainable,

“We want to see if we can get the
originally proposed 18 acres out of
the site,” Luscher said. “Plus, there’s
a competition factor. If we only have
one bid it's not very competitive.”

The board is not required (o re-bid
the site preparation package butif the
bid is not state approved the project
cannot proceed.

“They wouldn't absolutely have
to (re-bid),” Luscher said. “From our
standpoint we advise the board they
should do it. But, the project can’t go
on until we approve it.”

The architect for several Eastern
Kentucky school construction proj-
ects, including Floyd County’s Left
Beaver High School, has asked the
state’s Office of Educational Ac-
countability to review whal he calls
“abnormal compensation” paid tothe
construction manager of those proj-
ects.

In a January 24 letter to Dr. Pen-
ney Sanders, director of the newly
formed Office of Educational Ac-
countability, PikevillearchitectJames
A. Ellis questioned construction
management contracts held by Mar-
tin Engineering and Construction
Company, Inc., of Martin for school
construction projects in Floyd, Pike
and Martin counties.

In his leuer, Ellis alleges that the
construclion manager contracts
“appears, upon casual review, tobe a
standard Ameérican Institute of Archi-
tects Construction Managerscontract.

“However,"” Ellisadds, “subtle but
significant modifications convert
what the contract calls a ‘lump sum’
fee of (five percent) of the construc-
tion cost into an open-ended contract
with abnormal compensation.”

InMartin Engineering's construc-

tion manager contract for the Left-

Beaver High School inFloyd County,
the company is lo recieve a “lump
sum” of §191,422.00 for providing
construction manager serviceson the
project.

The contract calls for Martin
Engineering 1o receive that amount
in equal monthly installments of
$13,673 thoughout a projected 14-
month construction phase.

Ellis alleges, however, that an-
other clause in the contract allows
Martin Engineering to continue to
receive the $13,673 monthly pay-
ments beyond the 14-month period,
and for as long as the construction
phase of the project lasts.

Construction on Left Beaver High
School has not yet begun, but project
documents indicate that Martin En-
gineering has received $206,422 in
construction management fees. The
amount coincides with the total
amount of contracted manager fees
plus a $15,000 fee for the project’s
“pre-construction” phase.

Ellis has estimated thal construc-
tion of the Left Beaver school will
take another 22 months, and he al-
leges that Martin Engineering will
continue, under its construction
managment contract, todraw $13,673
per month over that time. If payments
are made for that length of time, the
total would exceed the original con-
struction manager's contract by
$300,806 and would represent nearly

10 percent of the total estimated cost
of construction for the high school.

Similar contracts for construction
manager services were signed by the
Floyd County Board of Education
and Akers and Akers, Inc. for the
James D. Adams Middle School
project and with Martin Engineering
for Duff Elementary,

The contracts called for Martin
Engineering to receive $157,709 in
fees for the Duff Elementary project
and $190,000 to Akers and Akers for
the middle school project. Both con-
tractamounts were 1o be paid inequal

Faulty elbow causes flood at Duff

A defective elbow joint is being
blamed for a sprinkler leak at Duff
Elementary last week that flooded
the first floor of the school.

Frankie Francis, director of build-
ings and grounds for the board, said
Paul Hoffman, architect for the proj-
ect, had inspected the elbow joint and
found it 1o be defective.

School was not in session due o
inclement weather when the break
occurred,

“The architect said the flooding
was not caused by freezing waler in
the line but that the elbow joint was
defective,” Francis said. Water cov-
ered half of the first floor through a
leak in the ceiling and ceiling tiles
had to be replaced. No damage esti-
male was available.

In other construction work at Duff
last week, a new addition to the school
is a shed 1o house the Maytown Vol-
unteer Fire Department truck to pre-
vent the water in the truck from freez-
ing during the winter months. The
fire ruck must be on school premises
while students are on campus until a
waler tower isconstructed to increase
waler pressure (o operate the sprin-
kler system in case of fire.

The shed cost “$2-3300” to con-
struct, said Birchell Duff, director of
the board’'s maintenance department.

“We just put together enough to
keep the cold off the wuck,” Duff
said. "It took about four weeks to put
up and we'll remove it when the
weather breaks. We used two-by-
fours and plywood, cheap stuff,"”

The lack of water pressure at Duff
has been a problem since the school
opened in September. The current
state Fire Marshal's temporary cer-
tificate of occupancy expires March
8, said George Mann, from the fire

ASCS announces changes
in the burley tobacco program

The Secretary of Agriculture has
announced that Burley tobacco pro-
ducers will be allowed 1o sell addi-
tional 1990 crop Burley without in-
curring marketing penalties.

The maximum quantity of addi-
tional Burley pounds a producer will
be allowed will be anamountequal to
5 percent of the farm’s basic quota
for 1990. The additional quantity that
is marketed under this authorization
will be eligible for price support at
the same level as other tobacco mar-
keted from the farm and will not be
deducted as an overmarketing when
determining the farm’s 1991 Burley
guota.

Also ASCS will be accepting
applications for new Burley quotas
thru February 15, 1991.

To be eligible for a new Burley
tobaccoallotment, the applicantmust
not have any ownership or interest in

any farm for which a tobacco quota
of any kind is already established;
must have readily available the land,
cquipment and other facilities neces-
sary for the production of the to-
bacco; must expect to obtain more
than 50 percent of his or her current
yearincome from farming; must have
experience in producing Burley [o-
bacco in two of the last five years;
must own the land which itse(f must
be suitable for the production of the
lobacco,

lane on a level and straight part of the
road. “Thefe are too many hills and
curves that need construction work
for them to put a passing lane on a
straight piece of road,” said Hall.
“They have just neglected all of the
dangerous spots on the road. We're
not talking about millions of dollars
here for water removal, That can be
done with just a shovel and mattock.
There are too many places like Freel
Tackett Hill, Branham’s Creek and
Minks Branch that need work for
them to come in and put one passing
lane on a straight stretch.”

State highway workers have re-
portedly been working to correct
problems with water and ice on sev-
eral areas of the road according to
residents of Mud Creek. John Bowlin
of the Kentucky Department of High-
ways office in Pikeville said Thurs-
day that he had not been able to
inspect or verify work on the road.
Hugh Sammons, highway transpor-
tation engineer for Floyd County,
said work crews were slowly elimi-
nating all of the water and ice prob-
lem spots on the road, although work
was being slowed by broken equip-
ment and wet weather. “We are
working on the problems. We should
have the equipment repaired soon
and then they can get in there and
work on ditchesand other problems.”

Mud Creek residents had threat-
ened to picket highway department
offices in Pikeville if work on the
road had not begun.

School boards in Pike County and
Martin County have similar “open
end” construction manager contracts
with Martin Engineering.

Payments beyond the contracted
“lump sum™ amounts were approved
by boards of education in Floyd, Pike
and Martin counties with their ap-
proval of the construction manager
contracls.

Woody Barwick, exccutive direc-
tor of the state School Facilities
Construction Commission said
Thursday he did not consider the
added costs for construction man-
ager services to be “excessive,”

“If the Floyd County board ap-
proved the payments,” Barwick said,
“it’s their responsibility. We (didn’t)
approve the contract, the Floyd
County board did.”

Mike Luscher, director of the state
Department of Education’s division
of Building and Grounds, whose
office reportedly is charged with
approving contracts for construction
manager services, did notreturn calls
concerning the issue Thursday.

Dr. Penney Sanders, director of
the department’s Office of Educa-
tional Accountability, acknowledged
Thursday that she had received a let-
ter from architect Ellis requesting a
review of the construction manager
issue,

Martin Engineering and Construc-
tion owner Sam Martin Jr. was not
available Thursday to respond to
Ellis’ allegations and he did not re-

Floyd County school superinten-
dent Ronald Hager reportedly under-
went oral surgery Thursday, and was
unavailable for comment.

The construction manager system
for school construction is designed to
control costs and save money on
projects.

Under the approach, school boards
are effectively the general contractor
for a project and materials and serv-
ices are purchased directly through
them. Since government agencies are
tax exempt, they are not required 1o
pay sales taxes on materials bought,
and the 1ax exemplt status represents
considerable cost savings.

A construction manager oversees
all phases of a project and is gener-
ally paid a flat fee based on a percent-
age of the total project cost. In many
cases, those fees are distributed in
amounts coinciding with the percent-
age of progress on a particular proj-
ect.

Eastern Kentucky native in America
during war in new home of Saudi Arabia

"December, 1990

“Dear Friends:

"We're still in Saudi Arabia
and going on as usual. Abdul-
ilah is still farming. I'm still
teaching, and Sami and Sari
still go to school with me. We
see lots of American soldiers
(Sami calls them G.I. Joes) ev-
eryday. We've had a few tense
days when everyone seemed to
think war was imminent. We
now practice bomb drills at
school on a regular basis. It
doesn’t exactly fill one with con-
fidence, but I suppose it's a nec-
essary evil." - from a letter
Paula Al-Saihati wrote before
Christmas to her aunt, Nell
Ruth Spears, and her family in
Pike County.

Paula Banks Al-Saihiti is an
Eastern Kentucky native with’
more at stake in the Persian
Gulf War than most Ameri-
cans. Her husband and his
family, and her home, are in
Saudi Arabia, a few miles
away from the Dhahran Air-
port which Saddam Hussein is
hurling Scud missiles at.

"I left before the war start-
ed," said Saihiti, who flew out
of the Dhahran Airport with
her two youngest children the
night of January 13, shortly
before the United Nations
deadline expired. "I left still
not knowing if there would be
war, hoping and praying that
there would not be."

Her husband, Abdul-ilah
Al-Saihati, stayed behind, with
his family and his farm. She
has talked to him every day,
and said, "He tries to reassure
me that everything is fine. But
he carries his gas mask."

One night, Abdul told Paula,
he felt the house shake, pre-
sumably from an’ exploding
Scud missile being brought
down by an American Patriot
anti-missile missile.

Paula Banks was born in

Pikeville, the daughter of

Ralph Banks and the late
Sadie Johnson Banks of
Wheelwright. Her mother was
a Pike County native, the
daughter of the late Noah and
Pearl Johnson of Virgie. Her
father is a Harlan County na-
tive. :

Her mother died from can-
cer when Paula was young. A
few years later, her father
married Mary Carol Damron of
Pike County. Her father and
step-mother currently reside in
Virginia. Her brother, Greg
Banks, also lives in Virginia.

Paula went to school at
Wheelwright, then attended
the University of Kentucky.
She lived in Kentucky until
she was 24.

She met Abdul-ilah Al-
Saihati in 1981. Both of them
were working on their master’s
degree in California.

She married Saihati

and

has lived in Saudi Arabia five
winters. She spends seven to
eight months a year there, and
the rest of the time in America.
Abdul also spends some time
in America each year.

Abdul and Paula have two
children, Sami (5) and Sara (2).
They are in Lawrence, Kansas,
with Paula now, where she is
spending some time with her
two American daughters by a
previous marriage, Angela (16)
and Joy Benedict (14).

The Saihatis live in Saihat,
Saudi Arabia,a farming and
fishing village about 30 miles
north of the now-famous
Dhahran. Abdul is an engi-
neer, but doesn’t practice his
profession at present. Instead,
he farms, growing cucumbers,
tomatoes, beans, peppers, and
raising goats, sheep and cattle.

Farming is a highly-techni-
cal, very expensive trade in

AAA urges motorists go on diet

Plenty of people are willing to pay
premium prices for premium gas.
However, car owners should not
equate high octane with high quality,
AAA cautions.

In fact, although 24 to 28 percent
of the total gas market is for pre-
mium, less than 10 percent of the cars
on the road require premium gas.

“When you pay more for premium,
you're essentially paying for higher
octane,” said Kathy Gross of AAA.
“Most newer cars run just fine on 87
actane regular unleaded.” Electronic
fuel injection and knock sensors auto-
matically adjust the fuel-air mixture
and the ignition timing. Older en-
gines and high-performance high-
compression engines do require
higher-octane gas.

If your owner’s manual recom-
mends 87 octane unleaded and you
don’t hear knocks, paying for the
premiumisjust wasting money. Many
motorists buy premium gas anyway,
based on some mistaken assumptions.
Here are the facts:

* Higher octane is not higher
quality gas.—Implicit in the name
premium is that higher-octane gas is
better. It’s not. Octane isameasure of
“burnability”, not quality.

* Premium gas is not always
higher-octane gas. The octane label

Last
April, the General Accounting Of-
fice released a study verifying the
accuracy of octane labels in 18 states,
seven without testing programs. In
those areas, the actual octane was
lower than labeled in 22 to 53 percent
of the cases—mostly involving pre-
mium gasoline.

* Premium gas does not provide
more power or “pep”. In fact, since
higher-octane gas usually has more
lighter-weight components, it actu-
ally delivers less energy per gallon.

* Premium gas does not improve
fuel economy.

* Premium gas does not necessar-
ily keep your engine cleaner. Most
gas companies add detergents to their
gas to keep fuel injectors and other
engine parts clean and unclogged.
And, some premium gasolines may
actually make your engine and the
environment dirtier. Certain com-

pounds added to boost octane are
relatively dirty fuels — they bumn
incompletely and increase emissions
that become toxic when exposed to
air and light.

In the absence of credible, com-
plete product labeling on gas pumps,
AAA offers this advice:

* Use gas with an octane level
recommended in your owner’s man-
ual. Don’t pay for octane you don’t
need.

* Buy gas from name-brand deal-
ers that claim to add detergents.

* Choose the best gas for your car
by frial and error. If you encounter
drivability problems after filling up
at a particular gas station, avoid
buying gas there in the future.

~* If you drive an older car, one
which suffers engine knock with 87-
octane regular unleaded, try a mid-
grade. And, if you hear knocks even
with a higher-octane gas, you may be
a victim of octane mislabeling. Try
another gas station.

While the war goes on,
Paula Al-Saihati watches

CNN'’s coverage of the war con-
tinually, sometimes much of
the night, and prays for a
peaceful end. Both of her coun-
tries are involved - America
and Saudi Arabia - and both
have the same feeling for Sad-
dam Hussein and Iraq.

"I saw so many young sol-
diers before I left. I thought it
was such a shame they have to
go to war. We don’t want any-
body to die," she said.

WeinEastern Kentucky, the “step-
child” of the state, have had another
whack. According to the Lexington
Herald Leaders” January 23 edition,
our overpaid politicians (not our
representatives) have voted 88-0, with
no debate, to let the Scott Paper fac-
tory take $15.7 million worth of
incentives — over $7 million from
the road fund in two years. By then
the pot holes in our region will be
craters.

If Department of Revenue figures are correct, Floyd County is one of 41
counties in the state that have their 1980 assessments at more than the 100 percent
ideal sought by the department. Lovel Hall, Property Valuation Administrator,
for this county, doubts they are. Also, if figures released by the department,
showing that Floyd county has a 1980 property tax assessment-sales ratio of
107.7 are accurate, Hall said, I wouldn't see anything illegal about reducing the
assessment total for this county by 7.7 percent, since 100 per cent was all they
demanded. Hall sees one cause of the higher assessment-cost ratio as the 18
percent inflation which was imposed by the state last year. This means that a
home which sold for $50,000 in 1979, say, would in 1980 have 19 per cent, or
$9,000, added to its evaluation, “But that is unjust,” he pointed out, because a
slower economy and high interest rates kept such an increase in the sale price of
such property down. The department of Revenue has held that if a county's
assessment-salesratiois within 10 per centof the 100 per centideal—90 or 1 10—
it is still considered acceptable. Floyd county’s total assessment for 1980 was
$389,650,000, of which $170,370 was listed as real estate..The grand jury
convened Monday morning for a three-day session, and the first cases 1o be
investigated were those involving the slaying of a Garrett man by his brother, and
a Printer woman by her husband.

Martin Council approves auditin special meeting

Martin City Council members
officially approved the city’s audit
for for fiscal year 1990 Wednesday
night, in the only action taken at the
meeting,

Councilman Joe Simpson ques-
tioned passing the audit without
council members having time toread
over the report. “I'm not trying to
cause problems or anything, but I
think we ought to have enough time
to look this stuff over before we come
in here and vote to approve it.”

City Clerk Johnnie B. Stevens told
Simpson that delays in getting the
auditcouldnotbe prevented and asked
him if he would understand the audit
even if he did have time to read it
over. Simpson said he might not
understand it, but that he would ap-
preciate timetoreaditoverevenifhe
couldn’t make sense of it.

Martin Mayor Raymond Griffith
said that the audit had to be approved
by the city by the next day and further
time to read the report was not avail-
able. Council members unanimously
approved a motion to accept the re-
port.

Althoughno otheraction was taken
atthe meeting, council members spent
‘several minutes discussing problems
related to the city’s waterand sewage
systems before adjourning.

Mayor Griffith said that outstand-
ing debts, possible water leaks and
bookkeeping methods had to be re-
solved or unspecified grant monies
could be jeopardized.

Collection of past debts to the city
owned water company dominated the
discussion as Councilman Simpson
and Mayor Griffith debated about
methods used to collect the debts and
the alternative of adjusting water
prices.

“I’m not going to pay so much as
15 cents more on a water bill just
because some people won't pay their
bills,” said Simpson.

Mayor Griffith explained that rais-
ing water prices would be a last resort
and said that water service should be
systematically cut off, instead of al-
lowing customers to run up high water
bills. “I know it’s a bad thing to do,
cutting peoples water off. But what
else can you do?” said Griffith.

Council members agreed to look

over a list of suggestions compiled
by the Farmers Home Administra-
tion to improve the water system and
possibly take action at the next regu-
lar meeting of the council.

All council members were pres-
ent for the meeting with the excep-
tion of Councilman E.P. Grigsby.
The nextregular meeting of the Martin
City Council will be 7:00 p.m.
Wednesday, February 4, at the Mar-
tin City Hall.

Floyd among areas prone to flooding

Kentucky's many streams and
rivers provide its residents with a
plentiful water supply, but during
times of heavy rain, the abundance of
this precious natural resource can
threaten lives, destroy property, and
disrupt routines.

The typical flood season in Ken-
tucky occurs from November through
May. However, floods may occur
any time, as many people remember
from their experiences during 1989,
The Year of the Floods. In a nine-
month period that year, eight coun-
ties (Knox, Owsley, Leslie, Knott,
Letcher, Magoffin, Floyd, and Pike)
were declared disaster areas three
times; four counties (Jackson, Clay,
Breathitt, and Perry) were declared
disaster areas twice. By Oclober,
Knox, Knott and Leslie counties had
been declared disaster areas for the
eighth time since 1970.

The flooding began in January,
By the end of February, 67 central
and eastern Kentucky counties had
sustained $80 million in damage.
Franklin County was the hardest hit
in February, when Frankfort experi-
enced its third-worst flood causing
damages worth $22 million. Then in
June and July, 12 eastern Kentucky
counties received $5.4 million worth
of flood damage. Again in October,
$11.4 million indamages occurred in
11 eastern Kentucky counties.

Because Kentuckians suffer mil-
lions of dollars in losses from flood
damage virtually every year,
Kentucky’s Floodplain Management
Section of the Kentucky Division of
Waler continues its prevention ef-
forts year-round.

Members of the section visited
more than 40 communitiesduring the
past year 10 assist local officials with
floodplain management programs,

The staff helped 24 communities
adopt or update floodplain manage-
ment ordinances to meel federal cri-
teria. The section's programs for
regulating stream and floodplain
development and for training and
public information extend to approxi-
mately 240 communities in the Na-
tional Flood Insurance Program.

The floodplain construction per-
mitting program is a vital clement in

reducing flood losses. Not only are
buildings constructed in floodplains
subject to flood damage, they may
hamper the free flow of high water
during flood conditions. Education
and technical assistance efforts by
the Division of Water contributed to
an increase in the number of
floodplain construction applications
1n recent years.

The Division of Water also peri-
odically conducts a survey of all
known benchmarks withinacommu-
nity and establishes new ones if
needed. Benchmarks are points of
known elevation (referenced to mean
sea level) that serve to help establish
such criteria as fill heights and first-
floor elevation requirements. Bench-
marks are critical to floodplain man-
agement programs. Kentucky’s sur-
vey is carried out under a grant from
the Federal Emergency Management
Agency and is available only for
communities participating in the
National Flood Insurance Program,

Another project to help prevent
losses due to flooding involves the
posting of signs to indicate flood

prone areas. Tentative locations for
sign posting are along the developing
areas of the Ohio River in Jefferson
and Oldham counties.

Inaddition, the Community Flood
Damage Abatement Program oper-
ated between 1978 and 1990 to pro-
vide technical and financial assis-
tance for flood control projects in the
state. It helped many communities (o
mitigate flood damage.

Projects were funded in Fulton
and Paducah in Western Kentucky,
Jefferson County, Northern Kentucky
at Dayton, Pike and Harlan counties
in far Eastern Kentucky, and Wil-
liamsburg and Guthrie in Southeast-
em Kentucky, making this truly a
statewide program,

Governor Wilkinson proclaims
February American Heart Month

Governor Wallace Wilkinson is-
sued a proclamation designating
February as American Heart Month
and urged Kentuckians o support the
lifesaving mission of the American
Heart Association,

In the proclamation, Wilkinson
noted that heart and blood vessel
diseases are the leading killers in
Kentucky. Such diseases took the
lives of 15,754 Kentuckians during
1989, according to the American
Heart Association.

Wilkinson asked for the support
from the residents of Kentucky for
the American Heart Association’s
campaign against heart diseases,
stroke, hypertension and related dis-
orders,

“Cardiovascular diseases caused
nearly one million of our country’s
deaths in the last year and will cost
our country $94.5 billion in 1990 for
physician and nursing care, hospital

and nursing home services, and
medications, as well as the lost occu-
pational output as a result of disabil-
ity,” Wilkinson said.

In 1989-90, the Kentucky Affili-
ate of the American Heart Associa-
tion raised nearly $1,731,000. This
year AHA volunteers have set a goal
of $1,870,000. Individual and corpo-
rate contributions help fund research
and education and community serv-
ice programs. Currently, the Ken-
tucky Affiliate is funding 24 research
projects totalling more than $391,000.
Programsinclude preschool, elemen-
tary, middle, and high school educa-
tion materials, as well as employee
wellness projects,

More than 25,000 volunteers in
Kentucky will give their time to help
with the AHA's annual educational
and fund-raising drive during Febru-
ary. The text of Wilkinson’s procla-
mation reads, in part:

“Whereas, cardiovascular disease

is Kentucky's — and the nation’s —
number one cause of death; and

“Although tremendous advances
are being made through cardiovascu-
lar research to improve methods of
diagnosis, prevention and treatment
of heart disease and stroke, 45 Ken-
tuckians still die each day from car-
diovascular disease; and,

“Through research, educational
and community service programs, the
American Heart Association is work-
ing to decrease the staggering statis-
tics associated with cardiovascular
disease.”

The American Heart Association
isthenation’s largest voluntary health
organization dedicated to the reduc-
tion of disability and death from heart
and blood vessel diseases, which
annually kill almost one million
Americans. Last year the AHA spent
more than $172 million to support
research and public and professional
education and community programs.

President Bush has designated the
Persian Gulf a combat zone, trigger-
ing a number of federal tax relicf
provisions.

Members of the armed forces and
support personnel in the Persian Gulf
assigned to Operation Desert Storm
will not have to file their 1990 federal
income tax returns until at least 180
days after they depart from the Per-
sian Gulf. No penalty or interest will
be charged during this period on any
tax due for 1990.

IRS also will suspend all tax re-
turn examinations and actions (o
collect any back taxes owed by these
taxpayers for years prior to 1990 until
at least 180 days after the taxpayer
leaves the combat zone. During this
Llime no penalty or interest will be
added 1o any tax due.

These relief provisions apply not
only to armed forces and support
personnel serving in the Operation
Desert Storm combat zone butalso 1o
their spouses.

Military pay received by enlisted
personnel while serving in the com-

bat zone is exempt from income tax.
For commissioned officers, up o
8500 a month can be excluded from
income. The exclusion generally
extends to periods of hospitalization
resulting from injury or sickness
suffered while serving in the combat
zone.

Inthe eventamember of the armed
forces dies while serving in the
combal zone, no tax is due for the
year of death or any prior year in
which the person served in the com-
bat zone. In addition, any unpaid tax
for years prior lo service in the com-
bat zone is forgiven.

Taxpayers, including spouscs and
others acting on behalf of a taxpayer
in the Operation Desert Storm com-
bat zone, should call IRS toll-rce at
1-800-TAX-1040 (1-800-829-1040)
for additional information on federal
tax matters. If they receive corre-
spondence about any collection or
audit matter covered by these relief
provisions,they should contact IRS
immediately so that the action may
be suspended.

Look to our forefathers
for ideas on conservation

Daily we hear more about how we
are depleting our natural resources.
When we buy something at the store
today, we eventually throw nearly all
of it away. (The next time you go
grocery shopping, make note of how
much you toss into the garbage when
you gethome and put the goods away.)

We do this in the name of conven-
ience, but here convenience is a
euphemism for laziness. If we could
look back one or two generations, we
would have some answers lo our
problems. Our parents and grandpar-
entssaved because it was a necessity.

ountain Voices

Many of us, don’t realize it, but sav-
ing is again becoming a necessity.

Remember when it was canning
time? Let’s look at a typical canning
session. Peaches were brought from
the orchard or bought from some
enterprising soul who hauled fruits
and vegetables from Georgia or South
Carolina to provide a living for his
family. The peaches were peeled and
prepared for cooking. The peelings
would be saved to make jelly or jam.
Even the mush that was left from this
process was put into the garden to
enrich the soil. The canned peaches
were putinMason fruit jars that could
be used year after year. In this whole
process the only thing not saved was

the lids that were used to cover the
fruit jars. Even these weren’t thrown
away because someone would find a
use for them. Today we simply buy a
can of peaches, throw the can in the
trash, and forget it.

A typical trip to the grocery store
for our grandparents might involve
the purchase of flour, lard (I suppose
we have to criticize our parents and
grandparents for using lard, but they
didn’t know how harmful it was),
sugar, and coffee. In each of these
instances, the container was saved
for some purpose. Flourcame in cloth
sacks, and after the flour was used,
the material was used to make quilts,
blankets, and other useful items for

the house. The material was some-
times even used to make clothing for
the family. The containers for the
otheritems were saved to store things.
I don't know how many would be
needed, butone never saw these items
in garbage heaps. For the most part,
one did not see very many garbage
heaps.

Another area in which our ances-
tors were resourceful was in the area
or clothing. In the first place, the
clothes were made at home. When
items of clothing were made, every
scrap of material not used in the ac-
tual garment was saved for other
purposes. Most often, the pieces of
cloth would find itself in a quilt or

blanket made for the comfort of the
family. Children were not allowed to
have new clothes simply because a
new style came into vogue. Children
wore the clothes until they outgrew
them, and then they were handed
down. I know that doesn’t sound like
aterrific idea in the "90s, but it would
be a small price to pay if it, in some
small way, helped save some of our
natural resources so there would be
enough for us all.

Irealize that many of the practices
listed above are contrary to our
“modern” way of life, but the time
may come when we will be glad todo
those very things. Our lives may even
be more meaningful when and if we
do them,

Kentucky is facing anursing short-
age, according to a survey conducted
by the Kentucky Hospital Associa-
tion. The survey showed that the
registered nurse vacancy rate among
KHA member hospitals has increased
10 12 percent in 1989 compared to 10
percent in 1987. The U.S. Bureau of
Labor Statistics estimates that be-
tween 1986 and the year 2000, the
health services industry will create
nearly 350,000 new jobs for regis-
tered nurses.

Highlands estimates that their
vacancy rate for registered nurses'is
20 percent, according to Drema
Osborne, Director of Nursing. To help
fill these vacancies, Highlands is
participating in the Nursing Incen-
tive Scholarship Fund program.

The Nursing Incentive Scholar-
ship Fund was created by the 1990
Kentucky General Assembly. The
intent of this bill is to provide schol-
arships to Kentucky residents who
will be attending approved prelicen-
sure registered nurses and licensed
practical nurses education programs
in the state.

at EKU; retains head coaching job M _

Roy Kidd, head football coach at
Eastern Kentucky University since
1964, has been appointed as EKU'’s
athletic director, replacing Donald
Combs, whoretired last August. Kidd
will continue to serve as head foot-
ball coach at the university.

In making the announcement,
EKU's president, Dr. Hanly Funder-
buirk, said that the appointment would
be effective immediately.

Dr. Funderburk said that Eastern
was “fortunate 1o have an individual
of Roy Kidd's stature and recogni-
tion to serve as athletics director, He
is familiar with our program and the
directions that have been set for it.”

Kidd said, “I appreciate very much
the confidence that has been placed
in me by the University and look
forward 10 working with my friends
in the athletics program in this new
role.”

In his 27 years as Eastern’s head
football coach, Kidd has compiled
218 wins, 79 losses and eight ties.
That ranks him ninth on a list of 14
collegiate coaches who won 200 or
more games. Among active coaches,
only Grambling's Eddie Robinson
and Penn State's Joe Paterno have
won more games.

His Eastern teams won NCAA
Division 1-AA national champion-
ships in 1979 and 1982 and were
national runners-upin 1980and 1981.
EKU has been in the NCAA Division
1-AA Playoffs a record 11 times in
the 13-year history of the champion-

ship, while at the same time posting
the highest winning percent among
the nations 1-AA schools.

COLLEGIATE ATHLETICS
ARE
SHAPING UP

Every time you pick up the sports
page these days, you read about
another school that is being investi-
gated or punished by the National
Collegiate Athletic Association
(NCAA)> The NCAA is getting
tough, and it's about time. There is a
desperate need for reform in colle-
giate athletics,

It's about time, because I'm tired
of hearing the suggestion that suc-
cessful athletic programs can't be
built with stern academic require-
ments and strict adherence toNCAA
recruiting regulations. We know they
can be. It’s done in the Atlantic Coast
Conference schools; it’s done at
Indiana; it's done at Stanford; and
it's done at Notre Dame.

Thankfully, more university presi-
dents are becoming involved with
academic requirements for student-
athletes through Proposition 42 and
Proposition 48. We have seen the
recruiting of real students. Academ-
ics and athletics should go hand in
hand, and I don't think we’re putting
too much pressure on the kids. They
are, after all, in the position to get a
great education on scholarship.

There isreal pressure on the coach.
Winning is the name of the game at
any level — high school, college or
professional. It is especially true for
college football and basketball
coaches, because those two sports
are the money-makers that pay the
rest of the collegiate athletics. With-

out winning football and basketball
teams, alumni contributions and tele-
visionmoney drop off. A coachknows
thathis jobisalwayson the line, Now
that's pressure.

We saw it happen recently to
Boston College football coach Jack
Bicknell. He’s had some great years
and his players did well in school, but
Bicknell just hadn’t won enough
games in the past few seasons.

At other schools, we’'ve heard
coaches like the University of
Oklahoman’s football coach, Barry
Switzer, complain that a strong pro-
gram can’t be built with so many
academic requirements. I say that if
you aren't able to make your athletic
program work under the rules, then
you should be replaced. From the
president to the athletic director on
down, it is the duty of a school to
produce young men and women who
haveearned theirdegrees. If youcan’t
find success with real students, you
have no place in collegiate athletics,

There should be an allowance of
not more than $150 a month to cover
incidentals, but only as long as it is
regulated by the NCAA. When I was
in school, we got $15 a month, and
that helped pay for laundry and toi-
letries.

Schools that are now under inves-
tigation, such as the University of
Nevada Las Vegas and Syracuse
University, know the rules. If some-
thing comes oul in an investigation,
the schools have no one to blame but
themselves. Let them pay the price
for breaking the rules.

| LARRY NIXON ENJOYS
THE BASS MEGABUCKS
| TOURNAMENT FORMAT

If bass tournament angler Larry
Nixon ever decides 1o try profes-
sional golf, he will probably do well
atit.

After all, he’s won three of the
four MegaBucks tournaments con-
ducted by the Bass Anglers Sports-
man Society, in which 10 anglers
rotate and fish 10 separate holes on a
marked course. Nixon[‘s latest win
came in NOvember at Lake Gun-
tersville, Alabama, and was worth
about $75,000 to him.

The well-known Evinrude Pro
Staff angler, whose total winnings
now top $1 million, credits his ability
tolook at water before even fishing it
to determine if bass are present.

“Years ago the men I fished with
taught me to look at the features and
composition of the shoreline to deter-
mine what's underwater,” explains
Nixon. “That’s the only way they
knew, because there were no elec-
tronic depthfinders then,

“During all the years I've been
fishing, I still use that technique alot,
although now I also watch a depth-
finder to find little bottom changes
bass are likely 1o use,

“I fish very fast, t00,"” the Evin-
rude pro continues, “and keep my
trolling motor moving. Then, when-
ever I see something that looks good,
I stop and work it thoroughly, In fact,
whenever I find a good looking area,
I fish it at least twice.”

The MegaBucks format begins
with a full field of 250 to 300 anglers
who fish for three days. The field is
then cut 1o the top 50 who fish one
more day. The filed is then cut again
to the top 10 who compete for two
additional days on the 10 hole
“course”,

“You don’t have time for many
mistakes in that format,” Nixon ex-
plains, “so you really have to be
conscious of every move you make. I
believe the average angler spends far
too much time in unproductive wa-
ter, He just doesn’t have the experi-
ence to realize when he needs to try
another spot.”

AnotherNixon trait that has helped
him throughout his tournament ca-
reer is his ability to learn something
from practically every cast. The sec-
ond bass he caught told him the
winning pattem.

“I caught this bass from a rocky
point,” explains Nixon, “but I didn’t
catch a second one. I moved to an-
other spot, then returned and fished
the point again, but I still didn't caich
anything. ThenI fished the point from
a different direction and caught three
bass.

The lesson 1o learn from that one
bass, says Nixon, is to realize where
there is one fish there are often more,
but notall of them bite the same way.
Work the area thoroughly and with
different lures from various angles
until you connect.

Using different lures can also make
a difference, says the former world
champion. Nixonused atotal of seven
lures ranging from topwaters to bot-
tom crawlers, but his most produc-
tive ones were crankbaits.

Would he ever consider taking up
golf?

“I don’t have any plans to right
now, he laughs. “I'm having to much
fun fishing, but it could happen one
of these days.”

times, it almost seems as if the fish
can't wail 1o get caught.

Witness, for example, what hap-
pened to Bo Dowden, a long time
tournament competitor and winner
of the 1980 Bass Masters Classic
world championship. The Evinrude
Pro Staff angler was competing in a
tournament on Kentucky Lake when
he found abass that just had to see the
inside of his livewell.

“I was pitching a plastic worm
into submerged brush in one of the
coves,” Dowdenremembers. “On one
particular pitch, as I stepped forward
in the boat, I slipped. It seemed like |
dangled between the boat and the
water for an eternity, flailing away
with arms and legs, before I finally
hit the water.

“Anyway, I kept a grip on my rod
as [ went under, and when I came
back up and started toclimb back into
the boat, I noticed something tugging
on the rod.

“I started reeling, and sureenough,
I broughtinawell hooked two-pound
bass. The fish had taken the worm as
I slipped, and all my waving of the
rod as I fell set the hook.”

Fellow Evinrude pro Guy Eaker
can tell a story just as hard to believe.
Eaker, of Cherryville, NC, once

worked for a large trucking firm, but
because of his schedule and a gener-
ous employer, was usually able to
spend a least one day a week fishing.

“I'd been catching 30- to 40 bass
per day at Lake Wylie near Char-
lotte,” explains Eaker, “and naturally,
when my boss heard about that, he
asked me totake him along. The very
next week I took him, outfitting him
with a rod, reel, and lure exactly like
I was using,

“On my first seven casts I caught
seven bass, butthe boss didn’thave a
strike. I told him to slow his retrieve,
and on his very next cast something
thumped his lure, and he set the hook.,

*Atalmost exactly the same time,
I felt a strike on my lure and set the
hook, too. For a few moments we
were both excited and reeling like
crazy to see who had the biggest
bass.

“When we finally reeled in the
fish, I could hardly believe what I
saw. We had both caught the same
bass. The fish had hit one crankbail,
then turned and hit mine an instant
later.”

Johnson Outboards Pro Staff
angler Jack Chancellor had to work a
little longer and harder for his fish,
but not much. During the 1982 Clas-
sic, Chancellor felt a fish hit his plas-
tic worm justas he waslifting the lure
to begin another cast. He immedi-
ately dropped that rod and picked up
another with a jigging spoon tied on,
and the rest, as the say, is history.

“The spoon never reached the

bottom,” explains Chancellor, “be-
fore a bass hit. 1 landed that fish,
dropped the spoon again, and caught
another. At five minutes to 11 a.m.
that momning, I had not had a strike in
more than three hours of fishing.

“During the next seven minutes 1
caught 12 basson that jigging spoon.”

Itprobably would have been more,
had not Chancellor lost his 13th fish.
It apparently spooked the school, for
he never caught another fish the rest
of the day. The Johnson pro doesn’t
really mind; he finished second in the
Classic and figures that seven-min-
ute spree was worth about $1,000 per
minute to him.

‘Scarecrow’ one of Pacino’s

Watching Francis Ford
Coppola's The Godfather,
Part III (and it is mag-
nificent) reminded me anew
what a marvelous actor Al
Pacino is. And Scarecrow is
surely one of his best
performances.
