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Contractor warned of Duff water woes ,

A con tractor who installed a sprin­
kler system at Duff Elementary said 
Tuesday he had warned the project's 
construction manager before the 
project began that there would be 
inadequate water pressure to operate 
the system. 

Since the school opened in Sep­
tember, the state Fire Marshall has 
required that a fire truck be on the 
campus at all times when school in 
session. The fire truck is required 

because there is not enough water 
pressure to operate the sprinkler sys­
tem. 

Ken Bratton, of Hydro Fire Pro­
tection based in Ohio, addressed the 
Floyd County Board of Education 
Tuesday about the situation. 

Bratton said that he told officials 
at Martin Engineering, construction 
manager at Duff, that there would not 
be enough water pressure at the site 
to operate the sprinkler system. 

"I wrote a letter to them before 
construction ever started and told 
them there wouldn 't.be enough pres-

sure," Bratton told the board. "And 
nobody would listen to me. And what 
they're planning to do (install a water 
tank) won't operate the system ei­
ther. I know, because I designed it" 

Bratton also said Thursday that 
the plan to build a water tank at Duff 
would not be enough to operate the 
system. 

Alan Stumbo, with Martin Engi­
neering, said the plan Kaiser-Taut­
bee Engineers submitted indicated 
the water tank would be enough to 
operate the system. 

Stumbo also said that Bratton had 

been right on his pre-construction 
prediction about the water pressure at 
the site. 

"At that time, he proposed a plan 
to correct the problem that would've 
cost about $100,000," Stumbo said. 
"We couldn't afford to spend 
$100,000 on an assumption. As it 
turned out, he was right. But could 
you imagine the public's reaction if 
we spent $100,000 and it wasn't 
needed?" 

The construction company pro­
ceeded with the project on the basis 
of a report from the Beaver Elkhorn 

Water District that an adequate water 
supply would be available, Stumbo 
said. 

Brauon also asked the board of 
education Tuesday why his company 
has not been paid for work at Adams 
Middle School and Duff. 

Bratton said Thursday that he had 
"never had so much trouble getting 
paid for a job" in the 30 years he has 
been in business. He said problems 
with receiving payment on Duff and 
Adams prevented him from submit­
ting bids on other projects in the 
county. 

"That's the reason I didn't bid on 
the Left Beaver school," Bratton said. 
"All I want to do is get my money and 
get out. I used to have an office in 
Grayson, but I closed it because I 
couldn't get paid. I put 20 people out 
of a job. 

"From the very beginning I've 
had trouble," Bratton said "It took 
11-12 months to get the frrst payment 
of $855. Now, they're holding 25 
percent of my fee at Adams and 40 
percent at Duff. I don't understand

Francis resigns : Board unanimous on second try :

New bids for 
site okayed

Floyd County school board attor­
ney William Francis' absence from 
Tuesday's board meeting was ex­
plained when his resignation was 
announced shortly before the meet­
ing ended. 

Superintendent Ron Hager read a 
letter from Francis that said, "Due to 
other pressing legal matters and due 
to other business matters, I hereby 
tender my resignation as attorney for 
the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion effective March 12." 

After the board voted to accept the 
attorney's resignation, board mem­
ber Eddie Billips made a motion to 
hire Prestonsburg attomeyCliffLaua. 
Tommy Boyd seconded the motion 
but Dr. Mary Hall asked for discus­
sion on the issue. 

Hall told Billips he shouldn't rec­
ommend his personal attorney for the 
job and it could cause a conflict of 
interest because Latta had represented 
Billips in a lawsuit against the board. 

Billips responded that he doubted 
there were any attorneys in the area 
who had not filed a lawsuit against 
the board of education. 

After Hall and Billips' exchange, 
Boyd withdrew his second to the 
motion. James Duff said he felt the 
board needed "a few days" to think 
about the matter. 

In a surprise move, board chair­
man Ray "Shag" Campbell told Bil­
lips he would second his motion to 
hire Latta because the board of edu­
cation needed to have an attorney. 

The motion carried on a 3-2 vote. 
Duff and Hall voted no and Boyd, 
after some hesitation, said, "I'm going 
to go for it, because we need an 
attorney." 

Latta said Thursday he would 
accept the position and "looked for­

Upon the recommendation of the 
state Department of Education, the 
Floyd County Board of Education 
voted at Tuesday's meeting to re-bid 
the site preparation contract for the 
new Prestonsburg High School site. 

Mike Luscher, director of Build­
ings and Grounds for the state De­
partment of Education. wrote a letter 
to the board last month recommend­
ing the contract be re-bid. Luscher's 
letter said the board did not receive a 
competitive bid since only one bid­
der submitted an offer; that no alter­
nate was included in the base bid; and 
that the negotiated change order did 
not include site work for the entire 
project. 

C& W Equipment Company of 
Manchester was awarded the $1.3 
million site preparation contract at a 
December 28, 1990 special school 
board meeting. 

The board voted Tuesday to reject 
C&W's bid and to advertise again for 
bids on the contract according to the 
original bid specifications. The board 
asked project architect Randall 
Burchett to include in the advertise­
ment that bids will be accepted until 
the April9 board meeting. The board 
also asked that advertisements also 
be placed in the Lexington Herald­
Leader in an effort to solicit more 
bidders on the project 

Burcheu,alongwithJohnCarmen, 
who helped develop the bid specifi­
cations, told the board they could 
probably have the site package ready 
to bid in a week. 

In other business, the board heard 
from Floyd County Education Asso­
ciation president Bud Reynolds, who 
asked that the board comply with its 
agreement with FCEA relating to 
extended employment for adminis­
trators.

Teachers seek adequate supplies: 

No shortage of input in 
open comment session

There was no shortage of input at 
Tuesday's board of education meet­
ing in Wheelwright, with 14 speakers 
signed up to talk to the board during 
the public comment session. 

Speakers ranged from teachers to 
parent groups to a high school stu­
dent with each expressing their con­
cerns about problems in the school 
system. 

Two Prestonsburg Elementary 
teachers told the board they would no 
longer spend their own money to buy 
classroom supplies at the school. 
Debra Walker asked the board to 
ensure that proper supplies are in 
every classroom so teachers can 
properly teach students. Walker dis­
played several textbooks used in her 
second grade cla<;s and told the board 

why she could not teach the lessons 
in those books. 

"This is a science book used in my 
class," Walker said as she place the 
book on the speaker's table. 'There is 
no kite string, duct tape or construc­
tion paper in our classroom to do 
experiments called for in this book." 

Walker also mentioned a music 
textbook that is useless because the 
record vital to teaching the course 
was not ordered along with the book. 

"I cannot use this book without 
the record," Walker said. "Come to 
the front lines and assess these situ· 
ations. Children have the desire to 
learn, but we need to develop the 
curriculum." 

Prestonsburg fifth grade teacher 
Paula Collins spoke after Walker. 
urging the board to find the funds for 
proper supplies in all the schoo)s. 

"Prestonsburg Grade School re-

ceived $8,900 for supplies after the 
board deducted money for duplica­
tion paper," Collins said. "When it 
was distributed, each teacher received 
$50 for classroom supplies. That 
money did not cover the cost of 
materials." 

Collins also mentioned the lack of 
basic supplies to perform science 
experiments in the classroom. 

"For instance, wouldn't students 
betler understand that a magnet's 
opposite electrical poles attract and 
the same electrical poles repel if they 
had magnets in the classroom to feel 
the attraction?" Collins asked. "There 
is not one microscope in the entire 
school for science classes. We need 
to take a close look at how the money 
is being spent." 

In a similar address, Debra Hayes,

board of education and FCEA signed 
in September to end the 10-day teach­
ers strike, one proposal said all ad­
ministrators would be cut back by 
one month in extended employment 
in 1991-92 or cut back to the state 
recommended work year.

In Johnson deaths : 

Police not 
sure who 
shot first 

A double shooting near Oil Springs 
in Johnson County has been ruled a 
case of murder-suicide, according to 
Johnson County Coroner J .R. Frisby. 

Kentucky State Police reports 
indicate that Rick O'Neil Baldwin, 
37, and his wife Rita Baldwin, 36, 
were found dead shortly after 2 a.m. 
Wednesday, on Little Pigeon Road 
near Rt. 580 at Oil Springs, appar­
ently from single gunshot wounds to 
the head. 

Upon arrival, police found Ricky 
Baldwin dead in his pickup truck 
with a single gunshot wound to the 
head. Rita Baldwin was then found 
over an embankment near the truck, 
also dead from an apparent gunshot 
wound to the head. Both were pro­
nounced dead at the scene by Johnson 
County Coroner J .R. Frisby. 

Frisby confirmed reports that the 
shootings were part of a murder-sui­
cide on Thursday. 

"This has been determined to be a 
murder-suicide," Frisby said. "We 
aren't saying which subject was 
murdered at this time." 

Frisby also confirmed that a .357 
caliber handgun, the type of weapon 
believed to have been used in the 
shootings, was found in the Baldwin 
vehicle when investigators arrived at 
the scene. 

New parking 
at elementary 

Prestonsburg Fire Marshal Larry 
Adams anno:mced this week that 
parents who drop off or pick up chil­
dren at Prestonsburg Elementary 
School now have a designated spot to 
park, thanks to the cooperation of the 
Save-More grocery store. 

Adams explained that in the past, 
parents have commonly double and 
triple parked cars on Highlands 
A venue behind the school, blocked 
fire lanes in front of the school and 
endangered children by parking 
opposite the school on North Lake 
Drive.

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representing Floyd County Parents 
for Better Schools, submitted seven 
rcquc.sts to board members and asked 
for a response to eight requests sub­
mitted at the February board meet­
ing. 

Education activists Dolores Smith 
and Jean Rosenberg sat with Hayes at 
the speakers' table and also asked 
that the board respond to the group's 
requests. 

Superintendent Ron Hager first 
told Hayes it would take "an hour or 
two" to respond to the group. Chair· 
man Ray Campbell told Hager to "go 
ahead" and respond to the requests. 

Last month's first request was for 
the board members, as a group, to 
tour all the school facilities in the 
county to get an idea of conditions at 
the schools. 

Hager told Hayes that the school 
system had 120 facilities and said the 
board members could not get together 
without calling a special meeting. 

Later in the board meeting, board 
member Dr. Mary Hall said she 
thought the board should call "a very 
special meeting" and tour the schools. 

"It's sorely needed," Hall said. 
"We need to take a whole day and 
visit the schools. We need to set our 
priorities and it docsn 't do any good 
to sit up here and talk about our 
schools if we don't know what they 
look like." 

The board did not set a date for the 
tour. 

Other questions by the parents' 
group that Hager addressed involved 
basic needs and repairs at schools; 
implemenung band and art classes 
for all grades; and a survey to see 
what supplies are needed at schools 
to ensure equality in all county 
schools. 

Hayes had a.o;ked that all schools 
have bathroom doors, toilet paper 
and soap. She told the board some 
children had developed intestinal 
problems because they didn't feel 
comfortable using a bathroom with 
no doors. 

Hager said the system's mainte­
nance department was working to 
make necessary repairs at the schools. 

Hayes also asked that Wheelwright 
High School teacher Carol Stumbo 
be put in charge of the county's lan­
guage arts program and, that the group 
was "amazed'' she had the position 
taken away from her for "political 
reasons." 

Hager said he disagreed with 
Hayes and that "nothing had been 
done politically" to remove Stumbo 
from the program. Hager explained 
that the program began under a two 
year contract and once that program 
ran out, the board rud not have enough 
funds to continue it. 

Carol Stumbo's writing program 
was the topic for another speaker 
during the public comment session. 

Wheelwright High School student 
Shane McCoy asked the board to 

reinstate Stumbo in her writing pro­
gram. 

"I feel she lost her program be· 
cause ofherpllrticipation in the teach­
ers' strike," McCoy said. "I would 
ask that you give it back to her." 

Hager told McCoy he would take 
his recommendation in earnest. 

Other speakers included Beatrice 
Jacobs from Harold Elementary, who 
asked that a plan to move students in 
grades 6-8 to Betsy Layne Elemen­
tary be cancelled because parents "do 
not want iL" 

Moving the students was one 
consideration to ease overcrowding 
at the school. 

Jacobs told the board that Harold 
students take great pride in their 
school, especially being number one 
in the county for attendance and test 
scores. 

The board decided later in the 
meeting to take no action on moving 
those students. 

Thecounty'shighschoolconstruc­
tion projects were also a topic of 
discussion by citizens addressing the 
board 

Tim Sizemore of Prestonsburg 
directed his comments concerning 
the new Prestonsburg High School to 
board member Edrue Billips. 

Sizemore said if the new high was 
not built that it would be a disservice 
to the children and something that 
"would haunt us in the future." Sizem­
ore told Billips that if he had any 
evidence of illegal activity concern­
ing the project, he should "now come 
forward" with it. He said Billips has 
been stalling construction on the high 
school project. 

"You claimed that the former 
owneroftheMiddleCreeksite,David 
May, would reap a windfall for the 
coal," Sizemore said. "That obstacle 
has fallen when May relinquished 
those rights. But, you Mr. Billips 
voted against accepting it Political 
ghosts should be put in the closet and 
we should move forward. Not only in 
District One, but in all districts." 

Billips declined to respond to 
Sizemore's statements during the 
meeting, but he said he would re­
spond to anyone wanting to ruscuss 
the issue after the meeting. 

Comments concerning the Left 
Beaver High School constructior1 
project were made by former Wheel­
wright Mayor Elmer Ferguson. 
Ferguson said there were many ru 
mors circulattng about the project 
and he wanted to know if it was in 
jeopardy. He also asked why 
Prestonsburg could not be an inde­
pendentdistrictagain,especiallywith 
all the controversy surrounding the 
project. 

Hager told Ferguson he had not 
heard the rumors about the Left 
Beaver project being in jeopardy and 
assured Ferguson that the school 
would be built. He rud not comment 
on the Prestonsburg issue.

"We still are going to have a few 
people who will block the frre lanes 
and park out in the street," said 
Adams, "but after we feel they have 
had enough time to know about the 
parking lot, we may just go down and

what their problem is. It's not worth 
the hassle to work for them." 

Bratton said he had not been paid 
in 15 months for work performed at 
the two schools. He said Tuesday the 
board owes him $1,052 for work at 
Adams and $9,688 at Duff. 

At the board meeting, Bratton 
asked the board why he has not been 
paid and, if problems exist at these 
schools, why he hasn 'tbeen informed. 

Superintendent Ron Hager told 
Bratton Tuesday that he had not ful­
filled his contract obligation and that 
problems do exist at the school. 

"If there are problems, tell me 
what needs to be done," Bratton said. 
"That's why I came down here." 

"If the board owes you for serv­
ices performed, you will be paid," 
Hager said. "But, you haven't done 
your job." 

Adams Middle School architect 
Randall Burchett told Bratton he had 
not finished correcting problems 
found after the school was inspected. 

Bratton said he had contacted the 
construction manager at Adams, 
Ervin Akers, and he said Akers said 
he had "signed orr· on the job. 

"I talked to you, Randy, about a 
month ago and you said there were no 
problems," Bratton said. "I called the 
people at the state and they said there 
were no problems." 

Hager told Bratton that he had not 
filled with sand the area in the park­
ing lot at Adams where the sprinkler 
pipes were laid with sand. 

"We have to make sure you've 
done your job and that the taxpayers' 
money has been spent right," Hager 
said. 

As Bratton was leaving the meet­
ing, Adams principal Thomas Tack­
ett told Bratton, "If that parking lot 
sinks., it's going to be your fault." 

Bratton told Tackett, "I'll stand 
behind any work I do and I'll post a 
bond on any of my jobs." 

Burchett srud Thursday that the 
board had approved Bratton'sinvoice 
"about a month ago" and that it may 

not have state approval. 
Burchett did say there was a 

"possibility" that the par Icing lot could 
sink and he would probably ask Brat­
ton to post an extended two· year bond 
on his work. He said Bratton was 
made aware of the problems in a 
meeting about 5-6 months ago. 

Bratton said TilUrsday that two 
meetings were held after the one 
Burchett referred to and the situation 
had been corrected. 

"I came down there myself and 
made sure those problems were cor­
rected," Bratton said. "And, I said at 
Tuesday's meeting I would post an 
extended bond if the contractor who 
did the fill work would do the same. 
But, they didn't seem to want to talk 
about that." 

Bratton said he had to put the 
sprinkler pipes in the parking lot area 
because the floor at the school "had 
dropped about a foot" while the sys­
tem was being installed. 

"I knew something was wrong 
because our pipes weren't staying 
where we put them," Bratton said. 
"Besides, the area where we installed 
the pipes was sand anyway."

Superintendent Ron Hager told 

Reynolds the board is waiting for an 
attorney general's opinion and an 
opinion from the Kentucky School 
Board Association's attorney on the 
proposal. 

The Floyd County School Admin­
istrators Association submitted a 
proposal dated March 5 asking that it 
be recognized as organization, with 
payroll deductions for payment of 
dues to be authorized by the board of 
education. 

The association asked in the pro­
posal that the extended employment 
work year for administrators not be 
changed; that the board adopt a pol­
icy of normal attrition for reduction 
of administrative staff if necessary; 
that any base salary increase for 
administrators be the same as any 
increase for school teachers; that 
administrators have the right to par­
ticipate in the $10,000 term life in­
surance program offer to teachers; 
and that assistant principals be em­
ployed for all schools having an en­
rollment of 500 or more students. 

The administrators' proposal was 
not discussed by the board at 
Tuesday's meeting. 

Reynolds also asked the board to 
reconsider returning to a half-hour 
extended school day on April 8 be­
cause the extended day would have 
an adverse effect on school's tutorial 
programs. The board did not respond 
to the request 

On a request from the Kentucky 
Opry, the board agreed to let the 
organization begin searching for tal­
ented students in the school system 
for performances at Jenny Wiley 
Theater this summer.

Truck driver averts disaster 
A Sandy Valley Explosives truck 

driver was credited with averting a 
potential disaster when she extin­
guished a burning wheel on a truck 
carrying 40,000 pounds of explosives 
early Wednesday morning. 

Melinda Trimble, of Johnson 
County, was driving a truck hauling 
water gel explosives when a wheel 
bearing apparently malfunctioned, 
causing the wheel to catch fire. 

Middle Creek Volunteer Fire 
Department Chief Edgar Stephens 
said Trimble stopped the vehicle, used 
a fire extinguisher to smother the fire 
and pulled the truck cab away from 
the e~plosives. 

"She saved the day," Stephens 
said. "When it first came over the 
radio, they said it was a load of dyna-

mite, so there were some really tense 
moments. But she had it all under 
control when we got there." 

Sandy Valley Explosives Vice 
President Estill Reed said the water 
gel used by the company would have 
burned, but would not have exploded 
if the fire had reached the material. 

"They have actually done tests on 
the type of water gel we carry where 
they set the stuff on fire," said Reed. 
"It will burn but it won't explode, it 
wasn't dynamite as the deputy ftrst 
reported." 

Reed explained that water gels, a 
class A explosive, required a detona­
tor to explode. 

Reed said that the company was 
pleased with Trimble's performance, 
saying the driver" went by the book", 
in handling the situation.

Peace in the valley?

The latest proposal for a new Prestonsburg High School, 
if it proves feasible physically and fiscally, could be the 
period at the end of a long sentence and a compromise 
pleasing to all. 

Given the history of the school controversy, though, it 
probably won't. 

As Honest Abe said, you can't please all the people all 
the time. But, if we may borrow another time-honored 
phrase, perhaps it's time to give "peace" a chance. 

The most recent new school suggestion- and it is just 
a suggestion- appears at first glance to be a have-your­
cake-and-eat-it-too solution to two of the most often voiced 
concerns relating to the on-going debate. 

First, it proposes that a new high school be built. 
Secondly, it proposes that a new high school be built in 

Prestonsburg. 
Either side of the high school debate can claim success 

with this approach. Those who have opposed renovation 
of the existing high school will win, and those who have 
opposed relocating the school outside of Prestonsburg 
will win. 

Few arguments have the opportunity to come to such a 
reasonable conclusion. 

For that reason alone, the latest proposal deserves a 
long, hard look. 

Sugar-free PTA 
Cookies, cupcakes and candy may be the traditional 

fare, but the national PTA wants to sell its members and 
the public a whole new menu. 

In its annual legislative conference this week in Wash­
ington, the national parent-teacher group is serving up hot 
potatoes instead of sweets. The group's legislative agenda 
includes support for handgun control, a national ban on 
paddling, opposition to national standardized student 
testing, support for warning labels on alcoholic beverage 
advertisements, backing for a national health policy to 
ensure medical care for all children, and support for 
enactment of a family medical leave act. 

The PTA shift from bake sales to politics appears to have 
had a pos1tive influence on the growth of associations 
nationwide. In Kentucky, PTA membership has doubled in 
the past 1 0 years. 

Don't look for the cupcakes to disappear, PTA fundrais­
ers will always be around. But, with this issue-oriented 
approach, the icing on the PTA cake is likely to be more 
substance and less sugar in the future, and that's just what 
the doctor ordered.

pain.-Tennyson 

Death is pan of life, and bereave­
ment, likewise, is an inescapable part 
of the human condition. Grief is the 
normal, common and necessary re­
action to the loss of a highly valued 
individual or object. I mention the 
latter because grief is experienced in 
many instances of loss other than 
death. Examples of object loss could 
include the loss of one's home, mar­
riage, job, state of health, or social 
status. 

Mourning is the process by which 
people resolve their grief. It is a nor­
mal, adapting process. In other words, 
it is a reaction over a period of time 
which progresses through several 
stages of changing emotions and 
adjustments with the end result being 
that the bereaved person regains the 
capacity to have new relationships 
and form new attachments. As such, 
normal grieving should be encour­
aged and usually is resolved within a 
few months to a year without profes­
sional help. The following is an out­
line of the stages of grieving which 
arc normal and expectable. 

Shock and Disbelief-This earh·, 
acute phase can be incapacitating b~t 
normally docs not last more than a 
few weeks to a month. Commonly 
the person feels numb, slowed down, 
confused, unable to think clearly, 
concentrate, or make dccistons. He 
or she may lose all sense of the pas­
sage of time. 

Awareness of Pain-In this stage 
the grieving person is flooded with 
memories, perhaps experiences a 
sense of guilt in addition to that of 
loss and expresses his or her grief by 
crying and talking about the lost 
person or object. 

Restitution or Reorganization­
In this stage the person comes to 
terms with the loss by continuing to 
mourn while at the same time idealiz­
ing the memory of the lost loved one. 
New habits begin to replace the old 
shared ones and, at the end of this 
phao;e, new relationships and attach­
ments are formed. 

Unfortunately, there are ways by 
which the grief process can be dis­
turbed. Most often it is the individu­
als' unwillingness to suffer the pain 
of mourning. This is not really sur­
prising for we live in a society with a 
very low tolerance for pain. Think of 
how many ads m a single evening of 
tN viewing present products which 
promise us "fast" or "immediate re­
lief' of even minor discomforts. It is 

~. 

e{)ually unsurprising then, that people 
recently bereaved often seck the 
immediate relief of tranquilizers from 
psychiatrists and general practitio­
ners as if the pain of loss could be ao; 
quickly alleviated as a headache or 
hemorrhoids. Psychic pain, however, 
is not so easily dispelled. Ironically. 
it JS often this very treatment which, 
by interfering with the normal proc· 
css, can result in the complication of 
bereavement. 

Since feelings don't disappear by 
being ignored or buried, the process 
of grieving can be postponed but the 
need cannot be removed. The pain, 
sadness and anger remain inside until 
its faced and felt. Most commonly 
the complication which develops is 
clinical depression. Depression is a 
disturbance in mood and physical 
funcuon that is a pathological exten­
sion of grief. It is related to grief but 
it ts not the same. In fact, the early 
phase of grief looks very much like 
depression in that the person has dif­
ficulty in sleeping, eating, concen­
trating, feeling a lack of energy and 
so on. However, depression is not 
self-limiting. It docs not resolve it­
self after a month or so but goes far 
beyond grief in duration, intensity 
and severity and nearly always re­
quires professional help. Other com­
plications can involve a variety of 
stress-related physical and emotional 
disorders also requiring treatmenL 

What then should be done? I think 
there are two answers in the passage 
by Tennyson above. Tennyson re­
sponded to the death of his dearest 
friend, Arthur Hallam, by writing the 
poem "In Memoriam" from which 
the passage is taken. In it he is refer­
ring to the therapeutic value of creat­
ing poetry as a way of"numbing (the) 
pain'' he felt. We often provide note­
books and recommend journal writ­
ing to our patients here at Methodist 
Hospital. Writing can do more than 
simply anesthetize the sufferer; it can 
also help to cope. You say, "not 
everyone is capable of writing po­
etry." That's true, but language need 
not be poetry to be an effective thera­
J>eutic tool. Talking about one's feel­
ings is an essential step toward re­
covery and any creative act can be a 
way of overcoming the state of help­
lessness, which is a part of depres­
sion, as well as a way of expressing 
emotion. So instead of taking nar-cot­
ics we strongly recommend talking 
and talking solace in memories and 
constructive activity. The conse­
quence of not facing the pain ofloss 
now is that the fear of such pain can 
tum into a lifelong, self-imposed 
deprivation of relationships and new 
sources of personal happiness. Re­
member too that this is a pain which 
can be shared and easily understood 
by others so there is no reason to go it 
alone. Form ore information or refer­
ral, contact the Psychiatric Services 
of Methodist Hospital. 

W~men now face a one in nine 
ct)Once of having breast cancer

• If you are female and over the age 
of 20 you now face a one m nine 
chance of developing breast cancer, 
according to new incidence rates 
announced in a report by the Amen­
can Cancer Society. According to the 
ACS report, received in February by 
Highlands Breast Center at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center, this rcflec ts 
the second major increase since 1987 
statistics of one in eleven. 

The report attributed the increase 
in incidence to a larger populatton of 
older women, increased detection by 
mammography screening, diet and 
delayed childbearing. For whatever 
the reason, the Breast Center urges 
every woman to consider herself at 
risk and take appropriate steps for 
early detection. 

American Cancer Society Gut de­
lines arc: 

• monthly breast self-cxammnuon 
for women over 20. 

• clinical breast examination ev­
ery three years for women 20 to 40; 
annually for women over 40. 

• baseline mammogram for women 
35 to 39; mammograms every 1-2 
years for women age 40-49, and 
annually for women over 50. 

It is important to remember that 
most breast cancer detected in the 
very early stages can be dealt with 
successfully. John Boswell, M.D., 
pathologist and chairman of the 
Cancer Committee at Highlands 
stated, "When I first came here five 
years ago, the average size of the

breast cancers removed was about 
two inches. At that size, the majority 
of tumors have metastac;izcd (spread 
to other parts of the body). With 
mammography, the size of the tumor 
removed has become smaller with 
some even smaller than a pencil 
eraser. The sooner the tumor is de­
tected and the smaller the size, the 
better chance for cure." 

Mammography takes a finely 
detailed picture of the breast, using 
low dose x-ray. Itrcquireseach breast 
to be compressed between two plates, 
a procedure that sometimes causes 
minor, but temporary discomfort. 

The entire procedure takes less 
than a half hour at the Breast Center 
and is conducted in complete privacy 
by certified registered women tech­
nologists. The mammogram is then 
examined by a Board Certified radi­
ologist, an MD, who reports the find­
ings to your family physician. 

The Breast Center stresses that 
mammography and self-examination 
coupled with regular physical exami­
nations by your family physician, is 
your best defense. 

Denice Queen, RN, Nurse Educa­
tor in the Breast Center stated, "96 
percent of breast cancers can be de­
tected when all three of the methods 
outlined above arc used together in a 
planned program. It is essential for 
women to understand that with this 
latest increase to one in nine' odds for 
breast cancer, it is more important 
than ever before to practice the 
American Cancer guidelines." 

Highlands Breast Center opened 
in 1987 and was the first hospital 
based center in Kentucky to be ac­
credited by the American College of 
Radiology. To date over 5000 mam­
mograms have been performed.

Phacocmulification is a new tech­
nique that allows a cataract to be pul­
verized by an ultrasonic device. The 
cataract is then suctioned out of the 
eye. The entire surgery is performed 
with a local anesthesia. 

A cataract occurs when the eye's 
natural lens becomes cloudy. Both 
Dr. Kukreja and Dr. Wheeler, per-
form small inCISIOn cataract surgery. 
A replacement lens is then implanted. 
which will enable the patients to see.

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Karen Alfono, a Prestonsburg at­
torney with Appalachia11 Research 
and Defense, has been appointed to a 
task force to deal with improving 
Kentucky 's system for dealing with 
domestic violence crime. 

Declaring that "we can no longer 
tolerate having women at risk and 
entire families being tom apart, 
Kentucky's Attnmcy General Fred 
Cowan announced the formation of 
the task force. 

"It isclearthatourcriminaljustice 
and community service systems need 
change. Weare not meeting the chal­
lenge of this terrible crime that strikes 
innocent victims of all ages," Cowan 
said. 

The 35-mcmber Task Force on 
Domestic Violence Crime will wor1c 
quickly seeking both emergency 
recommendations and long-range 
solutions to domestic violence. The 
task force will include prosecutors, 
judges, legislators, law enforcement 
per'iOnnel, victim service agencies 
including the Kentucky Domestic 
Violence Association, and other 
concerned citizens. 

The task force will be co-chaired 
by District Judges Julia Adams of 
Winchester and Stanley Billingsley 
of Carrollton. 

Cowan says it is estimated that 
one in ten women in Kentucky falls 
victim to abuse by a spouse or part­
ner. 

Chaffin tours 
fallout shelter 
during seminar 

Regional Coordinator David 
Chaffin of State Disaster and Emer­
gency Services (DES),and Dr. Henry 
Hirsch of the University of 
Kentucky's Albert B. Chandler 
Medical Center examined a 1960's 
vintage fallout shelter water container 
during a recent "Civil Defense Sys­
tems, Programs and Policies" semi­
nar in Frankfort. Sponsored by 
KyDES, the four-day Federal Emer­
gency Management Agency course 
addressed U.S. civil defense history 
and current status as well as a com­
parison of national civil defense 
program worldwide. 

"Last year alone in Kentucky, 
some 11,000 cases of domestic vio­
lence were investigated. and we know 
the actual number of victims was 
much, much higher." 

The task force will begin working 
immediately and will take testimony 
on various aspects of domestic vio­
lence at its first meeting March 20. 
"Through the testimony ol victims, 
as well as experts, I will expect the 
task force to make solid recommen­
dations that will address the entire 
range of issues relating to domestic 
violence. Foremost among the con­
siderations will be protection for adult 
and child victims, the arrest and 
punishment of offenders, and crime 
prevention," Cowan says. 

The task force will hold at leac;t 
five work sessions over the next 90 
days. Its members will divide into 
working committees that will tackle 
specific problem areas. 

To help identify and prioritize 
needed improvements, there will be 
an immediate statewide survey of 
policies and procedures to evaluate 
Kentucky' sresponsi vencss to domes­
tic violence. The survey results will 
be analyzed and published by the 
Statistical Analysis Center within the 
Office of Attorney General. 

Cowan says the task force may be 
unique not just in having members 
representing ever aspect of the sys­
tem that deals with domestic vio 
lence, but also in that it will address 
immediate needs and implement 
emergency solutions while working 
wiu1in the current law and system. 

"However, we must push even 
further to make the systematic 
changes and legislative reforms that 
will make Kentucky a national leader 
in protecting our women and chil­
dren." 

Cowan, whose Victims' Advocacy 
Division assists victims and works 
with other agencies to prevent family 
violence., says it takes a tragic toll on 
children. "Children exposed to vio­
lence in the home arc at greater risk of 
becoming abused or a violent abuser 
themselves later in life, to experience 
leaminganq mental health problems, 
and to abuse drugs and alcohol," 
Cowan says.

If you're part of a two-income 
family, chances are you play a lot of 
roles. You may be a spouse, parent, 
teacher, car-pool driver, employee, 
coach, and volunteer - all in one 
day. At some point, you may very 
well decide that you need some help. 
So you hire someone to help you at 
home, perhaps with child care. But 
before you let out a sigh of relief, you 
should know that you may have just 
taken on yet another role. 

When you hire someone to work 
in your home, you may become an 
employer in the eyes of the Internal 
Revenue Service, cautions the Ken­
tucky Society of CPAs. As an em­
ployer, you have a number of tax 
responsibilities. Here are some of the 
most common tax-relatedobligations 
you may face. 

If you pay cash wages of S50 or 
more in a calendar quarter to a house­
hold employee, you are liable for 
paying Social Security taxes on his or 
her wages. The basic criteria for a 
household employee is that he or she 
provides services in your home. Your 
household help might be a babysitter, 
housekeeper, cook, maid, or a com­
panion for the sick or elderly. 

Keep in mind that your household 
help doesn't have to work full time to 
trigger your new role as an employer. 
A maid who works once a month 
could be considered a household 
employee if you pay him or her $50 
or more in wages during a calendar 
quarter. These rules do not apply if 
you employ someone through an 
agency and the agency is responsible 
for who does the work and how it is 
done. 

The Social Security tax applies 
only to cash wages. The value of 
food, lodging or other noncash bene­
fits is not included when computing 
the Social Security tax. The Social 
Security tax due is divided equally 
between you and your employee. 
Although you and your employee are 
both required to pay the tax, remem­
ber that you are the employer and it is 
your responsibility to see that the

II you 
shouldchoosctopayyouremployee's 
share of Social Security taxes your­
self, the amount you pay for the 
employee is considered extra taxable 
income to him or her. 

As an employer, you file Form 
942, "Employer's Quarterly Tax 
Return for Household Employees," 

with your check for the tax due. The 
due date for filing Form 942 is the 
end of the month following the end of 
the calendar quarter for which Social 
Security taxes arc being paid. For 
example, for wages paid in January, 
February and March, you must file 
Form 942 and pay the tax due by 
April 30. If you own a business as a 
sole proprietor, you may include your 
household employee on Form 941, 
"Employer's Quarterly Federal Tax 
Return," rather than filing a separate 
Form 942. 

You will probably be subject to 
the federal unemployment tax 
(FliT A) if you paid your household 
employee wages of $1,000 or more 
during a calendar quarter. In other 
words, not only are you responsible 
foryourhousehold worker's employ­
ment, but also for his or her possible 
unemployment as well. FUTA is 
imposed on you as the employer. 
You must not collect or deduct it 
from the wages of your employee. 

You will probably be required to 
pay state unemployment taxes. If so, 
your FUT A tax may be substantially 
reduced by the amount of state unem­
ployment tax you are required to pay 
ort your employee's wages. When 
you hire a household employee for 
whom you arc required to pay FUT A 
tax, you should contact your state's 
employment-tax office for informa­
tion. 

Every employer must file an an­
nual tax return on Form 940 or 940 
EZ by January 31 following the close 
of the calendar year for which the tax 
is due. If you owe (but have not yet 
deposited) more than $100 in FUTA 
tax at the end of any quarter, you 
must make a deposit by the end of the 
next month.

you arc not required to withhold in­
come tax from your employee's 
wages, but you can do so if you and 
your employee agree to this arrange­
ment. Income tax withholding is 
reported and paid with Form 942, the 
same form used to report and pay 
Social Security taxes. 

If you agree to withhold income 
tax from your employee's wages, you 
should ask your employee to com­
pleteaW-4form,"Employee'sWith­
holding Allowance Certificate. "You 
will also need a copy of the IRS's 
"Employer's Tax Guide," which 
explains how to calculate the amount 
of withholding based on the 
employee's income and the informa­
tion on the W-4. 

Note that the amount of wages on 
which you withhold income tax may 
be different than the amount subject 
to the Social Security tax. For income 
tax purposes, you generally must 
count the value of food, lodging, 
clothing or other noncash items pro­
vided to an employee, as well a<; cash 
wages paid. However, the value of 
food and lodging provided in your 
home and for your convenience is 
generally not considered income. 

You have one more responsibil­
ity: you are required to give your 
employee a W-2form by January31, 
showing compensation paid during 
the year and the amount of taxes 

withheld. Copies of the W-2 form 
must be filed with the Social Security 
Administration by the end of Febru­
ary. Generally, an employee who 
cams less than $21,000 and supports 
a dependent child is eligible for the 
earned income credit {EIC). As an 
employer, you must pay the EIC in 
advance if the employee requests it.

1990: a bad year for Prozac; 1991 will be worse 
The psychiatric drug Prozac, 

which appeared to be on a rocket ride 
to success at l.hc beginning of 1990, 
suffered adcva<;tating year which left 
l.hc drug fixed in the minds of many 
Americans as a killer drug capable of 
turning normal persons into suicidal 
murderers. But critics say 1991 will 
be worse for Prozac. 

The campaign to expose the dan­
gers of Pro1.ac was initiated by the 
Church of Scientology's Citizens 
Commission on Human Rights 
(CCHR) following the mass-murder/ 
suicide perpetrated by Prozac user 
Joseph Wcsbecker in Louisville, 
Kentucky, late in 1989. 

According to !.he Jefferson County 
coroner, W csbcckcr had a high thera­
peutic level of Prozac in his blood at 
the time he murdered eight former 
co-workers. wounded 12 ol.hers, and 
committed suicide at the Standard 
Gravure Printing Company in Sep­
tember. 

Throughout 1990, revelations that 
hundreds of others had experienced 
intense, violent suicidal reactions to 
Prozac, many of which culminated in 
murder or suicide. sent Prozac on a 
media tumble which burst l.hc drug's 
carefully orchestrated image as a 
"wonder drug." 

Among the highlights of the year: 
• In January, ten survivors of the 

Wesbccker rampage petitioned !.heir 
congressmen to initiate an official 
investigation into Pro7..ac-induced 
murder and suicide. 

• In February, an article in the 
American Journal of Psychiatry by 
Harvard researcher Dr. Martin 
Teicher charged l.hat Prozac had 
generated intense, violent suicidal 
thoughts in six patients. 

• In April,l.hc nationally televised 
GeraldoShow exposed the dark trul.h 
underlying l.hc incredible hype about 
Pro1.ac, triggering an avalanche of 
responses to CCHR 's toll-free infor­
mation hotlinc (800) 869-2247 from 
persons driven psychotic, murderous 
or suicidal by the drug. 

• In May, l.hc Pro?.ac Survivors 
Support Group (PSSG) was formed 
to help victims of Prozac overcome 
the drug's devastating effects. 

• In July, Rhonda Hala, of New 
York, filed a $150m ill ion suit against 
Prozac manufacturer Eli Lilly, charg­
ing that Prozac drove her to slash 
herself more than ISO times and to 
make numerous suicide attempts. The 
filing of l.he sull triggered a wave of 
selling and a crash in Lilly's stocks. 

• Also in July, widows of three 
men killed by Wcsbcckcr filed suits 
totaling another $150 million against 
Lilly in Kentucky. 

• In August. CCHR and PSSG 
exposed the fact !.hat Abbie Hoffman 
had been on Pro;r.ac in the weeks prior 
to his suicide. 

• In September, a dozen more 
survivors of the Wcsbccker tragedy 
filed suit agamst Eli Lilly in Ken­
tucky. 

• In October, CCHR petitioned 
the Food and Drug Administration 
(FDA), to remove Prozac from the 
market, citing the extensive evidence 
which had accumulated against 
Prozac by that time including the 
many Prozac·relatcd murder ca~cs 
pcndmg in US courts. 

• In Novcrnlx:r, CCHR filed a

supplemental petition with the FDA 
exposing !.he ability ofProzac to create 
an addiction in the drug's users. 

• Also in November, a crazed 
Prozac user allegedly assassinated 
Rabbi Me1r Kahane in New York 
City. 

• In December, Freedom maga­
zineranacoverstoryon Pro;r..ac which 
chronicled l.he devastating year for 
Prozac; enumerated l.he ol.hcrdestruc­
tive drugs which Eli Lilly previously 
marketed including LSD, the deadly 
arthritis drug Oranex, l.hc cancer­
and birth defect-inducing drug DES, 
Lilly's heroin elixer, l.he extremely 
addictive drug mcl.hadonc; and ex­
posing the unhealthy bed-fellow link 
between l.he drug manufacturer and 
drug company regulators. 

• By the end of the year, a total of 
25 lawsuits had been filed against 
Prozac' s manufacturer charging 
damaging effects from Prozac rang­
ing from impotence and permanent 
disfigurement to murder and suicide, 

all caused by Pro7.ac. 
"This psychiatric drug is one of 

the most horrible poisons ever to be 
put on l.he market," said CCHR Ex­
ecutive Director Sanford Block. 
"Prozac drives people psychotic, 
which makes millions of dollars for 
psychiatrists who need mental pa­
tients to survive economically, but 
it's killing people and must be taken 
off l.hc market immediately," he said. 

Hundreds more lawsuits are ex­
pected in 1991, with many in the first 
few monl.hs of the new year. Block 
stated that if l.he FDA has not re­
moved Prozac within the 6 month 
deadline for responding to petitions 
provided in l.he Jaw, CCHR will file 
suit to compel its removal. If CCHR 
files suit, Prozac could be facing recall 
by mid-year 1991. 

The year 1990 was a bad year for 
Prozac, but with all l.hc big guns 
which have brought into focus against 
the psychiatric drug, 1991 will most 
certainly be worse. 

Indigent Care Program is a plus 
for Kentucky's hospital patients 

Gov. Wallace G. Wilkinson has 
signed into law a bill that expands the 
Hospital Indigent Care Program 
(HI CAP) and creates a new program 
which includes additional health care 
provider groups. The bill includes 
inpatient hospital coverage for per­
sons with incomes below l.he federal 
poverty level who are not Medicaid­
eligible. 

Needy Kentuckians are winners 
wil.h this program because they arc 
guaranteed continued Medicaid bene­
fits l.hat were once in jeopardy be­
cause of ever-growing federal man­
dates in the Medicaid program. Gov. 
Wilkinson also said medical service 
providers are winners because many 
will receive greater compensation for 
the care l.hey render. "Potentially, 
more l.han 125 million additional 
dollars will flow to Medicaid provid-

crs annually under this plan. All 
Kentuckians participating in private 
hospital insurance programs are 
winners because l.his plan will help 
contain continuing rate increases, by 
insuring that hospitals are better 
compensated for l.hc care l.hey give to 
low income Kentuckians," Wilkin­
son added. 

The plan is expected to save the 
General Fund an estimated $256 
million over four years, in the form of 
provider assessments. These assess­
ment~ will be augmented by federal 
dollars and returned to providers at a 
rate which, for most providers, will 
double l.hc original assessment 

Gov. Wilkinson also called atten­
tion to the fact !.hat Kentucky is cur­
rently the only state to fully take 
advantage of the opportunity pro­
vided by an act by Congress in De­
cember 1990.

Child feverish? : 

Think twice before giving aspirins to children 
Almost every family medicine 

cabinet contains aspirin. Probably no 
other drug is used so frequently by 
the public. During flu epidemics, the 
advice given by press, radio and TV 
for the treatment of flu is usually to 
"stay in bed, drink plenty of fluid and 
take aspirin." This advice may be 
alright for some adults-but for any 
child under 19, it can be dangerous. 
This is especially true if the child 
may have an illness diagnosed as flu 
or chickenpox. 

There is no doubt that aspirin is 
extremely effective in rc lieving many 
types of pain and discomfort in both 
children and adults. A doctor may 
recommend aspirin to relieve unpleas­
ant symptoms while allowing an in­
fection to either clear up by itself or 
prescribing other medicines and treat­
ment to fight the infection. In certain 
diseases, such as rheumatic fever and 
rheumatoid arthritis, the doctor may 
prescribe aspirin specifically to con­
trol inflammation. 

Every parent knows that aspirin 
will bring a child's temperature down 
when he or she has a fever. It works 
to reduce swelling and inflammation 
as well as to control fever. Fever is a 
warning sign that your child's body 
is fighting some illness. 

Always be sure to check with your 
doctor before givmg aspirin to a ch1ld 
under 19 years of age if any of the 

following conditions exist: 
*You suspect the child has the flu. 
*You think the child has chicken­

pox. 
*The child has a fever with symp­

toms that are pulling to you. 
Aspirin given under the condi­

tions just mentioned may bring about 
a disease called Reye's Syndrome. 
This disease although very rare can 
be very serious and can even cause 
death. Therefore, your doctor should 
work closely with you if there is any 
doubt about yourchild'scondition. If 
your doctor does prescribe aspirin, 
follow directions carefully. Many 
physicians are now using acetamino­
phen instead of aspirin in children 
because of this problem. 

Candy-flavored aspirin tablets 
which are made especially for chil­
dren are useful but present other 
problems. This is because young 
children like the taste and will fre­
quently mistake them for candy. Also, 
parents may give their children too 
many of these pills believing they are 
not dangerous. The truth is, they are 
every bit as dangerous as regular 
aspirin if the child takes too many of 
them. You must be sure to keep all 
forms of aspirin away from your child 
Never tell your child that medicine is 
candy; 

If, after following your doctor's 

directions, your child's fever or pain 
does notgoaway,call your physician 
back. This is important. If you think 
your child has gotten too much aspi­
rin or, if there are aspirin tablets 
missing from the bottle, look for these 
signs: 

Does your child seem drowsy? 
Want to sleep a lot? 
Seem to be breathing deeply? and, 
Fighting to get a breath of air? 
If your child seems to have any of 

these symptoms, you must contact 
your doctor immediately. If your 
doctor is unavailable, don't wait, take 
your child to the emergency room of 
the nearest hospital. 

All medicines, even vitamins, 
should be kept out of the reach of 
children. Aspirin in particular should 
be kept in a safe place away from 
your child, preferably in a locked 
medicine cabineL Don't forget that 
even a two-year-old child becomes 
very good at climbing, and his or her 
first successful attempt could be to 
reach the medicine cabinet. 

Aspirin is a safe and useful medi­
cine when given properly. Please 
check with your doctor if you have 
any questions.

Kentucky forces join to crack 
down on illegal coal mines 

The United States Attorney for 
the Eastern District of Kentucky has 
joined forces with lawyers of the 
Department of the Interior and the 
Department of Labor in a program of 
enhanced federal law enforcement 
against illegal strip mining and safety 
violations in underground coal mines 
in the region. , 

Announcement of the combined 
effort came jointly from U.S. Attor­
ney Louis DeFalaise; Interior offi­
cials Thomas L. Sansonetti, solicitor; 
Donald Vish, ac;sociatc solicitor; and 
Harry M. Snyder, director of the 
Office of Surface Mining and Recla­
mation and Enforcement, and from 
assistant Secretary of Labor Bill 
Tattersall, whohcadstheMineSafety 
and Health Administration. 

Agents and attorneys from Inte­
rior, Labor and the Department of 
Justice have formed a task force that 
will combat the illegal coal mining 
activities, DeFalaise said. He also 
announced the appointment of Davis 
Sledd as Assistant U.S. Attorney to 
coordinate all task force operations 
involving the three departments.

Keep an eye on 
care of relative 

If you have a family member or 
relative in a nursihg home, here arc 
some suggestions that can make resi­
dent care more meaningful. 

Visit at odd hours, visit at meal­
time. Don't believe what the staff 
tells you. Ask questions. 

Don't worry if small items are 
missing. Petty theft is not serious. 
Abuse is. Make sure your relative is 
clean; notice if your relative is losing 
weight; check your relative's skin for 
bruises; let "them" (staff) know you 
are watching. 

Be polite to staff, but contact the 
administrator or the director of nurs­
ing. Though they are just employees 
and will tell you what you want to 
hear, it's worth a try. 

Contact the local ombudsmen if 
you can't get results. If that doesn't 
work, contact the state regulatory 
agency. Complain to headquarters or 
whoever owns the facility. Don't 
allow yourself to be blackmailed by 
veiled threats ofbcing forced to move 
your relative. Don't give up: wear 
them down.

the staff of the U.S. Attorney, Sledd 
will work with Interior attorneys 
assigned to the Field Solicitor's Of­
fice in Knoxville, Tennessee, and with 
Labor Department attorneys assigned 
to Kentucky cases, DeFalaise said. 
The new position is being funded 
jointly by the Justice and Interior 
Departments. 

The addition of Sledd to the en­
hanced enforcement program was 
hailed by Interior and Labor offi­
cials. 

"I applaud the strong commitment 
of the U.S. Attorney to the continued 
enforcement of mine safety laws, 
Tattersall said. "We in MSHA look 
forward to working closely with Mr. 
Sledd." 

"Dave Sledd is highly qualified 
for this important post," Vish said. 
"I'm pleased he accepted the chal­
lenge." 

Sledd will advise investigators, 
evaluate evidence relating to civil 
and criminal investig~tions and ap­
pear in cases in federal court in Lon­
don, Pikeville and Lexington. 

Eighteen Interior Department 
lawyers have been designated Spe­
cial Assistant United States Attor­
neys in Eastern Kentucky and will 
support this initiative. 

The interdepartmental task force 
was formed in recognition of coal 
mining's significant impact on the 
lives and safety of Kentuckians and 
on the quality of the Kentucky co­
alfield environment. 

Federal mine safety and health 
law requires comprehensive safe­
guards against roof falls, fires, explo­
sions, electrical and mechanical haz­
ards, harmful dust exposure, and other 
risks of underground coal mining. 
Outlaw operations that try to evade 
mandatory federal safety inspections, 
place workers at serious risk o.f death 

or permanent injury. Persons con­
victed of criminal violations of the 
mine safety and health law face 
imprisonment and heavy fines. 

Under federal and state surface 
mining law, coal miners are required 
to obtain permits, post bonds, protect 
the environment while operating, 
reclaim the land after the coal is 
removed, and pay tonnage-based fees . 
to the National Abandoned Mine 
Reclamation Fund. Violatorsnotonly 
degrade the coalfield environment 
but compete unfairly against law­
abidingcoal producers. Enforcement 
action against illegal coal miners can 
bring substantial financial penalties, 
plus court orders to force reclamation 
of the land. 

DeFalaise said that his new inter­
departmental effort is a first step and 
that the federal agencies will be dis­
cussing new initiatives with their state 
counterparts to establish joint state/ 
federal task forces similar to those 
already existing in the arcs of envi­
ronmental law enforcement and drug 
enforcement.

The young women will work with 
elementary students in the Sunder­
land district schools while supervised 
by the faculty at Sunderland Poly­

to experience a very different educa­
tional system," said Blair. "They also 
will be sharing some of things which 
we do in this country that could be 
adapted into the British system." 

While student teaching, the coeds 
will be provided room and board 
through the polytechnic school. At 
the end of the 12-week practicum, 
they will have two weeks to tour the 
region, said Blair, who spent five 
weeks last summer visiting the po­
tential teaching sites in preparation 
for the exchange program. 

"MSU's participation in this inter­
national consortium is especially 
timely in view of the state's Educa­
tion Reform Act," said Dr. Judy 
Rogers, dean of undergraduate pro­
grams. 

"British schools already have a 
nongraded primary system, an inte­
grated curriculum and a very differ-

ent scale of evaluations. Currently 
British educators are moving toward 
a national curriculum and standard­
ized testing," Dr. Rogers added. 

"They already have in place many 
of the approaches that Kentucky are 
implementing," she said. 

Located three hours north of 
London, Sunderland has several ties 
to the United States. It is the location 
of the ancestral home of George 
Washington's family and President 
Ulysses Grant was present when the 
public library's foundation stone was 
laid. 

Sunderland Polytechnic is a com­
prehensive teaching and research 
institution with a student body of 
approximately 7,000. In addition to 
students from Morehead State and 
Murray State Universities, SP's en­
rollment includes students from Vir­
ginia Commonwealth University, 
Washington State University, Texas 
Lutheran University, Towson State 
University and several other Ameri­
can schools.

Undergraduate junior and senior 
students with major course work in 
agricultural engineering, civil engi· 
neering, chemical engineering, 
aquatic biology, chemistry, and geol­
ogy (specializing in groundwater 

hydrology) arc eligible to apply for 
these awards, which will be funded 
by the Department for Environmental 
Protection through the Kentucky 
Water Resources Research Institute. 
Students must be enrolled in an ac­
credited public institution of higher 
education in the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky (Northern, Eastern, West-

em, Morehead, and Murray State 
universities; the University ofLouis­
v•lle; and the University of Kentucky, 
including iL<> affiliated community 

colleges). 
Each award will cover the ap· 

proximate cost of tuition, room and 
board, books and fees. The number 
of annual renewable awards will 
depend on the availability of funds.

HERE A SKUNK, 
THERE A SKUNK 

The Kentucky Department ofFish 
and Wildlife Resources (KDFWR) 
has been flooded in recent weeks 
with calls from folks wanting to know 
what strange phenomenon is occur­
ring and causing so many skunks to 
stray onto the highways? 

Actually, nothing at all unusual is 
happening. Unless of course, you 
consider mating season a strange 
phenomenon. 

What's happening now happens 
about this time each year (early to 
mid-February) when striped and 
spotted skunks throughout the region 
set about the business of procreating . 
And, it'll go on happening for a few 
more weeks, yet. 

"The exceptionally warm weather 
we experienced at the beginning of 
February triggered an earlier that 
usual pattern of movement," said 
Lauren Schaaf, director of wildlife 
for the state fish and wildlife depart­
ment 

When female skunks are in their 
breeding season, they become quite 
restlessandtentowanderaboutfreely, 
as do many other mammals (deer 
behave similarly during their rutting 
season). Male skunks, described by 
wildlife biologists as being "promis­
cuous" in their mating habits, follow 
close behind in pursuit of receptive 
females. 

Skunks are abundant throughout 
Kentucky in urban as well as rural 
area'>. They're nocturnal critters and 
often live virtually unnoticed in heav­
ily human populated areas. Residen­
tial crawl spaces are favorite dwell­
ing places for skunks, and unless 
they 'resomehow intimidated (a bark­
ing dog can touch off a "smelly" 
reaction), homeowners may never be 
aware of their presence. 

The sltiped skunk is far mom 
plentiful, while the somewhat smaller 
spotted skunk: is found much less 
frequently. Color patterns can vary

greatly within the species. 
While it is believed by many that 

young skunks (upon having their scent 
sacs surgically removed) can be raised 
domestically to make excellent house 
pets, the state fiSh and wildlife de­
partment strongly discourages this 
practice. 

Skunks are notorious harborers of 
rabies, according to Schaaf. As a 
matter of fact, of all wild species, 
skunks may be the foremost carriers. 

"Even if you have a young skunk 
vaccinated against rabies, there arc 
no guarantees that the animal will be 
100 percent clear of the rabies bacte­
rium," cautioned Schaaf. For that 
reason, many local health departments 
have enacted regulations expressly 
prohibiting the keeping of skunks as 
pets. 

The state fish and wildlife depart­
ment has strict regulations which 
govern the keeping of wildlife as 
pets. Permits may be issued in some 
instances, but only after strict re· 
quirements are met 

The best rule of thumb to remem­
ber when you encounter a skunk, is to 
avoid any contact with the animal.
