Saudi soldier longed for
. mountain peace, quiet

After spending months hauling
heavy explosives through fields clut-
tered with Iraqi landmines Jeff Pot-
ter said the quiet beauty of the moun-
tains is the only medicine needed to
calm his nerves and soothe his soul.

“T missed these hills so much,”
said Potter. “1 went out on the back
porch when nobody was home and
Just listened to the quiet. It was so
incredible, you don’t realize how
much you take for granted.”

Potter, the son of Danny Greene
of David, was sent to the Middle East
on August 17, 1990 to help combat
engineers clear fields of landmines.
His official duties entailed hauling
cases of highly explosive materials to
the combat engineers and providing
ammunition to front line troops.

“Other than being shot at with all
the explosives in the truck,” said
Potter, “I think the scariest part of it
was driving through the narrow roads
they would make in the minefields.
You justcouldn’tsee where you were
going because of all the smoke from
the burning oil fields. I knew I didn’t
have anyone 1o blame but myself if
something went wrong. It would have
all been my own fault.”

“The sandstorms were another
thing,” said Potter, reflecting on
hazards of desert life. “I've just never
seen anything like that, It's just like a
tornado or something. All youcan do

is dig in and ride the storm out. You
can’t see five feet in front of you
during a sandstorm.”

Potter said that life's small luxu-
ries, sodaand television in particular,
mean more to him now. “I look at
thingsa little differently now. Any of
thelittle things that we take for granted
— pop, television, the hills and espe-
cially the weather. I couldn’t tell you
how good it feels to be back in a
normal climate. When we first got off
the plane (in Saudi Arabia), 1 was
standing near theengine and I thought
“I can’t wait to get away from this
thing because it's so hot,” but when
we walked away it didn't get a single
degree cooler. I just thought ‘Oh, no,
what have I gotten into.™

Potter said one of the highlights of
his return to the United states was
sleeping in a waterbed.

“A friend of mine I stayed with
slepton the couch and let me sleep on
his waterbed. After sleeping in tents,
holes and in my truck, I fell in love

with that waterbed.”

Looking to the future, Potter said
he would like to move into a less
stressful arena. “I would like to work
for one of the trucking companies. 1
think it would be great to haul around
anice big load of something soft like
paper, or anything that doesn’t ex-
plode. That would be fine with me.”

While in Saudi Arabia Potter
served in the United States Marine
Corps with the Seventh Motor Trans-
port Battalion,

OSHA warns city to
protect rescue workers

Prestonsburg has been called on
the carpet by the federal Office of
Safety and Health Administration
(OSHA), but the city won't likely
face punilive measures.

Mayor Ann Latta reported Mon-
day that OSHA inspectors had found
the city 1o be in violation of regula-
tions concerning policy and proce-
dures pertaining (o employees who
may be exposed to blood, but she said
corrective measures were underway.

Latia said federal laws required
that any workers who may come into
contact with blood, including rescue
personnel, police and fire department
employees, be offered Hepatitis B
vaccines as prolection against in-
fectious disease. The mayor said all
personnel had been notified that the
vaccines are available through the
Floyd County Health Department.
The city will pay the $144 cost of the
innoculations.

The OSHA inspection, which Latta
said was the result of a complaint

filed with the federal agency, also
directed the city to upgrade forms for

1 appreciate their friend-
ship.

Another large family that had
claims for workers’ compensation
came in the office to file at the same
time. I can recall we had different
people filling out their papers at the
same time. I also see members of this
family every day and I'consider them
my [riends.

There are so many others and 1
would not attempt to list their names
but each of you know who I am
talking about. Thanks.

After receiving so much positive
response to my letter (1o the editor)
published in the Floyd County Times
April 12 weekend edition, I would
like to address a few more points
about the proposed new Prestonsburg
High School.

As 1 stated in the previous letier,
“the existing football field has never
been intended not 1o be used for the
football games.” The same goes for
the existing Prestonsburg Field
House, it is still intended to be used
for ALL Prestonsburg games and any

tournaments. While attending
Prestonsburg High Schoolin theearly
70's, lacking laboratory facilities, for
chemistry or physical projects, I was
given the assignment of calculating
the seating capacity of the present
field house. I found that this gym
could seat more than three thousand
persons for basketball games and
possibly one thousand more in fold-
ing chairs on the floor for other ac-
tivities such as graduation ceremo-
nies, concerts, political rallies, de-
bates, and maybe someday there-will
be enough interest in academics vs:
sports to fill the entire field house
with people for an academic contest
between different schools.

Why then do certain individuals
continually protest the Middlecreek
site by saying, “We can’t get another
field house like this one, because it
will cost oo much™? There are no
plans to tear down this excellent fa-
cility, I think this is more “misinfor-
mation” that someone is using (o stop
our children from getting a “new”
high school. Those of us who at-
tended Prestonsburg High School
have always known that the gym is a
place thatallows children a haven for
skipping class. Ball playing and cheer-
leading are extra-curricular activi-
ties, not something to missclassover.
The “school™ with a physical educa-
tion facility is planned for the Mid-
dlecreek site, not the sports” facili-
ties. I have donated wiring materials
and labor to the Booster’s Club for
improved “boys™ coaches’ offices,
and now have volunieered same fora
dressing room for the girls' basket-
ball team. I would not have done this
if there had been any plans to tear
down the Prestonsburg Field House
and as I said there are no plans o do
S0.

Mr. Billips Option #"2", that he
referred to in the April 10th issue of
the “Times,” says he favors “reno-
vating the existing high school.” Mr.
Billips said “he estimated the cost of
Option#2 at $3.7 million, noting that
the funds could be found by redirect-
ing $1.2 million proposed for reno-
vating the existing Prestonsburg
Elementary and $1.3 million pro-
posed for remodeling the present
Prestonsburg High for the central
office. I'm confused again how §1.2
million plus $1.3 million add up to
$3.7 million. They add up to $2.5
million not $3.7 million. Mr. Billips
is gaining $1.2 million somewhere,
and the Central Office is still located
in a building built in 1927; which is
inaccessible to wheelchair bound
persons like my wife who has been a
board employee for 12 years, teach-
ing at Clark Elementary.

Another problem I have with Mr.
Billips Option #2, is that it would
move kindergarten thru 5th grade
elementary students onto the same
campus as 9th thru 12th grade high
school students, This would resultin
problems loo numerous to mention in
this letter, but perhaps my next letter
will address d lew of these.

Stay tuned for Option #3.

The
Senior Citizens’ bus is also available
to pick up individuals, but caregivers
are encouraged to bring their family
member 1o the center, Davis said.

WILLOW LEAF SPINNER-
BAITS ARE EXCELLENT
SPRING BASS LURES

For years the willow leaf spinner-
bail with its distinct blades shaped
like weeping willow leaves has been
a tournament winning lure for the
bass pros. It was inuse in a few areas
long before the pros “discovered” it,
butits successin professional fishing
has put it into tackle boxes every-
where.

“I think it looks more natural in
the water,"” says former world cham-
pion Charlie Reed, who has used
willow leaf spinnerbaits for many
years.

“They produce more flash than a
standard spinnerbait, but you don’t
get quite as much throbbing action,”
the Johnson Outboards Pro Staff
angler explains, “Their main advan-
tage is that they come through vege-
Lation better than other spinnerbaits,”

If you're fishing especially thick
vegetation, such as milfoil, all that’s
necded is to change to smaller willow
leaf blades, and the lure will slide
through the greenery like a lawn
mower, says Reed.

“I've used small number three
willow leaf blades on a heavy three-
fourth ounce spinnerbait,” he notes.

“It looks funny, but it works.”
Willow leaf blade options are as

varied as they are for other spinner-
baits, Many anglers use tandem wil-
low leaf blades that produce even
more flash. When Reed fishes a tan-
dem willow leaf, he prefers to use
two smaller blades, such as number
four’s, because they have less drag
and are easier to retrieve.

“I'll also mix blades,” explains
the Johnson pro, “putting a small
Colorado style blade ahead of alarge
willow leaf. It gives the appearance
of a big baitfish chasing a smaller
one, and at times seems 0 make a
difference.”

Reed prefers to fish gold willow
leaf blades in off-colored water be-
cause he thinks they appear more
natural, while in clear water he
changes to nickel blades. He rarely
uses anything but white skirts.

“You don’t have to limit your use
of willow leaf spinnerbaits to thick
vegetation,” advises Reed. “They're
excellent lures to use around any type
of heavy cover, like fallen logs,
stumps and even boulders.

“They come through cover easily  water.I'm convinced bass strike them
and have the added advantage of because the blades look like bait-
producing a very natural flash in the  fish.”

Western Ky Announces
1991 Football Schedule

Western Kentucky University
football coach Jack Harbaugh and his
Hilltoppers are looking for better
things in 1991!

Better, that is, than last year’s
disappointing 2-8-0 record. But, that
will be another challenge against a
rugged schedule.

Western's '91 slate will run 11
games, including matchup’s with
three schools — Middle Tennessee
and Northern Iowa at home and East-
em Kentucky on the road — that
earned berths in last fall's NCAA
playoffs.

The Hilltoppers will play six
games at home for the first time since
1986 —five of those in the firstseven
outings of the campaign.

The Toppers kickoff the 91 sea-
son on the road at Austin Peay Sep-
tember 7 (6:30 p.m.). Then, its back
to the friendly confines of L.T. Smith
Stadium the following weekend
(September 14, 7 p.m.) where Wesl-
em hosts Murray State in the home
opener — the first contest in a three
game homestand for WKU.

The remainder of the Hilltopper
home slate features cross state rival
Morehead State (Sept. 21), Middle
Tennessee (Oct. 5), Troy State
(Homecoming, Oct. 19), Northern
Iowa (Oct. 26) and Eastern Illinois
(Nov. 9). The Morehead and MTSU
games will kickoff at 7 p.m. and the
Homecoming date with Troy State is
set for 5:30 p.m. The November
matchup with Eastern Illinois will
begin at 1:30 p.m.

Western's other 1991 trips take
the TopperstoEastern Kentucky (Oct.
12), UT-Chattanooga (Nov. 2), Indi-
ana State (Nov. 16) and Illinois State
(Nov. 23).

Traditional rivals Austin Peay and
Murray State return to the Hilltopper
schedule this fall after a year’s ab-
sence. And, Troy State as well as
Northern Jowa are new names on the
slate. However, WKU and Troy have
met once previously (a 10-10 tie in

1976) and the Toppers squared off
against Northern Jowa twice in the
1970’s, winning both contests.

Last year, Western posted victo-
ries over Morehead State (24-0) and
Illinois State (19-9), but dropped
decisions to Middle Tennessee (20-
7), Eastern Kentucky (35-12), East-
em Illinois (28-6), Indiana State (29-
27) and UT-Chattanooga (22-21).

Four of the toppers 1991 oppo-
nents posted winning records in the
'90 campaign (three of those en route
to I-AA playoff action) and a fifth
reported in at .500. Austin Peay suf-
fered through an 0-11-0 year, But,
the rest of WKU’s '91 opposition
went a collective 61-52-0 (54 per-
cent).

Through the years, Western has
met the 11 teams on the "91 schedule
a total of 287 times, winning 167
games, losing 104 and tying 16, an
impressive .610 success ratio!

The Hllltoppers hold series ad-
vantages over six of those teams —
Austin Peay (28-4-1, Morehead State
(37-7-2), Eastern Kentucky (37-28-
3), Murray State (28-22-7), 1llinois
State (5-0-0) and Northern Iowa (2-
0-0). ON the other hand, Eastern Illi-
nois (7-1-0), UT-Chattanooga (7-3-0
and Middle Tennessee (by the nar-
rowest 28-27-1) hold an edge in ac-
tion with WKU gridiron teams. And,

Mountain pleasure horse association
is registering Kentucky gaited horses

Kentuckians love their horses, and
the state has been very prominent in
the development of American Sad-
dlebreds, Walking Horses and other
gaited horses. One of the less recog-
nized (so far) easy riding horses
developed here is the Mountain Pleas-
ure Horse, and the Mountain Pleas-
ure Horse Association is currently
registering horses to form the nu-
cleus of this new registry.

The Mountain Pleasure Horse is a
combination of several of the gaited
type horses that were available to the
savvy Kentuckians who bred for their
ideal horse that was easy riding, but
would step out and cover some
ground, which they could ride all day
and had the temperament to do any-
thing required.

The resulting horse, to this day,
used to pull the plow or mower on
steep slopes and provide hours of
sure-footed riding enjoyment in
places you'd swear a horse couldn’t
go. These breeders couldn't afford
the luxury of having one horse 1o
work, another horse for the children
to ride and yet another horse for their
personal riding enjoyment—so they
bred the horse that could do it all.
This horse is a curious mixture of
family pet and farm implement and is
uniquely a product of Eastern Ken-
tucky.

The MPHA will accept stallions
for the “foundation registry” only
until July 1, 1991. After that dead-
line, a male horse must be by a regis-
tered Mountain Pleasure horse and
outof aregistered Mountain Pleasure
mare in order o be registered as a
Mountain Pleasure Horse. So it is
important that owners of stallions
contact the MPHA soon about regis-
tering their horses with the Associa-
tion. The registration books for mares
will be open for about a year and a
half, but the exact deadline for mare
registrations has not yet been set.

Trail riding is a high priority for
the owners of these horses. Great
pride is taken in knowing special
trails that you can share with friends,
and all the participants take pride in
challenging their horses with the
length of the ride, the speed of the
ride, and the terrain o be traveled,

The current population of Moun-
tain Pleasure Horsesisrelatively small
at this point because these breeders
have raised only enough horses to
satisfy their personal riding/work
requirements. A good riding mare is
not bred if she's needed for working
and the family has no need for an
additional horse at this poinL. As a

result, the population of horses does
not grow because there's not, cur-
rently, an economic incentive to take
the mare “out of commission” by
impregnating her. That's one thing
the MPHA plans to change.
Furthermore, good stallions may
service only five or six mares a year
because there is not an exchange of
information about the stallions avail-
able. Currently the owner of a mare
breeds to a stallion owned by his next
door neighbor or, indeed, a stallion

he owns himself. While there is an
amazingly broad population of these
horses throughout Eastern Kentucky,
there is relatively little cross pollina-
tion of bloodlines.

The common denominator is that
all of these horses have an evenly
spaced, four beat, lateral gait with
moderate forward speed and exten-
sion, without exaggerated knee and
hock action. The two key attributes
are the natural gait and amiable dis-
position, which breed true. Proper
breeding will enhance these desir-
able characteristics in successive
generations and no action devices,
aids or harsh training methods are
permitted.

To ensure that these two key at-
tributes are not diluted by ill-advised
breeding, all horses submitted for
registration with the MPHA must be

inspected, videotaped and approved .

for registration by vote o the MPHA
Board of Directors. To further ensure
the integrity of this breed, all horses
accepted for registration must be
bloodtyped before registration papers
will be issued.

The introduction of bloodtyping
is a foreign one for most of the old-

time breeders of the Mountain Pleas-
ure Horse—proving parentage of a
horse was not as important as prov-
ing the riding ability and disposition.
And it adds to the cost of breeding a
registered Mountain Pleasure Horse
(the total registration cost is $75 for
adulthorses). But this element is one
the Association deemed essential to
1) establish the background and his-
tory of the breed, and 2) establish
credibility when marketing these
horses to people becoming newly
acquainted with the breed.

There is potentially a tremendous
demand for these horses. This is truly
apleasure horse for people of all ages
and all levels of riding skills. Selling
the Mountain Pleasure Horse is not
the primary challenge facing the
MPHA. Establishing a basis for the
breed so that the supply of Mountain
Pleasure Horses is not dangerously
diminished by selling to “outsiders”
is the primary challenge. Our goal is
to firmly establish this breed as an
additional natural/economic resource
in Eastern Kentucky, while bringing
about a recognition of this very spe-
cial product developed by eastern
Kentuckians over the last 100 years.

Jenny Wiley Chapter No. 3528
AARP (American Association of
Retired Persons) is making an impact
on the world of the elderly and low
income,

AARP is a non-profit organiza-
tion dedicated to helping older
Americans achieve independent,
productive retirement lives. The lo-
cal chapter of AARP accomplishes
these objectives through its commu-
nity programs, itscommitment toeach
member, and its support of the na-
tional chapter.

Each year, the AARP sponsors a
Tax-Aide program to help older citi-
zens or the low income prepare tax
forms. The service is free and mem-
bers of the AARP volunteer their
time to help prepare tax statements.
Arnold Moore, local coordinator of
this program, said AARP volunteers
assisted more than 700 people this
year.

“Sometimes,” said Moore, “that
assistance was simply answering
someone’s questions.”

Another program helpsrelieve the

financial burden of the elderly by
lowering insurance premiums.

Business with a smile

AARP’s 55 Alive Mature Driving
Course is available to anyone 50 and
older. It is held two or three imes
each year, depending on the need for
the clinic. At least 15 individuals
must attend the refresher course be-
fore it can be held. To be eligible for
the insurance discounts, participants
must take thecourse every three years.

“It reduces your insurance pre-
mium, besides making you a safer
driver,” said James E. Goble, treas-
urer of the local chapter.

Another aid to the elderly and low
income is the Health Fair held each
year. Complete blood work, eye and

dental exams, and EKGs are just a
few of the screenings offered. The
health fair is co-sponsored by High-
lands Regional Medical Center,
where the fair is usually held. This
year, however, the fair will be held
during the Senior Citizens Olympics
at Jenny Wiley State Park.

AARP also offers health insur-
ance to its members. Goble told of a
young woman who could not receive
Medicaid Supplementary Insurance
because she was a few years shy of
the age requirement — 65. Although
her husband had insurance coverage,
she was withoutit. Goble made acall
and discovered the woman was eli-

gible for another type of insurance
coverage through AARP.

Another aspectof the AARP is its
Legislative Committee, which keeps
tabs on legislative priorities. Repre-
sentatives of the group work with
government leaders to promote pas-
sage of legislation beneficial to

Kentucky’s older population.
Chalmer Frazier, a member of the
Jenny Wiley chapter, serves on the
state Legislative Committee. Ruby
Akers is chairman of the local Legis-
lative Committee.

A fringe benefit of AARP mem-
bership is a membership card which
provides discounts on motel rooms,
rental cars, etc. National member-
ship to the AARP costs $5 annually
for both husband and wife. Local
membership is $2 for each individ-
ual,

AARP is also a place to socialize.
Occasionally, AARP members plan
excursion trips, such as aboatride on
Dewey Lake. At each meeting, held
at Highlands Regional Medical Cen-
ter on the third Friday of each month,
guest speakers present topics to assist
the elderly. Speakers from Mended
Hearts, Inc., Social Security Admini-
stration, and the hospital’s pharmacy
and dietary departments have pre-

sented lectures to the group. The group
meets at the hospital’s cafeteria
around 6 p.m. for supper and then
moves lo the meeting room for the
business session,

The Jenny Wiley Chapter of
AARP was instituted on December
9, 1982, and was organized in the
First Presbyterian Church. Jack Freed,
the chapter’s first president, was in-
strumental in establishing the chap-
ter. Freed served as president of the
chapter for two years. Other presi-
dents have included James E. Goble,
who served three years; Orville

i

Cooley, two years; Dorothy Osborne,
one year; and Sina Blanton, who is
the current president.

Other chapter officers include
Gladys Allen, vice president; Shirley
Callihan, secretary; and James E.
Goble, treasurer.

With its growing membership,
AARP is a volunieer service with a
strong voice. Its motto is “to serve,
not 1o be served,"” and the local chap-
ter is fulfilling that motto. Its volun-
teers are dedicated individuals who
strive o serve their community and
slate.

A line from “Sixteen Tons,” one
of Tennessee Ernie Ford’s big hit
records, says, “T owe my soul 10 the
company store.” No doubt, in many
cases that was true. Butsometimes as
I look back, 1 think perhaps that I
might owe even more than that.

While in the 1940s the Northeast
Coal Company store was many things
1o many people, to me the large, yel-
low, frame structure became a kind
of status symbol.

[t became a place where, as a 10-
year-old boy in faded overalls, I could
go on those long, hot and dusty

summer days to be (and act) cool. 1
really felt ten feet tall and bullet proof
when I got old enough to be sent after
certain items instead of having to tag
along with Mom or Dad when they
needed a pound of nails or a box of
starch.

On those days when Dad and Mom
didn’t need anything the shaded store
porch was a neal place o sit — o
observe the busy activities of the
communily, 10 waich the C and O
shifter pull loaded gons of coal from
the Number Three mine.

Grown men who worked on the
night shift would sometimes gather
on those long afternoons, and I'd
gather with them. We’d sitand watch
the cars go up and down the highway

in front of Fred Sherman's house, or
count the loaded coal trucks that
dumped into the tipple hopper that
sat behind the store.

I’d pour a bag of salted peanuts
into a bottle of Spur Cola and sit and
sip while they'd chew, whittle and
spit and say how the night shift was
better than the day shift, but they sure
were glad they weren't on the
hootowl.

As the conversion shifted from
Ted Williams to Joe Louis to John L,
Lewis, and the piled-up shavings
would be spread across the steps by
gentle summer breezes, 1'd spend
those afternoons in a state of manli-
ness — until everyone got bored and

went home or until my little brother
Joe would come and say that Mom
wanted me.

So,eventhough the company store
was the chief provider for all those
things essential forkeeping the stom-
achs of the miners and their families
full, it was much more than fact.

For a long time it had the only
phone in the community, and emer-
gency calls were made from (and 1o)
the store. Furthermore, the glass
showcases that sat gleaming in front
of well-stocked shelvesof food items,
featured all sorts of clothes, shoes
and assorted dry-goods. !

Once 1 went with Dad 1o the sec-
ond floor and helped pick out my first

(and only) bicycle. It was a Schwinn.
I rode it until it literally fell apart.

As I look back to those days, the
old company slore represented a place
and time in my life where I straddled
the shaky fence between childhood
and adolescence — where just being
there unaccompanied by an adult —
meant | was no longer just a kid.

TIPS FOR BUYING CHEESE:

Smell the cheese, if any ammonia
odor is present, do not buy as the
cheese is overripe and will have an
unpleasant flavor,

Cheek the tlexture. A firm cheese
should teel slightly elastic and have
no soft spots. A solt cheese should
feel soft but not iguid.

A soft rind should be cvenly col-
ored and moist. A firm rind should
not have any cracks or bulges.

Ask to sample the cheese before
you buy. This is an excepted practice
in cheese shops, deli's and many
supermarkets.

Carrots, rich in vitamin A should
occupy a prominent place in every
home garden. Carrot seeds are very,
very small and hard to sow evenly,
unless you mix them with a teacup of
ling, dry sand.

This mixture, thoroughly stirred,
can then be sown quite evenly ina
shallow treneh. Some will sprout their
seed between two layers of wet paper
for four days. They are then allowed
to dry out just enough to be able to
handle them easily,

The soil that carrot seeds are
planted in must be well prepared. It
should be deep, and well pulverized.
Carrots will do well in any soil, but it
should be free of lumps and rocks,
hecause these will cause the rools (o
split and become deformed.

Carrots are another hardy vege-
table. They can and should be sowed
as soon as the ground can be made
ready. To sow the seed in a trench,
stretch a string down the row next to
the ground and pull the comer of a
hoe lightly near the string. Sow the
sced and cover very lightly with fine
soil. The seed can be covered easily
by pulling an upside down rake along
the trench. Ascarrot seeds are slow to
germinate it is a good idea (o leave
the string in place until they start
coming up. The planting or sowing of
an occasional radish seed will help to
break up any crust on top and also
mark the carrot row. After the rad-

ishes are large enough to pull, they
will not damage the carrot seedlings.

As most of the cultivation of car-
rots is done by hand, the rows can be
closer together than most vegetables,
unless you wish to plow or till the
balks. Heavy thinning often makes
the difference in a crop of good car-
rots and a crop of small stringy ones.
Carrots need room (o grow.

Never plant the long tapering type
carrots here as the soil in most gar-
dens is 100 hard and has a tendency to
pack, cven when a ridge is built up. I
have found the Denver half-long
carrot to be the best all round seed for
this area. I am not saying, by no way,
for you to sow only this type. What
works well for me might not be satis-
factory for you.

Carrots are generally disease and
insect free. If you have a wireworm
problem in your garden,then a light
sprinkling of wood ashes should be
all you will need to reduce their ac-
tivities.

Carrots should be weed free.
Mulching the carrot rows will elimi-
nate the tedious hand weeding job.
For the best of taste and more vitamin
content leave your carrots in the
ground until after frost. Then dig and
store your carrots for winter use.
Stored carrots have more nutritional
valve than canned or frozen ones,

My cousin Nancy was whirl-
ing, dancing Topsy with a pair of
nylon hose over her head and a suit of
men’s long handle drawers on over
her clothes, For lack of anything better
to wear, I puton some of my dad’s old
clothes, including a brown felt hat,
and a pair of canvas work gloves.
With the brim pulled low over my
face, Ideveloped a silly walk, and no
one knew me!

She had
told me to go onover to the gathering
on the railroad in front of Belve and
Vade Osborne’s house and she would
be along soon. When she came she
almost frightened me out of my wits.

She kept un-
knownonly as long as she could keep
her laughter down, which was not
long, It was so funny. Out of the
darkness, she had come—a white,
ghostly figure, walking all humped
over, along the railroad track. Never
leave people until you see what they
plan to wear.

Solid growth expected in third quarter of this
year, National Association of Realtors says

Economic indicators suggest the
recession is near its end and the re-
covery should be in place by mid-
summer, yet, in order tosustainlong-
term growth, increased investmentis
necessary, the National Association
of Realtors said today in its most
recent outlook report.

According to NAR’s April “Real
Estate Outlook,” which is a monthly
forecast for the economy and real
estate, the recent burst of home sales
and construction activity will help
end the recession and start the econ-
omy back on a growth track. “In-
creased consumption spending will
help restore the employment losses
that were the immediate cause of the
slump,” says NAR Chief Economist
John A, Tuccillo in his monthly eco-
nomic commentary, which is con-
tained in the outlook.

Tuccillo predictsthat the firstquar-
ter of 1991 will be the last for any
significant declines in gross national
product growth forquite awhile, and
the second quarter will mark the end
ofthedownturn, with healthy growth
returning in the second half of the
year.

However, while consumption will
produce short-term growth, jobs and
a “happier America,” it’s not the
whole story, Tuecillo says. “If we al-
low the nearsighted ness thatafflicted
the Eighties to infect the Nineties,
then expansion will be the exception
and stagnation the norm,” he warns.
Tuccillo says the real economic need
at this time is new investment.

“It’s hard to think of planning for
the future except in terms of impov-
erishing the present. The reality is
that the necessary shifts are mar-
ginal—they may pinch but they will
not strangle,” Tuccillo notes,

The enclosed outlook includes the
following predictions for 1991:

» Sales of existing single-family
homes are expected to total 3.21 mil-
lion units, dropping 2.8 percent from
1990.

* Sales of new single-family homes
are expected to total 513,000 units,
dropping 3.6 percent from 1990,

 Housing starts are expected to
total 1.055 million units, dropping
12.2 percent from a year ago. A total
of 836,000 starts for single-family units
isexpected, dropping 7.2 percent from

1990. Starts for buildings with two-
to-four units are expected to total
27,000 units, falling 28.7 percent from
1990; and starts for buildings with
five or more units are expected to
total 193,000 units, falling 269 per-
cent from 1990.

» The national median existing-
home price is expected to reach
$96,300, rising 1.2 percent from last
year. The national median new-home
price is expected to reach $126,200,
rising 3.2 percent from 1990.

* Interest rates for fixed-rate, 30-
year mortgages are expected to aver-
age 9.2 percent,d own from 10.1 per-
cent in 1990. Interest rates for one-
year, adjustable-rate mortgages are
expected to average 7.5 percent, fall-
ing fromanaverageof 8.4 percent last
year.

* Real gross national product (the

total value of the nation’s goods and
services) is expected to fall by an
averagerateof(.2 percent, compared
to an increase of 1.0 percent in 1990,

* The civilian unemployment rate
is expected to be 6.8 percent, up from
5.5 percent last year.
