State board hears Babbage report

The State Board of Elementary
and Secondary Education heard State
Auditor Bob Babbage's report
Wednesday on improving the way
local schools are built

Babbage presented 16 recommen-
dations as a result of his office’s
review of school construction proj-
ects in Floyd and Pike Counties.

Babbage said the report identified
“several weaknesses in current con-
struction practices” in the survey area,
andinconstruction practices through-
out the commonwealth.

The recommendations included:

— Hining of additional staff for
the Department of Education’s Divi-
sion of Buildings and Grounds, espe-
cially “a licensed architect withengi-
neering expertise.”

— Having architects and engi-
neers, who are not involved in the
project’s design, review site devel-
opment costs as required by the state
board’s new policy.

— Establishing a new policy pro-
hibiting a school project construction

manager, or any company in which
he has a financial interest, from sub-
mitting bids on any project he man-
ages.

Included in Babbage’s findings,
from examining the Pike and Floyd
county building projects, was the fact
that, in most instances, only one
construction site was ever consid-
ered by the local school boards.

“The thing that stands out most is
the lack of consideration of options,”
he said. “Other options may have
been considered, but there was no
documentation of iL.”

Babbage’s report allowed that
schools built in the mountains cannot
be identical to those built in the flat-
lands. State board member Wade
Mountz noted that there should be
some standardization “particularly in
terms of materials.”

Board member Thomas Gish of
Whitesburg said that “point by point,
what you (Babbage) observed is what
I"ve observed for years.”

Several years ago, there was a
farmer in Bath County named Facetl
Bous. Facelt owned a large farm, and
raised huge crops each year.

So,I'mnot going
to pay you as much as the others. I'm
only going 1o give you $2 per hour.”

day were destroyed. At that age, I

I survived that day, and the sundid
come up the next morning, just like
my dad said it would.

Alcohol effects
most severe
for women

Women who abuse alcohol are at
a far greater risk of severe health
problems and death than their male
counterparts, recent research indi-
cates.

According 1o the National Insti-
tute on Alcohol Abuse and Alcohol-
ism, the death rate among women
who drink heavily is 50 10 100 per-
cent higher compared to male alco-
holics.

Female alcoholics are more likely
than male alcohol abusers to kill
themselves or die of circulatory dis-
orders, cirrhosis of the liver or alco-
hol-related accidents, the NIAA re-
[)UILN‘.

Heavy drinking among women
also has been associated with men-
strual disorders, infertility and early
menopause. Other research indicates
that women who drink daily may
increase their risk of breast cancer.

In addition, the NIAA reveals that
the course of alcoholism is greatly
accelerated among women. They
develop the disease sooner even after
abusing less alcohol than men,

While women alcoholics tradition-
ally hide adrinking problem, they are
now seeking treatment in record
numbers, the NIAA reveals,

The percentage of female to male
patients in treatment (25 percent
women, 75 percent men) is roughly
equal to the proportion of female
alcoholics to male alcoholics within
the general population (30 percent
women, 70 percent men).

TheNIAA addsthatwhenitcomes
to drinking, the differences between
menand women aren’tconfined only
to the alcohol abuse.

Even women who drink moder-
ately are more susceptible than men
to alcohol's effects since it generally
takes less alcohol to make them in-
toxicated. The NIAA cites three main
reasons for the disparity between the
sexes when it comes (o drinking.

First, men have more total body
water into which alcohol is diffused
more evenly. Women, on the other
hand, gencrally have more body fat
which retains alcohol leading to a
higher concentration of alcohol in
their bloodstream.

Second, the intestinal enzyme
responsible for metabolizing alcohol
is less active in women.

Finally, hormonal fluctuations
during menstruation may lead to
higher blood alcohol levels during
differentpointsin the woman’scycle.

The NIAA also reveals the fol-
lowing additional facts about women
and drinking;

—While alcohol abuse is increas-
ingly common among women be-
tween the ages of 18 and 34, studies
still indicate that fewer women than
men drink.

—Compared to the general popu-
lation, children of alcohol abusers
are at mcreased risk of developing
the disease. However, research indi-
cates that marriage or a long-term
relationship may lessen the chances
that the daughter of an alcoholic will
inherit the illness.

—Women juggling multiple roles
of wife, mother and professional
person once were considered at high-
est greater risk for alcoholism. But
recent findings show that women who
are single, widowed or unemployed
are more likely to abuse alcohol.

Plan to provide rapid response
to victims of tragedy complete

Kentucky's Post Trauma Re-
sponse Team has completed months
of planning and organizing to do a
task which, while prepared for, each
member hopes he or she will never be
asked to perform,

Created in the wake of rragedies
including the Carrollton bus crash
and the shootings at Louisville’s
Standard Gravure plant, procedures,
policies and plans of action are now
in place to specify what type of
community-scale man-made disas-
ter or natural catastrophe the team
will respond to.

“Area crisis teams have handled a
few community tragedies already,”
said Commissioner Dennis Boyd of
the Department for Mental Health
and Mental Retardation Services,

“Thankfully,” he said, “‘there
hasn't been a need for a response
from the team as a whole; but, the
team is ready to respond 0 any
emergency.”

The reasons for development of
the large-scale traumateam are many.

“One job for the team is toease the
impact of disaster on its victims by
making counseling services immedi-
ately accessible,” Boyd said,

“Another role is to assist in insu-
lating emergency and rescue person-
nel from the short- and long-term
effects of trauma by educaung them
on normal reactions and by making
available debriefings following
emergency responses.”

These debriefings pair counselors
with group peers, such as firefighters
or police officers who did not work
the scene, to talk with those who did.

“It’s been estimated that 10 per-
cent of disaster victims will suffer
adverse psychological effects and five
percent will suffer significant psy-
chiatric problems,” said Carol Jor-
dan, coordinator of the response team.

“The team works (o counteract
these possible effects with immedi-
ate help for both victims and emer-
gency personnel involved in the dis-
aster.”

The following circumstances out-
line conditions under which the team
will respond to a community crisis:

* Events which impact communi-
ties of closely affiliated people, such
as neighborhoods, a school commu-

nity, orpassengersonaderailed train;

* Events in which there are mul-
tiple victims of emotional or physical
trauma, multiple eyewitnesses or
multiple loss of life;

* Events in which the primary
victims have aspecial significance to
the community; for example, the
assassination of a public figure;

* Events which involve the seri-
ous injury or line of duty death of an
emergency or rescue worker;

* Events which, because of their
human tragedy, attract significant
news media attention.

The response team is made up of
mental health and disaster and emer-
gency services professionals, law
enforcement officials, firefighters,
emergency medical service person-
nel, educators, social workers, vic-
tim service counselors, the clergy
and'media relations consultants.

“*“We're asking for more profes-
sionals in these areas to apply to join
the team,” said Jordan. “So far re-
cruitment has not been a problem,
because they all understand the im-
portance of maintaining the response
team.”

The response team may be acti-
vated by calling the 24-hour Blue-
grass Mental Health/Mental Retar-
dation Board crisis line at 1-800-432-
0555.

A community leader closely re-
lated to the disaster may call the crisis
line and request the team’s assis-
tance, The team coordinator will then
contact the individual requesting the
team and, based on the nature of the
crisis and on the team protocol, de-
cide if the team will be dispatched.

Jordan said the team will respond
only upon request by the leadership
of the affected community. “For
example, aresponse toa school-based
disaster would require a request from
the school superintendent,” she said.

“A response to a crime scene
would require the consent of the
controlling law enforcementagency.”

New cooperative program focuses on improving
healthcare for children with special needs

The Kentucky Commission for
Handicapped Children announces the
formal implementation of a model
demonstration program with Shrin-
ers Hospitals for Crippled Children
which will explore methods of estab-
lishing collaborative services 1o
improve the quality and accessibility
of healthcare for children with spe-
cial needs.

The program, whichis being called
CHOICES (Children’s Healthcare
Options Improved through Collabo-
rative Efforts and Services), is par-
tially funded by the Federal Bureau
for Maternal and Child Health. Shrin-
ers Hospitals for Crippled Children is
financing its own participation since
it neither secks nor accepts public

funds from any government source,
Minix is quick to emphasize that
from the child and parents’ perspec-
tive, there are many potential bene-
fits, such as: obtaining services for
previously unmet needs, receiving
medical care closer to home and
having better care coordination be-
tween the various physicians and
therapists providing services.
According to administrative offi-
cials from both healthcare providers,
the goal of CHOICES is to improve
the care of children being served by
both the Commission and Shriners
Hospitals. They admit that some
patients currently being served by
one may in fact be eligible for serv-
ices from both.

Benefits okayed
for Gulf veterans

President Bush signed a compre-
hensive benefits package April 6 pro-
viding or expanding a varicty of
benefits administered by the Depart-
ment of Veterans Affairs for Persian
Gulf war veterans.

The legislation defines the con-
flictin the Persian Gulf as a period of
war for benefits purposes, beginning
August 2, 1990, and ending by Presi-
dential proclamation or by law.

The bill also expands eligibility
for VA readjustment counseling for

“Persian Guil War velerans, as well as

veterans who served during other
periods of armed hostilities follow-
ing the Vietnam War, such as Leba-
non, Grenada and Panama. VA's
Readjustment Counseling Service,
which operates a national network of
195 Vet Centers, was originally es-
tablished 1o provide counseling and
outreach services to Vietnam veter-
ans and family members.

This is the final year for Allen
Central’s Brian Wallen to capture the
state’s single A championship in
discus throwing. Wallen is a senior at
Allen Central High School and has
been throwing the discus since he
was in the seventh grade. Wallen
began throwing the discus when
Coach Forrest Hughes saw his size.
Hughes ook a discus, put it his hand
and said, “Start throwing and see
how you like it.” Wallen has been
throwing the discus ever since,

“He never competed when he was
in the seventh grade,” said Wallen's
mother Mary. “He did start compet-
ing when he was an eighth grader at
Maytown. In his first meet as an
eighth grader, Brian came in fifth.
That tickled him to death.”

Wallen has been successful at the
sport for one reason — determina-
tion. He has an excellent chance of
advancing to state competition for
the third straight year. Last year he
finished fourth in the state atthe meet
in Lexington.

At the regional meets, the opposi-
tion stands in awe at the warm up
throws of Wallen’s. Some competi-
tors just shake their heads and mur-
mur, “We all might as well try for
second place.”

Wallen had his longest throw in
competition of 147 feet last year in
the regional meet at Pikeville, How-
ever, on warm up throws, he has
exceeded that mark.

Wallen is a very positive thinker
who believes in himself and his abil-
ity to accomplish a feat. This is the
last goaround for this young man that
I'have known and respected for these
past three years,

Wallen will be attending Cumber-
land College next year where he will
play football. Wallen shunned the
larger schools because of
Cumberland’s atmosphere as well as
for academic reasons.

“Ireally liked it there when I went
for a visit,” he said. “They have a
proven program at Cumberland and
everyone seems interested in you.”

Cumberland is so glad to have
Wallen that they check in with him
each week, according to Wallen’s
mother.

“They call two times a week just
tocheck with Brian and see how he is
doing,” she explained. “They really
are glad that he is coming to Cumber-
land.”

‘Wallen also hopes to take part in
the school’s track and field events,
especially discus. “I can throw a

college discus better than the one for
high school,” said Wallen at the re-
cent track and field meet at Boyd
County High School. “I believe they
are lighter than what we throw."”
Wallen has shed some pounds

during the past summer and this has
made him faster coming off the pad.
He is determined to do all that he can
possibly do to bring a state champi-
onship back to Allen Central. His
mother says that, win or lose, it has
been an honor for Brian tocompete at
the state level three years in a row.

Wallen has had a very good year,
placing first nine times in ten meets.
His one finish was for second place.

His longest throw
this season has been 139 feet.

Night Watch (1973)

This movie's really not
very well thought of and is
genuinely pretty corny, but 1
still love it.

Elizabeth Taylor stars as
the nervous, fearful wife of
British businessman Laur-
ence Harvey. One rainy
night, Taylor looks out her
window to the house next
door and sees (or thinks she
does) a horrific sight: a
woman's beaten, bloodied
body propped up in a wing-

back chair! At first Harvey
seems loving and protective
of his high-strung wife, but
we soon learn of his ongoing
romance with housekeeper
Billie Whitelaw.

Was there a body, or wasn’t
there? Suspicions arise when
Taylor keeps having the
same¢ vision, but there’s
never anything to be found.
Obviously, the script offers
nothing new, but I find it
invigorating, nonetheless,
and the performances are
fine.
