David man accused:

Abuse Is
charged
in arrest

A 20-year-old David man has been
amrested and charged with several
violations involving boys, ages 10,
12 and 13.

According to court records, Brian
Nelson has been charged with three
felonies and amisdemeanor. Whether
there is enough evidence to bring him
to trial will be decided by the grand
jury in June.

Nelson has been accused of two
counts of unlawful imprisonment in
the first degree, when he “unlawfully
restrained two children, age 10 and
11, under circumstances which ex-
posed the children to a risk of serious
physical injury,” according to court
records.

Records allege that he held “a
young juvenile and placed a knife to
his throat.” Nelson has also been
accused of committing the offense of
criminal abuse in the first degree,
when he “caused cruel punishment to
lwo juveniles, ages 12 and 10 years
old.”

The misdemeanorcharge occurred
when Nelson allegedly distributed
obscene material to a minor and let
the 13-year-old boy watchan X-rated
movie with him. On the same charge,
he is also cited for indecent exposure
when he “intentionally exposed pri-
vate parts of his body” to the juve-
nile; and unlawful transaction with a
minor in the third degree, when he
allegedly had “sexual contact” with
said juvenile.

According to court records, the
above acts occurred between Sep-
tember and December of 1990 and
the warrants for Nelson’s arrest were
sworn on May 17 of this year. Nelson
has been released on (wo property
bonds, one for $6,000 and the other
for $40,000. The grand jury meeison
June 3,4 and 5.

Pot grows

a second circuit court judge to serve
in Floyd County.

Presently, Circuit Court Judge
Hollie Conley has the seventh high-
estcaseload inthe state. Accordingto
County Attorney Jim Hammond,
approximately one-third of the non-
domestic civil cases are referred to
anothercircuit due to the overwhelm-
ing case load.

Judge Conley doesn't favor the
proposal of a second judge.

“They need to redistrict instead of
adding a second judge,” he said. “If
there was an equal caseload among
judges, we wouldn’t need another
judge.”

Conley feels redistricting would
solve the problem and save the tax-
payers the expense of another judge.

Hammond pointed out that Floyd
County’s was the first circuit in the
state of Kentucky to have a special
Domestic Relation Commissioner
assigned o its circuil because of the
heavy caseload.

The order for the commissioner to
assist the circuit judge came from the
supreme court in 1981. In 1990, for-
mal rules were established to provide
for such an assist from the commis-
sion, according to Hammond.

Hammond said that he has worked
on the addition of another circuit judge
since 1988 and suggested it should
have been added in 1976 when the
new court systems were S¢t up.

“We need to look at the demand in
the future, not only today,” Ham-
mond said. “Since the circuit judge is
an elected position, the voters have a
right to have their cases heard by the
judge they put into office, not one in
another circuil.”

Teams to watch for vote fraud May 28

Teams from the Kentucky Attor-
ney General’s Office and the Ken-
tucky State Police will be out in force
watching for vote fraud during the
May 28 primary election. According
to Deputy Attorney General Brent
Caldwell and KSP Commissioner
Michael Troop,teams will be inevery
area of the state looking for illegal
activity.

To maximize the deterrent effect,
the exact number of teams and where
they will be heading on election day
will not be disclosed.

Both Caldwell and Troop empha-
size that with the passage of arevised
law during the 1991 special session

of the General Assembly, buying and
selling votes remains a felony in
Kentucky.

The Attormey General’s Office has
conducted statewide election fraud
efforts during each of the six state-
wide elections held since the election
reform laws took effect in July 1988.

In addition to the statewide teams,
citizens who suspect any voter fraud
can contact the Attorney General's
Office toll-free at 1-800-328-VOTE
or the Kentucky State Police toll-free
at 1-800-222-5555.

Among the election law violations
state officials will be watching for on
May 28 are buying or selling a vote;

voting more than once, voting when
not entitled to do so or voung in
anotherperson’s name; unauthorized
possession of absentee ballots; brib-
ery/attempted bribery of election
officials or voters; electioneering
within 500 feet of a polling place and
preventing authorized challengers of
poll-watchers from being present at
the polls or from witnessing the count-
ing of ballots.

Attorney General Fred Cowan
says that his office’s election fraud
effort is being carried out without his
personal involvement due to hisown
candidacy for the Democratic nomi-
nation for Lt. Governor in the pri-
mary.

First Amendment Rights
guarantee freedom of speech. Well,
they're supposed to. But, it appears
some would have you believe that
doesn’t apply in Floyd County.

Citizens have the right to
question any public servant about
funds spent, decisions made and
their reasoning behind making
these decisions. Citizens have the
right to receive honest, accurate
answers (o their questions.

Citizens are not expected to be
ridiculed, embarrassed and perhaps
lied to when asking where and to
whom their money is going.

The right to ask goes hand-in-
hand with the right to also look.

State and federal law provide
citizens the right to inspect any
public record that a public agency
has in its possession, provided that
the request is not unreasonable;
involves thousands and thousands
of documents; or that records are
determined not to be public under
the law.

Some public agencies in Floyd
County appear to make it as
difficult as humanly possible for
peunder the law.

Payroll records, reimburse-
ments, bid documents, travel
expenses and a host of other
documents are considered public
records according to law.

If inspection of public records is
denied, a letter must be submitted
to the person making the request
and the stale’s altorney general's
office stating why access was
denied. Citizens have the right 10
appeal the denial through the
attorney general. Inspection of
documents can be made during
normal business hours of that
public agency.

It's your right to know, if you’re
interested. It's the public official’s
duty 10 allow you to'inspect the
public documents. It’s your duty to
complain to the attorney general if
a public agency denies access to
records without proper justification
in accordance with state law.

When Floyd County Board of
Education member Eddie Billips
met with teachers last week to
explain his views on rescinding
part of the teachers' strike agree-
ment, most agreed it was the first
time a board member ever met one-
on-one with teachers. The meeting
was about more than the agree-
ment.

Teachers who attended had the
opportunity to voice their concems
about the system, complain about
the system and discuss the future of
education in Floyd County.
Questions that couldn't be an-
swered were written down with
assurances that answers would be
sought

Billips answered teachers
honestly that if he had arrived in
time at the May 10 special meeting
he would have voted with the rest
of the board. He told the teachers
he would face them and answer
their questions aboui why he would
have voted with the majority, He
did that. He didn't dodge the issue
or say he would have voted against
the majority. It would have
probably been easier if he had,

That's why it's confusing that
Billips is being singled out for his
comments about the situation. His
comments o the teachers at their
meeting has become an issue. He is
being asked why he has not
demanded this or not demanded
that. He is being asked why he’s
not doing more to improve educa-
tion in Floyd County.

All are legitimate questions, but
Billips has only one vote on the
board. He cannot demand anything.
He cannot change anything
himself, he must have two other
votes on the board before anything
can be changed.

When Billips was elected as a
board member most expected
things to change overnight.
Citizens expected him to be able to
make dramatic and sweeping
changes in the county’s education
system immediately.

Look close and you will see how
much things have changed since
January—there’s more public
debate and debate between board
members that anyone can remeim-
ber.

Kentucky assessment program
aids Floyd County hospitals

The first year of Kentucky's as-
sessment plan on hospitals partici-
pating in the state Medicaid program
has transformed $69.5 million in
assessments into $167.5 million in
matching Medicaid funds,

Gov. Wallace G. Wilkinson and
the 1990 legislature created the Hos-
pital Indigent Care Program (HICAP),
authorizing collection of a one per-
cent assessment on 109 participating
hospitals’ annual operating costs.

In the 1991 special legislative
session, the assessment level was

raised to five percent. The levy is
used to match federal Medicaid dol-
lars, and the return — which ranges
from 100-300 percent — is repaid (o
hospitals on a quarterly basis,
Assessments and benefits for the
first half of the 1990-91 fiscal year
totaled $10.5 million and $33 mil-
lion, respectively. Comparative fig-
ures for the last six months of the
fiscal year — figures which reflected
the changes made during the 1991
special legislative session — rose (0
$59 million for assessments and

MEET DOUG HENSLEY,
YOUR FISH AND WILDLIFE
COMMISSIONER

The most powerful facuon of
Kentucky’s outdoor sporting arena is
the Fish and Wildlife Commission.
This nine-memberagency, composed

[ of one representative from each of

the nine geographical districts, is the
governing body that decides which
proposed regulations and regulation
changes will be considered for pas-
sage into Kentucky state law.

The members of the Fish and
Wildlife Commission are appointed
by the governor from a list of nomi-
nees. Actually, a public vote held in
each district derives a list of the top
five vote recipients, and that list of
nominees 1s passed on to the gover-
nor. For each district, the govemor
will then appoint one commissioner
from that list of five. Fish and Wild-
life Commissioners serve a four year
non-paid term. In other words, our
Fish and Wildlife Commissioners
receive no money for their voluntary
public service.

The Commissioner for the Sev-
enth District, which includes Pike,
Floyd, Perry, Lawrence, Johnson,
Magoffin, Knott, Letcher, Leslie,
Breathitt and Martin counties is Doug
Hensley.

Hensley, a 44 year old native of
Hazard, operates a Marathon Oil
distributorship in that area. That is
his vocation. His avocations are
hunting, fishing and working for the
betterment of those same outdoor
opportunities for the sportsmen of
Kentucky's Seventh District.

Hensley became interested in the
conservation of Kentucky’s fish and
wildlife resourcesinthe early 1970's,
and later served as the president of
the Perry County Fish and Game Club
and as the President of the Seventh
District Wildlife Federation, He
began attending the state Fish and
Wildlife Commission meetings in
1979. “Over the next few years, |
grew very disappointed in the way
the sportsmen of Eastern Kentucky
were represented,” Hensley says. “1
thought that I could make a differ-
ence, so I became involved in the
Commission.” He was appointed 10
the Seventh District Commissioner’s
office in 1983, and has served his
constituents admirably ever since.

When Hensley became Commis-
sioner of the Seventh District back in
1983, there were just two popula-
tions of wrkeys in Eastern Kentucky.
Through his efforts, every county in
our area now has a growing turkey
population, and continued stocking
efforts are still underway,

Doug Hensley initiated a deer
stocking program that has resulted in
an explosion of whitetails in the
mountains. So far, more than 2500
deer have been stocked in Eastern
Kentucky, and 1000 more are slated
for near-future release.

He also initiated a series of youth
hunts on our wildlife management
areas in an effort to increase the
hunting opportunities for our chil-
dren. “Our children are the life-blood
of our conservation efforts,” says
Hensley, “and I firmly believe that
the best way to introduce them to the
outdoors and maintain their interest
is to get them outside and help them
to be successful in their hunting and
fishing.”

Doug Hensley was instrumental
in passing the 15-inch size limit on
bass in our Eastern Kentucky lakes.
“That was a tough call to make,” he
says, “and some anglers probably
were not happy with it, But I re-
searched the matter in depth, sought
the advice of our [isheries biologists,
and talked with fishermen through-
out the mountains. Most of them
thought that by saving our 12 10 15
inch fish, which are really our brood
stock and our most efficient spawn-
ers, we would help the overall bass
population. In the end, I felt that it
was the right thing to do, and 1 be-
lieve it will ultimately improve the
overall quality of bass fishing in our
lakes."”

He worked for the early black-
powder deer season, and was respon-
sible for the Canadian Goose project
initiated by Cypress Coal Company.
That project created a native flock of
Canadian geese in Eastern Kentucky,
and will eventually bring the sport of
goose hunting Lo our mountains.

As Seventh District Fish and
Wildlife Commissioner, Hensley lis-
tens to the hunters and the fishermen
of Eastern Kentucky, and relies on
professional advice and guidance of
our area biologists 1o help him make
informed decisions regarding the
welfare of those outdoor pursuits that
we hold so dear. “In my opinion, Fish
and Wildlife Commissioners are
nothing more than representatives or
advocates for the sportsmen in Ken-
tucky. I try to meet the needs and
wants of our hunters and fishermen,
My obligation is to the responsible

\

management and promotion of our
wildlife resources, I am not an expert
on the scientific side of hunting and
fishing, so I rely a great deal on the
information give to me by biologists.”

Within the nine-member Fish and
Wildlife Commission, Doug Hensley
is known as a mover and a shaker, a
man who is not afraid to fight 1o get
things accomplished, As fishermen
and hunters, we are lucky to have
such a man representing us. Tradi-
tionally, Eastern Kentucky has been
regarded as something of a stepchild
by the rest of the siale, but in the
realm of our Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources, that haschanged
in the pasteight yearsdue to Hensley's
elforts.

A [irm believer in getting children
involved in the outdoors, Doug Hen-
sley is now working on a state pro-
gram that will provide conservation
activities and studies for high school
students. “With our conservation
camps, we have a pretty good starton
educating ourchildren about wildlife
and conservation. But as the young-
sters get a bit older, much of their
attention is focused on football or
basketball or girls or boys,” Hensley
says. "'l have laid the groundwork for
high school programs that will help
1o keep our children involved in
conservation, hunting and fishing,and
I'd like to help that program become
a statewide reality.”

Hensley, would like 10 see his
deer stocking project through to
completion, and 1o continue working
on his long term turkey restoration
program.

“In Eastern Kentucky, our coal
people are vital to fish and wildlife
because they control so much of the
land. I have worked closely with them
1o develop coalfields reclamation
programs that create habitat for a
variety of wildlife,” Hensley says. “1
am now trying to develop a plan that
will provide incentives for coal
companies that reclaim their lands to
meet our needs and then lease those
lands to the Department of Fish and
Wildlife for use as state-operated
wildlife management areas. Eventu-
ally, this will provide more wildlife
in our mountains and more hunting
areas as well. We have already estab-
lished a native population of repro-
ducing Canadian geese, and I think
we can accomplish a lotmore through
this program, but it is going 10 take
some time.”

Additionally, Hensley adamantly
believes that anglers in Eastern Ken-
tucky need more lakes and reservoirs
in which to fish. “Our lakes are over-
burdened. They are small when

compared lo reservoirs across the
state, and they simply receive 00
much fishing pressure. It is difficult
o provide a quality fishery under
these conditions, so I feel that we
need to expand our fishing opportu-
nities. And if we could clean up our
streams we could have some of the
finest stream fishing in the state, if
not the country. We must continue to
work on our litter and trash prob-
lem.”

The Seventh District Fish and
Wildlife Commissioner’s seat will
be voted upon in just a few days. On
election day, Tuesday, May 28, at
7:30 p.m., a public election will be
held in the Knott County-Central High
School on Highway 160. The pur-
pose of this election is 10 select the
top nominees for the Seventh District
Fish and Wildlife Commissioners
seat. That list, along with the official
tally of votes, will then be sent to the
governor for his final appointment.

If you believe, as 1 do, that Doug
Hensley has served the sportsmen of
Eastern Kentucky very well, and
would like to continue his represen-
tation for another four years, I strongly
urge you to attend the meeting in
Knott County and cast your vote for
Mr. Hensley. His seat is being con-
tested, and 1 believe we need to show
our support and appreciation for his
efforts on our behalf.

If you cannot attend the meeting,
I urge you to write a letter o the
governor stating your support for
Doug Hensley as Seventh District

"I just clip the entry form off of
my Gatorade drink and mailed it in,”
said Paul Jordan from Lebanon and
editor of Coal Camp Kids, Coming
Up Hard, and Making It.

“Iremember the back-to-back
no-hitters of Vandemer’s.Thave been
following the Reds for the last 55
years,”

“l remember when they used to
have the excursions to old Crosley
Field. 1 never did get to take one
though. I didn’t have the money 1o go
on. And I can just see myself strain-
ing my ear next to the radio trying to
listen to the Reds game above all the
static,”

Jordan, who graduated from the
University of Kentucky, did not get
to see his first major league game
until the early "50s.

Jordan sees a different Cincinnati
Reds team and thinks the players are
a litde more greedy today compare to
the bygone years. “It's a different
breed of ball players today,” he said.
“They are more greedy than the early
years.”

Jordan thinks that Reds majority
owner Marge Schottis “a pretty good
old gal.”

“I sat behind her at a ball game
once and she’s alright,” he said, “and
I believe she had the betterment of
the game at heart. She has come under
some unwarranted criticism.”

Jordan remembers the day they let
Ray Knight go and how upset he
became with the Reds ownership. 1
sat down and wrote them a letter
about it,” said Jordan. 1 was really
upset. I asked them if someone was
smoking weed up there.”

Jordan doesn’t think that Todd
Benzinger will be with the Reds for
long with his litle antics of late.
Jordan likes new manager Lou Pin-
iella and thinks that “he is a tough
nut.”

‘Nuts’ raises questions
that linger a while

Nuts (1987)

This dark, provocative
film never found the
audience it deserved, proba-
bly because of the grim
subject matter. Be advised;
this movie is no walk in the
park. (Well, maybe a really
dangerous park.) If, how-
ever, you're looking for a
film featuring an intelligent,
thought-provoking story,
sensitive direction and fine
performances, give it a try,

Barbra Streisand is elec-
trifying as the main char-
acter, a foul-mouthed, dif-
ficult, sometime-prostitute
(she's 1n it mostly for the
kicks), accused of murdering
a john. Richard Dreyfuss
plays her agitated legal aid
defense attorney who must
try to prove his client is

running counter to the
state’s opinion and the tes-
timony of her mother and
stepfather, played with
hypnotic conviction by
Maureen Stapleton and Karl
Malden. James Whitmore is
a powerful, restrained pre-
sence as the judge who tries
to sort out this mess.

The story is fascinating on
a surface level, bult even
more engaging for the trou-
bling questions it raises
about how “we” determine
what is, or isn't, sane. Is
Streisand, because she's
profane and disagreeable,
because she chooses to turn
tricks when she doesn’t have
1o, “nuts™? If you like movies
with longer intellectual stay-
ing power than the time it
takes to change the channel,
take a good look at Nuts.
