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Subcommittee approves $8 million :

Road future
looks bright

The House appropriation's sub-
commitiee on transportation Tues-
day approved an additional $8 mil-
lion to continue the four-laning of
U.S. 23 between Prestonsburg and
Paintsville, according to U.S. Con-
gressman Chris Perkins’ office. The
funding will now move on to the full
spending committee for considera-
tion and a vote. Then it must be
passed by the House and Senate be-
fore it becomes official.

The federal money approaved is
for the Johnson County portion of the
road and, it is estimated that the $8
million will be sufficient to complete
the project. State funds are being
used for the Floyd County section
which is now under construction.

“I"ve worked hard for five years 1o
get federal dollars to four-lane this
vital section of highway between
Paintsville and Prestonsburg. And,
despitean ever-shrinking budget, I've
gotten money to do it every time. 1
really believe we've convinced some
peaple up here (in Washington) how
crucial it is 10 Eastern Kentucky’s
future to four-lane thisroad,” Perkins
said.

The $8 million represents the
second-highestamount of U.S 23 road
funding that Perkins has ever been

A Pike County truck driver
charged with murder was released
from the Floyd County jail Wednes-
day after postinga$10,000 cash bond.

Atahearing inFloyd Circuit Court
Wednesday, Judge Hollie Conley
ruled that Michael Johnson of Virgie
could post the cash bond, “which is
10 percent of the bond as originally
assigned by the District Court.”

District Judge Harold Stumbo
overruled a motion Monday to lower
Johnson's bond from $100,000 cash,
setting a $100,000 property bond,
instead.

Johnson’sattorney, Kelsey Friend
Jr., of Pikeville, filed the motion
asking for the bond reduction saying
that Johnson could not meet the con-
ditions of the $100,000 full cash bond
and asked the bond be set at $50,000,
ten per cent cash.

Johnson, 37, was charged with
murder after the coal truck he was
driving allegedly ran a red light near
Harold and struck a pickup truck
driven by Glenda L. Akers, 40, of
Dana on July 2, Akers was killed
instantly in the collision.

Kentucky State Police detective
Donnie J. Phipps charged Johnson
with murder saying in his citation,
“he, under circumstances manifest-
ing extreme indifference to human
life, wantonly drove his vehicle” into
the vehicle driven by Akers.

The case has been waived (o the
Floyd County Grand Jury which is
scheduled to meet September 9-11,

Plaintiff claims recklessness:

Cruiser/Mercedes smash
prompts civil complaint

An automobile accident which
occurred on April 19 between a
Prestonsburg Police Officer and a
Pike County man is the subject of a
civil suit filed in Floyd County Cir-
cuit Court last week.

The civil suit, filed by John D.
Preston of Paintsville attomey for
Ivan Neal Smith of Pikeville, claims
that officer Darrell J. Conley was
“operating his city police cruiser in a
careless and negligent
manner...without the use of the re-
quired siren and light apparatus.”

According to the accident report,
written by Kentcky State Police
Trooper Lynn Cross, Conley was
proceeding to the scene of an acci-
dent at the red light at Music Street
and U.S. 23, Traffic in the south-
bound lane of Route 23 was halted at
the light and Conley was using this
lane, void of traffic, 1o get to the
accident,

The report states that Conley was
within about 500 feet of the accident
scene and was running with his blue
lights on; Conley stated that he had
turned off his siren just prior to his
accident.

Atthe same time Conley was trav-
eling north in the sonthbound lane,
Smith, stopped in traffic in the north-
bound lane, atternpted to make a left
turn into the exit drive of Taco Tico.
Smith states in the report that he did
not see or hear Conley coming up
from behind him.

The two cars collided, sideswip-
ing each other, and Conley’s cruiser
came torest on the sidewalk. Conley
stated that he saw Smith butcould not
get out of his way. Conley was trav-

eling at 35 miles per hour and no
errors were detected on his part,
according to the police report.

River City Insurance, the city's
insurance company, estimated the
cost to repair the cruiser at $915, and
the damage was rated as moderate in
the police report. The damage to
Smith’s 1979 Mercedes 450 wasrated
at minor on the report.

A small, fairly new, privately-
owned local company offers those
seeking help for an alcohol or drug
problem an alternative to going to a
state operated agency. Often, a state
agency carries a stigma, whether
accurate or not, and they are located
in public places which deters some
who prefer to keep their problems
private from seeking help,

Gateway Counseling Services,
located on Route 1428 between
Prestonsburg and Allen, gives people
achoice. Gateway is the only private
alcohol and drug counseling service
in Eastern Kentucky and is staffed by
one counselor and hig assistant (his
wife).

Kevin Shannon setup the office in
September of 1989 in a building he
used Lo rent as an apartment. He bills
the location as “peaceful, private”
and off the beaten path;

“I picked this place because it was
away from town, it’s quiet,
peaceful...like a home setting,”

Private company
offers alternative

Shannon explained.

With a caseload of nearly 100
clients, Shannon tried having a sec-
ond office in Martin. After about a
year with two offices, he found him-
self spending half his day on the road
and decided to just work out of the
original location.

Shannon began his counselor train-
ing in the Navy in 1970. The Navy
sent him to a number of schools and
training centers in and around San
Diego, where he was stationed. He

The person selected
is required to be a resident of the Big
Sandy area and to maintain at least a
2.5 grade pointaverage (g.p.a.) while
receiving the scholarship.

“Most scholarships require a 3.0
g.p.a., but since the nursing program
is so difficult, we wanted people that
might not be able 1o maintain such a
high g.p.a. to be eligible for the assis-
tance as well,” Goble said.

later attended Pacific Western Uni-
versity in Los Angeles, California,
where he earned his bachelors degree
in behavioral science.

The Prestonsburg native later re-
turned to his hometown and began
work at Mountain Comprehensive
Care Center where he did much the
same job as he does now. Shannon
also works with Bellefonte Hospital
Care Unit by providing “after-care”
group sessions locally.

“I'am not competing with Comp
Care at all,” he elaborated, “because
[am serving the population they don't
serve. There's always going to be a
certain population that won’t go 1o
Comp Care because of the stigma,
whether it is justified at all. So, tech-
nically, I'm not in competition be-
cause we serve a different clientele.”

Shannon explained that, due to
the nature of his business, many of
his clients have supportive families
and jobs. They have not necessarily
reached the bottom of the “addiction

“hole™ where they have lost every-
thing and then have no choice where
to get treatment.

“A lot of them have some sort of
push behind them but itis not a court
order saying they have to do i," he
explained, “Some have their families
oremployers pushing them,and some
Jjust realize they have a problem and
want some help.

“Naturally, you're going tohave a
better success rate with people who
have their families supporting them
and have an alternate motivation
besides a court order,” Shannon
continued. “Also, jobs and families
give them something to take up their
time instead of drinking.”

Shannon does get some court
ordered clients, suchas those charged
with DUI who are required to get a
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dependency assessment and seek
treatment. According to the new law,
a person who registers .10 or above
on the blood alcohol test is required
to take a standardized written assess-
ment, have a psychological history
done and then attend the appropriate
treatment course. Shannon charges a
total of $75 for the assessment and
history, $90 for the nine-hour treat-
ment course and $150 for the 10-
week program.

Shannon’s regular office hours are
from9a.m:to 5p.m., Monday through
Friday, and by appointment on eve-
nings and weekends.

We're not privvy to all the issues surrounding a dispute
between Prestonsburg firefighters and the city administra-
tion, but we have firsthand knowledge of what might
happen if the arguments aren't resolved.

We've been the victim of fire as a businessman and

Nothing can match the emotional experience or the
helplessness felt as fire threatens to take your life’s work
or your life's possessions up in smoke.

Prestonsburg firefighters must find another means to
press their points.

Both sides of the quarrel should remember that they are
public servants and the public good is their first and only

priority.

Ourpersonal experiences with fire were something short
of disasterous because those we relied on to do their jobs

did their jobs.

Thousands of Americans wok part
in the 10th annual National Peace
Officers Memorial ceremony held
recently in Washington to honor 144
officers who gave their lives in the
line of duty over the past year.

Even more recently in Frankfort,
we remembered 27 officers killed

during the past decade of service to
the people of Kentucky. Four fallen
officers, being honored for the first
time, were awarded the Supreme
Sacrifice Medal of Honor by the
Kentucky State Lodge of the Frater-
nal Order of Police.

These fallen heroes reflect the
highest ideals of our state and nation,
and we should be constantly building
on our efforts to honor their service
and 10 demonstrate our unstinting
support for those who continue 10
serve.

We need more support of our
National Law Enforcement Officers
Memorial Fund, which is still raising

funds 0 complete and maintain the
memorial in Washington. We need
more support for COPS — Concerns
of Police Survivors — also based in
Washington. This is a group dealing
with everything from federal bene-
fits to the courtroom rights of the
families of fallen police officers.

Above all, we need 1o keep fight-
ing for adequate resources for those
involved in the continuing war on
crime and drugs at the state and local
levels.

We have already won significant
funding increases and we are still
pressing this vital effort in the Con-
gress.

Understanding the struggle:

The Soviet impact on a world in turmoil

(Part four of a series)

by Dr, Thomas Matijasic
Associale Professor of History,
Prestonsburg Community College

The Soviets initially sought to
extend their influence over East-
Central Europe as a buffer against
foreign invasion, By the time of Jo-
seph Stalin’sdeath in 1953, however,
they had transformed the states of the
region into miniature versions of the
Soviet Union. Show Irials became
common. Political opponents of any
Communist regime were branded
“enemies of the people” or “counter-
revolutionaries.” In 1947, a meeting
of communist parties from through-
out Europe led to the creation of the
Communist Information Bureau
(Cominform)designed toeducate the
members of the new socialist repub-
lics to behave in the proper spirit of
unity with the U.S.S.R.

In 1949, the Council for Mutual
Economic Assistance (Comecon) was
established to promote economic
cooperation between the Soviets and
their reluctant allies in East-Central
Europe. Farms were “collectivized”,
Centralized economic plans favored
heavy industry over consumer goods.
Raw materials from the Soviet Union
were purchased by members of
Comecon at inflated rates. Small
business owners were harassed and
taxed out of existence,

The death of Stalin produced a
four-year power struggle within the
Communist Party of the Soviet Un-
ion (1953-1957). During that some-
what confused period, the leadership
of the US.S.R. gave out mixed sig-
nals, On the one hand, Soviet troops
withdrew from Ausltria after signing
an agreement with the Western
powers, On the other hand, the Sovi-
eis increased their military domina-
tion of East-Central Europe by creat-
ing the Warsaw Pact.

Hoping to take advantage of this
chaos within the Kremlin, the people
of Hungary made a bold bid 1o free
themselves from Soviet control. As
of 1954, as many as 640,000 people
were rotting in Hungarian prisons —

most for “political” crimes. In Octo-
ber 1956, large demonstrations be-
gan in the capital city of Budapest
and a statue of Stalin was destroyed.
Much to everyone’s surprise, Hun-
garian soldiers began joining the
demonstrators. In an attempt 1o ap-
pease the crowds, the Communist
party named reform-minded Imre
Nagy as prime minister. Nagy de-
manded the withdrawal of Soviet
troops from Hungary and he talked of
radical economic reforms.

Inspite of their dilferences, Soviet
leaders were united in their determi-
nation 1o keep the nations of East-
Central Europe under Soviet control.
In November, 200,000 Soviet troops
rolled into Hungary. The Hungarians
resisted but had little success against
Russian tanks and automatic weap-
ons. Over 20,000 people were killed
in a matter of weeks. Imre Nagy was
replaced by Soviet-puppet Janos
Kadar. Nagy was later tried and exe-
cuted for his misguided course of
action, Kadar remained in power for
31 years.

The insurrection in Hungary was
not the only threat to Soviet hegem-
ony, 1956 also witness a major strike
in the Polish city of Poznan. A far
more subtle threat to the Communist
bloc was developing in Germany.

Divided by the wartime allies, two
distinct German nations were created
in the post-war era. The zones occu-
pied by France, Britain and the United
States were later unified into the
Federal Republic of German. The
Soviet zone became the German
Democratic Republic (D.D.R.). The
city of Berlin, deep withinthe D.D.R.,
was likewise divided into East (So-
viet) and West (Fr,, Br. and U.S.
Zones),

On arecentvisit to Berlin, I spoke
to a woman who grew-up in that city
during the post-war era. Priorto 1961,
a German could travel freely within
the city, Although she lived in the
French sector, she frequently went
into the Soviet zone to use the library
and 1o take advantage of the state-
subsidized social services. She be-
lieves that many East Berliners re-

sented her use of their social services.

The government of the D.D.R.
also resented the “brain-drain” flow-
ing from their country to the West.

East Germans received free educa-
tion and training from their govern-
ment. However, once they graduated,
many skilled professionals were
migrating westward in order lo take,
advantage of better paying jobs inthe
capitalist-oriented West Berlin.

In order to stop this human migra-
tion, Soviet and East German sol-
diers began to seal off the roads be-
tween East and West Berlin on Au-
gust 13, 1961. Within days, East
German laborers began constructing
a 28 mile long wall o separate the
two halves of the city. When com-

pleted, the Berlin Wall consisted of
two steel and concrete walls with a
no-man’s-land of barbed wire and
land mines in between them.

The Wall had a devastating effect
upon the psyche of Berliners. My
friend recalled that, among her gen-
eration virtually everyone leftthe city,
“because we felt that we had no fu-

ure.” Companies began to move out
of West Berlin because of the politi-
cal instability. She decided to move
to neutral Switzerland in order to
escape the harsh realities of the Cold
War.

In order 1o save the vitality of
West Berlin, the government of the
Federal Republic began to offer in-
centives to those who would move to
the city. They included tax breaks
and freedoms from military service.
West Berliners learned to live with
the wall, but they never accepted it.

The residents of Communist East
Berlin refused w0 accept this obstacle
to their freedom. Between 1961 and
1989, 80 people were murdered at-
tempting to escape into West Berlin.
Hundreds used every trick imagin-
able o find a way to freedom. Their
stories of courage and desperation
are preserved today in the remark-
able Museum Haus am. Checkpoint
Chariie, The museum makes it clear
that the Soviets failed 10 win the
hearts ‘and minds of the people of
East-Central Europe.

YPI
brings in master teachers and
staff from across the country,
from Hartford to Prestonsburg
to the Black Hills of South
Dakota, to give these kids in-
sights on how to expand their
special talents. Amazing things
happen in these two weeks.

Tonight (July 5), the students
got together for an aclivity we
call “We Jazz.” The students
who havebeen working all week
in poetry, acting, short story,
photography, art and computers
came logether to share their
works in progress. I read a poem
from an 11-year-old girl who
hadn’t really done any writing
before she came here. The poem
was entitled “The Only Basket |
Made This Year” and was about
her experience of winning a bas-
ketball game with a last second
shot. This poem would win
prizes from some publications.

By now, you're probably
wondering why I'm going on
and on about a camp in Con-
necticut. The Floyd County
School System has dedicated
itself to bringing back the arts in
our schools, Mountain Magic,
as well as the individual high
schools’ publications, like Free-
dom and Mantrip, were good
starts, The involvement with the
Kentucky Opry isalso a positive
move. Having resources avail-
able is good, but using these
resources to the fullest extent is
the real trick.

I would like to see a pilot pro-
gram similar to YPI started in
Floyd County. About sixty stu-
dents performing various disci-
plines could meet every day for
two weeks or so al an appropri-
ate location for intensive work-
shops, Although there might be
a need 1o bring in a couple of
outside people to aid in setting
up the program, the artists
abound in the Appalachian re-
gion. Artists, writers, poets,
authors, journalists and others
could descend on Floyd County
foracouple of weeks. The expe-
rience would be powerful for
teacherand student alike — take
it from someone who has been
on both sides of the table.

Of course, there comes the
matter of paying for this pro-
gram. Programs like this one
can get grants from local busi-
nesses and national foundations
alike. An investment in a pro-
gram like this one could create
real enthusiasm for the arts in
Eastern Kentucky. I have seen a
lot of talent go unrecognized in
the time I've been in the school
system. I would be very inter-
ested to see what would happen
with the proper forum for ex-
pression. Who knows, maybe
someone will pick up on this
crazy idea of mine someday?
The raw material is there, just
waiting (o be unearthed.

Shunning The Advise Of Counselors,
Kenny Rice Is Where He Wants To Be

When you think of success stories
that have come out of the mountains
of Eastern Kentucky, there are many,
Several Floyd Countians have gone
out and made their mark upon society
whether 1t be as a lawyer, doctor,
engineer, sports figure, there have
been many.

Along the way in life there are
always those who want 0 give you
some “friendly advice” tosortof help
make those all important decisions.
Mothers, fathers, relatives, friends
and guidance counselors.

“AL Allen Central the school’s
guidance counselors advised me
against going into the broadcasting
ficld,” said Kenny Rice, [ormer stu-
dent at Allen Central and currently
Sports Director for WTVQ-TV,
Channel 36 in Lexington. For Rice, it
is like a dream come true. Being
behind a mike or in front of a camera
had been his dream.

“It sort of hurt to hear your guid-
ance counselor tell you that you
should think along another career
move, like going into medicine or
becoming a lawyer, Il was like they
were not giving me much of achance
of succeeding,” explained Rice.

Rice said that he was a decent
student while at Allen Central, but

being a lawyer or entering the medi-
cal field wasn’t what he wanted.

Successful is the way you would
have to describe this former Eastemn
resident whose career really began
right back here in the mountains of
Eastern Kentucky. Afier graduation
atAllen Central, Rice began taking in
the basketball games, but not as a
spectator. With a video camera and
microphone in hand he would video
tape basketball games and then play
them back on Conley’s Cable Serv-
ice in Garrett. Rice went at it and
worked hard to make it a quality of a
program. Doing interviews between
halves and before and after the game
made the program very interesting.
Rice seemed 1o be a natural for such
a spol.

Then came his days of working
with the late Ollic Robinson at
WDaOC.,

“Gormon Collins had as much of
4 hand in giving me my slart as any-
one,"” recalled Rice. "I really appreci-
ate all that he and Ollie did for me. [
alsoworked withJim Allenat WDOC
and it was start for me,”

Rice credits the Robinson era for
some valuable training he received
while at the local station. After a stint

inradio broadcasting, Rice knew that
this was what he wanted to do and set
oul to do it.

“I heard of an opening at WTVQ
in the sports department,” Rice re-
called, “so I took a tape 1 had of an
Allen Central game and sent it to the
station manager.
