Shirley Webb, 40, of Eccles, West
Virginia; Amos Dotson, 36, of Co-
lumbus, Ohio; Aaron Tackett, 45,
Eurie Tackett, 47, and Scheryl Tack-
ett, 32, all of Beaver were arrested at
1:30 p.m. Sunday after officers

seriously injured her father.

Ruby Baisden Lafferty was pro-
nounced dead on arrival at Highlands
Regional Medical Center after the
car she was a passenger in was struck
at the intersection of KY 3 and KY
1428 at Lancer by a Kentucky State
Police cruiser driven by trooper John
Blanton, who was in pursuit of a red
Chevy S-10 pickup, KSP officials
said.

Lafferty’s father, 84-year-old Lee
Roy Baisden was taken to Highlands
and later tranferred to the University
of Kentucky Medical Center in criti-
cal condition with mutiple fractures.

There appears to be some confu-
sion as te whether trooper Blanton
was conducting a routine roadblock
prior to the accident.

He had
his siren and lights on.”

The Eastern Kentucky Veteran’s
Outreach Clinic will open July 22
and will serve veterans from seven
Eastern Kentucky counties.

Aribbon cutting ceremony will be
held Sunday, July 21 at 2 p.m. at the
clinic, located in the Riverview build-
ing on U.S. 23 in Prestonsburg, be-
low Highlands Regional Medical
Center.

The clinic will provide non-emer-
gency general medical services which
include general physical exams; lim-
ited on-site diagnostic testing; pre-
and post-hospitalization treatment
and care; and care that prevents the
need for inpatient admissions.

The clinic will also offer preven-
tive medical care, such as hyperten-

nostic exams such as intensive treat-
ments; lab tests; routine X-rays; spe-
ciality chinic consultations; and
admissions will be referred o the VA
Medical Center in Huntington, West
Virginia. Emergency cases will be
referred 1o local hospitals.

The clinic expects over 5,000
ouolpatient visits per year while serv-
ing veterans from Floyd, Magoffin,
Johnson, Martin, Pike, Letcher and
Knott counties. The clinic will be
staffed by a full-time physician, full-
time physician assistant, supported
by a full-time administrative officer,
licensed practical nurse and a half-
time social worker. There will also be
a driver for a 17-passenger bus to

Kentucky’s share of federal homeless
aid nearly doubles; $720,000 in grants

Community-based services (o
Kentucky’s homeless population will
benefit from a 91 percent increase in
the state’s share of federal funds for
clothing, food, job training and tem-
porary housing.

Twenty-two regional agencies,
including the Big Sandy Community
Action Program at Paintsville, pro-
vidingemergency and transitional aid
to homeless individuals and families
will receive $719,838 for the fiscal
year beginning July 1 under the fed-
eral Stewart B. McKinney Homeless
Assistance Act, The Paintsville of-
fice will receive $23,470.

Cabinet for Human Resources
Secretary Harry J, Cowherd, M.D..
whose agency administers the fed-
eral program in Kentucky, said the
funding’ level marks a ‘dramatic in-
crease in support for the five-year-
old program,

“This support should help these
community assistance programs ex-
tend their services such as rent assis-
ltance, food, clothing and shelter
operating expenses for Kentuckians
living with no viable options to im-
prove their lives.”

Cowherd noted that, although
Kentucky'slargest homelessconcen-
trations are located in urban commu-
nities, the funds are spread across the
state.

“In Kentucky, inadequate or non-
existent living quarters know mno
boundary (o city or town. Rural
homelessness is often shifted 1o ur-
ban communities because rural com-

Madigan reminded producers the
July CRP signup will be their only
opportunity to offer bids that will be
applicable (o the 1992 crop year and
that acreage accepted based upon
these bids will be limited to approxi-
mately 1.1 million acres,

Acreage offered for enrollment
must be land-planted or considered
planted to produce an agricultural
commodity in two of the five crop
years from 1986 through 1990. The
cropping-history requirementmay be
considered met, undercertain circum-
stances, with cropland planted to
alfalfa and other multi-year grasses
and legumes grown in rotation and
also in connection with acreage des-
ignated either as Acreage Conserva-
tion Reserve or Conservation Use for
Pay during those five years.

Many provisions which applied to
the 10th CRP signup hold this spring
are applicable to the July signup,
Madigan said.

“Under the CRP, the estimated
environmental benefits obtained per
dollarof cost to the Commodity Credit
Corporation are evaluated when bids
are considered,” Madigan said.

“Therefore, producers should not
rely on bid amounts which have been
accepted in previous sign-ups since
each producer’s bid is compared to
the productivity capability of the acres
offered,” he said. “Producers who
wish to enroll acreage in the CRP
should be aware that there is increased
competition.”

The provisions of the Food, Agri-
culture, Conservation, and Trade Act
of 1990 have expanded land eligibil-
ity requirements from past years [0
include notonly highly erodible land,
butalsoother cropland acreage which
reduces the impairment of water

quality or improves public wellhead
protection. Special consideration will
be given 1o designated hydrologic
unit areas, which are determined (o
be a source of water quality prob-
lems, and designated conservation
priorily areas.

In addition to increasing water
quality benefits under CRP, prac-
tices requiring useful-life easements
of 15 or 30 years such as filterstrips,
sod waterways, shelterbelts and con-
tour grass Strips also are given spe-
cial consideration in the bid evalu-
ation process.

“The 1990 Act establishes a Wet-
land Reserve Program (WRP) under
which wetlands may be enrolled in
the program. Details of this program
will be announced if appropriations
1o carry out the program become
available,” Madigan said. “Becaunse
wetlands will be eligible for inclu-
sion in the WRP, certain wetlands
will not be eligible for enroliment
into the CRP during the 1 1thsignup.”

CRPbids submitted in connection
with the July sign-up will be accepted
only for 1992 contracts. Bid accep-
tance determinations will be made
after a nationwide review and evalu-
ation. A bid is not binding on either
the producer or CCC until the con-
tract is signed by both parties.

Fifty percentcost-share assistance
will continue to be available to estab-
lish approved permanent vegelative
cover, including trees, on the accepted
acreage. Annual rental payménts for
10-15 years, depending upon the
cover established, will be paid w
CRP participants based upon accepted
bid amounts,

Further details are available to
producers at the county Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation Serv-
ice offices, 886-2668.

Approximately 34.5 million acres
of eligible land have been accepted
into the CRP through the 10th sign-

up.

Dr. Thomas Boysen is no doubt
being described with some color-
ful adjectives this week after sug-
gesting that Kentucky students
aren't doing enough homework.

Boysen has proposed that the
homework level be tripled to aver-
age a minimum of 15 hours per
week.

If we've done our homework
correctly, Boysen's idea comesto
three hours of homework each
day for five days each week.

Sounds reasonable enough for
those of us whodon't have todo it.

But.

In rural parts of Kentucky, many
students spend nearly as much
time getting to and from school as
they spend in the classroom.

A child who spends three hours
a day on buses and six hours a
day in the classroom has put in a
long day, particularly if the stu-
dent is in the lower elementary
grades. It's not inconceivable for
an eight-year-old to clock in a 45-
hour “work" week,

Boysen's suggestion would
make that 60 hours a week.

The good doctor is correct in his
assumption that Kentucky stu-
dents need to work harder and
longer if they are to catch up and
compete with their peers in other
countries.

Before we ask them to add
another three hours to their days,
though, Kentucky must address
the inadequacies of its student
transportation systems.

Our state cannot afford to allow
its young people to miss the bus in
education. We can't ask them to
ride it all day, either.

Hats off to Congressman Chris
Perkins for successfully lobbying
forthe finalfederal dollars needed
to complete the Prestonsburg-
Paintsville link of Route 23.

The dollars aren't guaranteed
yet, but it would seem only rea-
sonable that Washington would
okay the final allocation—if for
nothing else than to get Perkins
off their doorsteps for a while.

The Route 23 reconstruction
project, already well underway in
Floyd County, has been amission
for Perkins for years. His persis-

tence has paid off with something
we can see and touch, and soon
with something we can drive
across.

Take a bow, Congressman.

We make every attemptto avoid
rash judgments, but we are at a
loss when it comes to efforts to
understand how a U-turn justifies
the events that led to the death of
a Prestonsburg woman Sunday
night.

Forget, for now, the rules and
regulations that apply to who has
what rights atintersections or stop
lightswhen an emergency vehicle
is responding to an emergercy.

The real question here is what
constitutes an emergency?

A U-turn?

A Prestonsburg woman is dead
and investigators are busy at-
tempting to reconstruct the acci-
dent scene, apparently to deter-
mine which driver was respon-
sible for the mishap,

The answers won't be found in
measurements of skid marks or
the positioning of vehicles, but in
the hearts and minds of those
involved.

You have to like the idea of
creating a living museum out of
downtown Prestonsburg.

We can imagine all sorts of
historical attractions representing
the city's and the Big Sandy
region’s past that could be strate-
gically located throughout
Prestonsburg to develop a walk-
ing tour down memory lane.

A scaled-down replica of a riv-
erboat to remind us of the days
when the river was a vital artery
for transportation; a pair of sculp-
tured mules from the days when
those animals were integral
“equipment” for coal mining;
maybe even an old steam loco-
motive could be found.

We doing our part by hunting for
an old linotype to set up outside
our offices as a reminder of the
days when “hot lead” didn't just
come out of the end of a gun.

This ought to be fun.

Educational, too.

Throw out the solid waste myths

by Jerry Taylor

America’s premier “garbalogist,”
archaeologist William Rathje of the
University of Arizona, argues that
we have more accurate information
about the surface of Neptune than we
have aboul municipal solid wasle.
Consequently, we coatinue to make
important political decisions on the
basis of myths and the policy equiva-
lent of “old wives’ tales.”

Myth #1. “Our ‘throw-away soci-
ety’ is the root cause of the solid
waste crisis.” Actually, the intensity
of waste generation, a function of the
gross national product and popula-
tion growth, has not changed since
1970, according to figures based on
data from the U.S. Census Bureau.
Moreover, packaging’s contribution
10 the waste stream has been declin-
ing every year since 1972, Today,
packaging comprises only about 30
percent of our nation’s municipal
garbage.

! The truth of the matter is that
packaging eliminales more solid
waste than it produces. Professor
Rathje has studied households in both
Mexico and the United States and
found that, although Americans dis-
card twice as much packaging as
Mexicans, Mexicans discard three
times as much food waste as their
American counterparts due to spoil-
age of bulk purchases and discards of
inedible portions of food. The net
results is that Mexican households
generate one-third more garbage a
day than American households, Says
Rathje, “Therelatively favorable U.S.
showing is largely due 1o packag-
ing—which is to say, modernity.”

Myth #2. “Landfills pose a serious
threat Lo groundwaler resources.” A
few do, but mostdon’t. According to
the 1L.S. Environmental Protection
Agency's worst-case scenarios, 83
percent of all municipal solid waste
landfills pose less than a one-in-one-
million lifetime health risk. To put
this in perspective, you are 42 times
more likely to die from a lightning
strike than from leaking landfills.

Moreover, the EPA concludes that
60 percent of all landfills pose less
than a one-in- 10 billion lifetime health
rsk under the same worst-case sce-
nar1o. To put this risk in perspective,
you are 170,000 times more likely to
die from insect stings.

Myth #3. “Waste incinerators are
adangerous source of toxic air pollu-

tion and generate hazardous ash resi-
dues which are difficult to dispose of
safely." Again, the EPA's own data
fail 1o support the hysteria surround-
ing the incineralor issue. Modemn
incinerators pose less than a one-in-
one-million health risk under worst-
Case scenarios.

Regarding the ash issue, the EPA
and the U.S. Conference of Mayors
recently completed the most compre-
hensive study ever undertaken o
examine the leachate from incinera-
tor ash for hazardous residues. Their
conclusion? “Leachates were close
tomeeting drinking water standards.”

Myth #4, “Recycling can solve
our solid waste crisis.” Frankly, this
myth is based upon wishful thinking
and misleading data. First of all, col-
lection rates for materials are misrep-
resented as actual recycling. Since
approximately 50 percent of all recy-
clable material collected is too con-
taminated for reuse, much less is
actually getting recycled than we are
led 1o believe. Moreover, the collec=
tion rates themselves often are based
on definitions of the waste siream
that are used to artificially inflate the
“recycling” total.

If we collected every material for
which recycling is economically
feasible and for which there are
markets, we would collect only 31
percent of the waste stream. Even
during World War 1II, a period of
national mobilization, we only were
able to recycle half the waste stream.

The fundamental reason that we
have a solid waste “crisis” is because
landfills, which are the ulumate dis-
posal site for approximately 75 per-
centof our garbage, are filling upand
not being replaced. Why? Because
the NIMBY (not-in-my-back-yard)
syndrome has paralyzed the siting
process and created a waste disposal
gridlock. Until we squarely address
the siting problem and purge these
four myths from the policy debate,
the garbage “‘crisis” will be with os
for some Lime to come.

about falling down and using equip-
ment that’s out-of-date. I don't be-
lieve thisis the kind of leamning envi-
ronment that we should be providing
our students,” said Perkins.

The first-time program is identi-
cal to the concentration grants for-
mula authored by Perkins in 1988 in
that it targets funds 10 school districts
in economically depressed areas.

Kentucky food stamp program marks
thirtieth year of assistance in county

OnJune 1,1961, 75 Floyd County
families became among the first in
the nation to enroll in a program
enabling low-income families to put
more nutritious food on the dinner
table.

Thirty years later, the federal food
stamp program in Kentucky reaches
more than 188,000 families, or ap-
proximately 511,000 Kentuckians,
who are in temporary need of assis-
tance. For the fiscal year that ended
June 30, that - translated into food
stamps to Kentucky families valued
at $33 million.

"The original idea on food stamps
was as a means to provide families,
especially children, with a healthy
diet,” said Commissioner Mike
Robinson, whose Department for
Social Insurance administers the

program in Kentucky.

“In the early '60s, Kentucky's
children suffered from illnesses that
were caused by a lack of proper nutri-
tion.

"Then as today, when children
don't get the right things to eat, they
often develop problems in other ar-
eas, such as in their school work," he
said, adding that 45 percent of Ken-
tucky's current food stamp recipients
are under 20 years of age.

According to Robinson, the food
stamp program evolved throughout
most of its 30-year history with only
a couple of publicly noticeable
changes.

For the first 16 1/2 years, clients

. purchased the coupons. For example,

for $5, a client could buy $20 worth
of food stamps.

Since 1979, however, individuals
and families have been given a pre-
determined amount of coupons each
month.

Another major change in the food

stamp program occurred with the
1987 implementation of the Food
Stamp Employment and Training
Program,
"Under this welfare-reform con-
cept, recipients in 28 counties must
prove a continuing effort of job hunt-
ing or enrollment in an instructional
program such as adult basic educa-
tion, literacy, GED training or a
community college in order to be
eligible for food coupons,” he said.

"Today, we aren't only concerned
with providing a way to aid families
in purchasing food, but also in get-
ting them back on their feet so gov-
emment assistance is not needed.

"That's historically significant in
light of the fact that assistance pro-

grams are meant to be a temporary

Highldnds offers summer
tutorial nursing program

Pick up any newspaper in the
country and chance are you will read
headlines that indicate a nursing
shortage in our country. This short-
age is due to many factors, but cer-
tainly a primary one is the increased
demands placed on nursing students
in thee form of stricter, tougher educa-
tion requirements. In an effortto meet
these demands and insure that the
area hasan abundant supply of nurses
to meet the healthcare needs of the
community, Highlands Regional
Medical Center for the first time is
offering a free summer tutorial pro-

gram for nursing students,

Students in the summer program
are divided into two groups. Group 1
is composed of students who will be
beginning their nursing classes in the
fall. Students in Group II have com-
pleted at least one year of their nurs-
ing curriculum. The program is de-
signed 1o give students an appropri-

ate level of didactic (textbook and
lecture component) and clinical in-
struction. Each group receives 2 1/2
hours of classroom instruction and 5
172 hours of clinical practice daily.
“When these students return to
school in the fall, the instruction

received in the summer program
should enhance concepts and prac-
tice,” states Pat Willis RN, Program
Coordinator. Currently, there are 20
students participating in the summer
program. However, the program is
on-going. Any nursing student en-
rolled in area colleges, can contact
Highlands Regional Medical Center
and receive free tutorial assistance
throughout their course of study.

Robinson. "It's almost as if we've
come full circle, back to the original
intent of the program.”

The caseload of the food stamp
program has steadily increased since
its inception. In mid-1961, the num-
ber of participating Kentucky house-
holds reached 1,000. By 1971, just
over 57,000 families were receiving
food stamps and in 1981, thatnumber
increased toabout 170,200 Kentucky
families.

To qualify for food stamps, appli-
cants must meetcertain technicaland
financial guidelines. The amount of
food stamps received depends on the

food stamps received depends on the
household size, the federal govemn-
ment's Thrifty Food Plan, whichisan
estimate of how much it costs o
provide inexpensive butl nutritious
meals, and the amount of monthly
income left after deductions.

"The food stamp program has
proved invaluable during its 30 years
and it will continue to be so. Many
Kentucky families have been helped
through some difficult times with the
program," said Robinson.

Kentucky land values
are in downward swing

Kentucky land value dropped two
percent last year after three consecu-
tive years of increases, according o a
survey released by the USDA.

The value of farm land and build-
ings dropped $19 an acre from an
average of $981 to $962 an acre.

The drop came as a surprise be-
cause of the 12 percent increase in
land value last year, said Craig In-
fanger, extension agricultural econo-
mist with the University of Kentucky
College of Agriculture.

“We’ve been climbing up, so this
little drop may indicate a new trend
here,” Infanger said. “This is a state-
wide estimate, so various counties
may have experienced land value
gains or drops.”

The drop in land values reverses a
three-year trend of increasing land
values after they bottomed out in
1987.

“There is no question that land
values reflect the economic state of

agriculture,” Infanger said. “If this
recession is starting to affect the
economy then its going to be taking
some of the stream our of the ag
economy.”

The price may have also decreased
due to a change in the USDA land
value estimating procedures. Land
values are bench marked according
1o the 1987 agriculture census. This
year the USDA changed the estima-
tion procedure to better account for
the role of the value of buildings.
While doing so, the importance of the
value of land was revised downwards,
he said.

“Aswe lookat the situation, there’s
probably no single factor that can
explain the change in the trend,”
Infanger said. “Historically, 'Ken-
tucky land values have lagged behind
corn belt values by abouta year. Last
year most of those siates had Very
slightchanges in land values. Sonow
we are following that lag trend.”

Asof July 10, 1991, the
13 participating agencies have re-
ported 125,781 marijuana plants
destroyed in Kentucky since January
1. Sixty-one growers have been ar-
rested.

Pike counties, 3,811 plants were
destroyed and five arrests were made.

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Federal grant enables Morehead
to establish Floyd County center

Disadvantaged adults in Floyd
County wishing to attain post-secon-
dary education will receive help this
fall thanks to a three-year federal
grant totaling more than three quar-
ters of a million dollars.

The $782,950 grant awarded to
Morehead State University from U.S.
Department of Education will enable
the university 1o establish and staff
four Educational Opportunity Cen-
lers 1o be located in Floyd, Boyd,
Morgan and Rowan counties,

With first year funding of
$242,947, the program will be
launched in early fall and will serve
20 Eastern Kentucky counties, ac-
cording to Dr. Dan Connell, director
of MSU's Academic Services Center
and project administrator.

"Our objective is two-fold,"” Con-
nell said. "We will identify adults
interested in furthering their educa-
tion and assist them in obtaining those

goals--whether they be a community
college degree, a university degree,
vocational-technical training or a
specific college course.”

The program is designed to assist
adults who have graduated from high
school or attained a GED and those
adults with some college work but

whodid notcomplete their degree for
one reason or another.,

"Not everyone will be interested
in a four-year degree, so our aim will
be to assist in finding the program
that meets the specific need," Con-
nell said.

"This is a cooperative effort in
that MSU will be working with
community colleges, vocational-tech-
nical schools, human services agen-
cies and other governmental agen-
cies,” Connell said. "In fact, repre-
sentatives from these groups helped
design our proposal.”

Each Educational Opportunity

Center will have a full-time coun-
selor and various pari-time tutors.
"These are one-stop information
centers where people can come to
find out what educational programs
are available and what financial aid
opportunities might be open to them,
We'll also help them fill out the appl: -
cations,” Connell said.

For those without specific career
goals, MSU's centers also will pro-
vide career counseling and vocational
assessment. Once they are enrolled
ina program, tutoring support will be
made available.

Health Departments recognized
for quiet, yet vital, work

A little noticed, often misunder-
stood, yet vitally important segment
of Kentucky's health care system will
be in the spotlight in all 120 counties
during the week of July 21-27.

Gov. Wallace G. Wilkins on has
proclaimed this week as"Local Health
Department Recognition Week" 1o
commend the staie’s public health
workers for their day-to-day efforts
in protecting the health of Ken-
tuckians.

Kentucky Health Services Com-
missioner Carlos Hernandez, M.D.,
says that public health work is often
pnnoticed because the job is 80 well
done.

"If there's not a measles epidemic,
if restaurants and motels are clean, if
sewage is properly disposed of, if
consumers are protected from unsafe
products,” he said, "then no one thinks
about the fact that local health de-
partments are working to make sure
that the public health is protected.

“But Kentucky's health depart-
mentsdeserve credit forensuring that.
forexample, children have access to
vaccines and the public can count on
having sanitary food and facilities
and a selection of safe consumer
goods."

Hernandez says that a common
misconception about health depart-
ments is that you have to actually
visit the agency to benefit from its
work,

"All Kentuckians gain from the
work of the public health system even
if they never set foot inside a local
health department,” he said.

For example, Hernandez points
out, on an average day Kentucky
health departmentsinspect 27 restau-
rants, 15 grocery stores, two motels
or hotels, six mobile home parks, 121
new sewer systems, four schools, 14
milk producers and two food manu-
facturers and provide 726 fluoride
mouthrinses, 353 Pap 1esis and 564
home health visits,

"I feel confident that at some time
during the course of their lives, all
Kentuckians benefit from atleastone
_ Of these services,” he said. "This is

why we believe it's important to set
aside a week each year to let the
general public know how important
health departments are."

In addition to these services for
the larger general population, health
departments also offer preventive
health services and medical care to
low-income Kentuckians who might
otherwise go without needed serv-
ICES.

Among other health department
services are:

**cancer detection and preven-
tion services, primarily for cervical,
breastand lung cancer, including both
Pap tests and mammography screen-
ing,

**high blood pressure screening,
education and counseling;

**diabetes counseling and educa-
tion for people with diabetes and their
families as well as training for diabe-
les educaltors;

**sexually-transmitted discase
screening and treatment for syphilis
and gonorrhea;

**AIDS screening, counseling,
service referral and education;

**prenatal care and family plan-
ning services;

**the loan of infant safety seats
and education about their use;

**WIC -- a program that provides
foods and nutrition education to preg-
nant, breastfeeding and new mothers
as well as to their infants and young
children;

**well child care for early detec-
tion and prevention of health prob-
lems in young children;

**lead poisoning screening 1o
detect, treat and prevent health prob-
lems;

**radon testing and removal con-
sultation; and

#*Sudden Infant Death Syndrome
(SIDS) counseling for families who
have losta child to SIDS, also known
as crib death.

Kentuckians interested in finding
out about availability of services and
eligibility should contact their local
health department.

Baseball has given me many things, but none do I value more than the
warm friendships formed during my playing years. The world seemed
just a bit smaller back then and moved at a slower pace. When I broke
into the majors, teams were still traveling by train, and that meant hours
of swapping stories, trading tips on how to bat against the next opposing

The baseball world certainly was smaller. Unlike today, where each
league is divided into divisions, there were fewer teams and everyone
played each other the same number of times. The results were far greater
opportunities to get to know players on opposing teams. As hard as we'd
play against each other during the game, there was no barrier to solid
friendships. If the Braves were headed into Chicago, I could look for-
ward fo seeing friends like Ernie Banks or Billy Williams.

One of the sad results of our current era of jet travel, multimillion-
dollar salaries and free agency will be fewer friendships. Let's face it,
the chances of two good players teaming together for five, 10 or 15 years
are very slim. It used to be that a team would never trade a star, except
perhaps at the very end of his career. Eddie Mathews and 1 played to-
gether for 13 years. We broke the record set by Babe Ruth and Lou Gehrig
for most home runs hit by teammates.

What are the chances that an Aaron-Mathews or Gehrig-Ruth combo
would last today, season after season? Very slim. If the team resisted the
temptation to trade, the chances are excellent that the players themselves
would go for free agency and sign a contract with the highest bidder.

No matter how much you guard against it, the “here today, gone to-
morrow” aspect of today's baseball has to put a damper on friendships.
And when teams are flying across the country to get from a night game
in Houston to a day game in Chicago, there isn’t much energy left over

likely to become buddies with his agent or his investment counselor than

My racing career has taken me all over the world, and 1've found there
are beautiful and interesting things to see just about everywhere.

Three million and growing...

In-line skating sweeping
America—'rules of the road’

A computer technician foran auto
manufacturer uses in-line skates (o
commute to and from work.

The U.S. Olympic ski team, as
well as members of the speed skating
team, use in-line skates for off-sea-
son training and conditioning.

The National Sporting Goods
Association estimales there are now
more than three million in-line skate
enthusiasts and the number grows
larger daily.

In-line skating has become so
popular that IISA, the International
In-line Skate Association based in
Minneapolis—has undertaken a
“SkateSmart” campaign. The purpose
of the campaign is to help inform and
educate both skaters and the public
about this new sport.

In case you don’t yet know what
in-line skates are, they are skates
witha singlerow of “in-line” wheels.

As far as is known, the concepl for
in-line skates was first created almost
three centurics ago when a Duich-
man tried o simulate ice skating in
the summerby nailing wooden spools
to strips of wood and attaching them
to his shoes.

Joe Janasz, national director of
[ISA, agrees that there is a tremen-
dous growth in the popularity of in-
line skating. This has brought an
abundance of newcomers to the sport
who are hungry for information on
how to get started and what to do with
their new skates.

Says Janasz, “While in-line skat-
ing is easy to learn and exciting, we
want skaters 10 take the time to learn
Lo use the skates properly and safely.”

Janasz recommends that skaters
follow a few simple rules, respect the

« Wear protective gear such as a
helmet, knee and elbow pads and
wrist guards, * Achieve a basic skat-
ing skill level before taking to the
road. » Stay alert and be courteous at
all times. = Always skate under con-
trol.

» Skate on the right side of paths,
trails and sidewalks. » Overtake pe-
destrians, cyclists and other skaters
on the left. » Stay away from water,
oil and debris on the trail, Stay clear
of uneven or broken pavement.

» Observe all traffic regulations. =
Avoid areas with heavy automobile
traffic, = Always yield to pedestrians.

The TISA director also offers a
few more tips specifically aimed at
beginner skaters:

Before novice skaters venture oul
on long-distance runs. They should
leam balance and control on a quiet
grassy area such as the back yard, a
quiet park oreven ona thick carpetat
home,

Next, go to a parking lot, empty
tennis court or large unused hard
surface to practice skate strokes, lums
and techniques for stopping.

Skaters should always check their
equipment before use 1o make sure
hardware is secure. As with automo-
bile ures, skate wheels should be
rotated periodically to avoid uneven
wear and the skate’s brake pad should
be replaced when it becomes wormn,

fish well at all.

"We fished the St. John's Riverin
Florida in February," remembers the
Johnson pro, "and for the first two
days of practice I couldn’t catch any-
thing. Finally, about noon on the first
competition day, things slowly be-
gan to turn around and I eventually
won. I was simply very fortunate."

Since entering professional
B.A.S.S. competitionin 1980, Hibdon
has won six events, including the
very first pro tournament he fished.
In 1988 he won the B.A.S.S. Masters
Classic world championship.

Hibdon emphasizes that winning
tournaments, however, is not the key

10 winning Angler-of-the-Year. In-
stead, simply coming to the scales
each day with some fish -- consis-
tency -- is what will pay dividends.
Last year he won the top angler title
with nearly the same weight as this
year, 362-pounds, Il-ounces.

"I don't ever set goals,” Hibdon
says. "Insiead, [ know if I fish consis-
tently every day, 1 have as good a
chance as anyone to win. But now
that I've won Angler-of-the-Year
twice, 4 third ime really does sound
good."

Mrs. Mattie Crisp chosen “Mother of the Year”

Mirs. Mattie Conley Crisp, age 94,
of Bucks Branch, near Martin, was
named “Mother of the Year” at the
annual Mother-Daughter and Friends
banquet hosted by the Independent

Having lived almost a century,
Mrs. Crisp has witnessed many
changes in her lifetime. She recalls
moving to Eastern Kentucky from
Lee City, Kentucky as a small child
whileriding atop wooden boxes piled
on a horse drawn wagon. Along the
way, the family hoped to lodge for
the night with an accommodating
host. And after several attempts, her
father did find a family who was
willing to take them in for the night.
Her travels have taken her across the
Ohio River on a ferry boat before
there was a bridge. Then, too, she
often traveled by train. On one occa-
sion while traveling by train with her

brothers, a young man (after eying
Mattie) struck up a conversation
which went as follows.

Also, he is the director of senior citi-
zens at Martin. Another son, Don,
also is a pastor. He has served as
pastor of churches in Kentucky and
in Ohio. While in Toledo, he helped
to build the church where he served,
Presently, he is assistant pastor of
Faith Bible Church in Martin. The
youngestson, David, graduated from
Martin High School, and he attended
Campbellsville College and Caney
College. In addition to their children,
the couple have eight grandchildren
and fourteen great-grandchildren.

Altogether, Mattie and Ed Crisp
were married 60 years.

Rightnow is a good time to select
and order iris. Also, it is almost time
for your neighbors to dig up and
divide their old 4 and 5-year-old
clumps. Too often, when [ think of
iris, I seem to remember the old plain
purple flower of years ago. Inis, like
the glads, have come a long way in
the last 50 years. Today, we have
about every color in the rainbow plus
my favorites, the two-tone and bicol-
Ors.

Iris is a sturdy flower that adapts
toa wide range of climate conditions,
are easy to grow and to care for. They
are free with both their flowers and
their offsprings, as they are a very
rapid multiplier. Iris will fit into your
warden, be it formal or informal. The
one thing [ have found is that rabbits
and other varmits do not add them to
their menu. I have one old turkey hen
that will noteatanything except flow-
ers: she leaves the iris alone. 1 do
have a gander that likes to pull them
up. He would pull up every tree on
the place if he could. Small seedlings
he has already gotten.

There are, at this time, over 200
iris species, from some as low as 2
inches high to the big bold tall ones,
Some are, so I hear, fragrant. We, as
ins lovers, have a good choice in size
and color.

A well-drained location with full
sun is a choice area for this queenly
flower. If you are planting on a slope
or a steep hill always aim the leafy
end uphill, so they will stand upright
and not slant with the ground. Water
well after planting and for about two
weeks if the weather is dry. During
the hot summer months they will
need two or three deep-waterings.
Iris are not heavy feeds and really
need no fertilizer unless your soil is
dirt poor,

Why not get reacquainted with an
old favorite that can now bring a
bright carefree slice of the rainbow
into your yard. If you know them,
you will grow them!!!

The saltin the pickled food they have
eaten over the past years had, no
doubt, added to their problem.

Though salt is the main ingredient
in making pickles crisp, there have
been other methods found to work as
well — or better. Crispness depends
mostly on freshness. Remove the
blossom ends and scrub the vege-
tables with a brush thoroughly to
remove any bacteria that could de-
stroy firmness.

ICICLE PICKLES

20 cucumbers about 4 in, long

6 small onions quartered

6 small stalks of celery

1 qt. apple cider vinegar

1 ¢c. water

1 1/4 c. light honey

1 thsp. mustard seed

Soak cucumbers in ice water at
least 8 hours. Drain and cut length-
wise into quarters. Begin to heat the
jarsin your canner. When the wateris
boiling remove the jarsand pack each
one with a piece of celery, one onion
and the spears. Bring the vinegar,
water and honey to boil with the
mustard seed. Pour over the pickles
filling jars to 1/4 inch from the top.

Prague, 1968; Asthe Russian lanks
converged around us, I wondered if 1
would ever see the United States
again.

Prague, 1991: As I stepped out of
the taxi, the [irst thing | heard was the
music of the Beatles.

Quite a difference, you have to
admit. These are examples of the
vastly different experiences we had
onour separate trips to Czechoslova-
kia, some 23 years apart.

Melissa, 1968: My parents and |
amived in Prague by car the same
evening the Soviet soldiers arrived
by tanks, planes and helicopters.
People crowded the streets ina flurry
of fear as the Soviet tanks ran over
anything that was in their way—cars,
bicycles, street signs, whatever.

Crowds began mobbing little
markets and forming long lines 1o
buy whatever they could, in fear of a
food shortage. Students were pro-
testng in the streets. One student was
killed as a result, and we saw the
students continue marching with a
flag they had drenched in the blood of
their fallen comrade. Alexander

Dubcek was captured down the street
from our hotel on the first day we
spent in the city.

On our firstattemptto escape from
the city, we were turned back by
lanks barricading the highway. An
Austrian in the car ahead of us was
stopped by agun-waving soldier who
forced him back into his car. On the
second night, we heard gunfire and
hit the floor of our hotel room. My
father looked oul the window 1o see a
body being thrown onto a flatbed
truck.

By the third day, our hotel was
running outof food. We knew we had
1o get out of the country as soon as
possible, Two Swedish men we had

meton our first day in Prague told us
aboul a convoy of their fellow coun-
trymen who were planning torendez-
vous at a point near Plzen, in western
Czechoslovakia. They old us we were
welcome 1o join them. We gratefully
accepted their offer.

We left shortly after lunch. Gaso-
line was being rationed, so we could
only buy what amounted to about
three gallons of fuel for our car. We
had just enough gas to make it to the
German border. We were stopped
three times by German-speaking
