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Times accused of "biased" reporting :

Safety claims disputed

An engineer’s report issued Mon-
day to Floyd County school officials
has disputed claims being circulated
this week by members of a local
citizens’ group that structural “‘cracks”
atPrestonsburg High School threaten
the safety of school children.

Handbills distributed over the
weekend by members of a group
known as Concerned Citizens for a
New Prestonsburg High School ac-
cused The Floyd County Times of
“biased” news coverage, alleging the

paper had intentionally failed 1o re-
port on the discovery of “structural
cracks” atPrestonsburg High School.
The unsigned advertisement, handed
out at local shopping centers, at
churches and placed in newspaper

Concemned Citizens for a New
Prestonsburg High School have en-
dorsed a plan to build a new high

The Floyd County Times has en-
dorsed neither proposal.

An engineer’s report issued Mon-
day, July 22, by Jerry E. Fryer of
Buell-Fryer Associates, Inc. of Lex-
ington, indicated an inspection of the
school was conducted July 12 at the
request of Frankie Francis, supervi-
sorofbuildings and grounds forFloyd
County schools. Fryer noted numer-
ous cracks were found during the
inspection that would require repairs,
but his review found no damage that
“would render the building unsafe,”

Fryer wrote in hisreport that cracks
were found in school foundation
walls, but those cracks were “not sig-
nificant in nature and no repair is
warranted at this time.”

An area near the front of the high
school building was cordoned off last

Fatality ends
police chase

A 34-year-oldMartin County man
was killed early Friday morning after
reportedly trying to elude Prestons-
burg City Police.

John L. Webb of Warfield died
after the motorcycle he was operat-
ing collided with a car driven by
Betty Carroll of Allen on Rt. 3 near
Lancer.

The incident marked the second
fatality within a week at the same
location involving a police pursuit,

State police said Webb’s motor-
cycle struck the left front area of
Carroll’s vehicle as she was attempt-
ing to make a left tumn.

Webb, who was not wearing a
helmet, was pronounced dead at the
scene by Floyd County Coroner
Roger Nelson.

Prestonsburg police chief Greg
Hall said patrolman Mack Stewart
and Sergeant Gerald Clark observed
‘Webb traveling ata high rate of speed
toward the Lancer intersection.

Hall said the two policemen pur-
sued Webb who turned left toward

Judge-Executive John M, Stumbo
told Blackbum that nobody orders
county workers to gravel private
driveways.

“If word gets out who's doing it
they will fired immediately,” Stumbo
said. “Sometimes the state and fed-
eral government will give us money
aftera flood to replace gravel washed
away,” he added.

““This is not in an area that floods,
it’s up on the hill,” Blackburn said.

Blackburn also claimed that a
county bulldozer was unloaded at an
area on Woods Branch and that pri-
vate individuals used it to work on
private property.

Stumbo said he was unaware of
that situation and that anyone caught
using county equipment on private
property would be fired.

In other public comments, resi-
dents living on Rt 114 near the
Mountain Parkway and a Wayland
woman addressed the court about a
lack of city water in their area.

Jodi Blackbum and Johnny Adams
of Middle Creek Road asked the court
when familiesliving in that areacould
begin receiving city water because
the current supply contains hard
minerals and water pressure is low.

Eastern Kentucky veterans had
reason to celebrate Sunday when
officials held a ribbon cutting cere-
mony for a veterans' outreach clinic
located near Prestonsburg,

There's (00 many veterans
that don’t really know they can get
help and others can't afford to travel
to Huntington or Lexington. When
you're that sick, you don’t want to
drive that far,"

Jack Hubbard, a Korean War vet-
eran from Pike County, said theclinic
will fill a great need for medical serv-
ices to veterans in the mountains.

Maps put city in the deep end

Prestonsburg is in deep water
again, according Lo statistics com-
piled by the Huntington Army Corps
of Engineers,

Remapping the flood plain along
the Levisa Fork, engineerslisted parts
of Prestonsburg as 10 feet below flood
level — a level that would put flood
waters just inches below the traffic
light at the junction of Court Street
and South Lake Drive. Flood waters
have not reached that height in
Prestonsburg since the 1957 flood.

Floyd and Pike county officials
disputed the findings at a recent
meeting of the Big Sandy Area De-
velopment District where represen-

tatives of the Corps explained how
their study was developed.

Phil Anderson, a hydraulics engi-
neer with the Corps, explained to the
group that the engineers used survey
data from the United States Geologi-
cal survey, water marks from the
1957, 77 and ’84 floods and the ease

The Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency (FEMA), Anderson
said, Lakes those figures and assumes
the worst case scenario. FEMA then
bases ils insurance rating on the list-
ing.
“In one fell stroke of the brush by
way of FEMA, you've wiped out

of water flowing across surface land
to create models of the river basins,
The models then helped engineers
calibrate flood levelsin the 100-year-
flood plain map which became effec-
tive April 2, 1990,

Latta said
Larry Adams, Prestonsburg fire
marshal, had spotted the mistake as
he previewed the map. Adams did get
the listing changed, Latta said.

“Surely, there are more errors,”
Latta said. “If they can make an

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Stabbing
suspect
charged

A Hi Hat man has been charged
with criminal attempt to commit
murder afier a stabbing incident at
Left Beaver early Friday moming,

Kelly Slone, 31, of Hi Eat was
charged with attempted murder, first
degree wanton endangerment and first
degree assault after James “Blue"
Hall, of Wheelwright, was stabbed
several times with a large knife at a
Hi Hat residence at approximately 3
a.m. Friday, said Floyd County Sher-
iff Paul Hunt Thompson. Thompson
said Hall and Slone apparently were
arguing when the stabbing occurred.

“Hall's injures included a punc-
tured and collapsed lung and several
cracked ribs,” Thompson said. “He
was taken to McDowell Appalachian
Regional Hospital and placed in in-
tensive care.,”

Hospital officials said Monday that
Hall had been moved out of intensive
care,

Slone was arrested by Thompson
and deputy Lloyd Powers Friday, He
remained in jail Tuesday under a
$100,000 property or 10 percentcash
bond.

The incident is under investiga-
tion by the Floyd County Sheriff’s
Department.

In Perkins’ address 1o the crowd,
he said a bumper sticker he saw sev-
eral weeks ago simply and plainly
stated what veterans mean to this
country,

“The bumper sticker said: ‘Peace,
Thank you Veterans.” We thank you
velerans every day for peace,” Perk-
ins said. “This is a proud momentand
asmall moment. This is a small refer-
ence for the great debt we owe you,
our veterans. We want to make sure
the veterans of this country are not
left out in the cold."”

Perkins said the Veterans Admin-
stration was hard (o sway on the idea
of an outreach clinic in Eastern Ken-
tucky, but a study commissioned by
Congress showed that 43,000 East-
em Kentucky veterans were not re-
ceiving adequate.medical care.

The clinic, an extension of the
Huntington, West Virginia, VA
Medical Center, opened Monday and
expects 1o serve between 4,000 and
7,000 veterans from Floyd, Magoffin,
Johnson, Martin, Pike, Letcher and
Knott counties. Three full-time phy-
sicians will be on staff on a rotating
basis. The clinic will have a full-time
physician assistant, licensed practi-
cal nurse and administrative officer
and a part-time social worker.

It will offer non-emergency gen-
eral medical services which include
general physical exams, limited on-
site diagnostic testing, pre- and post-
hospitalization treatment.

It has three examiniation rooms,
lab and offices, The clinic has a con-
tract with Highlands Regional Medi-
cal Center for emergency care serv-
ices. Non-emergency services will

enormous error like this, why can’t
they make smaller ones?”

Keith Crim with the Division of
Water Management thought the mis-
take was a drafting error. Crim said
amendments can be made to the map
if officials can demonstrate that it's
mainly due to a drawing oversight.

Crim foresees no problem with
future development within the county,
explaining the state has been issuing
permits in flood plain areas if indus-
tries are willing “to put time and
money into the project to prove they
can offset flooding,” Crim said Pike
County’s cookie factory had corrected
a problem by altering the course of a
stream, changing the flood rating.

“All development won’t stop,”
said Crim. “New homes may have to
£0 up a few extra feet or add flood
proofing. If it was 100 percent flood
plain, that doesn’t mean it isn’t con-
structible.”

Crim also indicated that flood
insurance ratings on homes currently
insured will not change. New homes,
however, will havea higher premium.

Another area of contention was
that ratings have returned to 1957
flood levels, levels that existed be-
fore the installation of dams upstream
from Prestonsburg —Fishtrapin Pike
County and Flannigan near the Vir-

ginia, Kentucky border — and the
installation of flood gates and a
pumping station after that flood, said
Bill Harvey Howard with
Prestonsburg’s Flood Gate Commis-
sion,

“In 1977, flood waters got up to
roofs in the shopping center in Pike
County. No water got in the
Prestonsburg business district,”
Howard said, explaining that the
area was protected by the flood gate
and the pumping station at Trimble
Branch.

“They say we could have 10 feet
of water here. We've proven that's
not correct,” said Howard. He ex-
pressed concern that the Corps had
based its figures on survey data that
had been done years ago, and he
questioned its accuracy. Howard said
he thinks the figures should be re-

“The wells families have are not
sufficient to supply water to their
homes,” Blackburn said. “We under-
stand there is not a sufficient supply
of city water at this time, but we
wanted to know if the water lines
could be laid so when there is enough
water we would be able to hook-up.”

Adams asked if residents paid for
the hook-up would city water be
available in that area.

Stumbo said that Prestonsburg
Utilities ‘was not taking any more
customers until it could expand its
plant. He said the company has ap-
plied for a $30 million loan to up-
grade its system.

“If they were running at full ca-
pacity, they should have no trouble
paying back the loan,” Adams said.
“We should be told if we can getitor
not so we can get out. Would you
allow residents to hook-up to Ma-
goffin County’s system if we can?”

Stumbo said the county would
have no objection toresidents getting
water from the Magoffin County
system if they could provide it.

At the other end of the county,
Libbi Martin of Wayland made the
same request, asking if residents near
the Knott County line at Caney, could
getcity water from Beaver Elkhom’s
water plant.

“I'm paying $25 amonth for char-
coal to filter my water,” Martin said.
“We’re half a mile from the city water
lines and there are 34 families who
live up there.”

Stumbo explained that Beaver
Elkhom is not accepting anymore
customers, but the company has also
made an application for a grant to
upgrade its system. Stumbo said the
grant has not been approved at this
time.

Otherresidents speaking included,
Dorothy Osborne, who asked if the
county had made any decisions about
removing old political campaign
signs. Stumbo said the LItter Task
Force is currently looking at ordi-
nances from surrounding counties to
determine how to deal with the prob-
lem.

Ann Stephens, a representative
from Mountain Comprehensive Care,
approached the court about paying
for counseling services ordered
through district court. Stephens said
the court owed $1,050 for mental
competency testing.

County Attorney Jim Hammond
said the law requires that the fiscal
court pay for those services, but no
money had been budgeted for that
expense.

The court took the matter under
advisement and told Stephens they
would look at the budget to see where
the funding could be found.

Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens
said if the court was required to pay
forit, they ought to have a say in who
and how many go for testing,

In another issue, Barney Walker,
speaking for Floyd Countians in
Action, asked court members to write
letters to the state Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection Cabi-
net protesting a permit for Medisin
Inc. Medisin operates amedical waste
incinerator near Highlands Regional
Medical Center.

Walker told the court recent soil
samples taken near the incinerator at
Auxier showed a high concentration
of metals. Walker asked court mem-
bers to send letters or call the cabinet
protesting Medisin’s incinerator.

Magistrate Owens said he would
be willing to sign a letter if their
attorney would draft it.

In other business, the court re-
ceived an audit of Sheriff Paul Hunt
Thompson'soffice. Steve Allen, with
Allen, England and Hensley, certi-
fied public accountants, explained
the report to the court.

“We found no problems or irregu-
larities in the sheriff’s department,
but I do need to clarify one point,”
Allen said. “The report shows that
the sheniff had $33,000 in excess fees
to be returned to the county.

“That figure was based on tax bills
being sent out in December and, as
you know, the tax bills were not sent
out until January,” Allen said. “This
being the sheriff’s first year, he was
notaware of how to offset thatexpen-
diture.”

Allen explained that the state did
not take into account the tax bills
being mailed late and that since no
taxes could be collected before Janu-
ary, it showed the sheriff’s depart-
ment with an excess that wasn’t nec-
essarily the case.

Thompson said his office had to
“back up” and call January and
February’s tax collections, Novem-
ber and December’s,

“We don’t understand it,” Th-
ompson said.

The court accepted the audit,
showing the excess fees as staying in
the sheriff’s department.

The sheriff said tax collections are
about 82 percent, but that figure
should rise to 92 percent before the
delinquent taxes are published.

“I"d like permission to advertise
about two weeks before the names
are published because we would have

a lot of people paying their taxes to
keep their name out of the paper,”
Thompson said. “You'd be surprised
atthe number of people who pay their
taxes to avoid their name being pub-
lished.”

The court agreed to Thompson'’s
request.

Inother matters, the courtreceived
bids for transporting bodies for an-
topsies. Bids were received from
Onda Hunt; Respond Ambulance; and
P & B Ambulance. The court also
received a joint bid from Hall, Carter
and Floyd funeral homes to transport
bodies if family members requested
the services of those funeral homes.

Hammond said the bid specifica-
tions should be rewritten to include
that provision so other funeral homes
would be allowed to submit bids.

The bids were:

» Onda Hunt- $2.15 per mile;

» Respond- $2 per mile;

« P & B- $75 base fee in-county,
$75 base plus $2 per mile out of
county and no charge for waiting;
and

» Hall, Carter and Floyd- $1.25
per mile.

The court also accepted bids for
materials and supplies.

tional planning and decision making
within districts because the legisla-
tors who drafted the act understand
that the hierarchy that Mr, Thomas
supports has not worked in the past.

Mr. Martinand Mr, Thomas might
also want 1o watch a videotape of the
proceedings on the house floor the
day when House Bill 940 was pre-
sented and when Greg Stumbo, our
state representative and house major-
ity leader, moved that bill into law.
On that day, Representative Stumbo
spoke with tears in his eyes of the
hope that this law gave to the children
from the mountains of eastern Ken-
tucky, of how they would finally have
the chance to obtain the same kind of
education and therefore, the same
kind of opportunitics that young
people in other parts of the state have
. It 18 @ moment that we will never
forget here.

Jonathan Kozol, a well-known
educator, believes that we are creat-
ing a permanent underclass in this
country through our educational sys-
tem by not providing the same oppor-
tunities for poor kids in our schools.
Volumes of research have been pub-
lished that show the effects of pov-
erty on children. A national report
released this past spring by the Office
of Technology Assessment indicates
that 1/4 of the young people in this
country, through no fault of their
own, are in & very high risk category
and 172 of the 31 million young people
between the ages of 13- 19 who were
part of the study are in a higher than
normal risk category as a result of
factors such as homelessness, divorce,
and poverty. The suicide rate among
teenagers has ripled since the 1950’s.
More young people go on o college
but fewer are remaining in college.
Young people do mot leave their
problemson the doorstep of the school
house when they enter. They bring
them inside.

Yes, students can learn in a poor
system, Yes, they can probably over-
come great odds and succeed, bul
what would the success rate be if the

odds were not so great? Mr. Thomas
and Mr. Martin, I invile you to come
to Floyd County and visit teachers
like Doris Osborne at Wheelwright
High School where I teach and ask
her if she feels that she could have
helped students more if she had had
running water in her biology lab for
the last thirleen years or enough
microscopes so Lhat every student
could have worked with one, Or, talk
to some of the teachers who have had
to “moonlight”, to hold down extra
jobs in order to continue to do the job
that they love and, at the same ume,
provide for their own families. Ask
them if they could have done a beuter
job if their energies had not been
divided between their profession and
the need to survive. Or, listen Lo stu-
dents such as Angic Branham who
spoke at the Chamber of Commerce
inJune to the governor of this state on
the occasion of her eighteenth birth-
day about her dream of returning to
this school system in ten years and
finding a different kind of school
system — a better one. She spoke
with great affection of the teachers
who had taught her over the past
twelve years, but she knew that we
can do better, That we should do
better. We all know that.

Hope? 1 have a great deal of it.
That hope springs from a deep faith
in and respect for the students and
parents of Floyd County. I see more
and more parents standing up at each
of the board meetings, ready to chal-
lenge that hierarchy that Mr. Thomas
thinks is so important, and every time
that I do, my hopes become stronger,
I believe that we can make things
better. We just can't make them bet-
terat the other end of the whip. Atthe
moment, members of the Floyd
County board of education are work-
ing with our association to avoid
another strike and we thank them for
doing so. Our local education asso-
ciation has page after page of signa-
tures of Floyd County citizens who
support the efforts of teachers. That
community Supporl means a great
deal 1o us. We think that if we work
together we can change things,

I am human though. I do feel
despair when | see any human being,
and that includes teachers, being
treated as if he or she has no value,
other than serving as a pawn In a
political game or when [ read letters
in which someone seems to believe
that the answer o our educational
problems is to force teachers back in
their place and to stand over them
with a whip, as if the educational
system and our children don’t need
people who can think and question,
just people who go through the mo-
tions, That angers me and I will con-

tinue to speak out about it.

Mr. Martin says that 1 offer no
room for compromise, nothing but
the possibility of confrontation. On
the first part, he is absolutely right. 1
see no room for compromise when it
isaquestion of aquality instructional
program for the students of Floyd

County. We have compromised 0o
long in Floyd County, accepung what
too many of us have always known is
not the best education because we
believed that we couldn’t do any-
thing tomake it better. Young people
have to rely on adults. They have no
voling rights and the truth is that we
have not done what we should have
for them in the past. That includes all
facets of the community—teachers,
parents, business people and polit-
cal leaders. If we had, we would not
still be fighting this battle, Henry
David Thoreau when he was oppos-
ing slavery in the mid 1800's said
that “one honest man” who Lruly re-
fused 10 go along with a wrong could
change things. We need one honest
man in Floyd County. I want no
compromise in a Situation where
students are sitting in unclean, sub-
standard classrooms, being taught by
teachers who have been beaten down
so long that they have forgotten how
to fight back, either for themselves or
the studentsthatthey serve, and with-
out the materials that they need o
teach them. Some things should be
unacceptable.

[don’t wantconfrontation. I would
like 1o domy job and to be treated as
a professional. Mr. Martin also says
that what I am about is the airing of
grievances — a whole catalog of
them. There is much o grieve about.
Thirteen years ago, when I expressed
concerns about the reading level of
students in my classes, I was told to
be patient and wait, that the problem
would be taken care of. | am stll
waiting. In that ime, three classes of
students have graduoated,

I would like 1o be at home in the
evenings or on the weekends. Other
teachers have the same feelings. Asa
memberof my association, | have sal
through hour after hour of meetings

because 1 am willing to work towards
solutions o problems. I have been
out of school since June and I am yel
to have one vacation day and I do it
gladly without pay because 1 want
the best for the students that sit inmy
classroom at Wheelwright High
School. At the moment, however,
they're not getting it. Will I fight for
them? Yes, sir, with the last breath in
my body if I have to, with no apolo-
gies. WillI write grant proposals, one
after another, as I have done over the
last five years because I think they
have a right w the best education
possible? Yes, I will, These children,
perhaps more than others, need qual-
ity instruction. Will I walk a picket
line if T have no choice? Yes, I will.
Like Mr. Thomas and Mr. Martin, I
hope that school system will open on
its scheduled date without any un-
pleasantness, but that really will
depend on the elected representatives
that Mr. Thomas has referred to and
whether or not we can continue 0
work towards a solution. 1 hope that
another struggle will not be neces-
sary, but given no other alternative, 1
think teachers will do what they have
10.

Mr. Martin seems intent on por-
traying myself and other teachers in
the county as money-hungry teach-
ers. | did not deny in my letter that
money is an issue in the unrest here in
Floyd County. In fact, I tried to say
that money and what happens to it is
the issue. The argument centers
around whether that money is being
used for what should count the most
— the education of students — or
whether it is going for other purposes
that have little to do with our stu-
dents.

I know my motives. I can only
restate them. I believe that when you
pay leachers well, you will attract

Squirrelseasonto open later

The Kentucky Department of Fish
and Wildlife Resources (KDFWR)
reminds hunters that the squirrel
season in the Eastern Squirrel Zone
will not open on Labor Day Weekend
this year as it has in the past.

The shifting calendar places the
opening of the Eastern Squirrel Zone
season on September 7, the Saturday
following Labor Day Weekend,

The 29 counties located in the
Eastern Squirrel Zone are Bell,
Breathiu. Clay, Clinton, Elliou, Es-
till, Floyd, Harlan, Jackson, Johnson,
Knot, Knox. Laurel, Lawrence, Lee,
Leslie, Letcher, McCreary, Magoffin,
Martin, Owsley, Perry, Pike, Powell,
Pulaski, Rockcastle, Russell, Wayne
and Whitley.

The Eastern Squirrel Zone was
created to allow a later opening of the
squirrel season in mountain counties
than in the rest of the state. Squirrel
season in the Weslemn Zone opens on
August 17. Opening the season later

in this region allows temperatures to
moderate-slightly and certain squir-
rel foods like hickory nuts to mature.

“The southeastern part of the state,
orthe Cumberland Plaleau, is usually
two or three weeks behind central
and westem regions in mass crop
development,”” said Jeff Sole,
KDFWR upland wildlife program
coordinator.

“Opening the squirrel season a
little later takes this into considera-
tion,” the biologist added.

According to Sole, there are no
plans to change the season opening
this year in the Eastern Zone, but the
issue will be discussed by the
KDFWR Commission during the
December meeting when small game
seasons are normally set. The first
segment of the squirrel season in the
Eastern Zone closes November 8. On
November 19 the season reopens
statewide and runs through Decem-
ber 31.

The Terrys, of Union Townshipin
Clermont County, were among three
sets of twinschosen from about 2,500
pairs at last year’s Twins Day Festi-
val in Twinsburg, Ohio, to represent
the United States in the Soviet's We
Are Twins "91 Festival.

Winning competitions such as
talent—a dual piano performance—
and mostalike female identical twins,
helped secure the Terry’s spot on the
two-week Irip to Moscow. It was
sponsored by a Moscow talent and
entertainment agency which also
sponsored the Soviet twins festival.

The six U.S. twins, all females,
drew attention everywhere they went.

“In the Soviet Union, twins are
viewed as gifts to the family—they’re
very special,” said Pat, a consultant
with the Hamilton County Office of
Education and former teacher in the
West Clermont Local Schools. “The
family of twins receive free housing
from the government for a lifetime,”

In Moscow, the Terrys were sel-
dom idle. They played a duo piano
medley of Broadway show tunes on
national television, were guests at
dinners in private Soviet homes and
atlunches with Moscow leaders, and
were interviewed by Soviet Woman
Today, a Soviet women’s magazine.

They visited the Kremlin, Lenin’s
Tomb, Red Square, Bolshoi Ballet, a
Russian monastery, the Moscow
Circus, and Russia’s Tomb of the
Unknown Soldier,

“And we went to a Russian rock
concert,” said Pam, who designs
courses for AT&T’s employee train-

ing schools. It was wild,” said Pat,
laughing. “We speak almost no
Russian...But it was fun.”

Music is a big part of their lives.
Both give private piano lessons and
are members of the Cincinnati Com-
munity Orchestra t plays violin;
Pam, flute. The talénted, vivacious
twosome entertains for weddings,
parties and other private functions.

They performed at the grand opening
of the Tri-County Mall last October,
and on the locally produced Live on
Five television show in the spring of
1990.

Pam and Pat aren’t above pulling
the occasional practical joke, They
have switched places for interviews,
dates and doctors appointments. They
have fooled their parents, Quentin
and Lava Terry, also of Union Town-
ship; friends, teachers, professorsand

Pam and Pat, who have neverlived
apart share more than just laughs and
clothes—they also share likes and

dislikes. They have similar tastes in
food, men and even thought pat-
terns—they often say the same thing
at the same time.

They will return to the Twins Days
Festival Aug. 2-4, where about 3,000
sets of twins, including three sets
from Russia, are expected.

The Terrys will ride in the Double
Take parade with the Soviets, and do
a joint talent show with one set,
They're looking forward toreturning
some of the hospitality shownto them
in Russia.

They came home from that trip
with many fond memories, and a
renewed appreciation of life in
America.

“The trip helped us to realize that
the Soviet people have a lot of the
same basic values that we do, and
want a lot of the same things in life
that we do,” Pam added. “But they
don’t have the same opportunities..,
It helped us appreciate where we live
and what we have.”

To me, the hard, physical work of
gardening is pure pleasure, as well as
probably the best guarantee against
poor health we can find in these days
of “instant this and that” and buttons
to push for just about everything you
need. Loading and pushing a wheel-
barrow full of compost is hard work
—and a lot better for you than going
through a series of dull, meaningless
exercises out of a book. But, the one
thing you must be careful of is lifting
loads that are really too heavy for you
after you get a few years on you.
Spreading mulch with a pitchfork
and your bare hands is also hard work
and better for you than taking steam
baths and playing golf.

The best guarantee against being
overweight is outdoor exercise that
you enjoy and that you can’t wait to
return (o after being in the house on a
rainy day. If you do have a weight
problem, and most of us do, or even
if you don’t— plan your work so that
you get the mostexercise out of each
gardening task. If you have a dozen
piles of swff 0 go on the compost
pile, make a dozen trips back and
forth. Don't try to save yourself work.
If you are pruning a tree or shrub,
don’t ask someone else to carry off
the branches and twigs. Do it your-
self. Place your toolshed or garage at
the farthestend of the property so you
will have to walk that much farther
every time you need something from
iL.

The year-long slump in
the U.S. housing market
appears to be over, and the
recovery should continue to
build in the third and fourth
quarters of 1991, says the
chief executive officer of
the world's largest real es-
tate sales organization.

» “The recession in the re-
sale housing industry ended
in March or April in most
parts of the country,” re-
ports Richard J. Loughlin,
president/CEO of Century
21 Real Estate Corporation.
“Our sales data shows that
second quarter activity was
higher than in any of the
three previous quarters; the
third quarter should be bet-
ter, and the fourth quarter of
this year is expected to be

Jconsiderably beiter.”
" Barring some major eco-

nomic problems, Loughlin
said the positive outlook for
housing in the second half
of this year should prompt
the return of a more normal
resale market in 1992 and
beyond.

“The signs for a contin-

ued recovery are certainly
there,” Loughlin said.

the housing market appears
to be widespread, Loughlin
said, even in the Northeast
where the slump has been
more severe and has lasted
longer than in the nation as
a whole.

Leading the recovery are
the South Central “Oil
Patch” states and the Mid-
wesL

“All across the country
we are seeing increases in
both open and closed trans-
actions,” explained Lough-
lin. “Exceptions are in
higher priced housing ar-
eas, where sales activity is
slower.”

First-time buyers appear
to be playing amajorrole in
the national housing recov-
ery in New England and the
Northeast, where they ac-
counted for nearly one of

every two home resales in
1990. By becoming buyers,
they enable sellers to be-
come move-up buyers.
“Historically, housing
leads national economic
recoveries,” Loughlin
noted, “and the best time to
purchase a home is during
or just after a recession—
1980-82 certainly proved
that theory. Inventory is

abundant, and sellers are
more motivated. In most
areas of the country, buyers
can expecta betterreturn on
their investments now than
they can expect one, two or
three years from now.”

He continued, ‘“Home
sellers who feel there are
bargains in their local mar-
ketplaces should price their
properties to sell quickly.
