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New organization may attempt to revive bingo games :

Principal pulls plug on boosters

With a state police investigation
into illegal bingo games at
Prestonsburg High School in prog-
ress, efforts may be underway by a
newly formed booster club to revive
the controversial games. Other school
booster clubs, meanwhile, have ap-
parently been asked by the school
principal to cease their fund-raising
activities.

Articles of incorporation were filed
July 23 establishing a group known
as Boostersfor Academic Excellence,
Inc. Prestonsburg High School prin-
cipal Robert May was listed as the
corporation’s sole incorporator. May

has come under state police scrutiny
forhisalleged involvement ina group
known as the Prestonsburg Academic
Athletic Association, which operated
weekly bingo games at Prestonsburg
High until last April, when the legal-
ity of those games was questioned.
Asked Tuesday if the new organi-
zation was an effort to meet state
legal requirements for operating bingo
games in Kenwucky, May said the
booster club “might” attempt to re-
vive the games. May said the group
was planned as a means of raising
funds for school related activities.
Under state law, bingo s permitted
in Kentucky only if sponsoring or-
ganizations are lax exempt under
charitable organization status. To
attain that status, groups must apply
for federal tax exemptions and show

After hours of negotiations, an
out-of-court settlement was reached
Monday in federal court at Pikeville
in a lawsuit filed by a Floyd County
teacher against the board of educa-
tion, the superintendent individually

Investigations
continue into
death causes

Two Floyd Countians have been
found dead this week due tounknown
circumstances, according to Ken-
tucky State Police reports.

On Monday moming, Willimer
Conn of Martin was discovered by a
nephew dead in his car at the head of
Arkansas Creek. The 56-year-old was
pronounced dead on the scene by
Floyd County coroner Roger Nelson
and the body was sent to Louisville
for an autopsy on Tuesday. Nelson
said that Conn had been dead for
several hours before the body was
discovered.

The second death occurred on
Tuesday morning, Lon Irvine Slone,
33, of Blue River was found dead in
his bed at 7:30 a.m. by his wife,
Nelson pronounced Slone dead on
the scene and estimated that time of
death between midnight and 1 a.m.
Tuesday. The body was also sent to
Louisville for an autopsy.

No foul play is suspected in either
fatality. The first incident is under
investigation by detective Claude
Tackett and the second by detective
Les Stapleton.

Joyce Reynolds Blackburn was
awarded $90,000 in compensatory
damages; reinstatement in the school
system; tenure; and a two-year con-
tract to perform psychological test-
ing for Floyd County students, said
her attomey, Ned Pillersdorf.

The settlement also gave Black-
burn the right to return to federal
court if the board of education failed
to provide the testing for students, as
required by federal law.

Blackburn filed suit August 17,
1989, alleging she wasnot rehired by
Floyd superintendent Ron Hager “in
an attempt to punish and intimidate
(Blackburn), and intimidate other
teachers from expressing their views
about the operations of the Floyd
County School System.” The lawsuit
claimed Blackburn was viewed as a
leader in an October 1988 work stop-
page by teachers,

“Isee this (settlement) asa victory
for teachers and finally students in
Floyd County,” Blackburn said
Monday. “Parents need to know that
the school system is required to pro-
vide psychological services to any
studenthaving problems. Now, if they
don’t do what federal law requires
them to do, the board can be taken
back to federal court.

“And, this will also show teach-
ers, tenured and non-tenured, that
they do have recourse if they are
punished for exercising their first
amendment right of free speech,”
Blackburn said.

Blackburn said she would not
agree to the settlement until the pro-
vision was included that the board
could be taken back to federal court

Martin bids to become
second certified city

Floyd County could become one
of just five counties in Kentucky to
have two certified cities within its
boundaries if the city of Martin is
approved into the program.

A state evaluation team was in
Martin Tuesday reviewing the city’s
application package and making rec-
ommendations for improvements.
The Certified City Program has been
sponsored by the Kentucky Chamber
of Commerce for eight years and isa
program coordinated to challenge
cities to improve themselves. Ken-
tucky is the only state where the
chamber sponsors this program,
usually it is done by a state economic
development cabinet.

With the aid of the Prestonsburg Fire Department, workers leveled an old house on North Lake Drive to make
room for the parking lot of the new First Guaranty Branch Bank in Prestonsburg. The bank is in its final phases

There are 98 certified cities in the
state. Prestonsburg hasbeen one since
1985 and twice has eamed “Gold
City” status. Martin is one of 24 cities
seeking admittance into the program
for the first year. Cities must be re-
certified each year,

According to Jim Sawrie of the
Kentucky State Chamber, “the pur-
pose of the program is to systemati-
callyevaluatethecity’sstrengthsand
weaknesses and to set up a schedule
of work to improve the area and at-
tract new businesses while promot-
ing existing businesses.

“Cities are not competing against
each other,” he added, “they are
competing against themselves. This
program helps them to locate their
potential for growth.”

Members of the team and the ar-

eas they evaluated included: Cathy
Guess of the Department of Natural
Resources and Environmental Pro-
tection, solid waste; Sherry Pryor of
Kentucky Utilities, water and waste
water management; Teresa Mullins
of the Pike County Chamber of
Commerce, organizations; Mikah
Meeker of the Fivco Area Develop-
ment District, city planning; Steve
Byars of Columbia Gas, industrial
development; Debby Gaelz of the
Kentucky Tourism Cabinet, tourism;
and Sawrie, downtown revitalization
and community appearance.

While here the team was shown a
video tour of the city and also a video
of the Red, White and Blue Day
Parade.

Frankie Francis, Floyd County
director of buildings and grounds,
gave Floyd County board members
copies of reports by Buell-Fryer
Associates Inc,

on Martin Elementary and
Prestonsburg High School at last
Tuesday’s board meeting,

The reports found no structural
damage at either facility, but recom-
mended that loose rocks on the high
school’s exterior wall be repaired and
that the floor at Martin be “more

closely evaluated.”

Parents at Martin Elementary
requested the insepection when they
discovered that the floor on the sec-
ond story had dropped several inches.

Francis requested the inspection
at Prestonsburg High School after it
was reported that bricks on a second
story window had fallen to the ground.

An update on the Adams Middle
School settling problem was given to
the board by architect Randy Burchett.
Burchett reported that concrete had
been pumped under the structure at
the sixth grade wing in an effort to
stop damage being caused by set-

Found at Dewey :

Medical
waste is
probed

An investigation is being con-
ducted at Dewey Lake following the
discovery of discarded medical para-
phernalia there Friday.

According to state police reports,
visitors to the lake found a brown
medical dispenser bottle containing
anunknown substance floating in the
water near the Goble Branch launch
ramp. They notified the state park
office who then notified David
Chaffins, area coordinator for the
Kentucky State Department of Dis-
asterand Emergency Services(DES).

Chaffins requested divers from the
Prestonsburg Fire Department to
search the area on Friday moming to
see if any more material could be
found. Three divers spent five hours
scanning the area about 25 feet from
the bank, but found nothing more in
the water,

Bob Carpenter of the local DES
office discovered a vial and a hypo-
dermic needle on the shore near the
area of the ramp.

Chaffins said they obtained some
information from the labeling on the
items and were following up on that
lead. He said they were also research-
ing the type of substance in the bottle.

Floyd water clean,
says Ky. authorities

Groundwater contamination from
farm chemicals and fertilizer is a rarity
in Kentucky according to results of a
testing program involving nearly one-
third of the state’s counties. Among
those counties was Floyd, which
received a clean bill of health for its
groundwater,

Only around four percent of the
more than 2,000 water samples sub-
mitted from 37 counties had signifi-
cantnitrate concentrations. Just three
of 672 samples screened for triazine
herbicides had results over the levels
allowed under federal standards,

Floyd County submitted 85 water
samples from across the county, but
the heaviest concentration of samples
came from the Middle Creek, Ger-
man Bridge and Endicott areas. The
tests revealed no serious contamina-
tion, nonitrates and no triazine herbi-
cides.

Nitrate is a compound that can
come from a variety of sources, in-
cluding poorly constructed wells,
failing septic systems, animal wastes,
nitrogen fertilizer runoff and natural
biological sources.

Sponsors of the testing program
were pleased with the results, noting
that the findings were even better
than the results of a nine-county pilot
water testing effort last year. In that
initial phase, objectionable nitrate
levels were present in roughly six
percent of the samples.

The Kentucky Farm Bureau, the
Kentucky Association of Conserva-
tion Districts, the University of Ken-
tucky College of Agriculture and the
Kentucky Department of Agriculture
are jointly sponsoring the program.

Trooper activities prompt
review board considerations

A recent automotive fatality in
Floyd County involving a state
trooper has raised some questions as
to whether the state police should be
permitted to conduct their own inves-
tigation of the incident without closer
public scrutiny.

Because of this accident, and a
shooting involving another state
trooper which occured two days later,
David Shortof Lexington, director of
the mineral law center at the Univer-
sity of Kentucky, proposed creating
an independent, seven member board
to review such cases.

Representative Jim Maggard, (D-
Jackson), told the Lexington Herald
Leader Monday, that he wanted to
propose legislation to empower the
House and Senate toappointareview
panel.

“I've got nothing against the state
police,” Maggard to the Herald-
Leader, “but anytime somebody
conducts an investigation funded by
laxpayers money, it should be re-
viewed by an unbiased panel.”

State Senator Michael Moloney
(D-Lexington) disagreed with Mag-
gard, noting such a decision was
premature as the results of the inves-
tigations in both cases were still
pending. Moloney also told the Her-
ald-Leader reporter that, “in effect,
the state already has a civilian review
board, it’s called a grand jury.”

State Representative Ernesto
Scorsone, (D-Lexington), and State
Senator Benny Ray Bailey, (D-Hind-

man), both see the proposal as unnec-
essary at this time,

“It seems to me like, in terms of
disciplining themselves, they seem
to be conscientious and, historically,
have done a pretty good job,” Bailey
said.

Newly appointed state police
Commissioner Judge Ray Corns told
the Herald-Leader that he did not
object to the concept of a civilian
review board but would want to re-
view its paramelers and “pros and
cons.”

Several school booster clubs con-
tacted this week by the Times indi-
cated they were unaware of the letter
while others declined comment.

State police special investigator
Johnny Ray said earlier this month
that no other booster organizations
were the targets of investigations other
than those operating bingo games in
Floyd County.

Contrary to May’s list of require-
ments, state law does not require
booster clubs to maintain tax-exempt
status, employer identification num-
bers or sales lax exempt numbersand
they may be organized as profit-
making entitics.

Steve Yater, an attorney with the
state Department of Education, was
highly critical Tuesday of May’s let-
ter to local booster organizations,
calling it “disgusting.”

“To send out a letter like this and
create fear among legitimate booster
clubs is disgusting,” Yater said. “T
don'tsee how an adult with aneduca-
tion in a public school system can do
this, A letter like this doesn’t serve
any community or school purpose.
It's inaccurate and wrong and the
school board should call him in and

Our“roots” are here. [can look around
and see memories of loved ones now
gone, I can remember building our
house, I can recall all the aches and
pains from planting trees and flow-
ers. I can remember the day we
brought Kelly home from the hospi-
tal, I recall earlier days as she played
in the yard. This is our home, not just
a meaningless place we live, but our
home. We have worked so hard to
haveit. So, whyam I sosad? Whydo
Ished tearsasI look out my window?
Well, I may have to leave this home.
You may wonder, is it for financial
reasons? Job changes? Disputes with

neighbors? Highway changes? Well,
it is due to none of the above; but
rather o the medical waste incinera-
tor, operated by Medisin, that is lo-
cated very close 10 our home. Re-
cently, my husband became seriously
ill, with what has been likened to
Legionnaire’s Disease, a type of
pneumonia caused by environmental
conditions. Thank God that he recov-
ered. Thank God for Dr. Furcolow
and his ability to diagnose Jeff.

Others in my community have expe-
rienced unknown illnesses and irrita-
tions similar to ours.

Highlands to go smoke-free

The Joint Commission on Accredi-
tation of Healthcare Organizations
has adopted the uvltimate smoking
moratorinm. Beginning January 1,
1992, all accredited hospitals will
have 1o adopt and enforce hospi-
taiwide no-smoking policies. High-
lands Regional, along with accred-
ited hospitals nationwide, will as of
January 1, be totally smoke free.

According to an American Hospi-
tal Association policy advisory, the
ban applies to patients, visitors,
employees, volunteers and medical
staff members. An exception clause
allows hospitals todetermine whether
to permit medical exceptions to the
policy, typically for terminally il!
patients or those being treated for
other addictions. "*Any exceptions to
the prohibition,” the standard reads,
“are authorized for a patient by a
physician's prescription, based on
medical criteria that are defined by
the medical staff.”

The Joint Commission standard
provides an opportunity for hospitals
to exercise health care leadership in
their communities by taking a stand
against what former Surgeon Gen-
eral C. Everett Koop, M.D., called
“the chief, single, avoidable cause of
death in our society and the most
important public issue of our time.”

Progressively as public buildings,
airlines and other forms of public
transportation, schools, and restau-
rants adopted no-smoking policies, it
was inevitable that hospitals would
adopt similar policies.

Highlands had previously been
reluctant to adopt a hospitalwide no-
smoking policy because of the incon-
venience to employees and visitors.
No smoking areas were designed in
the cafeteria, admission lobby, pedi-
atrics lounge and other ares in the
hospital for the convenience of non-
smokers,

However, the new Joint Commis-
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sion smoking ban will require High-
lands to adopt and eénforce a total no-
smoking policy asof January 1, 1992,
Failure to do so would resultin High-
lands losing its accreditation from
the Joint Commission.

According to Kathy Rubado, di-
rector of public relations, plans are
being devised at this time to mini-
mize the impact and inconvenience
of the policy for employees and visi-
tors.

The amendment to the Bonus Act
applies only to veterans with active
service prior 1o July 1953 who also
had active service after August 1964,
It does not reopen the application

period for Vietnam veterans that did
not serve during World War Il or the
Korean conflict period. Applications
from veterans that do not meel this
criteria will be returned without ac-
tion.

Floyd County is first stop
for Kentucky Chamber

The Executive Board of the Ken-
tucky Chamber of Commerce made
Floyd County the first stop on their
visitation tour of local Chambers.
State members held a luncheon-
meeting with Floyd County Cham-
ber members on Friday, July 12 at
May Lodge.

Speaking for the interest of busi-
nesses, the state Chamber is able to
do, on a statewide basis, what most
local chapters are not able to do.
When itcomesto legislation, they are
the spokespeople for the business
community.

The purpose of these visilations is
to discover what local chapters are
doing and to make contact with indi-
vidual members. As chairman of the
board Bill Robinson putit, “Frankfort
is 25 square miles surrounded by
reality, we came here to find out
about reality.”

Robinson stressed that the state
Chamber’s job was never over and
they are continually addressing is-
sues dealing with taxes, regulations
and compliance deadlines of same.

Ken Oilschlager, executive direc-
tor of the Kentucky Chamber, noted
thateconomic development was their
primary emphasis. “Not only do we
need 1o attract new businesses, but
we need to encourage existing busi-

nesses to flourish and make jobs

better,” he said.

Oilschlager said that the state
Chamber had set four priorities, and
they are challenging the local chap-
ters to get involved in all four. They
are;
1.) The Education Reform Act,
stressing higher education and re-
training programs;

2.) Health care, extension to the
entire population of the state and a
long term, competitive delivery sys-
tem;

3.)Economic development, stress-
ing that local communities must be
willing to do things to getitand learn
what competitive means; and

4.) Environmental issues, such as
coal mining controls and chemical

limitations. Oilschlager stressed that
it was “‘not the Chamber's position to
oppose all environmental issues, but
to bring reason to them and (o give
the companies time to meet the con-
trols. We want to be part of the plan-
ning of such legislation and not just
reacting to it.”

Seven members of the Kentucky
Chamber, 20 members of the Floyd
County Chamber and two members
of the Johnson County Chamber were
present at the meeting.

Black Lung Bill passes
subcommittee test

A comprehensive bill that would
improve the benefits system for
miners suffering from Black Lung
and their widows has passed a key
House subcommittee, Congressman
Chris Perkins' office recently an-
nounced. The Black Lung Benefits
Restoration Act of 1991 passed in
almost identical form as it was intro-
duced at amarkup Wednesday of the
House's Subcommittee on Labor
Standards, Perkins said.

The bill as it stands now would
change the system in a number of
ways. Here are some highlights:

+Limits on Opposition Evidence:
Limits the evidence that any party
adverse to the claimant can submit
against him o0 one, single opinion
from a physician and only one X-ray
reading to supplement that opinion.

«Widows/Dependents: A widow
or dependent would receive benefits
if one of the following occurred: the
miner worked 25 years or more in the
mines; if the miner died in part or
whole from black lung; if the miner
was receiving black lung benefits or
had a favorable case pending when
he died.

+Attorneys: The bill would estab-
lish a fee system for attorneys and the
benefits paid o them. Attorneys have
frequently cited claimants’ abnor-
mally low approval rates (less than 5
percent of black lung cases are ap-
proved today) and the long delays in
case rulings as reasons why they are
reluctant to take them on.

A minor amendment to the bill
was offered by the subcommittee
chairman, Re. Austin Murphy, a
Democrat from Pennsylvania, re-
questing a study be done on the re-
search and development of artifical
human lungs.

The bill will now go to the full
Education and Labor Committee for
consideration where it will come
under closer scrutiny.

“The reality of this is that we're
going 1o have to find some way Lo pay
for this bill. The budget's not like
before when you could delay paying
for something until later. It's pay-as-

you-go now, and it will be very diffi-
cult to come up with a plan to finance
it. I'm going to do everything in my
power to keep it moving," Perkins
said.

The highway programs are partof Kentucky with adjoining states and

an immense $153.5 billion surface
transportation bill that was approved
atamarkup of the House Committee
on Public Works and Transportation,
The bill will set the parameters for
highway and mass transit construc-
tion in the United States for at least
the next decade, said a spokesperson
for Congressman Chris Perkin’s of-
fice.

A breakdown of individual high-
way programs included in the bill
which directly benefit Eastern Ken-
tucky is as follows:

*The Eas-West Transamerica
corridor — The coast-to-coast high-
way would run from California to
Virginia and follow the recommen-
dations made by area officials to have
it go through southern and southeast-
em Kentucky. Congressman Perkins
requested a feasibility study last year
for the interstate highway, known as
1-66 at that time, to pass within 25
miles of Hazard, Jenkins, and Pikev-
ille as it made its way through Ken-
tucky.

The new highway would, in ef-
fect, give Eastern Kentucky twomajor
east-west interstates, one in the north
(I-64) and the proposed one in the
south, This, said Perkins, “would
make the potential for development
practically endless.”

Funding would go toward the
engineering phase over the first five-
year period and then toward actual

)

make it a central transportation route
forthe southeastern U.S. The route of
the interstate has been set from Blue-
field to Williamson, W. Va. as it
travelsnorthalong the Tug Fork River
on the West Virginia side from Wil-
liamson to the I-64 connector near
Huntington.

However, the road’s course from
1-64 connector to Portsmouth, Ohio
has yet to be determined, with two
proposals being offered for the road’s
eventual path. One of them would
have thr interstate travel along the
Ohio Riveron that state's side until it
reaches Portsmouth. The second plan
would send the road through Boyd
and Greenup counties as it makes it
way to Portsmouth,

Along with the expected four-
laning of U.S. 23, it will be the sec-
ond major north-south artery serving
the region. Perkins said the general
route has already been mapped out,
meaning that construction would take
place on many parts of the road in the
next five years.

The bill will authorize highway
spending and will be subject w a
yearly review by the House Appro-
priations Committee, the full House,
and the Senate. It is expected o be
put on the fast track in the House,
according tocommittee staff sources,
who added consideration of the bill
on the House floor will most likely
take place as early as nexl week.

Part IV in a series: The Brezhnev Era (1964-1982)

The rule of Leonid Brezhney in
the U.S.S.R. will be remembered asa
time when Soviet influence was at its
height in world affairs. Ironically, it
was also an era of economic and
cultural stagnation in both the Soviet
Union and East-Central Europe.

Brezhnev was far less cruel than
Stalin but he was just as rigid in his
Marxist orthodoxy. He was firmly
committed to Soviet domination over
her satellites and he frowned upon
any hint of innovation, be it eco-
NOmic Or artistic.

Early in his reign as General Sec-
retary of the Communist Party in the
U.S.S.R., Brezhnev was confronted
with a crisis. The Czechoslovakian
Communist Party fell into the hands
of a reform faction led by Alexander
Dubeek in January 1968. Dubcek
promptly began to loosen the tight
state controls over the Czech econ-
omy and he lessened state censorship
in the areas of literature and drama.
These moves led to a brief flowering
of the arts in the capital of Prague and
to hope throughout the entire nation
that democratic reforms would soon
follow. After some hesitation,
Brezhnev decided to crush the liber-
alization movement in Czechoslova-
kia. On July 15, 1968, the Warsaw
Pact passed a resolution demanding
thatCzech leadersrestore order within
their country. A little over a month
later, Soviel troops in cooperation
with the armies of Hungary, East
Germany, and Poland invaded
Czéchoslovakia in order to enforce
strict conformity with the Soviet-
brand of Communism. Within short
order the Czech Communist Party
was purged of its reform members
and Gustav Husak, a political oppor-

tunist, was made General Secretary
of the party.

Brezhnev's actions in destroying
the Prague Spring made it clear that
real reform would not be tolerated
within the Warsaw Pact. The notion
of "socialism witha human face" was
alien to Brezhnev. Having lost hope
for political change within the estab-
lished system, the people of East-
Central Europe began to organize
outside the system,

On January 1, 1977, over 200 citi-
zens of Czechoslovakia published an
open letter to their govemmentknown
as Charter 77. In their words, the
Charter "is a free, informal, overt
community of people of divergent
convictions, variousreligious beliefs,
and different professions, united by
the will to contribute...1o the mainte-
nance of respect for civil and human
rights in our country and elsewhere
in the world." Members of the Char-
ter 77 movement, including writer
Vaclav Havel, were frequently har-
assed or thrown in prison but they
were never silenced.

In neighboring Poland, workers
remained restive due to a shortage of
consumer goods and a declining stan-
dard of living. Bloody riots broke out
in 1968, 1970 and 1976 but each time
the workers were crushed by Polish
security forces. During the summer
of 1980, Polish workers in the port
city of Gdansk began a strike (0 pro-
test new price increases for food
products. The strikers soon found a
spokesman in the person of electri-
cianLech Walesa. On August 31, the
Polish authorities agreed to the de-
mands of the striking workers and
allow them to establish the Solidarity
labor union.

Within a short period of time,
Solidarity gained ten million mem-
bers and it began to pubhish its own
newspapers which pushed for demo-
cratic liberties. The union also formed
an alliance with the Polish Catholic

Church which strengthened its posi-
tion in confronting the Communist
regime.

Brezhnev looked with disfavor
upon the Polish experiment with free
speech and he let the Polish govern-
ment know that if it would not move
against Solidarity, he would. In the
hope of saving Poland from invasion,
General Wojciech Jaruzelski seized
control of the government and placed
all of Poland under martial law.
Walesa and hundreds of other leaders
of Solidarity were thrown in jail.
Demonstrations of any kind were
quickly broken up by storm troopers
using tear gas and water hoses.

Even though Solidarity lost its
legitimacy in 1981, it continued to
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function secretly. In July, 1983 mar-
tial law was lifted but many of the
Solidarity leaders remained in prison
for another year, Throughout the
period of martial law, Poles contin-
ued a campaign of nonviolent resis-
tance to show their support for the
outlawed labor union. Workers would
observe moments of silence at their
factories, electricity would be myste-
riously cut off during certain times of
the day, and illegal publications were
preferred to official news releases.
Brezhnev proved he could control
the govemments of East-Central
Europe through the threat of Soviet
military action, but he was never able
to crush the spirit of the people he
dominated. But the time of his death

in 1982, central planning and a lack
of innovation were seriously crip-
pling the economy of the Communist
bloc. Those economic problems
would eventually impede-the ability
of the Soviet government to rule over
her satellites.

Sense Of Accomplishment Drives Clay
To Take Part In Bluegrass State Games

Bridget Clay, head girls basket-
ball coach at Prestonsburg High
School, recalled her days as a stu-
dent/athlete at the local high school
and remembered the days that she
won the regional women's track and
field long jumpand high jump events.
Those memories fired up the desire
in Clay to compete once again. So,
she signed up to take part in the past
Bluegrass Games in Lexington.

“I signed up for the high jump
event but decided not to take part
because I didn’t have any place t©
practice. I did get 1o practice my long
jump at Clark school.

Clay’s training and knowledge of
the field paid off for her as she
“brought home the gold” in finishing
first in the women'’s long jump witha

jump of 14-feet and 10-inches.

“The girl in front of me jumped
14-feet and seven-inches and I knew
I had to beat that,” explained Clay.
“So, on my second jump I landed at
14-feet and 10-inches.”

In the long jump event, a partici-
pant gets three chances to jump. Clay
recorded a jump of 14-feet and four-
inches in her first attempt and on her
final jumpshe had a 12-feet and eight-
inch jump.

Where the Boittom Line ls Less!
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Topwater Fishing can be Good
in Calm or Windy Conditions
Bass anglers everywhere love the
excitement of caiching fish on top-
water lures, where the explosion of a
strike is seen as well as felt. Many
describe it as one of bass fishing s
greatest thrills,
Whata lotof anglers don trealize,

says well-known tournament pro CLff

Crafl, is that topwater fishing can be
extremely effective in both calm and
windy conditions,

"*Most fishermen seem (o limit
their topwater fishing to one or the
other,” explains the Evinrude Out-
boards Pro Staff angler, “but all that
s needed is to change lures and you
can fish on both calm and windy
days.”

When a lake's surface is calm and
smooth, asit frequently is early in the
morning or late in the afternoon, Craft
suggests using quiet lures that do not
make a lot of commotion, Surface
plugs without propellers that can be
“walked” slowly across the water are
among the best choices.

"You want to work these lures
very slowly and deliberately,” says
Craft, “and when you do, you'll fre-
guently see bass come up under or
behind the lure and follow it.

“They Il strike at theirchosen time.
Iremember times where you received
far more strikes if you never moved
the lure atall. You just let the plug sit
there, and all of a sudden, about 20
seconds later, a bass would really
blast it.

“Those fish were sitting under the
lure watching and waiting until they
wanted 1o strike.”

Just the opposile seems true on
windy days, explains the Evinrude
pro. The most productive lures when
the water has a ripple or even waves
are very noisy plugs that create a lol
of commotion.

“] like to use chuggers that pop
and spit waterwhen you move them,”
says Craft, “ the propeller lures that
buzz and churn across the surface,
and I retrieve them fast with a lot of
action.

“Here, I believe you're exciting

the bass and are gelling reaction
strikes. Because the surface istough,
the bass may not see the lure as well,
so they rely more on their hearing.

“Strikes in rough water are often
very hard and savage, again possibly
because the fish don't see the lure
quite as well.”

As every topwater fisherman has
experienced, bass often miss when
they strike fast moving surface lures.
When this happens, Craft suggests
anglers stop the retrieve at that spot
because a second strike frequently
follows within seconds.

“If there is no second strike, you
may catch the fish by casting a plastic
worm into the same spot. If the fish
continually miss, you may consider
changing o a smaller version of the
same lure.”

PATIENCE IMPORTANT

WHEN CHASING BIG BASS

It may come as a surprise, but the
main ingredient in establishing a big
bass pauern doesn t include rods,
reels, or lures,

Instead, the mostimportant ingre-
dient is patience.

That’s the opinion of well-known
tournament pro Chff Craft, a former
Lake Lanier, Georgia, fishing guide
who has caught dozens of trophy-
sized bass.

“I believe patience is the mosl
important aspect of trophy bass fish-
ing because you often go hours with-
out a strike,” explains the Evinrude
Outboards Pro Staff angler. “You
start wondering if you're doing the
right thing, but you don’t know be-
cause you haven't caught anything.

“You just have 10 trust your in-
stincts and keep doing it.

As far as actual fishing techniques
are concerned, Craft offers several
suggestions: use big lures, work very
slowly, and fish the thickest cover
available.

“There is a lot of truth in the say-
ing, Big bass like big lures, so I change
1o spinnerbaits with larger blades,
jigs with longer trailers, or larger
plastic worms and lizards,” Craft
explains.

“These lures are simply too big for
small bass to hit, which 18 why you
can go hours withoul a single strike.
When something does finally hit, it's
abassthat is large enough to swallow
the offering.”

Fishing these lures slowly and in
extremely thick cover will put them
— and keep them — in front of big
bass.

“Large bass are notoverly aggres-
sive,” notes the Evinrude pro, “and
they usually stay in very heavy cover
where they can ambush their prey
more easily, :

*“You have 10 look for these areas,
and when you find them, fish much
more slowly than usual. I don’t be-
lieve big bass spend that much time
actually studying lures. They're just
not as active and you may have to
tempt them repeatedly before they
finally hir."

In addition to thick cover, says
Cralt, big bass are often found very
close to deep water dropoffs, such as
around ditches, creek channels, and
sleep points,

Make three depressions in the dry
mixture Into one, put the vinegar, in
another the vanilla and the oil in the
third. Pour water over all and stir
gently with a spoon. Be sure to cover
the entire pan bottom and go into the
corners So no pocket of dry ingredi-
ents remains unmixed.

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Mary Wi, extension home gar-
dening specialist with the UK Col-
lege of Agriculture, says that most of
your lomato problems are mostly poor
environmental conditions. A few of
these problems will include blossom
drop, sunscald fruit, blossom-end rot
and cracks in the fruits.

Blossom drop is caused by exces-
sively high or low night tempera-
tures, Most tomatoes will notset fruit
unless temperatures are between 55
and 75 degree Fahrenheit for at least
part of the night. This is seldom a
problem in this section of Kentucky,
since our summer night temperatures
seldom drop below 55% Sprays thal
supposedly prevent drop may help, if
the temperature does drop oo low.
Sprayed fruits often are misshaped
and seedless. If your tomato plants

are well mulched, the temperatures
will not do much, if any, damage.

Blossom-end rot is caused when
our weather conditions prevent the
proper distribution of calcium in the
plant. The result is a leathery spot on
the blossom end of the fruit. Low soil
moisture and hot dry winds causes
the calcium to move into the leaves
and by-pass the fruit. Frequent wa-
tering and (here again) a good deep
mulch will help prevent a tomato
problem. There is also a good spray
for this problem if all else fails.

Cracks in the fruit develop when
the fruit grows oo fast (yes, it can
grow too fast). Planting crack-resis-
tanl varieties, plus waltering and,
again, mulch will prevent rapid fluc-
tuations in the soil moisture, which
causes the rapid growth that causes
the cracks in the fruit.

Sunscald is often started by in-
sects, or defoliate plants, and the fruits
are then exposed 10 the sunlight,

Yellow or white patches develop as
symptoms of this problem. I never
support nor cage my lomatoes, and,
as | ry 1o keep them insect free by
mulching, | have few if any sunscald
tomatoes. .

What this information, which was
passed on to me to give the readers of
the “Cabbage Patch” column, is basi-
cally what I have been preaching all
along — water, mulch and feed your
plants by organically building up your
gardens with mulch and tilling in
green manure (grass or other plants)
and compost. I haven't really de-
cided which is the most beneficial —
compostor mulch. The mulch should
always betilled into the soil at the end
of the growing season and it then
becomes compost in the garden.

My neighbors’ tomatoes are be-
ginning o ripen and just guess who is
eating her fill of them (!!!), along
with fresh corn, cukes, squash, pota-
toes and onions.

The housing industry will experi-
ence steady growth the rest of the
year, bolstered by favorable mort-
gage interest rates and strong con-
sumer expenditures. As a result, ac-
tivity in the second half of 1991 will
be busier than that for the first half,
according to the latest monthly eco-
nomic outlook by the National Asso-
ciation of Realtors.

The association's July issue of the
“Outlook for the Economy and Real
Estate” predicts that sales of both
existing and new homes, as well as
housing starts, will increase in the
months ahead, setting the stage for
notably stronger growth in 1992,
Although housing activity in general
will remain below that for 1990, an
upturn in the industry will continue
10 lead the nation’s economy out of
the doldrums, the report notes.

The outlook anticipates gradual
declines in mortgage rates, due (o an
overall easing of concem over rising
inflation. “Since long-term interest
rates take account of inflation, the
fall in inflation should provide room
for these rates to fall,” the outlook
says. However, it notes that the Fed-
eral Reserve Board likely will not
substantially loosen its monetary
policy.

Second quarter data is expected to
show a 1026 percent jump in sales of
existing single-family homes from
the first quarter, rising from an annu-
alized rate of 3.093 million units to
3.420 million units, This likely will

be followed by an increase o arate of
3.487 million units and 3,558 million
units in the third and fourth quarters,
respectively. Sales of new single-
family homes are expected torise 5.0
percent from the first quarter rate of
464,000 units to a rate of 483,000
units in the second. Further increases
are predicted, to a rate of 502,000
units in the third quarter and a rate of
543,000 units in the fourth,

Increases in activity also are an-
ticipated for construction of detached
homes. Starts for single-family homes
are expecied toreach arate of 827,000
units in the second quarter, 847,000
unitsin the third, and 862,000 units in
the fourth. Multifamily construction
will continue to be constrained this
year by a credit contraction, the out-
look notes. However, it does predict
some easing of lending policies in
1992, which should boost both resi-
dential and commercial development.

Enclosed is a copy of the outlook,
which includes an economic com-
mentary by NAR Chief Economist
John A. Tuccillo.

» Housing starts are expected 1o
total 1.010 million units, dropping
15.3 percent from a year ago. A total
of 815,000 starts for single-family
units is expected, dropping 8.9 per-
cent from 1990. Starts for buildings
with two-to-four units are expected
to total 38,000, rising 0.1 percent
from 1990; and starts for buildings
with five or more units are expected
to total 157,000 units, falling 39.7
percent from 1990,

+ The national median existing-
home price is expected to reach
$99,200, rising 4.2 percent from last
year. The national median new-home
price is expected to be $122,000,
declining 0.2 percent from 1990.

« Interest rates for fixed-rate, 30-
year mortgages are expected o aver-
age 94 percent, down from 10.1
percent in 1990. Interest rates for
one-year, adjustable-rate mortgages
are expected to average 7.3 percent,
falling from anaverage of 8.4 percent
last year,

» The annual growth rate of the real
(inflation-adjusted) gross national
product(the total value of the nation’s
goods and services) is expected 1o
decline by an average rate of 0.2
percent, compared Lo an increase of
1.0 percent in 1990.

«» Consumer price inflation is ex-
pected togrow atarate of 4.3 percent,
compared to 5.4 percent in 1990,
