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Kentucky Power’s Big Sandy plant
iIs among nation’s largest utilities

The two generating units at Ken-
tucky Power's Big Sandy plant at
Lowmisa ranked among the 20 most
efficient fossil-powered units in the
pation in 1990,

The ranking, which compared Big
Sandy’s units o more than a thou-
sand umits among the nauon’s 100
largest electric utilities, was revealed
in an independent survey by Electric
Light & Power magazine in its Au-
gust issue.

“Such an achievement translates
into a major factor for our continuing
ability to hold down electric rates for
our customers,” C. R. Boyle, III,
Kentucky Power president, said.
“Rates for our residential customers
are currently 196th lowest among
customers of 215 electric utilities na-
tionwide, and Big Sandy's operation
isa very big reason. We are proud of
it and especially of our employees
who work at the plant.”

Boyle said that generating effi-
ciency is measured in terms of the
amount of heat required to burn coal
to generate electricity —the less heat
required the better. As an indication
of how efficient Big Sandy's units
really are, he said that the median
heat rate for all utilities in 1990 was
10,601 Btu. Big Sandy's Unit Two
wasrated at 9,061 Btu, fifth best, and
its Unit One was rated at 9,305 Btu,

17th best. The lower the Btu the more
efficient a unit is.

Big Sandy burns about 2 1/2 mil-
lion tons of eastern Kentucky coal
annually to generate electricity. Its
Unit One was completed in 1963 and
Unit Two in 1969. The plant has a

total generating capacity of 1,060,000
kilowatts.

Boyle added that Kentucky Power
is a part of the American Electric
Power System, and the entire AEP
System's heat rate in 1990 was sec-

ond best in the nation.

Thecommiltee's recommendation
differed with those proposed by Hager
and Frazier, The breakdown between
the administration and the budget
committee led to the appeal to the
state Department of Education’s fi-
nancial department,

were told to go to the central office
because ‘they can’t fire you.'

“We heard rumors from the busi-
ness community to ‘cool it" in public
and members were unnerved by
comments like ‘we know where your
husband works,”” Ratliff said.

A lack of information from ad-
ministrators was the major stumbling
block while serving on the budget
committee, Ratliff said.

Board member Tom Gish of
Whitesburg told those who spoke at
the meeting that the state board
members knew the citizens of East-
em Kentucky would tell them what
they needed to hear and that the right
of free speech should be protected.

“The commissioner should assign
someone to be obligated to protect
the basic right for parents, teachers
and school councils to speak out
without fear or intimidation,” Gish
said. “I’'m pleased to be able as board
member 1o reshape the progress of
education.

“We've heard it expressed how
there are ne (education) problems in
Eastern Kentucky. In four or five
Eastem Keniucky counties we have
hotheads thinking if they quiet re-
form, it will go away,” Gish said.
“Reform is up in the air. We'll lose
public support unless the system
changes drastically and quickly.”

Education Commissioner Thomas
Boysen told the audience not to de-
spair because the state department
believed in reform and intended 1o
see that it was implemented.

“We're making our listand check-
ing it twice,” Boysen said. “We will

take action when KERA is threat-
ened by sabotage. We have a lot at
stake.”

Floyd County Education Associa-
tion members Carol Stumbo and Bud
Reynolds asked the board what it
could dodifferently for Floyd County
than the previous state board.

“You ask what we can do differ-
ently,” said board member Helen
Mountjoy. “We can’t give you a list
of specific things we can do or make
you promises. We ask for your pa-
tience and ask you to watch. We're
not going to let this reform die.”

Boysen specifically mentioned
Floyd County as a potential target for
a similar review, referring to claims
made the evening before by residents
who alleged school officials here had
tried to hamper reforms and intimi-
date leachers and parents.

“To the degree that those clains
aretrue,” Boysen saidin the Wednes-
day press conference, “I would call it
sabotage.”

Boysen said the Boyd County in-
vestigation, which could be com-
pleted within ten days, would be the
beginning of an all-out effort to dis-
courage such sabotage.

“It is important in the next six
months,” Boysen said, “to seta tone
that these types of mismanagement
aren’t going to be tolerated.”

The commissioner said his depart-
ment was in the process of develop-
ing a Kentucky Education Reform
Act implementation plan for Floyd
County and he hinted that a deeper
investigation here could be in the

*Conventional toilet (manufac-
tured before 1978): 4-6 gallons per
flush.

*Water-saving toilet: 3.5 gallons
per flush,

*Low consumption toilet: 1.6
gallons per flush.

*Conventional showerhead
(manufactured before 1978): 3-10
gallons per minute. A five-minule
shower could take 15-50 gallons of

*Low-flow showerhead: 2-2.75
gallons per minute.

Education Commissioner Dr. Thomas Boysen used
some strong words of warning during a press conference
Wednesday in Prestonsburg, suggesting that his depart-
ment was shifting gears from neutral to high in the effort to
protect education reform from “sabotage.”

His comments camein reference to school management
problems in Boyd County and Floyd County, raised during
a meeting here of the state board of education.

“It is important,” Boysen said, “in the next six months to
setatonethatthesetypes of mismanagementaren'tgoing

to be tolerated.”

Actions, of course, speak louder than words, and we'll
have to wait a while longer to see if the commissioner is
willing to put some bite behind his bark.

That wait shouldn’t be too long, though, because a state
investigation into problems in Boyd County was initiated
Thursday. The outcome—a potential ouster of the Boyd
superintendent and school board members—will provide

the tale of Boysen's tape.

The Boyd investigation is the first for the newly reorgan-
ized state education department and it will, no doubt,
whatever the outcome, offer a signal to other districts
engaged in sabotage of the reform movement.

If the Boyd probe is successful in correcting problems in
that district, Boysen and company will have, indeed, set a

“tone” for intolerance.

Ifthe Boyd confrontation becomes just anothertoothless
bark, education reform in districts mired in politics will be

doomed to failure.

There's a lot riding on this first test of wills.
We shall see what we shall see.

Know the facts before buying
Medigap health coverage

Soon, shopping for an insurance
plan o supplement Medicare cover-
age will be almost as casy as shop-
ping for a car. This is good ncws,
according o Millord C, Maloncy,
MD, president of the American Soci-
ety of Internal Medicine (ASIM).
Medicare beneficiaries will finally
be able to compare prices for similar
kinds of policies and get the kind of
coverage they want. In addition, there
will be fewer kinds of these policies
Lo keep up with, easing the burden of
paperwork on everyone, leaving
doctors more time to spend with pa-
tients managing their carc, Dr.
Maloney said.

»

As gaps, limits and deductibles in
Medicare left more people with less
health coverage, the insurance indus-
try designed a new kind of insurance
to supplement Medicare. It soon
became common for senior citizens
to have some kind of “Medigap”
policy for additional coverage to fill
the gaps in Medicare, Unfortunately,
while many ol these policies olfer
extended coverage at a reasonable
price, there arc many morc that do
not. In fact, some people have been
talked into buying several policies —
muchmore than they need — for fear
of being financially wiped out by a
catastrophic illness or injury. To make
matters worse, there are thousands of
companies, each marketing a differ-
ent Medigap package, making il
almost impossible for the average
person 1o “shop around™ for the best
insurance value.

To cut through the confusion,
Congress stepped in last year and
ordered state insurance regulators o
develop standardized Medigap poli-
cies. The National Association of
Insurance Commissioners (NAIC) is
fulfilling this order by coming up
with 10 Medigap plans, which would
offer a range of options over and
above what Medicare will pay for.
Prices of the various plans will proba-
bly depend on the extent of coverage
— from a basic benefits package 10
more comprehensive policies, some
of which include prescription drugs
and hospital deductible coverage.

cies offer?

The core policy, as currently
drafted, will cover the 20 percent of
doctor [ees that the patient must pay
as “‘co-insurance.” Additionally, the
core policy pays for a limited supply
of blood, hospital costs for 61 to 90
days (after a deductible, Medicare
covers the first 60 days) and some
hospitalization beyond 90 days.

In general, the other nine policies
build on the core package, but each
offers diffcrent options. All nine, for
examplc, would pay the annual
Medicare deductible for hospital care
and medical emergencies during for-
eign travel. Three of the plans in-
clude prescription drug benefits, and
two even include payment for pre-
ventive services, such as tests and
vaccines,

Since the NAIC doesn’t have any
legislative power, these “model”
policies will next goto the states to be
enacted into law. If the individual
states fail to pass the law by
Congress's deadline (one year for
most states, two years in the few
states with legislatures that only meet
every other year) the Department of
Health and Human Services must
certify any Medigap policy written in
a state that hasn’t passed the NAIC-
approved models. After that, any
insurance company in the state that
sells an unapproved Medigap policy
can be fined up to $25,000.

Tips_for buving Med " 9
ance now

Rightnow, notall so-called Medi-
gap policies available mestminimum
standards set by the states — only
those that contain the words “Medi-
care supplemental insurance” do.
ASIM urges consumers to make sure
their agents explain what coverage
they now have and what their new
policy will cover. Cieck waiting
periods for pre-existing conditions
before changing policies. In many
cases, one policy should provide all
the supplemental coverage needed,
Always check oul the insurance
company with the state insurance
department and local Better Business
Bureau before buying a new policy.

Discovering how women. .
transformed American society

One hundred yearsago, American
women went [0 war against igno-
rance, squalor, poverty, vice, disease,
political corruption, abuse, exploita-
tion—and war itself. Fighting for a
better life for their own children and
those to come, they never dreamed of
a time when mothers would serve
virtually in the front lines of war.

Although they lost the fight for
pedce, the battles they did win in the
next three decades radically altered
the laws and the conscience of this
nation. Yet today, “mostpeople don't
know what the Progressive Era was—
much less the crucial role that women
played in creating the reform move-
ment that ransformed American life,”
says Edie Mayo, curator in the Divi-
sion of Political History at the
Smithsonian’s National Museum of
American History in Washington,
D.C.

“What is truly astonishing,” she
adds, “is the fact that they accom-
plished most of it without the power
to vote.”

After five years of research, Mayo
has restored this lost chapter of
American history in the museum’s
new permanent exhibition, “From
Parlor to Politics: Women of the
Progressive Era, 1890-1925." The
exhibition takes its name from the
fact that “women almost invariably
began organizing in their homes, their
own parlors,” Mayo says. “As they
organized and expanded their activi-

ties, they moved out to recreate par-
lorsin public spaces, firstin women's
clubs, later in suffrage parlors and
reading rooms, Eventually, in the
settlement house, they created a
domestic space wholly dedicated 1o
community service and political re-
form.”

In the last decade of the 19th cen-
tury, women rallied to the call of
activists like Charlotte Perkins Gil-
man. "“Are you satisfied with the world
as you find it?" she asked? The an-
swer—a resounding “Nol”—came
from women who saw the evils that
plagued American society: cramped
tenements and sweatshop labor in
cities flooded by immigrants; alco-
holism and vice; the threat of war;
squalid living conditions, rampant
disease and the lack of any provision
for public health; long hours, low
wages and dangerous working con-
ditions; child labor; an appalling in-
fant death rate.

“The improvement of the world is
ours to make,” Gilman proclaimed,
“Itis our duty as women, 10 bring our
motherhood to comfort and help
humanity—ourchildreneveryone...”
Women who were not content with
the world as they saw it grasped the
prevailing stereotype of woman as
wife, motherand guardian of the home
firmly by the hilt and wielded it as a
two-edged sword against the estab-
lishment. “They demanded reform
and change as necessities that would
enable them to continue their tradi-

tional roles as wives and mothers,”
Mayo says, “and took up ‘civic house-
keeping' on a grand scale.”

Mayo’s files—and the exhibition’s
walls—are full of compelling images
of these women and people who
sought to better their own lives. Here
are gaunt-faced men working in a
garment sweatshop and the corpses
of women killed in the infamous
Triangle Shirtwaist Factory Fire in
1911 when the locked doors of their
workshop barred their escape. Here
is S-year-old Edith picking cotton,
sun glinting on her blonde curls, She
is one of hundreds of thousands of
children who toiled in the fields and
factories or worked with their parents
athome in filthy tenements at simple
tasks like rolling cigarettes or mak-
ing paper flowers.

Frances Willard (1839-1898) lead
the largest women's organization of
the 19thcentury, the Women's Chris-
tian Temperance Union, which cru-
saded against alcohol and drugs—
and much more. Women were totally
dependent upon their hugbands. What
jobsthere were paid miserable wages
for long hours of work in horrible
conditions—with no provision for
child care. There was no escape from
violence orabuse. 'Only the women's
movements dared to talk publicly
about such things,” Mayo says.

“The WCTU pioneered the ideas
of day care, kindergartens, play-
grounds, job training for women and
an approach that was very similar o
the 12-step programs used today by
Alcoholics Anonymous and other
support groups,” Mayo says. “And
Willard recognized that alcoholism
was notan isolated problem. She told
her workers 10 ‘Do Everything' to
crusade for social justice.”

In 1909, Nannie Helen Burroughs
gave her National Training School
for Women and Girls in Washington,
D.C., the motto “We specialize in the
Wholly Impossible.” The school, a
model for many others, offered young
African American women a liberal-
arts education and more, Susan B,
Anthony (1820-1906) and Elizabeth
Cady Stanton (1815-1902) led the
drive for woman suffrage for five
decades, but did not live 1o see vic-
tory. Mary Breckenridge of the Fron-
tier Nursing Service sent nurse mid-
wives riding on horseback through
the woods of Kentucky in the 1920s.
Jane Addams founded Chicago's Hull
House, one of the first and most
important of the establishments of

Watson said the new technique to
bé used in the classrooms is in accor-
dance with new math standards na-
tionwide developed to raise the math
level of the nation's students, She
said a uniform math concept was
developed so students could become
more compelitive with other coun-
tries in relation to mathematics.

“If we can, as a whole, improve
our math skills we can improve the
economical situation of this coun-
try,” Watson said. “Mathusedtobe a
four-letter word. Now we can work
1o improve the attitudes of students
and be creative with math concepls
which will create excitement in math
classes."”

The concept includes teachers
using large computer monitors net-

worked to a computer and printer o
teach math classes in the school sys-
tem. Students having problems with
math, can receive individual, hands-
on training with the computers o
understand and work through math
problems. Students will also be pro-
vided with small calculators and each
class with have the use of a graphic
calculator to work through problems

involving the use of graphs.

“We are utilizing new technology
and new math standards being used
nationwide,” said Howard Burchell,
a math teacher at Prestonsburg High
School. “We will using model 50
IBM computers in all high school
math classes and every teacher will
know how to use this technology in
their classroom. It's just wonderful.”

RonRobinson, amath teacher and
instructor at the workshop, demon-
strated how (o solve simple math
problems and how to graph math
equations using the new technology.

“These programs will teach stu-

“dentsall the steps involved in solving

simple and complex math problems,”
Robinson said. “This is another tool
for teachers 1o enhance math classes
and students can also develop com-
puter skills. I think it will create a
new interest in math for students and
itwillrevive the lotal math program.”

The mathematics technology is
part of a series of math manipulatives
being introduced into the Floyd
County School System this year 1o
raise the level of math skills of stu-
dents in the system.

Loafer’s giory:

Transportation
in Appalachia

The most popular transportation
for young Appalachians in 1916 was
a mule. This farm animal served in
the fields along with its master, pull-
ing the plow, in order that the need
for huge amounts of food could be
met. Atnight this beast of burden was
often rode hard, in secrel, to Licking
Riverand back to purchase booze, by
the farmer’s sons. The owner of both
the mules and the boys did not know
why some mornings his plow animal
all but fell out of its stall, suffering
from exhaustion. On weekends these
animals wererodeto visit girl friends,
who might join the boys on the back
of the mule, so they could travel
farther to visitother youth. After they
married, this wounld continue to be
their mode of travel for many years,
until roads were better and they had
revenue to purchase a car. -

Here is a story of how the very
young achieved their need for trans-
portation, or to fill in hours of leisure
time. Our young people have shown
unusual abilities by building ma-
chines and solving problems from
scratch.

Bernard, "Chuggie”, Marlin,
Goose Creek, as a small boy in the
late 30s and early 40s, was an ace
soap box car builder. First he ook a
dynamite box, added ricycle wheels,
and guided it by tumning the front
wheels mounted on an axle, with his
feet. Chuggie'scousinRobert, “Bob”,
Martin, supplied the power by push-

ing.

As their model advanced in tech-
nology, they added an old gaseline
washing machine motor. This way
they could both ride. The driver
guided with his feet, the front wheels
were movable, and the passengerused
the hand brake, which applied pres-
sure lo the back wheels as needed. In
fact their brakes were hardly good
cnough to stop the thing after it got
started. As you can imagine, they
spent many hours working on their
car and often suffered mishaps, Joe
Taylor Gearheart of Prestonsburg
recalls how they dug up the ground
maneuvering their contraptions
around their grandfather, Malcom
Gearheart's house. Joe was too small
at the time to participate,

Soonother boys on the creek joined
in the fun. Grown people who drove
up Goose Creek in real cars, were
often met by a caravan of three or
four boy-operated dynamite box cars.
Chug passed the art onto his sons.
Johnnie Martin told me that his
brother, Bennie, developed his tal-
ents so much that he is now a jet
mechanic in Florida.

The story to cap all young people
inventions was told by Chester Tho-
mas of Rock Fork. Reliable sources
verified that it was true.

In fact many people recalled this
high achievement. Chester said his
brothers, Karu and John Gibson. and

some other boys once made an air-
plane and it actually worked!

The boys made a wooden box type
open cockpit to which they attached
wings constructed from pieces of
plywood, with sheets lacked over
them to catch the force of the wind,
For a motor they combined two old
talking machine (Victorola) springs.
They set it up so that when one ran
down it wound up the other tokeep a
permanent force to run the propeller.

As you might imagine the ques-
tion arose as 1o how they would stop

it. Their most successful model was
tied by a strong rope to a peg drove
deep in the ground in the center of a
large field. This way they could shout
down to the ground crew, who were
working therope, instructions neaded
toinsure a safe flight. One day it was

climbing too high up in the air, and

the pilot riding at the time, became
frightened and shouted for the ground
crew to pull him down. The decent
was too sudden. He crashed at the far
end of the field, near the hillside,
which enclosed the level field, and
broke his leg. The plane also suffered
damage, so the airplane fun ended
there.

Another invention by the Gibson
boys was 4 paddle wheel. When
placed in the branch (small running
stream) the water tumed it, generat-
ing electricity. Electrical wiring was
placed in their home. When they
wanted electricity, they hooked itup.
With a generator like that, you can
use various things 1o run it (o make
electricity. Many people added stor-
age cell batteries, so that when the
generator was not in use, they still
had electric power from the battery.

Mr. Thomas said that the boys
were always inventing something,

Some people had Delco units
which ran on natural gas. Of course
these were broughton (brought into
our region) and cost a lot. Others
were busy inventing in our area also,
Willie Frasure of Wilson Creek tells
in Mountain Memories, “Lets Go
Visit Willie" written by me, pub-
lished by Alice Lloyd College, June,
1982, how he built his electrical sys-
tem from parts of an old Ford car,
Willie said that he dreamed one night
how to hook up the fields just right to

make it work. Next day when he

made the connections, he was hold-
ing onto the wires and fire ran from
his toenails 1o his eye balls! The
Frasures had electric lights long be-
fore the power companies came into
this country. Many people came to
his house to see¢ his lights at night.
Young folks danced and kidsknocked
cans witha stick long after it got dark.

the setlement house movement, and
won the Nobel Peace Prize in 1931,

Instark contrast to the squalor that
surrounded them, settlement houses
served as communily centers, pro-
viding meeting places, medical serv-
ices, classes, child care and enteriain-
ment. The reformers, educators and
social workers who came 1o live in
the community—to be, as Helen
Cheever wrote in 1892, “good citi-
zens and good neighbors”—were
respected and trusted. And, Mayo
adds, “they didn’t commute home to
the suburbs. Hull House and its
counterparts in cities and rural areas
provided services badly needed lo-
d&)'."

Asorganizations grew at the local
and national level, women gained the
experience in administration and
organization that men learned on the
Jjob. They became sophisticated strate-
‘gists, Mayo adds. Forexample, when
a law against child labor was de-
clared unconstitutional (on the basis
that it violated the rights of employ-
€rs 1o make contracis), the undaunted
women's networks simply took an-
other tack. They succeeded in getting
childrenoutof the factories by launch-
ing acampaign to make school atten-
dance compulsory.

They also became masters of pro-
motion and propagandain a pre-elec-
tronic age, producing a wealth of
buttons, postcards and posters, hand-
bills, advertisements and slogans.
‘Women marshaled an armmy of fe-
male symbols to serve the cause—
from ministering angels and god-
desses to archetypes of Motherhood,
Liberty, Justice and Peace. One un-
forgettable image is a huge poster of
a haggard woman toiling at a sewing
machine, a baby at her breast, under
the headline “Sacred Motherhood.”

‘The reformers’” agendas varied,
but the same themes repeat; educa-
tion; health and hygiene in the home
and public health for the community:
pure food and drug laws; woman
suffrage; environmenial laws; tem-
perance; labor reform; children’s

Atlast, in 1920, American women
won the vote; in the same decade,
Mayo says, they “attempted the ulti-
mate reform—peace—on an interna-
tional scale.” Ironically, she adds, it
was in the '20s that the women’s
movementreceived a crushing, if not
quite lethal, blow. “Their power
threatened the military, industrial and
medical establishment, and a very
deliberate campaign was undertaken
to discredit women’s nelworks and
label them as part of the international
communist conspiracy.” The
woman’s movement remained effec-
tively crippled until the 1960s.

It is clear that the women cele-
brated in the exhibition—however
diverse their racial, ethnic, social and
economic backgrounds—shared a
faith in progress, for society and for
the individual. Looking back, Mayo
says, one is struck by how much they
accomplished and by how much
remains to be done—or needs to be
done again. Perhaps “civic house-
keeping,” like the domestic kind, is
never really finished.

RECEIVES ANONYMOUS LETTER.....

We received a letter this week (Wednesday) that was not signed
except from “Floyd County Boys and Girl’s Basketball Players.”
The letter dealt with the unfaimess of officiating in the Floyd
County Grade School tournament last year. One quote from the
letter was “We think it is a shame to practice hard for months and
then let two grown men decide who will win the game.” Again,
“The county tournament was disgraced by two teachers and a
local businessman that tried to referee and keep the time clock and
only made a mockery of this important event in the lives of young
boys and girls.” Unquote.

Refereeing basketball games is no easy matter. It is much
harder than it looks on the floor. It always easier 1o see the game
and the happenings of the game from the stands than it is on the
floor. I have been on both sides and believe it is not easy and
certainly not a thankful job.

However, I certainly believe also that with such an important
event as the Floyd County Grade School basketball tournament
(and it is as big of an event as there is in the county) the best
officials that can possibly be found should be.

The boys and girls that take to the floor to play the game of
basketball deserve the best that can be found. Our instructors and
educators owe that to them. And I believe that we have the finest
officials in the 15th Region right here Floyd County.

The problem with getting these qualified officials that have
been certified is the high school games that are going on at the time
of the grade school toumament. A problem exists here. When
grade school basketball begins in September and on into October
and November, each school is after the best officials they can find
in the county. They grab up the top officials, who have a chance
to pick up some extra money while awaiting the start of the high
school season. Once the high school season starts, the top officials
go another way and then the grade school programs have to get
whoever they can. Well, if the available officials are not really
qualified to call a game, then the coaches and principals of certain
schools have to grab whosoever.

Solution: Elementary coaches and principals should not use the
high school officials during the early months of the season and use
those that will be available at tournament time and see how they
perform and choose from that lottery of top officials.

Any official that calls the grade school tournament should have
no affiliation with any of the participating schools.

Personal safety of all ball players should be taken in account
when choosing an official. I do not know of any official, and I
know about all of them in the county, that would deliberately call
a biased game. However, if a referee is not in the game mentally,
then it can appear he is biased. Officials need to be in shape and
mentally alert to what is going on on the court. These young men
and women must have adequate officials for not only tournament
games, but regular season as well, Why not form a Floyd County
Officials Association and get the needed officials from that pool?

Until Wednesday, good sports everyone and be good sports.
