Plans call for the old Abigail 
Building, States Motel and Cato's 
Department Store to be turned into an 
arts and learning center, and a theater 
complextobcconstructedin thecity•s 

municipal parking lot. 
Mayor Ann Latta and Big Sandy 

ADD director Roger Recktenwald 
said the two facilities could be com­
pleted in less than three years. 

Recktenwald said the arts and 
learning center could be completed 
in 12-18 months if the city can suc­
cessfully negotiate the pwchase of 
the property. The second phase of the 
plan, the theater, could be constructed 
in 8-10 months, Recktenwald said. 

Mayor Latta said the architeclW'al 
fum should be able to provide coun­
cil with a brochure of the project after 
January 1, 1992. Latta said informa­
tion gathered from a feasibility study 
conducted on the project would speed

Compromise may 
end school strike

A comprise ending to a five-day 
strike by Floyd County school em­
ployees could be reached Thursday 
during a special meeting of the Floyd 
County Board of Education. 

The special meeting was called to 
eons1dt.J' tie>ard recogniuon or a pro­
posed Floyd County aassified Em­
ployee Association (FCCEA) as a 
collective bargaining agent for the 
school system•s cooks, bus drivers, 
custodians, clerks and mruntenance 
personnel. 

Organization and recognition of 
the FCCEA appears to be a compro­
mise between striking employees, 
who have sought union represcntn­
tion, and the school board, which has 
repeatedly declined to acknowledge 
employee desires to be represented 
by the Teamsters. 

If approved Thursday, the newly 
formed FCCEA would represent the 
concerns of classified employees m a 
manner similar to the FCEA, which 
represents the system's teachers, and 
the FCAA, which represents school 
administrators. 

All but one school bus driver went 
back to work Tuesday, said trnnspo­
ration director Earl D. Ousley. The 
lone hold out, Neal Clevenger, said 
Tuesday he would not return to his 
job until a hearing is conducted Fri· 
day, September 27, on a restraining 
order issued against the strikers last 
Friday in Johnson Circuit Court. 

About 24 of the 75 striking bus 
drivers defied the coun order to re­
turn to work on Monday but school 
attendance figures increased to 78.3 

percent, said assistant superintendent 
Pete Grigsby on Monday. Attendance 
rates last week averaged around 50 
percent. Attendance Tuesday was 
about 90 percent. 

The district planned to "double 
up" bus runs Tuesday and have an 
one·hour delay in picking up high 
school students. But, with the strik­
ing drivers returning to work Tues­
day morning, the district opted to 
have classes on a regular schedule.

Time up soon for 
county jail plans

Floyd County Fiscal Court mem­
bers have until the end of the year to 
submit a plan for the construction of 
a new jail to the state Corrections 
Cabinet before any action is taken by 
the state to close the current facility. 

Floyd Jailer Lawrence Hale in­
formed the court at Friday's fascal 
court meeting that he had received a 
repon from the Corrections Cabinet 
abouttheconditionofthejailandthat 
action needed to be taken to the issue 
before October 10. 

"It's (the state repon) about the 
same as it's been in the past," Hale 
told the court. "But, the things we've 
had waived in the past, the letter said 
they won't waive them again," Hale 
said. 

J.T. Fraley. directoroflocal facili­
ties for the Corrections Cabinet, said 
Tuesday that he had not reviewed the 
latest inspection report on the jail, but 
the key issue in the matter is that the 
county is working toward the con­
struction of a new facility. 

"We do know there are plans 
underway for a new structure, "Fraley 
said. "As far as I know, the plans 
won't be available until after thefli'St 
of the year. We won•t take any fur­
ther action until the plan is announced. 
It's an ongoing problem (the condi­
tion of the jail), but it would be more 
feasible to vacate the present facility 
rather than try to bring it into compli-
ance."

When the weather gets colder, 
people aren't the only creatures who 
scurry indoors for warmth, shelter, 
and food. You may very well find a 
"mousequest" before the winter ends, 
accooting to Les Curry, manager of 
the Middlesboro Service Center of 
Terminix International. 

"This is the time of year when we 
startgettingalotofcallsaboutmice," 
Curry says. "Many people are sur­
prised to have a mouse problem in 
clean, modem homes, but they 
shouldn't be. Mice seek warmth by 
crawling through (qmdation cracks, 
attics, around pi~-any nook and 
cranny they can squeeze through." 

Mouse proof Your Home 
To close off as many routes as 

possible, Curry suggests keeping 
garage doors closed, fixing obvious 
cracks in walls and floors, storing 
garbage and pet foods in tightly cov- • 
ered containers, and sealing other 
possible entry points with steel wool. 
Miceespeciallyliketohideinkitchen 
cabinets, where warmth and food are 
both readily available. 

Buildings near open fields and 
with high grass or other vegetation 
around the perimeter are especially 
attractive to mice, notes Curry. 

Conventional "snap" traps work 
well if they are correctly baited and 
placed, Curry explains. ''First, make 
sure you place the trap where the 
mouse will likely be," he says. "Look 
for mouse droppings, holes in insula­
tion, or nibbled food. Since mice move 
mostly at night, look for these clues 
left while you were asleep."

athletic, according to Curry. For in­
stance: 

• Two mice can multiply into 100 
in as little as four months. 

• Mice can drop as much as 20 to 
50 feet without injuring themselves, 
and can climb, too. 

• Mice can hear twice as well as 
humans, and can sense motion up to 
50 feet away. 

• Mice can swim up to one-half 
mile, and have been known to tread 
water for three days. They can even 
survive being flushed down a toilet!

According to striking bus drivers, 

while you played golf Saturday, 
September 14 with old-what's-his­
name, they and the UMW A stopped 
Transportation Director Ed Ousley 
from giving potential substitute driv­
ers a week's worth of training in a 
single day. The Times didn 'tcover it. 

While you and your family flew 
off to LA, confusing bits of informa­
tion about school and bus schedules 
flew around Floyd County. Compared 
to the coverage given to the teachers' 
strike and strike threats, the space 
given classified personnel wa.S negli­
gible. 

Is it because classified personnel 
don't have the bucks for full-page 
advertising as FCEA has? Or is it 
because a teacher strike and threat 
stories were com posed primarily from 
press releases rather than reporters' 
coverage? 

Last year, through no choice of 
their own, classified personnel went 
wtthout work or pay because the 
teachers chose to strike. This year, 
these same people have already lost 
seven days' wages and are risking 
their very livelihood to stand up for 
themselves and our children's safety. 

While other school systems can­
celed classes and worked weekends 
to resolve their issues in a few days, 
our system has guaranteed continued 
chaos by refusing to talk with its 
employees, setting court dates more 
than a week away and wasting 
$250,000 of next year's funds. 

While school officials wait for the 
courthearing,ourchildren wait in the 
dark and rain for buses promised by 
Earl Ousley on TV and radio that 
may or may not appear. It is doubtful 
that any of our children have received 
the required six hours of instruction 
since September 12. Parents and 
children alike worry what will hap­
pen instruction and grade-wise to 
children who aren't in school and 
whether those who are in school might 
be the victims of strike-related vio­
lence. All of us are glued to the radio 
and TV in hopes of hearing the latest 
but mostly we learn nothing. 

The Floyd County school system 
has successfully wasted a quarter of a 
million dollars in eight days and 
simulmneously distracted us from 
other pressing symptoms of its in­
competency - the need for '91-92 
school budget (a special board meet­
ing will be needed if the October I 
deadline is to be met); the need to 
replace financial officer Russell 
Mount Frazier who resigned in June; 
the fact that most of our schools are 
not in compliance with 704 KAR 
4020 S<X:tion 4; and the realities that 
our children's test scores, auendance 
and dropout rates have worsened. 

If the Times and other media 
continue to ignore classified workers 
the same way their bosses, the supcr­
mtendcnt and school board have, most 
of us will remain ignorant and neces­
sary changes will be delayed. All of 
us will suffer, .but our children are 
suffenng and will suffer most!

People in Eastern remember Uncle Ferd 
by Barbara P. Martin 
Every once-in-a-while a man will 

emerge, who has such esteemed ways 
and high qualities of life, that he is 
remembered long after he has ex­
pired. This is the case of Uncle Ferd. 
To many of our Eastern residents, he 
was really uncle, but to most of us he 
was our good friend. Both friends 
and relatives have requested that we 
exhume his memory and tell others 
about him. May we present to you our 
beloved Uncle Ferd Stephens. 

Those who were the closest to 
him, and loved him the mosL, might 
be surprised to hear his complete 
name.

With his 
loaded baskets, one on each arm, he 
soon overtook and then left them 
behind.

With no air conditioners, the 
wann, humid weather caused many 
to nod and doze. 

Some of us recall the time when 
we gave him a terrible fright. The 
Maytown School was being rebuilt; 
The workmen, putting tar on the roof 
of the new building had lost small 
bits over the edge, which was quite 
pliable and jet black in color. At 
evening recess we gathered enough 
to mold what looked exactly like a 
shiny black snake. 

Upon arriving at Eastern, we saw 
Uncle Ferd sitting on the front porch 
of Bailey's Store, so we went for a 
fun session. When he was looking in 
another direction, we eased the black 
tarsnakearoundhisshirtcollar. When 
it slid around his right shoulder he 
saw it! Immediately he jumped up in 
fright. When we saw how scared he 
was, we were very sorry. We had 

expected only a laughing session, but 
our detailed workmanshiphadcaused 
him to believe it to be real! 

Recently I learned that Uncle Ferd 
had a twin brother, Monroe. Re­
search revealed that he had taken a 
trip to Olive Hill for a visit with him. 
Upon arriving there, he began to 
inquire around as to where Monroe 
lived. They must have been identical 
because the person whom he asked 
stared at him a long time with some 
disgust and then said, "aw, Monroe, 
quit trying to make people think that 
they don't know who you are be­
cause you shaved off your beard!"

Uncle Ferd holds his suitcase, Rhoda 
her hat, and her son Baisden Osborne 
smiles about the prospects of visiting 
a relative.

Their 
agricultural efforts paid off in good 
living. 

On warm evenings Uncle Ferd 
could be seen sitting on the shady 
side of his little house resting. Be­
sides his vegetable sales, he also grew 
fruit to be marketed in the same 
manner. Boys coming from school---------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------

Everyone like Uncle Ferd. He had 
a deep voice. When he spoke, he 
added humor to the conversation. All 
the kids in Eastern loved him. He 
joked with us. Whenever we saw him 
we were ready for fun. 

. Uncle Ferd was a farmer. He re­
sided with a sister, Aunt Susan Allen, 
at the mouth of Goslin's Creek. A 
small house a short distance from 
Aunt Susan's was the residence of 
our Uncle Ferd. The farm enclosed 
huge bottomlands, forests, fruit or­
chards, barns and many farm ani­
mals. Ferd helped in all these areas. 
He was very strong, yet he was a very 
kind person. 

Charles E. Martin, Sr. of Checo­
tah, OK recalls how Uncle Ferd use 
to pack two bushel baskets with fresh 
vegetables, which he carried over the 
hill to Garrett to sell to the house-
wives there. Garrett was a mining 
town,and farm products were in great 
demand. 

made raids on his orchards beside the 
road. Sometimes he hid in the tall 
grass nearby. When they got into his 
apple trees he would raise up and say, 
"Get out of my apples, boys!" in his 
deepest, gruffest voice. The boys were 
so frightened, they ran as fast as they 
could down the road which led to 
their homes. Ferd threatened to cut 
off their ears if they did not stop 
stealing apples, in an attempt to pro­
tect his source of income. 

At times when work was light at 
AuntSusan's,Ferdwentonhisrounds 
visiting relatives. The common way 
to get around was to waDe on your 
own two feet. A nephew told how 
Ferd would stop with his sister, 
Rhoda, for lunch, goon tfl his brother, 
Bascom's for supper, and then con­
tinue his trip farther the next day or 
return home that evening. Usually by 
the time he returned home, he had 
visited his sister, Bernie Gayheart, 
and many relatives in Maytown. 

As was the way in those days, he 
spent some time loafing on the store 

porches in Eastern and Maytown.

Q- I am a divorced veteran. Can 
my ex-wife force me to maintain her 
as my beneficiary on my Department 
of Veterans Affairs (VA) life insur­
ance policy? 

A-Under yourGovernmentLife 
Insurance contract, you have the right 
to designate or change a beneficiary 
at any Lime. You can do this without 
the knowledge or consent of your 
designated beneficiary or beneficiar­
ies. The United States Supreme Court 
has ruled that state courts cannot 
restrict your right to make changes to 
your beneficiary designation. Any 
changes must be made by submitting 
your written designation to the De­
partment of Veterans Affairs. 

Q - I retired from the Army in 
March 1988 after 20 years of service. 
I was told that I am not eligible for GI 
Bill education benefits because I re­
tired before July 1, 1988. Is this true? 

A - A recent decision by the 
Department of Defense allows those 
who were involuntarily retired be­
tween January 1, 1988, and June 30,

A-There is no time limit; how­
ever, the date of application is a fac­
tor in establishing the effective date 
of payment Claims approved within 
one year of separation are retroactive 
to the date of separation. Thereafter, 
the effective date is the date the claim 
is filed. 

Q - What happens if I fail to 
make the payments on my home loan 
guaranteed by the Department of 
Veterans Affairs (VA)? 

A-Failure to make payments on 
the loan may lead to foreclosure and 
the loss of your home. If the govern­
ment is required to pay a claim as the 
result of failure to repay the loan, you 
may become indebted to the govern­
ment for the amount of any such

Professor presents 
paper on Africa 
Dr. Nnamdi Anosike, professor of 

sociology at Prestonsburg Commu­
nity College, recently presented a 
paper at the Annual Symposium of 
the Center for African Studies at Ohio 
State University.

A sole propricLOrsh1p 1s an unin­

corporated business owned by one 
individual who geL<; to make all the 
dectsions, run the business, and keep 
the profits. But with sole control 
comes sole responsibility. A sole 
propricLOr is personally liable for the 
obligations of the business. 

A partnership is like a sole pro­
prietorship except that it is owned by 
more than one person. Like a sole 
proprietorship, partners arc insepa­
rable from their business. The advan­
tage of a partnership is that it often 
opens the door to increased capital , a 
greater diversity of skills, and even a 
heightened busmess energy. 

A corporation IS a legal entity 
diSLJnct from those parties or mdi­
viduals that own it. As such, corpora­
Lions offer limited liability. The 
owners of a corporation arc iL<; stock­
holders, who collect part of the busi­
ness' profits. You will want to con­
sult with an attorney or a CPA who 
can advise you on the best structure 
for your business. 

THE BUSINESS PLAN 
Experts often compare a business 

plan to a road map: it idcmifies the 
who, what, where, when, why and 
how of a busmess. A busmcss plan 
can help you organize your thoughts 
and observations, point out potential 
problems that reqUire more thought 
and analysts, and guide you through 
a maze of bustness decisions.

Layoffs in the coal fields make 
headlines, but the image of a de­
pressed job market in the coal indus­
try is not necessarily accurate. Jobs 
arc available for those !rained and 
prepared to do them, says a Univer­
sity of Kentucky minmg engineering 
professor. 

"A need exists for technically 
Lrained and efficiency-minded indi­
viduals," said G.T. Lineberry, direc­
tor of the Kentucky Mining Engi­
neering Scholarship program at UK. 

"The mining industry continues 
to seck technically trained engineers 
to look for innovative ways to in­
crease production, safety and effi­
Ciency of cxistmg mines and prepara­
tion plants," Lineberry said. 

Also, there will be a need within a 
few years to bring new mines on line 
to maintain production to offset the 
lost output from the "working out" of 
existing mines, Lineberry said. 

UK offers 25 scholarship oppor­
tunities for mining engineering stu­
dents from throughout Kentucky that 
range from $1,000-2,000 per semes­
ter at the Lexington Campus, and 
$500-600 at community colleges. 

Last year, UK mining engineering 
students recci vcd more than $100,000 
in financial aid. 

Funding for scholarships and 
grants-in-aid comes from the UK 
Center for Applied Energy Research, 
and is supplemcnte.d by corporate 
scholarships, private endowments and 
professional society scholarships.

We Know Our History­
But What of the Future? 

Who was Jenny Wiley? 
Almost any resident of Eastern Kentucky can tell you of the 

pioneer woman who was an Indian captive and, after months of 
harrowing experiences, made her escape to a white settlement. 

And most of us of the region also can tell you that Blockhouse 
Bottom, in the southern edge of Johnson County, only a few hundred 
yards from the Floyd-Johnson line, was the refuge that Jenny Wiley 
almost miraculously found. 

Fewer of us know that the site of the old blockhouse, the first 
white settlement in the Big Sandy region, is today a part of the 
runway of Combs Airport, its artifacts, even its spirit, buried 
beneath concrete. 

This spot was the first toehold the white man held in all the 
eastern region of Kentucky. Known as Harman's Station, it ante­
dated Boonesborough. Daniel Boone visited Harman's Station be­
fore he ever saw the rolling Great Meadow that was the Bluegrass. 

The spot is recognized downstate and in official circles for its im­
portance in the history of the state. But we to whom its name and 
story have become commonplace, do little or nothing to leave any 
evidence for future generations of what took place there. 

A replica of the old blockhouse could be built-the exact site and 
dimensions of the little log fort are known-and ~lockhouse Bot­
tom, or Harman's Station, could become, as it deserves to be, 
another Kentucky shrine. Jenny Wiley Festival Board has appointed 
Frances Brackett as Chairman to head the proposed project to 
rebuild Harmon Station as close to its original site as possible.

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Coal mine deaths drop in first half of 1991 
Thenumbcrofcoal mining deaths 

in the United States dccrc.ascd while 
the rate of fatalities per toLal hours 
worked during the first half of 1991 
remained unchanged compared to the 
same period of 1990, the Labor 
Dcpanrncm · s Mine Safety and Health 
Administration (MSHA) has an­
nounced. 

In metal and nonmetal (non-coal) 
mining, both the number of deaths 
and the rate of fatalities decreased for 
the first half of 1991 compared to the 
same period last year. 

"It's gratifying to sec that coal and 
non-coal fatalities are down the fl!st 
half of 1991 compared to la'lt year at 
this time," said Bill Tattersall, assis­
tant secretary oflabor for mine safety 

and health. "But the industry still 
must make a significant improve­
ment in its safety record if we are to 
meet our goal of zero fatalities by the 
year2000." 

Following are some other safety 
statistics and comparisons for the coal 
mining business: 

• The rate of fatal injuries in coal 
miningwas.04per200,000employec 
work-hours during the first half of 
1991. This compares with .04 for the 
frrst half of 1990, .04 for all of last 
year and .03 for the first half of 1989. 

• Thirty -one miners were killed on 
the job through June of this year 
compared to 33 during the same pe­
riod of 1990,66forall oflastyearand 
25 for the first half of 1989.

This year the school has enrolled 
24 boarding students from Perry, 
Floyd, Leslie, Pike and Boyd coun­
ues in Kentucky and Wilfiamson, 
West Virgmia. "We get calls from a 
number of communities in Kentucky 
and other states requesting full-time 
boarding (seven days a week)," said 
Balkcom. "We offer only the five­
day boarding plan which requires 
parents to pick up their children on 
Friday and return them on Sunday 
night." 

Since JBS 1s on a college campus, 
students have the advantage of cn­
rolhng in college classes beginning 
their junior year with a 3.0 grade 
pomt average. The college library is 
another plus for the students. 

New courses added to the curricu­
lum thisyearincludeLatin,advanced 
government, advanced economics 
and sociology for juniors. 

Seventeen full-time staff mem­
bers hve and work on the campus. 
Coy and Ann Samons arc among the 
hard-working faculty at the school. 
Coy, who is athleuc director, coach 
and teacher, is enthusiastic about his 
work. "It's been a very positive situ­
ation. Students come to learn. You 
can teach without interruptions, and 
there are vinually no discipline prob­
lems," he said. 

Ann JS guidance counselor, cheer­
leader and mock trial coach, and 
teaches chemistry and advanced bi­
ology. "We have kids whose parents 
suppon us 100 percent and take a 
positive, active role in the life of the 
school. The students want to be here 
and it shows by therr attitude," she 
surm1scd. 

Balkcom is delighted with the new 
staff members this year.

Spinney is a graduate of West Point, 
with a masters degree in Eng I ish from 
the University of North Carolina.

Pikeville College·s 
enrollment increases 

The number of students enrolled 
at Pikeville College this fall is up 
significantly from last year, accord­
ing to President William H. Owens. 
Even more significant, Owens said, 
is the increase in full-time students 
-8.5 percent more than in the fall of 
1990. 

Enrollment at thecollegehas been 
increasing steadily for the past seven 
years, Owens said. "This steady 
growth is good for the college," 
Owens said. "At a time when the 
college itself is growing, with the 
addition of the new library and other 
projects on campus, we are pleased to 
welcome these new students." 

The headcount - the number of 
students who had registered at the 
close of registration September 4 -
is 1,001 thissemester,compared with 
972 last year. After early withdraw-

als, 959 students started the fall 
semester at the college, Owens said. 
There may still be some late addi­
tions and withdrawals. 

Ofthe 1,001 registering, 109were 
part-time students, down from last 
year's 150 part-time students, and 
892 planned to attend full-time, up 
from 822 last year. The full-time 
equivalent-the number of full-time 
students plus the number off ull-time 
credit loads carried by part-time stu­
dents-totals902afterwithdrawals, 
up a significant5.6 percent from last 
year. 

"There are more residential stu­
dents this year as well," said Wayne 
C. Finkel, director of planning evalu­
ation and institutional research for 
the college. "Last year, 238 students 
lived in the dorms; this year we have 
265."

The only way a hunter may legally 
take more than one buck this season 
ts if he or she is drawn for a quota 
hunt. Deer taken on quota hunts are 
considered bonus deer and do not 
count against the one buck per hunter 
limit or the season limit of two deer 
per hunter. 

Ltmiting all hunters to one buck 
per season will help the Kentucky 
Deparunent of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources (KDFWR) maintain its 
management goal of providing an 
appropriate deer supply, and a 
healthy, high quality herd. More 
bucks will attain a larger size and 
more antlerless deer will be taken to 
control herd growth where needed. 

The 1991-92 Kentucky Deer 
Hunting Guide, which provides in­
formation about the deer seasons, 
lists the zone and tag restrictions for 
the November 9-18 segment of the 
deer season under the General season 
section of the guide. However, some 
muzzleloader deer hunters may no­
tice that this requirement is not com­
pletely clear in the information pro­
vided in the portion of the guide 
regarding muzzle-loading hunting. 
Hunters who may have questions 
about the deer season should contact 
the KDFWR at (502) 564-4336 
Monday through Friday 8 a.m. to 
4:30p.m.

Traditionally, hunters have been 
reluctant to take does. However, too 
many antlerless deer in the herd can 
cause several problems including 
lowering the quality of bucks and 
jeopardizing the overall health of the 
herd. 

The one buck limit also allows all 
deer hunters to share more equally in 
developing quality opportunities in 
Kentucky. 

Bow and muzzleloader hunters 
took 20 percent of all deer harvested 
last season, and the percentage is 
expected to increase because both 
shooting methods are growing more 
popular. Last year's muzzleloader 
hunters netted 1,048 does and 3,201 
bucks. Many of the bucks taken dur­
ing the two day segment in October 
were older deer. Limiting modern 
flfearms users to orie buck and reduc­
ing the hunting pressure on antlered 
deer for the past two years is the main 
reason these older bucks were pres­
ent. 

CLARIFICATION IN 1991-92 
DEER HUNTING GUIDE 

This year, the General (gun) sea­
son for deer is November 9-18 
throughout most of the state. Some 
counties in Eastern Kentucky have a 
shorter general (gun) season, due to 
lower deer populations. 

DEADLINE APPROACHING 
Are you one of the many who plan 

to apply to waterfowl hunt on the 
Ballard or Sloughs wildlife manage­
ment areas this season? If so, don't 
delay. You have until September 30 
to obtain and return your completed 
application.

STEEL OR LEAD SHOT? 
As most hunters are aware, steel 

shot is now required statewide for all 
waterfowl hunting. Waterfowl hunt­
ers must not use, or have in their 
possession,lead shotshells which are 
toxic to waterfowl. 

While lead shot is legal for small 
game hunting,thosc who hunt squir­
rels, rabbits, quail and other small 
game species with lead shot must 
remember not to shoot at waterfowl 
even though the season may be open. 
If you're hunting with lead shot, and 
happen to test your shooting skill at a 
passing wood duck, you are now 
waterfowl hunting and in violation of 
the steel shot requirement. 

Be safe and legal, if you think you 
might come across a duck or two 
while hunting small game, make sure 
you carry use only steel shot

TRY CREEKS AND RIVER 
FOR SUMMER BASS 

If you're looking for a pleasant 
alternative to big-lake bass fishing 
lhis month, consider fishing a creek 
or river. 

With current present, the water 
will be well-oxygenated so the fish 
will be more active; the current will 
be washing down a steady supply of 
food so the bass will likely be in a 
feeding mood; and best of all, the 
fishing will be easy. 

"Rivers and creeks do offer an 
excellent choice for bass fishing in 
the hot weather," notes Evinrude 
Outboards Pro Staff member Guy 
Eaker, "but lure presentation can be 
critical. 

"Because of the current, bass 
position themselves in very specific 
places, and if you don't get a lure into 
those places, you won't catch many 
ftsh," he continued. 

"The key," explains Eaker, "is 
making certain your lure always 
comes downstream with the current. 
Don't try to cast and retrieve up­
stream ·or against the flow of the 
water. 

"The way I like to fish current is to 
float backwards downstream," says 
the Evinrude pro. "By this, I mean I 
have the bow of my boat facing up­
stream, butllet the current take me 
downstream. I use the trolling motor 
only to keep the boat in the proper 
casting position." 

Eaker's casts are upstream paral­
lel to the shoreline. Each retrieve 
then brings his lure downstream natu-

rally with the current. This tactic al­
lows him not only to cover a lot of 
productive water, but also to put his 
lures in the proper spots. 

"Bass in current often position 
themselves behind obstacles like 
rocks and logs so they don't have to 
fight the force of the water con­
stantly,'' says Eaker. "They'refacing 
upstream so they see food come past, 
and other food gets washed into the 
quiet eddy areas where they're stay­
ing. 

"By casting upstream, my lure 
follows the same path of the natural 
food, and I can also guide it into the 
protected areas where the bass may 
be holding." 

Eaker s favorite stream and river 
current lures include small spinner­
baits, crankbaits, and plastic worms. 
He particularly likes the soft plastic 
lures because he can hop them up and 
down along the bottom, or, by raising 
his rod tip, simply let the current 
wash them downstream at mid-range 
depths.

The outboard service experts at 

OMC recommend all boaters care­
fully check their propellers for bent 
blades and "dings." Even minor 
damage to a propeller can result in 
damage to gearcase bearings. Use a ' 
file to remove small burrs and nicks 
from aluminum or stainless steel 
props, but if a blade is bent, take it to 
a marine dealer for repairs. You may 
consider changing to a stronger stain­
less steel propeller if you regularly 
run your boat in areas with stumps, 
logs or shallow water.

When I first went to Caney Creek 
CommunityCenter(now Alice Lloyd 
College), I hadn't known that it was 
possible to experience the homesick­
ness that I felt. 

Coming from Bonanza, on Abbott 
Creek, where we'd all known one 
another during our entire lives, and 
an atmosphere of humility and friend­
liness prevailed, I was completely 
unprepared for the different world I 
found at the end of that long, cold, 
rainy. journey of eight hours, in a 
covered mail wagon. 

There, I met Alice Lloyd, from 
Boston, one of the most (if not the 
most) brilliant persons I had ever 
known, who, although she wore skirts 
and middies like the school girls, and 
twisted her hair on the top of her 
head, and showed no signs whatso­
ever of having "a proud bone in her 
body," was placed by students on a 
pedestal far higher than the tallest 
mountain in our beloved Eastern 
Kentucky. 

Then, there was "June," from New 
York State-"a born leader, if there 
ever was one," who wore silk and 
satin dresses, adorned with heavy 
jewels, and, as the "Voice of Author­
ity" for the school was 

who, after being widowed early in 
life, with a daughter and three sons to 
raise, had taken them to "Caney," 
where all of them had enrolled in 
school ... she in high school, and the 
children in the grades. It was evident 
that "Ma" was a favorite of Mrs. 
Lloyd's and June's, both of whom 
she worked with closely, and, human 
nature being as it is, it would have 
seemed natural that she would appear 
a little superior to the rest of the 
students- a little "stuck up." 

But not her. 
Wearing student uniforms, she 

could be seen everywhere - work­
ing In the campus laundry; checking 
students' rooms for neatness; going 
in and out of administrative offices; 
breaking up fights between some of 
the grade school boys; sitting in class­
rooms. 

She was our link with the school 
administration, and I feel it was Mrs. 
Lloyd's and June's treatment of Ma 
and her children that caused me to 
begin to realize that those two women, 
who were trying to do so much for all 
of us, didn't want to be placed on 
pedestals, then C.C.C.C. started feel­
ing pretty much like home. 

And this feeling was nurtured 
throughout the years, as Alice Lloyd 
and June Buchanan sent clothes to 
my family and me, when Carl and I 
were students elsewhere, and Christ­
mas "pretties" to our school children, 
and our Judy and our Susie were 
referred to by Mrs. Lloyd as "Caney's 
Grandchildren." 

So ... to the one, who as the photo­
graph shows, recently turned 96 years 
young, I would like to give thanks for 
helping me to understand these two 
great ladies, who have meantso much 
to so many of us. 

(After completing high school and 
two years' college at Caney, Ma 
earned a teaching certificate, and 
returned to her native McDowell, 
where she taught for a number of 
years - and got married again). 
Although hername is now Mrs. Anne 
England Tackett, she'll always be 
"Ma" England to me, and countless 
other Caney Girls and Boys.

Maybe the fact that I was unfamil­
iar with (and even sometimes afraid 
of) horses added to my failure, but for 
whatever reason, I have scars (that 
I' U never show) to prove that a genu­
ine cowboy, I'm not. 

Back then, the roads in Thealka 
were dirt, and the one up Society 
Row that passed my house ended 
abruptly with draw-bars that bisected 
a fence that ran from the road to the 
top of the hill on both sides. 

The acres and acres of this fenced­
in property - sometimes called the 
Slaughter Pen hollow because the 
Northeast Coal Company atone time, 
probably in the 1920s, butchered beef 

there - now was used for, among 
other thmgs, a place where folks 
desiring to do so could keep their 
livestock. Asamatteroffact, we kept 
our cow there. 

Also, every once in a whi1e some 
men would come and clear from the 
black lane all the cans and bottles and 
trash that wouldn't burn and pile it in 
various places in the head of the 
Slaughter Pen. 

Anyway, on the particular sum­
mer day I attempted my equestrian 
acrobatics, a couple of other adven­
ture seekers my age and I discovered 
that someone had pastured a liLLie 
brown pony in there. 

I don'tknow if the pony was old or 
just a special breed, but he moved 
awfully slow and was so sway-backed 
that I actually thought his belly was 
going to touch the ground. We all 
knew that a real cowboy would never 
try to ride such a diminutive creature, 
but the three of us thought we'd try -

if we could catch him. 
We borrowed a short rope that 

someone had left hanging in the old 
dairy barn and set out on our round­
up. 

Now the trouble was that Sonny 
Stafford, an old gentleman who lived 
in town and always dressed in a suit 
and tie when he checked on his live­
stock, had recently unloaded about 
halfadot.cn high-spirited, full-grown, 
regular-sized and mean-looking 
horses in there, too. They were easily 
spooked and it was very difficult to 
get close to them. As our luck would 

have it, the little brown pony stuck 
with them like glue. 

Our strategy became to separate 
-or as Roy Rogers would say, "cut 
out" - the pony from the rest of the 
herd. It took the better part of the 
morning, but we finally caught him 
sleepily grazing on the rich clover on 
the side of the hill and got between 
him and his protectors. We chased 

the other horses on up the hollow out 
of the way and finally got our rope on 
him. 

Since we couldn't decide who 
would ride him frrst, we decided we'd 
all three ride at the same time. 

I was to be the third to mount. 
Havmg a flare for excitement and the 
burning memory of how Rocky Lane 
had done it last Saturday morning, I 
decided that I'd stand on the bank 
above the path and as they walked 
him by, I'd simply jump on behmd 
him. 

Bad idea. 
As I stood positioned, ready to 

leap, I imagined myself in black and 
white and wearing a ten-gallon hat. 
The smell of hot-buttered popcorn 
was m the air as Butch and Sundance 
approached. 

Everything went well until they 
were about 10 feet away. Suddenly, 
the pony Started to run, I guess l 
panicked, because as it passed me, I 

jumped - much to hard and much 
too high. 

I sailed, slick as a whistle, over iL'> 
back and landed bottom first on a pile 
of rusty tin cans and broken Clorox 
bottles. 

In the process of looking back and 
laughing uncontrollably, both riders 
fell off. My memory of them rolling 
in the grass and laughing so hard you 
could have heard them all the way to 
town, still raises my ire. Didn't they 
know I could have been killed? 

By thetimcwe'dcaught him again 
-not to ride him, but to get the rope 
off so no one would know what we· d 
done - most of my bleeding had 
stopped. 

I decided right then, though, that 
I'd been better off had I not tned to 
imitate Rex Allen and Bob Steele and 
instead been one of the Dead End 
Kids. 

Suffice it say that this brief youth­
ful encounter had scared me for life.

planting. 

Leaves' humus-building qual·ties 
mean improvement for any soil type. 
They aerate heavy clay and retain 
moisture in sandy soils to name a 
couple and pound for pound leaves of 
the yard type trees, maple, oaks, elms 
and etc. contain twice as much cai­
cium, phosphorus and magnesium as 
manure. Who wants or needs manure 
on their gardens. A point to keep in 
mind, you can not get enough leaves! ! 
Several truck loads will only produce 
a few wheelbarrow loads of compost. 

I fmd it is really much better to 
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cover your garden plot with all the 
leaves you can get and plow or better 
yet till them into the soil where they 
can compost naturally over the win­
ter months. This way all the soil will 
get some of them where you can not 
hope to have enough compost to cover 
the garden come spring. Each of us 
do have our own way of doing things, 
and of course we think we are right. 

Leaves can be used in several 
ways; mulch, compost or leaf mold. 
They can besheetcomposted,as I do, 
or they can be mixed with soil and 
used as pouing medium. 

To use leaves as mulch they can be 

used as you rake them up or they can 
be shredded first. Shredded leaves 
will not mat down when wet and they 
decompose faster than whole leaves. 
If left unshredded always place grass 
or sawdust on top to keep them in 
place so they will not blow away. 
Leaf mulch is especially gpod around 
berries, azaleas, rhodendrons and 
holhes, all acid-loving plants. These 
plants also need the protection given 
by mulch to live through a hard, cold 
winter. I expect to have one this year. 

To produce a richer, more humus 
and fertile compost pile you need 
leavesmorethananyotheritem. They 

must be shredded to assure they will 
rot and become compost the first year. 
Sometimes if conditions are not per­
fect leaves will take up to 7 years to 
compost. 

Leaf mold is an ideal summer 
mulch and less work than a compost 
pile. Shredded leaves need only to be 
dampened and packed into a wire, 
wood, or stone bin. As leaves are acid 
some ground limestone should be 
sprinkled on the layers as they are 
added to the bins. In three to six 
moths you will have rich, crumbly 
humas mulch. If you do not shred 
your leaves you may have to wait up 

to three years for them to fully de­
compose. If you do not wish to use 
your leaves as mentioned above, you 
can run your lawn mower over them 
on the ground where they fall and 
bingo- you will not need to fertilize 
your lawn. 

With so many ways to utilize your 
leaves, you can never have too many 
on hand. So stock up this year on 
leaves and insure a hearty return next 
spring. Also save work for the trash 
pick-up crew and money for trash or 
leaf bags for yourself. You can al­
ways find some one who will be glad 
to take them.

Lhat a jumbo is any home mort­
gage exceeding Lhe maximum 
individual loan amount for 
mortgages sold in Lhe secon­
dary market to Lhe Federal 
National Mortgage Association 
(Fannie Mae) or Lhe Federal 
Home Loan Mortgage Corp. -
(Freddie Mac). Currently, Lhe 
maximum for loans conform­
ing to Fannie Mae and Freddie 
Mac standards is $191,250. 
Jumbos have been in existence 
since the late 1970s. Super­
jumbos, created in 1988 in 
response to rapidly rising home 
prices, are loans for more than 
$600.000. 

"Jumbos weren't designed 
exclusively for Icings and 
magnates. Everyday, 'average 
Americans' apply for such 
loans ... in fact. in most major f1 
metropolitan areas where there 
are pockets of elite lifestyle, 
high-balance jumbo loan fi­
nancing is active," says the 
article, written by Jim Gilcrest, 
executive vice president of 
American Residential Mort­
gage Corp. in La Jolla, Calif. 

According 10 Lhe article, Lhe 
collapseofthesavings and loan 
industty, along wilh Lhe vola­
tility of the banking system, 
have cut Lhe number of lenders 
offering jumbos and made 
Lhose who still provide Lhe fi­
nancing far more cautious. "In- • 
deplh verification of asset in­
formation and more docwnen­
tation on creditworthiness are 
today's norm." Gilcrest says. 

Wide fluctuations in prop­
erty value over Lhe past couple 
of years, including notable~ce 
declines in some high-end 
markets, are contributing to 
lender sk.ittislmess about jmn­
bos, Lhe article notes. For in­
stance, most lenders will re­
quire two appraisals for loans 
in excess of $500,000, as well 
as interior photos of lhe home. ,. 
Lenders generally offer jumbo 

loans wilh interest rates that 
are between 0.375 percent and 
0.5 percent higher Lhan Lhose 
for conforming loans, and most 
require a down payment of 20 
percent or more. The cash 
equity requirement usually 
increases with the size of Lhe 
loan wnounL For loans up to 
$500,000, a minimum down 
payment of 20 pucenl is re­
quired. For loans between 
$500,000 and $750,000, 25 
percent down is required; be­
tween $750,000 and $1 mil- i" 
lion, 30 percent down is re­
quired; and, for loans exceed­
ing $1 million, Lhe down pay­
ment must be at least 35 per­
cent 

Anolher factor Lhat distin­
guishes a jumbo loan from a 
conforming loan is that the land 
value may exceed 50 percent 
of Lhe total value of Lhe prop­
erty 10 be purchased. Require­
ments for loans sold to Fannie 
Mae and Freddie Mac gener­
ally limit Lhe land value 10 30 
percent of Lhe total value. 

According 10 Lhe article, 
lenders Lhat keep loans in their 
portfolio generally have more" 
leeway 10 make larger loans 
wilh grea1er risk. Jumbos and 
superjumbos can be approved 
wilh 30-45 days, 

There is no set ceiling for 
jumbo loans; Lhe limit is deter­
mined by Lhe borrower's quali­
fications, the article notes. The 
larger incomes of jumbo bor­
rowers can help them qualify 
for loans under standards Lhat 
woulddisqualifylesser-income 
borrowers applying for smaller 
loans. As an example, the ar­
ticle compares one borrower ~ 
applying for a$150,000 loan 10 
purchase a$200,000 home with 
anolher borrower applying for 
a $750,000 loan to purchase a 
$1 million home. The first 
borrower ha~ a gross monthly 
incomeof$4,800 and is apply­
ing for a 30-year, fued-rate 
mortgage wilh a 10 percent 
interest rate. The second has a 
gross monlhly income of 
$20,570 and is applying for a 
one-year, adjustable-rate loan 
wilh an initial rate of8 percent. 

The rrrst borrower would 
have a monthly housing pay­
ment of $1,542.36, including ' 
principal, interest, taxes and 
insurance. Additionally, the 

borrower owes $500 per monlh 
in non-housing debt, raising his 
total monlhly expenses to 
$2,042.36. The second bor­
rower would have n monthly 
housing payment of$6,603.28 
including principal, interest, 
taxes and insurance. His other 
monthly obligations total 
$2,140.00, raising his total 
monl.hlyexpcnsesto$8,743.28. 
In each case, Lhe housing pay· 
ment would take 32.1 perce~ 
oflheborrower'sgrossmonthly 
income, and Lhe total monthly 
debt would take 42.5 percenL 
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Following spurt, home sales resumed sustainable pace during July· 
Following two months of extraor­

dinary growth, sales of previously 
owned homes slowed in July, ac­
cording to the National Association 
of Relators. However, despite the 
monthly decline in activity, sales 
remained above the level posted one 
year earlier. 

The association recorded a season­
ally adjusted annual sales rate* of 
3.35 million existing single-family 
homes nationwide last month, 6.7 
percent below the June rate of 3.59 
million units, which was the highest 
in two-and-one-half years. The July 
resale rate was 0.9 percent above the 
July 1990 rate of 3.32 million units. 

NAR President Harley E. Rouda 
said the fact that home resales nation-

ally remained above those of one 
year ago-before the recession took 
hold-is a strong indicator that the 
housing industry has firmed up in 
many areas. 'The market is holding 
strong," he said. 

July's sales drop from June must 
be "viewed from the proper perspec­
tive," Rouda noted, pointing out that 

July's resale rate was higher than that 
for each of the first four months of 
1991. The flurry of activity occurred 
in May and June reflected strong 
consumer optimism about the econ­
omy and a push by buyers to take 
advantage of low mortgage rates and 
favorable prices, he said. "Buyers 
flocked to the market, causing sales 
to jump. However, sales spurts can-

not last indefinitely. Now that some 
pent-up demand has been filled, the 
market is easing back into a more 
stablecourseof growth," Rouda said. 

He noted that mortgage rates edged 
downward in July, following a slight 
uptick in June. The Federal Home 
Loan Mortgage Corp. reported that 
the national average commitment rate 
for 30-year, conventional, fixed-rate 
mortgages was 9.58 percent for July, 
compared to 9.61 percent for the 
previous month. The July average 
mortgage rate was down by about 
one-half percentage point from one 
year earlier. NAR expect rates to 
continue declining in the months 
ahead. "We aren't looking for more 

sales surges. But, there are still plenty 
of people out there looking, and we 
do not expect sales to be steady," 
Rouda said. 

The national median existing-home 
price was $103,000 in July, up 5.0 
percent from the July 1990 price of 
$98,100, and up 1.0 percent from the 
June price of $102,000. The median 
is the midpoint-half the homes sell 
for more, half for less. The yearly 
increase in the national price sug­
gests there is less pressure on sellers 
to lower their prices, Rouda noted. 

"Given the increase in buyer de­
mand last spring, home prices have 
started firming up," Rouda said. 
Generally, the highest-cost markets 
are the ones still experiencing soft 
prices, due to weak demand, Rouda 
noted. In July, the single largest per­
centage of existing-home sales, 9.6 
percent,fellinthe$100,000-$119,999 
range. 

On a regional basis, the Northeast 
posted the sole resale pace increase 
from June to July. The Northeast 
recorded a rate of 580,000 units, up 

1.8 percent from June, and up 5.5 
percent from one year earlier. The 
Northeast has experienced increases 
in resales each month since March. 
The median price there was $143,500 
in July, up 1.4 percent from July 1990 
and up 1.2 percent from June. 

The July resale rate for the North­
east was the highest rate since De­
cember 1989, when the rate also was 
580,000 units. Although some pock­
ets of stagnation still exist, the region 
as a whole appears to have bottomed 
out, noted NAR Chief Economist 
John A. Tuccillo. "The Northeast is 
showing signs of life," Tuccillo said. 
"Buyers are coming back. ·• Much of 
the activity is concentrated in the 
lower price ranges, he noted. 

Property disclosure by seller helps everyone 

In the West, the July resale rate of 
610,000unitsslipped 1.6percentfrom 
June, but jumped 10.9 percent from 
July 1990. The median price, 
$144,600, was 3.5 percent higher than 
one-year earlier, but dropped 2.7 
percent from June. According to 
Tuccillo, the high-cost markets on 
the California coast remain in a slow­
down that began in 1990. However, 
rather than staying sluggish, those 
areas have the economic strength to 
start recovering by the end of the 
year, he predicted. 

The National Association of Realtors 
is launching a nationwide campaign to 
encourage states to establish mandatory 
seller disclosure laws. 

In announcing the effort, NAR Presi­
dent Harley E. Rouda said mandatory 
property condition disclosure by the home 
seller, through the use of a standardized 
form, helps to ensure that everyone ends 
up satisfied after the closing of a home 
sale. 

"Seller disclosure is in everyone's best 
interest Sellers benefit because by focus­
ing on the condition of their property, 
they are less likely to overlook a defector 
material fact. for which they could later 
beheld liable. Also, this procedure serves 
as a checklist for buyers, so their con­
cerns about the property's condition are 
addressed on the spot. And, that may 
even help speed up the sale," he said. 

Rouda said property condition disclo­
sure fonns also help real estate brokers 
and agents because they reduce the possi­
bility oflawsuits against them if an item 
covered on the form was not correctly 
represented by the sellers. "Even if buy­
ers do pursue litigation, an agent will 
spend less time, money and energy de­
fending himself." he said. 

At its recent Washington Mid-Year 
Conference, NAR adopted a policy to en­
courage state associations to develop and 
support legislation or regulation mandat­
ing property condition disclosure by the 
seller. NAR 's State and Municipal Legis­
lation Division and Office of the General 
Counsel have prepared kits to send out to 
state associations this month that include 
sample disclosure forms, general back­
ground information on the issue, copies 
of all existing disclosure legislation and 
suggested components of mandatory 
property condition disclosure legislation. 

In the past few decades, consumers 
have become more sophisticated, and, 
more inclined to demand high quality 
products and services. With growing fre. 
quency, and with severe penalties result­
ing in some cases, disgruntled home pur·

chasers are asserting claims against sell­
ers and brokers involving allegations of 
misrepresentation, negligence or fraud. 
Today, brokers and sellers must be aware 
of such areas of liability, NAR contends. 

The agent's duty includes the obliga­
tion to advise buyers of known material 
defects in a property. In some cases an 
agent may even be held liable when a 
property is discovered to have defects 
that the broker had failed to describe cor­
rectly, even though the agent's misrepre­
sentation was unintentional. 

Two-thirds of all lawsuits against real 
estate agents or brokers in the United 
States allege misrepresentation or failure 
to disclose defects. Standardized disclo· 
sures place legal liability for alleged mis· 
representations about the condition of the 
property more squarely on the seller's 
shoulders. "h is right to assume that, as 
owner, the seller has the most intimate 
knowledge of his home. Therefore, seller 
disclosure elicits information from the 
party most able to provide it," Rouda 
said. 

Rouda explained that while some sell­
ers who are worried about complying 
with the law may end up disclosing prob­
lems even professional inspectors would 
fail to detect, most agree that over -disclo­
surenever hurts. "In some instances such 
mandatory disclosures may kill a deal or 
two, but it's in the best interest of the con­
sumer, as well as the real estate agent,"he

Mandatory disclosure may even be 

viewed as a sales tool because it gives the 
seller a market advantage over the com­
petition. "Buyers know you've had to 
make fairly detailed disclosures about 
the house and have pledged that you're 
telling everything," Rouda noted. 

According to Rouda, when it comes to 
purchasing a home, "let the buyer be­
ware" no longer suffices. Rouda's firm, 
HER Realty, Inc., in Columbus, Ohio, 
requires all sellers listing with their 
company to fill out a property disclosure 
form. 

Mandatory property condition disclo­
sure forms currently are used in only two 
states--California and Maine. However, 
there are 10 states considering legisla­
tion/regulation that would mandate writ­
ten property condition disclosure. They 
are Delaware, Maryland, Missouri, Ne­
vada, Oregon, Pennsylvania, South Caro· 
!ina, Tennessee, Texas and Wisconsin. 

Some state associations, such as the 
Minnesota Association of Realtors, have 
written their own property condition dis­
closure forms for members to use on a 
voluntary basis. Ninety-six percent of 
Minnesota's members use its form.

The 
decline in the inventory of homes 
indicates that demand is beginning to 
catch up with supply in many areas, 
Tuccillo noted. "There aren 'tas many 
buyer's markets now as there are a 
few months ago," he said.
