Pillersdorf said, however, that after 
the group gets organized they may 
hire someone else to represent them, 
possibly the Teamsters.

Teen killed 

At Auxier: 

Youth is 
killed in 
mishap

A 14-ycar-oldFloydCountyyouth 
was killed Tuesday evening in a 
motorcycle accident at Auxier. 

Kevin Christopher Slone of Auxier 
died of massive head and neck inju­
ries after the dirt bike he was operat­
ing crashed into a store building at 
Auxier, said Floyd County Coroner 
Roger 1\'elson. Nelson pronounced 
Slone dead at the scene.

Health-care funds are debated : 

Congress hears coal issue 
A confrontation between sparring 

coal producers and the UMW A over 
who should pick up the tab for a 
medical benefits program for retired 
miners moved into the congressional 
arena Wednesday, and the outcome 
could affect the future of an esti­
mated 124,000 people. 

According to a published report 
Thursday. the issueinvol ves the status 
of two coal industry-financed funds 
for health-care benefits and a call for 
an industry-wide tax to help stabili7.e 
those funds. The matter has caused 
battle lines to be drawn between the 
UMW A and Bituminous Coal Op­
erators Association (BCOA) and coal 
companies that arc not party to a 
current national labor agreement. 

The UMWA and BCOA contend 
that thousands of retirees and their 
beneficiaries are receiving benefits 
from the health-care fund despite that 
fact that the companies they worked 
for are not contributing to the fund's 
finances. Some of those companies 
were once part of the national labor 
agreement but chose to withdraw or 
have gone out of business. Workers 

from those companies remain eli­
gtble for health-care benefits. 

Representatives of coal companies 
which never participated in the na­
tional labor agreement, however, are 
strongly opposing any new taxes to 
shore up the health-care fund. 

Scott Kiscaden, vice-president of 
Quaker Coal Co. of Prestonsburg, 

and a representative for Private Bene­
fits Alliance, a group of companies 
that have never signed the national 
agreement, told a congressional sub­
committee Wednesday that the health­
care fund faced no crisis. Kiscaden 
was quoted by the Courier-Journal as

"The board agrees to not lake any 
retaliatory action against any mem­
bers constituting the classified per­
sonnel of this county, nor to issue any 
reprimands affecting any of the 
membership arising out of the recent 
work stoppage."

off l11e job September 13 and brought

ered at 50 percent for three days and 
the district lost over $200,000 in state 
funding for 1992-93 school year.

Greater severance return 
could mean cut to magistrates 

Pillersdorf said after Thursday's 
meeting that the striking employees 
told him of alleged "strike breaking" 
activities that occurred during the 
work stoppage. 

"I've have some of the workers 
tell me that they were told by the state 
police if they didn't return to work 
they would go to jail," Pillersdorf 
said. "They got scared and it broke 
their unity."

The dream of receiving a better 
share of the state's controversial coal 
severance tax could be coming true 
for Kentucky 'scoal-producing coun­
ties, but only with the provision that 
the money is not wasted. 

State Senator Kelsey Friend to the 
News-Express this week that a rec­
ommendation to change the amount 
of severance tax returns will be voted 
on Monday and should pass the Coal 
Revenue Allocation Task Force, a 
joint House and Senate committee 
consisting of lO senators and 15 rep­
resentatives. 

That recommendation will proba­
bly include a provision that would 
cap magistrates' salaries at $12,000, 
less than half the salary Pike County 
magistrates currently receive. 

"Last session , it was almost im­
possible to get (the bill) out of com­
mittee," Friend said. "What this bill 
will do is increase the amount re­
turned by 13 percent beginning fiScal 
year 1992. That will make it 25 per­
cent And it will increase each year 
untill994." 

The proposed increase would peak 
in fiscal year 1994 at 50 percent, 
Friend said. 

Friend said while this is definitely 
good news, there was, among many, 
a major stumbling block that had to 
be overcome before this increase was 
received favorably. 

"There was always the complaint 
that the money was being sent back to 
the counties and the magistrates were 
getting raises from it," he said. 

The result of that complaint is a 
stipulation that all counties, in order 
to receive the increase, must put a 
limit of$12,000 per year on the sala­
ries of magistrates. 

"The exception will be Louisville 
(Jefferson County)," Friend said. 
Under current Kentucky law, Jeffer­
son County magistrates are the only 
"full-time" magistrates in the state. 

''I'm not sure (at this point) if 
changing their salaries in the middle 
of a term is entirely legal. I hope to 
get an amendment that would stop 
that and implement the limit with the 
next group of magistrates," Friend 
said. 

Friend said he feels most magis­
trates will respond favorably to the 
bill. 

"In the first place, it would be 
most difficult not to welcome an 
increase and, if this is the only way 
the counties arc going to get the in­
crease. they will support it," he said. 

Currently, magistrates in Pike 
County receive $27,415 per year for 
their services and additional bene­
fits, including a vehicle and gasoline 
at the taxpayers' expense, life and 
health insurance, a retirement pack­
age, an office and a secretary. 

Obviously,the new limit on sala­
ries would be as1gnificant pay cut for 
those magistrntcs 

Thursday afternoon, several of the 
Pike County magistrates could not be 
reached for comment. 

Pike County district s1x magis­
trate, Stirl Eddie IIams, however, 
was available and very vocal on the 
issue. 

"First of all, I am in total support 
of a larger return of the severance tax 
money to Pike County," he said." As 
chairman of the Jones for Gov-.:mor 
(in Pike County), I traveled the state 
with Brereton Jones (Democratic 
nominee for govemor) and he has 
rrmc:ic:r n•l • 'I r r tnm (lr 'iO

association with him over the last six 
years. 

"As for the proposed salary cuts," 
Harris continued, "if we have to sac­
rifice to get the return, then I'm will­
ing to give up a little to see a lot in 
return. It hurts to see a cut in my 
salary because I may be a magistrate 
in this county for the next 50 years­
if the people will elect me." 

Harris said he was excited about 
the bill for a number of reasons, "It 
pleases me to see the work that Brere­
ton has done being acted upon and it 
also pleases me to see Senator 
Friend's work as well. 

"I feel good that we have a senator 
who wants to see the economic de­
velopment of this county and who 
supports it," Harris continued. "With 
Brereton Jones as governor, Paul 
Patton as lieutenant governor, and 
Kelsey Friend as our senator, I see 
nothing but prosperity for Eastern 
Kentucky and especially Pike 
County." 

Friend said other members of the 
committee, including Senator Mike 
Maloney, Democrat-Lexington,and 
Representative Joe Clark, Demo­
crat-Danville, support the bill. 

He also said the additional 13 
percent will be based on a formula 
calculated by using three factors: 

• the tax paid in that year; 
• participation in a multiplecounty 

project; and 

• the tax paid over the last five 
years. 

If passed by the committee the 
recommended bill would be presented 
to the General Assembly during the 
1992 session. 

Pillersdorf said workers also told 
him that extra curricular bus runs 
were allegedly handed out as politi­
cal favors.

saying the BCOA was "hiding be­
hind retirees for a self-serving profit 
motive" and he said the BCOA 
companies have the money to pay for 
retiree health costs. 

According to Congress' Joint 
Committee on Taxation, the health­
care funds had an estimated deficit of 
$115 million last year an that deficit 
is expected to grow to $300 million 
by 1993. 

The conflicting views were pre­
sented at a hearing before a Senate 
finance subcommittee Thursday 
chaired by Sen, Jay Rockefeller, D­
West Virginia. 

The outcome of the debate could 
affect some 15,500 retired miners 
and U1eir dependents in Kentucky.

THE INTEGRITY OF 
CLARENCE THOMAS 

This week in the Senate, Clarence 
Thomas has grabbed the national 
spotlight. By now, most of you have 
heard the story of his upbringing in 
poor rural Georgia. And perhaps some 
of you have even watched part of his 
courageous, even-tempered testi­
mony to the Senate this week. 

The last two nominees to the 
Supreme Court, Anthony Kennedy 
and David Souter, are much like 
Thomas in that they are conservative. 
Yet it seems for the Senate Judiciary 
Committee that the similarities end 
there. Although the grassroots or­
ganization against Thomas has not 
compared to that faced by Judge 
Robert Bork in his failed attempt to 
gain a seat on the Court. Judiciary 
Committee members have questioned 
Thomas in much the same adversar­
ial way. 

Justices Kennedy and Souter ,lilce 
Thomas, were asked about their 
thoughts on several issues. When both 
refused to answer in some cases, 
Senators on the committee did not 
press repeated! y. 

That has not been the case with 
Judge Thomas. They have asked him 
incessantly about the right to pri­
vacy, his views on "natural law", and 
other sensitive issues, many of which 
could soon be affected by Supreme 
Court rulings. Why the scrutiny of 
Thomas and not of the other two? 
Kentuckians may draw their own 
conclusions. 

I have received phone calls and 
letters from many Kentuckians con­
cerning] udge Thomas. And like most 
Americans, Kentuckians strongly 
support him. Not only has Judge 
Thomas triumphed in the face of 
incredible odds against him, but he 
has also compiled an impressive 
career record. 

that is considered the most free, the 
land of opportunity, the only super 
power that is not in revolution, and 
where you can speak your peace 
without being arrested in the middle 
of the night by the secret police. Do 1 
think we need to revamp our 
Constitution? I don't think so! 

Our congress seems to want to 
find some inanimate object to blame 
for some evil deed that a person has 
done. They do not feel that a person 
can act out of freewill and commit a 
terrible crime.

TinS ARTICLE!!!!!

How would you feel if certain 
articles in l.he newspaper had this 
heading? Would you be willing to let 
someone tell you what you could and 
could not read? What if you went into 
the library and there were certain 
books that the librarians had decided 
were "dangerous" or would be a "bad 
influence" on you. and therefore 
wouldn't even let you look at them? 
Would you feel that they had the right 
to judge what books or magazines 
you could read? 

The sad fact is that many people 
are already trying to impose !.heir 
opinions of what should and should 
not be read on other people. Every 
day, books are being banned all over 
l.he world for many different reasons. 
Book banning isn't just somel.hing 
that happens in far away places, 
however. 

According to the publication 
"Banned Books Week 1987: Cele­
brating the Freedom To Read," 
numerous books have been chal­
lenged or banned in Kentucky in the 
last few years. The Crucible, Death 
ofaSalesmanandLe MorteD' Arthur 
were all challenged as required read­
ing and referred to as "junk" in 1987 
at the Pulaski County High School in 
Somerset. William Faulkner's As I 
Lay Dying was banned in the Graves 
County school district in 1986 for 
"offensive and obscene passages 
referring to abortion and used God's 
name in vain." A decision that was 
reversed only after resulting pressure 
from the American Civil Liberties 
Union and "considerable negative 
publicity." And in Jefferson County 
in 1982, The Rolling Stone illustrated 
History of Rock and Roll was chal­
lenged because it "will cause our

children to become immoral and 
indecent." 

People start trying to tell you what 
you can and cannot read at an early 
age, don't l.hey? 

The weekofSeptember28 -Octo­
ber 5 is Banned Books Week. Spon­
sored in part by the American Li­
brary Association, the week is one in 
which people are made more aware 
of the rights they have to read, check 
out or purchase the books of their 
choice, and of the fact that these 
rights can be, and are, threatened at 
any given time. The ALA Intellec­
tual Freedom Committee defined 
censorship in 1984 as: "l.he removal 
of material from open access by any 
governing authority." It's amazing 
the number of people who consider 
l.hemselves to be wise enough to push 
for this removal. 

Looking through l.he list of banned 
books, I noticed l.hat I had read quite 
a few of the titles listed. After doing 
a quick count, I discovered I had read 
over 20 of these "banned books" as 
assignments in high school and col­
lege. Of Mice and Men was chal­
lenged at my high school in Franklin 

County the year after I had been as­
signed to read it I rememberl.hinking 
then that I hadn't noticed that the 
book had done any irreparable harm 
to me, and I was angry that someone 
was trying to tell me, as a young 
adult, what I could and could not 
read. I still feel that way now. 

Some of the books which have 
been banned or challenged might 
surprise you. They include books by 
Danielle Steel, Stephen King, Mark 
Twain and Alice Walker. Also in­
cluded in this extensive list are Gone 
With the Wind, the Merriam-Webster 
Collegiate Directory and Tile Living 
Bible. I was surprised to see one of 
my favorite childhood books, Har­
riet the Spy, included on the list, as 
well. 

As a librarian, I feel very strongly 
that patrons should be allowed to 
select and check out the books that 
they think they should read, not the 
ones that I, or anyone else, feel that 
they should. This feeling has only 
recently been challenged as I read 
about a new book which has caused 
quite a stir. American Psycho is a 

book about a murderer in New York 
City who tortures and kills animals, 
women and homeless people. The 
book is quite graphic in detail and I 
personally choose not to read it. 
However, as a librarian, I don't feel I 
have therightto tell other people they 
can't read this book, or any other 
book, simply because it happens to 
disgust me. I will have to admit, I 
rather wish they wouldn't read this 
book, but that's the choice of the 
patron. 

We need to think about our right 
to read, what we want to read, when 
we want to read it, and not just during 
one week of the year. This is one of 
our basic freedoms, one which can 
not only educate us but help us to 
slretch our minds beyond the bounda­
ries we're restricted to in our every-

day lives. You can get so much from 
books, but not if you can't get to 
them. Besides, to quote one of the 
jurors from last year's 2 Live Crew 
trial in Florida, "You take away one 
freedom, and pretty soon they're all 
gone."

No place to hide 

Protection for spouse abuse victims 

As of July 15, 1984, there has 
been legal protecuon for victims of 
v1olence and abuse in the state of 
Kcmuck). The law is called an 
EmergencyProteCtlvc0rder.C¥.P.O.) 
or a Domestic Violence Peuuon. 

An E.P.O. can be obtained from 
the District Court 111 the county you 
reside or in the county you nee to for 
safety. This order is effective state­
wide. The E.P.O. can restrain the 
abuser from committing any further 
acts of violence; from destroying or 
darnagmg the victim's property and 
1t can order the abuser to leave the 
victim's home. 

In no more than 14 days a court 
hearing date is set. The Court will 
rule on such things as temporary 
custody and support of the children, 
and may rcqu1rc the abuser to seck 

counseling. 
If you feel the need for assistance 

in obtaining an E.P.O. or would like 
to ~ave the staff at the Big Sandy 
Family Abuse Center accompany you 
to court, call the shelter at 886-6025 
or 432-HELP. Victims of domestic 
violence can also seck safety at the 
shelter if needed. 

The Attorney General's Office is 
making a strong effort to assist vic­
tims of domestic violence in obtain­
ing justice. If you have problems in 
your county, contact the office of the 

auomey general at 1-800-372-2551.

The state already had the Law 
Information Network of Kentucky, a 
computer system that quickly pro­
vides every police agency across the 
state with information about crimina! 
suspects. Maj. Neal Brittain and 
Hansel Hill ofthc State Police, along 
with Travis Fritsch, a victim's advo­
cate in Attorney General Fred 
Cowan's office, concluded that the 
system would be perfect for provid­
ing information about domestic vio­
lence. So, they developed a computer 
prOb7fam-for a mere $9,700, or 
$R0.83 cent.-; per county. 

'I he computer network makes it 
possible for the state to bring uni­
formity to the handling of wife-beat· 
ing ca~cs. It will list all civil protec­
tive orders which judge~ across the 
tate s1gn to offer v1ct1m short-term 

rehef from viOlence. That \\ill make 
the information available to all offi­
cers in Kentucky; county lines won't 
matter. 

In times of cnsis, officers need 
informauon fast. The computer net­
work can be a life-saving tool for 
beaten women who call for help when 
their protective orders have been 
violated. 

Major Brittain expects the system 
to send a strong message: that 
"domestic violence is now recognized 

as important enough to be placed on 
the statewide law enforcement net­
work for immediate access to.police 
across Kentucky."
