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A Floyd County coal miner filed a 
complaint last week with the Federal 
Mine Safety and Health Review 
Commission, alleging that Leo A. 
Marcum, Commonwealth Attorney 
for Martin, Johnson, and Lawrence 
counties, threatened to have him 
committed to a mental institution if 
he persisted with safety complaints 
he had made against Martin County 
Coal Corporation . 

Randall G. Fitzpatrick of 
Prestonsburg, a former assistant fore­
man at the Black Bear No. 2 mine, 
filed the complaint of discrimination 
with the Federal Mine Safety and 
HealthReviewCommissionin Wash­
ington, D.C. Marcum and Martin 
County Coal are named as defen­
dants in the complaint 

Fitzpatrick, who worked for Mar­
tin County Coal for 13 years until he 
went on disability leave in Septem­
ber, 1990, is now receiving long term 
disability benefits from Martin 
County Coal and has been hospital­
ized twice for depression, according 
to the lawsuit. 

Thecomplaintclaims thatinJ une, 
1991, Fitzpatrick gave a written 
summary of alleged safety complaints 
concerning Martin County Coal 
Corporation's mines to the Mine 
Safety and Health Administration, 
the Kentucky Department of Mines 
and Minerals, and to the general 
counsel of A.T. Massey Coal Com­
pany, which is the parent company of 
Martin County Coal. Fitzpatrick al­
leges that Marcum, who is also an 
attorney with the law ftrm of McCoy, 
Marcum and Triplett and was repre­
senting Martin County Coal, arranged 
a meeting on July 2, 1991. At that 
meeting Marcum "angrily threat­
ened" to have Fitzpatrick committed 
and to sue him for "slander" if he 
pursued the complaints, the complaint 
said. Fitzpatrick claims the alleged 
threats constitute discrimination 
under the Federal Mine Safety and 
Health Act of 1977. 

Fitzpatrick's attorney, Tom Op­
pegard, said Tuesday that one com­
plaint to which Marcum referred 
stemmed from an incident in 19S9 at 
Martin County Coal's Coal Berg mine 
when Martin County Coal put some 
salaried employees under an unsup­
ported roof to retrieve mining equip­
ment. 

Another complaint, said Op­
pegard, happened "quite a few years 
ago" in 19SO. At that time_ 
Fitzpatrick's job was to sample dust 
and noise levels. Fitzpatrick submit­
ted his findings to the Mine Safety 
Health Administration which showed 
excessive levels in the mine, Op­
pcgard said. Fitzpatrick did not tam­
per with the samples, said Oppegard, 
but submitted the samples he found. 
Fitzpatrick said when Martin County 
Coal received citations for exceeding

Injustice .. award is called 
an injustice by Hammond

Floyd County Attorney Jim 
Hammond said Tuesday that the 
Kentucky Women Advocates' "in­
justice" award given to him was itself 
an in justice and was based on errone­
ous and purely unfounded informa­
tion. 

Hammond was named as one of 
the ftve recipients of the group's 
"injustice" awards given at their 
annual meeting October 5 in Louis­
ville. 

Marsha Weinstein, speaking for 
Kentucky Women Advocates, said 
Monday that Hammond was chosen 
to receive the award based on the 
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Elizabeth Leslie 

results of a statewide anonymous 
survey of social workers, spouse 
abuse center emplo~ees and Cabinet 
of Human Resources workers. 

The group also said Hammond 
denied domestic violence victims the 
right take out warrants; refused to 
prosecute domestic violence cases; 
and had an attitude that women are 
second class citizens. 

Hammond denied the group's 
charges Tuesday and countered their 
claims. 

Weinstein pointed to a case in­
volving Penny Hall of Floyd County 
that was featured in the Lexington 
Herald-Leader's "To Have and To 
Harm" series about spouse abuse and 
domestic violence.

Weinstein said no records of the 
cases were reviewed by the group 
and the injustice awards were based 
on results of the survey. 

In the December 9, 1990 Herald­
Leader article, HaU' s case was pro­
fLied because her husband allegedly 
broke her jaw in December 19S9 and, 
under a plea agreement, received a 
10-day probated sentence. 

Hammond said Roger Hall, Penny 
Hall's husband, was given a probated 
sentence because he had custody of 
the couple's 10-year-old son. Ham­
mond also said Hall had no previous 
record of violence toward his wife. 

A review of Hall's case showed

Floyd County school superinten­
dent Ronald Hager lost his bid Tues­
day to block his ouster as secretary to 
the board and he has been ordered to 
transfer custody of school records to 
his replacement. 

Hager filed suit in August in an 
effort to void the Floyd County 
board's ac lion removing him as board 
secretary and appointing assistant 
superintendent Gary Frazier to the 
post. 

Special judge Stephen "Nick" 
Frazier, ofPaintsville, ruled Tuesday 
that the board had not acted improp­
erly by removing Hager from the 
secretary's post. In that decision, 
Frazier adopted a part of the argu­
ment presented by board attorney Cliff 
Latta in an evidentiary hearing held 
September 9 which contended that 
Hager himself had created the oppor­
tunity for the board to replace him as 
secretary. 

"The plaintiff (Hager) prepared the 
agendas for both the regular board 
meetings held in July 1990 and July 
1991," Frazier wrote in his decision. 
"Those agendas called for the elec­
tion of the secretary to the board for 
the ensuing year." 

Hager had argued in his suit that 
the board's move to replace him as 
secretary was in violation of a four­
year contract he had with the board 
which named him to the post with an 
annual salary of $2,400 for the years 
198S-92. State law was amended in 
1990, however, to prohibit a superin­
tendent who served as board secre­
tary from being paid extra for per­
forming the secretary's duties. 

Frazier wrote in his decision Tues­
day that "all parties essentially ig­
nored the four-year contract" when 
the appointment of board secretary 
was placed on the school board's 
agenda in 1990 and 1991. Hager was 
reappointed to the position in July 
1990, but Gary Frazier was named 
secretary th1s year and his appoint­
mentin July was reaffirmed by board 
action at a special meeting held 
AugustS. 

Frazier ruled Tuesday that Frazier's 
appointment "was a legal exercise of 
the board's authority to select its 
secretary for the 1991-92 school 
year," adding that Hager's argument 
that he had been denied due process 
in his dismissal was "without merit." 
The judge noted that Hager had "no 
due process right to be reappointed as 
secretary to the board for the year 
1991-92." 

The judge also ruled that Hager 
had suffered no monetary damage as 
a result of his ouster and that his 
testimony that he might suffer future 
damage "is purely speculative by his 
own admission." 

Frazier's judgment directed Hager 
to "deliver ali documents constitut-

ing the records of the Floyd County 
Board of Education to the new secre­
tary." Those records are to be kept in 
an appropriate place at the adminis­
trative offices of the board and are to 
be made available to the superinten­
dent "at all reasonable times." 

Prestonsburg attorney Wally 
Cybriwsky, who represented Hager 
in the suit, said Tuesday that he had 
not yet read Frazier's ruling or dis­
cussed it with his client. He did say, 
however, that he anticipated an ap­
peal would be filed.

Compromise clears 
hurdle for road funds

A vote tentatively set for today, 
Wednesday, in the U.S. House of 
Representatives could be the light at 
the end of a long tunnel in a decades­
old effort to rebuild Route 23 be­
tween Prestonsburg and Paintsville. 

The House vote Wednesday in­
volves a conference report proposal 
to allocate $7.2 million for work on 
the Johnson County section of new 
Route 23 and could bring lhe total 
federal dollars allocated to the proj­
ect to $22.2 million- just $800,000 
short of lhe amount needed. 

The effort to secure federal dollars 
for the Johnson County segment of 
the 13-mile four-laning project has 
been an uphill battle led by 7th Dis­
trict Congressman C-hris Perkins, who 
has successfully fought two presi­
dents and the U.S. Senate over proj­
ect funds during the last five years. 

Perkins' latest request- for $8 
million-was deleted entirely by the 
Senate this year but restored, less ten

percent, by a House-Senate confer­
ence report released Monday. The 
fund.ing measure must now be ap­
proved by full votes in the House and 
Senate and then signed into law by 
President Bush. 

Perkins said Tuesday he expected 
the measure to clear all hurdles and 
that he would seek a fmal allocation 
for the project next year. 

The Prestonsburg-Paints ville proj­
ect, which carries a total price tag of 
approximately $70 million, is divided 
into two packages. The Floyd County 
section, under construction now, is 
being built with state Resource Re­
covery Funds while the Johnson 
County segment has been designated 
a federal demonstration project. 

Reconstruction of Route 23 be­
tween the Floyd and Johnson County 
county seats has' been an issue for 
most of the past three decades and 
Perkins followed his father, the late 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins, in the 
effort to take the project from the 
drawing board and into the construc­
tion phase. 

Perkins expressed some relief th.is 
week that the fund.ing battle appeared 
to be coming to a close. 

"It seems like we have to fight for 
these funds year after year, but the 
bottom line is I've been successful 
every time in getting that money 
back," Perkins said. "Hopefully, we 
won't have to be doing this much 
longer."

An order by Domestic Relations 
Commissioner George Wells in 
November 1990, said that Mrs. Hall 
alleged lhatshe was a victim of spouse 
abuse and introduced evidence in that 
regard. 

The report, however, said it did 
not appear lhat Mrs. Hall left her 
husband out of desperation. 

"It is noted that there are cases 
where a parent is forced out of the 
home and such departure may not be 
used against them," lhe order sa.id. 
"However, in the instant case, the 
nature of the separation and the time 
frame of contact is inconsistent with 
respondent's claims. Even if she 
properly took action to leave a bad 
marriage, it does not appear to be a 
case where she was so victimized 
that she left in desperation until she 
could seck help in removing the child 
from what is purported to be a bad 
situation." 

The commissioner's report gave 
Roger Hall custody of their son and 
stipulated that Teddy Spears have no 
contact or: relationship with Mrs. 
Hall's child. 

Mrs. Hall later sued her husband 
for monetary compensation for her 
injuries. 

Hammond sa.id there are several 
"curious" factors in lhe Hall case. 

Charges filed against Roger Hall, 
Penny HaJJ and Teddy Spears were in 
1989 before Hammond took office, 
he said, and former assistant county 
attorney, Mickey McGuire, now 
represents Mrs. Hall in her d.issolu­
Lion of marriage and civil case. "That 
doesn't seem right," Hammond said 
Tuesday. 

As for the group's olher charges, Fitzpatrick has asked lhe mine 
safety commission to fine Marcum 
and Martin County Coal for their 
alleged acts of discrimination, and to 
order lhem to cease and desist from 
making threats against miners who 
make safety complaints. The Mine 
Safety Act gives miners the right to 
make safety complaints to their 
employer or to federal and state safety 
agencies, and the law protects lhem 
from retaJiation for asserting that 
right, said Oppcgard, an attorney with 
the Mine Safety Project of the Appa­
lachian Research and Defense Fund 
of Kentucky. No date has been set for 
a review 6f lhe case by the commis­
sion. 
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Claims made m the filing of a 
complaint present only one side of 
the case. Marcum did not return calls 
to lhe Times Tuesday.

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Hammond said his office can only 
recommend warrants he issued and it 
is ull.imately up to lhe district judge 
or tnal commissioner to issue war­
rants.

Legislation dictates proper 
disposal of lead batteries 

The General Assembly passed 
legislation during the 1990 regular 
session to limit disposal methods for 
lead-acid baueries. Therefore, effec­
tive immediately, no person shall 
dispose lead-acid batteries by plac­
ing them in mixed solid waste, which 
includes household garbage. Lead­
acid batteries may not be discarded, 
abandoned, or disposed at a solid 
waste facility such as landfills or in­
cinerators. 

The following facilities arc al­
lowed to accept lead-acid batteries 
for recycling or disposal: 

-A facility which delivers batter­
ies to a secondary lead smelter. 

-A recycling facility. 
-A retailer or wholesaler of lead-

acid batteries.

As public schools across the 
Commonwealth once again ring 
welcoming school bells for the 1991-
92 school students, the education 
reform mandate commences its sec­
ond year of development in the aca­
demic system. 

Two impressive primary school 
programs, one in its second stage and 
one premiering this fall have every 
aspect of being superior learning tools 
for young students. Section 16 of the 
reform law directs each school dis­
trict to provide a half-day preschool 
program for "at risk" four-year-old.s. 
The defmition of "at risk" is those 
children who qualify for fr~ lunch. 

Understandmg that the education 
reforms are based upon the premise 
that all children can learn and at high 
levels, the preschool program has the 
potential to provide "at risk children 
that extra academic influence that 
will allow them to start primary school 
on an equal footing with the average 
Kentucky child. 

During the 1990-91 school year, 
130 of 176 school districts initiated 
preschool programs. Within those 
programs a variety of collaboration 
styles emerged.

MANY KENTUCKY FAMILIES 
I know that a vast majority of 

Kentuckians would agree that the 
preservation of our family values is 
the key to the future of this state and 
nation. 

One of our greatest challenges is 
to maintain these values at a time 
when more and more parents are being 
forced to enter the work force in 
order to make ends meet. More than 
half of the young children of this 
nation now have working mothers­
and this number is expected to reach 
65 percent by 1995. 

The ripple effect of a changing 
and highly competitive world is being 
felt in every part of our nation, rural 
as well as urban. The number of 
working women across Kentucky rose

Personal life-private, 

no trespassing

Most of us believe that when the 

workday ends and we head home, we 
are on our own time: What we do 
during non-working hours is our 
business, nobody else's. Whether that 
means having a beer,enjoyinga steak., 
smoking a cigarette or riding a mo­
torcycle, legal, after-hours activities 
are not the boss's concern. 

Unfortunately, not everyone 
agrees with this. Many employers are 
taking it upon themselves to dictate 
employees' lifestyle choices. 

Employers increasingly are refus­
ing to hire-and are even firing­
workers because of personal, legal 
lifestyle choices made at home and 

encourages children to learn from 
one another as well as from their 
teachers. And, diversity of skills and 
knowledge is accepted and accom­
modated by grouping and regrouping 
children to achieve maximum 
achievement levels. 

The aim of the program is to allow 
for the broad range of children's 
needs, learning styles, knowledge, 
experiences, and interests. Children 
can experience success while pro­
gressing according to their unique 
learning needs. And making this 
concept special is the role that par­
ents play in their children's learning 
process. Teachers will regularly col­
laborate, plan, consult, and involve 
parents to create for the child the 
atmosphere most conducive to his 
learning abilities. 

In a research study comparing 
schools with ungraded primary 

levels, the following results sur­
faced: 

*comparisons using standardized 
achievement tests favor nongraded­
ness; *comparisons using a mental 
health component favor nongraded­
ness; 

*fewer children spend longer­
than-usual time in nongraded levels; 
and 

*it is particularly beneficial for 
underachievers to learn in the un­
graded atmosphere. 

It is an exciting time for education 
and we are all watching with hopeful 
anticipation that the children are the 
real winners of this new era in educa­
tion.

If such invasions of privacy are 
not addressed now, what next? Soon,

.to shoot the rapids on your vacation. 

·~ne old saying that you shouldn't 
take your job home with you has 
become the battle cry of some Ameri­
cans forced to abide by employer­
imposed codes of behavior during 
non-working hours. 

In fact, a poll released recently by 
LEXIS/National Law Journal indi­
cated that a quarter of all respondents 
felt they had experienced workplace t 
discrimination, and moi:e than three­
quarters of those polled believed that 
most or all employers practice some 
form of discrimination in hiring or 
promoting employees. 

Another survey, conducted for 
Equifax Inc. by LouHarrisandAsso­
ciates, found that Americans over­
whelmingly believe employee pri­
vacy should be respected. Eighty-
five percent of the PQll respondents 
thought it inappropriate for an em­
ployer to check into the lifestyles or ., 
political associations of job appli­
cants. A survey by the National 
Consumers League found that 81 
percent of Americans believe that 
employers have no right to refuse to 
hire an overweight person. Seventy-
six percent of the respondents said it 
was wrong to refuse to hire a smoker. 

I sponsored legislation-which is 
now law-in the House ofRepresen­
tatives in my state, Colorado. I'm 
proud that Colorado has served as a 
leader on this important issue. And Q 
many other states have since followed ~ 
suit. 

It's a sad commentary that the 
situation necessitates legislation. We 
shouldn't have to pass laws that post 
"Private, No Trespassing" signs on 
the personal lives of employees. 
Unfortunately, the current climate, 
with all its Big Brother overtones, 
demands that legislators take this 
action before we lose one of the most 
fundamental rights Americans enjoy.

Death by fire is preventable 
"Even the most concerned parents 

may not realize that the number one 
killer of children is preventable inju· 
ries," says Sharon L. Rengers, R.N., 
bum prevention educator at Kosair 
Children's Hospital. 

It is alarming to consider 8,000 
children die and 50,000 more are 
disabled by events that didn't have to 
happen. Housefiresareoneofthe lOp 
killers. Annually more than 1,200 
children die and 11,000 arc injured in 
home fires. Twenty-four percent of 
the children who perish in fire diem 
child-set fires. Tragically, 90 percent 
of all childhood fire deaths occur m 
homes without working smoke de­
tectors. 

"We have all read the headlines 
this year," Rengcrs says: "Two killed 
in fire at home;" "Three children 
hospitalized after being pulled from 
house fire;" "Family of four perishes 
in house fire-no smoke detector 
present." Headlines like these appear 
daily in newspapers across the coun­
try. In theLouisvtlle-mctroar<.'aalone, 
11 children were killed in horne fires 
that were not protected by working 
smoke detectors. So far in 1991, 
Kosair Children's has treated 82 
children for bums. 

Yet, when was the last time you 
changed the batteries in your detec­
tor? When was the last time you tested 

the battery? hver cleaned It? How 
can you be sure the detector IS work· 
ing properly 1f you don't test and 
maintain it regularly'! 

What can we as ind1v1duals do'! 
Rengers says it's as easy as these 
seven steps: 

l) Keep lighters and matches out 
of children's reach. 

2) Teach older chtldren that light· 
ers and matches are tools that are 
used with certain precautions. 

3) lnstallasmokedeteclOronevery 
level of your home. 

4) Test the battery once per month. 
5) Clean the smoke detectOr regu­

larly. Dirt can "confuse" the detector 
and it may malfunction. 

6) Replace the batteries at least 
once per year. A good way to n:mem­
ber to do this is lO do it the same time 
you change your clocks in the fall and 
spring.

New, free market cconom1c poli­

cies now spreading through Latin 
America and the Caribbean and their 
impact on hunger and poverty will be 
the theme of the eighth annual World 
Food Day satellite teleconference, 
which will be held on Wednesday, 
October 16. Locally, this conference, 
entitled "The Hunger Puzzle: Add­
ing the Macroeconomics and Inter­
national Pieces," will be facilitated at 
Prestonsburg Community College in 
Room 1102 from 12:00 noon to 3:00 
P.M. 

Sponsored by the U.S. National 
Committee for World Food Day, a 
coalition of more than 450 private 
voluntary organizations, the October 
telecast and supporting materials for 
student participants is made possible 
through the cooperation of the Agency 
for International Development, the 
United States Information Agency 
(USIA), the United Nations Food and 
Agriculture Organization, the Mon­
terey Institute of Technology in 
Monterey, Mexico, and the Brazilian 
Ministry of Agriculture. 

The three-hour teleconference 
broadcast will feature an international 
panel of development experts which 
will discuss how international debt, 
declining terms of trade and poor 
economic development planning have 
contributed to a "lost decade" in Latin 
America and Caribbean progress. 

Eddie Albert will serve as host. 
"Our Hemisphere outreach is still 

in the pilot stage," says Patricia 
Young, national coordinator of the 
U.S., World Food Day commiucc, 
"but we expect to have SiteS in at least 
a dozen countries. Next year, with 
the interest generated by the Interna­
tional Conference on Nutrition to 
follow in December, we expect to 
have a truly multinalional program, 
with the other countries sharing in 
the planning as well as the telecast 
itself." 

Organizers believe the teleconfer­
ence has developed into a unique and 
highly effective development educa­
tion program. On-site activities at the 
hundreds of participating colleges and 
universities in the U.S. have created 
a nationwide simultaneous seminar 
programontheselectedtheme. Many 
of the observances of World Food 
Day last several days, and students 
sometimes earn course credit for 
participation. Special "study/action" 
packets of materials are sent to all 
participating schools by the national 
Food Day office. Participation at the 
sites ranges from a single class to 
several hundred students, faculty and 
community guests. 

Continuing education credits for 
teleconference participation will be 
offered again this year by the Ameri­
can Dietetic Association, the Ameri­
can Home Economics Association 
and, through the Catholic University 
of America, for clergy and social 
service professionals. 

Beyond the closed circuit telecon­
ference hook-up, networks and sta-

tions which will offer all orpartofthe 
World Food Day program include: 
the AgSat Network, the Catholic 
Telecommunications Network of 
America, the Learning Channel, 
Vision Interfaith Satellite Network, 
PBS Adult Learning Satellite Serv­
tce and indtv1dual PBS, educauonal 
TV and cable stations. 

Young stresses that the telecon­
ference and the activities surround­
ing it prove that there is a university 
audience for serious, in-depth pro­
gramming on development issues. 
She also pomts out that use of the 
teleconference and its study/action 

packet are increasingly used in a wide 
range of college credit courses. 

"We think our Hemisphere out­
reach is a tremendous breakthrough," 
Young says. "Through World Food 
Day we arc bringing together the 
youngpeopleofall these countries to 
explore our common problems. We 
arc trying to practice what we preach, 
which is 'ideas in action'." 

World Food Day, which began in 
1981, is now observed in more than 
150 countries around the world each 
October. The day marks the founding 
of the Food and Agriculture Organi­
zation, which has its headquarters in 
Rome, Italy. Standing national com­
mittees have been formed in almost 
100 countries and have been linked 
since 1989 in a World Food Day 
Confederation designed to bring non­
governmental organi7.ationsand their 
views to the auention of the various 
UN agencies dealing with food and 
nutrition problems.

The variety of art works recently 
displayed in the Prestonsburg Com­
munity College's art gallery shared

Small children and 
buckets don't mix 

Dunng the past five years in the 
United States, 113 children have 
drowned m five-gallon industrial 
sized buckets. 

Parents of young children take a 
huge risk by leaving any container 
filled with liquid unauended. Chil­
dren are very curious and also top 
heavy. It takes less than a minute for 
the child to discover the bucket, lose 
balance, fall in and drown. 

~ot only do youngsters lack the 
coordination and physical strength to 
get themselves out of a bucket once 
they have fallen in, but industrial 
buckets are tip-resistant, which re­
duces a child's chance of escape. 

handcrafted wooden horse quilt 
stretchers by Carlos Neeley to hand­
forged knives by Willard Lafferty 
and Tom Bormes, to the keyhole pine 
furniture of Jim Daniels, to baskets, 
fantasy dwellings, shocking-faced 
gourds, to the turned wooden bowls 
by Roy May, to paintings, clay, and 
etching.

Nearby 
was displayed a pastel work of the 
face of a collie, perfectly rendered by 
Debbie Stephens. 

In all, there were around 40 pieces 
displayed in the show which gave a 
glimpse of the diverse art media 
members of the Floyd County Arts

These handsome, young, healthy 

brothers are 11 and 8. They have been 
in foster care on different occasions 
because of abuse. Vincent (born 
January 6, 1979) will be in the fifth 
grade this fall. He is in a special class 
but has made steady progress in school 
He is a sensitive child who becomes 
uncomfortable in new situations and 
around strangers.

New EPA lead rule 
to take effect soon 

Monitoring for lead in drinking 
water is required by the U.S. Envi­
ronmental Protection Agency (EPA) 
to begin in January 1992 for systems 
that supply more than 50,000 cus­
tomers. Those systems supplying 
3,300to 50,000customers must begin 
monitoring in July 1992, and those 
serving fewer than 3,300 customers 
will begin in July 1993. 

Lead, a highly toxic metal that 
serves no known useful function in 
the body, accumulates in bones and 
soft tissue of the body. It can interfere 
with the formation of red blood cells, 
causeprematurebirthorreducedbirth 
weight, delay physical and mental 
development in babies and young 
children, and impair mental abilities 
in children in general. It can increase 
blood pressure and interfere with 
hearing in adults, and at high levels of 
exposure can cause anemia, kidney 
damage, and mental retardation. The 
U.S. EPA classifies lead as a prob­
able human carcinogen. 

In general,lead levels in drinking 
water are low, contributing to only 10 
percent to 20 percent of total lead 
exposure by children. Most child­
hOod exposure is by contact with old 
paint, soil, and dust 

Lead occurs in drinking water 
usually through corrosion of pipes, 
solder, and other plumbing materials 
in homes and other buildings. In 
approximately 1 percent of water 
systems, lead occurs in the source 
supply. Some older water supply 
systems may still have lead pipes in 
their distribution systems. 

The new U.S. EPA regulations, 
published June 7,1991, in the Federal 
Register, include: 

*maximum contaminant level for 
lead of 5 parts per billion (ppb) at the 
plant, and an action level of 15 ppb at 
the tap 

*monitoring requirements and 
analytical methods 

*treatment technique require­
ments that include corrosion-control 
treatment, source water treatment, 
public education, and lead service 
line replacement 

*utility record-~eeping and report-
ing requirements 

*public notification 
*variances and exemptions 

In Kentucky, efforts were being 

made even before the latest regula­
tions to reduce the public's exposure 

to lead and to educate people about 
its potential effects. 

As a result of the Safe Drinking 
Water Act, all public drinking water 
systems in Kentucky published no­
tices to advise the public of the ad­
verse health effects of lead· in drink­
ing water. The Kentucky Division of 
Water, as well as the state plumbing 
code, has already banned lead from 
plumbing in all public drinking water 
systems. 

Following passage of the lead 
contamination and control act, the 
division advised local school districts, 
day-care facilities, and nursing homes 
of the potential ad verse health effects 
of lead. The division provided them 
with the EPA's publication regard­
ing water coolers containing lead, as 
well as a list of labs approved by the 
state to test drinking water for lead. 
The division also urged them to have 
their water tested. 

In addition, the Division ofWater, 
in conjunction with the Cabinet for 
Human Resources and the Depart­
ment of Education, has held work­
shops around the state to educate the 
public about the problems of lead in 
drinking water.

She began by collecting used glasses 
from friends to give to the poor, but 
she soon broadened her recycling 
effort with the help of good publicity. 

to buy their own has become a 
nationwide cause. Radio stations in 
almost every state will be sending 
forth public service announcements 
for New Eyes requesting eyeglasses 
for recycling. 

"We were into recycling long 
before there was such a word," says 
Patricia McGinley. President of New 
Eyes for the Needy. 

"We have never solicited a single 
penny," continued McGinley. "We 
only ask people for what they • re about 
to throw away." 

This Short Hills, New Jersey, 
organization grew out of an idea of 
Mrs.ArthurTerryofShortHillswhen 

A non-profit organization, New 
Eyes for the Needy has helped over 4 
million people to see. The organiza-

lion has its own building in Short 
Hills where over 170 volunteers have 
been taught to sort and classify the 
donated eyeglasses. 

Metal frames, old watches, bro­
ken and unwanted jewelry are sought 
for their metal value. Such precious 
metal scrap is sent to a refinery where 
the metal is melted down and the cash 
proceeds are used to purchase new 
prescription glasses f~r ~ose in the 

Sudden Infant Death Syndrome: 

An unexpected tragedy, 
but help is available 

A healthy happy baby dies while 
asleep. The infant was not abused or 
neglecled. Nor was the child sick. 
The doctor declared the baby healthy 
and normal at a recent well child 
check-up . 

Tragically this scenario is played 
out nearly 100 times in Kentucky 
every year when a baby dies of Sud­
den Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS), 
sometimes called crib death. 

Governor Wallace G. Wilkinson 
has proclaimed October 13-19 as 
SIDS Awareness Week in Kentucky. 

Jane Bond, SIDS counselor at the 
Floyd County Health Department 
says that SIDS is the sudden and 
unexpecled death of a seemingly well 
infant whose death remains unex­
plained even after an autopsy. 

"Because doctors can't give the 
family a reason for the death, their 
grief is compounded by feelings of 
guilt-many times they blame them­
selves for the death of their child," 
she said. 

"But in SIDS death, no one is to 
blame because the deaths are not 
caused by something the family did 
or did not do," Bond said. "Since all 
of these emotions are extremely dif­
ficult to deal with, we offer counsel­
ing for families who have experi­
enced a SIDS death." 

A network of SIDS counselors is 
available to help families in all 120 
Kentucky counties work through a 
SIDS crisis. The counselors are usu-

ally contacted by emergency room 
personnel, funeral directors, or coro­
ners when an infant dies of SIDS. 

The counselor will set up an ap­
pointment to talk with the family 
about the death. 

"The main thing that we offer ts 
information about SIDS - we want 
them to know the facts because that 
seems to help them cope," Bond said. 
"We explain that doctors know of no 
way to prevent SIDS and that the 
family didn't do anything to cause it. 

We try to listed and answer their 
questions." 

"We also check on older brothers 
and sisters in the family because 
sometimes they feel guilt and confu­
sion, especially if no one has ex­
plained to the what has happened. 

"Many times the brothers and sis 
ters need special attention that griev­
ing families might not be able to 
provide right away ,"she said. "So, it 
helps them to have someone who will 
listen.," 

Bond said that friends and other 
family members can help parents by 
simply being there to listen. 

"It can be a tremendous comfort to 
parents to have someone to share 
their thoughts," she said. "And don't 
forget that the father is hurting just as 
much as the mother and needs the 
same type of understanding."

Buller and Christian counties arc open 
for turkey archery huntmg m addi­
tion to portions of Ballard, Bulliu, 
Caldwell, Calloway, Hopkins, Larue, 
Logan, Muhlenberg, Nelson, Todd 
and Trigg counties. 

Ballard Wildlife Management 
Area (WMA) south of Terrell Land­
ing Road, Ballard County, and Hig­
ginson-Henry WMA, Union County, 
are also open for October turkey 
hunting.

FARM POND FISH: 
YOU PUT 'EM IN 

Pickup trucks and vans loaded with 
bags of fish start rolling this month as 
the annual farm pond stocking pro­
gram conducted by the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources gets underway. 

Farm pond owners who applied 
for the stocking program before the 
October 1 deadline will receive fin­
gerling-size fish this fall and next 
spring. Nonnally, bluegill and chan­
nel catfish (if requested) are deliv­
ered in fall and largemouth bass in 
May. 

Applicants arc responsible for 

picking up their fish from an an­
nounced meeting place in the county 
where their farm pond is located. 
Owners also are responsible for re­
leasing the "new" fish in their ponds. 

If you're interested in the farm 
pond stocking program but missed 
the deadline, contact your state con­
servation officer (CO) or district fish­
eries biologtst to get your name on 
the list for the next go-round (fall, 
1992). District fisheries biologists 
also offer free technical guidance on 
renovating ponds or constructing new 
ones. 

If you don't know your CO or 
district fisheries biologist, contact: 
I&E Division, #1 Game Farm Road, 
Frankfort, KY 40601; phone (502) 
564-4336. A free booklet, "A Guide 
to the Management of Farm Ponds In 
Kentucky," is available upon request. 

ROUSTIN' GROUSE 
Grouse hunting is underway on 

several Kentucky WMA's in the 
eastern half of the state. 

Except for restrictions during 
periods deer gun hunting is allowed 
on some areas, the following WMAs 
are open for grouse hunting from 
October 1 through December 31, 
1991: Beaver Creek, Cane Creek, 
Mill Creek, Big South Fork, Clay, 
Dewey Lake, Fishtrap Lake, 
Paintsville Lake, Redbird, Fleming, 
GraysonLakeandLakcCumberland. 

Grouse hunting is a challenging 
sport accompanied by outstanding 
outdoor enjoyment. Most of 
Kemucky's ruffed grouse are found 
in rough country. But upland bird 
hunters willing to climb steep hills 
and walk rugged terrain, encounter­
ing briar tangles and other low shrub 
growth along the way, are usually 
rewarded as sudden bursts of flap­
ping wings break the air. 

Quite simply, the birds are there. 
According to Jeff Sole, who coordi­
nates the upland game program for 
the Kentucky DepartmemofFish and 
Wildlife Resources, grouse numbers 
in Eastern Kentucky equal or surpass 
grouse density in surrounding states. 

Of course, suitable habitat is the 
main reason grouse flourish. Over 
the last few years the birds have been 
sprcadmg westward and northward, 
especially along river valleys, set­
tling into additional living areas in 
the commonwealth. The fish and 
wildlife department is speeding up

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School Basketball Rule Changes 
There was unanimous Commiuee 
agreement to move the bonus to the 
7th foul in each half. This was a rule 
expcruncntation we conducted in 
Kentucky during the 1990-91 sea­
son. Since all fouls will be counted, it 
will mean the "bonus" clearly indi­
cates total fouls, not just personal 
fouls. A growing distaste for trips to 
the free throw line helped the effort to 
raise the limit to seven team fouls 
before awarding the bonus. This rule 
change ties into the nationwide effort 
to improve sportsmanship and be­
havior at all high school athletic 
events. 

10. RULE 10 -1-1 ELEC­
TRONIC VOICE COMMUNI­

CATION PROHIBITED 
Communicating with players 

during game action is difficult in many 
game situations. Some coaches use 
various types of signals or hand held 
cards to get the job done. New tech­
nology has brought electronic signal­
ing devices into the game. The 
Committee agreed they did not want 
electronic voice communication be­
tween the players and the coach. The 
coverage goes hand and hand with 
the previous prohibition on use of a 
megaphone or any mechanical de­
vice at courtside for coaching pur­
poses. Play Situation: The team A 
coach: (a) has an electronic device at 
the bench which signals certain in­
formation by use of colored lights; or 
(b) is in direct contact with two play­
ers through use of electronic voice 
communication. Ruling: Permissible 
in (a) but a technical foul in (b). No 
electronic voicecommunication with 
players is allowed. 

11. RULE 10-2.3. 4. 5 (PEN­
ALTY NOTE): TWO TECHNI­
CALS DISQUALIFY ALL BUT 

HEAD COACH 

The third technical foul against 
any squad member or bench person­
nel has been considered flagrant and 
has resulted m disqualifjcation since 
1970. The action of the Committee 
reduces this numberto two for every­
one except the head coach. The 
change was made to correlate witll 
the rule change to count technical 
fouls in reaching the five fouls for 
player disqualification and the effort 
to improve sportSmanship and be­
havior. If a second technical is called 
on any player, substitute or bench 
personnel other than the head coach, 
he/she shall be disqualified and ban­
ished as required. The head coach is 
not automatically ejected until the 
third technical foul is charged to him/ 
her. No change was made in this 
provision as there are a number of 
mstances in which the technical is 
charged to the head coach, even 
though the act was commllted by a 
player or other bench personnel. Even 
though the head coach is permitted 
one more, it does keep the responsi­
bility for all conduct and behavior on 
him/her. No change whatsoever was 
made that ejection is automatic any­
time a foul is flagrant regardless of 
what number it is. Play Situation: A 
team A squad member is charged 
with a technical foul for illegal dunk­
ingpriortothegame. Later: (a) Team 
A's assistant coach is charged with 
two technical fouls for unsportsman­
like conduct; or (b) A2 is charged 
with one technical while playing and 
then another while seated on the 

bench. Ruling: In (a) the assistant 
coach is ejected along with the head 
coach who has been charged with 
three technicals. In (b) A2 is ban­
ished, but not the head coach as he/ 
she has only been charged with two 
technical fouls at thts point. A2's 
technical while playing is not charged 
to the head coach. 

12. RULE 10-3-6 EXP: GRASP 
BASKET ANYTIME TO 

PREVENT INJURY 
Another rule which has gone full 

circle in just a few years! Until 1984 
the basket could not be grasped le­
gally for any reason. Therulefornext 
season allows grasping by any player 
to avoid inJury. In a normal situation 
the grasping will take place when an 
airborne player loses balance because 
of contact. However, in some in­
stances, the player may be entirely 
responsible for ending up in a posi­
tion where he/she or another player 
could be injured unless the basket is 
gra<;pcd. The rule was not adopted to 
legalize all grasping under the pre­
tenseofpossible injury. Officials must 
judge whether or not a possible in­
jury situation existed to the extent the 
player had to grasp the basket Just 
because a player has dunked or at­
tempted to dunk does not give any 
license to grasp unless to avoid in­
jury Illegal grasping must be penal­
ized. Play Situation: AI goes in for a 
shot near the basket and loses his/her 
balance after releasing the ball. Al 
grasps the basket to prevent injury. 
The ball: (a) is; or (b) is not, in the 
basket or on the ring while Al is 
hanging on the ring. Ruling: In both 
(a) and (b) Al'doctor's grasping is 
not penalized if it is judged there was 
a possibility of injury had he/she not 
grasped the basket In (a) it is basket 
interference by Al which causes the 
ball to become dead and no goal can 
be scored. In (b) there is no violation 
unless AI is still hanging on the ring 
when the ball touches the basket or 
goes into the ba<;ket. 

13. RULE 10-3-11: BASKET 
INTERFERENCE ON FREE 

THROW IS ALSO A 
TECHNICAL FOUL

Awarding three free throws to the 
player fouled in the act of shooting an 
unsuccessful 3-pointer will be in 
effect for next season. The manner in 
which the game and use of the 3-
point goal has evolved dictated the 
time had come for three free throws. 
Such a foul does not occur often, but 
this does give the fouled player a 
chance to score as many points as if 
the attempt had been successful. Play 
Situation: AI is fouled in the act of 
shooting on a 3-point try which is 
unsuccessful. The foul: (a) is; or (b) is 
not intentional or flagrant Ruling: In 
(a) Al is awarded three free throws 
plus Team A gets the ball for a divi­
sion line throw-in.

SCREEN CAME DOWN 

I suppose by now everyone's 
aware of the latest endangered spe­
cies: the drive-in theatre. 

Some folks think their demise is 
simply the result of yet ~nother 
Communist plot. Others pass 1t off as 
just another sign of the times, while 
still others haven't given it any 
thought at all. 

I have, though, and even if I can't 
exactly put my fmgeron why they're 
gone, but I can for sure say that many 
of us miss them. 

It hasn't been that long ago, how­
ever, that there were three or four 
within moderate driving distance. 
Today. I can think of only two, and 
they're both over an hour away. 
Furthermore, 1 'm not even sure 
they're still in operation. Of course, 
I'm referring to the one on the Moun-

lain Parkway in Stanton and the one 
on Route 14, east of Huntington on 
the way to the mall. 

When I was a kid living in Muddy 
Branch, drive-in theatres were as 
muchapartofourlivesasVCR'sand 
cable TV are today. Even before I 
was old enough to drive, I can re­
member riding my bicycle up on 
Concord Road about dusk dark to 
that spot which overlooked King 
Addition, and watching the movies 
come on at the sky-vue. Of course, it 
had no sound, and the mammoth 
screen was reduced to the size of a 
postage stamp, but I'd still tell my 
friends the next day - and with 
somewhat more than a little pride­
"I went to the drive-in last night." 

It's too bad that today's young 
people can't experience what we did 
when we'd go to the drive-in and 
enjoy Hollywood's less-than-best 

efforts. (As I recall, you had to go to 
aregularwalk-in-and-sit-down movie 
house in order to see a ftrst-run film.) 

Apparently, I'm not the only one 
to have given all this some thought. 
Ronnie Blair, a former student of 
mine from my old Meade Memorial 
days, who'snowanactor,songwriter 
and playwright out in California, 
brought by a video the other day of 
one of his recent stage performances. 
In the play, Oklahoma Gothic, he 
sang one of his own compositions 
entitled "Ballad of the Cain Auto 
Drive-In Movie." 

Of course, those of us who grew 
up in the area remember that before 
the sky-vue was the sky-vue, it was 
the Cain- so called because of Mr. 
Bill Cain who built the drive-in and 

also rem thcSipp theatre in PainLSville. 
As I recall, he ran the Sipp with an 

iron fist, too, and would toss you out 
at the snap of a finger if he caught you 
throwing milk duds or heard you 
whispering too loud. 

Anyway, I think Ronnie's song 
pretty well sums up the decline and 
fall of the drive-in theatres. 

Sung to the tune of another great 
tragic ballard written about the sink­
ing of the Titanic, a song called "The 
Night That Great Ship Went Down," 
Blair's tune goes something like this. 

"It was the thirteenth day of May; 
Lord, I'll never forget that day, when 
the wrecking crew came pull in" into 
town. A wad of bacccr i the 
foreman 'sjaw, and with a si0\1 llka­
homa drawl, he said, "Your c! "e-in 
movie screen is coming dow 

"So. withadozcrandsomc 1ains, 
nine strong backs and a Iittl• 1ain, a 
thousand nights of joy cam .1 tum­
blin' to the ground. Timber. there she 

goes, no more buck-for-a-carload 
shows, it was sad when that great 
screen came down. 

"Husbands told their wives, no 
more Saturday night door prize, it 
was said when that great screen came 
down. 

"I saw John Wayne die at the 
Alamo, Abbott slapping Costello, I 
saw the Black Lagoon creature sink 
and drown, and a bunch of things 
from outer space tried to wipe out the 
human race, that's how it was before 
that great screen came down." 

Well, the song goes on for several 
more verses, each a liule more heart­
breaking than the other. I think you 
get the gist of it, though. I guess the 
line that sums it all up best goes like 
this: "Sometimes hot, sometimes 
cold, mosquito bites from head to 
toe, it was sad when thati!Teat o;r.reen 
came down." 
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Alice Lloyd 
rememberance 

In keeping with the forthcoming 
celebration of the 75th anniversary of 
Mrs. Alice Lloyd's arrival on Caney 
Creek, I thought it might be appropri­
ate to submit a few excerpts from the 
"paper" I wrote about Bonanza for 
the soon-to be-published Floyd 
County History Book (Paraphrased, 
it is): 

When my family moved from 
next-to-the-last house on the head of 
the Conley Fork of Abbott to "right in 
the heart" of Bonanza, there was a 
two-roomed, white-weatherboarded 
schoolhouse, maintained by the Floyd 
County Board of Education and 
Superintendent of Schools, which 
offered eight grades, and was taught 
by local school teachers. 

I think it would be safe to say that 
very few of the young people in our 
little village would've found it pos­
sible to have gone beyond those eight 
grades, if a "little wisp of a woman" 
by the name of Alice Lloyd hadn't 
entered our school house one fine day. 
Mrs. Lloyd, from Boston, had estab­
lished a school m adjoining Knott 
County, and called it Caney Creek 
Community Center. 

She told us a little about C .C.C .C., 
then, presenting a little group of boys 
she had with her, said, "A child can 
tell this better than a grown person," 
and Dan Martin, who looked to be 
about 10 years old, told us about Mrs. 
Lloyd's school, which he attended­
and he told us the story of "The Frogs 
in the Churn." 

We relayed their messages to our 
parents, and the next year, Bonanza 
Community Center, with twelve 
grades, was established. 

Mrs. Lloyd sent us teachers from 
"away off yonder." Someofthenarnes 
I recall are: Misses Longacre, 
Johnson, Crumrine, Chriswell, Bar­
nes, Hopkins, Hardy, Dunbar, Big­
gerstaff, Conway, Greene, Bunnell, 
Daugherty, and Wood. 

"Them Caney Creek Teachers," 
as we respectfully called them, 
brought many and varied talents to 
our school, which was attended not 
only by students from Bonanza and 
Abbott, but from Middle Creek, Little 
Paint, Jenny's Creek, and many other 
surrounding places, and by a few 
from a distance. 

The school program was one of 
the "prides and joys" of our area: 
Students (with one in the front carry­
ing the American flag), marched over 

the schoolgrounds and up and down 
the Big Road each morning; chapel 
was held each day, with Bible read­
ing and prayer, quotations, and sing­
ing. Programs were held throughout 
the year, with one of the most inter­
esting ones being at Christmastime, 
when Mrs. Lloyd would send "pret­
ties" of oh so many kinds, to all of us. 

There were "spelling bees," de­
bates, piesuppers, pretty girl contests, 
out-door basketball games, and many 
other activities dear to the hearts of 
young people. 

And our parents loved the school. 
For the first few years of Bonanza 
Community Center, some of the par­
ents "took turns" boarding the teach­
ers a-month-at-a-time, and these 
ladies were well worth their "board 
and keep." Later on, they stayed at 
the girls' donnitory, which had been 
purchased by the school from the 
family of the Hatcher Hotel.

I'd like to thank the Good Lord for 

Bonanza, for my family and neigh­
bors who once resided in that little 
village-andAliceLioyd, who made 
it possible for some of us to build 
educationally on the foundation pro­
vided throughout those wonderful 
years.

An afterthought: Dan Martin is 

now a prominent lawyer in Hindman, 
Kentucky, and sometimes, when I 
sec him at an Alice Lloyd College 
Alumni meeting, I mention that little 
story of "The Frogs in the Churn," 
which helped to make it possible for 
Bonanza Community Center to be 
established.

LEMON-GLAZED 
PERSIMMON BARS 

1 egg 
1 c. sugar 
1{1. c. oil 
1 (8-oz.) pkg. dates, finely chopped 
3-1{1. tbsp. lemon juice 
1 tsp. soda 
1 c. persimmon pulp 
1-3/4 c. flour 
1(2. tsp. salt 
1 tsp. cinnamon 
1 tsp. nuuneg 
1/4 tsp. cloves 
1 c. chopped walnuts 
1 c. confectioners sugar 
Combine first 4 ingredients in a 

bowl, mix well. Blend 1-1{1. teaspOOns 
lemon juice and soda into persimmon 
pulp, combine flour, salt and spices. 
Add persimmon pulp to date mix­
ture, alternately with flour mixture, 
mixing well after each addition. Stir 
in walnuts. Spread in a greased and 
floured 1 Ox 15-inch baking pan. Bake 
at350degreesfor25 minutes, or until 
light brown. Cool for 5 minutes. 
Combine 2 tablespoons lemon juice 
and confectioners sugar in a bowl. 
Mix well, and spread over baked layer.

In a medium bowl beat first 3

Stir in vanilla Gradually 
add milk, beating at medium speed, 
after each addition, until frosting is of 

spreading consistency. 

PERSIMMON FUDGE 
2-1{1. c. milk 
6c. sugar

1 c. pureed persimmon pulp

I c. (or more) chopped nuts 
Bring milk to boiling point in a 

saucepan. Remove from heat. Stir in 
sugar and com syrup until sugar is 
completely dissolved. Add persim­
mon pulp; mix well. Cook, covered 
over medium heat for 2 or 3 minutes, 
or until steam washes sugar crystals 
from sides of pan. Cook uncovered, 
to 234 to 240 degrees on candy 
thermometer, or softball stage.

or have tried it. I'm always ready for 
any new garden practice if it works. 

One of the flrst things I have had 
brought to my attention brought is 
that if you miss digging some of your 
potatoes in the fall you will have 
some beautiful volunteers. This I have 
found true but I have never gotten 
any potatoes from them larger than 
marbles. 

The planting in the fall is sup­
posed to end the storage of potatoes 
over the winter months. You will 
have a storage problem with them 
over the hot summer months-no?? 

Potatoes grow best under cold 
weather conditions. The earlier you

plant them thelongeryourcold-grow­
ing season will be, therefore the larger 
your potato crop, and they are more 
resistant to blight...Think cool, and 
the final results will be quality. Cool 
spuds have class! When cooked they 
have more body, due to the retention 
of starch during cool nights. 

Plant your potato eyes about IS­
inches apart, in the rows, with no 
more than three eyes per seed potato. 
Plant your largest potato cut in quar­
ters. After you have covered the po­
tato seed with dirt, cover the entire 
potato patch completely with 15-
inches of mulch. This can be either 
straw or hay. Anyone priced straw 

lately? If yo~ use hay. buy some that 
has been rained on, then break the 
bales loose and rake through. Raking 
is supposed to remove the seeds so 
you will not have that problem. 

When spring comes your potato 
storage bins will not need cleaning, 
your potatoes have been planted, and 
you have not eaten your seed pota­
toes, and you'll have potatoes on the 
way. 

I have known some people who 
did plant their seed potatoes in the 
fall, at least one time. My grandfather 
was one of them. He made a deep 
trench, ftlled it with old straw, placed 
three cut potatoes on top, covered all 

this with about 24-inches of straw, 
then covered lightly with soil to keep 
the straw from blowing away. His 
main concern was to use up all the 
straw he could. At that time the straw 
was a problem as everyone raised 
large fields of wheat. The straw 
couldn't be given away, nor sold, as 
everyone had straw coming out their 
ears. I sure wish I had some of the 
tons of it that was burned, at home. 

This column came to mmd yester­
day when my husband and a neigh­
bor were talking about fall planting 
of potatoes. I will have to say neither 
of us could see the advantages of this 
practice, also we all knew of some 
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who tried it and had poor returns for 
their time and hard work. No matter 
how, when or where you plant and 
grow anything, you will have plenty 
of hard work. To me it seems, to be 
more work and less chance of a crop 
to plant potatoes anytime, other than 
in the spring months. I know that 

storage is a problem, but if you dig 
the potatoes in late summer and re­
plant come the first cool weather­
WHY? I myself grow potatoes to eat 
over the cold winter months. Maybe 
I missed something somewhere. 
Maybe I'm just set in my ways as the 
person stated in the material I did my 
research from.
