A Martin County jury deliberated
for three and a half hours Wednesday
before finding a Johnson County man
guilty in the 1990 shooting death of a
Prestonsburg teen-ager.

The jury found Jim Jack Penix Jr.,
31, of Van Lear guilty of second
degree manslaughter, recommending
a 10-year sentence.

Penix was charged with shooting
19-year-old Barrett Heath Endicott,
of Prestonsburg, during an alterca-
tion at a mobile home park near the
Paintsville-Prestonsburg airport on
May 13, 1990.

Eleven witnesses testified during
the two-day trial at Inez. According
to testimony, Penix and Endicott had
scuffled at the home of James Wil-
liams before Penix announced he was
going home to get a gun. Penix re-
turned to the scene with a rifle and
shot Endicott.

Testifying in hisown defense, Penix
alleged that the shooting was acci-
dental. Another witness claimed,
however, that he had seen Penix load
the rifle before the shooting,

Beware loan scams

The Better Business Bureau of
Central Kentucky has warmned East-
emn Kentuckians to be on guard against
a national epidemic of “bogus guar-
anteed loan programs.”

In a news release issued October
17, the organization called the issue
“one of the fastest-growing frauds”
Eastern Kentucky residents are being
exposed to.

The Better Business Bureau said
advertisments offering loans to per-
sons with bad or no credit often re-
quire applicants to pay “processing
fees” up front without guarantees that
loans will be approved. The process-
ing fees are apparently not refund-
able.

An advertisement offering such
loans was published last month in
The Floyd County Timesbutcancelled

after a reporter called the telephone
number listed and learned an advance
fee of $250 was required before a
loan application would be processed.
"We should have checked out the
ad a little more closely before it ran,"
Times editor Scott Perry said this
week. "We got scammed, too. We
didn't get paid for running it."
Similar offers have been adver-

tised on television and radio stations
around Kentucky.

“This has been our number one
topic of inquiry since June 1991,"
said Tracey McLarney, president of
the Better Business Bureau of Cen-
tral and Eastern Kentucky, Inc.
“Advance-fee loan schemes are par-

A charge against a Floyd County
principal for allegedly threatening to
harm a teacher while at school will be
tried Tuesday, October 22 in Floyd
District Court.

Special judge Miller Kent Carter
of Pike County denied a motion
Thursday to dismiss charges against
Adams Middle School principal
Thomas Tackett for allegedly threat-
ening Gwendolyn Hammonds on
May 14, An additional charge of
harrassment was placed against Tack-
ett Thursday by Hammonds.

Al a pre-trial hearing held in Pike
County Thursday, Carter also denied
a change of venue in the case and set

« it for trial on Tuesday.

Tackett’s attorney, Bill McCann,
asked the judge fora change of venue
at Thursday’shearing because he said
Tackett could not receive a fair trial

in Floyd County due to media cover-
age of the case.

Carter advised McCann Lo have
the case tried in Floyd County, say-
ing that it “should be easy to get an

impartial jury” in Floyd County.
Carter said a change of venue could
only be granted on the grounds that
an impartial jury could not be seated.

McCann asked Carterabout trying
the case without a jury. Carter urged
McCann to “stay with the jury sys-
tem"” and advised McCann thata jury
trial would not be waived unless both
sides in the case requested il.

Tackett faces charges of abuse of
a teacher, harrassment, and térroris-
tic threatening for an alleged incident
at the Middle School on May 14,
Hammonds accused Tackettof threat-
ening to kill members of the Floyd
County Education Association at a
meeting of the May megting of the
Floyd County Board of Education
because of a FCEA cartoon report-
edly placed on his desk.

A complaint wasmade to the Floyd
County Sheriff's office about
Tackett’s threat and a deputy was
assigned to attend the May school
board meeting. There were no distur-
bances at the meeting.

The additional harrassment charge
alleges Tackett screamed in Ham-
monds’ face; shook his finger at her
and told'her he hated her; and threat-
ened to physically remove her from
hisoffice if she ever went back into it
on May 14,

Hammonds was transferred to
Martin Elementary for the 1991-92
school year and filed a federal law-
suit against Tackett, superintendent
Ron Hager and the board September
11.

National Audubon and National
Geographic will meet with members
of Floyd Countians in Action (FCIA)
Monday o discuss their concerns
about Medisin’s incinerator located
atthe hospital, said Phyllis Walker, a

- leader of FCIA.

The citizens group will also stage
a demonstration at the incinerator at
3 p.m. Monday.

FCIA has been trying for over a
year to close the incinerator, claim-
ing that it poses a health hazards to
residents in that area. The operation
burns medical wastes from several
surrounding counties and residents
claim that it has affected their health
and poses a threat to their environ-
ment,

A series of soil samples taken by
the state’s Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection Cabinet
show nosignificantelevation in metal
content in the soil.

A risk assessment performed by

the state in September reporied that
results from two backyard/garden

samples taken from the properties of
Bamey Walker and Paul Horn “show
little significant difference from the
backgroundison samples.”

The assessment also reported that
the results “make it difficuit to deter-
ming if ‘contamination’ really exists.

* Comparing the values of (hese

samples with other background lev-
els from this area and around the state
does not show any of the substances
(with the possible exception of cad-
mium) to be elevated above that
expected in a ‘clean soil” area.”
Tests were conducted on levels of
arsenic, cadmium, chrothium VI,
chromium III, mercury, barium and
nickel in the soil. The report said that
amounts of these chemicals found
the soil were below safe levels estab-
lished by the government’s Environ-
mental Protection Agency.
“Therefore, to determine with
certainty that the levels of chemicals
in the backyard/garden soil samples

are below any level of concern may
be impossible, but those tested are
below a toxic level,” the report con-
cluded.

Mrs. Walker said Wednesday that
tests are scheduled tobe conducted to
determine if other chemical com-
pounds are present in the soil,

Medicaid assessment program expanded
to more Kentucky health care providers

A new Kentucky law is allowing
expansion of the state’s hospital as-
sessment program to five more groups
of health care providers and should
boost the state Medicaid budget by
about $12.7 million. Effective this
month, the Department for Medicaid
Services is extending the program 10
dentists, optometrists, pharmacies,
physicians and community mental
health centers under House Bill 21, a
bill approved by Gov. Wallace G.
Wilkinson and the General Assem-
bly in the 1991 special legislative
session. In 1990, the Medicaid as-
sessments of participating Kentucky
hospitals began, using the tax (o gain
maltching federal funds and reurning
an additional $98 million to the hos-
pitals for indigent health care costs.

Undertheexpanded program, fees
to individual Medicaid-participating
providers will rise equal to 200 per-
cent of their assessments.

Al the same lime, community
menial health centers, whose pay-
ments for inpatient and outpatient
services have an upper limit, will
receivea 18 percentraise in the upper
limit.

"The increased paymenis are nec-
essary 1o ensure that doctors, den-
tists, pharmacies and oplometrists
continue to treat and do not curtail
access to Medicaid-covered patients,”
said Medicaid Services Commis-
sioner Roy Butler.

"But the law does more than just
allow specific increases in reimburse-
ments,” he said, "We'll also raise a
significant amount of state and fed-
eral funds for general budgetary
needs, which is critical if Kentucky is
to meet the cost of federally man-
dated expansions of services and
avoid altematives like a deficit, a
reduction in fees or a tightening of
eligibility requirements.”

Providers will be paid the in-
creased fees up front, then Medicaid
will track the additional money each
provider receives because of the
program. Each quarter, providers will
be assessed one half of the additional
money derived through the program,
not to exceed 15 percent of the pro-
vider's total revenue in that specific
three month period. The assessments
are then used to draw extra federal-
to-state matching funds a ratio of 72-
10-28 cents.

The first bills will be mailed to
providers about Oct. 15.

* Dentists -- Fixed fees will be
raised about 25 percent. Overall,
about 1,225 dentists will be paid about

Take the case of James Dale Mosley, arrested last year
in what city police described as the biggest cocaine bust
in Prestonsburg history.

Mosley was accused of selling the dope from his service
station near Prestonsburg High School and police said
they had been watching the drug operation for several
months before moving in.

Last May, Mosley pleaded guilty to drug trafficking
charges, which carried a potential prison term of 5-10
years.

Airport Improvement Efforts
Taking Off In Kentucky

I have long viewed the develop-
ment of safe and efficient airports as
one of our most promising tools for
economic growth in large and small
communities across Kentucky and
the nation.

This is particularly true in a time
of economic recession, which makes
this the right time, in my opinion, for
a report on the very encouraging
progress we have been making with
regard 1o our Kentucky airports .

As chairman of our Aviation
Subcommittee, 1 have been working
for some years now Lo encourage the
use of our federal Aviation Trust Fund
for much needed airport improve-
ments in every part of our nation,
This fund has a surplus of more than
$7 billion, It is supported by those
who use our aviation system — and it
should be used for their benefit.

Weare achieving increased use of
our Trust Fund for a variety of far-
sighted purposes, including the alle-
viation of airport noise problems.
These problems must be solved in
connection with airport projects to
meet the tremendous growth of air-
passenger traffic in recent years.

I have also been very pleased with
our success in building federal sup-
port for vital improvements and es-
sential-air-service programs for many
of our smaller airports, such as those
in Owensboro and Paducah,

These and other efforts have pro-
duced some impressive results in
recent years. But 1 don't think we
have ever seen more encouraging
results than we are seeing in Ken-
Lucky today. Some of our mostrecent
results include:

* A federal commitment of $149
million for Standiford Ficld expan-

sion, which could create as many as
16,000 jobs in the Louisville area
over the next few years. We have also
obtained $585,000 for a security
system and Senate approval of $3
million for a new control tower at
Standiford Field.

* Funding of $4 million for noise
abatement, $805,251 for a taxiway
and $500,000 for a master-plan up-
date atthe Cincinnati/Northern Ken-
tucky International Airport.

* Funding of $500,000 for run-
way overlay and $648,000 for an
instrument-landing-system (ILS) site
at the Bowling Green Airport, which
has already received ILS equipment
funding.

* Other projects, including fund-
ing for anew runway at Hatcher Field
in Pikeville, a new airport for Russell
County, priority consideration of
runway extension for MceCreary
Counly and airport improvements at
Georgetown, Murray, Mount Ster-
ling, Mayfield and Sturgis.

I look forward to working with
state and local leaders across Ken-
tucky as we continue to strengthen
our economy through an improved
aviation system in the months and
years ahead.

AIDS care coordinators combine
compassion, advocacy, education

The term “AIDS care coordina-

tor” technically describes the job of

coordinating available medical, so-
cial and mental health services for
people with HIV-infection or AIDS.
Actually, care is the key element
of the job.
“We do what we have to do to

increase the quality of life for the pro

people we serve,” said Alan Ostas-
eski, an AIDS care coordinator for 63
central and eastern Kentucky coun-
Lies.

“This might mean tracking down
money for medicine or giving some-
body a ride 10 a support group meet-
ing or picking up a prescription,” he
said. “If they need it or we think it
will improve their morale or give
them a little laugh, we’ll try to pro-
vide it,

“Weare advocates for people with
HIV, and we hope to educate some
people along the way."”

Ostaseski is one of eight Ken-
tucky AIDS care coordinators in five

regions of the state. The Department
for Health Services set up the net-
work in the fall of 1990 o provide
assistance for HIV-infected Ken-
tuckians and those with AIDS.
Anna Mayne, state coordinator for

the network, says that two issues led
to the creation of the care coordinator

gram. ;
“For the most part, people with
HIV and AIDS are young, self-suffi-
cient and have been eaming a decent
living,” she said. “They’re notaccus-
tomed to dealing with social service
agencies or finding help for medical
bills.

“In addition, they are going
through tremendous emotional and
physical turmoil, so they need some
extra help cutting through the red
tape and finding all of the services
they need.”

Mayne says that the stigma of
having AIDS is another problem.

“Even with all of the education
and increasing understanding among

Martin County Coal Corp.
emphasizes safety

Officials at Martin County Coal
Corp, (MCCC) have released safety
statistics for the 3rd quarter of 1991.
During the period, there were nolost-
time accidents reported at the
company, and only one accident with
minor injuries. No safety citations
were issued to MCCC by the Mine
Safety and Health Administration
concerning that incident.

“This report reflects the emphasis
on working safely at MCCC,” said
Larry Jones, president. “We are

committed to the prevention of

accidents on the job, and our safety
record speaks for itself,”

Safety at MCCC during 1991 so
far is at a 2.23 NFDL incident rate
according to Jones. This figure
reflects mining operations that are
significantly below the national

average for lost time due to accidents.

MCCC .employs 32 emergency

medical technicians and two EMT
instructors who undergo 12 hours of
continuous training each year. The
employees are very instrumental in
establishing mining plans and safety
procedures at Martin County Coal.

“The commitment to safety does
not end at MCC's property lines,”
said Jones. “The company trains
several teachersin the Martin County
School Districtin CPR each year, We
also have made classes available to
our employees who wish to become
EMTs.” These classes also are
attended by other community
members who work for various
ambulance services.

Jones went on to say that MCCC
has experienced only one fatality in
21 years of producing more than47.5
million tons of coal and that there are
few companies that can boast such a
record.

Vital records are just that...vital.
We need access to them,

In this age of bureaucratic docu-
mentation, everyone has need of
copies of records of birth,

death, marriage or divorce. An
application for benefits from the
Veterans Administration or Social
Security, a passport or marriage li-
cense requires not only the informa-
tion in the records but usually copies
of the records themselves.

All these records are stored per-
manently by municipalities, coun-

Tricks of the trade
A heavy snowfall can be very
picturesque. Powdery, delicate
looking flakes covering homes, trees,
driveways and sidewalks can be
beautiful and deceiving. Don't be
fooled! Snow is wet and often very
heavy! Infact, many fatal heart attacks
occur after the first heavy snowfall
when optimistic shovelers take on
more than they can handle.
The National Safety Council
recommends thatindividuals over the
age of 40, or who are relatively
inactive, be very careful when
shoveling. If you have a history of
heart trouble, do not shovel without a
doctor's permission. Don't shovel
immediately after cating or while
smoking. The combination of
smoking and cold air causes
constriction of blood vessels and can
be deadly,
Lifting a full shovel is like lifting any
heavy object. Use your legs to lift not
your back.
Don’t shovel to the point of
exhaustion or fatigue. Instead, lake
frequent breaks. If you feel tightness
in your chest, stop shoveling
immediately.

ties, states and the Federal govern-
ment. We all know this, but where
each document is kept is frequently
unknown.

The Consumer Education Re-
search Center, a national non-profit
consumer group, found there was little
uniformity on where the records were
availableand the costs. In some states,
birth records are kept by the city and
in others by the county or state. To
further complicate matters, often
older records are held in different
places than current ones. In addition,
the addresses where the records are
kept are changed quite often.

The consumer group found many
people had difficulty in locating the

records they needed. often, it was
necessary o make expensive long
distance calls justto find out where 1o
write, what information was required
and how much money to send. For
that reason CERC has been publish-
ing a book entitled WHERE TO
WRITE FOR VITAL RECORDS
which contains a state-by-state list-
ing of the addresses and telephone
numbers of the archive where each
record can be found, the cost of a
copy of the document and sample
form letters containing all the infor-
mation needed to get these and other
vital documents.

CERC has just released the 1990
update. For those needing informa-
tion from foreign countries, the book
contains a list of government offices
where you can get help in locating
vital records kept in almost cvery
country. Even U.S. citizens born
overseas, on a ship or aircraft can
locate the place where their records
are kept.,

The organization found that many
people have used previous additions
to locate their family trees or roots,
For those, the book includes infor-

mation on the Family History library
of the Mormon Church. This library

contains over 200,000 volumes of
family history records and a list of
almost a quarter-million people who
are willing o share information to
help you find your family roots.

Robert L Berko, executive direc-
tor of CRC says that originally the
book was published to satisfy the
needs of persons applying for various
benefits but many others have found
ituseful. He has received letters from
libraries, coroners, law enforcement,

social agencies, credit grantors, col-
lection agencies, stock ownership
tracers, lawyers, persons searching
for missing heirs and even those in-
terested in searching their family
roots. Allthese and others have found
use for a book that helps them locate
and prove the status of individuals.

Many limes documents can be
used to prove things other than what
they record. Forinstance, one woman
wrote 10 the group telling them that a
birth certificate for her child proved
herresidence at thattime in the United
States and helped her become eli-
gible for legal residence and citizen-
ship.

Governor supports extension of
mortgage revenue bond program

Governor Wallace G. Wilkinson
is pushing for national legislation to
extend the tax-exempt Mortgage
Revenue Bond program (MRBs). The
MRB Program, administered by the
Kentucky Housing Corporation, is a
primary source of first-time home
financing for low- lo moderate- in-
come Kentuckians. The Morigage
Revenue Bond program began in the
early 1970s and has since been con-
tinually threatened with expiration.
The MR B program is slated to expire
December 31, 1991,

Wilkinson has been a strong ad-
vocate for affordable housing, Under
his direction, the Kentucky Housing
Coarporation has developed new Pro-
grams such as EPIC (Equity Partners
Investing in the Commonwealth)
which provides qualifying families
with the capital for down payment
and closing costs when buying a first

home.

“Without the Mortgage Revenue
Bond program and Programs such as
EPIC, it would be impossible for
deserving Kentucky families to real-
ize the goal of homeownership,”
Wilkinson stated.

In a letter 1o Kentucky's Senators
and Representatives, Governor Wilk-
inson urged them to support Senate
Bill 167 and House Bill 1067 that
would preserve MRBs.

“I'm, greatly concerned that the
Mortgage Revenue Bond program
may end permanently this Decem-
ber. During my administration we
have devoted much time to improv-
ing the quality of life for all Ken-
tuckians. If the Mortgage Revenue
Bond program ends, the quality of
life for these Kentuckians will be
severely affected,” Governor Wilk-
inson said.

the general public, many people with
HIV and AIDS still are not willing to
tell others about their disease be-
cause_d of the stigma that remains,” she
saig.

“Soit'sextremely helpful for them
Lo have a care coordinator at the fore-
front making contacts for them and
searching out the services that can
help them. This provides the person
with a certain level of anonymity.”

Melinda Overstreet, AIDS care
coordinator for 25 western Kentucky
counties, says that it is important for
HIV-infected people to have a strong
support system, “'still I see many who
are very, very scared (o let people
know what they (have tested) posi-
tive for the HIV virus.”

Overstreet says that only contin-
ued education will bring compassion.

“I have the opportunity to educate
people about AIDS, and I try to make
them understand that it doesn’t mat-
ter how people got AIDS,” she said.
“The point is they have it, and they
need help regardless of how they got

it.

“Ithink Kentuckiansshould know
thateven if youlive in a small county,
you need to take precautions to pre-
ventyourself from becoming infected.
On the other hand, don’t become
hysterical when you hear that some-
one in your community is HIV-in-
fected or has AIDS because youcan't
get it from casual contact.

“If the community has been edu-
cated about AIDS, they are more
likely to provide the support and
compassion that people need.”
