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Airport debate :

Neither
board
may act

Neither the “old” nor “new”
Paintsville-Prestonsburg Airport
Boards will take any action on the
future of Combs Field until a Jawsuit
is settled in Johnson County Circuit
Court, attorneys agreed Wednesday.

Appearing at a hearing before
Judge Stephen N. Frazier, attomeys
for the cities of Paintsville and
Prestonsburg and the Floyd/Johnson
County Pilots’ Association also
agreed to allow the “old” and “new”
treasurers o work together to pay
bills at Combs until the issue is re-
solved.

The pilots’ group and others filed
suit last week after Mayors John
David Preston of Paintsville and Ann
Latta of Prestonsburg jointdy ap-
pointed a new, six-member airport
board. The suit claims the appoint-
ments must be ratified by the respec-
tive city councils; the mayors dis-
agree,

The suitalso claims Preston, Latta
and others are involved in a*‘conspir-
acy” to close Combs Field. An
amended complaint filed before
Wednesday's hearing further alleges
that the mayors’ appointees intend to
close the facility.

Preston and Latta have “specifi-
cally solicited the aid of people who
would be appointed 1o the airpont
board. . .who would agree to aid in
closing the airport,” the amended suit
states.

It also contends that both cities
would have an obligation to pay the
state $250,000 to close the facility.
Such expenditures must be approved
by the city councils, it says,

Dale Phillips, city attorney for
Paintsville, Larry Brown, city attor-
ney for Prestonsburg, and C.K. Bel-
hasen, attoney for the pilots’ asso-
ciation, said during the hearing that
the main issue is whether last week’s
appointments have to be approved by
the city councils.

Frazieragreed, butadded that there
was a concern that the new board
would act to close Combs Field be-
forethe issue isresolved. Phillips and
Brown assured him that such action
would not be Laken,

The old board would also not
consider the airport’s future during
the litigation, Belhasen said.

Preston contended that the old
board does not have the authority to
consider any issue since it has only
three members, noting that
Prestonsburg was without represen-
tation until last week.

Belhasen noted that numerous
airport bills would have to be paid
before a decision is made by Frazier.
The attorneys said that J.K. Wells,
" elected treasurer last week, and Byrd
Preston, the old treasurer, could
jointly take care of the payments.

Frazier gave both sides 25 days to
file briefs in the case, indicating that
a ruling would be rendered soon af-
ter.

New members appointed by the
mayors last week were Mike Schmitt,
Scott Perry, Ted Nairn, Sam Isbell
and Dr. David White.

The old board consists of Preston,
Greg Meade and Dr, Joe Spears.

According to a disciplinary report
from the licensure board, Magdi Z.
Fhamy, M.D, is accused of ordering
excessive medical tests and over-
charging for an anesthesia unit pro-
vided to patients. The excess charges
resulted in the physician receiving
overpayment for his services, the
report said.

Chambers eye tourism train

You can hear the whistle blowing,
it’s coming ‘round the bend...
Maybe.

If a joint effort by four Eastern
Kentucky chambers of commerce
builds up enough steam, the region
could offer a unique view of Ap-
palachia this summer...just in time
for Kentucky's 200th birthday.,

The project has been dubbed the
Eastern Kentucky Bicentennial Ex-
cursion and it involves a passenger
train trip from Russell, in Greenup
County, to Dante, Virginia, in June
1992.

Project coordinators, Keith Akers
with the Floyd County Chamber of
Commerce, and Clyde Blevins, with
the Paintsville-Johnson County
Chamber of Commerce, are awaiting
a feasibility report on the project
before setting final details.

Akers said this week that tentative
plans call for the train excurison to
begin at the Russell rail yard near
Ashland, with stops along the way at
Paintsville, Prestonsburg, Pikeville
and Elkhorn City, The 110-mile trip
(one-way) will be the longest tourism
excursion in the state, culminating at
Dante, Virginia, before making a
return 10 Russell.

Consisting of 30 coaches—includ-

ing two observation cars, two dining
cars and a flatbed for picture-tak-
ing—the train will pass through the
Breaks of the Appalachians, called
by Akers the “Grand Canyon of the
South." Entertainment and an his-
toric overview of the region will be
provided throughout the seven-hour
Lrip.

Riders, Akers said, may board or
disembark at any of the stops.

Two trips are tentatively sched-
uled, one on June 6 and another for
June 7, 1992, and prices will be ad-
vertised after all plans are finalized.

Akers said a host of dignitaries,
including President George Bush,
would be invited to join the excur-
sion.

It wasn't all good news for the
Coleman family Wednesday: Cole-
man's aunt died Wednesday night.

Coleman’swife said Thursday that
she had no plans to retire from her
job, a cook at a Dairy Queen restau-
rant.

Savage's wife, Norma, resigned
her position as a teller at the First

Natonal Bank in Louisville early
Thursday moming.

Coleman bought his ticketat Food
City in the Town and Country Plaza
in Pikeville. Food City will receive
$210,000, aone-percent commission
on the sale.

Both men maiched the six win-
ning numbers, 1, 5, 19, 25, 35 and 38
on a quick pick play.

Both couples have five children
and said they would share their good
fortune with them,

Savage said Thursday that he went
upstairs 1o wake his wife after he
found out his numbers matched.
Savage said his wife told him she had
to go to work and rolled over and
went back to sleep.

The Lotto jackpot grew toarecord
$42 million after nine weeks of no
winners. The winners will receive
$789,000 each year for the next 20
years,

Both couples said they would
continue to play the Kentucky Lot-
Lery.

Flu season usuvally doesn’t hit
Kentucky before December, but
health officials say that the next few
weeks are the best time to get a flu
shot for those who need them.

Department for Health Services
officialsrecommend thatanyone with
chronic heart or lung diseaee should
have a flu shot. Those with chronic
kidney discase or diabetes should be
immunized, as should nursing home
residents,

Anyone older than 65 — regard-
less of their health status — and
physicians, nurses and other health
care professionals who have contact
with high-risk patients should also
have a flu shot, according to Clark-
son Palmer, M.D., manager of the de-
partments communicable diseases
branch.

“It's important for people with
chronic diseases to have a preventive
flu shot because for these people
influenza can lead to serious compli-
cations and can even be life-threaten-

Palmer says that November is the
best time for Kentuckians to get shots
because flu scason tends to begin
sometime in December and peak in
January and February. Cases of in-
fluenza usually extend into March,

“While November is the best time
for an influenza vaccine, a little ear-
lierwon’thurt,” said Palmer. “And if
someone.e in the high-risk groups
goes through November without get-
ting a shot, they should go ahead and
gel one in December — it’s better
late than never.”

The shots can be given to most
people, except those with a severe
allergy to eggs. Those people who
have a short-term illness with fever
should put off getting the shot until
they have recovered.

Pregnant women should consult

with a doctor before receiving the
immunization, but they are generally
advised to wait until the second or
third trimester of pregnancy before
getting a flu shot.

People younger than age 18 who
have a flu-like illness should not take
aspirin while sick because of the risk
of Reye Syndrome, Palmer said. Reye
Syndrome is a disease that affects the
central nervous system and liver and
isassociated with the combination of
flu and aspirin use in children and
teenagers. It is fatal in 10 to 40
percent of the cases.

Parents should contact theirchild’s
doctor for alternatives to aspirin use
during flu-like illnesses.

Influenza vaccinations are avail-
able at local health departments in
Kentucky and from private physi-
cians.

CUT THE “LAWYER’S TAX”

This week [ plan to propose a tax
cul. A tax cut that will not increase
the deficit, and requires no offset,
and will sumulate economic growth.
[am referring 1o the *Lawyer's Tax"'
— the liability Crisis.

The “’Lawyer's Tax” is the stealth
tax, It is added 10 virtually every
product sold in this country. This tax
is 95% of the cost of a child vaccine;
one-third the costof astepladder; and
$300 added to the cost of having a
baby delivered,

Direct litigation costs and higher
insurance premiums cost this coun-
try $80 billion every year. The total
cost of the “Lawyer’s Tax,"” includ-
ing the cost incurred trying to avoid
it, is $300 BILLION every year.
Businesses simply cannot absorb the
high cost of the lawyers fees, they
must pass it on 0 you — the ¢on-
sumer through higher prices.

This is how my “Lawyer's Tax"
cut, the LawsuitReform Actof 1991,
works: (I) It abolishes the doctrine of
joint and several liability, so that a
defendant’s share of the damages is
proportional with his share of the
responsibility for causing the harm.
(2) It requires the loser of any civil
action covered by the bill 1o pay the
iegal cost of the winner, up (o a rea-
sonable limit, unless the loser is le-

gally indigent. (3) It prohibits a per-

son from suing others if the person
was under the influence of illegal
drugs or alcohol and this condition
was over 50% responsible for their
injury, (4) It provides that awards for
damages in product liability suits will
be offset by payments from workers,
compensation by payments from
workers, compensation programs,
and allows for a right of subrogation.
(5) It limits the statutory liability of
local governments exceptin bonafide
constitutional rights cases. (6) It
promoles altemative means of dis-
pute resolution.

The Lawsuit Reform Act protects
both the victims of wrongful injuries
—who have arightto fair compensa-
tion — and the victims of wrongful
lawsuits. These six provisions would
go a long way toward restoring bal-
ance and reason to a civil justice
system that is currently crushing
America’s volunteer spirit, driving
up health care cost, reducing educa-
tional opportunities, cutting essential
services of local governments, and
making America less competitive in
the world marketplace.

The current liability system does
not serve consumers. It serves law-
yers.

The Lawsuit Reform Act serves
all Americans by protecting victims
of wrongful injuries as well as vic-
tims of wrongful lawsuils.

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IT’S TIME TO CLARIFY
AND ADDRESS CONCERNS
ABOUT THE CONGRESS

[ want 1o use this Report to Ken-
tucky to address some very serious
questions and concerns that have been
raised about the operation of the Con-
gress under the U.S, Constitution,

Let met start right off with two
equally important points.

First, lam convinced that we have
an obligation to all of our constitu-
ents to review and improve some of
our most vital congressional proce-
dures in the light of recent events.

I will be doing everything I can to
meet that obligation as chairman of a
new Senate task force to recommend
improvements in our confirmation
process for presidential nominees to
the Supreme Court and many other
federal positions,

Second, we have an absolute duty
to preserve the constitutional role of
the Congress and o correct any and
all misconceptions that might arise in
that regard.

Unfortunately, one very serious
misconception was reflected in the
President’s recent statement that the
Congress has exempted itself from
the civil rights laws of this nation.

The fact is that these laws have
been applied to the Congress in a
manner consistent with the separa-
tion-of-powers doctrine of the
Constitution. They havenot been ap-
plied to the White House, a fact that
the White House has overlooked.

I sponsored last year's measure
applying the Americans with Dis-
abilities Act, the Civil Rights Act of
1964 and related legislation to the
Congress. [ also helped to shape a
compromise amendment to the Civil
Rights Act of 1991, building upon

last year’s gains through provisions
for new internal procedures and judi-
cial review for Senate employees,

This new civil rights bill, recently
approved by the Senate, also extends
these provisions to the White House.

My concern is that the Congress
and the President work together 1o
apply our laws to all Americans with
thekind of faimess and common sense
Kentuckians can understand,

This is also the approach I plan to
take as chairman of the task force
appointed by Senate Majority Leader
George Mitchell to review the
Senate's constitutional mandate of
“advice and consent” with regard to

presidential appointments.

I look forward to working with
key committee chairmen—Senators
Boren, Nunn, Biden and Pell—in
recommending changes to fully pro-
tect the rights of individuals in every
phase of the confirmation process.
We face adifficult task in this effort
1o right any wrong that has found its
way into this critical and highly sen-
sitive process. But it must be done—
and done now.

Some of us have been pressing for
reforms in every part of our federal
government for a long time now-—
and we welcome those now under-
way, including the appointment of a
special counsel to investigate Senate
ieaks, )

I see a great opportunity to accel-
eratée the process of reform. [ also see
a continuing responsibility to pre-
serve the foundation of our great de-
mocracy—a foundation resting in
large part on the scparale constitu-
tional powers of the executive, legis-
lative and judicial branches of gov-
emment.

More than 50 percent say arthritis
even affects their ability to do every-
day tasks, such as bending down to
pick up clothing from the floor or
getting in and out of a car, However,
64 percent of the same respondents
are veryoptimistic about life, Among
the items mentioned as important 1o
coping with arthrilis, 93 percent cite
taking an active role in their own
care, 86 percentcite staying informed,
86 percent cite regular exercise, 96

percent cite appropriate rest, and 94
percent cite maintaining a balanced
diet.

This survey shows that despite a
common misperception that nothing
can be done for arthritis, there are
many ways o make life easier and
less painful,” John L. Cowan, M.D,
Chairman of the Arhritis Founda-
tion, Kentucky Chapter's Medical and
Scientific Committee.

“Veterans are usually good em-
ployee prospects bccausc of their
training and experience,” said Em-
ployment Services Commissioner
Darvin Allen, “They also deserve the
help wecan give them in lightof their
contributions.”

For the 1990-91 fiscal year,
Kentucky's state job service agency
met all 14 veteran performance stan-
dards as set by the federal govern-
ment — the first ime that has hap-
pened in four years.

The U.S. Department of Labor
gets those standards for job place-
ment, training, counseling, federal
contract awards and other general
services.

“Kentucky hasalways done a good
job of helping veterans with employ-
ment and training needs, but in the
past few years we've fallen shortina
couple of areas,” Allen said. *“This
year we've targeted those areas and
have improved our results.”

States are required to give prefer-
ential treatment to veterans in these
arcas when job candidates have equal
qualifications. Among those consid-
ercd first are Vietnam-era and dis-
abled velerans.

“Of the nearly 325,000 job appli-
canls we had last fiscal year, about 11
percent were veterans and of those
about 6 percent were disabled,” said
John Hodgkin, director of DES's
Division of field services.

The three-day seminars will
give information on training, job
search techniques, career develop-
ment, resumes and interviews. Each
state with a military base will have
the program.

“TAP was needed because of the
curtailment of military bases, which
resulted in a reduction in the number
of active duty staff,” Hodgkin said.

“TAP was planned before the
Persian Gulf War and is targeted at
military bases. Most people in the
war are either still on active duty or
were reservists and National Guard
members who returned to non-mili-
lary jobs.”

The DES also sends a representa-
tive weekly to Ft. Knox and when
requested to Ft. Campbell 10 make
services more accessible to military
personnel.

“Providing on-sile assistance at
military bases is another way of
making sure military personnel know
we are available to them,” said
Hodgkin.

Another effective tool to help
veterans find employment has been
DES'’s regional job fairs, which are
conducted a couple of times a year.

“This past year has been our most
successful one.” Hodgkin said. "It
brings job seckers, including veter-
ans, and employers together where
they can exchange information.

“The bottom line in all our en-
deavors is helping veterans use the
employment and training options
open lo them through our depart-
ment, sotheycan find jobs," Hodgkin
said. DES can help them bridge the
gap between military life and private
sector life orassist veterans who have
been out of the military for years. In
either case, we want 1o serve their
needs.”

Cancer Question & Answers

Q: My husband and I are in our
40’s. We are starting to worry about
getting cancer. Are there things we
can do to check for cancer?

A: The most important thing you
and your husband can do is have a
check-upevery year. Youshould have
a Pap test 1o check for cervical can-
cer, a pelvic exam to check the uterus
and ovaries, and a rectal exam to
check forcolon cancer. You will also
need a breast exam and mammogram
(breast x-ray) to check for breast
cancer, Between the ages of 40 and
50, you should have a mammogram
every 1 or2 years and after youreach
50, you should have one every year.

Your husband needs to have a
rectal exam to check forcancer of the
prostate, colon and rectum. His 1es-
ticles should also be examined.

There are also things you and your
husband can do at home. Help each
other look for changesin the skinand
check moles. Do breast self-exam
and testicular self-exam every month,
Ask your doctor or nurse to show you
how.

Remember, the best way to fight
canceristo find itearly whenitcanbe
treated with best success.

Q: My mother has lung cancer.
She would like 1o see her grandchild,
but I'm afraid for my baby to be
around her. My mother coughs a lot.
Could he caich cancer from her?

A: No, your son cannot catch
cancer. It cannot be spread by cough-
ing, sneezing, kissing, orin any other
way. Cancer is an uncontrolled
growth of cells in the body. These
cells cannot be spread from person to
person,

Q: Is there anything 1 can do 1o
help prevent cancer?

A: Yes, there are a number of
things you can do to help lower your
chances of getting cancer. The fol-
lowing arc some things you can do.

* Eat high-fiber, low-fat foods.
Fruits and vegetables, whole grain
breads and cereals are good sources
of fiber. You can avoid fat by baking
and steaming foods instead of frying
them. Choose lean red meats, fish

and poultry, low-fat milk and cheese.
Use only a little margarinc. cream
and salad dressing. It is easy to find
recipes now for low-fat, high-fiber
meals. For ideas, call 1-800-4-CAN-
CER.

* Do not smoke, chew or *dip”
tobacco products. There are tips and
programs 1o help you quit using to-
bacco. Forinformation, call 1-800-4-
CANCER.

* Stay away from 100 much sun.
The sun’s rays are strongest between
10a.m. and 2 p.m., especially during
the summer. That is when the risk is
the highest. Protect your skin by us-
ing a sunscreen that has a number 15
on the label and by wearing a hat with
a wide brim. Also, be sure Lo protect
your children’s skin from sunburn,

* Follow the safety rules at work
to protect yourself from harmful
materials such as asbestos.

* If you drink alcohol, donot have
more than 2 drinks a day. Drinking
too much alcohol has been linked
with cancers of the mouth, throat,
esophagus, and liver. If you smoke
and drink, you are at an even higher
risk of getting cancers of the mouth
and the esophagus.

Q: Last year, my sister was diag-
nosed with breast cancer when she
was 35. I'm 34 now. Does that mean
I'm going to get it, too?

A: There is no way to tell whenor
if you will get breast cancer. All
women are at risk for the disease and
80% of women who get breast cancer
have no family history of it. Because
your sister has breast cancer, your
risk is higher than other women.
Knowing this should help make you
more careful about taking steps to
find breast cancer carly when it is
more likely 1o be cured. See a doctor
or a nurse al least once a year for
breast exam, Your doctor may rec-
ommend a mammogram every 1 to 2
years until you reach 50. After that,
you should have one every year.
Check your breasts yoursell every
month for lumps. Most breast lumps
are not cancerous, but report any
changes you find in your breasis 1o
your doctor as soon as possible.

Coppola’s ‘Tucker’
an exhilarating ride

Anyone who's read this
column for any length of
time knows I'm an ardent
fan of Francis Ford Coppola.
Several of his movies (The
Conversation, Apocalypse
Nowand all permutations of
The Godfather) are among
my very favorite films, Cer-
tainly, he has his excesses
and failings, both as a man
and an artist, but look at the
movies the man makes!
Tucker: The Man and His
Dream (1988)

One needn't be a psychia-
trist to understand Cop-
pola's affection for and iden-
tification with Preston
Tucker. The visionary au-
tomaker wanted 1o build
“the car of the future” and
might well have succeeded if
he'd been allowed. That
success, of course, might

have challenged the big boys
in Detroit, and therein lay
Tucker’s undoing. Like the
would-be automaker, Cop-
pola has repeatedly chal-
lenged conventional wisdom
and authority in Hollywood
and paid the price, risking
his mental” and emotional
health, to say nothing of his
financial stability.

Jeff’ Bridges is quietly ex-
cellent as Tucker, a man with

just enough little boy in him

to think he just might pull it
off. Joan Allen is luminous
as his supportive wife, and
his sons are played by up-
and-coming stars Christian
Slater and Corin Nemec.
Frederic Forrest is a delight
as one of Tucker's mechan-
ics, and Dean Stockwell
contributes a fine cameo as
Howard Hughes.

Ruby Mayo

MATH, MAYO,
AND MOTIVATION

How does one teach a child to
enjoy mathematics? This is a ques-
tion that can be answered in a para-
graph, a chapter, or a whole book. It
can also be answered in two words:
Ruby Mayo.

A fifth and sixth grade math
teacherat Martin Elementary School,
Mayo is one of the many Kentucky
teachers whoisbending with the wind
of new educational reforms. Though
she has taught math for a number of
yearsand her goal remains the same—
teaching children toapply math skills
in everyday situations — Mayo sees
the teacher’sroleinanew light: more
guide and moderator than stereotyped
teacher. Her philosophy isthatleam-
ing can be fun for both students and
teacher. Here's how she does it!

Motivating Mathematics by Ruby
Mayo

Under the new Education Reform
Act leaming in the classroom will be
different. This is what we teachers
have been told. In my sixteen years
of teaching, I have never experienced
such a revolution in learning and
teaching techniques. The roles of
both teacher and the student have
been restructured.

My role as a teacher has shifted
from one who hands out information
to one who guides students to de-
velop their own thinking. The les-
sons are designed to include real-
world problems that encourage stu-
dents to explore, question, reason,
and communicate.

A variety of instructional meth-
ods is utilized to develop that ever-
present wide range of abilities in the
classroom. The traditional teacher
demonstration is no longer just the
use of achalkboard and text, but may
include actual objects such as num-
bercubes, counting chips, thermome-
ters, fractional pieces, and/or calcu-
lators. These manipulatives are ex-
tremely valuable to all grade levels;
they make mathematics more mean-

ingful as well as visual.

In teacher-led discussions, the
teacher serves as a moderator rather
thanalecturer. The purpose of these
discussions is to lead the students to
think mathematically - not just to use
role memorization without under-
standing.

Another instructional method is
the integration of mathematics with
other subject areas. Mathisnolonger
anisolated activity. Designingachart
on “The Seven Wonders of the
World” or locating the longitude and
latitude lines on a map provide a very
practical math lesson integrated with
social studies. Locating books in the
library using the Dewey Decimal
System is a worthwhile math lesson
integrated with language arts.

Working in small groups has been
one of the most successful methods
of instruction that I have used. The
students work on math assignments
and/or projects which were set up
during the teacher demonstration or
teacher-led discussion, This class-
room activity provides students not
only with peer tutoring, but also an
excellent opportunity to share ideas
and listen to each other, Asa result,
they receive help in completing their
assignment or project as well as
develop the ability to communicate
and reason with their peers. In addi-
tion, the student is under less pres-
sure when working with others rather
than alone. Therefore, he develops
self-confidence and will participate
morereadily. The small-group activ-
ity involves cooperative as well as
independent work.

How do the students feel about
this new approach to learning mathe-
matics? These are some of their
comments:

"It is easier to understand.”

“We like to work in groups and
help one another,”

“We learn from each other.”

“Everybody works! Everybody
leamns!”

ATTENDANCE RECORDS

I can do most of the things that
need o be done around school with
some degree of efficiency. I cando
minimal work on the computer 1o
produce a publication; I can operate
binding machines (with some help
from the students); and I can get my
class to lunch and back without los-
ing more than two or three students.
I'm not allowed to say “I can’t” to
anything because we won’t let Ryan
use thatexpression so I will just have
to say I have a great deal of difficulty
with attendance record keeping.

In previous years I was convinced
that I was going to jail because my
attendance records were so chaotic.

It was
those Allen boys (Brent and Mau-
rice).

A
121 is a student who rides in the front
of the bus to school and in the back of
the bushome. Who looks at this stuft
anyway? Tsay just give us the money
and take our word that the students
were present. The worst thing they
ask us to do is make the right hand
side of the form match the left hand
side.

understand that. There'sanotherthing
that bugs me. Maurice and Brent
won’t take rough drafts of the atten-
dance forms,

This year one of my classes didn’t
have sufficient enrollment so Mr.
Paige (with help from evil spirits, no
doubt) saw fit to give me the job of
keeping attendance. That is the
equivalentof making Sadam Hussein
the secretary general of the U.N.
When 1 started the job of keeping
attendance, | made the statement that
we all would go 1o jail. Mr. Paige
said, “No, we won’t.” 1 felt better
because I justknew that he was going
to say something to the effect that I
should do the best I could and that
would be fine. But he continued his
statementby saying, “You will.” For
aperson that worried about a jail term
for keeping his own attendance that
washeavy stuff. Tkeeptwelve differ-
ent sets of records. Folks, we're
talking maximum security lock ups
here. Iknow one thing: they can’t
send me to Vietnam. I ought to be
careful because the last time I said
that, I came to myself getting off the
plane at Da Nang.

When I do get something right on
the attendance form after using three
bottles of while out, [ have to explain
why I used white out, I thought
everybody knew that white out was
used to cover-up mistakes. That word

hasn’t gotto the state department yet.
Maybe there is some substance in the
stuff that creates a high for users and
the state department doesn’t want
teachers stumbling over SID 1°s or
PA 4’s.

I really do know that keeping
accurate attendance records is im-
portant, but those Allen boys really
ask a lot of us. If you meet them
causally in Wal-Mart’s they don’t
carry, onanormal conversation about
the weather or children. As soon as
they spot a teacher, they read him his
rights. They say, “You are required
to give only student number, trans-
portation code, and homeroom num-
w‘ "

I have students posted all around
the school grounds. As soon as they
spot Brent or Maurice, they come
running. Isimply hide out until they
leave, but 1 know that the day of
reckoning is coming, Ikeep having
this nightmare in which all my num-
bers go to data heaven and I have no
idea how many days the students
were absent or present.

Alberta Turner did this job last
year, She keeps telling me that it gets
better, but I can tell by the smirk on
her face that it doesn’t get any better,
but gets worse. [know one thing: she
looks much happier this year than she
did last year.

To tell you the truth, I think T will

head out to Canada. Ihad my chance
the last time and didn’t take it. For
that little oversight I had a one room
flat on the jungle floor for one solid
year. In the meantime, if you see
Brent and Maurice, tell them you
think 1 filled out a W35 (a teacher
who has taken all he can stand and
has headed for the border—and not
to get tacos cither.)

On a serious note | would like to
say that I have come to understand
the difficulty of keeping attendance
records. If one school poses that
many problems, think what itmust be
like to keep up with every student in
Floyd County. 1 jokingly said that
these things were the doings of
Mauriceand Brent, but they are going
by rules given to them. As for mis-
takes, they know mistakes will be
made. With that many people and
numbers there is certain to be mis-
takes. Brent and Maurice ask of us
only what we ask of our students—
make mistakes, but find them and
correct them. When I have the luxury
of doing only my attendance in future
years, I will approach the task more
seriously because I know two min-
utes on my part can sometimes save
someone else a big headache. Most
ofall, I will be happy that1don’t have
to worry about the attendance rec-
ords for the whole school.

The Learning Carousel at Martin

Most teachers agree that motivat-
ing students to learn and practice on
so-called humdrum but necessary
skills has always been a challenge
(headache, too, sometimes). As a
result, teachers are always searching
for new ideas and eager 10 try new
techniques and materials to deter-
mine “what works with this year’s
gmup.,}

Martin Elementary's Donna Gray
brought to her classroom this year a
new instructional tool that has proven
to be a winner with her fourth-grade
students. The Learning Carousel,
designed by Gray and constructed by
her husband, consists of four lean-
ing center carrels that offer a variety
of skills in a game-like format, The
activities, which emphasize specific
concepts in core subject areas, allow
students to gain mastery of needed
skills and become more self-reliant.

Each center is changed weekly.
Schedules are flexible and partici-
pants spend from twenty to thirty
minutes per day on Monday through
Thursday. Friday has been desig-
nated as “Help Day”— a time set
aside to provide students with extra
practice if needed.

Carousel participantssometimes
work individually or with a partner.
Because each “hands-on” activity
is self-checking, animmediate feed-
back allows students to experience
instant success or pinpoint and
COITEC! EITOors.

Gray feels that the kinesthetic
approach is an effective instruc-
tional technique that is also popular
with students since itreplaces much
of the traditional paper-pencil prac-
tice work.

A veteran teacher of twenty-
eight yearsin Floyd County school,
Gray has displayed throughout her
career a talent for student motiva-
tion through innovative techniques
and materials.

How does a busy teacher, wife,
and mother find the time to com-
plete suchmonumental projects? It
can be done, as demonstrated by
Gray who made use of post-opera-
tive weeks during this sumimer to
construct approximately one
hundred skills activities.
