New projects to be planned 
despite unresolved problems

Floyd County school offic1als will 
set their third tier priorities for school 
construction projects in a public 
hearing slated for November 25 de­
spite continuing problems on priority 
one projects and the pr>ssibility of a 
state investigation into building pro­
cedures. 

In the past year school construe-

tion projects in Floyd Coumy have 
come under considerable scrutiny, 
raising questions concerning exces­
sive costs, the quality of construc­
tion, construction management and 
fiscal control. Combined, the con­
struction issues paint a picture of 
indifference on the part of the Floyd 
County Board of Education and indi­
cate a total lack of oversight on the 
part of the state Department of Edu­
cation. 

So far, Floyd County school build­
ing projects have drawn a state audit,

to draw districts 
Just in time for Christmas

A special session of Kentucky • s 
General Assembly is expected to be 
called in early December to discuss 
state redistricting, but it is not ex­
pected to have any "earth shattering" 
effect on the Big Sandy region. 

StateReprcsentativeGregStumbo 
said Tuesday that Governor-elect 
Brereton Jones has made it clear he 
intends to call a special session to 
discuss the- issue after he ts maugu­
rated as governor on December 10. 

Stumbo said redistricting of the 
state is not expected to have any 
significant effect on state legislative 
alignments. He added that since there 
were no major public works projects 
in our area and that state funds are 
being used to construct highways he 
sees no "detrimental" effect from re­
districting.

Children are 
the future, 
Sanders says

"Take time to enjoy children at 
play" was the advice of the state's 
leading lady during dedication cere­
monies at the Floyd County Head 
Start center in Prestonsburg last Fri­
day. 

Dr. Penney Sanders, director of 
the state's Office of Education Ac­
countability, told those present at the 
dedication of the outdoor learning 
environment center not to forget the 
joy of playing and reminded them the 
children are our future. 

"Early intervention in a child's 
life leads to later success," Sanders 
said. "Our children are the promise 
for our future in Kentucky and I think 
we forget that sometimes. We must 
prepare them for the adult world and 
they must be better prepared than 
before. I think this is a wonderful 
center." 

The dedication marked the open­
ing of the outdoor learning environ­
ment center that includes slides, 
swings, a play fire station and police 
station, and other equipment to help 
the children learn about dealing with 
real life situations. ll1e center was 
designed with the help of Mitch Bai­
adai, a leader in the field of early 
childhood education. "''m glad to be in Floyd County 
for a happy occasion," Sanders said. 
"Enjoy the children at play and IIy to 
recapture the joy of learning while 
we play." 

Sanders was among several speak­
ers for the ribbon cutting ceremonies 
which included assistant superinten· 
dent Pete Grigsby Jr.: Bill May, di­

a local lawsuit and they have pro­
duced an example of how things 
should not be done. 

For example, poor planning has 
created expensive problems at Duff 
Elementary, Adams Middle School 
and at Left Beaver Htgh School-aU 
new schools that have or are to be 
constructed as priority one projects. 

• At Duff, a costly sprinkler system 
installed for fire protection is inop­
erative because of inadequate water 
pressure. To remedy that problem, a 
water storage tank will have to be 

constructed, adding thousands to the 
cost of the project. 

• AtAdams,settlingproblemshave 
cracked walls and caused doors to 
stick, forcing contractors to take 
remedial action to resolve the prob· 
lem. 

• At Left Beaver, where a new high 
school is still under construction, a 
poor site has contributed to a two­
year delay in progress. The site has 
no source of water and a steep grade 
on an access road could make the 
school inaccessable during periods 

of bad weather. 
Cost overruns have plagued each 

of the priority one projects, too, par­
ticularly in the area of construction 
management. Open-ended contracts 
for construction management serv­
ices have seen those expenses doubled 
on some projects. 

At Left Beaver, for example, Mar­
tin Engineering had been paid the 
total amount of a $206,000 construc­
tion management contract as early as

Panel okays 
funding plan 
for housing

Floyd County Housing Authority 
members met Thursday to approve 
one item on their agenda, to renew 
voucher funding with the Department 
of Housing and Urban Development. 

The contract provides for housing 
assistance payments for residents of 
public housing. The amount of the 
contract was for $111,300 and will, 
for the first time, require a separate 
budget and register. The contract is in 
effect for five years. 

In other discussions Thursday, 
board member Eddie Pauon asked 
the board to direct executive director 
Julia May to provide him with the 
minutes of the last three meetings of 
the board. Patton requested the min­
utes at the October meeting of the 
board, but he said at Thursday's 
meeting he had not received them. 
He asked that he be furnished those 
minutes in two weeks. 

The board voted unanimously to 
direct May to furnish Patton those 
documents. 

Patton also asked project manag­
ers Martha White and Donna Combs 
about how sick days are accounted 
for by the authority. 

WhiLe and Combs said they were 
responsible for reporting their sick 
days. 

Pauon asked that a report on all 
employees' sick leave balance be 
presented at December's meeting. 

Board member Hamlet Lovely 
requested that project managers 
White and Combs not be required to 
attend the rnonU1Iy meetings. Lovely 
said l11e two should not be required to 
take the minutes of the board meet-

January, 1991, but the company has 
continued to receive $13,673 per 
month for providing construction 
management services. The open­
ended contract could add as much as 
S300,000 to the expense of building 
the new school. 

Similar open-ended contracts for 
construction management services 
were used on the Duff Elementary 
and Adams Middle School projects. 

At Duff, Marlin Engineering served 
as construction manager and the 
company was paid about $150,000 
more than the fcc set out by contract. 
At Adams, Akers and Akers was 
employed as construction manager 
and the company was paid about 
$54,000 more than the amount speci­
fied in a construction management 
contract. 

Despite a history of cost overruns 
in construction management, the 
Floyd County Board has employed 
Martin Engineering as manager for a 
Betsy Layne school project. The board 
has apparently ignored state recom­
mendations that bids be sought for 
both archilectural and construction 
management services on future proj­
ects. 

State officials have also indicated 
that a lack of competitive bidding has 
pushed up the costs of local school 
construction projects. 

Of the 25 contracts awarded for 
construction of the Left Beaver proj­
ect, 17 were one-bid pacts that of­
fered no choices to the board of edu­
cation. The one-bid contracts at Left 
Beaver amount to nearly $3.3 mil­
lion. 

Coupled with the board of 
education's apparent i nd iff erence to 
cost control is what appears to be a 
total lack of oversight by the state 
Department of Education. 

Until recently, when state officials 
stepped m to block a site preparation 
contract on a controversial site for a 
new Prestonsburg High School, con­
struction plans in Floyd County ap­
parently received rubber-stamp ap­
proval in Frankfort. The state depart­
ment made no effort to intervene in 
local construction projects despite 
routine cost overruns, inadequate 
sites, open-ended management con­
tracts and construction naws. 

Ironically, a recent edition of the 

Kentucky School Boards Associa­
tion magazine offered step-by-step 
guidelines for proper management of 
school construction. The article, au­
thored by Mike Luscher, supervisor 
of the state's Department of Build­
ings and Grounds,addressed many of 
the construction problems which had 
arisen in Floyd County and which 
had been ignored by the state. 

Closer scrutiny of Floyd County 
school projects is likely with the 
advent of Kentucky's Office of Edu­
cation Accountability (OEA). That 
new agency has been in the news 
recently in connection with investi­
gations into Boyd County, Harlan 
County and Letcher County schools. 
Floyd County is the rumored next 
stop, but OEA officials have declined 
to confirm that speculation. 

Meanwhile, Floyd County school 
officials havesetNovember25 as the 
date for a public meeting to establish 
priorities for future school construc­
tion projects. Whether funding will 
be available to meet those needs is 
questionable. 

In 1986, the system of funding 
school projects was changed with the 
creation of the School Facilities 
Construction Commission (SFCC). 
The SFCC, through the sale of bonds, 
created certain funding capabilities 
for local school districts, including 
Floyd County. Floyd County has been 
allotted SFCC "assistance" in an 
amount sufficient to retire about $46 
million in school construction bonds. 

As of February, 1991, the Floyd 
County School District had encum­
bered $32 million of that total toward 
just four building projects-Adams 
Middle School, Duff and Allen Ele­
mentary Schools and the Left Beaver 
High School. The amount spent on 
those projects represents 70 percent 
of total allocation from the state to 
date. The projects themselves repre­
sent only 40 percent of the identified 
"unmet needs" for school construc­
tion in the county. 

Priority three projects proposed by 
the board include proposals for a new 
middle school in the vicinity of Allen 
Central; a new middle school south 
of Betsy Layne; a new middle school 
north of Hi Hat; and a new elemen­
tary school near Langley. 

None of those projects can be built 

until a decision is reached on the 
construction of a new Prestonsburg 
High School. 

The future of Floyd County school 
construction projects could very well 
depend on the outcome of a lawsuit 
filed against the board of education 
by a contractor working on one of the 
jobs. 

Triple B Corporation, which was 
contracted to perform site prepara­
tion on the Left Beaver project, has 
alleged in asuitagainst the board that 
it has not been paid for work per­
formed while other companies have 
been paid for work done by Triple B. 

Triple B is apparently trying to 
prove in its suit that large contracts 
have been awarded to companies who 
sub-contract those jobs out to other 
companies for a fraction of the con­
tract price. 

One line of defense taken by the 
Floyd County Board of Education 
could also dramtically affect ongo­
ing projects. 

Board attorney F.C. Bryan has al­
leged that Triple B'scontract with the 
board is invalid because construction 
contracts should have been negoti­
ated with the Floyd County School 
District Finance Corporation, a sepa­
rate board entity. 

If Bryan's argumem proves cor­
rect, none of the contracts on school 
projects would be valid. 

The Triple B suit has not yet be set 
for trial.

opposed to splitting Fayeue County 
and are lobbying for a Central Ken­
tucky district. Stumbo says that area 
of the state will sec no significant 
gains if that plan is ppproved. 

"The sad part in this issue is that 
the people making the most fuss 
(about redistricting) have the least to 
gain," Stumbo said. "There arc few 
federal projects in Central Kentucky 
because they don't have the type of 
needs of rural Kentucky, especially 
in the mountains. We are in need of 
the type of federal dollars available 
for water and capital construction 
projects. 

"It's that same type of Bluegrass, 
blood mentality," he added. "They 
can't ignore the problems in rural 
Kentucky. If you look back at it, 
historically people that have run this 
state were from Central Kentucky. 
They have the wealth and power and 
they cling to that. They don't want to 
enhance the opportunity for rural 
Kentucky. They can't ignore the 
needs of 50 percent of the people of 
this state and it not have an adverse 
effect on the everyone." 

Stumbo said it makes more sense 
to stimulate the economy of Eastern 
Kentucky with govemmentaid rather 
than to stimulate the unemployment 
and welfare recipients. He said the 
entire state can prosper iftheneedsof 
Eastern and Western Kentucky are 
met and that can be achieved if those 
state districts keep their congress­
men in the nation's capital. 

Stumbo says there are many pro­
posed redistricting plans in the works 
and the special session is expected to 
offer a wide variety of discussions on 
the issue.

The new Commonwealth Library 
at the University of Kentucky will be 
built in Lexington but it will directly 
benefit the people of Floyd County. 

Last year, for example, the UK 
library recorded 237 requests from 
two libraries in Floyd County-230 
requests from the library at 
Prestonsburg Community College 
and seven from the Floyd County 
Public Library. 

"When the new library opens, we 
will be able to do even more," said 
Paul Willis, director of UK libraries. 

UK has launched a $20 million 
campaign for its library. Some 500 
people from all parts of the state 
gathered fora luncheon in downtown 
~xington to cclebraLC what is to be 
the largest fundraising campaign in 
the history of the University. 

The $20 million, which will be 
raised from the private sector, in­
cludes $12 million for the new li­
brary building, and $8 million to 
successfully complete a challenge 
grant from the National Endowment 
for the Humanities and to establish 
other endowments for the library.

As many of you know, I have been 

working to protect America's chil­
dren from physical and sexual abuse 
since entering public office as Jeffer­
son County J udgc/Executive in 1977. 
My efforts have ranged from estab­
lishing the Kentucky Task Force on 
Missing and Exploited Children in 
1982to sponsoring the National Child 
Abusers Registration Amendment to 
the 1991 Omnibus Crime Bill, which 
passed the Senate in July of this year. 
This week I was joined in my fight 
against child abuse by talk show host 
Oprah Winfrey. 

Ms. Winfrey and 1, along with 
John Walsh of Fox TV's "America's 
Most Wanted" and fonner Illinois 
governor Jim Thompson, met pri­
vately in my Washington office to 
discuss my amendment. A victim of 
child abuse herself, Ms. Winfrey is 
strongly committed to protecting 
children from the horror of abuse. 
Her personal insight makes her a 
powerful spokesperson, and I look 
forward to working with her. 

Studies reflect that child abuse 
has the highest recidivism rate of any 
crime committed in the United States. 
According to the Federal Bureau of 

Investigation, the typical sex offender 
will molest 117 youngsters. My leg­
islation, which Ms. Winfrey endorses, 
is aimed at combating this startling 
statistic. 

My amendment to the crime bill 
requires states to register the nan:te, 
address, social security number and 
other pertinent information about any 
individual convicted of child abuse. 
The infonnation is then reported to 
the National Crime lnfonnation 
Center of the Department of Justice 
by local or state officials. This would 
enable a child-care facility or other 
agency that works with children to 
conduct background checks on pro­
spective employees. It is my hope 
that this nationwide service will pro­
tect the six million children who at­
tend day care from being supervised 
by convicted child abusers. 

Oprah Winfrey is doing our na­
tion a great service by joining in the 
fight to protect America's children. 
However, we must remember that 
child abuse is an issue in which we 

can all become involved. I encourage 
parents, teachers, brothers, and sis­
ters -- whoever has contact with an 
abused child -- to go to your local 
child protection agency and let them 
know of your concerns.

Local science students visit PCC 
On Friday morning, November 

I st, Dr. John Shiber, assistant profes­
sor of biology at Prestonsburg Com­
munity College, opened his labora­
tory in the new science building to 
some local students. 

First, at 9 a.m. some (21) embry­
onic scholars from Prestonsburg 
Elementary School toured the facili­
ties. Mrs. Anne Howard's second 
grade class, along with three parents, 
enjoyed looking at a demonstration 
of various representatives of animal 
groups, including preserved speci­
mens, real corals and sponges, and 
some well-stuffed and preserved 
animals, such as a raccoon, a squirrel, 
and a mink. 

Fifty different specimens were on 
display. With help from Tommy 
Cantrell,astudentofDr. Shiberin his 
Animal Biology course, the children 
were also assisted in the "hands on" 
experienceofusingamicroscopeand 
seeing tiny organisms that one can-

not sec with the "naked" eye. Each 
child left the science building with a 
replica of a real fossil as a souvenir of 
his/her visit. 

Later in the morning, Reverend 
David Powers, assistant headmaster 
of the Piarist School, a college pre­
paratory high school in Martin, also 
visited Dr. Shiber's laboratory. This 
group participated in some more 
serious practical lab work, examin­
ing under the microscope live cul­
tures of various protistans, such as 
ciliates, euglenoids, amoeboids, and 
even parasitic worms of medical 
importance to the area. They also had 
access to all the specimens. of ani­
mals on display and discussed sowe 
inheritance patterns in the Drosophila 
fruitfly. 

Dr. Shiber believes that such posi­
tive cooperation between PCC and 
the local school is very beneficial and 
a first step to encourage and interest 
the youth of this community in the 
sciences and science education.

Publishes Paper 

Dr. Duane D. Sanders, assistant 
professor of biology at Prestonsburg 
Community College, is l.he author of 
an article which was recently pub­
lished in Teratology, The Interna­
tional Journal of Abnormal Develop­
ment, September 1991 edition, vol­
ume 44, no. 3. 

His "Review of Drug-Induced 
Limb Defects in Mammals" is a lit­
erature review of experimental stud­
ies demonstrating limb malforma­
tions in mammals as a result of drug 
exposure. Reporung several trends 
in defect patterns for the first lime, 
Dr. Sanders delineated the main new 
finding that transverse hemimclia is 
either underreportcd or it essentially 
does not occur.

The study concluded that, "at least 
in some cases, acetazolamide, ade­
nine, 1.7-llunethylxanthine, and 
xanthme derivative aminophylline, 
retmoic acid, ncctoxy-methly-rnel.h­
ylnitrosamine, aspirin, and cadmium 
can all cause unilateral defects.''

At the same time, this group agreed 
that times have changed: that we're 
not living in the dark ages anymore.

not gotten all our rainbow of flowers 
for early spring, beuer get at it. Be­
fore autumn fades into winter's chill, 
the hardy bulbs that push through the 
snow to start a new season need about 
two months of low temperatures for 
their roots to grow and buds to de­
velop. These can be planted from 
September through November, de­
pending on the weather. If your soil 
isn't frozen solid you can get by, if 
you plant a lillie later. Later planted 
bulbs will bloom, but the flowers will 
be smaller. 

The biggest advant.age of the hardy 
~ spring-blooming bulbs are they arc 

just plain hardy. These weathercocks 
of spring wi II succeed year after year 
where more robust-looking bulbs 
often fat!. Some of the most hardy of 
spring-blooming bulbs include all 
types of tulips, daffodil, hyacinths, 
and of course the crocus. In the hardy 
lily bulbs arc the tiger, Madonna, 
coral, and the spectacular lily. Other 
hardy bulbs for fall planting include 
the dainty snowdrops, windflowers, 
squirlcom and Dutchmans-brccches. 

Good dratnagc is a must for bulbs. 
They will thrive in any sort ol so1l 
other than sticky, wet clay. They'll

water. Improve bulb soil by deep 
digging and working in generous 
amounts of organic matter, compost, 
leaf mold, well rotted manure, an/or 
peal moss to overcome poor drain­
age. OON''T add fresh manure around 
bulbs at planting time. 

Bulbs need adequate amounts of 
phosphorus and potash than other 
plants, to develop bright, beautiful 
flowers with long stems and to make 
strong heavy bulbs for the next sea­
son. 

An old rule of thumb in planting 
depth, of bulbs, in case you have 
forgotten or lost the instructions, is to 
plant about three times the height of 
the bulb. Crocus being so nat should 
be planted three inches deep and three 
inches apart. 

After your bulbs are planted and 
the ground has frozen at least two 
inches deep, lay a thick mulch of hay, 
straw, leaves or other material. This 
mulch is not to keep the bulbs warm, 
but tO prevent the damaging effects 
of alternate freezing and thawing 
which causes the ground to hoove, 
sometimes heaving the bulbs out of 
the ground altogether. When green 
shoots begin to show in the spring 
pull back the mulch. Later you can 
add mulch to keep down weeds and 
retain moister. 

Whether you're a beginner or a 
veteran, put that rainbow of winter­
shauenng color in your yard, come 
spring. Get those fall bulbs out now.

Lack of credit causing shortage 
of affordable multifamily units 

The credit contraction that has srifled 
d~velopment of affordable mullifamily 
properties is lending to a serious shortage 
of such housing, which will be accompa· 
nied by sharp rent increases, according 10 

the National Association of Realtors. 
Eugene J. Burger. 1992 vice chair of 

the association's Housing and Commu­
nity Development Subcommitlee, dis­
cussed problems obtaining fmancing for 
multifamily housing during 1estimony 
recently before the U.S. Sen ale Subcom­
mittee on Housing and Urban Affairs. 
The subconunitlee is part of the Senale 
Banking Committee. 

The shrinking supply ofrental units is 
making it increasingly difficult for low­
and moderale-income people to improve 
their housing situation, Burger explained. 
"If there is a crisis in multifamily housing 
affordability, it affects those trying to get 

on the fust rung of the housing 
ladder,"Burger said. 

According to Burger, tax policy 
changes, adopted as part of the Tax Re­
form Act of 1986, eliminaled incentives 
to build affordable units, and thus started 
a decline in multifamily construction in 
many markets. No shortage of units was 
immediately evident. due to the large 
volume of units started before enactment 
of the tax law. Now, however, the supply 
is being absorbed, and few new units are 
being built, he said. 

Lending constraints mandated by the 
savings and loan reform law, coupled 
with tighter standards by bank examin­
ers, are continuing to curb growth in 
multifamily construction, he noled. An 
NAR survey conducted earlier this year 
of more than 16,000 commercial real 
estate brokers and developers found that

NAR President Harley E. Rouda said 

the index rose.. although only slightly, 
due to a decline in the interest rate and an 
increase in the first-time buyer median 
income during the third quarter. Also, the 
index remained above 80, a level unseen 
before the fourth quarter of 1990, when it 
measured 82.1. 

During the third quarter, the median 
income of prime fust-time home buyers 
was $25,452 However, the typical fust­
time buyer would need an income of 
S31,621-S6,169higherthanthemedian 
income--to qualify for conventional fi. 
nancing covering 90 percertt of a home 
priced at $86,600, the median statler­
home price for the quarter. The index is 
based on mortgage qualification require­
ments for privately insured fmancing. 

"Low inlerest rates and a sof1ening 
housing market have let many first-time 
buyers into the market. Even so, this 
group of people still face daunting barri­
ers relative to the typical home buyer. As 
a result, the difference between the ftrst­
time buyer index and composite Housing 

Based on the third quarter's entry-level 
affordability conditions, a typical ftrst­
time buyer would qualify to buy a home 
priced at about $69,700. 

The change in fust-time home buyer 
purchasing power between the second 
and third quarters resulted from an in­
crease m median income of the prime 
first-time buyer, an increase in the starter 
home price and a drop in the interest rale 
used to calcula1e the index. The starter 
home price rose $700 from the se<!6nd

The index measured 80.5 for the pe­
riod covering July, August and Septem­
ber, meaning the typical fust-tirne buyer 
had 80.5 percent of the income needed to 
qualify to buy the typical starter home. 

NAR Chief Economist John A . Tuc­
cillo stressed the importance of helping 
entry-level buyers overcome the hurdle 
of accumulating enough cash for a down 
payment and closing costs. "For many 
first-time buyers, homeownership isn't 
even an option because of the down 
payment obstacle," he said.

Rouda said in today's market, "when 
buyers have areal advantage due to plenty 
of affordability priced homes and low 
rates, it's a shame to see first-time buyers 
shut out of the market because they don't 
have enough cash in savings."

95 percent of the respondents had been 
hurt by the credit crunch, reflecled in 
limited availability of financing and un­
favorable loan terms. 

"In markets with unmet demand, rents 
have begun to rise, raising concerns about 
a lack of affordable housing," Burger 
said. For instance, in Miami, the absorp­
tion rare for apartments in 1990 was 33 
percent higher than that for construction 
of apartments; in Chicago, the rate was 
29 percent higher. 

Despite auempts by the Bush admini­
stration to case lending constraints, lender 
reluctance to make new loans or renew 
existing ones remains prevalent, he ooled. 
''The credit crisis has affecled the ability 
to produce new housing stock to meet 
unmet demand, and the ability to main­
tain the current housing stock," he said. 

The diminished role of thrifts and 
commercial banks in multifamily lend­
ing, as well as the limited role of govern­
ment-sponsored programs, underscores 
the need for new sources of capital and 
development incentives, Burger said. 
Currently, the program offered by the 
Federal National Mortgage Association 
(Fannie Mae) is the only viable secon­
dary market program for multifamily 
loans; yet, its $18 billion multifamily 
portfolio represents less than 8 percertt of 
the $238 billion in total originations. 
Federal multifamily development pro­
grams, such as the Low-Income Housing 
Tax Credit or programs offered by the 
Federal Housing Administration, have 
been hampered by administrative diffi­
culties, sluggish approval procedures and 
other problems that have blocked wide­
spread use. 

According to Burger, Congress should 
support the development of an efficient 
secondary market for commercial mort­
gage securities, including multifamily 
mortgages. NAR is exploring legislative 
and regulatory changes that would be 
necessary for the creation of such a mar­
ket, patlemed afler the secondary market 
for single-family mortgages, in which 
mortgages are pooled, securitized and 

sold by lenders to investors, he said. 
In addition to eliminating futurecrcdil 

shortages, a broad secon9ary market 
would bring much·needed standard1za· 
tion to multifamily loans, Burger noted. 
Wide variation among the loans has held 
securitization to a minimum, compared 
to the secondary market for mortgage 
securities for singJe.family loans. 

"Establishing a productive multifamily 
secondary market, either through the 
government sector, or private conduits, is 
not only good social policy, but is critical 
to providing and maintaining an ade­
quate rental housing stock in individual 
housing markets," Burger said. 

Another factor that must be addressed 
to shore up multifamily housing is the 
repeal of tax code provisions that have 
proved extremely detrimental to the in· 
dustry, Burger said. Specifically, NARis 
pressing for legislation to lift the current 
passive loss rule limiting the deductibil­
ity of rental losses against income. He 
encouraged enactment of passive Joss 
relieflegislation (S.1257) introduced by 
Sens. David L. Boren. 0-0kla.; Steve 
Symrns, R-ldaho; and John Breaux D­
La. "Passive loss restrictions have been a 
significant impediment to small and mid­
size developers and investors, and have 
caused dramatic declines in the values of 
the portfolios of fmancial irtstirutions," 
Burger said. 

NAR also is advocating legislation to 
reduce the tax charged on capital gains. 
"Preferential capital gains and the reform 
of passive losses would restore value to 
multifamily properties and other real 
estate, and help stop the hemorrhaging of 
our fmancial sys1em," Burger said. 

To spark production of affordable rental 
units and preserve the current stock, 
Congress must remove the disincentives 
that are now blocking financing and de­
velopment, he added.
