Projected shortfalls in state reve-
nues are taking their toll on all areas
of government, including higher
education.

Prestonsburg Community College
president Dr. Deborah Floyd told
advisory board members Tuesday
evening that PCC will be affected by
a cut of more than $3 million in the
community college system budget.

Vet Center
expansion
is proposed

Anexpansion of the new Veterans
Outreach Clinic near Prestonsburg

M couldbe in the works since the number

of patients expected to be seen at the
clinic has doubled.

A letter from Philip Elkins, direc-
tor of the Veterans Affairs Medical
Center in Huntington, West Virginia,
to Seventh District Congressman
Chris Perkins shows the clinic is
averaging 790 patients a month. The
clinic was projected to serve 387
velerans monthly.

Perkins' aide Dave Whalen said
Wednesday that an expansion of the
clinic would be justified based on the
number of patients—2,562 since it

® opened in July.

James Martin, administrator of the
clinic said that the facility needed to
expand both in size and staff. It now
employs three doctors and an office
staff.

Planning for the Veterans Clinic,
the only one of its kind in Kentucky,
began afier a congressional study
showed there were over 40,000 vet-
erans in the region, The study showed
that veterans were not receiving
proper atiention because many had to
travel to Lexington or Huntington for
testing and treatment.

Representative Bob Traxler, D-
W Michigan, who is chairman of the
House Appropriations subcommittee
in charge of veterans' affairs was
contacted recently by Perkins about
the success of the clinic. Whalin said
Traxler’s panel got the original pro-
posal into legislation,

Floyd told board members PCC
will lose approximately $84,700 from
the 1991-92 budget which will result
in postponing renovations at the
campus and will cut travel and print-
ing expenses dramatically.

“The cuts will not affect educa-
tional programs, but we will possibly
have some faculty positions that will
notbe filled,” Floyd said. “To protect
the integrity of this institution, we
will cut travel and printing expenses.
We'll do what we have to do.”

Floyd explained that the college
would not be receiving a new com-
puter lab and an expensive piece of
equipment for the chemistry lab, She
said the faculty would develop their
own committee to maintain a pro-
gram of staff development.

Physical plantimprovement plans
for the Johnson Administration Build-
ing and PCC’s Pikeville classrooms
will be put on hold. Floyd said that
thecollege hoped to more than double
the Pikevillecentertoa 15,000 square
feet facility because of an increase in
enrollment.

“Bat, not this year,” Floyd said.
“We need to figure out how to do
more with less resources,”

Inotherdiscussions Tuesday, dean
Robert Allen gave a report on the
college’s partnerships with surround-
ing schools and businesses where
training is provided for students in
their fields of study.

Programs forrespiratory care tech-
nicians, baking and mixing, welding
and computer training are expected
to beginnext semesterinPike County.
Pikeville Methodist Hospital, Moun-
tain Top Baker, Damron Welding,
M.B. and S. Coal and Shelby Valley
Boat Works will offer students spe-
cialized training. The programs are
part of the Bluegrass State Skill
Corporation programs.

Johnson Central High School prin-
cipal Paul Setser told board members
that Tech Prep, a course of study
designed to offer high school stu-
dents technically-oriented knowledge
and skills, will offered in that school
system.

The course will begin in the ninth
grade and offers students advanced
study at community colleges and
technicalinstitutions. Setser said that
the program will be partnerships with
Mayo State Technical Vocational

Options detailed in local seminar :

Death with dignity

Members of the Floyd County
Medical Society met at the
Prestonsburg Holiday Inn on Tues-
day, November 19, to discuss - an is-
sue becoming increasingly important
to today’s society — the right to die.
More accurately, this issue concerns
the right for a terminally:ill person,~
family member or delegate to choose
whether or not the dying process
should be extended through artificial
means by a physician,

The Kentucky State Legislature
hasaddressed this subject with a series
of laws referred to as advance direc-
tives which give the patient options
from which to choose before entering
a hospital. Dr. R. Sundaram, presi-
dent of the Floyd County Medical
Society, and other area physicians
hosted the discussion led by the as-
sistant attorney general, Stuart
McCloy, director of the Medicaid
Fraud and Abuse Control Division of
the office of the Attomey General in
Frankfort, and Ginny Hamm, staff
attorney for the Department of Vet-
eran Affairs in Lexington.

This issue is difficult for patients,
families and physicians. Many people
believe that physicians should use
every method available toextend their
lives for as long as possible. Others

do not want to be kept alive by artifi-
cial means for an extended period of
time when the dying processis inevi-
table.

Many believe that being kept on
life support systems, prolonging
death, will only extend their pain and
that of their family. The cost of ex-
tended treatment has also become a
consideration, It is for these reasons
that Dr. Sundaram and area physi-
cians want to inform Floyd County
residents that this is an issue each
person should consider.

As of December 1, 1991, by
Kentucky law under the Self-Deter-
mination Act, all hospitals must ask
patients age 18 and older upon ad-
mission whether they have an ad-
vance directive. I not, it is' the
hospital's responsibility o inform and
educate the patient or family member
about the options available 1o them
should extended treatment due to a
terminal illness become necessary,
The paltient is not obligated 1o have

Pike miner killed in blast

A Pike County coal miner was
killed Tuesday at Wolf Branch Col-
lieries Number | mine on Brushy
Creek about 18 miles northeast of
Pikeville.

Elvis Collins, 34, of Raccoon died
after what mine officials said was a
freak blasting accident. Collins and
another miner were retreating from
the mine and blasting pillars of coal
as they went

Dave Phillips, director of the
Pikeville office for the state Depart-
ment of Mines and Minerals, said
Collins apparently did not move far
enough away from the blasting site.
Collins had been a foreman at the
mine for four months,

“The place shot through on him,

and he was struck by caal,” Phillips
said. “It’s unusual.” Phillips added
that the accident happened about 500
feet underground at approximately
9:50 a.m. Tuesday.

The contract mine is owned by
B.J. Thacker and has been in opera-
tion since 1987 without a mine fatal-
ity, Phillips said. The mine was sched-
uled to close in approximately one
week. No one else was injured in the
accident.

Mike Fulkerson, a department
spokesman in Lexington, said the
company had no record of serious
violations or citations.

A call was received by the Floyd
County Sheriff’s Department at ap-
proximately 10 p.m. Tuesday that a
man had been shot at a residence at
Big Branch. Before deputies arrived
al the scene, Johnny Pennington had
turned himself in to deputy Homer
Neeley at the sheriff’s office in
Prestonsburg.

Deputies Linzie Hunt and Lioyd
Powers proceeded to the scene at Big
Branch while Neeley kept Johnny
Pennington detained at the sheriff’s
office. Officers confiscated a 38
pistol and a rifle. ;

Bobby Pennington had been shot
twice, once in each thigh, and trans-
ported to Highlands Regional Medi-
cal Center in Prestonsburg.

According to police reports, the
two men began arguing in the drive-
way at the home of Brenda Penning-
ton. While the two were arguing,
Johnny Pennington allegedly shot
Bobby Pennington twice.

Police records show that the
sheriff’s department had received a
breaking and entering complaint at
the residence earlier that evening.
Deputies Powers and Ricky
Thomsberry responded (o the scene
but found no evidence a crime had
been committed,

Johnny Pennington was released
from the Floyd County Jail Wednes-
day morning after posting a $500
cash bond.

New Tax
Interest Rate

The 1992 tax interest rate charged
on unpaid and delinquent taxes has
been set at 8 percent, Revenue Secre-
tary C. Emmeu Calvert announced
Friday. This rate becomes effective
January 1 and is based on the prime
interest rate charged by Kentucky
banks during Oclober, 1991,

Calvert said the rate on tax re-
funds will also be 8 percent. The
Taxpayer Bill of Rights, enacted by
the 1990 General Assembly, repealed
prior law restricting interest paid on
most tax refunds to 75% of interest
charged on delinquent taxes.

The current tax interest rate is 10
percent. A survey of Kentucky banks
showed that the average prime inter-
est rate in effect during October was
8.41 percent, which the law requires
to be rounded to the nearest whole
percent (8 percent). The Revenue
Secretary is required by 1982 law 10
sel the tax interest rate by November
15 for the year beginning January 1.

The second option is the Health
Care Surrogate, Kentucky law KRS
311.970 - KRS 311.986 states that if
a patient lacks the decisional capac-
ity as diagnosed by a physician an-
other person may be permitted to
make health care decisions for the
patient. Again, hydration and nutri-
tioncannot be withheld or withdrawn
unless certain criteria are met.

Third, under Kentucky law KRS
386.093, the Durable Power of Autor-
ney option might be chosen. This

Social Security and Supplemental
Security Income beneficiaries must
report any change in mailing address
orrisk having their checks suspended,
Jim Kelly, Social Security District
Director for the Big Sandy Area, said
recently,

This is especially true of those
who use direct deposit, Kelly said,
because they are not using a mailing
address to receive monthly checks.
However, notices of changes and
reminders of reporting requirements
cannot be sent to a bank, so having a
correct mailing address on file is
extremely important.

In addition, in January of each
year, Social Security sends each
benefliciary a Form SSA-1099, the
Social Security Benefit Statement. If
the U.S. Postal Servicereturnsa Form
1099 as undeliverable, that person’s

a good address, even if the benefici-
ary is using direct deposit.

First, however, Social Security
will double check forarecent change
of address. If none is found, and the
benefitis paid by direct deposil, Social
Security will ask the financial institu-
tion for a correct address, The Post
Office isasked to check its change of
address records, and local telephone
directory assistance is contacted.

Using the best available address,
Social Security sends a first-class
notice that benefits will be suspended
unless the beneficiary contacts So-
cial Security. If no response is made,
benefits are suspended until the
agency hears from the person.

Avoiding this procedure is very
simple, Kelly pointed out. A person
should be sure to let Social Security
know whenever his or her mailing
addresschanges. A simple phonecall
will get it done.

You'll get no argument from us against recent federal
legisiation which dumped $5.3 billion into a pot to extend
unemployment benefits to out of work Americans.

And, we won't object to the latest move in Congress to
add another $400 million to the deal.

After all, nobody knows unemployment like an Eastern
Kentuckian.

Because we know unemployment like Bo knows base-
ball, we know that extending unemployment benefits will
only ease the pain for a little while.

The idea behind the benefit extension is to allow jobless
folks the opportunity to survive until the nation's economy
kicks back into gear.

But in Eastern Kentucky's coal-dominated economy,
when the benefit money runs out we'll still be in the same
shape. Our economy is more likely to kick the bucket than
kick into gear.

Unless, of course, the federal government would really
like to get out of the welfare business and into the invest-
ment business.

For instance, the $5.7 billion allocated for extension of
unemployment benefits, if shared equally, would repre-
sent $114 million for each of our 50 states.

Obviously, some areas need economic assistance more
than others. Directing federal dollars to regions which
have long-term histories of high unemployment —ear-
marking those dollars for job development— could very
likely save taxpayers billions more than the initial amount
invested.

People with decent jobs don't need unemployment
benefits, they don't need food stamps; and they don't need
other forms of federal assistance.

The unemployed would become taxpayers.

Best of all, dependency would become an endangered
species.

Community development through
active citizen involvement

Rural communities in America
are having to absorb a major cost of
their community development ini-
tatives as the federal government
has significantly cut back its assis-
tance in revitalization, Recently, the
National Commission on Agricul-
ture and Rural Development Policy
stressed that there is currently no
defined rural development policy,
rather there exists a loose collection
of individual programs. The divi-
sion of responsibility for rural de-
velopment among the federal, state,
and local governments is one reason
for the apparent uncoordinated ef-
forts at the local level. One way
local communities can reduce costs
1s through volunteerism. Those
communities thatare able to harness
their stock of human capital by ena-
bling active involvement of their
citizens in community action pro-
grams will be better prepared to
handle the challenge of community
economic development much better
in the 1990s.

Rising federal deficits in the past
decade led the federal government
1o gradually reduce itsrole as amajor
playerin rural development revitali-
zation, Reduction in program spon-
sorships have been very noticeable
in the farm and agricultural sectors,
and subsequently in rural commu-
nity development. Many rural com-
munities are not agricultural com-
munilies contrary 1o conventional
wisdom, thus farm commaodity pro-
grams are no longer relevant in ad-
dressing the needs of rural people in
general. Also, outside funding agen-
cies” lack of sufficient knowledge
about rural communities led to their
inability 10 grasp fully the local cir-
cumstances for which they made
recommendations, As we know, lo-
cal conditions show great variability
from one arca 1o another. Thus, a
frequent practice of transfer of re-
sults of successful programs from
one area to another did not always
produce similar outcomes. Such top-
down approach which characterized
program planning, action, and im-
plementation is being replaced by
grass-roots or bottom-up approaches
that enable rural people to partici-
pate in programs that directly affect
their lives.

Rural development includes all
community and economic develop-
ment actions or programs that are
formulated and implemented for the
improvement of the standard of liv-
ing of rural people, although it is
important 1o rural and urban citizens
alike. Previous rural development
policies first encourage settlement
of rural areas and provided transpor-
tation, education, and other services
to encourage quiet and peaceful
country — living an idea much
advocated by President Jefferson.
Later policies emphasized raising
the living standards or conditions of
rural people through job creation,
improved housing, and erection of
essential community infrastructures.
Present policies emphasize decen-
tralization and efficient utilization
of local resources while recognizing
increasing linkages of rural commu-
nities with global economies via
international trade.

Communily development come
alive through community action pro-
grams, These action programs are
notusually successful if there is suf-
ficient citizen involvement or par-
ticipation, By this is meant the cx-
tent 10 which citizens identify with
their community's modes of adapla-
tion to social and economic change.
Through various formal and infor-
mal, profil and non-profit organiza-
tions citizens of numerous commu-
nities in the United States actively
support efforts at improving their
communitics. Such citizen partici-
pation or involvement can take vari-
ous forms such as continuing educa-
tion programs and community Serv-
1ces.

Action programs donot take place

ina vacuum, and require in addition
to infrastructure in the community
the establishment of formal organi-
zations. Communily organization
practice stresses the application of
bureaucratic principles in reaching
certain objectives of the community
that are beyond the scope of any
single individual or agency. As a
social welfare method, it brings about
and maintains adjustment between
social welfare needs and social wel-
fare resources and as a process it
strives o achieve the goals and ob-
jectives of community development,

In community organization prac-
tice, formal organizations are the
vehicles for addressing community
needs and problems rather than frag-
mented and uncoordinated individ-
val efforts. These organizations may
include the local board of education,
community welfare councils, hous-
ing authorities, urban renewal agen-
cies, anti-poverty agencies, health
departments, and city councils.
These organizations are legitimated
to make decisions on behalf of the
community, although they need not
be specified by law, everyone seems
toaccept their legitimacy. Non-profit
voluntary organizations such as
Christian Appalachian Project,
Mountain Comprehensive Care,
Appalachia Research and Defense
Fund and religious organizations
such as CORA (Commission on
Religion in Appalachia), are also
active in community action pro-
grams.

Does it matter at which point in
the community action program citi-
zens' involvement are most wel-
come? Yes, research has shown that
citizen participation at the project
level can sometimes be counterpro-
ductive, since the personal interest
of most residents in local projects
may lead to biases in their decisions.
Experts, therefore, suggest that citi-
zen participation may be most ap-
propriate at the program develop-
ment level when input can be meas-
ure againstsome objective standard,
rather than at the pointof implemen-
tation when local partiality to a par-
ticular project cannot be easily bal-
anced against overall development
objectives, But there are other ways
in which citizens can participate.

How can citizens get involved in
their community's development ef-
forts?

Active citizen involvement can
be achieved through membership in
local voluntary organizations.
Through membership in civic and/
or religious organization involved
in several local programs such as
adult literacy programs a citizen
could participate. Involvement in-
cludes periodic visits to local pris-
ons, and hospitals or to old people’s
homes to assist in socialization, and
in delivery of hot meals to non-
residents of the homes. Specialists
in various fields of learning or pro-
fessions can serve as members of
committees, and can contribute their
knowledge and skills (as consult-
ants) in problem solving, Medical
experts could volunteer their time
and skills in outreach health care
services Lo those unable to visit the
hospital, The “Adopt a Highway"”
program in which citizens volunteer
1o keep their local highways clean is
catching on in many communitics
across the United States. Get out
there, therefore, and be a volunteer
and assist in community festivals
and other programs of development
in your community.

Among other things the commu-
nity itself can help by establishing
viaits organizations a clearing house
or reference bank consisting of lists
of volunteers that might becontacted
by needy individuals or groups. Also
an annual great citizens award in
recognition of outstanding citizens
by the community would encourage
broad participation,

Healthcare changes
to bring about
individual choices

OurLady of the Way Hospitaland
The Big Sandy Area Development
District are jointly sponsoring ses-
sions detailing the individuals rights
and responsibilities in making
healthcare decisions at all Senior
Citizen Centers in the Big Sandy
Region. The sessions are open to the
public of all ages.

"As of December 1, 1991, all
healthcare providers will be required
to ask patients if they have an Ad-
vanced Directive and to give patients
information about their right to make
their own healthcare decisions,” re-
ports Cindy Kidd, Our Lady of the
Way Hospital Ethics Commitice
member. "This includes,” Kidd con-
tinues, “the individuals right to ac-
ceptorrefuse life-sustaining medical
treatment. This change comes about
due to the Patient Self-Determina-
tion provisions of the Omnibus
Budget Reconciliation Act (OBRA
90).

What are advance directives?

As Kidd explains, "advance di-
rectives are instructions each person
needs to write, in advance of inca-
pacitating illness formal documents
that state a patient's choices about
treatment or these instructions may
name someone 10 make such choices
ifthe patientbecomes unable tomake
decisions.” Through advance direc-
tives such as Living Wills, Health
Care surrogate and Durable Powers
of Attorney, patients can make le-
gally valid decisions about their fu-
ture medical treatment.

Laws concerning the Patient Self-
Determination Act differ from state
to state. In Kentucky, the legislature
has enacted the Living Will Act, the
Health Care Surrogate Act and also
the Durable Power to Attorney Law.
"All of these give and individual
different ways to make their deci-
sions known and to ensure that their
wishes are carried out, "Kidd ex-
plains.

A Living Will is-a document in
which a person can stipulate the kind
of life-prolonging medical care he or
she would want if terminally ill and
unable to make medical decisions.

A Durable Power of Attorney for
health care is another kind of ad-
vance directive. It is a legal docu-
ment in which a patient names an-
other person to make medical deci-
sions if the patient becomes unable to
make the. This form of advance di-
rective can relate to any medical situ-
ation, not just terminal illness.

A Health Care Surrogate can be
designated by apatient tomake health
care decisions for them when that
person can no longer make them for
themselves. The Health care surro-
gate would have the power to author-
ize the withholding or withdrawal of
life-prolonging treatment.

The purpose of each of these
advance dircctives is Lo ensure that
the wishes of individuals regarding
medical treatment and healthcare
decisions are known and carried out
by care providers. Kidd also notes
that these direclives encourage com-
munication among patients, families,
physicians, and professional car-
egivers so patients may make in-
formed choices aboul their healthcare,

Now that all those forest fires are
out, what do we do with the thou-
sands of acres that burned?

The more severe the burns, the
less that needs to be done, said Doug
McLaren, Extension forestry special-
ist with the University of Kentucky
College ol Agriculture.

The less severe the burn, the more
that needs 1o be done to prevent -
ture losses,

"The one thing you do NOT have
to do is to plant valuable tree species
back," McLaren said, “The commer-
cially important trees growing in
Kentucky's forests are able 10 bounce
back and fourish.”

If this year's fire was inlcnse
enough o kill the standing trees, next
year there will be a proliferation of
new growth as a result of the canopy
being removed which allows sun-
light to reach the forest Noor, he said.
Seedlings and swump sprouts will
come back in the lens of thousands.

"A stand of umber such as this
will need little attention for the next
10 or 20 years," he said.

Of more immediate concern, he
said, is the stll standing trees that
were only slightly damaged by this
year's fires. Those trees will "leal
out” next spring and many people
may not worry about them,

They ought to,

The bark at the base of the siem
will have died and broken open 10
expose the cambium layer to insects,

fires...

discases and luture rot, McLaren said.
The value of the timber decreases
cach year.

So what should be done 1o those
“slightly damaged” nmber stands?

"If'the stand is young, only several
inches in diameter, it should be re-
moved in the mostefficient manner,”
McLaren said. "If the stand is pole
sized, up w about 10inches in diame-
ter, it might be sold for fircwood or
ming props.”

Il the trees are larger, say over 14
inches in diameler, a "salvage cut”
timber sale should be sought imme-
diately before any further damage 10
the stem begins next spring, he said.

"It is necessary o remove dam-
aged limber now, because it will never
increase in value,” McLaren said. "In
mosl cases it devalues. By removing
the stems now you allow the seeds or
sprouts 1o regenerate the area with
new undamaged stems that will even-
tually command a high rate of re-
turn."

Who can answer specific ques-
tionsabouttheexientof damage from
this year's forest fires?

Ask a forester, McLaren said, The
Kentucky Division of Forestry will
answer such questions. It's a public
service provided by the state at no
cost to the landowner.

Broadcast networks
seek legislation bailout

The broadcast television networks
are asking Congress to pass legisla-
tion that could make cable subscrib-
ers pay more just (o receive the same
broadcast programs they are now
getting, This so-called retransmis-
sion consent legislation would allow
the broadcasters toimposea "free TV
surcharge” on cable operators who
provide an antenna service for over-
the-air local signals.

The "free TV surcharge” could
add $1 billion more Lo network reve-
nues, according to Laurence Tisch,
president, CEO and chairman, CBS,
in testimony given earlier this year
before a Congressional subcommit-
lee.

"Cable operators simply cannot
absorb such high fees without having
1o pass some of the cost on to our
subscribers,” said Daniel Perry, gen-
eral manager of CableVision of
Prestonsburg. "And cable subscrib-
ers should not have to pay for 'free
TV' simply because they choose to
walch it on cable rather than using
‘rabbit ears' or rooftop antennas.”

Broadcasters are required by law
tloprovide their programming for free
over airwaves that belong to the
public,and that are provided to broad-
casters free-of-charge. The program-
ming s paid for by advertisers through
commercials. In 1990, the TV net-
works were paid $25 billion by ad-
vertisers.

Cable operators extend the reach
of the broadcasters’ programming to
additional viewers and improve the
TV signal. In wrn, television broad-
casters collect advertising revenue
based on the total number of viewers
reached by their programming.

Hall aftends medical
education conference

Dr. Mary Hall attended a continu-
ing medical education conference
entitled, “Twenty-second Family
Medicine Review,” Oclober 27-
November 1. Sponsored by the

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During the past 10 years the broad-
cast networks have steadily lost audi-
ences and advertising revenue, as
more viewers turned away from net-
work TV and tuned to cable pro-
gramming. Now the networks are
urging Congress to enact the "free
TV surcharge” to cut their losses.

The networks have been sitting
around while cable operators have
invested in new programming and
betler technology to serve our cus-
tomers," said Perry. "Now they want
Congress 1o require that cable sub-
scribers pay for their poor business
decision . "

Perry urged all CableVision, of
Prestonsburg, subscribers to write or
call their Senators and Congressmen
and voice their opposition to the "free
TV surcharge.”

Now that fall is upon us, the
weather can be unpredictable. A plan
for a sunny afternoon of boating may
drastically change within minutes.
Fall is a great ime for fishing and
boating at Dewey Lake, but it is also
a time to use caution when planning
a boat rip. Dewey may be a short
eighteen miles long, but if you get
stranded in bad weather, itcould seem
like one hundred miles to safety.
Check the weather forecast before
you go, and be prepared for anything.
Pack an extra sweater and a rain coat,
justin case. High winds, rough water
and thunderstorms can quickly turn a
pleasantday of boating intoa struggle
to stay afloat. Remember to have the
proper emergency equipment on
board, a PFD (lifejacket) for every
person, navigation lights, fire extin-
guisher, and a signaling device (flare
gun). If a storm does catch you
afloat, put on your PFD, keep away
from metal objects, head for the
nearest dock, and get off the water.
Still the best way to get throughabad
storm is not to be caught out in it.

The Corps of Engineers wants you
to enjoy Dewey Lake, but remember
*“Be safe on the water.”

Teachers tour area mines

Again this year, Martin County
Coal Corporation hosted a group of
28 teachers for a4 mine visit. The
occasion was the third annual Ken-
tucky Coal Issues Workshop. The
teachers spent the day, Thursday,
October 31, wuwring an underground
mine section, as well as visiting the
large surface mine known as MTR
Mining.

The mine visit was one part of a
three-day program sponsored by
several coal companies and coal as-
sociations. Seeing reclaimed surface
mine sites was another feature of the
trip to Martin County Coal.

In addition to the coal mine trip,
the visiting leachers toured Kentucky

1, and a similar link was found in
women.

Excitement. Desire. New atti-
tude.
