United Federal, taken over earlier
this year by Resolution Trust Corpo-
ration amid financial difficulties, has
been sold to Pikeville National Bank
and Trust Company, one of
Kentucky's leading banking institu-
tions.

The local bank, which was renamed
United Savings Bank FSB with the
takeover by Resolution Trust, opened
Monday, November 25 as the Floyd
County Branch of Pikeville National
Bank and Trust Company. United
Federal’s Hin®man branch rwm
Saturday, November 23, as the
County Branch of Pikeville National
Bank and Trust Company.

Pikeville National will assume all
liabilities of United Federal, totalling
approximately $34.2 millionand will
purchase the institution’s assets,
which total approximately $35.2
million.

Resolution Trust Corporation, s-

tablished in 1989 to manage and sell

failed federal savings institutions will
not advance any funds to Pikeville
National and will not incur any ex-
penses as a result of the transaction.
Pikeville National will pay Resolu-
tion Trust a franchise premium of
$260,000.

Services at the local bank will
continue without interruption. Brandt
Mullins, presidentand CEO of Pikev-
ille National said in a news release
issued Friday that customers will
receive a letter within the next two
weeks outlining “the transfer of their
accounts and expanded products and
services available to them.”

With the acquisition, Pikeville
National has assets of more than $510
million. Pikeville National Bank and
Trust is an affiliate of Pikeville Na-
tional Corporation, an eight-bank
holding company with assets totalling
more than $1.2 billion.

Local effort is applauded
at annual literacy affair

They gasped when Governor Wal-
lace Wilkinson presented Floyd
County Judge-Executive John M.
Stumbo a check for $6 million to fi-
nance the extension of water lines in
the county.

They applauded as Hilda Legg, co-
chair of the Appalachian Regional
Commission suggested that her or-
ganization must shift its focus from
bricks and mortar to address “our
human infrastructure.”

But a 67-year-old Slick Rock man
won their hearts.

More than 275 people turned out
Thursday evening for the fourth
annual Floyd County Literacy Ban-
quet at the convention center atJenny
Wiley State Park, and they were all
on their feet when Lonnie Jarrell
finished his brief but potent speech,

Jarrell, who later was named Stu-
dentof the Year by the Floyd County
Literacy Council, spoke of a life of
hardship, the result of his inability to

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read and write. He spoke of hismissed

opportunily at an education and of
raising food so his family could eat
during the Depression. He spoke of
his father, who wasalsoilliterate, and
how he made just two dollars a day
working on other peoples’ farms. He
spoke of being turned down when he
applied for jobs because he couldn’t
read or write.

It was a sad story with an all 00
familiar theme.

But Lonnie Jarrell didn’t dwell on
his problems or his past. He had more
important business to discuss, like
how he had spent most of the past
eight months learning to read.

When asked for the best two sites
of the four, Judge favored the Moore
property and the industrial site, but
would not rule out the old drive-in
property.

“The bottom line is, if the state
would grant a waiver (for acreage) |
don’t think I would disregard the
drive-insite,” Judge said, “The Moore
site would be approvable if the ac-
cess problem can be solved.”

A study of the alternate sites pre-
pared by Alchemy Engineering shows
that the drive-in site would provide
nine acres of land with seven usable
acres. It would also include two acres
on the riverbank. Approximately 60
percent of the property lies within the
100-year floodplain,

The new high school is expected
toaccommodate 800 students and the
state recommends that the school be
built on 18 acres of land. But, the

» State Board for Elementary and Sec-
ondary Education could grant a
wavier to allow less acreage for the
site,

The Alchemy report said the
Moore property would provide 27.5
acres but it provided no breakdown
on usable acres. Eighty percent of the
property lies within the 100-year
floodplain.

Judge said the site would require
extensive fill material and access
could be a problem. A bridge would
most likely have to constructed to

»allow access from new WiS. 23.

“It"s a nice location fora school,”
Judge said. “If the access problem
could be solved and if it could be
filled it would be fine.”

The site adjacent to the exisiting
high school would only provide 4.5
acres and 87 percent of the property
lies within the floodplain. Judge said
that would not be a favorable site
because of the small amount of acre-
age.

Judge said he would recommend
that Mike Luscher, director of Facili-
ties Management for the state De-
partment of Education (formerly
buildings and grounds) grant tenta-
tive approval for the four sites. Judge
said a letter from Luscher granting
that approval would be made avail-
able to members of the Floyd County
Board of Education for consideration
by the December 10 board meeting.

When asked by construction
manager Sam Martin, during a meet-
ing after touring the sites, which two
were mostsuitable, Judge told Super-
intendent Ron Hager, Burchett, and
Frazier Monday that he favored the
Moore Property and the industrial
site, but said the old drive-in site was
also an option.

Martin said that the board should
pick two alternate sites so core drill-
ing could begin on the properties.

The board isexpected to decide on
the alternate sites at its December
meeting.
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me,” Jarrell said. “Now 1 feel like
there's nothing 1 can’t do. 1 found
out,” headded proudly, “thatit’snever
too late.” He backed up that claim by
hitting Governor Wilkinson up for a
job, delighting the audience, which
rose in a standing ovation,

Jarrell was the centerpiece of
Thursday’s literacy banquet, but he
shared the podium with some pres-
tigious company and the evening it-
self was diverse, closing with a fare-
well tribute to Govemor Wallace
Wilkinson, whose term ends Decem-
ber 10.

Keynote speaker for the event was
Hilda Legg, co-chair of the Appala-
chian Regional Commission (ARC)
and a Kentucky native. Legg told the
gathering that the ARC had focused
in the past on roads and infrastructure
development, but that direction was
shifting toward “addressing the
human infrastructure.”

“Fifty percent of the unemployed
in Appalachiaare illiterate,” she said.
“There was a time when we belicved
education wasnot thatimportant. You
didn’t need a high school education
to go into the coal mines; you didn’t
need a high school education 1o work
in the textile plants.”

Legg said it was time to change
that attitude.

“Literacy gives selfsrespect, self-
esteem and provides dignity,” she
said. And, recognizing the volunteer
tutors who work with literacy pro-
grams, she added, “It takes the people
who learn how to teach to make the
program work."”

Literacy programs, she added,
“allow us to contribute (o a cause
much more important than our own
selfish needs. The battle is notover."

Governor Wilkinson, whose wife
Martha has spearheaded his
administration’s efforts to combat
illiteracy, told the audience that
Kentucky is now recognized as “the
undisputed leader in substantive
education reform in this country.”
The governor said Martha's Army,
his wife’s drive to improve the state's
General Education Diploma (GED)
program, had “done more to promote
literacy (in Kentucky) than ever be-
fore.”

Other speakers included Ann
Greene, coordinator of the Floyd
County Adult Literacy Council, who
noted that the program now served as
a regional resource center for 13
counties and it worked with over 100
students during the course of a year.

Applauding the local effort, Audrey
Haynes, executive director of the
Kentucky Literacy Commission,
called the drive to improve literacy
“the economic backbone of the re-
gion.” She said the partnership be-
tween area leaders is “the only way to
eradicate illiteracy.”

Governor Wilkinson presented
awards to a variety of the local
program’s students and volunteers,
including the Student of the Year
award to Lonnie Jarrell; Tutor of the
Yearto Kathy Bentley; and Outstand-
ing Volunteer of the Year to Peg
Smith.

In a typical hospital; infectious
waste makes up only 15% of the total
waste stream. Infectious waste by
itself will burn, but the volume is
usually not sufficient to allow heat
recovery. Therefore, the decision to
install an incinerator for infectious
waste encouragesthe burning of other
non-infectious waste.

In effect, a med-waste incinerator
isa municipal solid waste incinerator
with 15% of the waste being infec-
tious. Medical waste includes paper,
card board, plastic, rubber, food
wasles, cans, bottles, animal car-
casses, hypodermicneedles, scalpels,
etc., chemotherapy wastes,
diapers,bandages, solvents, and
pathological wastes (body parts, bed
pan residues, and so forth).

Medical waste also contains met-
als such as Lead, Cadmium, Mer-
cury, and Zing; it can also contain
low level radioactivity. Plastic make
up 3% to 7% of municipal waste, but
149% to 30% of infectious waste.
Because plastics are the major source
of CadmiumandLead, medical waste
incinerators emit more of these toxic
metals.

Chronic exposure to Cadmium, a
toxic metal causes a wide range of
adverse effects in humans, including
Cardiovascular(heart,arteries), Endo-
crine (hormone), Hepatic
(liver),Bone, Hematological (blood),
Immunological (immune system),
Respiratory (lung), Renal (kidney),
Reproductive and Teratogenic (birth
defects) effects.

There is strong evidence of an
association between Cadmium expo-
sure and an increased risk of Respira-
tory (lung) cancer. A hospital patient
generates 13 pounds of medical, in-
fectious and solid waste waste per
day.

Multiply this by the number of
patients times days spent in the hos-
pital and you will come to the conclu-
sion that Medisin incinerators are
emilting tons of toxic chemicals and
metals per day. This is causing the
people within breathing distance of
these incinerators to become very

Citizens can use the manual as a point
of departure for writing better proce-
dures for local government meetings
in their communities.

Among the manual’s suggestions
are;

=Meetings should be held at night
or al a time that is convenient for the
public, and should provide enough
room so everyone can see and hear.

«The public should be allowed 10
commentonall issues, and an official
should answer their questions.

«Background materials and hand-
outs should be given to the media and
the public.

«Video tapes or audio tapes of
meetings should be readily available
for citizens.

“Our manual will help citizens
shine light into dark comners where
too many government decision are
made," says Don Harker, co-director
of the Kentucky Local Governance
Project.

“The more people have to say in
government meetings, the better the
decisions will be,” says Liz Natter,
co-director of the project, “We're
thankful to the people from Graves to
Greenup County who have shared
their ideas with us for this manual.”

Susan Shoulders of Jefferson
County said citizens used an early
draft of the manual to convince their
(109) solid waste board in August to
adopt rules for public participation.

CHANGING DIRECTION
OF UNEMPLOYMENT
COMPENSATION BILL
BENEFITS KENTUCKY

I am sure that a good many Ken-
tuckians have heard the Chinese
proverb, “if you don’t change direc-
tion, you're likely to end up where
you are headed.”

That statement was never more
true to me than just recently when [
was forced to change the direction of
an unemployment compensation
measure steamrollering its way
through Congress.

Under the so-called compromise
legislation, which had sailed through
the House of Representatives, unem-
ployed Kentuckians would have been
eligible for only six weeks of ex-
tended benefits — seven weeks less
than under the original proposal ve-
toed by President Bush,

At the same time, states that were
eligible for six weeks in the original
measure were being granted up to
thirteen weeksunder the formulaused
to calculate benefits in the compro-
mise bill. This was an unfair situation
that Kentuckians should nothave been
forced to take.

Over the past seventeen years in
Congress, there have been many times
when T have felt lonely on the Senate
floor trying to represent my state the
best way I knew how. Last week was
one of those times, when I had to
object to a request by the Majority
Leader for the Senate to immediately
consider this legislation upon pas-
sage by the House.

Iobjected to the request forimme-
diate consideration because I felt we
needed additional time to work outa
compromise on this grossly unfair
bill which provided much greater
benefits to some states at the expense
of others. *

I'objected because by any meas-
urement, it was clear that my state

NOAA BILL CONTAINS
PERKINS’S MEASURES

U. S. Rep. Chris Perkins’s efforis
over the past several months to pre-
vent the closure of twocritical weather
offices serving Eastern Kentucky
have advanced another step, his of-
ficeannounced today. Perkins’ meas-
ures are included in the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Admini-
stration (NOAA) Authorization Act
of 1991, which passed the U.S. House
of Representatives lastnight by voice
vote. Thebill now goesto the Senate,
where it is likely an attempt will be
made to delete the language protect-
ing local weather services, Perking
said.

The measures, in effect, prevent
NOAA, the parent agency of the
National Weather Service, from re-
ducing local offices’ services to re-
gions throughout the country if new,
more centralized radar systems are
put in place. The two weather offices
in Eastern Kentucky affected by
Perkins’s measure are in Jackson,
Breathitt county, and Huntington,
W.Va., which serves several coun-
ties in northeastern Kentucky,

“The Weather Service plans to
place Eastern Kentucky in between a
few different technologically ad-

and potentially 155,000 Kentuckians
who could be covered under this
legislation, were not getting a fair
deal. And by doing so, it gave Sena”
tors from other states the time and
opportunity to find out their states
and their citizens were being short-
changed as well,

And after hours of negotiations, I
am pleased to report that we were
finally able to shape a second bill that
shorichanges no state in this Union.

We were able to agree on a meas-
ure that will fairly benefitevery state’s
workers who, through no fault of
theirown, have found themselves out
of work and have exhausted their
unemployment benefits.

We reached a compromise, which
the Administration agreed 1o, that
gives every state at least thirteen
weeks of additional benefits and
would “reach back” to cover unem-
ployed workers who had exhausted
their benefits on or after March 1,
1991. We anticipate this second
measure being enacted before Con-
gress adjourns for the year.

During these difficult economic
times, our citizens are hurting just as
badly as those in other states and the
needs of our families are just as great.
The recession has hurt those workers
hardest who have been laid off and
unable to find another job, It isn't
because they lack the skills or don’t
want to work. It is because the jobs
just are not there.

It is imperative that Congress and
the Administration work together in
shaping fairand far-sighted economic
policies to get our economy moving
and provide good-paying jobs forall
citizens,

I’m going to be doing all I can
toward this effort, and I encourage all
Kentuckians to take part in this de-

bate that will shape our country’s

vanced weather radars. Although
these new radars are better than the
ones we have now, I fear that their
forecasting for areas in Eastern Ken-
tucky may be worse. Fringe areas
like Eastern Kentucky have every
right to demand proof that the new,
improved radars will not give them
worse forecasts,” Perkins told House
members in defense of his measures.

The two measures accomplish the
following objectives: The first meas-
ure requires the Secretary of the
Commerce Department to provide
local liaison services for at least two
years if a decision is made to close
down local offices as part of the
Weather Service’s planned moderni-
zation. The second section prohibits
the Commerce Department from
permanently deactivating any
weatherradars withoutcertifying that
such closings would not jeopardize
weather forecasts or liaison functions
in the affected areas.

“What these measures do quite
simply is make sure that the high
level of communication that we have
between local weather offices and
the communities and schools they
serve in Eastern Kentucky will notbe
adversely affected by this planned

Among the items recovered were
asander, electric grinder, abuffer, an
assortment of wrenches and an air
operated paint gun.

Sheriff’s deputies Chuck Ousley
and Linzie Hunt also recovered a
televisionand video cassette recorder
stolen from Allen Elementary last
month.

Robbers sentenced
in Pike federal court

Three Floyd County residents and
an Indiana man who pleaded guilty to
robbing a branch bank of the First
National Bank of Pikeville on May 9
were sentenced Monday in U.S.
District Court.

William Burchett, 25, Kenneth
David Warth, 35, Daisy Helen Warth,
44 all of Endicott and Nelson Zepeda,
37, of Fort Wayne, Indiana received
sentencesranging from 12to 15 years
for their parts in the robbery.

The four pleaded guilty Septem-
ber 30 to the robbery charge, use of a
firearm during the crime, robbery
conspiracy and a count of aiding and
abetting.

Approximately $11,700 was sto-
len during the heist.

Tom Self, assistant U.S. attorney
for the eastern district, said the four
were also sentenced to three years’
supervised release and ordered to pay
back $422 that was not recovered by
the bank. Each defendant faced up to
35 yearsin prisonand up to$750,000
in fines.

PCC supports new UK commonweailth library

The new Commonwealth Library
at the Umversity of Kentucky is
important — not just for the students
and faculty who live and work on the
Lexington campus, but for all Ken-
tuckians.

For example, the library at
Prestonsburg Community College has
32,298 books. However, anyone who
uses this library also can tap into the
largest library in the state.

Prestonsburg and the other 13
community colleges around the state,
are so closely tied to the main library
on the UK campus in Lexington that
the result is akin to having a single
statewide library.

Sandra Robertson, library direc-
tor at Prestonsburg, said, “The new
library should help us continue the
sharing of resources and help stu-
dents and faculty in their need for

library materials. In addition, because

we can share our resources, it is a
good way o save money for the
Commonwealth.”

Computer networks are one rea-
son it is easier to share resources.
Patrons of the community college
libraries have access to the same
electronic databases as users in Lex-
ington.

“It’s clear that many people are
being served by the M.I. King Li-

brary in Lexington even if they never
set foot in it,” said Sharon Miller,
director of the Community College
Library Network.

Community college library direc-
tors around the state are excited about
the prospect of the new Common-
wealth Library.

The new library will benefit the
community colleges in two main
ways:

—First, the new library in Lex-
ington will mean better service and
more computer access for the com-
munity colleges;

—And second, donors who con-
tribute to the book endowment fund
may specify that their gifts be used at
a particular community college.

UK plans to request authorization
from the 1992 Kentucky General
Assembly for the construction of a
new central and life sciences library
— referred to as the new Common-
wealth Library,

The new facility would allow the
general collections and services in
King Library and portions of the
medical center, agriculture and bio-
logical sciences collections 1o be
housed in a modem state-of-the-art
facility reflecting the latest in library
services and technology,

The Commonwealth Library

Campaign includes a $20 million
fund-raising effort of which $12
million will be commitied for the
new building in Lexington. The state
will be asked to provide $46 million
for the building.

About $800,000 is needed to
complete the $3 million endowment
fund, part of a challenge grant from
the National Endowment for the
Humanities, to buy more books in the
humanities.

Another $5 million will be used to
establish other library endowments,

Small game, waterfowl
season set to open

As the heart of the autumn season
arrives, with it comes the opening of
small game and waterfow] seasons in
Kentucky.

On November 19 rabbit, quail,
and squirrel seasons open statewide.
Hunting for these species always
opens throughout the state on the day
following the end of the deer gun
season. Grouse season also opens
November 19 in 53 counties in the
eastern portion of the state. Hunters
may get complete season informa-
tion by obtaining a copy of the 1991-
92 Kentucky Hunting and Trapping
Guide, available at license outlets or
from Kentucky Department of Fish
and Wildlife Resources' offices.

In far Western Kentucky, duck
and goose season opens on Thanks-
giving Day, November 28. Water-
fowl hunting in the Eastem Duck
Zone getsunderway December 7 and
the Eastern Goose Zone opens De-
cember 13.

This season the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service divided the state into
two zones for duck hunting. Hunters
should note that the boundary lines
for the duck zones and the goose
zones ARE NOT THE SAME. And,
as with the goose zones, different
hunting dates are in effect for the
Eastern Duck Zone and the Westem
Duck Zone.

WHY DO WE HAVE DUCK
AND GOOSE ZONES?

The main reason why zones were
developed for duck and goose hunt-
ing in different areas of the siate is o
allow more hunting opportunity in

* areas where the higher waterfowl

populations are, and conversely, 10
restrict the harvest in places where
populations are lower,

Walterfowl, especially geese, pose
a rather unique situation for fish and
wildlife agencies charged with main-
taining an adequate supply of this
resource for public use. First, the
large majority of these birds migrate
to Kentucky, and arc only present
during cold weather periods. Second.
when the geese come 1o Kentucky,
some use one path to gel here, others
use a different path. Itall depends on
where the birds' "real” homeis. These
paths are called flyways, and they
lead geese (o specific parts of the
stale.

There are two flyways between
the northern and southern states that
birds passing through or staying in
Kentucky use. Almost all the geese
that spend the winter in far Western
Kentucky use the Mississippi Flyway.
In Eastern Kentucky, however, most
of the geese come from a different
"home base" called the Southern
James Bay. The line between the
eastern and western goose zone for

Road's pose fatal attractions
for deer during mating season

Love knows no boundaries, even
highway boundaries, when mating
season begins for deer this month,
Blue Grass AAA Foundation for
Safety cautions drivers o be espe-
cially watchful for deer crossing
highways during November, one of
two peak months for deer movement
(the other is May). Last year 2,842
cars hit deer on Kentucky highways,
often causing car damage and inju-
ries.

Nationally, more game is killed
each year by cars than by hunters.
The Foundation offers these driving
tips:

* The best prevention is being
alert 10 the conditions that cause an
accident. If you are drivingin an area
where animals may be near or cross-
ing the highway, slow down. Stay
aware of your maneuvering options.
Search both sides of the road for
animals or signs they may be near.
Look as far ahead as possible and be
prepared to deal with an animal on
the road at any moment.

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BASS PROBABLY SEE QUITE
WELL IN DINGY WATER

Just how well can largemouth bass
see in dingy, muddy water?

Probably a lot better than most
anglers think they can,

That's the opinion of top bass
tournament pro Jerry Rhyne, a
member of the Johnson Outboards
Pro Staff and a long-time student of
bass habits and habitat.

“I believe a bass's eyes adjust to
changing water conditions just like
our eyes adjust to changing light,"
says Rhyne. "A fish may nol see as
well in really dingy waler, but it just
doesn’t make sense that a bass be-
comes practically blind every time
the water gets muddy.

"I have seen many times where
lure color choice made a disunct dif-
ference in the number of fish I caught
in muddy water, so | know bass can
see under those conditions.”

Rhyne's philosophy when fishing
dingy, murky water is 1o follow the
same rules he uses when fishing under
clearorcloudy skies: use bright, clear
lures on clear days and darker lures
on overcast days,

"If you've ever fished much at
night, the Johnson procontinues, "you
know the most effective lures are
usually dark colored ones, even if
you're fishing on the bottom. Black
and black/grape worms are probably
the top lure for summer night fishing.

"Obviously the bass must be able
to see them quite well, even though
the light level is so low. I believe the
same 1S true in murky water, 100."

What is really important about
Rhyne's observations is that anglers
can use a wider choice of lures when
fishing this type of water. Spinner-
baits and other vibrating lures have
long been considered best for these
conditions, but Rhyne has enjoyed
excellent success with jigs and worms,

"Fishermen have believed bass
detected lures in murky water by
vibrations because they couldn’tsee,”
says Rhyne, "but I like to use a jig in
muddy water, and it doesn't have
much vibration at all,

"I know the bass are seeing the
lure."

Owners of Johnson and Evinrude
electric positioning motors mightlike
to try OMC's weedless propeller for

cover and know my line is continu-
ally rubbing against logs, rocks, sticks
or even grass, [ will re-tie at least
once every 30 minutes,” he says.

"I check my line repeatedly, feel-
ing the line above the hook for any
signs of wear, such as nicks, frays or
general roughness. If I feel anything,
I clip the line and re-tie my lure,

"The other factor that really tells
me when to re-tie is when I'm catch-
ing a lot of fish. I check my line after
every bass I catch, but if I'm hooking

and playing a lot of bass, I usually re-
tie after every three or four fish."
Bass can be rougher on line than
cover, explains the Evinrude pro.
Although they don'thave actual teeth,
bass can easily fray a line on the
rough surface around their mouths.
"Re-tying is most critical with
lighter, smaller lines," says Nixon.
"Il you're using a line such as six or
eight pound test, you really have o
lake care of it. A tiny nick on six
pound test line is much more serious

than the same nick on 25 pound test.”

Many anglers who lose fish blame
the line when it breaks, but Nixon
puts the blame on the angler.

"Today's quality lines are so well
made that they rarely fail except when
they're abused by the fisherman," he
says. "You can abuse a line many
ways, 100, like leaving itoutin the hot
sun, continually stretching it if you
snag your lure, or always pulling it
against a rough surface,

"These things will weaken any

line and cause it to break, but the
most common breaking point is the
first several feet above your hook
where fish or heavy cover will wearit
the most.

"If you feel any type of abrasion
when yourub this part of the line, you
should clip itoff and re-tie your lure."

Nixon can speak from the experi-
ence of losing an important bass to
broken line. It happened during the
final afternoon of the 1977 Bass
Masters Classic when a broken line

let the winning fish escape.

Ever since then he's been a firm
believer in re-tying his line.

Tip: Service experts at Outboard
Marine Corporation recommend
anglers apply OMC Triple Guard
grease (o the tlt tube steering ram of
their outboards to prevent the tube
from seizing during winter storage.
The tilt wbe should also be periodi-
cally greased during the regular boat-
ing season to keep the steering oper-
ating smoothly,

HEARTBREAKS LATER

If you've been bass fishing very
long, the chances are you've experi-
enced the heartbreaking experience
of losing a big fish.

Fish get free for a variety of rea-
sons, but one of the most common is
broken line, Anglers simply need to
Ieam to re-tie their lures more often,

That's the advice of top money
winning tourmament angler Larry
Nixon, a member of the Evinrude
Outboards Pro Siwaff and former
winner of the Bass Masters Classic*
world championship.

“In tournament fishing, it only
takes losing one bass that could have
won you a lot of money to make you
startre-tying your lures,"” says Nixon.
"It's happened tome, and now I proba-
bly re-tie more than most."

Book takes mystery out

In case you haven't noticed, the
day of the handyman is over,

You are a rare homeowner if you
can find someone to come in and fix
a sticky door, a leaky faucet, a worn
screen door or the dozens of other
little annoyances constarntly cropping
up.
More likely, the door continues to
be pounded open, the dripping faucet
stains the sink yellow and drives to
distraction anyone within hearing
distance, and household occupants
lear to live with and love the myriad
of diminutive visitors who meander
in through the hole in the screen door.

Anyone who has ever needed a
small household repair, which surely
includes everyone, has experienced
the frustration of trying to find a
professional to do a small job and the
rage of having to pay traveling costs
and service charges in addition to
labor and parts.

Then there is the indignity of
spending time on the phone trying to
track down and beg a repair person to
deign toacknowledge the small prob-
lem, because most home improve-
ment professionals are not interested
in small jobs. The cost, coupled with
the agony of waiting for the return
call and the time off from work wait-
ing for the service person to show up,
often late or not at all, make a minor
home repair a major headache.,

Robert Berko may have the an-
swer for you. Berko is the editor of
SMALL HOME REPAIRS MADE
EASY, a manual that lists step-10-
step directions on how to do around-
the-house repairs.According to
Berko, such mysteries as unstopping
the toilet, fixing the door bell and
repairing the garage door are within
the capability of even the most un-
skilled and unschooled among us.

The paperback manual starts your
education even before you attack the
problem with an illustrated rundown
of common tools you will need and
how to handle them. For example,
the novice will appreciate the illus-
trations of five different types of
hammers, such basic revelations as
how to start a nail and how to avoid

hammer marks on wood.

But lest the more experienced
among you scoff at a book that de-
voles a page to hanging a picture,
shelves and other things on a wall,
rest assured that the manual gets into
the more exotic home repair tasks

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Light meails keep drivers
alert in holiday traffic

Those big turkey dinners can be a
real traffic hazard for drivers travel-
ing this holiday season. In fact, holi-
day meals and the pace of travel
should be mixed cautiously, advises
Blue Grass AAA Foundation for
Safety.

“Driver fatigue can play a big role
in accidents, and eating heavily be-
fore a long drive often causes sleepi-
ness,” said Lilla S. Mason, Executive
Secretary for the Blue Grass AAA
Foundation for Safety. Drivers fall-
ing asleep at the wheel were a factor
in1,654 accidents on Kentucky high-
ways in 1990.

In addition to big meals, holiday
visits also often involve the pressure
of long drives within a short period of
time through heavier-than-usual traf-

fic. “The problem is many of us try 10
pack two weeks of family visits into
a three- or four-day holiday week-
end, No one is saying a driver must
pass up turkey and gravy for salad,
just get plenty of rest before driving
long distances and eat lightly while
on the road,” said Mason.

The Foundation recommends cat-
ing four or five light snacks rather
than heavy or full meals while on the
road, Popcorn, fruit and vegetables

make good traveling snacks. Other
tips for holiday travel include:

* Have your car checked several
days before the trip. Tires lose pres-
sure in cold weather, so check for
underinflation, and for tread wear.

* Schedule frequent breaks (at least
every two hours) and have a driving

partner who can take over if you feel
sleepy. Take time 0 walk or move
around during breaks. Exercise fights
fatigue.

* Keep the car temperature cool.
Warm temperatures increase sleepi-
ness. Play the radio to break the
monotony.

* Avoid staring at a fixed point or
allowing youreyesto become hypno-
tized. Scan the highway and rearview
MiITOr.

When these anti-fatigue measures
do not fight off sleepiness, find a
place to pull over and rest. If no
motels orrest stops are available, you
can pull off the road. Make sure you
don’t park on the shoulder where
intoxicated or fatigued drivers may
hityourcar because they donotsee it.

On Comet! On Cupid!

Wooden shapes come to life
under guidance of Arthur Sexton

Bright red Christmas bows and
bells sway in the breeze as a herd of
reindeer, pausing on lawn at Drift —
one on a rooftop — are momentarily
earthbound, anxiously waiting to
begin their magical Christmas flight.

The whimsical herd of reindeer is
the creation of Arthur Sexton of Drift.
Sexton has been making reindeer for
the past seven years, beginning his
Christmas project in Roanoke, Vir-
ginia, while he was employed as a
head engineer for the Sheridan Motel
chain there.

Sexton said he conceived the idea
while driving along the countryside
in Roanoke. He saw an old, rotten
wooden deer standing in someone’s
yard. “It was just two old, rotten
logs,” said Sexton. “One was shorter;
one had a little neck on iL.

“He had the right idea, but he did
it wrong,” Sexton said. "I figured he
must have had that idea from cutting
firewood.” With his engineer’s eye,
Sexton immediately realized how to
turn wood into a plausible reindeer.

Sexton’s manager at the motel
commissioned the engineer to create
the reindeer and thenresold them ata
profit. Guestsat the motel were drawn

to the deer and purchased them.
Sexton estimates his reindeer are
scattered across the country from

Florida to the western states, “One is
even in Puerto Rico,” said Sexton.

When a member of the crew of 48
Hours passed by his home to film the
Muddy Gut segment, she was in-
trigued by his reindeer display. She
bought several and ordered more,
Sexton said one of his reindeer was in
view atop a desk in the background
when the show aired.

During the Christmas season,
Sexton devotes most of his hours to
assembling the reindeer. Since he
began about two weeks ago, he has
made around 26 reindeer. With two
people laboring, it takes about 2 1/2
hoursto make a small reindeer, which
is priced around $15.

He begins by culting either poplar
and sassafras wood. He uses poplar

for the body because the bark texture
is tight and has a good color. Sassa-
fras is used for the legs and antlers
because it “has a litle green color
which makes it stand out,” Sékion
said.

He then spends a lot of time on his
knees, drilling the holes and fitting
the pieces together with the help of
David Castle. Each part is made so

that it can be disassembled for stor-
age or transporting.

After the pieces are assembled,
Sexton temporarily tums the project
over to his friend, Hannah Belcher,
who paints stocking feet on the legs
of the deer. Ms. Belcher adds bells
and bows for festive touch.

111.2. The monthly increase in Sep-
tember of nearly 50.0 percentage
points was the largest monthly gain
since record keeping began in 1971,
Also, lastmonth’s index was the high-
estsince May 1977, whenitwas 118.6.

NAR President Harley E. Rouda
said the current affordability condi-
tions, namely low interest rates, have
not been seen in fourteen years, “There
is a dichotomy in the market-buying
conditions are excellent, but home
sales, especially trade-up buyers, seem
immune from lower rates. First-time
buyers have been highly responsive to
the fall in rates, yet trade-up buyers
are more sensitive 1o the confidence
factor,” he said.

The September index shows that a
family earning the national median
income of $36,361 in September had
116.1 percent of the income needed to
qualify for conventional financing
covering 80 percent of a home priced
at$99,800, the median existing-home
price for that month. The median is
the midpoint, meaning half the exist-
ing single-family homes sold in Sep-
tember for more than the median price
and half sold for less. Similarly, half
the families in the United States earn
more than the median income and half
earn less.

“Objectively speaking, home buy-
ing conditions couldn’t be better, and
as mortgage rales continue to fall,
more buyers will be drawn into the
market. However, for any long-term
improvement in the housing market to
occur, we need to do something about
the dismal level of consumer confi-
dence,” he said.

NAR Chief Economist John A.
Tuccillo said that in addition to con-
sumer confidence, the lack of jobs
also is a serious problem. “The de-
cline in interest rates is the best shot
in the arm the economy could get.
However, we need more jobs 1o go
along with the low rates,” he said.

The Housing Affordability Index
calculated for the four regions of the
country improved in every area dur-
ing September.

Tuccillo said excellent morigage
rates, including for adjustable mort-
gages, which are now under 8 per-
cent, are creating a ripe market for

buying in every area of the country.
This is particularly true for entry-
level buyers, he said.

The typical family in the Midwest
region had the most purchasing power
of all the regions during September,
A family earning the median income
inthatregion had 156.6 percent of the
income needed 1o purchase the me-
dian-priced home there last month.
In August, the index for the Midwest
was 146.6.

In the South, the typical family
also had more than enough income to
purchase the median-priced home last
month. The index was 113.7 in Sep-
tember, up from 111.9 the previous
month,

In the Northeast, the typical
borrower’s purchasing power stood
at 93.0 in September, an increase
from 87.6 in August.

In the West, a family earning the
median income, had 83.3 percent of
income needed to buy the median-
priced home in September. In Au-
gust, theindex for the West was 80.3.

The interest rate used (0 compute
NAR’s Housing Affordability Index,
which is a composite of closing rates
for both fixed-rate mortgages and
adjustable-rate mortgages on exist-
ing homes, as reported by the Federal
Housing Finance Board, declined to
9.17 percent in September from 9.36
in August. The September rate was
the lowest since March 1988, when it
was 9.14,

When calculated with the board’s
effective fixed-rate morigage inter-
est rate of 9.57 percent for Septem-
ber, the index was 112.2. When cal-
:ulated with the effective adjustable-
-ate morigage interest rate of 7.87
sercent for September, the index was
130.9.

The median home price declined
$2,400 between August and Septem-
ber; the median family income rose
$112; and the income needed to
qualify foraloancovering 80 percent
of the typical home declined $293.
Also, the monthly mortgage payment
declined $27 to $652 in September.

When NAR’s affordability index
measures 100.0, the median family
income equals exactly the amount
needed w qualify to purchase a
median-priced home, using conven-

Each year, almost 679 children
from low-income familiesenter school
for the first time in Floyd County.
While their more fortunate classmates
may face the new challenge with as-
surance, many of those from low in-
come homes begin school with health
problems and lack of self-confidence.
Without the will to move ahead, these
children often fall behind in their first
years of school and find their troubles
compounded in later years.

Head Start began with an eight-
week summer program by the Office
of Economic Opportunity in 1965 and
was designed to help break this cycle
of poverty by providing preschool
children of low-income families with
a comprehensive program to meet
their emotional, social, health, nutri-
tional and psychological needs.

Recruiting childrenage 3 toschool
entry, Head Start over the years be-
came an cight-month program and
was enthusiastically received by edu-
cators, child development specialists,
community leaders and parents across
the nation. Head Start now serves
450,000 childrenand their familiescach
year in urban and rural areas mall 50
states, the District of Columbia, and
the United States territories.

Together, we can
make a difference.

The Floyd County Head Start Pro-
gramis funded for 196 childrenlocated
in 10 classrooms at eight centers. The
program employs 10 teachers, 10
teacher aides, 10 bus drivers, three
family service workers, one secretary /
bookkeeper and one director. The
program maintains its own transpor-
tation system,

Promoting Family Literacy
Through Head Start

The primary goal of Head Start is
to promote the development of social
competence in the young children it
serves. To effectively meet this goal,
Head Start has long recognized the
importance of supporting parents’
efforts to attain family self-sufficiency
of many Head Start families; further-

more, an intergenerational cycle of il-
literacy, low expectations, and frus-
tration threatens the development of
Head Start children. Head Start must
respond by incorporating a family-
centered approach to promoting the
literacy development of families it
serves.

Head Start should play a signifi-
cant role in helping its families break
thecycleof intergenerationalilliteracy
because:

*Literacy development, which
begins in early childhood, is a critical
aspect of social competence.

*The adult literacy skills of Head
Start parents significantly affect the
self-sufficiency of their families.

= Local, stateand national attempts
to promote family literacy need part-
ners like Head Start to effectively reach
low-income families with young chil-
dren.

Group tutoring now possible

In a collaborative effort,
three organizations have joined
together to provide a new model
training project.

With funding from the
Coors Foundation, Literacy Volun-
teers of America and Laubach
Literacy Action have developed a
new method for teaching adult
literacy students.

Traditionally both literacy
organizations have worked with
students on a one-to-one basis. This
new method would bring literacy
students together in small groups.

The theory behind this is
that our adults, although unable to
read, do have a world of knowledge
to share. The students would be
discussing and sharing information
and learning together.

The Coors Foundation put
on three national “train the trainer”
Se5510Ns.

Ann Greene from the Floyd
County Literacy Council was asked
by the Kentucky Literacy Commis-
sion to joina training team to serve
Eastern Kentucky. She attended the
national training and then, with her
team, trained others at the State
Adult Learner Institute in August at
Eastern Kentucky University.

This model will enable
programs to serve more students if
they have a limited number of
volunteers.

Volunteers who want to be
small group tutors must first attend
the basic reading workshop and get
experience in tutoring. Then they
must attend a nine-hour small group
training session dealing with specific
techniques and fundamentals of
group dynamics.

They
have taught me what “greens” are,
that “packing” something here
means carrying it, how to look for
herbs on the mountainside, what a
deep faith is, and, because of the
hardships, a whole new definition of
the term “surviyal.”

In addition, [ have been
shown the value of family here. For
example, when a family member
becomes sick, the whole family
comes together for support. It also
seems that family all live near one
another. This is very new to me.

After writing this, [ am not
sure who has learned more, me or
the student! [t has been such a
blessing for me o have worked with
these students. | will take with me
memories of Kindness, loyalty,
intelligence and love of and for all
the people | have tutored.
