An arrest warrant was issued
Thursday for a Floyd County woman
who allegedly tried to run down a
Floyd County deputy in his driveway
early Tuesday moming.

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt
Thompson said Thursday that the
arrestof Rita Tackett of Tackett Fork
in Mud Creek was imminent Thurs-
day evening. The warrant charges
Tackett with first degree wanton
endangerment for allegedly trying to
run over deputy Larry Newsome.

Newsome said someone pulled
into his driveway about 4 a.m. Tues-
day moming and blew the car homn,
Newsome said when he went ontside
to see if it was someone who needed
help, the car sped toward him and
tried to run him down.

The driver of the vehicle tried to
run over Newsome again before
pulling it onto the highway where the
engine stalled, Newsome said, and
the driverof the vehicle got out of the
car and into a pickup truck that drove
off.

Four escape burning home uninjured :

Slick Rock man dies in house fire

A midnight fire claimed the life of
a Floyd County man at Cow Creek,
Wednesday night.

Donald Ray Goble, 35, of Slick-
rock, tentatively identified by Floyd
County Coroner Roger Nelson, was
dead at the scene following a blaze
thatleveled his hillside home. Goble’s
wife, Jane, and three children es-
caped without injury through a bed-
room window, according to Nelson,

The origin of the blaze was not
known at presstime Thursday, but a
rescue worker at the scene said he
believed everyone must have been
sleeping when the fire began.

“By indications, I don’t think the
fire started in the area that he (Goble)
was at. They’re still running the in-
vestigation. There'sstill alotof things
we don’tknow,” Chief Jim Caldwell
of the Cow Creek Volunteer Fire
Department said Thursday.

The Cow Creek Volunteer Fire
Department received a call at 11:57

p.m. from an unidentified young
person and arrived on the scene by
12:08 a.m. to find that the house was

Public meeting to be held:

Incinerator opponents
get chance to be heard

Floyd Countians in Action have
successfully lobbied to have a public
mccling in January concerning the
operation a me(!u,al waste incinera-
tor.

Bill Eddins, commissioner for the
state Department for Environmental
Protection, said Tuesday that no date
has been set for the meeting, but it
will be held before an operating per-
mitisrenewed for Medisin Inc., which
operates the incinerator.

Eddins said the emission and tox-
ins emitted by the incinerator are not
“significant enough” to require a
public. meeting, but said there is
enough public concern lo warrant
discussions.

Floyd Countians in Action have
been trying to close the incinerator
because they claim ¢missions from
the incinerator have led to health
problems for residents who live near
the facility. Members sent two dead
doves to an independent laboratory

in October for autopsies. The group
said they believed the birds died
because of toxins released into the air
by the incinerator,

Eddinsreported that the dovesdied
from congenital syphilis.

A risk study conducted by the
state in September found that toxins
in the soil surrounding the incinera-
tors were not higher than in soil in
other areas of the state. The study
found the chemical levels were well
below those the state EPA consid-
ered to be a dangerous level.

Medisin's incinerators are oper-
ated by the company that runs High-
lands Regional Medical Center at
Auxier, near Prestonsburg, The
company has been using the incin-
erators o burn medical waste from
arca hospitals, clinics, nursing homes
and other medical care facilities.

Eddins said the meeting would
most likely be used as forum to dis-
cuss and explain the state’s permit-

ting process for incinerators. Eddins
added thatFloyd Countiansin Action
may raise some issues that the state
department may have overlooked.

“Goble’s body was found in the
living room, adjacent to the front
door,” Nelson said.

Witnesses to the tragedy expressed
conflicting statements to officials on
the scene as to why Goble was still
inside the burning home, Several
individuals thought Goble had exited
the building, but had re-entered.

An autopsy was performed on
Goble in Lexington yesterday by Dr.
John Wolfe, forensic anthropologist,
and Dr. John Hunsacker, assistant
chicf medical examiner. Results are
pending. The incident is being inves-
tigated by both the coroner's office
and the Kentucky State Police.

Payments to the construction
manager on the Left Beaver High
School project were resumed
Wednesday by the Floyd County
Board of Education after an attorney
for the company threatened to take
legal action against board members.

Board members voted at the De-
cember 12 meeting to suspend pay-
ments to Martin Engineering and
Construction Companyon theadvice
of their attorney CIiff Laita. Latta
told the board he had “serious ques-
tions™ if the monthly payments were
a contractual obligation and asked
them o stop payments until he re-
viewed the issue.

Robert Rowe Ir., an attorney rep-
resenting Martin Engineering, sent a
letter dated December 16 to members
of the board which said “unless the
breach of contract by the Floyd
County Board of Education, , .iscured
within forty-eight hours of the date of
this letter, Martin Engineering and
Construction Inc., will have nochoice
butto pursue every legal meansavail-
able to resolve this matter,”

Rowe’s letter also said that Martin
Engineering’sbusinessreputation has
been damaged by publicity arising

from the board’s decision to suspend
payments.

After reviewing payment records
10 Martin Engineering, Latta sent a
letier toboard members outlining two
options for them (o consider.

The first option recommended
temporarily suspending payments 0
the construction manager (CM) until
“such time as the percentage of con-
tractcompletion (54 percent) achieves
a realistic level of the approximately
85 percent construction manager
fees™ paid.

Option two recommended paying
the December invoice and five addi-
tional monthly payments required
under an addendum to the original
const’ruclion manager contract and

“make no extensions of contract
obligations for any phase of the Left
Beaver school construction" without
a clear undersianding of what the
contract entailed,

A lack of construction activity
during periods in 1990 and 1991 on
the Left Beaver project was an issue
raised in Lauta’s letter.

Allen firm fined by OSHA

An Allen construction company
was fined $303,800 by the Occupa-
tional Safety and Health Administra-
tion this week in connection with the
deaths of two employees who were
working on a bridge in Lincoln
County, West Virginia.

Bush & Burchett Construction
Company was fined $259,700 for 10
willful violations and $44,100 for 25
serious violations for allegedly using
improper platform cranes, overload-
ing cranes and failure to use safety
nets for employees working above
water. o

Ralph Snyder, 40, of Bancraft,.
West Virginia and Greg Pridemore,
who was in his early 30s, of Ratliff,
Ohio, were killed in June when a
crane buckled beneath the weight of
a concrete beam while they were
working on a bridge. The construc-
tioncrew is building abridge over the

Guyandotte River.
Pridemore died after he was
knocked into the river and Snyder

'was crushed on top of the pier by part

of one ¢rane.

OSHA cited the company after an
inspection of the work site and found
that overloading the crane contrib-
uted to the accident, according to
Steve Elliott, OSHA regional direc-
tor for Charleston, West Virginia.

The company can file an appeal to
the charges within 15 days.

OSHA defines a willful violation

- asanintentional disregard of, or plain

indifference to, OSHA regulations
and laws. A serious violation is de-
fined as one in which there is a sub-
stantial probability that death or seri-
ous injury could result and the em-
ployer knew or should have known
of the hazard.

are crying the recessionary blues as their holiday shop-
ping seasons are beginning to look like anything but

Christmas.

as hens' teeth.

Most flatland merchants are well aware of the impact
mountain shoppers have on their pocketbooks and those
who aren't are, no doubt, getting a crash course on
economics this holiday season.

When the mountains suffer, the rest of the state feels the

pain, too.

It's unfortunate that it takes a blue Christmas for some to

recognize that fact.

KENTUCKY FARES WELL
IN NEW HIGHWAY BILL

On balance, I believe that Ken-
tucky fares very well in the massive
six-year highway authorization that
passed Congress just before the year-
end recess.

Under this legislation, Kentucky
will receive about $1.70 billion —
approximately double the amount we
received under the previous highway
bill. Our state will average approxi-
mately $287 million per year over the
next six years, compared with $176
million under the previous highway
bill.

Among the projects to be funded
are;

+ §72.4 million to complete con-
struction on the Cumberland Gap
Junnel

* §7.6 million to widen U.S. 119
between Huddy and Sydney in Pike
county

+$15.78 millionin funding tobegin
construction on a bridge between
Maysville and Aberdeen, Ohio;

* $49.5 million 10 complete the
Watterson Expressway in Louisville;

« $4.7 million for road work as
part of the redevelopment of
Louisville’s downtown riverfront,
specifically:

* A four-lane extension of Preston
Street from Market Street to River
Road;

* A four-lane extension of With-
erspoon Street frofn Bingham Way to
Clay Street;

* A two-lane section of Washing-
ton Street between Brook and Preston
streels

* A four-lane extension of Brook
from Washington to River Road;

» Upgrading U.S. 25E from Corbin
through the Cumberland Gap 10
Morristown, Tennesses;

* Four-laning U.S. 27 near Nicho-
lasville;

* Improvements on KY 92 from
Interstate 75 1w U.S. 27,

‘The bill will allocate w0 Kentucky
$320 million for bridges, $357 mil-
lion for surface transportation and
$79 million for additional special
projects,

In addition, 1-66, which is pro-
posed o run from Bakersfield, CA.
to Washington, D.C., was added o

the bill. The proposed six-lane high-
way will eventually run west to east
through Kentucky and should do

much tostimulate the economy across
the state,

1 am pleased to see Kentucky fare
50 well under this new highway bill.
This is not just a transportation bill,
which will help us improve
Kentucky's infrastructure, but is a
jobsbill as well. It isashotin the arm
for the highway construction indus-
try, and the jobs it will create are what
this state and the rest of the country
need to help get back on our feet in
these troubled times.

Theoverwhelming task of redraw-
ing Kentucky’scongressional, legis-
lative and judicial districts is taking
shape as the special session called
strictly to redistrict unfolds.

The redistricting effort is more
difficult this ume around in that
Kentucky will lose one congressional
seal. The state population has not
kept pace with growth in such states
as California, Florida and Texas, cach
of which will pick up additional scats
in the U.S. House.

Redistricting is required every 10
years afier the federal government
completes the census. At the con-
gressional level, it is carried oul in
accordance with a statutory formula
established in 1941 which limits the
number of U.S. Representatives 1o
435,

1 served the City of
Wheelwright as it’s mayor for more
than 20 years, and in that capacity,
had reason to meet and associate with
members of the Floyd County Board
of Education,

In recent years, the Floyd County
system has come under attack, from
without and within and, for the most
part, justifiably. Their unwise budg-
eting and spending, for political rea-
sons, is 10 be deplored. I know the
state board has intervened and 1 had
high hopes that while the eyes of the
state were upon us, political cronyism
would cease to be. Unfortunately,
this doesn’t appear 1o have made a
dent in the “old boys™ stronghold,
The money, and since the increase in
school taxes there’s more, seems 10
go into the same hands.

To demonstrate my contention, I
enclose acopy of arecently proposed
costtothe Floyd County School Board
from the Wheelwright Unlity Com-
mission, to provide water for the new
Left Beaver School, and ask you to
compare il o the proposal made to
the board by Beaver-Elkhorn Water
District. Should the board accept the
Wheelwright proposal, there should
be little on-going expense, due to the
gravity flow of the water, eliminating
the need for many large, expensive
pumps having to be maintained, to

gel the water to the school. We tax--

payers realize the cost of this on-
going maintenance will come out of
our pockets'

I spoke with Ms. Audrey Yates of
the Wheelwright Utilities and she
advisesd that she received noresponse
to her proposal from the school board.

I believe that the school tax in-
crease was necessary, only if true
reform is implemented in the expen-
diture of these monies, I further be-
licve, in Floyd County, this has not
even begun. If it has, why did not our
school board explore every feasible
source of water to make sure our tax
monies are spent in such a manner
thatevery possible dollar will be used
for the students, not those admini-
stering the funds?

Gregory Peck on video:
important body of work

It's time once again for the
esteemed Kennedy Center
Honors, and one of this
year’s honorees is Gregory
Peck. Since 1944, Peck's
commanding presence (that
voice!) has made him an
important, influential figure
in American film,

One of Peck’s earliest suc-
cesses came in Gentleman's
Agreement, Elia Kazan's
version of Laura Z, Hob-
son’s searing novel about
anti-Semitism. Peck plays a
writer who poses as a Jew in
ordér 1o experience pre-
judice first-hand, and his
portrayal is marvelous,
evolving from curiosity to
rage. John Garfield and
Celeste Holm also star.

No list of Peck's achieve-
ments can fail to include

1962's To Kill a Mocking-
bird. His quiet, powerful
Atticus Finch towers over
everything in this film, and
that's no small feat. Horton
Foote's screenplay from the
Harper Lee novel is spare
and eloguent, Robert Mul-
ligan's direction is superb,
and Robert Duvall, in his
film debut, excels as the shy,
reclusive Boo Radley. Still,
it's Peck who makes the
movie, and he received the
Oscar for his trouble.

Other notable Peck vehi-
cles include Alfred Hitch-
cock's Spellbound, The Man
in the Gray Flannel Suit, the
original Cape Fear, and
1987's Amazing Grace and
Chuck. His recent perfor-
mance in Other People’s
Money has also won wide
acclaim.
