Interest is 
light as 
deadline 
closes in

As the filing deadline for the May 
Kentucky Primary election draws 
near, a look at the slate of open of­
fices promises a spring season of 
heavy campaigning. 

Besides the Presidential primary 
on the national scene, many of 
Kentucky's federal legislators are at 
the end of their terms. U.S. Senator 
Wendell Ford's term expires, leav­
ing his seat up for grabs. All six of 
Kentucky's congressional districts 
have representatives up for election, 
including U.S. Representative Chris 
Perkins' seat in the newly created 5th 
Congressional District No one has 
currently filed for the senatorial posi­
tion, but Jerry Cecil of Hazel Green 
in Wolfe County has ftled to chal­
lenge for Perkins' seat Cecil ran 
unsuccessfully against Perkins in 
1990. 

All of Floyd County's memjJers 
of the state legislature will be up for 
office in the 1992 primary. The seats 
for the House of Representatives' 
92nd and 95th districts, held cur­
rently by Russell Bentley and Greg 
Stumbo respectively, will be on the 
ballot. In the senate, Floyd County is 
divided between the 29th and the 
31st districts. The senators for both 
districts, Benny Ray Bailey and 
Kelsey Friend, will be at the end of 
their terms. 

Dr. Penney Sanders, director of 
OEA, said Thursday that investiga­
tors were in the district to review 
school administrative procedures.

Governor Brereton Jones has a real opportunity to make 
good one of his campaign promises to Eastern Kentucky 
by applying a full-court press in defense of a plan to send 
more coal tax dollars to coal counties. 

In case you haven't noticed, some key players in the 
state's General Assembly are beginning to crawdad on.the 
issue, using the state's cloudy revenue picture to suggest 
the coal tax plan isn't workable right now. 

On Wednesday, legislative leaders (and we use that 
term loosely) dumped the coal severance issue squarely 
on the back of Jones, suggesting they would enact revi­
sions if the Governor could find a way to fund them in his 
biennial budget, due out later this month. 

We suspect Jones will find the money somewhere to 
fund the proposal by the 1993 fiscal year. 

The most disturbing point in this year-long debate over 
coal tax revenues is not, however, who will support it, but 
who won't. 

It is painfully obvious that many legislators are still 
unable or unwilling to grasp the importance of reviving 
Eastern Kentucky's ailing economy. 

But this isn't an Eastern Kentucky issue at all. It's a 
Kentucky issue. 

If our economy isn't improved, the rest of the state will 
have to support us. 

We don't want handouts, we want jobs and opportunities 
for our children. We want to build those opportunities with 
dollars our current resources provide. And we want to do 
it before those resources, and dollars, are gone forever. 

Find the money to fund the coal tax return and find it fast. 
It's a matter of life and death.

Full immunizations by age two 
necessary to avoid childhood diseases 

A review of Kentucky immuniza­
tion levels shows that 91 pereent of 
children entering kindergarten in 
1990 were properly immunized but 
that only 51 percentofthem had all of 
their shots by the recommended age 
of two. 

State law requires that children 
receive a series of eight vaccines. At 
school entry, officials check for 
compliance with the law. 

But health officials strongly rec­
ommend that children receive the 
required four DIP (diphtheria, teta­
nus, pertussis) vaccines, three polio 
shots and one MMR (measles, 
mumps, rubella) immunization by age 
two. They also recommend a series 
of four Hib (Haemophilus influenza 
type b) vaccines, not required by law, 
by age 15 months. 

Clarkson Palmer M.D., commu­
nicable disease branch manager in 
the Department for Health Serviees, 
says that many parents incorrectly 
think that because immunizations are 
checked at school entry the series of 
shots need not be completed until 
then. 

"Because school officials check 
for proper immunizations, vaccines 
bavesortofbecomesynonymouswith 
starting school," he said. "But chil­
dren need to have vaccines long be­
fore age five or six. 

"Very young children who con­
tract these diseases become sicker 
and have more complications than 
older children do." 

Many children start on the proper 
schedule of vaccines but don't re­
ceive the full regimen of shots, he 
said. 

"Four DTP shots are required," 
Palmer said. "If a child has three 
shots, some protection will be of­
fered, but the child will not be fully 
protected from these diseases. 

"The same goes for the other 
vaccines- to be fully immunized, a 
child has to receive the complete 
schedule of shots." 

In the past five years in Kentucky, 
170 measles cases, 467 mumps cases 
and 380 cases of Hib have been re­
ported in Kentuckians of all ages. In 
the same period, Kentucky has seen 
the following number of other vac­
cine preventable diseases in children 
and adults: three rubella, one diph­
theria, three tetanus, 31 pertussis and 
one polio. 

"Obviously, while some are more 
prevalent than others, these diseases 
still exist in Kentucky and children 
need the proper immunizations to be 
protected from them," Palmer said. 

Immunizations are available from 
local health departments across the 
state and from private physicians. 

Workshops to be held for 
future doctors and dentists 

Sixty high school seniors who live 
in certain Kentucky counties and who 
want to become physicians or den­
tists will get an early start toward 
their goal next summer at the Univer­
sity of Kentucky or the University of 
Louisville. 

Students will be chosen to attend 
a six-week college preparatory work­
shop at one of the universities from 
applicants who live in Kentucky 
counties or areas of some counties 
that have too few physicians or den-

• tists. 
Graduating high school seniors 

who live in Floyd County are among 
those eligible to apply. 

The workshops are part of the 
state's Professional EducationPrepa­
raLion Program, which was designed 
to help increase the number of stu­
dents in medical or dental school 
from Kentucky counties experienc­
ing a shortage of physicians or den­
tists. 

Students attending the workshops 
wi II meet and work with medical and 
den tal students and professionals and 

, receive instruction in reading, writ­
ing, study skills and problem solving. 

They will also have classes in 
biology, chemistry and other sciences 
to improve their chances of doing 
well in their premedical or predental 
college studies. 

Room and board and all workshop 
instruction will be provided without 
charge to the participanL Each stu­
dent will also be given an expense 
allowance.

Board Asked To Help Curb Unsportsmanlike Conduct In Grade School Sports 
Enough is enough and the grade 

school principals have said so. At a 
recent principals' meeting, the grade 

· school leaders asked for some help 
from Assistant Superintendent Pete 
Grigsby Jr. and Athletic Director 
Frankie Francis in helping curb an 
ever-worsening situation in the grade 
school ranks. 

"They came to me and asked me 
and the board for help in dealing with 
the unsportsmanlike conduct that has 
been happening at grade school bas­
ketball games," said Grigsby. "They 
wanted something from the Board of 
Education that would give them the 
authority to deal with the problem." 

Grigsby and Francis have set to 
try to correct the problem and head 
off any worsening of the problem. A 
Jetter was issued bearing the names 
of Grigsby and Francis directing the 

steps each grade school principal 
needs to take to alleviate the un­
sportsmanlike conduct. 

The letter, in summary, states the 
following: 

• Talk with faculty and students 
about the rules and regulations per­
taining to sportsmanship at all ath­
letic events. 

• Use pep rallies to demonstrate 
techniques of good sportsmanship and 
how to maintain crowd control. 

• Talk with coaches, players, cheer­
leaders, cheerleader sponsors, band 
members and band directors on good 
behavior at basketball games. 

• Talk with referees about their 
role and involvement in creating an 
athletic atmosphere under control for 
fair competition among all partici­
pants and fans. 

• Discuss with PTA's and parents 

the school's rules and regulations 
pertaining to good sportsmanship and 
what their role should be in helping to 
provide such an atmosphere at all 
athletic events, especially basketball.

The general purpose financial statements referred to above do not include the financial statements of the Prestonsburg City Utility Commission 
(enterprise fund) nor the general fixed assets account group, which should be included in order to conform with generally accepted accounting 
principles. The omitted enterprise fund has assets, liabilities, revenues and expenses of $11,927,953, $1,779,375, $2,811,042, and $3,002,078, 
respectively. The amount that should be recorded in the general fixed assets account group is not known. 

In our opinion, except for the effects on the financial statements of the omissions described in the preceding paragraph, the general purpose financial 
statements referred to in the first paragraph present fairly, in all material respects, the financial position of the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky as of 
June 30, 1991, and the results of its operations for the year then ended in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles. 
Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming an opinion on the general purpose financial statements taken as a whole. The combining 
statements and schedules listed in the table of contents are presented for purposes of additional analysis and are not a required part of the general 
purpose financial statements of the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky. Such information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the 
audit of the general purpose financial statements and, in our opinion, is fairly presented in all material respects in relation to the general purpose 
financial statements taken as a whole.
