Stephens was shot in the left shoul­
der with a small caliber handg-Jn 
followmg an alleged altercation with 
Hall and Blackburn at about 11:30 
p.m. Monday night Hall and Black­
bum were taken into custody at I :20 
a.m. Tuesday morning. The two were 
arraigned and bond was setat$20,000. 

Stephens was taken to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center and trans­
ferred to UK. He was listed in fair 
condition Tuesday. 

The incident is still under investi­
gation by KSP detective Lee Wed­
dington, assisted by Sgt. Jeff Blan­
ton, Trooper Scott Hopkins and the 
Floyd County Sheriffs Department.

Not so, says city attorney : 

Annexation called 'illegal'

About30Bull Creek residents met 
Saturday morning to discll'!S the city 
of Prestonsburg's annexation of an 
area in their community and whether 
or not to become their own munici­
pality. 

Dickie Hall, the apparent leader of 
the Bull Creek group, told those at­
tending the meeting that the city's 
move to annex the nightclub Center 
Stage was "illegal," according to the. 
attorney general's office. 

City attorney Larry Brown dis­
puted that accusation Tuesday, say­
ing that he had talked last week with 
Tom Emerson, who deals with mu­
nicipal matters in the attorney 
general's office. and Emerson was 
unaware of any violations by the city. 

Emerson could not be reached 
Tuesday for comment. 

The thrust of Saturday's meeting 
was to "keep Prestonsburg out" until 
the citizens decided if they wanted to 
incorporate as their own city or to 
remain unincorporated. 

Ed Kuss joined Hall in speaking to 
the group and told the residents that if 
a city was fonned in Bull Creelc 
enough revenue could be generated 
to operate their own town from busi­
nesses in the area. 

"Then, we control our own des­
tiny," Kuss said. "If we incorporate 
we could have a population as large 
or possibly larger than Prestonsburg." 

Kuss told the group that if they 
decided to become a city, there were 
grants available to construct sewer 
systems, fund volunteer rue depart­
ments and other city services. 

Most residents didn't appear to be 
in favor of becoming incorporated, 
but instead, wanted to remain as they 
are, although some feared the area 

may be annexed into the city one day. 
Hall said that the people of Bull 

Creek could fight to overturn the city's 
annexation of Center Stage and the 
strip of Route 3 that was incorpo­
rated. 

"We can get the annexation over­
turned," Hall said. "We'll do what­
ever it takes if you are willing to 
help." 

Brown said that in his opinion, the 
annexation could not be overturned 
because no one's property was being 
taken into the city against their will. 

Brown said the Prestonsburg City 
Council would amend the annexa­
tion ordinance at Monday's meeting 
to include property owners who have 
requested theirpropet:ty be made part 
of the city. 

The council will meet Monday. 
March 23 at 6 p.m. at city hall. The 
meetings are open to the public. 

Benny Ray Bailey and State Repre­
sentative Greg Stumbo for their ef­
forts to locate the project in Wheel­
wright. 

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson, who has spearheaded the 
effort for a prison in Wheelwright, 
joined commissioners in the closed 
session. 

Thompson said Monday, after 
Jones' announcement, that locating 
the prison in Wheelwright would 

improvetheireconomicbaseandoffer 
jobs to the "most depressed" area in 
the state. Thompson cautioned that it 
was not "a done deal." 

"It's real close," Thompson said. 
"But, it's not final." 

Thompson took commissioners 
Johnson. Lowen Parker and mayor 
Johnson to the proposed two-level 
site Monday.

The charges 
stemmed from allegations made by a 
15-year-old student and were of a 
"touching" nature. 

Student's resumed their show of 
support Tuesday afternoon by launch­
ing a letter writing campaign to the 
Floyd County Times. 

Berkhimer' s attorney ,John David 
Caudill. said Tuesday that his client 
wanted students to return to class in 
order to continue their education. 

"Mr. Berkhimer was genuinely 
concerned with the students getting 
back in class," Caudill said. "His 
reasons are !hat education is the more 
important issue than anything else 
thatisgoingon;thatit'sgettingtoward 
the end of the school year and some 
seniors may want to attend college 
classes this summer and the longer 
they stay out could interfere with 
that; and that Wheelwright High 
School was in bad shape and things 
were beginning to turn around and he 
wanted that turnaround to continue ... 

Caudill said his client appreciated 
all the support shown by the students 
and that support would be 'justified." 

"Myclientisabsolutely,positively 
innocent," Caudill said. 

Wheelwright basketball coach 
Jack Pack said Tuesday that students 
returned to classes after Berkhimer 
met privately with them for about20 
minutes. 

"Everything's gone smoothly," 
Pack said. "It's back to normal, as 
much as normal can be until this is 
resolved."

Radio network takes shape

Prestonsburg's radio airwaves will 
soon have a different sound. 

Two of the city's radio stations, 
WXKZ (105.5 FM) and WPRT (960 
AM), have entered into a lease-man­
agement agreement with East Ken­
tucky Broadcasting (EKB), a Pikev­
ille-based company owned by Wal­
ter E. May. In addition, May bought 
WVKY (1270 AM) in Louisa and 
entered into lease-management agree­
ments with WLSI (900 AM) in Pikev­
ille and WRAU (103.1 FM) and 
WBPA (1460 AM) in Elkhorn City. 

May already owns WPKE (1240 
AM) and WDHR (93.1 FM) in Pikev­
ille. 

Under the agreement, the stations 
sold all their available air time to 
May'scompany.May'scompanywill 
provide programming and sales serv­
ices for the stations. Except for the 
Louisa station, EKB stations will still 
be owned and operated by current 
owners and management 

Federal Communications Com­
mission (FCC) regulations prohibit 
one person from owning competing 
stations in the same market, but leas­
ing air time is permitted. 

Financial problems nationwide 
created the lease-managementagree­
ments, where stations pool their re­
sources in order to survive. About 
200such agreementsnow exist These 
agreements are allowable under FCC 
regulations and do not require FCC 
notification or approval. 

Jeff Meek, owner of WXKZ and 
WPRT, cited the "economic down­
tum" as the main reason for selling 
his airtime. "There's going to be a 
new 20,000 watt station in Paintsville 
and new stations in Harold and Vir­
gie. With so many stations and cable 
TV advertising all going after limited 
advertising dollars, it's a case of 
survival." 

Meek believes the ne~ broadcast­
ing cooperative is a positive move. 

"We'll be able to do some things 
we've always wanted to do but never 
had the resources for," he said. "We'll 
be on the air for 24 hours. That's 
something we couldn't do before." 

The EKB stations will broadcast 
common signals originating in May's 
studios in Pikeville. There will still 
be local programming, according to 
Meek. 

"We•ll still have offices in 
Prestonsburg," he said. "We can put 
inprogrammingthatwefccl is neces­
sary to the local audience. We will

Newsome said Beverly was sus­
pected of transporting the illegal 
whiskey from Quicksand in Knott 
County and selling it in Floyd County. 
Six deputies executed a search war­
rant on the home of Rosie Belcher at 
approximately 9 p.m. Saturday. The 
moonshine was found in the home, in 
the pump house and in Beverly's 
vehicle. Newsome said the moon­
shine was valued at $350. 

Deputies also confiscated a pistol, 
a fifth of Early Ti mcs whiskey, and a 
pair of nunchuks, a weapon used in 
martial arts. 

Beverly wac; lodged in the Floyd 
County Jail and charged with the 
unlicensed manufacture, sale, stor­
age, purchase and transportation of 
alcoholic beverages and alcohol in­
toxication.

Berkhimer was initially charged 
March 6 by Kentucky State Police 
detective Lynn Cross with two mis­
demeanor counts of third degree 
sexual abuse.

House approves plan to up 
returns of coal tax revenues Barry K. Stewart

In a move to benefit coal-produc­

ing counties, the Kentucky House of 
Representatives overwhelmingly 
passed a biU last Friday to return 
more coal severance tax money to 
coal counties to create jobs. 

House Bill 543 passed the House 
with a 98-0 vote. The bill now goes to 
the Senate, where a slightly different 
version of the legislation was ap­
proved by a vote of 37-0. The House 
added a clause to allow money re­
turned to coal counties to be spent on 
trnining workers. 

Currently, the coal severance tax 
stands at 4.5 percent of the value of 
the coal mined-generating about 
$200 million in revenue. 

Twelve percent of the tax reve­
nue-about $24 million-goes back 
to the 36 coal-producing counties, 
including Floyd County, and a small 
part goes to 61 "coal-impact" coun­
ties and cities where coal is hauled on 
local roads. 

Under the provisions of House 
Bill 543, the return rate would in­
crease to 15 percent in 1993 and 18 
percent in 1994. The rate is sched­
uled to reach 50 percent in 1996. 

The additional money would 
benefit coal-producing counties, t:~ot 
coal-impact counties, by going into a 
fund for job-creation projects and 
economic development. The money 
would not be used for general opera­
tions such as magistrates' salaries. 

Each of the 36 coal-producing 
counties would receive a share of the 
money. One-third of the additional 
money would be set aside for multi­
county projects, which could include 
areas bordered by coal-producing

Stumbo (D-Prestonsburg) said there 
might not be any coal to surface mine 
in Kentucky in 10 years. ''This will 
help those counties gear up for diver­
sification," he said. 

Stumbo acknowledged that it 
might take longer than four years to 
push the return rate to 50 percent, but 
he added that the bill sends a signal to 
coal cooties that the state is con­
cerned about their situation.

A whole bunch of congressmen 
are scurrying around in the wake 
of the "rubber check" scandal, 
claiming they did nothing wrong 
when they wrote hundreds of 
worthless checks on their private 
House bank accounts.

innocent, were covered by future 
deposits. No checks were re­
turned. 

Wonder why our bank doesn't 
offer the same friendly service? 

Sure would be nice to be able to 
make the house payment without 
any money; not having to worry 
about the check being returned; 
and to be able to cover the over­
draft whenever funds became 
available. • 

In the real world that's called 
'kiting.' 

It's also called 'illegal.' 
Some congressmen are claim­

ing they were never advised of 
their overdrafts. 

Sure, and as long as we have 
checks in our checkbooks, we've 
got money in the bank. 

Oh, almost forgot, the check 
bouncers also say no tax money 
was involved in the scandal. 

Just out of curiosity, who is it 
that pays their salaries? 

Congressman Chris Perkins 
was identified as one of the worst 
abusers of the House check writ­
ing privileges, writing more than 
$565,000 in rubber checks over a 
period of 39 months.

The state House of Represen­
tatives voted 98-0 Friday to hike 
the share of revenues from coal 
severance taxes that ·is returned 
to coal producing counties.

While the three percent increase 
in 1993 and anotherthree percent 
in 1994 is far from the fifty-fifty 
split sought by coalfield movers 
and shakers, the proposal is a 
step in the right direction. 

Additional revenues from the 
new forrrula will be eannarked 
solely for use in economic 
development. .. like purchasing 
and preparing industrial sites. 

The availability of usable land 
has been a major stumbling block 
in the development of our area. 
More precisely, the availability of 
affordable land has been a major 
stumbling block. 

With coal tax revenues to be 
available soon for land purchase, 
half the problem is licked. 

Then we can concentrate on 
recruitment. 

If all the pieces fall into place, 
the turn of the century could also 
be the point when the worm turns 
for Eastern Kentucky. 

This November, Kentucky vot­
ers will likely have the opportunity 
to approve an amendment to the 
state constitution allowing the next 
governor to serve two consecu­
tive terms. 

Lt. Governor Paul Patton, an 
Eastern Kentuckian, could very 
well be the first beneficiary of 
succession. If Patton is success­
ful (and if he doesn't get above his 
raisin'), we could see eight years 
of political prosperity. 

There are still a lot of "its" ahead. 
The first will be decided next fall.

Vo-ed budget cuts protested 
Proposed budget cuts already 

approved by the Kentucky House 
would be "devastating" to the office 
that oversees Mayo State and other 
area vocational schools, officials said 
Monday, and residents are being 
asked to contact their legislators in an 
effort to restore the funding. 

"I believe there are games being 
played in this state," said Bronelle 
Skaggs, executive director of Ken­
tucky Tech-Region Eleven, which 
administers vocational schools in 
Johnson, Floyd, Martin and Pike 
counties. 

Skaggs and other local leaders held 
a town meeting Monday night at 
Mayo to protest cuts in vocational 
education. The cuts are included in 
the state's biennium budget that was 
passed by the House last Tuesday. 
They would delete half the funding 
for vo-ed offices in each of the state's 
14 vocational regions. 

The reduction would be "devas­
tating to our staff, to our community 
and to our region," Skaggs said. 

If the cuts are approved by the 
entire legislature, there are "rumors 
that many of us would be laid off as of 
June 30, 1992," he said. 

Region Eleven has an annual 
budget of $6 million, Skaggs said, 
and employs 130 full-time and about 
25 part-time people. 

"We're talking about people's 
jobs; we're talking about people's 
lives; we're talidng about people's 
children," he said. 

Another rumor, Skaggs said, is 
that regional vocational offices would 
be reduced to four, meaning Region 
Eleven would be "controlled from 
Ashland or Winchester or Hazard or 
someplace." 

Skaggs' concerns were echoed by 
other officials. 

Banker O.T. Dorton said Rep.

Bob Conley, city finance officer 
for Paintsville, said he was in 
Frankfort on Monday and stopped by 
the Kentucky Department of Educa­
tion. Because the budget bill is not 
education legislation, he said, educa­
tion officials will probably not lobby 
to restore the funding. 

Conley said the region's "best hope 
is 10 work through Lt. Gov. Paul 
Patton because he knows the impor­
tance of vocational education to 
Eastern Kentuckians." 

Patton is a former Pike County 
judge-executive. 

Clyde Blevins, executive director 
of the Paintsville-Johnson County 
Chamber of Commerce, denied an­
otherrumorthatthefundingcutwould 
affect financing of Mayo's new ad­
vanced technology center. 

"We were worried about it," he 
said, "but this has nothing to do with 
it" 

Blevins, Skaggs and others were 
scheduled to go to Frankfort Tuesday 
morning to attend the meepng of the 
Senate Appropriations and Revenue 
Committee. A car pool was supposed 
to be provided for other citizens who 
wanted 10 make the trip. . 

They also encouraged residents to 
call or fax a message to Collins, 
LeMaster and othet state officials to 
express their opposition to the fund­
ing cut Collins and LeMaster can be

"It's time for us to rise up," Skaggs 

said. "Let's bum the phones off the 
hoolc."

(NICU} easily accessible to the Big Sandy ADD region of Pike, 
Floyd, Johnson, Martin and Magoffi.n counties.. A pediatrician 
specializing in high risk infant care, a well-ttained std' of nurses, 
therapists, and volunteers, and the latest technology and 
equipment have provided the best medical treatment available 
anywhere to Eastern Kentucky newborns.· 

In the past three years, a total of 500 infants with a wide range 
of problems have been cared for. The Methodist Neonatal

Another unique service is the follow-up exams. All NICU 
babies are seen in the new Developmental Clinic at six months and 
again at one year for free developmental evaluations.

HRMC Pharmacy urges medication safety 
during Poison Prevention Week, Mar. 15-21 

National poison prevention week 
is March 15th through 21st. In 1992 it 
is estimated that 125,000 children 
(about one in one hundred) under the 
age of 5, will be victims of accidental 
poisoning. The Pharmacy at High­
lands Regional Medical Center urges 
you to protect your children and pre­
vent tragedy. 

Tom Mcintire, Director of High­
lands Phannacy and Chairman of the 
KenLucky Society of Hospital Phar­
macists, stated, "The most important 
measure parents can take to reduce 
the risk of poisoning is to keep pre­
scription medications in a locked 
cabinet out of the sight and reach of 
small children. Secondly, when par­
ents give medicine to their children 
they should never refer to the medi­
cine as candy. Grandparents also 
should remember to see that medica­
tions are put away in locked cabinets 
before grandchildren come to visit., 

Other important safety measures 
include - clean out your medicine 
cabinet on a regular basis; keep only 
those medicines you are currently 
taking; never transfer medications 
from one container to another with-

out a child-proof lid; be sure that all 
medicines are correctly labeled, and 
read the label before using; always 
turn the light on when giving or tak­
ing medicine, store medicines sepa­
rately from other household prod­
ucts; and insist on safety packaging 
for all prescription medications. 

Highlands Pharmacy strongly 
recommends that during Poison Pre­
vention Week, you review the stor­
age of all mediciQes (including aspi­
rin) in your home, even if you don't 
have small children. Friends, who do 
have small children may visit you 
and an accidental poisoning could be 
tragic. It is important to remember 
too that children will eat or drink 
almost anything. 

If you believe your child (or any 
other individual) has been poisoned, 
the most critical step is to start proper 
treatment immediately. Contact ei­
ther your phannacist, physician or 
nearest emergency room as soon as 
possible. 

Highlands' Pharmacy department 
operates a poison center from 7 a.m. 
to 7 p.m. seven days a week, and 

Highlands Emergency Room is phy­
sician staffed 24 hours a day seven 
days a week. If it is necessary for you 
to go to the emergency room, call 
ahead, and be sure to take the con­
tainer of the suspected poison with 
you to the ER. 

During Poison Prevention Week 
Highlands Pharmacy is giving out 
free information on poison aware­
ness in children, medication safety 
for senior citizens, and medical 
emergency brochures.

New program at UK promotes 
success in difficult math classes 

Calculus has caused more than a 
few bangeroo-type headaches on 
college campuses. 

Many students view it as the most 
dangerous of obstacles in their pur­
suit of a degree, as a confusing and 
perplexing form of mathematics that, 
by" itself, is capable of derailing their 
plans for careers in such fields as 
engineering and computer science. 

But Michael Freeman, a math 
professor at the University of Ken­
tucky, has formulated an Excedrin­
like answer to the pain of calculus. 

It's a program called MathExcel 
and Freeman will be in Floyd County 
March 18 to explain the program. He 
will be at the Prestonsburg, Allen 
Central and Betsy Layne High 
Schools. Students who participate are 
required to spend more time studying 
than those who aren't in the program, 
but MathExcel students are averag­
ing almost a full grade-point better 
and they actually seem to enjoy it 

"I didn't have calculus in high 
school," says Todd Caldwell, a fresh­
man electrical engineering major who 
graduated in 1991 from McDowell 
High School in Floyd County, 

.. I was a little concerned about 
calculus when I came here," he con· 
fides, .. but MathB~tccl is my lifeline. 
Ithassavedmy gradeandllhink Jean 
move ahead with a little more confi­
dence now." 

And that's the purpose of the 
program, which is based, in part, on 
the nationally recognized success of 
two others - the Professional De­
velopment Program at the University 
of California at Berkeley and the 
Emerging Scholars Program at the 
University of Texas at Austin. 

"We've seen many good students 
struggle to get a Cor aD in calculus, 
and many others fail or withdraw," 
observes Freeman, who instituted the 
MathExcel program at UK in the fall 
semester of 1990. 

"These difficulties often lead to a 
loss of confidence and a decision to 
fall back on some major not requiring 
calculus," he says. "Disappointments 
like this can be personal tragedies." 

Here's how MathExcel can help 
prevent those kinds of tragedies from 
occurring: 

-Students selected for the pro-

gram (after fJJling out an application 
form during their senior year of high 
school, and meeting with Freeman) 
attend regular calculus lectures dur· 
ing their freshman year at UK. 

-In addition to the lectures, 
MathExcel students gather in groups 
three times a week to study together 
in a relaxed and infonnal atmosphere, 
led by graduate teaching assistants 
who are aided by top undergraduates. 

-In return for their extra time, 
students are compensated with two 
credit hours on a pass-fail basis, plus 
the regular four credit hours earned 
by all calculus students who success-

fully complete the course. 
In a recent group study session, 

freshman Robyn Williams, a 1991 
graduate of Floyd County's Allen 
Central High School, was asked by 
graduate teaching assistant Pat Ward 
to explain a particular law of calcu­
lus. 

Williams, a chemical engineering 
major, strode confidently to the black­
board and began sketching what 
appeared to be fairly complicated 
calculus functions. 

As she chalked equations on the 
board, Williams explained what she 
was doing. She seemed so at ease 
with her understanding of the prob­
lem -and so relaxed in front of the 
class - that she could have con­
vinced most observers that she was 
an actual calculus teacher, which she 
was for that particular moment. 

"Aren't you forgetting some­
thing?" Ward asked Williams. 

"Just a moment," she replied with 
a smile. "I'm not through. I'm getting 
to that" 

And she proceeded to complete 
the problem, as well as answer all 
questions from her classmates. Af· 
tcrwards, the class gave her a round 
of applause. 

Ward then distributed a few new 
problems to the class. Students circled 
their desks in groups of threes, and 
began working on the problems to­
gether, while Ward roamed the room 
offering help and support 

"I've "gotten the most out of this 
class of any I'm taking," says David 
Billups, a freshman physics major 
and a 1991 graduate of Richmond's 
Madison Central High School. "Up 
until now, most of my classes have 
been a kind of mass production sys­
tem. But this one's different. 

"There's interplay between the 
students, and with the instructors and 
assistants. And there's competition, 
too, but it's a friendly kind of compe­
tition where you want to be the first to 
solve a problem, but you also want to 
help other people and receive help 
when you need it. I think it's a great 
program." 

There's no disagreement from 
Shelbie Deibel, a sophomore math 
education major from Crestwood, 
who is an undergraduate assistant in 
the group study sessions this year. 

During the 1990-91 year, she was 
a student in MathExcel, and admits 
she was "afraid that everyone would 
be smarter than r was. Instead, every­
one was like me. We were all strug­
gling toward one goal, to pass calcu­
lus. 

"I had taken calculus in high 
school, and made two D's on my 
report card. Calculus intimidated me. 
Without the help of MathExcel, I 
would not have made an A last se­
mester. Not only did I make an A, I 
also made a lot of good friends who 
gave me a lot of help, and who I still 
go out with." 

The record of MathExcel's suc­
cess speaks for itself, and Freeman 
offers these figures as proof: 

-MathExcel students averaged a 
final grade of B minus last semester. 
while the other sections averaged a 
C. And MathExcel students entered 
UK with an average score of 26 on 
the math portion of their entrance 
examinations. That average is the 
same as what all other freshman cal­
culus students bring to UK. 

-MathExcel students made more 
than twice as many A'sand less than 
half as many D's and F's as students 
in other sections. 

The numbers are fair, Freeman 
says, because all students - includ­
ing those in MathExcel - take the 
same tests, do the same homework 
and are graded by the same stan­
dards. 

The program is funded and sup­
ported by UK's math department, 
and by the offices of Louis Swift, 
dean of undergraduate studies Rich-

ard Edwards, dean of the College of 
Arts and Sciences; and Robert 
Hemenway, chancellor of the Lex· 
ington campus, 

Freeman says the program is not 
for everyone. or the 530 students 
taking freshman calculus, only S2are 
in MathExcel. 

"The qualities ..ye look for are 
math aptitude in high school and 
motivation," he explains." And moti­
vation is crucial. MathExcel students 
have a wide range of capability. 
everything from nearly perfect math 
scores (on their entrance exams) to 
risky scores." 

Application forms are available in 
most Kentucky high schools, and 
Freeman plans to visit plenty of oth­
ers this spring, many in eastern Ken­
tucky. 

Most of this year's MathExcel 
students, in fact, are from schools not 
in one of the state's metropolitan 
areas. Of the 52 students enrolled, 38 
are from small high schools. Thirty­
one are women and 14 are minority 
students. There have been no drop­
outs. 

"I think of it as an honors pro­
gram," Freeman says. "But it doesn't 
honor just raw talent That quality is 
used in combination with many other 
abilities and skills and motivations to 
ensure success. And while we're 
pleased with MathExcel 's success so 
far, the success of our students pleases 
us even more."

Bill would change

The old saying, "it's hard to beat a 
team three times in one season" held 
true in one aspect of the game be­
tween the Paintsville Tigers and 
Howard Wallen's Pikeville Panthers 
Friday night in the opening roWld of 
the boys' 15th Region basketball 
tournament at Allen Central. Al­
though the Panthers posted a 79-69 
win over Bill Mike Runyon's 
ballclub, they had to go into overtime 
to do so. It was the third meeting 
between the two clubs with Pikeville 
winning both earlier games. 

Pikeville • s outstanding performer 
Murray Garvin poured in 35 points as 
the Panthers advanced on in regional 
play. Garvin had two three-pointers 
inthegameand was 12of19 from the 
charity stripe. 

Paintsville led 20-15 with 6:31 
left in the first half but a 10-3 run by 
Pikeville gave the Panthers a 25-23 
lead on the play of Garvin.

Spring Runs Just Around The 
Corner 

There are few other states in the 
nation that offer the quality fishing 
diversity found in Kentucky. This 
month, opportunities for a number of 
different game fish species really 
become good as the spring spawning 
runs begin. 

If you're like most anglers and 
really getting the itch to test the wa­
ters, chances are good that you won't 
have to travel far to find a good place 
to satisfy the early fishing urge. 

Two "cousin" species are normally 
the first to provide a start to the spring 
fishing season. Sauger and walleye 
begin their spawning migration in 
late March in a number of different 
rivers. Sauger are most abundant in 
the Ohlo and Kentucky rivers, and 
can be consistently taken below locks 
and dams on minnows and jigs, or 
combinations. The Kentucky Lake 
tailwaters is also a good area to con­
nect with sauger. 

The sauger's larger cousin, the 
walleye, starts making the move 
upstream to spawn when water tem­
peratures reach the lower 50s. Qual­
ity fishing opponunities exist for 
walleye in the headwaters of the 
Cumberland River and the Nolin 
River. This species can also be found 
in the river systems that form 
Paintsville and Laurel River lakes. 

Walleye can be found just below 
riffles in these streams and are often 
caught on both artificial and live bait. 
Low-light periods are usually best 
for walleye action since walleye are 
quite sensitive to light. Nighttime 
can sometimes be best when fishing 
for spawning walleye. Fishing in 

~ deeper pools just below shallow water 
areas with minnow-type crankbaits 
or jigs can produce well during day­
light trips. Later in early May, wall­
eye will start returning to main lakes 
and can be picked up along muddy, 
clay banks along river channels. 

A favorite experience for many 
fishermen is taking part in the spring 
white bass runs that occur at many 
reservoirs and in several rivers 
throughout the state. White bass head 
upstream in big schools in late March 
and early April to reproduce and at 
times, can be caught cast after cast 
after cast. Good runs happen in the 
Dix River above Herrington Lake, in 

tributaries along Kentucky and Bar· 
kley lakes and in the Cum berland and 
Green rivers. 

Good tactics to try include casting 
small spinners, popeye jigs rigged 
under bobbers, or live minnows. At 
times in Herrington Lake, hybrid 
striped bass may also move into the 
creeks along with white bass. Al­
though the hybrids have never been 
documented spawning, they do ex­
hibit the same habits and upstream 
movement going through the mo­
tions, if you will. This can concen­
trate, and make the hybrids easier to 
locate and catch. Depending on the 
strength of the white bass runs, both 
bank and boat fishing can be very 
good. 

One other species which starts 
becoming active in late March is the 
muskellunge. Muskellunge, called 
muskie for short, move into the shal-

low water areas on Cave Run and 
Green River lakes looking for f¥ 
early in the season. Large spinner­
baits and crankbaits are a favorite 
target of these superb fighters when 
dropped into woodycoveralongcreek 
banks. 

Anglers who plan to try muskie 
should remember to bring along a dip 
net. Muskie have very large and sharp 
teeth, and grow quite large. There­
fore a net helps immensely in getting 
the fish in the boat. 

If it's fishing action you're inter­
ested in as the days begin to warm up, 
there's plenty around to enjoy. And 
to make sure you're up-to-date on all 
the size and creel limits and other 
information you'll need, remember 
to pick up a copy of the 1992 Ken­
tucky Fishing Digest. This publica­
tion is a vai !able from the Ky.

It's 
good for the body, mind and spirit 
Not only is hard work healthy for the 
individual, it nourishes society as 
well. 

As with most areas of life, how­
ever, we need to keep work in bal­
ance. Many of us put in too many 
hours on the job. Work dominates 
our lives. Our health, oqr relation­
ships with family and friends, and 
our other interests in life suffer. 
Unfortunately, society often applauds 
the pain of workaholism. 

Men and women who grew up in 
troubled families-for example, a 
family in which there was emotional 
or sexual abuse, or alcoholism-these 
individuals are particularly prone to 
work addiction.

• We fill our time with work as a

• We try to use achievement at 
work to make up for deep down feel­
ings of inadequacy and low self-es­
teem.

The temperature inside the refrig­
~rator might be why the food is spoil­
mg faster than expected. 

"The refrigerator temperature 
should be maintained at 34 to 40 
d~grees Fahrenheit Many home re­
fngerators are above 40 degrees and 
so~~ are above 45 degrees Fahren­
hell., says Joe O'Leary, extension 
food technologist at the University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

Higher temperatures cause food 
to spoil and to become unsafe much 
more easily, O'Leary says. 

Although lower settings will mean 
longer shelf life, the setting should 
not be so low that the food is partially 
frozen. 

Make sure foods are not crowded 
in the refrigerator so cold air can 
circulate freely. Fresh meat and poul­
try should be loosely wrapped in wax 
paper with sufficient space between 
packages, O'Leary said. 

"Leftover cooked meats or meat 
dishes should be covered or wrapped 
and refrigerated immediately after 
the meal," according to O'Leary.

However, one addition that few 
even notice is iodine In sal t, proba ­
bly because It's "always· been there, 
says Mary Helen Gunklcr , regis­
tered dietitian and s taff nutrition­
ist fo r Total cerea l. 

Iodine was Orst added to table 
salt In the 1920s to help prevent 
goiter 1n Americans. This condi­
tion Is evidenced by a swelling of 
the thyroid gland and can be a 
result of Inadequate iodine Intake. 
Iodine Is essential In the body for 
normal function of the thyroid 
gland. 

Prior to the 1920s, goiter was 
most common among people who 
lived in the p lains states as well as 
the Great Lakes and St. Lawrence 
River areas. This was attributed to 
the fact that these areas have very 
low levels of iodine In the soli. 
Therefore, produce grown In these 
regions contained li ttle, If any. 
Iodine. 

Iodine was added to salt be­
cause salt was a product that most 
people used regularly. As a result , 
Iodine deficiency problems de­
creased s harply. 

Other factors have a lso contrib ­
u ted to the dramatic decline In 
iodine deficiencies . F'or exa mple, 
our country's food distribution 
sys tem Is now national in scope. 
Therefore, people who live in io­
dlne-deOclentareas are mo re likely 
to have access to foods grown In 
iodine-rich areas. Also, more people 
are eating seafood, which Is a rich 
source of Iodine. In addition, Io­
dine Is used In dough condition­
ers, so It Is found In trace amounts 
In b read . 

Gunkier notes that about 50 
percent of the salt sold In su per­
markets today is lod!7..ed. But even 
people on low-sodiu m diets proba­
bly are getting enough iodine due 
to the other changes In our food 
supply system.

Why see the veterinarian? 
It's time to visit the veterinarian 

for the frrst time, and you're wonder­
ing what to do and sometimes why do 
it at all. 

Here's some things to think about. 
From your pet's viewpoint, it's 

easier on your pet topreventadisease 
than to treat it Some diseases cannot 
be treated but can be prevented (ra­
bies, for example) and all diseases, in 
varying degrees, rob the animal of 
strength and vitality and to that de­
gree interfere with healing. 

From your viewpoint, it's much 
less expensive to prevent a disease 
than it is to cure it, especially if you 
consider the other animals (and 
sometimes people) who may become 
infected from your pet's illness. 

What diseases can be prevented 
by vaccination? 

For dogs, thelistroutinelyincludes 
rabies, distemper, parvovirus, lepto­
spirosis, canine hepatitis, canine 
parainfluenza, corona virus and bor­
detella (kennel cough). 

For cats, routine protection is of­
fered against feline leukemia, feline 
distemper, rabies, feline calici virus 
and feline herpes virus. 

What you should take with you 
includes, frrst of all, a leash for your 
dog or puppy and a cat carrier or 
harness and leash for your cat or 
kitten. 

You're going to be in a waiting 
room in which there are other ani­
mals as well as yours. If all are under 
control, no problem. But you don't 
need much imagination to figure out 
what happens if none are under con­
Lrol. 

Take along a fecal sample, also 
known as a stool sample, no more 
than 24 hours old. It will be used to 
test for wonns and other intestinal 
parasites. 

Try to remember any unusual 
behavior on the partofyourpet in the 
past few days. A cat straining to uri­
nate, for example, might indicate the 
beginning of urinary problems for 
your cat-much easier to treat at this 
stage than once the urinary tract is 
blocked. 

If your pet is showing signs of 
illness, having kept a temperature 
record might be of help. Nonnal for a 
dog or a cat is between 101 and 102.5 
degrees Fahrenheit. 

It might also be helpful if you 
have monitored the animal's pulse 
rate and respiratory rate. 

There may be other things your 
particular veterinarian wants you to 
monitor. If so, he or she will tell you. 

The more observant the owner is, 
the better job the veterinarian can do. 

Once you have made your initial 
visit, ask your veterinarian what he or 
she would like for you to monitor and 
keep records of, and to bring to the 
next examination. 

Your veterinarian will be glad to 
coach you in correct home care for 
your pet, both routine care and nurs­
ing care when it is needed. 

The most successful and satisfy­
ing relationships between people and 
pets and veterinarians come when 
each communicates with the others 
to provide a healing atmosphere. 

Don't be afraid to ask your veteri­
narian what you can do to be a better 
client.

Termite swarming season 
is just around the corner 

Each year, tennites do more 
damage to personal property than 
frres, tornadoes, lightning, and hurri­
canes combined, according to Les 
Curry, manager of the Middlesboro 
service Center of Terminix Interna­
tional. 

"Most people carry insurance to 
help recover from other disasters, but 
it's almost impossible to get insur­
ance against tennites," says Curry. 
"Termitescauseover$500millionin 
damage to homes in the U.S. every 
year. And tennites can be found 
around the year in almost every state, 
as well as in Mexico and parts of 
Canada." 

ANY WOOD LOOKS GOOD 
TO TERMITES 

Any building is a target for ter­
mites, even structures built with slab, 
basement, or crawl space founda­
tions, according to Curry. "Termites 
will even invade buildings with steel 
framing and masonry walls to feed 
on the wooden door and window 
frames, or cabinets and shelving in­
side the building," Curry explains. 
"Tennites also feed on wood and 
paper products like books and card­
board boxes." 

NOT TO BE CONFUSED 
"Sometimes people confuse ter­

mites with carpenter ants," Curry 
says. "Carpenter ants have elbowed 
antennae and a thick waist Both may

have two pairs of wings, but a carpen­
ter ant's wings are different sizes and 
shapes, while a tennite's wings are 
all the same shape and size." 

Although carpenter ants can cause 
damage to homes too, they do not 
feed on wood, Curry explains. "Car­
penter ant damage comes from nest 
building. Tennites actually eat the 
wood." 

WHAT YOU CAN DO 
Early detection is essential to 

minimizing tennite damage. "You 
may notice winged tennites leaving 
the nest to swarm and find new homes. 
usually during the spring and fall," he 
says. 

"Sometimes you can see wings 
that have been dropped. And, there 
my be 'mud' tunnels running from 
soil outside to the wood of the home." 

Besides careful inspections per­
formed frequently, homeowners 
should also remove scraps of wood 
from the craw I space area, according 
to Curry. "Wood should not contact • 

the soil anywhere around your house," 
he adds. 

IF YOU NEED 
PROFESSIONAL HELP 

Since termite infestation can al­
ready be well established by the time 
the first signs are noticed, it may be 
necessary to call in a professional. 

If you do seek professional help, 
Curry recommends that you follow 
these simple guidelines when choos­
ing a tennite control company. 

•Be sure thecompanyyoucontact 
is reputable and reliable. (If you have 
doubts, call the Better Business Bu­
reau.) 

• Many flfffisoffer free inspections. 
Ask about this service when you call. 

•Get more than one estimate and 
compare services. 

•Read the guarantee carefully.

JUST WHAT THE SOIL 
DOCTOR ORDERED 

"It's such a change, and it works 
so well that some fanners are having 
trouble believing it's for real." 

These are the words of Lloyd 
Murdock, a University of Kentucky 
Cooperative Extension Service soils 
specialist, who is describing a new 
tractor-driven device called a "Soil 
Doctor" that continuously measures 
the nitrogen levels of soil as a tractor 
is driven over the ground. This de­
vice, which Murdock doesn't hesi­
tate to call "revolutionary," gives 
fanners a double bonus: it allows 
them to know exactly how much nitro­
gen they need at each part of their 
field and they don't have to spend 
money on expensive fertilizer they 
don't need. 

Here's how it works. The device 
itself is attached to the top of a metal 
bar that fits across the back of the 
tractor, behind the wheels. Two of 
the eight "knives," which hang down 
from the bar and slice five to six 
inches under the soil, have holes in 
them; and sensing equipment is con­
nected to these holes. Completing 
this detection system, a computer in 
the cab of the tractor registers nitro­
gen levels, makes the needed adjust­
ments, and directs the proper amount 
of the chemical down through holes 
in the two knives. 

"The machine was tested on the 
farms of some of our farm partici­
pants for the frrst time two years 

ago," says Murdock, who works out 
of an office in Princeton, Kentucky. 
"We did a second year of testing last 
summer on a farm in Logan County, 
and the tests show the system is doing 
what it was designed to do." Mur­
dock says that a third year of tests is 
planned. 

The machine was invented just 
three years ago by Texan John 
Colburn. The Soil Doctor is expen­
sive, costing around $11,000. But 
one farmer estimated that he saved 
40 pounds per acre by using it. With 
nitrogen savings of approximately 
$8 per acre, a fanner who plants 
1,000 acres of corn may be able to 
pay for the machine in a few years, 
Murdock says. 

In addition to saving money over 
the long haul, farmers who enlist a 
Soil Doctor will also save time, he 
adds. "Right now," Murdock says, 
"it's common practice to take soil 
samples by hand. These samples have 

to besentofftoa lab for analysis, and 
it takes a while of course for the 
results to come back from the lab. 
When they do come back, farmers 
need to make adjustments, and that 
takes time too." In contrast, the 
machine samples, analyzes, and ad­
justs nitrogen levels in one pass over 
a field. 

"This approach may take some 
time to catch on," Murdock admits­
"it's such a dramatic departure from 
the past"

Low-income families can't bene­
fit from tax refund program 

Social Security pays survivors 
benefits to approximately 245,000 
widowed mothers and fathers with at 
least one child under the age of 16. 
For a widowed parent with two chil­
dren in this age group, the average 
monthly benefit last year was just 
over $1,200, orabout$14,500 for the 
year. But for a number of families 
receiving survivors benefits, the 
amounts were considerably less. 

When their earned income also is 
low, these families may benefit from 
a special tax provision-the Earned 
Income Credit (EIC). The credit is 
based on earned income and is avail­
able to low-income families who have 
at least one child living at home.
