Floyd County school superinten­
dent Ron Hager was suspended from 
his job without pay Friday by the 
State Board for Elementary and Sec­
ondary Education, but not before 
making an eleventh-hour bid to hire 
employees for the 1992-93 school 
year. 

The day before Hager's suspen­
sion and in the midst of a district 
hiring freeze, Hager notified board 
members by a letter dated April9 that 
he had hired 175 employees: The list 
included Martin Elementary princi­
pal Bill Hughes, who is on a medical 
leave of absence. Hughes was named 
in the charges flled by Education 
Commissioner Thomas Boysen 
against Hager. 

The employment moves taken by 
Hager are expected to be nullified 
and th~y were reportedly called 
improper in a closed session of the 

" board Monday evening. 
Hager's suspension came Friday 

after a summary hearing was held in 
Frankfort on the charges of willful 
neglect of duty and misconduct in 
office levied against Hager by Boy­
sen in March. 

A hearing was set for May 11 
before three members of the state 
board to determine if Hager should 
be removed from office.

Teacher takes 
crisis into his 
own hands

Quick action and proper training 
helped a Floyd County teacher save 
the life of a 12-year-old student at 
Adams Middle School last Tuesday. 

John DeRossett, a learning behav­
ior disorder teacher, was alerted while 
on lunchroom duty that Lora Dingus 
appeared to be having trouble breath­
ing. 

"She was grabbing her throat and 
was having a lot of anxiety." DeRos­
sett said. "There wasn't a lot of time 
to act, she was turning blue and I 
didn't hear her breathing. Natural 
instinct took over and I performed 
the Hemlich Maneuver on her. I gave 
her two thrusts between her ribs and 
out came the food she was choked 
on."

The city has explored several alter­
natives for housing the Kentucky 
Opry over the past two years. The 
opportunity to develop a city-owned 
harness racing facility arose recently 
with state approval for a track license 
in Floyd County. 

Council took no action on the issue 
Monday. 

The panel did, however, put the 
finishing touches on three ordinances 
that concern annexation proposals and 
minimum fees for occupational li­
censes.

Pearl Hall, 43, and Henry Hall, 63, 
were charged with selling the bever­
age when the time of delivery or sale 
of malt beverages is prohibited; pos­
session of a police radio; and traf­
ficking in a schedule IV controlled 
substance. Mr. Hall was also charged 
with carrying a concealed weapon. 
Mrs. Hall was charged with two 
counts of possessing prescription 
drugs not in proper container. 

Deputy Ricky Thornsberry said 
deputy Roger Slone purchased the 
case of beer early Sunday morning. 
After the buy was made, deputies 
moved in at the establishment. 

A 9mm Cobra assault weapon was 
seized along with a .22 caliber long 
rifle pistol; a .357 magnum pistol; a

A retired Glasgow educator offi­
cially took over operation of the Floyd 
County School System Monday at a 
special board of education meeting. 
Tuesday • s regularly scheduled board 
meeting was postponed until April 
21. 

Eldon I. Smith, 59, a retired su­
perintendent of the Glasgow Inde­
pendent School District, is the in­
terim superintendent appointed to 
replace Floyd superintendent Ron 
Hager, who was suspended without 
pay from that position Friday by the 
State Board for Elementary and Sec­
ondary Education. 

Education Commissioner Thomas 
Bosyen charged Hager in March with 
willful neglect of duty and miscon­
duct in office. 

After a brier" closed session with 
state deputy commissioner Dave 
Thomas and Boysen's legal counsel, 
Steve Wolnitzek,FloydCounty board 
chairman Ray "Shag" Campbell 
publicly introduced Smith to board 
members and members of the audi­
ence. 

After Monday's meeting, Smith 
said he had been instructed by Boy­
sen to review the district's financial 
situation, staffing and troubled school 
construction projects. Smith said he 
will meet with Boysen later for "more 
specific instructions." 

In light of the circumstances sur­
roundinghis appointment, Smith said 
he "looked forward" to serving in 
Floyd County and would not hesitate 
to make any needed changes. 

"I have no preconceived ideas and 
I will not make changes just to make 
changes," Smith said. "But, I will not 
hesitate to take whatever action is 

required. I publicly ask for coopera­
tion among all of us to move for­
ward." 

Smith said he had "heard quite a 
bit" about problems in the school 
system through media account~. but 
added that he would look for the 
positive aspects within the school 
district. 

The interim superintendent said 
he had seen fme facilities and excel­
lent programs in the school system 
during his frrst day and that he was an 
advocate of site based decision mak­
ing and parental involvement in the 
school system.

$170,000 to fund revitalization of 
Prestonsburg's downtown area. The 
money will be used to provide low 
interest rate loans which can be used 
for a general facelift of the area, said 
Henry Mayo, manager of the Main 
Street program.

State board members announced 
Hager's suspension at 10:45 a.m. and 
named members Jane Mountjoy, 
Wade Mountz and Helen Montgom­
ery to hear testimony at the May 11 
suspension hearing. The panel will 

report their findings to the full board. 
Board member John Williams 

abstained from voting on Hager's 
suspension, saying he wanted to wait 
until the "rest of the evidence is pre­
sented" before making a decision. 

Chenoweth said after the hearing 
that Hager did not attend "on my 
advice." 

Boysen has accused Hager of fil­
ing false annual fmancial reports, 
failing to place monies in two major 
construction accounts into interest 
bearing accounts at The First Guar­
anty National Bank, allowing an ille­
gal bingo game to operate at 
Prestonsburg High School and fail­
ing to advertise for bids for security 
contracts. 

OEA, a watchdog agency created 
by the state legislature to oversee the 
implementation of the Education 
Reform Act, began investigating the 
Floyd County School System in 1991. 
OEA's investigation into the district 
led to the charges filed against Hager.

Council voted 6-0 Monday to ap­
prove increases in the city's mini­
mum occupational tax license fees 
after debating and amending a pro­
posed ordinance. . 

Occupational license fees are to be 
paid annually on a basis of one and 
one-half percent of a business' net 
profit or on the basis of minimum 
fees, whichever is greater. Lic:ense 
fees must be paid by all businesses 

·and professions operating within the 
city limits. 

Before adopting the final license 
fee ordinance, council accepted an 
amendment to resolve an apparent 
conflict over the licensing of vending 
machines. State laws allows licens­
ing only of those machines which 
provide entertainment, like video 
games, aQd exempts those machines 
which vend a product. 

Council's ordinance, which origi­
nally set a fee of $10 for licensing all 
vending machines, was amended to 
set a fee of $75 on Lhe operators of 
machines which were exempted from 
individual licensing.

It is highly doubtful that The Floyd 
County Times would ever print this 
letter, even though they purport to 
serve the public and write the truth. 
The Floyd County Times has been 
very selective with its reporting of 
the "bingo scandal'' and its alleged 
mismanagement of bingo revenues. 

· In doing so, thatnewspaperhassought 
to destroy one man's career -Robert 
May's. In my opinion, shared also by 
many of my colleagues, Robert May 
has been the best principal that 
Prestonsburg High School has ever 
had. He set high standards for teach­
ers and students alike. He put to­
gether a disciplined and dedicated 
staff who worked diligently to bring 
out the best in PHS students. He 
rejuvenated the pride and respect that 
had long been missing from 
Prestonsburg High School. All that 
has been overshadowed by bingo. 
All that has been ignored by The 
Floyd County Times. 

It is easy to understand why. 
Robert May made some enemies 
along the way. Robert May was not a 
calm, smooth, politician or diplomat. 
He was a man who had a job to d(}­
a man who got the job done, and who 
rubbed some parents and teachers the 
wrong way in doing so. Being tactful 
was not his greatest attribute. His 
enemies tried, often in vain, to get 
him removed from Prestonsburg High 
School. And herein lies the tragedy­
the injustice that The Floyd County 
Times has brought unto Robert May.

Editor: 

What I am about to say does not 
necessarily reflect the opinions of 
any other member of the Floyd 
County Screening Committee. I speak 
only for myself when I say thatl have 
serious problems with the editorial 
by Scott Perry that appeared in 
Friday's Floyd County Times ... The 
easiest part of the editorial to deal 
with is the statement that the screen­
ing committee for the new superin­
tendent "has indicated that they will 
not consider any Floyd County appli­
cants for the job." That statement is 
simply wrong. No one on the com­
mittee has ever said or "indicated" to 
my knowledge that they are unwill­
ing to recommend someone from 
Floyd County. The screening com­
mittee is, in fact, considering appli­
cations from people in Floyd County 
right now. 

Scott's editorial raises another 
issue. How important is it where a 
candidate comes from? In one sense, 
it shouldn't matter at all. This search 
is not about hometown pride. Some 
people seem to feel that the screening 
committee has an obligation to rec­
ommend someone from our own area. 
If we don't, we are insulting our own 
region, these people argue, and creat­
ing a bad image for Floyd County. In 
addition to not understanding how 
the recommendation of a top-notch 
candidate for superintendent, regard­
less of where that person is from, 
could harm us, I believe once again 
we are using the wrong criteria. Our 
children deserve the best leadership. 
We are going to have to be willing to 
put everything else where it belongs­
in a secondary role. Birth place and 
family connections shouldn't be 
important. I will not vote against 
people simply because they come 
from Floyd County, but neither will I 
allow myself to be put in a position 
where I feel that I am obligated to 
include a candidate from here in order 
to maintain county pride. Neither one 
of those cases would be fair. 

It is fair, however, to evaluate the 
candidates on their past performance. 
In the case of candidates outside of 
the region, the committee plans on 
examining applications closely, 
making phone calls, talking to indi­
viduals about the school system that 
the individual comes from and what 
the candidates has or has not been 
able to accomplish in that district If 
the district has had problems, we 
want to know how the candidates 
have dealt with those problems. Per-
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formance is the most important crite­
ria. Ina similar fashion,Floyd County 
candidates will have to fall under that 
same kind of scrutiny. 

Scott argues that the committee 
should examine the records of the 
candidates from Floyd County, and " 
not overlook good performance. I 
agree with him completely. I am just 
not sure that the example of Martin is 
a good one nor do I believe that one 
individual should have been singled 
out for an endorsement. With the 
exception of the tapping of the office 
phone, the information about the 
conditions at Martin Elementary is 
not new. Who in the administration 
in Floyd County has not known about 
the bathrooms, the unsanitary condi­
tions or the financial crisis at the 
school? Why are we acting as if these ~1 

conditions have just been discovered? 

If anything, the example raises the 
questions that have caused me prob­
lemsasihaveservedon thiscommit­
tee. How do you evaluate fairly the 
performance of people with a system 
that has had serious problems? How 
do you determine responsibility and 
individual accomplishment? The 
important question is not who should 
receive credit for exposing this situ­
ation-because the information has 
been out there for a long time. The 
question is, instead, why were these 
conditions not taken care of before 
and who bears the responsibility for 
that? Could the conditions at Martin 
only have been dealt with by a prin­
cipal? 

I have real problems in seeing the 
situation at Martin as a mandate for 
the recommendation of any candi­
date. Correcting these conditions is 
the least that we should expect from 
people in authority. If there are any 
heroes at Martin Elementary, I think 
it is the parents who have been fight­
ing for a long time to improve their 
children's learning environment. 
Some of them have given unselfishly 
of their time, hour after hour, to bring 
attention to the problems at their 
school. They deserve our respect for 
that and they have mine. 

I want to find the best candidates 
for this job. Despite the conflict that 
has existed between administrators 
and teachers in this county, I am not 
interested in getting even with any­
one. What matters the most to me are 
the candidates' abilities, their know l­
edge and understanding of educa­
tional issues, and the fact that they 
have the skills necessary to make 
tough decisions and stand by those 
decisions even when they result in 

the loss of success and advancement. 
I care about the candidates' compe­
tency, their experience, honesty, in­
tegrity and willingness to put our 
children before everything else, and 
that alone. If the candidates from 
Floyd County are superior to others 
in those areas, they wiU get my vote. 
If not, they won't. " 

By May 12, the Floyd County 
Board of Education will have the 
names of five candidates from our 
screeningcommitte'!.Nomatterwho 
the committee recommends, some 
people will be unhappy with our 
decision. I can't prevent that What I 
can assure Scott Perry and others of is 
the fact that I talce this process seri­
ously and that I will continue to do 
what I have been doing all along; 
trying to look at all candidates as 
objectively and fairly as I can. 
Members of the screening committee 
will be held responsible for our deci­
sions once the work is completed, 
and that is as it should be. When it is 
fmished, I think I will be able to look 
people squarely in the eye and tell 
them that I have done my best 

As we move towards the end of 
this search, all of the members of the 
committee will need the support of 
the community. I hope we will have 
earned it. I would also like to express 
my appreciation to Scott Perry. Even 
when I disagree with him, he causes 
me to think about important issues 
and I am grateful for that as always.

Marine fish oils have received 
attention recently for their role in the 
prevention of atherosclerotic disease. 
The human body is unable to synthe­
size or build-up similar oils. It is 
theorized that marine fish oils may 
reduce cholesterol levels and reduce 
the risk of heart disease and stroke. 
These oils, referred to as Omega 3 
fatty acids, are found only in certain 
types of fish and in some vegetables. 
Investigators feel that fish oils called 
EPA and DHA, may be especially 
beneficial.

The marine fish oils may retard 

the disease known as atherosclerosis. 
Normally, the inner wall of an artery 
is smooth and fmn allowing the blood 
to flow freely. However, the inner 
lining can become thickened and 
rough by a build up of cholesterol, 
fat, calcium, platelets and damaged 
cells. This build up acts much like 
rust in a pipe, causing the artery to 
narrow or even close off complete! y. 

Most investigators concluded that 
the general public would benefit from 
addition of fish in their diet several 
times weekly. The sv..,cific benefits 
are in the prevention of coronary and 
carotid artery disease. In patients with 
high blood cholesterol, fish may be 
an additional therapeutic low-fatdiet 
These fatty acids have the ability to 
lower serum triglycerides and reduce 
platelet adhesiveness. 

Interest in the relationship between 
dietary marine fish oils and blood 
cholesterol was initiated by a study 
of Eskimos in the 1970s. Investiga­
tors reported that Eskimos, who 
consumed a diet high in marine fish 
oils, had low blood levels of choles­
terol and trig! ycerides and a low inci­
dence of heart disease. 

Seek a physician's advice before 
supplementing your diet with exces­
sive amounts of fish or commercial 
fish oils. 

In Japan, similar studies also sug­
gest that the intake of marine fatty 
acids may have a role in the low 
coronary artery disease rate in that 
population. This finding may be at­
tributable, in part, to the fact that fish 
constitutes a large percentage of the 
Japanese diet

Jessamine superintendent teaches math for a week

Dr. Larry Allen (a former Floyd 
countian) made his annual trek back 
to the classroom recemtly. 

The Jessamine County school 
superintendent left the relative calm 
of his office at the central office for 
the hectic halls and classes of Jes­
samine County High School. 

Allen put the normal part of his 
day-facilities planning, budgeting 
and expulsion hearings-behind him 
and took on the role of teacher­
geometric means, attendance, public 
announcements and classroom disci­
pline. 

"Don't let me confuse you," he 
told students in a geometry class last 
Thursday. "Carry on." 

Allen says he likes to be a teacher 
for a week at least once a year to 
remind him what his teachers are 
going through every day. 

"If you're not in it for a while, you 
forgetalotofwhatgoes on in theday­
to-day," he says. 

He says being a teacher doesn't 
always mean instruction and being 

back. in the classroom helped him 
remember that. 

"There's a myriad of things that 
account for the teacher's time," he 
adds. 'Things thataren 'tinstructional 
like taking attendance. You tend to 
forget the hectic pace and the fran tics 
of trying to get everything done when 
you're not doing it every day." 

Allen last taughtfull-time12 years 
ago in 1969. Since then he has been in 
administtative roles. 

out some cooperative learning tech­
niquesihadheardabout Thattypeof 
teaching builds students into the learn­
ing-teaching cycle," he says. "The 
kids did pretty well with it, especially 
by the end of the week." 

He says the kids also grew accus­
tomed to his presence by the end of 
the week. 

"When I frrst went in, they seemed 
a little in awe I was there," he says, 

"but by the end of the week they were 
back to their old selves." 

Allen wasn't daunted by his expe­
rience. He says he'll be back in the 
classroom next year. 

"I try to do it every year although 
sometimes I don't make it," he says. 
"It gives me a better perspective on 
what's going on. It also helps me 
remember the bad parts of teaching 
instead of just the good parts." 

"I love to teach," Allen says, "but 
the things that have changed since I 
taught are unbelievable. Even the 
language of teaching mathematics has 
changed. I would have a tremendous 
amount of catching up to do if I were • 
a teacher again." 

Allen taught March 23-26. An in­
service day was held last Friday. 

"I wanted to change that so I could 
teach all week," he says, "but I wasn't 
able to do so." 

He says it was Wednesday before 
he was really comfortable in the class­
room again. 

"You even lose the control tech­
niques every teacher has to keep the 
kids on task," he says. "You forget 
what it's like to budget and manage 
your time, to pay attention to all the 
students individually, to diagnose 
problems and to provide help." 

He added that not using teaching 
skills causes the teacher to get rusty. 

"You lose the fmesse and the art 
form of teaching," Allen says. 

His classes included two ttansi­
tion math classes, two algebra classes 
and a geometry class. He filled in for 
Cindy Owen, who used the time to 
visit other classes and to substitute 
for another teacher. Allen says she 
sat in on his class the frrst day. 

"She was my safety net," he says. 
Allen also used the time to use a 

different teaching style than he had 
before.

LIFE'S LITILE BUMPS 

When I was a teenager, I walked 
the halls of ole Meade Memorial High 
School wearing a butch-waxed hair­
cut, skin-tight pegged jeans, a shirt 
with the collar turned up behind (like 
Elvis) ... and a face full of red and 
yellow bumps. 

Kids today call them zits. We 
called them pimples. Regardless of 
what they're called, though, they're 
about the only thing that my genera­
tion and today's generation have in 
common. I'm sure that modem kids 
are just as embarrassed over them as 
we were. I was always made to feel 
that having them-especially as bad 
as I had them- was akin to having 
lice or something) that it was my fault 
and that they were caused by some­
thing I did (or didn't) do. I hated the 
boys who didn't have them and en­
vied the girls who did because they 
could cover them with pancake 
makeup . 

I had them so bad that when I'd 
shave in the mornings (something I 
couldn't wait to start doing then and 

hate to do now) I'd take the hide off 
the top of so many pimples that I'd 
look like I'd been shot slap in the face 
with a double-barreled acne gun. I'd 
wear dozens of bits of tissue paper 
until I was about ready to catch the 
bus. Most of the time I'd get them all 
off, but if I didn't, some smart alec 
would yell, "Hey, everybody! Clyde 
put a blade in his razor this morning." 

Anyway, what brought the sub­
ject up in the first place, was an 
article I read in the paper last week 
about benzoyl peroxide, an ingredi­
entfoundin Clearasil. It seems there's 
a possibility that this stuff might cause 
cancer because some rodents in a lab 
developed cancerous tumors when it 
was used on them. (Wonder where 
they found mice with pimples?) 

So, quite naturally, there's been 
talk that Clearasil, as well as Oxy-5 
and Oxy-lO,which also contain ben­
zoyl peroxide, should require a 
doctor's prescription. Now don't 
panic. medical experts did say. how­
ever, that the benefits of using these 
products outweigh the possible risk 

of getting cancer and theretore should 
remain available over the counter. 
Besides, industry spokespersons,like 
Debra Bennetts of Proctor and Gam­
bel, argue that the doses received by 
these rodents were massive and that 
these laboratory animals have been 
bred to develop cancer quickly. 

I sure hope that's the case and this 
is all a bunch of baloney. because I 
too used Clearasil when I was a teen­
ager. Furthermore, Dick Clark, who 
looked then exactly like he looks 
now, sold it on American Bandstand 
every weekday afternoon from 4:30 
until 5:00 (I think) on ABC. Even 
though I used it, I really didn't have 
much faith in it and thought it didn't 
do anything to prevent pimples. It 
just covered them up because it was 
skin colored. It certainly did, how­
ever, beat some of the other things I 
tried-<>ne of which was kerosene. 
Wasldesperateorwhat? Anoldlady 
who lived in Ohio told me that if I'd 
rub lamp oil on my face every night, 

my acne would go away. I apparently 
felt that ladies from Ohio were pimple 
experts, because I used it It didn't 
help.

All I can say is that I hope it helps 
them more that it helped me. The 
good news is that (so far) my using it 
hasn't hurt me. Neither has having 
pimples. The scarring has been mini­
mal and it's use did little to hamper 
my handsome, rugged appearance. 
No matter what people think, I've 
always had this big n~se.

Vaccinate pets during 
Peak rabies s son 

Spring is Kentucky> speak animal 
rabies season, go public health offi­
cials are urging Kentuckians to make 
sure pets have been vaccinated against 
the disease. 

Clarkson Palmer, M.D., manager 
of the communicable disease branch 
in the Department for Health Serv­
ices, says that it's important to have 
dogs and cats vaccinated against 
rabies to protect not only the animals 
but people as well. 

"Because people have much more 
contact with dogs and cats than with 
wild animals, the vaccine provides a 
barrier between people and wild ani­
ma1s, which frequently carry the 
rabies virus and often come into 
contact with pets," Palmer said. 

"Wild animals-ferrets, raccoons 
and hybrids such as wolf/dog mixes 
- should not be kept as pets," he 
said. 

In 1991, Kentucky had 50 labora­
tory-confrrmed rabies cases in ani­
mals, compared to 56 in 1990. Skunks 
remained the most common carrier 
of the disease with 31 confrrmed cases 
last year and 35 in 1990. The re­
quested tests performed in Frankfort 
detect only a fraction of actual cases 
statewide. 

Animals testing positive for the 
rabies virus during 1991 were bats 
(four); cattle (three); dogs (six); foxes 
(four); horse (one); raccoon (one); 
and skunks (31). 

"All animal bites must be taken 
seriously," Palmer said, "even if the 

animal has been vaccinated. Further­
more, anyone bitten by a wild ani­
mal, especially a skunk, fox, raccoon 
or bat, should seek immediate medi­
cal attention. 

"Bite wounds should be immedi­
ately washed with soap and water 
and reponed to a local health depart­
ment within 24 hours," he said. "Cats 
and dogs can be quarantined for 10 
days to see if rabies symptoms de­
velop. Wild animals that bite people 
can be tested for the virus in Frankfort. 
Only their heads should be sent for 
testing." 

If a wild animal bites someone 
and escapes, health officials recom­
mend that the attending physician 
administer the post-exposure rabies 
treatment to the victim-just in case 
the animal has rabies. There is no 
laboratory test to detect whether a 
person has been exposed. 

"Treatment for exposure to rabies 
is much less traumatic than it was a 
decade ago," Palmer said. ''Treat­
ment usually involves five inocula­
tions in the upper arm and one in the 
buttocks compared to the old regi­
men of a shot in the abdomen every 
day for 23 days." 

Palmer says that controlling stray 
dogs and vaccinating pets can reduce 
the incidence of rabies in cats and 
dogs. Vaccinations are available from 
private veterinarians, and many health 
departments sponsor periodic low­
cost rabies vaccination clinics. 

Education workshop

The Kentucky Council on Eco­
nomic Education (KCEE) and the 
Center for Economic Education at 
Alice Lloyd College are co-sponsor­
ing a workshop to focus on a program 
entitled, ''The Community Publish-
ing Company." ·

lary to youngsters in grades 3-4. 

Lessons are built around a class 
research project First, students ex­
plore their community - homes, 
businesses, transportation, public 
services, schools and other institu­
tions. Next, they write (and revise 
and rewrite) reports about their find­
ings. Finally, they form a publishing 
company and manufacture and sell 

their book about the community. 
Students learn the economic con­

cepts: scarcity, opportunity costs and 
tradeoffs, productivity, economic 
institutions and incentives, exchange, 
money, interdependence, markets and 
prices, and supply and demand.

to meet those needs. "Every baby is 
unique, though, so the guidelines in 
the pamphlet are just that-guide­
lines,"' says Shield. "Parents need to 
know that babies are the best judge of 
how much they need to eat." 

The booklet includes the most up­
to-date nutritional recommendations, 
including when to add whole milk to 
the baby's diet. "If a child is at least 
six months old and eating l/3 of his or 
her calories from foods other than 
fluids, the baby may be ready for 
milk," says Shield. "Most children 
are ready for milk between 9 and 12 
months old." 

Many parents feed their young 
children low-fat milk with the best of 
intentions, according to Shield. 
"Thinking that it is best to start chil­
dren off on a low-fat, low cholesterol 
diet is misguided," she says. "Chil­
dren at this age need an enormous 
amount of energy because they are 
growing rapidly, both physically and 
mentally. Foods such as whole milk, 
cheese and yogurt are nutrient-dense 
foods that provide extra energy for 
critical brain development and 

growth." 
In the booklet, the nutritional needs 

of infants and toddlers are broken 
down into the following categories: 
0 to 4 months, 4 to 6 months, 6 to 8 
months, 8 to 12 months and 12 to 24 
months. A step-by-step feeding guide 
forO to 24 months can be pulled from 
the pamphlet and posted in a conven­
ient spot, such as the refrigerator, for 
easy reference. 

Also included in the pamphlet are 
tips on serving sizes, food prepara­
tion, feeding while traveling, storing 
baby foods and incorporating nutri­
tious snacks.

DRUG ABUSES IN NURSING 
HOMES: A few years ago, some 
investigators discovered that many 
elderly people living in board and 
care homes were being overmedi­
cated. In some cases, it was an at­
tempt to treat certain symptoms 
which, as it turned out, were caused 
by previous over-medication. In other 
cases, Wlfortunately, the over-medi­
cation with tranquilizing drugs was 
deliberate; to keep the patients pas­
sive. Several administrators report­
edly rationalized the drugging by 
stating that they were working with 
reduced staffs, reduced budgets and 
increased work loads. Having hyper­
active or "demanding" patients put a 
strain on the facilities. 

The eyes have it 

These reports did lead to some 
action being taken that served to 
reduce the abuses in many nursing 
facilities. But, apparently, the abuses 
have continued in some board and 
care homes. Last month, Congress­
man Edward R. Roybal, the chair­
man of the House Select Committee 

• on Aging, and its subcommittee on 
Health and Long Term Care, con­
ducted a hearing on the abuses in 
medication of elderly persons in these 
homes. 

Representative Roybal indicated 
that prior to scheduling the hearing, 
"Aging Committee staff visited board 
and care homes in Ohio, Texas, Cali­
fornia and the District of Columbia 
between 1989 and 1992." 

Their findings are documented in 
a report ... Residents of these facili­
ties were excessively medicated­
over85 percent of them were on three 

,. prescribed drugs a day, two of which 
were psychoactive, despite the fact 
that not one home maintained medi­
cal or mental health records to justify 
the residents' drug use. Clearly," said

Good vision is an important part 
of your good health. You use your 
vision more than any other sense to 
enjoy an active and independent life­
style. Here are five ways you can 
keep your good vision as you grow 
older: 

1. See youreyedoctorregularly­
at least once a year. Eye exams can 
help you discover if and how your 
vision is changing. Many vision 
conditions form very slowly and are 
not noticeable to you when they first 
develop; they can only be detected 
through exams. Early detection and 
proper diagnosis are crucial since 
serious vision problems are most 
treatable in theirearlieststages. Early 
treatment may help prevent more 
serious problems from developing. 

2. Learn more about vision 
changes that may occur as you age. 
Most people experience some vision 
changes as they grow older. For 
example, you may fmd you needmore 
light to see by or take longer to adjust 
to darkness or glare. Any change in 
your vision is cause for concern and 
for visiting your eye care specialist. 
As you age, be aware that your risk 
increases for some major eye dis­
eases, including cataracts and glau­
coma. Find out more about the pre­
vention, detection and treatment of 
these diseases from your eye doctor. 

3. Find out if you are in a high-risk 
group for specific vision problems. 
Your family and medical history (eye 
injuries, eye surgery) can place you 
at higher risk for certain problems. 
Health conditions such as diabetes, 
arthritis or arteriosclerosis may in­
crease your likelihood of experienc­
ing certain problems. 

4. Take your eye medication as 
prescribed. To be effective, eye 
medications must be taken at specific 
times in specific dosages. Skipping a 
dose or not following directions can 
be dangerous and may even allow 
loss of vision to progress. Always 
follow your medicine schedule and 
ask your doctor if you have ques­
tions. 

5. Protect your eyes from injury. 
Follow instructions for using equip­
ment, sprays and household supplies.

SPRINGTIME SHOWERS 
BRING FLOWERS 

The showers that bring spring 
flowers also bring a higher risk that 
lightning could strike people at work 
or play, according to extension spe­
cialists at the University of Kentucky. 

.. "Thunderstorms tend to be more 
numerous in the spring because 
weather patterns are more active this 
time of year as they pass through 
Kentucky", said Tom Priddy, mete­
orologist with the UK College of 
Agriculture. "This increases the 
chances that lightning could strike 
you during the spring." 

"However, you need to remember 
that lightning can come from a thun­
derstorm any time of the year," he 
added. "Most people don't realize 
how often lightning strikes; it strikes 
the earth 100 times each second." 

,. Priddy said lightning injures more 
people than it kills. "In Kentucky, 
lightning injuries have averaged just 
over five a year from 1959 to 1990; 
lightning deaths, just over two a year 
for the same time period," he said. 
"Lightning injures about 250 Ameri­
cans each year; it kills about 100 
Americans annually. In general, most 
deaths attributed to lightning occur in 
open fields under trees or around the 
water." 

"You can't be safe in the middle of 
a golf course, lake, or field with thun­
derstorms popping all around," he 
added. "You have to take precau­
tions." 

"One of the most important safety 
precautions is simply to be aware of 
an approaching thunderstorm and ta..1ce 

shelter before itactuallyarrives," said 
Larry Piercy, safety specialist. "Seek 
shelter inside a building, home or 
automobile. The best protection is a 
farm building or home with a prop-

. ·:· r ·-·~ 

erly installed lightning protection 
system that provides the lightning a 
direct pathway to ground. Check the 
system periodically to be sure its 
connected properly and is not darn­
aged." 

"Stay away from open doors and 
windows and avoid standing in small, 
isolated sheds or other small struc­
tures in open areas," he added. "This 
could put you right in the pathway of 
lightning because electricity looks 
for the path of least resistance to the 
ground." 

Piercy and Priddy offered the fol­
lowing safety guidelines: 

* Do not stand beneath a natural 
lightning rod, such as a tall, isolated 

tree in an open area. 
*Avoid projecting above the sur­

rounding landscape as you would by 
standing on a hilltop, in an open field, 

on the beach, or on a piece of open 
farm equipment, especially a tractor 
or other metal equipment. 

*Get off or away from motor­
cycles, scooters, golf carts and bi­
cycles. 

"' Stay away from wire fences, 
clotheslines, metal pipes, railroad rails 
and other metallic pathways which 
could transmit lightning from some 
distance away to you. 

"' In a forest, seek shelter in a low 
area under a thick canopy of small 
t1ees. In an open area, go to a low 
place such as a ravine or valley,. 

* If you are isolated on a level area 
and feel your hair stand on end­
indicating lightning is about to 
strike-drop to your knees and bend 
forward putting your hands on your 
knees. Do not lie flat on the ground.

JOBS program 
is praised in 
national report 

Kentucky's 18-month-old welfare 
reform effort is being cited in a na­
tional report on the importance of 
involving both public assistance re­
cipients and their children in pro­
grams designed to help the family 
escape the generation-to-generation 
welfare cycle. 

The report, developed by the 
Foundation for Child Development 
(FCD), consists of two parts. The 
first presents elements of two-gen­
eration programs. Theseareprograms 
which link employm~nt and training 
activities for parents with services 
which benefit children, such as pa­
rental education and quality child 
care. 

The second part discusses two state 
JOBS programs and six local pro­
grams which accomplish this link, 
including Kentucky's Job Opportu­
nities and Basic Skills (JOBS) pro­
gram. 

JOBS educates, trains and pro­
vides Aid To Families With Depend­
ent Children (AFDC) recipients with 
other services needed to become self­
sufficient 

FCD is a private organization 
which supports policy, research and 
service programs that address the 
needs of poor children and their 
families. 

"We're delighted to have JOBS 
highlighted in such a prestigious 
report," said Commissioner Mike 
Robinson, whose Department for 
Social Insurance oversees JOBS. 

Robinson said one glance at the 
statistics shows the importance of 
reaching not only AFDC recipients 
but also their children. 

"Young women who experience 
long bouts of family welfare depend­
ency as children are twice as likely to 
receive welfare as adults," he said. 

"We know poverty is a cycle. And 
we know in order to break that cycle 
we have to work with families; with 
both parents and their children." 

The report stated that. "Kentucky 
is seeking to offer the kind of practi­
cal assistance and encouragement that 
parents need to redirect their lives 
and open doors to a more hopeful 
future for their children." 

Kentucky's two-generation ap­
proach to the JOBS program is evi­
dent in many forms: from long term 
goals focusing on children to an 
emphasis on adult education and the 
provision of life skills and parenting 
classes. 

Currently, over 9,000 Kentucky 
AFDC recipients are assigned to case 
managers. About 4,500 are partici­
pating in components; about 55 per­
cent of those J 0 B S participants are in 
basic education activities and over 30 
percent of the clients are in post­
secondary activities.

A nip and tuc.k is no longer deductible 
Q: I just had surgery for a tummy 

tuck. Of course, this was performed 
by a licensed surgeon. My sister, who 
also had this same operation several 
years ago, took a deduction on her tax 
return. She thinks this surgery is no 
longer deductible. This was no small 
piece of change. Is she correct? -
B.F., Waterbury, Conn. 

A: Unfortunately, your sister is 
right. Congress recently said no more 
deductible twnmy tucks. Starting in 
1991, this kind of medical expense 
has been deleted from the rule books 
as a deduction. 

However, it's not only twnmy 
tucks, but also face lifts, liposuction 
and many other elective cosmetic 
surgeries. The present law is intended 
to apply to purely cosmetic surgery. 

Surgery to correct birth defects, 
accidents, burns or disfiguring dis­
eases is not part of the IRS definition 
of cosmetic surgery and still remains 
as a medical deduction.

Q: What is this "kiddie" tax? Do I 
pay the tax on my children? It seems 
complicated! I think I'll go to a tax 
preparer this year.-B.T., Kansas 
City, Mo. 

A: Complicated? To say the least. 
The "kiddie" tax requires children 
under age 14 with unearned income 
over $1,000 to pay tax at their par­
ents' highest bracket. Unearned in­
come includes interest and dividends. 

Although your children owe the 
tax obligation, Uncle Sam really 
doesn't care who pays the tab. Yes, 
even you could pay their income tax. 

Q: My husband and I are sepa­
rated, but not legally. The reason for 
the separation is that we get along 
much better this way and it's closer to 
work for him. He does his thing and 
I do mine. He still gives me his pay­
check, and I still manage our affairs. 
I am not employed. We would like to 
know whether we can still file our 
income tax as a married couple living 
at one address.-J.L., Cedar Rapids, 
Iowa 

A: Not only can you flle as a 
married couple living at one address, 
you can most certainly file a joint 
income tax with the maximwn tax 
benefits allowed under the limits of 
the law. 

Q: Included with our property tax 
bill is a charge for trash pickup. We 
have to pay for separate pickup of 
bottles, cans and garbage. Is this a 

separate deduction, or should it be in-

eluded with our property taxes? -
V .E., Boise, Idaho 

A: Fee charges for trash and gar­
bage pickup services are not taxes 
and, therefore, are not deductible. 
However, real-estate tax remains de­
ductible even if your real-estate tax 
statement itemizes the types of serv­
ices provided by the taxing jurisdic­
tion, such as trash collection or fire 
protection. 

Q: I am going to have a will pre­
pared. The attorney said he is going 
to also prepare a living trust What is 
a living trust?-J.M., Phoenix, Ariz. 

A: A living trust is a legal instru-

ment created during an individual's 
lifetime, usually for their own bene­
fit, and for as long as they live. Upon 
death of the individual, the assets 
transferred to a living trust will pass 
to designated beneficiaries separate 
of the will. 

Living trusts appeal to many 
people because they can be struc­
tured to provide a broad range of 
benefits.

Kentucky and eleven regional 
agencies, including the Eastern Ken­
tucky Concentrated Employment 
Program (EKCEP), will share $50 
million in federal aid for employed 
and training services during the fiscal 
year beginning July 1. 

EKCEP, which encompasses 
Floyd, Bell, Breathitt, Carter, Clay, 
Elliott, Harlan, Jackson, Johnson, 
Knott, Knox, Lawrence, Lee, Leslie, 
Letcher, Magoffln, Martin, Menifee, 
Morgan, Owsley, Perry, Pike and 
Wolfe counties, will receive 
$5,443,007 for job training and 
$2,620,395 for its summer youth 
program. 

Each state's Job Training Partner­
ship Act federal allocation is based 
on a formula which includes the 
number of economically disadvan­
taged and unemployed residents. 
Kentucky's share of the 1992-93
