The board adjourned the 
meeting until 6 p.m. Thursday to 
interview Towler if he be in atten­
dance.

Counties 
eye pact 
to keep 
landfill

Officials from five counties, in­
cluding Floyd, are considering enter­
ing into an interlocal agreement to 
operate the Floyd County landftll. 

County judge-executives from 
Knott, Morgan, Martin, Johnson and 
Floyd counties met Tuesday morn­
ing in the Floyd County Courthouse 
Annex to discuss their options con­
cerning the disposal of solid waste 
because Floyd County will close its 
landftll by June 30. 

Floyd Judge-Executive John M. 
Stumbo told officials, however, that 
an application has been made to 
construct a temporary three-year 
landftll at the location and it should 
be ready to accept garbage by July 1. 

What would such an agreement 
mean to Floyd County? 

J udge-ExecutiveStumbo said that 
he "hoped" monthly rate increases 
would not be passed on to Floyd 
County residents and that any in­
crease needed to offset the costs of a 
temporary and permanent facility 
would be passed on to other counties. 

~ Tuesday earlier reports that Woods 
had commissioned studies of prop­
erty jointly owned by Absher and 
Potter. 

"As long as it benefits Floyd 
County, we're happy," Latta said. 
"The property that they're looking at 
now does m a little better suited 
for the project. This way we won't 
have to move a mountain." 

Absher cautioned that any plans 
to locate the track at the newly pro­
posed site are still tentative, pending 
further study. He said that he and 
Potter were scheduled to meet today, 
Wednesday, with Woods and Floyd 

Campbell added that Towler was 
a recommendation from Dr. Ken 
Scott, with the Kentucky School 
Boards Association that the board 
hired to further investigate the candi­
dates. 

BoardmemberTommy Boyd said 

John Burgess was notified of his 
suspension June 19, the day after he 
was accused of disrupting a Moun­
tain Comp board meeting in 
Prestonsburg.

Burgess claims he has been sus­
pended because of his criticism of the 
agency and his efforts to promote 
representation on the Mountain Comp 
board from Martin County.

"If everybody plays and every­
body pays, we could be looking at 
only small increases," Gillem said. 

The property, approximately 35 
acres of flat land created by the con­
struction of Route 3, is located in 
Floyd County near the Johnson

Floyd man 
pleads guilty 
to reduced 
charges

A Floyd County man has pleaded 
guilty to lesser charges after being 
accused of sexually abusing a minor. 

Bryan Nelson, 23, ofMiddlecreek, 
pleaded guilty last Thursday in Floyd 
District Coun to one count of frrst 
degree criminal abuse and two counts 
of first degree unlawful imprison­
ment. 

The first degree criminal abuse 
charge was lessened to second de­
gree criminal abuse, a class D felony. 

Each of the charges brought 
againstNelson carry a maximum sen­
tence of ftve years in prison, although 
Nelson's attorney requested that he 
be sentenced to no more than two 
years per charge. 

Nelson will be sentenced on Fri­
day, July 10. 

Newsome entered a not guilty plea 
last Wednesday. If found guilty at his 
trial in U.S. District Court in Pikev­
ille on August28, Newsome could be 
senteoced to up to five years in prison 
and fined $250,000 on each count. 

Bobbie Roberts, charged on March 
14 with theft by unlawful taking, 
pleaded guilty Tuesday to assisting 
in an apparent shoplifting spree 
through Prestonsburg to obtain wed­
ding apparel for his cousin, Jeannie 
Jacobs Fouts. 

Fouts and her sister Betty Thomas 
were also arrested and charged with 
theft. Prestonsburg police found 
approximately $1,500 worth of sto­
len merchandise in Roberts' vehicle, 

including a wedding dress and veil. 
The shoplifting spree bas gained 
national attention, and members of 
the wedding party have appeared on 
the Phil Donahue show. 

At the time of his arrest, Roberts 
claimed he was s.imply taking his 
cousins shopping.

Study predicts county 
population will decline

A recent study conducted by re­
searchers at the University of Louis­
ville shows that Floyd, Harlan and 
Pike counties are among 71 Ken­
tucky counties that will experience a 
mild decline in population during the 
next decade. 

The "How Many Kentuckians" 
study, based on information contained 
in the ftrst state population baseline 
projections from the 1990 nation­
wide census, indicates that the state 
ofKentucky will lose .2 percent of its 
population this decade, .9 percent by 
the year 2010, and 1.6 percent by the 
year2020. These figures are based on 
the assumption that demographic 
trends of the 1980s will continue. 

According to census reports, Floyd 
County currently has a population of 
43,586. The University ofLouisvillc 

study predicts that Floyd County's 
population will drop to 38,807 by the 
year2000,34,488by2010and31,744 
by the year 2020. 

Pike County's current population 
of72,583isexpectedtodropto63,086 
bytheyear2000,55,952by2010and 
49,869 by 2020. 

Researchers at the University of 
Louisville included in their report 
another data series, allowing for 
moderate growth because of reduced 
outmigration, as a guide for planners 
and policy-makers who may need to 
plan for that contingeocy. 

Although those figures are slightly 
more optimistic, showing Kentucky's 
population growing from 3,685,296 
in 1990to3,927,504 by2020,popu­
lation figures for FloydandPikecoun­
ties still show mild decline. Accord­
ing to those adjusted figures, Floyd 
County's population by 2010 would 
be 41,746 and Pike County's would 
be 67,365.

Floyd County officials apparently 
will close Phase I of the Floyd County 
landftll by June 30 and open Phase II 
of the project by July 1. 

Floyd County Attorney Jim 
Hammond told fiscal court members 
Friday that "Floyd County is ready" 
to operate its landfill under the new 
state regulations passed in 1990. 

"It's a myth that the rules have 
been out two years and Floyd County 
hasn't done anything about it," 
Hammond told the court. ''The regu­
lations haven't been passed for two 
years. Floyd County has done their 
work and we feel we meet the re­
quirements." 

Hammond explained that only one 
existing landftll in the state had been 
pennitted to continu~operations until 
1995. 

Hammond also said that surround­
ing counties would be paying "a lot 
more" to use Floyd County's landfill. 
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo 
said that he "hoped" Floyd Countians 
would not see any increase in their 
garbage rates. 

Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens 
said he has always opposed accept­
ing out-of-county waste and sug­
gested the court "bust their hide" in 
reference to what other coWlties 
should be charged for using the facil­
ity. 

"They (other counties) ought to 
pay $40 a household," Owens said. "I 
don't care what Knott CoWlty or Pike 
CoWlty has to pay. I could care less. 
I'mfortakingcareofFioydCountians 
first" 

In response to a question from 
Dallas Sammons, Hammond told the 
audience that the Floyd County Solid 
Waste Commission met the third 
Tuesday in the months of March, 
June, September and December in 
the fiscal court meeting room. Com­
missioners are Bob McAnich, John 
Allen, Ned Bush, Ed Caudill and 
Nathan Johnson. 

Judge-Executive Stumbo added 
that the coWlty has funds set aside to 
close the landftll, but he did not 
mention the cost 

In other business Friday, the court 
heard from two groups complaining 
about conditions at Stumbo Park. 

One person, who did not identify 
himself, asked the court to fix the 
baseball field lighting at the park 

because, when the lights are turned 
on, the fence around the field be­
comes energized with electricity. The 
citizens also asked that depressions 
in the baseball playing field be ftl.led. 

Stumbo explained that electricians 
from Elliott Contracting had not been 
able to find the short in wiring system 
and that the lights would have to be 
rewired. 

"We can't find the old wire," · 
Stumbo said. "That's very unusual. 
We've never been able to find it. We 
don't have anybody around there that 
knows where it is. It will have to be 
rewired." 

Also addressing a park issue was 
Nella Francis, who is quickly be­
coming a fiscal court regular, who 
wants to improve playing conditions 
at the golf course. 

Francis told the court about a 14-
year-old part-time park employee 
who has to pay to play on the golf 
course. Francis said all other park 
employees play free and asked why 
the teenager was required to pay. 

JudgeS tumbo told Francis that he 
knew of only two persons who were 
allowed to play the course for free, 
David Allen and Gene Ball. 

Francis also asked the court when 
improvements would be made to the 
course. 

Magistrate Owens jumped in and 
made a motion to do all the things the 
golfers were asking for except lower 
the green fees. Owens' motion in­
cluded making the repairs "before 
fall." 

Stumbo repeated to the court and 
Francis that no definite date could be 
given as to when the repairs would be 
made, but that it would be repaired 
"whenever we get to it" 

The motic-n passed 5-0. 
Also approved at Friday's meet­

ing was a request by Big Sandy Area 
Development District director Roger 
Recktenwald for the court to apply 
for $797,500 from the Kentucky 
Association of Counties Leasing 
Trust Program to construct an office 
building for the organization. 

Recktenwald explained that the 
county would be able to get the loan 
at lower interest rates and Big Sandy 
ADD would pay lease payments to 
the COWlty for the facility. 

Under the agreement, the loan 
would be for a term not to exceed 25 
years and the development district 
would be able to purchase the build­
ing from the county at any time dur­
ing the last five years.

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Three disability issues become laws 
Despite the drying up of revenues, 

opportunities and services for Ken­
tuckians with disahilitics arc begin­
ning to nourish in a new climate of 
awareness and concern. 

Three major bills-for Supported 
Living, for Civil Rights and for Birth 
Defect Registry- were initiated by 
the Kentucky Disahilitics Coalition 
and shepherded through to victory by 
a more caring and supportive admini­
stration and legislature. A II three were 
signed by Governor Brereton Jones 
in April, and should markedly im­
prove the lives of many citizens. 

House Bill 447, sponsored by 
Representatives Louis Mack (D­
Lexington) and Bob Helcringer (R­
Louisville), establishes a state Sup­
paned Living Council and, after two 
year, Regional Supported Living 
Councils, to set standards, develop 
and monitor a Supportccl Living 
program for Kentuckians with dis-. 
abilities, in collaboration with offi­
cials in the Cabinet for Human Re­
sources. The 10-mcmhcrcouncils will 
be made up of people with disabili­
ties, family memhcrs and care pro­
viders.

sionals to provide highly individual­
ized services to p<'Ople with liabili­
ties so that they can choose where 
they live, become an active part-of 
the community, improve everyday­
living skills, and begin to make­
choices and control their own lives. 

House Bill372,sponsoredbyRcp. 
Mark Farrow (D-Stamping Ground), 
establishes a Birth Defect Registry to 
identify conditions early, so that 
families can find and usc needed 
services in time to improve, or even 
prevent serious problem. A Birth 
Defects Registry will also help the 
Kentucky Department of Health find 
out which conditions are prevalent 
and where, in order to bring services 
where they arc needed and reduce 
problems. 

Senate Bill210,sponsoredby Sen. 
Joe Meyer (D-Covington), gives the 
640,000 Kentuckians with disabili­
ties access to the same right as their 
fellow citizens by bringing Kentucky 
into compliance with the federal 
Americans with Disahilities Act,

RECORDS-GE'ITING WHAT 
YOU DESERVE

Have you ever checked your So­
cial Security earnings record? If not, 
you may want to make a note to do so. 
It could mean more money in your 
pocket down the road. 

Few people know that between 
1978 and 1984, more than $58 billion 
in wages were not credited to the 
Social Security records of an esti­
mated 9 million working Americans 
and beneficiaries. Additional errors 
between 1984 and 1988 raised the 
total to about $68 billion. 

Theseerrorsareimportantbecause 
how much workers earn and how 
long they work are key factors in 
detennining the amount of Social 
Security benefits they receive. Inac­
curate records mean a possible loss 
of benefits. 

The fmdings came from a General 
Accounting Office report that 
prompted the National Committee to 
Preserve Social Security and Medi­

Kentuckians for Better Transpor­

tation was in Washington recently to 
thank members of the Kentucky 
Congressional Delegation for their 
support of the Surface Transporta­
tion Act of 1991. 

KBT President Jack Fish said 
Kentucky's share offederal highway 
and transit funds rises dramatically 
with the new act. Over the past five 
years Kentucky's highway apportion­
ments have averaged $176 million 
per year. Under the new act 
Kentucky's normal apportionment 
will average $280 million annually­
more than $100 million more per 
year. He noted that Kentucky's re­
turn on revenues sent to Washington 
rises from 79 cents on the dollar to 94 
cents. 

Fish noted KBT had supported a 

continuation of an Interstate construc­
tion category and said the bill recog­
nizes the need for more Interstate­
type high ways through provisions for 
high priority corridors on the Na­
tional Highway System. While most 
of the corridors that affect Kentucky 
arc only partially funded there are a 
numberofthcm thatwilJbeextremely 
beneficial to the state. These include: 

1-66, TransAmerica Highway 
(feasibility study): 1-73/1-74 that 
would run along Kentucky's eastern 
border from Cincinnati to 1-77 near 
Bluefield, W.Va.: and, 

1-69 from Indianapolis to Mem­
phis, via Henderson and the Purchase 
Parkway. 

Noting that there are those in the 
Congress who continue to urge higher 
taxes on motor fuels for the purpose 

of balancing the General Fund budget, 
Fish expressed KBT' s appreciation 
to the delegation for their continuing 
opposition to diversion of user fees. 
He said if there arc increases in user 
fees there is ample evidence the fuels 
are needed in the highway program. 

In regard to the proposed 1-66, the 
delegation was asked to support fund­
ing of preliminary engineering for 
the highway (assuming positive rec­
ommendations from the feasibility 
study) in the FY '94 budget. Fish said 
this should be in the range of $30 
miiJion to get the project started. 

KBT is a broad-based transporta­
tion alliance that includes in its 
membership industry, businesses, 
chambers of commerce, local gov­
ernments, and providers and users of 
transportation.

Q: Couldadietthat'sgoodformy 
heart also help prevent cancer? 

A: A diet that is low in saturated 
fat and cholesterol and includes plenty 
of high fiber foods is good for your 
heart and can help prevent cancer. 
This diet should include at least 5 
servings of fruits and vegetables a 
day. Fruits and vegetables contain no 
cholesterol (animal fat). Most are low 
in fat and sodium and many are good 
sources of ftber and vitamins. Apples, 
cantaloupe, broccoli, carrots, greens, 
lettuce, okra, potatoes, spinach, 
squash, tomatoes and zucchini are 
good choices because they are high 
in fiber and vitamins A and C. When 
you go out to eat, choose low-fat, 
high fiber items on the menu. These 
would be your best choices. When 
cooking at home, avoid frying 
foods-baking, steaming, broiling 
and microwaving are much healthier 
ways to prepare foods.

Q: I'm afraid I'll gain weight if I 
quit smoking. Isn't being overweight 
just as bad for you as smoking? 

A: Not every person who stops 
smoking gains weight. The average 
for those who do is 5 to 10 pounds. 
The risks to health from smoking are 
far greater than the risk from a small 
weight gain. 

Exercise is a good way to cope 
with cigarette cravings-and to avoid 
weight gain. It also helps to eat low 
calorie snacks such as carrot sticks 
and fruits, and to drink 6 to 8 glasses 
of water a day. 

Don't diet while you stop smok­
ing-there will be time after you are 
a nonsmoker. Focus frrst on ending 
your addiction to cigarettes.

She was skilled in 
many areas. The name "Mrs. Best• became a household word always spoken w~h the 
respect she rightfully deserved. 

She began her teaching in aon~room schoolhouse at Cliff, Kentucky. Then going, on to 
Ligon, Kentucky, there living in a boarding house beginning with a few students. The winters 
ever so cold wtlh only a pot-beUied stove with a few blocks of coal for warmth, the knowledge 
of her teaching abil~y spread. Soon her students tripled in number. The old school would be so cold the children would keep their coals 
on for added warmth, but no one seemed to mind as the warmth from her love and caring seemed to keep the winter chill away. 

She then left Ligon and went to Allen Elementary School then on to David, Kentucky, for a while. From there she taught at the forks 
of Middle Creak going wherever she was needed. Word spread, "Mrs. Best is the greatest teacher" as her classroom crowded. Parents 
became interested and wanted their children to be taught by her. 

She got the attention of one of the largest newspapers in this area, The Louisville Courier-Journal. They sent one of their reporters 
to observe her classroom. They were most impressed. With the overcrowded classroom there was always room for the extra child to find 
a seal. They wrote an article praising Frankie. 

She later went to Prestonsburg High School and taught Art. 
Alter teaching for some time, she taught at Prestonsburg Elementary School. As always her classes were overcrowded. Children 

played hooky from their regular classes,loving the pottery·and art she taught. As gentle as a spring breeze she would say "Children, I 
know the class you need to be in and I love you all but you have to wait your tum.· 

While teaching at the elementary school she also taught a class at Prestonsburg Commun~y College. Feeling the need to teach those 
willing to learn she also taught an Adu~ Educalion class at night. There again her classroom was fuM. Everyone fe~ the love she gave 
to each and every one. 

"She seemed never to tire.• 
She belonged to the First Baptist Church and for years was a faithful member. Her talents as an artist was rewarding to her fellow 

church members. She would often draw the Old Rugged Cross as the church choir sang. She also told many stories to her Sunday School 
class with her chalk and blackboard. She and a team of her fallow church members went to New Mexico to do missionary work with the 
Navajo Indians on their reservation. Frankie loved them al and invited them to visit in her home. How proud she was at a later time to 
call us, her friends, and ask "Come to my house for dinner to meet my Indian friends from Mexico whom has so graciously accepted my 
invitation." 

The love inside her seem to magnify and grow daily. She never had a shortage of love and she shared n with all who knew her. 
Alone in the world, she cared for her mother and father wnh such tenderness during their lifetime, only to later nurse her only son for 

months with the greatest care only a mother can give. Loving and caring for him every second of the day. Navar would we hear her say 
"I'm tired", but words of love for her child, the son she had nourished and cared for. Rnally the hour came. She knew she must let go. 
She knew they would be a family, again. How soon? She did not know but she knew they would again be together. 

This being her da~y prayer, Frankie turned her attention to the friends which are too numerous to mention. She was well-known for 
the love she gave us all. Never too busy to listen to any of us. Her greatest assets were giving of herseH and helping others. She never 
seem~ to tire. Talking wnh you she always ended the conversation with •Remember, I love you." 

Never would she speak in a judgmootal way. She always found reason when we, as her children, she called us all that, displeased 
her. Talking to us as a woman of only her knowledge and wisdom could. She would show us the right and wrong of our behavior, teaching 
us to love, care and respect 

We, as herchildren,often look back on our lives. Tosomeofus withoutamothershebecame"Mommy". We admired Frankie'saduh 
friends as we called them. She truly loved and cherished each one. Now we are adu~s and we now know that while being a teacher for 
thirty six years she was not only an artist wtlh the stroke of the brush, she was also an artist and sculpture in so many ways. 

She left each of us something that is ours and ours alone. Everything we are today she contributed to. She painted pictures in our 
minds.

Many parenu ask, "When should my 

child's eyes be examined?" 
Regular eye e:ums are reccmmended 

to ensure that both eyes remain healthy. 
A child's eyes should be examined 
shortly after birth, at 6 months and again 
before the age of 4 or 5, before starting 
school. Too often a child's eye health is 
overlooked because the child fails to 
complain. 

A red eye, pain in the eye, or abnor­
mal pupil size are symptoms which 
require immediate anention. 

Children do not have to be able to 
read to have their eye~ e:um.ined. By 
flashing light in the child 'a eye, the eye 
doctor observe~ itt reflection from the 
back of the eye to detennine the need for 
eyeglasses. This test is called retino­
scopy.Retinoscopyispelfonnedinsome 
offices by computer. 

Therearevarious waysthechildenten 
the eye doctor's office from the health 
care system. The medical doctor at de­
livery may observe physical defects at 
birth, such as cataracts, or irregularities 
of the eyelids, cornea, or retina; pedia­
tricianorcountyhealthdepartmenumay 
observe crossed-eyes; or, schools may 
perfonn visual screening tesu after the 
child has learned to read. 

Proper overall development of your 
child may be directly related to good 
vision. At play, good vision develops 
eye-hand coordination. During study, 
good visioo keeps eyes from becoming 
tired e~~silythus developing proper study 
habits. 

Don't take your child's eye health for 
granted. Although some parents feel in­
adequate upon learning that their child 
needs to wear eyeglasses, a second opin­
ion may dispel those fean. If a lazy eye 
is not detected and corrected early in the 
child's life, the parent will certainly feel 
inadequate upon the child maturing with 
an eye that is onable to see. 

Those families who have a history of 
vision problems or eye diseases must 
pay more anention to their children's 
eye health. 

Home tests are not a mbstitute for a 
professional eye examination. However, 
squinting may be a sign of nearsighted­
ness. Holding reading material close 
may be a sign of farsightedness. Head­
aches may indicate astigmatism. Rou­
tine exams are necessary because a 
child's vision may change rapidly dur­
ing growth. 

Only an eye examination by an eye 
doctor can insure proper development 
of your child and prevent loss of vision 
upon maturity. Have your child's eyes 
e:um.ined shortly after bil1h, at 6 months, 
at age 4 or 5, and immediately whenever 
redness appears or WtuslW. habits ap­
pear.

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Reducing dietary fat in one 
simple step 

Fat VVhen anyone tUks about 
eating for better health, or to lose 
weight, fat is the one subject that will 
always come up. 

And with good reason. Research 
from American Institute for Cancer 
Research, National Institutes of 
Health, the American Heart Associa­
tion and others has linked high fat 
diets and higher rates of heart disease 
and certain cancers. 

And when it comes to losing 
weight, cutting back on dietary fat is 
the fastest and easiest way to shed the 
pounds without going on a near-star­
vation diet. That's because fat in food 
contains more than twice the number 
of calories as equal portion of carbo­
hydrates or protein. 

People think cutting out that ex­
:essi ve fat has to be difficult But you 
may find it's easier than you think. 
The dietary recommendations of 
health organizations like the Ameri­
can Institute for Cancer Research are 
that we should cut our daily fat intake 
from 37 percent of calories to 30 
percent or less. 

That means that if you're eating 
about 2,000 calories every day, and 
currently get the average of 37 per­
centofthosecaloriesfrom fat, you're 
eatingabout82gramsoffateachday. 
To cut back to 30 percent of calories 
from fat, you'd have to reduce your 
fat intake to 67 grams per day, or 15 
less grams of fat daily. 

That might seem like a lot, but you 
may be surprised how just one small 
change can get you to your goal. For 
example, a fancy ice cream bar from 
a premium brand like Haagen Dazs 
or Dove can add from 22 to 28 grams 
of fat 1 ust a half cup of some of the 
exotic flavored ice creams is worth 
15 grams of fat itself. 

That doesn't mean you have to 
give up ice cream treats. If you can't 
live without the high fat, premium 
versions, limit the amount you have 
and balance it with other low fat food 
choices. Or substitute one of the newer 
"lite" or fat free "ice creams" now 
available, most of which are actually 
ice milk. 

Reducing dietary fat-. 
There are a number of other ways 

you can cut those fifteen grams of fat, 
and none of them are difficult Most 
of the substitutions on the following 
list will cut out 15 grams or more of 
fat with just that one change. Com­
bine a couple of these each day and 
you'll be making a strong step in the 
lowfat direction. 

• instead of batter-coated, fried 
chicken breast with the skin, choose 
a skinless chicken breast that's been 
broiled 

• instead of ordering a couple of 
slices of pizza with double cheese, 
pepperoni and sausage, have yours 
with vegetable toppings like mush­
rooms, onions, green peppers 

• instead of snacking on a one 
ounce bag of mixed nuts, have some 
pretzels 

• instead of buying tuna packed in 
oil, and preparing it with regular 
mayonnaise, choose tuna packed in 

water and prepare it with ;te or the 
new fat free mayonnaise, or plain, 
lowfat yogurt. 

• instead of drinking two glasses 
of whole milk each day, have two 
glasses of skim milk 

• instead of a cheese or fruit Dan­
ish pastry for that mid-morning snack, 
have a bagel or English muffm, and 
top it with jelly instead of cream 
cheese 

• instead of a slice of pecan pie for 
dessert, have a slice of lemon me­
ringue pie 

• instead of a candy bar with al­
monds for an afternoon snack, have 
an apple 

• instead of a McDL T at 
McDonalds or some other burger at a 
fast food place, have two regular 
hamburgers (better yet, have the 
chicken salad with a lite dressing and 
cut out more than 30 grams of fat) 

• instead of the fast food restau­
rant breaded chicken sandwich, have 
the grilled chicken sandwich, and no 
mayonnaise or other creamy toppings 

Cutting back on fat doesn't have 
to be difficult, but it does require 
paying a little more attention to the 
foods you choose. The thing to keep 
in mind is thathealthiereatingdoesn 't 
have to make drastic changes in your 
diet 1 ust one or two small changes 
can get you right on the path to a 
healthier diet.

Security office. You have nothing to 
lose, and, potentially, a great deal to 
gain. 

NEW FLU SHOTS FOR TIDS 
FALL: The flu vaccine for this 
year's expected flu season will 
protect against three of the major flu 
types,including the one known as 

Type A-H3N2, which accounted for 
80 percent of the flu cases so many 
of us sniffled through this past 
winter. This strain has been excep­
tionally hard on older folks. In some 
cases, it has proved fatal. 

Please, while this is fresh in your 
mind, take a pencil, tum to October 
on your calendar and write: CHECK 
DOCTOR FOR FLU SHOT. This is 
vital. Last year, the flu outbreak 
started in October, a month earlier 
than expected, and reached epidemic 

levels from December to February. 
Since it takes several weeks for the 
vaccine to become effective, it's 
wise to have the shots as soon as the 
health authorities announce the 
vaccine's availability. 

Check with your doctor, your 
senior center, or your local Health 
Department for information on ( 1) 
whether you can have the shots (in 
some rare instances, the shots may 
affect an existing medical condition, 
or cause allergic reactions) and (2) 
where you can obtain the shots either 
at very low cost or free.

Farmers who specialize in meat or 
milk for the human food chain need 
Lo be aware that there is a growing 
concern in the marketplace about drug 
residues in food. 

A majority of respondents in a 
recent marketing poll said they felt 
residues were a serious health haz­
ard, most of the rest said they were 
somewhat a hazard and only a few 
said they were no hazard at all. 

Though statistically Americans 
have never been safer nor healthier, it 
is consumer perceptions that influ­
ence behavior, and consumer behav­
ior that influence public policy. 

Because of these perceptions, 
increasingly more attention is being 
paid to the levels of drug residues in 
food animals, both at slaughter and in 
milk and eggs. 

Federal inspections are becoming 
more and more stringent and wider in 
scope, and efforts to reduce residue 
to acceptable levels or to eliminate it 
totally are quite serious. 

What is at stake for farmers is 
quite simple. With increasing coop­
eration and communication betwezn 

agencies at federal, state and local 
levels, it will become increasingly 
difficult and perhaps impossible for 
indi victuals with a history of produc­
ing meat, milk or eggs with residues 
in violation of acceptable levels to 
find a market to accept Lheir product 

FDA inquiries indicate that the 
vast majority of problems are caused 
by human error, either failure to 
observe proper withdrawal time, fail­
ure to follow directions, use of unap­
prowd products, faulty sanitation, 
failure to keep records. 

At the same time, drugs are often 
necessary to main Lain health of food 
animals and in fact to protect the 
public health as well as the producer's 
source of income. 

Kentucky veterinarians are mak­
ing an increased effort this year to 
assist farmers in prevention of drug 
residue problems. 

Through continuing education at 
the Mid-America conference and 
other sources, Kentucky food animal 
veterinarians are as up-to-date as the 
latest regulations on drug residues, 
and able to help farmers figure out 
the source of problems or potential 
problems and how to correct them. 

If you have been cited for illegal 
residues, or think you might have a 
problem on the way, the person to 
consult is your veterinarian. He or 
she is not only trained in medicine,

Not all science projects give the 
expected results. Such was the case 
when Dr. John Shil:>er, a biologist at 
PCC, and a few Johnson County 
elementary students attempted some 
basic seed-germinaaon experiments 
in the PCC lab last March. 

Even though many of the different 
seeds germinated, they grew slowly 
and rather poorly, with thin, fragile 
stems and deficient foliage. Once they 
are transplanted outside, Dr. Shiber 
hopes that the seedlings will revive. 

There was, however, one highly 
interesting, uncommon, and reward­
ing outcome of these experiments: 
the germination of five geranium 
(Pelargonium species) seeds out of 
the fifteen which Dr. Shiber had col­
lected and saved from his geranium 
plants oflast summer. Growing gera­
niums from seeds is very rare. 

Geraniums are usually propagated, 
both commercially and individually, 
by stem-cuttings, or 'splits,' as Dr. 
Shiber calls them, from an existing 
plant which are then rooted and sepa­
rately planted. Not only would few 
people think of growing geraniums 
from seed, but few have seen gera­
nium seeds or even know they exist 

"The plants are weak, but they just 
might make it and even produce flow­
ers by the summer's end," Dr. Shiber 
said.

ASCS reminds foreign investors 
to report US agricultural land 

The Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service reminds all 
foreign owners of U.S. agricultural 
land to report their holdings, acquisi­
tions, dispositions, leases of 10 years 
or more, and land use changes within 
90 days. The Agricultural Foreign 
Investment Disclosure Act Report is 
required by law and those who fail to 
report or who are late in reporting 
face possible penalties. 

ASCS offices are responsible for 
keeping track of how much agricul­
turalland is owned or controlled by 
foreign individuals or interests. For­
eign investors have reported owning 
about 12.4 million acres of agricul­
tural land in the United States. 

An Agricultural Foreign Invest­
ment Disclosure Act Report must be 
flled when a single foreign individ­
ual, organization or government holds 
a direct or indirect interest of 10% or 
more; when a group of foreign inves-
tors acting in concert hold an aggre­
gate interest of 10% of more; or when 
a group of foreign individuals, or­
ganizations or governments not act­
ing in concert hold an aggregate of 
50% interest or more in agricultural 
land. 

Agricultural land is any tract of 
more than 10 acres now in agricul­
tural, forestry or timber production. 
This includes land in agricultural use 
when purchased, as well as land later 

converted to agricultural use. Inter­
est means any right, title. or legal 
share of ownership in agricultural 
land, such as partnerships, trusts, 
estates, or shares in a corporation that 
owns agricultural land. 

Foreign investors who own or have 
an interest in 10 acres or less do not 
have to report unless annual proceeds 
from the sale of the farm, forestry or 
timber products exceed $1,000.

FOOD FROM THE DEEP 

by Dr. John G. Shiber

Shrimp cocktail, anyone? How 
about some nice, deep-fried shrimp? 
Or, shrimp scampi? These are only a 
few ways in which Americans serve 
that delicious food form the deep ... 
shrimp. 

In Japan, certain species of shrimp 
are highly revered and are used to 
prepare their traditional dish called 
.. tern pura." In Spain, shrimp arc eaten 
either boiled (just enough to be able 
to peel off the shell), as we do with 
lobster in New England, or fried on a 
salted and oiled hot plate ("plancha") 
and served with lots of fresh lemon 
juice. In the Middle East, shrimp is 
barbecued (a la "shish-kabab") and 
served with rice. Yes,itseemspeople 
all around the world like shrimp. And 
why not? Shrimp is not only deli­
cious, but being very high in protein, 
low in fat, and easily digested, it is 
also very nutritious ... and quite costly! 
Shrimp, therefore, form the most 
profitable segment of the fishing 
industry, not only here in the United 
States, but in South America and 
Asia, as well. 

Not far from Kentucky, in the 
waters off Beaufort, North Carolina, 
moving southward along the atlantic 
coast and into the Gulf of Mexico, 
commercial shrimp thrive in abun­
dance. They are called "Penaeid" 
shrimp (of the taxonomic family 
"Penaeidae")- the most primitive 
(ancestral) of the decapod crusta­
ceans, and among the most delicious 
to eat Of the approximately 220 
species worldwide, most of those 
which are caught with trawling nets 
in our South Atlantic coastal waters 
are the pink, white, and brown pe­
naeidshrimps. These,plusmanyother 
commercially important penaeid 
species, can also be found in Medi-

terranean coastal waters, the Persian/ 
Arabian Gulf, and off the coasts of 
South America, Australia, and Asia. 
In ~act, about one half of the pcnaeid 
shnmp caught annually in the world 
arc from the Indo-West Pacific Fau­
nal Area (an area which extends from 
the coasts of Afnca and Southeast 
Asia, all the way eastward into the 
tropical western Pacific Ocean, as far 
north as Hawaii.) 

Besides being economically prof­

itable for man, penaeid shrimp are 
also quite interesting invertebrates! 
Typically ,they live on the deep ocean 
floor or amidst sea grasses, algae, 
coral, and rocks in shallower water. 
Hence, they are called "bottom­
dwellers." As mentioned, they are 
decapod crustaceans. Decapod is a 
Greek word meaning ten-footed, and 
true to the name, the penaeid shrimp 
have five pairs of thoracic, or front 
legs. 

These long legs are their wallcing 
appendages which enable them to 
move around on the ocean bottom. 
Their abdominal legs are called plea­
pods, or swimmerets, which are used 
for swimming at various depths. In 
areas where the ocean bottom is soft 
(sandy to muddy) some species of 
penaeids also use their pleopods for 
beating shallow holes into the sand in 
which they then burrow. At the ter­
minal end of the shrimp abdomen are 
the uropods, also referred to as the 
tail-fan. This is particularly useful 
when the shrimp needs extra power 
to swim away, often backwards, from 
predators or other dangers. 

The main body of the penaeid 
shrimp is segmented and has a thin 
flexible, hard covering called the 

exoskeleton. In females, the edible, 
meaty tail portion (abdomen) con­
tains much of the ovaries, while most 
other internal organs (of both sexes) 
are located in the head and thorax, or 
mid-body region called the ccphalot­
horax. The two antennae which are 
attached to the head are often more 
than twice the length of the animal. 

Pcnaeids arc able to elude preda­
tors by changing their coloring to 
blend in with their surroundings. They 
are active at night, scavenging for 
their food, which consists of both 
plant and animal material. The larger 
penaeids may even attack and eat 
other, smaller shrimp. By day, spe­
cies of the nearby South Atlantic ei­
ther lie motionless on the water sur­
face, or bury themselves in the soft 
sand on the ocean floor. If they are 
disturbed, they flip their tail section 
forward very rapidly and, from the 
pressure of the water against the tail, 
are propelled backwards. 

Courtship and mating rituals of 
penaeids vary according to the spe­
cies. An interesting example is the 
shrimp species Penaeus japonicus. 
As with males of many other deca­
pod species, P. japonicus males pre­
fer to mate with a female which has 
shed its exoskeleton (molte~:l). So, he 
chooses a female which is on the 
verge of doing so and then follows 
her about until she has molted. He 
then grabs her and aligns her abdo­
men against his. in this position, they 
swim together for a few minutes, 
during which time the male deposits 
a spermatophore (a membranous 
packet of sperm) on the female. Then 
the two shrimp separate. The female 
may or may not repeat this with sev­
eral other males until spawning, which 
is the time when she lays her eggs. 
The eggs of the female will be fertil­
ized by the sperm as they are laid. In 
this same species, the eggs are re­
leased directly on the water and sink 
to the ocean bottom where they de­
velop. In other species, the eggs are 
carried by some of the swimmerets

on the female's abdomen for a time 
until they reach a certain point in 
their development when they can be 
released. In all species of penaeids, it 
takes about one year for them to reach 
sexual maturity. Shortly after mating 
and spawning, the adult individuals 
usually die. 

The abundance of pcnacid shrimp 
in a particular area is due to the fact 
that each mature female releases 
anywhere from three hundred thou­
sand to one million fertilized eggs 
into the water during spawning, which 
occurs at various depths, depending 
upon the species of shrimp and the 
time of year. The shrimp industry is 
very lucrative not only because of 
this abundance, but also because 
nearly lOOpcrcentoftheannualcatch 
can be processed for food (frozen, 
canned, fresh or dried). What little 
wastage results is ground down into 
meal. 

Success of any country's shrimp 
industry, however, can be greatly 
impaired by a high incidence of pre­
dation on eggs and larvae of shrimp, 
or by sudden changes in their envi­
ronment which often shock their 
normal processes or even kill them. 

Their normal life processes can be 
disturbed by various pollutants en­
tering their natural habitat In some 
parts of the world, fishermen exploded 
dynamite underwater to increase their 
fish catches, which can kill millions 
of shrimp, especially those in young, 
developing states, the larvae, which 
abound in coastal waters. (This type 
of environmental shock also has a 
bad effect on all fonns of sea life: 
plants, animals, and even swimming 
Homo sapiens, such as you and me!) 

If adequate conservation and pres­
ervation control is established and 
enforced worldwide, both economic 
and anesthetic rewards derived from 
shrimp and other food from the deep, 
can continue to be shared and en­
joyed by everyone - and maybe, 
eventually, at a lower cost

Dear Kay-Supermarket cashiers 
often have to interpret the terms of an 
advertisement or a coupon and make 
a fast decision. They are under pres­
sure to keep their line moving. 

Because of time, pressure and 
sometimes lack of experience, these 
decisions may be wrong. When this 
happens, a shopper should politely 
ask for the checkout process to stop 
and request that a front-end supervi­
sor or store manager be called. You 
have a right to a second opinion. 

In the situation you describe, if the 
cashier's interpretation of the Fuji 
tape ad was incorrect, a supervisor 
would have quickly straightened this 
out. So next time, don'tjust walk out 
of the store mad. 

checks with an expiration date, which 
gives you several weeks to make your 
purchase. Store managers are usually 
cooperative in extending the dates if 
you have not found the item during 
that period. 

The smart-shopping objective for 
using rain checks is to always usc a 
manufacturer's cents-off coupon in 
conjunction with the sale price. That 
"double play," as we call it, will save 
you 50 percent or more off the regu­
lar price. 

The rain check gives you extra 
time to find the coupon for the same 
product, and a friend with a big cou­
pon file may be happy to give you a 
coupon for that item. 

I advise coupon clippers to have a 
special place at the front of their 
coupon file for rain checks. Once you 
receive a rain check, you do not want 
to forget about it. 

This week's Smart Shopper is 
Louise Demchak of Philipsburg, Pa.: 
"Our BI-LO grocery store recently 
advertised the 24-ounce Mrs. 
Butterworth's syrup at $2.48, regu­
larly $2.73. Their flyer also contained 
a store coupon offering $1 off the 
syrup. In my coupon file, I founda$1 
Mrs. Butterworth's coupon. This 
brought the final price for my syrup 
down to just 48 cents." 

Would you pay 48 cents for a 
name-brand syrup that regularly sells 
for $2.73? Of course you would, if 
you're a syrup-user. This is what my 
kind of smart shopping is all about. 
Anyone can do it. When you do, 
write in care of this newspaper and 
tell me about it.

CORPORATE RELOCATION 
TRADE. Be sure that your broker is 
connected to a relocation network ­
one capable of bringing in buyers 
from distant places. And, of course, 
try to get your employer to provide 
you with relocation assistance, too. 

*MAKEYOURHOMESTAND 
OUT. Fresh paint and flowecs can go 
a long way in impressing buyers.

Q: My mother is 63 years old, 
retired and receives Social Security 
payments. She is single and lives 
alone. She currently receives $350 a 
month from Social Security. This is 
her only source of income. To help 
meet her daily living expenses, I send 
her $200 every month. Can I claim 
my mother as a dependent?--S.P., 
Oak Park, Mich. 

A: Generally, you may take your 
mothec as a dependent if she did not 
have gross income of$2, 150 or more 
during 1991. Social Security benefits 
do not count toward gross income. 
You must also provide more than 
half of a person's total support during 
the calendar year. 

You qualify as providing more 
than half by comparing the amount 
you contributed to the person's total 
support received from all sources, 
which includes Social Security bene­
fits. Total support includes amounts 
spent to provide food, lodging, cloth­
ing, education, medical and dental 
care, recreation, transportation and 
similar necessities. 

Q: I forgot to deduct my property 
tax on Schedule A. I have already 
ftled my tax return. What form do I 
use?-H.Y., Oakland, Calif. 

A: If you have to make changes to 
your income, deductions or credits 
after you mailed your tax return, ftle 

SOCIAL SECURITY 
SURVIVOR BENEFITS 

When most people think about 
Social Security, they usually do not 
think about the benefits that the pro· 
gram pays to children. That's undec­
standable. Because it is true that 
people are more likely to know re­
tired individuals who receive Social 
Security payments than to know chil­
dren who get Social Security. 

However, Commissioner Gwen­
dolyn King has recently emphasized 
the fact that Social Security is also a 
children's program.

survivors benefits to approximately 
1.8 million children of deceased 
workers, and dependent benefits to 
anothec 1 million children of retired 
and disabled workers.

Q: My children are-all under 10 
years of age. I receritly opened a 
savings account for each of them, but 
my accountant says all their interest 
income will be taxed at my higher tax 
bracket. Why should I shift my in­
come to them if they pay the same tax 
rate as I do?-G.F., Wichita Falls, 
Texas. 

A: Your conclusions are exactly 
what Congress had in mind when the 
"Kiddie Tax" law was enacted back 
in 1986. The adoption of this kiddie 
tax eliminated the immediate income 
tax advantages of shifting income to 
children under 14 years of age by 
taxing their unearned income (such 
as interest and dividend income) at 
their parents' tax rate. 

There is one exception. The ftrst 
$1 , 100 does not get taxed at the par­
ents' rate if the children file their own 
return. The ftrSt$550 is not taxed and 
the second $5 50 is taxed at the child's 
rate. However, children 14 and older 
continue to be taxed at their own rate, 
so income shifting to them continues 
to be very desirable. 

If you take care in selecting in­
vestments for your children, you may 
be able to defer some of this income 
from these higbee tax rates until each 
child reaches age 14. Buying U.S. 
Savings Bonds is one possible 
method. 

l believe that survivors benefits 
are the least appreciated aspect of the 
Social Security program. 

For all Americans born after World 
War IT, survivors benefits are taken 
for granted. They are as much a fact 
of life as tomorrow's sunrise. But it 
was not always so. 

Until this century. the death of a 
husband usually meant destitution for 
the widow or family. Life insurance 
policies wece rare; the opportunity 
for women to work outside the home 
was small; and there was no program 
to provide income replacement for 
survivors. 

Children were usually parceled 
out to relatives or orphanages; wid­
ows had to rely upon the charity of 
their own families to take them in. 

The original Social Security Act, 
passed in 1935, did not make provi­
sions for survivors. But in 1939 
amendments to the act provided for 
monthly benefits for widowed moth­
ers with eligible children. 

The program has expanded since 
then, and today 98 out of evecy 100 
children could receive survivor bene­
fits if a working parenl should die. 

In fact, the value of this protection 
against income loss for a worker's 
family is probably greater than the 
value of his or her commercial life 
insurance.
