Jury decides 
board at fault 
in school rift

A Prestonsburg contractor was 
awarded over$167 ,000 in a civil case 
filed against the Floyd County Board 
of Education involving the Left 
Beaver High School construction 
project. 

A Floyd County jury deliberated 
just over an hour Tuesday bef<Xe 
finding thatTripleB Corporation was 
entitled to $167.312.48 for work 
perfonned on the mass site prepara-

"It's apparent this verdict is a sign 
of the problems with the way the 
board handles its construction funds, 
or more apparently, how it allows 
others to handle their funds," Dam­
ron said. "It appears the Floyd County 
Board of Education has determined 
to take a course in futility to build a 
monument to stupidity." 

The school board's attorney, F.C. 
Bryan of Mount Sterling, said he 
would consult with the board about 
ftling an appeal. 

• tion of that school. Triple B was 
awarded the site p-eparation contract 
for that project in August 1988. 

The four-day trial began on an 
unusual note Thursday when attor­
neys made their opening statements 
on the school grounds at Hi Hat 
Floyd County Circuit Court Judge 
Harold Stumbo also held court on 
Monday, Labor Day. 

The jury also awarded the board 
of education $3,100 in a counter­
claim against Triple B, despite the 
fact that board members testified that 
they had neither discussed nor au­
thorized the countersuit 

Claims by Triple B against B & 1 
Construction Company were dis­
missed Monday when Dan Rowland, 
representing B & J, asked for a di­
rected verdict in the case. Triple B 

• claimed it had perfonned work on the 
site and B & J Construction received 
payment for the work. 

Triple B claimed in its lawsuit that 
the board of education had wrong­
fully withheld payment for work on 
the site; that the company had in­
curred additional engineering ex­
penses because the original plans were 
inaccurate; and that the board failed 
to provide proper fill sites for dis­
posal of excess material from the site. 

A counterclaim was filed against 
Triple B by the board which claimed 
that Triple B had failed to correct 
several items on a punch list and that 
due to improper blasting by Triple B, 
the board had to pay over $62,000 to

November reopening is possible : 

Landfill upgrades progressing

The Floyd County Landfl.ll, which 
temporarily closed last month in order 
to comply with tough new environ­
mental regulations, may be reopened 
as early as the fust week in Novem­
ber. 

Dave Cooley, Floyd County Solid 
Waste Landfill manager, said Tues­
day thatBizzack Construction should 
have the excavation of the transi-

tionallandfill site completed within 
the next two to two and a half weeks 
and the special liner should be on-site 
within the next three weeks. 

However, Cooley said, 
Kentucky's Cabinet for Natural Re­
sources Division of Solid Waste has 
not yet approved plans for the transi­
tional landfill's liner, groundwater 
monitoring system, leachate collec­
tion system or plans for the closwe of 
the old site. 

Weather pennitting, Cooley said, 

Squirrel fest a 1-day

The Slone Mountain Squirrel 
Festival began mtx"e than 32 years 
ago when Virginia Cassell Slone and 
her husband, the late Vernon Slone, 
decided to meet with a few friends 
and family members on Slone Moun­
tain every year. Gradually, more 
people learned about the event and 
the Slone's opened it to the public. 

These days, the Slone family 
continues the ttadition in honor of 
their parents and Eastern Kentucky. 
Each year thousands of people from 
all around Kentucky and its border­
ing states come to enjoy the old-fash­
ioned fun. 

This year's festivities will begin 

promptly at 9 a.m. Sunday, and will 
include gospel, country and bluegrass 
music perfonned by such local bands 
as W estwind; The Country Persua­
sion; Tommy Hall and the Green 
Mountain Boys; Eastern Winds; the 
Kentucky Ridge Runners; Eldred 
Vance and the Pinetop Ramblers; 
Bennie Moore; the Pink Floyd Blue­
grass Band; the Happy Hollow Blue­
grass Boys; Sherri Hicks Prater; and 
Docia and the Tennessee Drifters. 
Jim Sparks and the Good Time 
Cloggers will also be there. 

Titroughout the day, there will be 
arts and crafts exhibits and exhibi­
tions, including painting; doll mak­
ing; quilts; furniture; dulcimers; lye 
soap; ceramics; and dozens of other 
mountain crafts. 

There will also be games and

the transitional landfill may be open 
for business in eight weeks, thus 
saving Floyd County government the 
over $2,000 per day it currently pays 
to transport waste to West Virginia. 

Floyd County generates between 
60-80 tons of solid waste per day, 
Cooley said. The one-day cost to 
dispose of Floyd County's waste at 
the Pritchard County, W.Va. land till 
was $ ,919.34, ,1 s uanspo on 
costs averaging one dollar per mile 
for the 120-mile roundtrip. 

Cooley said .that although there 
was no question thatKentuckyneeded 
safe, environmentally sound landfill 
facilities, it is unrealistic to expect 
customers to pay ever-soaring dis­
posal costs. 

"What concerns me with these 
new regulations," Cooley said, "is 
that we're going to the point in Ken­
tucky where we buy an item at Wal­
Martfor$3.00 ... and it's going to cost 
$3.50 to dispose of that item .... It's 
going to go back to the old status quo 
(with people) dumping in the creeks." 

The tran sitionallandfill is exp:>cted 
to remain open until July 1, 1995, 
Cooley said, with the expectation that 
it receive 400 tons of solid waste per 
day. However, Cooley said, it will 
probably only receive around 325 
tons daily as former customer Pike 
County has arranged to dispose of its 
trash elsewhere since the Floyd 
County Landfill closed. 

Cooley said that Floyd County 
Solid Waste director Bob McAninch 
was currently studying plans fcx- a 
post-1995 facility, but was unsure 
whether that facility would be a new 
landfill or a transfer station, depend­
ing upon which plan would better 
serve Floyd County. 

Allen gets 
funding 
for sewer 
project

The city of Allen on Tuesday 
received a check for $747,000, al­
lowing it to fmally begin construc­
tion on a new wastewater treatment 
system that was ordered by Franklin 
Circuit Court in 1979. 

The check, presented by Floyd 
County Judge/Executive John M. 
Stumbo and County Attorney Jim 
Hammond, was donated to the city 
by the state of Kentucky through a 
Community Development Block 
Grant. The balance of the funds re­
quired for the estimated $2,962,246 
waste system, Hammond said, was 
made up by a $750,000 grant from 
the Farmer's Home Administration 
and a $350,000 grant from the Appa­
lachian Regional Commission, as 
well as a low-interest Farmer' sHome 
Administration loan. 

Hammond said Tuesday that the 
city was subject to fines of up to 
$1,000per day since the day the I 979 
court order took effect, but the state 
offered an abatement on those fines if 
the city would fmally construct the 
system. 

Hammond said that Allen resi­
dents who had sought the dissolution 
of Allen city government had mistak-

Chief Deputy Linzie Hunt and 
Deputy Sergeant Lloyd Powers, of 
the Floyd County Sheriff's depart­
ment, arrested Roby Neil Chaffins 
Friday night on a charge of 1st degree 
assault with a handgun. 

Chaffms, of Wayland, allegedly 
shot Rodney Baker, of Lackey, once 
in the abdomen with a .32 caliber 
pistol in the parking lot of the Lackey 
Midee Mart. 

Baker,25, was immediately rushed 
to the Our Lady of the Way Hospital 
at Martin and later transported to 
Cabell-Huntington Hospital in Hunt­
ington, West Viginia. 

Chaffins is currently lodged in the 
Floyd County Jail on a$50,000 bond. 

Baker was listed in stable condi­
tion at Cabell-Huntington Hospital 
Tuesday evening. 

The incident is under investiga­
tion by the Floyd County Sheriff's 
department.

It 
isn't a politician. It's a volunteer 
member of Clowns For Handicapped 
Kids, a subsidiary of the Parents 
Association For Handicapped Chil­
dren, Incorporated. 

The non-profit Parents Associa­
tion For Handicapped Children, Inc., 
the brainchild of Floyd Countians 
Karen Freeman and Patricia 
McQueen, began conducting support 
group meetings in early June and in a 
scant three months its membership 
grew to include106 Floyd, Johnson 
and Pike County residents. 

Barbara Burchett, treasurer for the 
group, said Tuesday that its main 
goal is to be a support group/ founda­
tion to help those who are considered 
middle income and are therefore 

ineligible for government-sponsored 
programs, but cannot necessarily 
afford all the tools and services re­
quired to enhance a handicapped 
child's abillity to accomplish all he 
or she can. 

McQueen's mother, a retired 
pediatric nurse, came up with the 
idea for Clowns For Handicapped 
Kids to both entertain and raise money 
to fmance a permanent headquarters 
for the Parents Association. The group

enly believed that by the dissolution, 
the city would avoid having to pay 
for the system. However, Hammond 
said, by Kentucky state law, a city 
may not dissolve its charter if it is 
indebted or under a court order. 

Through the grants, Hammond 
said, low to middle income residents, 
who make up 64 percent of Allen's 
population, will not be charged a tap­
on fee. 

City of Allen receives grant 
The city was fortunate to receive 

the Community Development Block 
Grant, Hammond said, because only 
19 of the grants were awarded for this 
fiscal year even though 139 Ken­
tucky commWlities applied for them.

Allen City Clerk Bill Parsons said 
Tuesday that the city is currently 
under obligation to submit plans and 
specifications for the system by 
December 31, with construction to 
begin on or before May 31, 1993. 
However, Parsons said, the city had 
asked for an extension for the sub­
mission and construction dates. Under 
the extension, which has not yet been 
approved, plans and specifications 
would be submitted by June 4, 1994 
and construction would begin on or 
before September 1, 1994, with an 
estimated completion date of on or 
before September 1, 1995.

Ousley Concrete and Construction to 
dig footers for the building founda­
tion. The counterclaim also asked 
that Branham be directed to remove 
excess material from fill site three 
and grade the area which is located 
across the road from the school en­
trance. 

Board members testified Monday 
that they had neither discussed nor 
approved a counterclaim against the 
company. All board members also 
testified they were not aware of the 
claims made in Branham's suit 

Branham testified Friday that the 
bid package and site plans did spec­
ify what elevation to grade flll site 
three and that he had not been fur­
nished with permits from the state 
Division of Water which were re­
quired because it was located in the 
flood plain. 

Branham said his company had 
been refused permission by land­
owner Stoney Newsome to use fill 
site four. 

Mike Luscher, director of facili­
ties management for the Kentucky 

Department of Education, testified 
Friday that the board had "assured" 
the department that proper fill sites 
had been designated to hold the ex­
cess material from site excavation. 
Luscher said the project could not 
have been bid unless adequate fill 
sites had been obtained by the board. 

Gary Ousley, an engineer with 
AJchem y Engineering, testified Tues­
day that permits had been issued by 
the state Division of Water in Febru­
ary 1990,amonthafterBranhamhad 
signed the site preparation contract 

Ousley said the elevation for fill 
site three had been staked and that he 
had sent the copies of the permits to 
the school site for Branham. 

Ousley testified that Branham had 
not informed anyone he had been 
denied access to flll site four until 
February 1991. 

Branham testified that he had not 
been provided with the permits and 
that he reported he could not use fill 
site four "a couple of days" after 
Newsomesaidhedidnotwant'thefill 
on his property.

Monday, September 7, members 
of the Kentucky Opry, Mayor Ann 
Latta, and several other interested 
parties gathered in a barren field on 
the Mountain Parkway to look into 
the future. That field could soon be 
transformed into the Mountain Arts 
Center, home of the Kentucky Opry. 

The location of the proposed cen­
ter is a 12 1/2 acre plot of land on 
Route 114, westofPrestonsburg,ap­
proximately 1/4 mile from the Glyn 
View Plaza. The proposed facility 
will be situated on the east side of the 
property and the rest of the lot will be 
used for further development 

The MoWltain Arts Center will 
seat 1,000. In addition to providing a 
permanent home for the Kentucky 
Opry, the multi-purpose facility will 
be used for arts and crafts displays, 
cultural events, etc. 

"There is nowhere in Eastern 
Kentucky with the technical capa­
bilities this facility will have," said 
Mayor Ann Latta. "It can be used for 
many groups and projects. Everyone 
from Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege to the Jenny Wiley Theatre will 
benefit." 

The Floyd County Industrial Au­
thority has an option on the land, but 
the city of Prestonsburg is helping to 
finance the project. The Big Sandy 
Area Development District is cur-

rently working on finding grants to 
help underwrite the project They plan 
to help with site preparation and utili­
ties. 

Architects are still busy working 
on the plans for the project The mayor 
said she was hopeful that construc­
tion will begin in the spring so the 
Kentucky Opry can do a Christmas 
show at the center in 1993. 

Fundraising for the Mountain Arts 
Center will begin immediately. 
Prestonsburg city council has agreed 
to financially underwrite nearly $1 
million on the project but private 
help is needed, as well.

Apprentice woodworker John 
Andrew "Bud" Hillerich sneaked out 
of his father's woodworking shop 
one day in 1884 to watch the Louis­
ville Eclipse baseball team. Hillerich 
senior might have lost a day of work, 
butAmerica'sfavoritepastimegained 
a legend: fromBudHillerich'sdayof 
hookey, the Louisville Slugger base­
ball bat was born. 

Louisville 'sstarplayer,Pete "The 
Gladiator" Browning, was fighting a 
slump in 1884. Tomakethingsworse, 
he broke his favorite bat on the day 
young Hillerich was in the stands. 

Bud Hillerich invited Browning 
to the shop to personally supervise 
the creation of a new bat After a 
night of toil, the bat was perfected, 
and Browning used it to hit three-for­
three the next day. For Hillerich, the 
bat business began to bOom. 

In 1911, the company hired Frank 
W. Bradsby to lead HiUerich's sales 
policy. His influence was reflected 
when the firm's name changed to 
Hillerich and Bradsby Company in 
1916. 

The Louisville Slugger trademark 
on each bat led to player signatures 
being branded on the bat barrels. 
Some of the greats endorsing the 
Slugger include Honus Wagner, Ty 
Cobb, Babe Ruth, Mickey Mantle,

Bounce back, the Blackcats in 

Wheelwright slips past Johns Creek 
28-22 in double overtime for second win 

It was a joyous occasion Friday 
night for the Wheelwright Trojans 
football team and their second-year 
coach Donnie Daniels as well as the 
large following that tracked the Tro­
jans into Bearcat country at Johns 
Creek. Wheelwright did something 
that no Wheelwright team has done 
since 1981 - win their frrst two 
football games of a regular season. 

That is what happen Friday night 
as it took Wheelwright two over­
times to subdue the Bearcats 28-22 to 
improve to 2-0 on the season. It was 
not just a big win for the Trojans but 
a big district victory also, as they go 
1-0 in district play. Johns Creek fell

It was a wet Johns Creek field 
after some earlier rain had fallen. 
Johns Creek had a chance to score 
frrst in the second overtime but the 
Trojans defense held the Bearcats on 
four plays. Johns Creek attempted 
three passes but all three were short. 

Wheelwright took over the ball on 
the 10-yard line whereAmoldAdams 
ran the ball into the end zone from 6-
yards out for the winning touchdown. 

In an overtime, the ball is placed 
on the 10 yard line and each team is 
allotted four plays to score. 

Wheelwright scored frrst in the 
frrst overtime to take a 22-14 lead. 
Adams scored on a 3-yard run and he 
also added the conversion. The lead 
dido 't last long as Johns Creek battled 
back and Shawn Thacker scored from 
6-yards out and he added the two­
point conversion to knot the game at 
22-22. 

Wheelwright had taken a 6-0 lead 
in the frrst quarter on a quarterback 
option play after Wheelwright recov­
ered a Johns Creek fumble on the 
Bearcats 37-yard line. Trojan quar­
terback Steven Shelton tossed to 
Charles Johnson who hit Adams with 
a 32-yard pass for a Trojan touch­
down with 11: 12left in the half.

It was 14-0 late in the frrst period 
when the Trojans struck again.

Adams scored his second 
touchdownona4-yardrunandCruise 
Caudill added the conversion play 
for a 14-0 Trojans lead at the half. 

Johns Creek came back strong in 
the third period and promptly tied the 
game at 14-14. Theirfrrstscorecame 

in the third period on a pass play from 
Hamilton Harris to James K. Taylor 
for 10-yards and a TO with the con­
version run failing. The Bearcats tied 
the game when Mike Runyon inter­
cepted a Shelton pass and galloped 
50-yards for the score. Thacker's 
conversion run tied the game at 14-
14. 

Regulation play ended with both 
teams knotted at 14-all. The effort of 
his team pleased Coach Daniels. 

''We were more aggressive against 
Johns Creek than we were the previ­
ous week against Betsy Layne," said 
the Wheelwright coach. "Our defense 
came through for us and at one time 
we fumbled the football on the 35 but 
our defense shut them down and we 
held on till the end of regulation play." 

Shelton had to leave the game 
when his legs cramped up but sopho­
more quarterback Justin Ray entered 
the game for Daniels ball club. 

"Justin did what weaskedofhim," 
explained Daniels. "He did a good 
job of keeping the players moving. 
He made some mistakes but I wasn't 
hesitant to use Jus tin. I have a lot of 
confidence in him and his ability. It 
dido 't bother me a bit to put him in." 

Daniels said that he was pleased 
with the way his team played and 
"hung tough!" 

"WehadMuntu(Oden)out(Oden 
suffered an injury in the Betsy Layne 
game and played sparingly) and 
Shelton was out but our kids stayed 
together and played tough. They were 
not to be denied. It's one thing to say 
you're going to win but you have go 
to believe you are going to win." 

Both Todd Daniels and Ronnie 
Newsome had a good night on the 
line for the Trojans. Coach Daniels 
said that it was a complete team effort 
that no one really stood out for his 
club in the second half. 

From number one to number 38 it 
was a complete team effort and that 
makes winning better," he stated. 

Daniels was quick to heap praise 
on the faithful Trojan fans that fol­
lowed the team to Johns Creek. 

"They were really a happy group 
of fans," said Daniels. 'They were 
jumping up an down in the end zone 
hugging one another. They were tickle 
to death.

The road win continues the tradi­
tion the Trojans set last year when 
they were 3-1 on the road. Daniels

Hyden carried the ball48-yards into 
Y ellowjackets territory but the run 
was nullified as Garza was called for 
a clipping, a call that brought the 
vocal displeasure of the Prestonsburg 
fans. Garza carried for a 11-yardpick 
up and Cornette ran for 15-yards as 
Prestonsburg moved to 
Middlesboro's49-yard line for a first 
down. Two consecutive flags - one 
for illegal procedure and an off-sides 
called moved the football back across 
the mid field line. But Prestonsburg 
did not quit, a 2-yard pick up by 
Cornette and then a 15-yard jaunt by 
Cornette put the ball on the Yel­
lowjackets 42. Cornette was bumped 
by a team mate on the carry and 
would have gone the distance had he 
not been bumped.

Shotgunning for upland birds 
Ocrober was made for upland 

hunting. Typified by cool mornings, 
bright afternoons, gentle breezes and 
the smell of nature's harvests, the 
upland hunter dreams of such idyllic 
days all year long. And so does his 
bird dog. 

Ever see a hunting canine twitch­
ing in its sleep? Yes, it's dreaming of 
past hunts. Unlike humans, bird dogs 
don'tdream about the ups and downs 
of the Dow Jones averages, or where 
the money's going to come from for 
the next health care, auto insurance 
or mortgage bill. 

Upland hunting can be pursued 
with minimal preparation. Not so for 
duck or goose shooting, which ne­
cessitates gearing up each day with 
decoys, boat launching and more. 
Once the upland hunter has a dog, he 
only has to case up a shotgun, grab 
some shells, climb in the vehicle and 
head for the closest cover. 

Not many years ago the closest 
upland cover for many of us was the 
' back forty." These days most of us 
must travel farther. Plus it becomes 
more difficult each year to obtain 
permission to hunt private property. 
As a consequence, we need to take 
full advantage of any upland shoot­
ing opportunity weencounter. In other 
words, when that cackling ringneck 
rooster jumps for the sky. after some 
perfect dog work, we want to be able 
to shoot accurately. 

Before season' s start, pull your 
trusted shotgun out of the closet. 
Familiarity with your gun is tanta­
mount to success. Those who lock up 
a shotgun from the end of one upland 
season to the beginning of the next 
can't be as familiar as they need to be 
with their weapon. So handle the gun 
often before the season begins. Get 
the feel of hefting it, and swinging it. 

Champion shotgunners handle their 
guns virtually every day; they mount 

and mock-shoot their gun for 15-30 
minutes every day. 

Most of us aren't willing to spend 
that amount of time, but any time you 
do invest in shotgun handling, mount­
ing and mock-shooting will pay big 
dividends when a rooster's cackling, 
stubby-wing takeoff destroys any 
vestige of calm you try to muster. 

Another way to improve your 
chances of connecting on a flushing 
upland bird is to practice shooting. 
Quarterbacks become adept at accu-

rate passing by throwing the ball. 
Receivers become expert by catch­
ing the ball-overandoverandover. 
Baseball pitchers learn control, the 
curve, thesplit-finger, theknuckler­
by pitching those balls again and 
again. Shooting is no different, de­
spitea pervasive feeling among many 
that, "You're either born with the 
ability to shoot-or you're not" 

Hogwash. To become better with 
a shotgun, you have to shoot. Shoot 
clay birds-any of the games-trap, 
skeet, hand thrown targets, sporting 
clays-but shoot. In time you'U reach 
a level that gives you confidence and 
that adds pleasure to your upland 
hunt.

Minors No Longer Minor 
A few years ago, you couldn't give minor-league franchises away. 

Games were poorly attended, and teams lost money year after yea·r. Many 
of the stadiums were old, run-down and considered eyesores in their towns. 

That has all changed. Attendance at minor-league games is setting 
records. Franchises are selling for unheard-of prices, and there are a lot 
more would-be team owners than teams available for purchase. 

All of this has happened despite the number of games on television. 
In fact, I think television has indirectly helped the popularity of minor­
league games. The increased exposure of baseball has helped create a 
new generation of fans around the country. People in cities that don't 
have major-league ballclubs can go out and support the local team in 
addition to watching their favorite major-league team on television. 

In some instances, owners can make more money in the minor leagues 
than they do by owning a major-league club. Minor-league teams don't 
have million-dollar players, and they don't have to fill 50,000-seat stadi­
ums. It's a good deal for the fans too, in that they can take the family to 
see a baseball game for a very reasonable price. 

The major leagues also are using their minor-league affiliates in new 
ways. It is now common, for example, for il)jured players to be sent to 
the minors as a part of their rehabilitation. This is good for everyone. A 
major-league ballclub benefits because the player will be getting himself 
back in shape and will return to the big leagues ready to contribute. For 
the minor-league team, having a real major-leaguer in the lineup 
helps attendance. 

Twenty years ago, proven major-league players would have balked at 
going to the minors, even followiQ.g an injury. Now there is so much 
money involved in sports that a player would be foolish to resist a team's 
suggestion that he continue his rehabilitation in the minors. Nowadays, 
players have multiyear contracts with guaranteed payments, so there is 
no cause to worry that a brief trip to the minors will result in a pay cut. 

My team, the Atlanta Braves, has eight minor-league teams, three of 
which play only a 60-game schedule. The others have a full season of 
more than 100 games. Many minor-league teams are independently owned 
and have a player development contract with a big-league club. The 
Braves are rare in that they own most of their minor-league teams. 

There is no better sign of how healthy baseball is these days than the 
thriving minor leagues, with cities competing for franchises and new 
stadiums being built. M

JIGS WILL CATCH BIG 
BASS ALL YEAR 

If you want to catch a lot of bass in 
the summer, use a small crankbait. 
topwaterplug,orashortplastic wonn. 

If you want to catch a big bass in 
the summer, use a jig. 

"You won't catch a lot of bass in 
the summer with a jig, but the ones 
you do catch will nonnally be good 
ones," says well-known bass touma-

place by shaking your rod. Don't try 
to hop or crawl them,just shake them 
in one spot for a few seconds, then 
stop. 

"If nothing bites, move the jig a 
few feet and start shaking it again. 
This type of action will certainly get 
the attention of a bass, and because it 
is so erratic, it often draws a quick 
strike" 

• ment pro David Wharton, a former 
guide and now a member of the 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff. 

Wharton prefers to put either a 
pork frog or plastic crawworm on his 
jigs, because it adds even more bulk 
to the lure. Big bass, he believes, 
prefer big lures. The larger lures also 
seem to discourage smaller bass from 
hitting. 

"I remember an August tourna­
ment on Toledo Bend several years 
ago where the winner caught only 
eight bass, but those fish weighed 43 
pounds. And all were caught on a 
jig." 

Wharton believes jigs are good 
big bass lures because they can be 
made to represent two of the favorite 
foods of big bass, crayfish and bream. 

"Mostoftoday'sbassjigsaremade 
with silicone rubber skirts," explains 
Wharton, "and simply by changing 

•the color of the skirt you can change 
the jig from a crayfiSh to a bream. 

"If you want a crayfiSh, use a skirt 
with a lot of brown in it, but if you 
want a bream, change to a skirt that 
has blue, green and chartreuse in it. 
That's all it takes." 

No matter what color skirt is used, 
notes the Johnson pro, the jig is still 
fiShed the same: by crawling or hop­
ping it along the bottom. If the bass 
seem to want a faster moving lure, a 
jig can be retrieved with a steady 
swimming action. 

"One of the techniques that often 
produces well with jigs is to let them 
fall to the bottom after a cast." says 
~arton, "then just shake them in

"One of the real keys for catching 
big bass is to make sure you're al-

ways fiShing really heavy cover. too," 
adds Wharton, "although not always 
deeper water, the way many people 
think. 

"It's always good to have deep 
water nearby. but I've caught a lot of 
big summer bass in water less than 10 
feet deep." 

Some of the best summer bass 
cover is thick vegetation like milfoil 
or hydrilla. Wharton prefers to use a 
5/8 or 3/4 ounce jig and fish through 
the heavy greenery to the relatively 
open water below where big bass are 
often found.

SPOTTED OWLS AND 
OLDGROWI'H 

Who do you believe regarding the 
spotted owl/old-growth timber issue? 
A lot of spotted owl/old-growth 
debate runs high onemotionandshort 
on fact. Less than the truth is being 
told, even in Congress. 

The U.S. Senate Subcommittee 
on Environmental Protection held 
hearings a while back on the spotted 
owl/old-growth issue. Both Oregon 
and Washington senators led-off with 
testimony. 

Senator Mark Hatfield (OR) 
opened with a speech on how he is a 
strong supporter of the Endangered 
Species Act Then he dispensed with 
the smoke and stated that the act is 
being misused, because it was meant 
to be "site specific and species spe­
cific." It was intended, he said, to be 
used when something such as a road 
or small dam was built that might be 
harmful to an endangered species. It 
was not to be applied on an ecosys­
tem basis, he said, as is happening 
with the spotted owl. 

The subcommittee's ranking 
minority member, Senator John 
Chafee (Rl) ,later rebutted Hatfield's 
contention by noting that the act is 
not limited to small projects, but 
clearly states: "The purposes of this 
Act are to provide a means whereby 

1• the ecosystems upon which endan­
gered species and threatened species 
depend may be conserved .... " 

Senator Bob Packwood (OR) fol­
lowed Hatfield and continued to flog 
the act by claiming that listing the 
spotted owl as threatened will cost 
the federal treasury $500 million and 
localgovemments $170million. Eyes 
rolled in the audience when he re­
stated the "balance" plea that has 
plagued the Administration con­
stantly on this issue. The "balance" 
argument is irritating, conservation-

• ists say, because industry already has 
cutabout95 percentoftheold-growth 
on public land in the Northwest, and 
now wants "balance" so it can cut the 
remainder that is not in parks or wil­
derness. 

Packwood closed by citing a study 
and indicating that protecting the 
spotted owl and old-growth could 
result in alcoholism, drug use, child

abuse and suicide in the small com­
munities affected by reduced timber 
cuts. 

Washington's Senator Slade Gor­
ton followed the Hatfield/Packwood 
lead, but Senator Brock Adams (W A) 
took another road. He told the sub­
committee that the Endangered Spe­
cies Act is being used as a "scape­
goat" to draw attention away from 
lousy forest management. "We over­
cut the forests and didn't manage 
them," Adams said. 

With relaxed confidence of a man 
not running again for the U.S. Senate 
(which he isn't), Adams claimed that 
the Northwest lost 28,000 timber­
related jobs during the 1980s, which 
had absolutely nothing to do with the 
spotted owl, the Endangered Species 
Act or anything else but automation, 
overcutting and cutbacks. The job 
losses will continue, he said, regard­
less of what happens to owls and old­
growth. 

Adams stated that timber com­
pany export of public land logs costs 
the region 17,000 jobs at mills and 
other processing facilities. He said 
that the companies merely want to 
cut the trees and move operations to 
the Southeast or someplace else until 
Northwest forests mature again. 
"They don't call it Georgia-Pacific 
for nothing," the senator said. 

The United Brotherhood of Car­
penters and Joiners of America dis­
tributedanewsreleaseatthehearing, 
claiming that "Listing of the spotted 
owl as a threatened species and the 
designation of protected owl habitat 
has removed millions of acres of 
federal, state and private land from 
timber production. In the past two 
years alone almost 1 8,000 timber 
workers in thePacificNorthwesthave 
lost their jobs, largely dlle to ESA­
driven harvest restriction." 

Adams flred back by noting that 
none of the court injunctions that 
stopped timbering in recent years 
were made under the Endangered 
Species Act "All," he said, "were 
under the National Forest Manage­
ment Act, which requires that no 
Forest Service action shall jeopard­
ize the existence of a species." The 
Endangered Species Act, he said, has 
thus far not been responsible for the 
loss of a single job or dollar. 
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Look for summer bass 
on creek channel bends 

When bass fishermen study lake 
maps to locate potential fishing 
hotspots, they're nearly always look­
ing for the same thing: bends in creek 
channels. 

These places are excellent spots to 
fmd bass anytime of year, but are 
usually most productive during the 
warmer summer months, according 
to top lady bass pro Linda England, 
who has won her share of tourna­
ments by fishing such places. 

"The outside bend will nearly 
always be the most productive," 
explains England, one of America's 
top female anglers and a member of 
the Johnson Outboards Pro Staff, 
"because it will have slightly deeper 
water due to the wash of the current, 
and it will usually have .some type of 
debris lodged in around it 

"If you can find a creek channel 
that bends very close to a shoreline or 
along a flat where there is also shal­
low water, you have an almost un­
beatable combination for bass. The 
fish will have everything they want 
in a very small area and won't move 
far from it" 

The inside bend of a channel will 
be quite different, adds the Johnson 
pro, and seldom as productive. 

"The inside bends usually have a 
buildup of sand or mud that produces 
a long, gradual bar," she explains, 
"and while it may have a steeper drop 
on the back side, it seldom has the 
flow of current or the cover the out­
side of the bend will have. 

"I believe the real key is that the 
current tends to dig the outside of the 
channel deeper and even undercut 
the bank. When a few limbs begin to 
jam in there, it provides excellent 
cover, too." 

England says the first step in lo­
cating channel bends is finding them 
on a good lake map, then pinpointing 
them with depthfmders. She prefers 
tributary creek channels to main river 
bends because they're usually smaller 
and easier to fish. 

"Once you locate the actual chan­
nel bend, study the outside of the 
bend carefully to determine exactly 
where it is, and if there is any cover 
present," she explains. "You may 
want to put out marker buoys to out­
line it.

White Sands National Monu­
mentoutsideof Alamogordo (you 
remember that place - where 
they tested The Bomb) was the 
backdrop for a really bad movie, 
but don't hold that against the 
place. It's a completely other­
worldly feeling - standing atop 
a sand dune that's white as Bar­
bara Bush's hair; looking around 
you and seeing nothing but more 
sand dunes the same color, blow­
ing in the wind. · 

I stopped in Albuquerque for a 
couple of days. I visited Acoma, 
the Sky City. Acoma is an Indian 
village built on top of a 400-foot 
mesa. The place has been inhab­
ited continuously since 600 AD. 
For hundreds of years, The Aco­
mans have lived, farmed nearby 
valleys, made great pottery, and 
tossed loads of Coronado's men 
off the mesa top. Now, they give 
guided tours of the village, sell 
pottery and frybread, and run a 
small museum at the foot of the 
mesa. 

At one point, one of the other 
men on the tour said to a resident 
Acoman who was wearing a San 
Francisco Giants cap, "So ya 
stopped takin' scalps and started 
playing baseball." The Indian just 
smiled uneasily. I wanted this guy 
to follow the Spaniards. Almost 
the entire culture of this people 
has been laid open to the prying 
eyes of tour groups. Pride is the 
last thing they have. Such com­
ments even strip that away. I'd 
never felt so uncomfortable being 
white. 

From Albuquerque, I went to 
Mesa Verde, which is Spanish for 
"green table," an apt description, 
except that the table is 8,000 feet 
above sea level, made of rock, 

.., and covered with hiking trails and 
great views. I hit Canyonlands 
and Arches National Parks, too. 
Canyonlands is pretty, but it pales 
in comparison with Arches. If

IT'S HARD TO BELIEVE 
There's something about old, 

musty-smelling books that attracts 
me. So, it wasn't all that unusual that 
I found myself poring over several 
boxes of them that some local charity 
had set out at the Ashland mall the 
other day. 

For the most part what I found 
were several boxes of old, musty­
smelling books. But, the one gem 
that I managed to sniff out was cer­
tainly worth the time spent sniffing, 
and worth many times more than the 
quarter it cost me. It was a 1941 
paperback version of Ripley's Be­
lieve It or Not. 

Robert Ripley fascinated me even 

when I was a youngster living in 
Muddy Branch and reading his car­
toons in the paper. They probably ran 
in the Grit, for that's the only paper 
we ever got except, of course, the 
Paintsville Herald. 

I always found Ripley's tales of 
the strange and unusual to be inter­
esting, even if they were a tad hard to 
believe sometimes. (He did, how­
ever, claim he could furnish proof of 
any statement he made.) 

At least one of his efforts needed 
no proof, though. I can't remember 
the details-and I'd love to see a 
copy of the drawing again-but dur­
ing World War II, he even featured 
the Thealka Post Office. As I recall, 
he called it "the biggest little post 
office in the world," because it was so 
tinyandprocessedsomuchmailevery 
day. We did have a lot of boys from 
Muddy Branch in the service at the 

time, so I guess that's why we won 
that particular distinction. Since his 
cartoon was published all over the 
world, I guess all the Thealka resi­
dents enjoyed a certain degree of 
fame--for one day at least. 

Anyway, as I flipped through the 
yellow pages of my newly-found 
volumn, I still found Ripley to be as 
entertaining now as he was over 40 
years ago. Like, for instance, his report 
of the little girl from France who was 
born with only one eye-right slap in 
the middle of her forehead. He didn't 
give her name, but it might have been 
Cindy Cyclops. I liked the one, too, 
about the chicken, owned by a James 
Cook of New Bedford, Mass., that 
laid a perfectly square egg. 

Hmmm? Square eggs? Do you 
suppose that's wheretheygetchicken 
nuggets? 

I also discovered several interest-

ing little trivia things. Did you know, 
for example, that Buffalo Bill never 
in his life ever shot a buffalo? That 
the world's smallest church is ncar 
Lolonia, Kentucky, and sea£S only 
three people? Or, that Panama hats 
don't come from Panama? 

Robert Ripley died in 1949 and 
it's really too bad that someone didn't 
continue his search for the bizarre. Of 
course, one doesn't need a Ripley to 
realize that the world is still filled 
with oddities. I read in the paper that 
President Bush had been invited to 
the funeral of a Frederick, Maryland 
man, described as a "hard-working, 
patriotic American." The only prob­
lem was that the fellow hadn't died 
yet. His family explained that the 
man was on a life-support machine 
and when the president could fit it 
into his schedule, they'd pull the plug. 

I'm afraid that even Ripley would 
find that one hard to believe.

Heat oven to 350 degrees. Lightly

To serve, let pie stand at room 
temperature 10 minutes before cut­
ting into wedges. Top each wedge of 
pic with sliced fruit; drizzle on fudge 
or fruit topping.

Make the crumb crust If baking 

the crust, keep the oven on and set 
temperature to 350 degrees. 

Place the sweetened condensed 
milk (not evaporated milk),lime juice, 
eggs, lime zest and salt in a medium 
mixing bowl and stir them with a 
.whisk until they are completely 
mixed. Pour filling into the crumb 
crust (if still warm, that's fme). 

Bake the pie on the center oven 
rack until the pie filling begins to set, 
10 minutes. Increase oven tempera­
ture to 425 degrees. 

Meanwhile, whisk the topping 
ingredients together in a small bowl. 
Remove pie from oven. Spread the 
sweetened sour cream over hot pie 
ftlling and bake at 425 degrees for 5 
minutes. 

The topping will be soft when you 
remove the pie, but it will set as it 
cools. 

Cool pie on a rack, then chill thor­
oughly for at least 6 hours before 
cutting and serving in small wedges. 

FOIL BALLOONS-Instead of f1, 
discarding foil balloons after a party 
or celebration, you can use them for 
wrapping presents, especially odd­
shaped ones. Just cut the top, pop the 
gift in, twist the top and secure with 
ribbon. If the gift is opened carefully, 
the balloons can be reused.
