County system, released last month. 

When the report was released, 
Boysen called Floyd County a "ca­
tastrophe in leadership" and de­
manded the local board develop a 
short-term plan by September 30 and 
a three-year plan by November 15 to 
implementstate recommendations to 
correct deficiencies in school sys-

tern. 
Superintendent Steve Towler's 

comments on that report after it was 
rel~sed disturbed not enly the State 
Board for Elementary and Secondary 
Education, but local teachers and 
education activists. 

State school board chairman Joe 
Kelly sent Towler and board chair­
man Ray "Shag" Campbell a letter 
September 2 which said the state 
board was "dismayed" by Tewler's 
comments and demanded "high ex­
pectations and results" from local

Towler said the report was not an 

indictment of the system and that 
reports that schools were smelly and 
filthy were an exaggeration. 

Local teachers and a citizen's 
educa~on group spoke out about 
Towler's comments at Tuesday's 
school board meeting. 

Teacher Patricia Murphy read a 
harsh statement at the meeting which 
said local leaders have ignored for 
years the problems cited in the report.

Tough times get 

tougher for out-of-luck, 
out-of-work family

Frank and Carol Erwin moved to 
Whitesburg over three years ago to help 
Carol's brother and his family through some 
tough times. Now they'reexperiencingsome 
tough times themselves. They came to Floyd 
County Thursday looking for work. 

The Erwins met in Sacramento, Califor­
nia nine years ago while they were both 
working as migrant fruit pickers. Frank 
quickly became a husband to Carol and a 
father to her four children by a previous 
marriage:D.J.,now 17;Frank,14;Dusty,12; 
and Clint, 11. 

As migrant workers, the Erwins traveled 
toFlorida,Arizona, Tennessee, whereverthe 
jobs were. But, as Frank said Thursday, for 
every migrant job, there are at least a hundred 
applicants, most of whom are illegal aliens 
who are willing to work for slave wages. 

Frank took some commercial art courses 
and taught himself to make handmade leather 
crafts, such as embossed belts, holsters and 
knife sheaths. Carol, also with an interest in 
arts and crafts, soon learned leatherwork 
herself.

High school 
put on hold

Plans for the construction of a new 
Prestonsburg High School have been 
put on hold until a new facility survey 
can be conducted in Floyd County to 
determine the building needs of the 
district. 

School board chairman Ray 
"Shag" Campbell, vice chairman 
Tommy Boyd and superintendent 
Steve Towler met Wednesday in 
Frankfort with state Education Com­
missioner Thorna.~ BoysP.o to discuss 
among other things Prestonsburg and 
Left Beaver High School construc­
tion projects. 

"I would say it's in limbo," Towler 
said Thursday. "I told the commis­
sioner that, at the Tuesday meeting, 
my recommendation was to follow 
the recommendation of the report and 
cease all activities regarding 
Prestonsburg, to just kind of put those 
in a hold pattern until the facility 
team, the local planning committee, 
and the school board both had an 
opportunity to speak to Prestons­
burg." 

Questions to Boysen pertaining 
to a Department of Education recom­
mendation to further investigate the 
Prestonsburg and Left Beaver proj­
ects were deferred to Sandy Gubsner, 
who headed the recent investigation 
into the Floyd County system. 

"My understanding from him 
(Boysen) that there were no further 
plans to look at (investigate) the 
Prestonsburg site," Towler said. "He 
didn'tdefmitely say that, that's what 
I understood." 

Towler said that he understood 
that there "may be some additional 
looking at" the Left B~ver project, 
but his main objective is to get the 
school finished and opened. 

If anew Prestonsburg High School 
is moved down the priority list on a 
new facility survey, the board can 
elect to keep the Middle Creek site or 
sell the property, Towler said. 

The board voted at Tuesday's 
meeting to wait until the meeting 
with Boysen before taking any action 
on the Prestonsburg projecL

Franlc looked for steady work, but 
at the age of 41 and with no high 
school diploma, he said employment 
is scarce. 

He started performing odd jobs, 
doing yard work, landscaping, wash­
ing cars,just about anything, he said, 
to make ends meet. Since Carol suf­
fers from rheumatory arthritis which 
is sometimes so crippling she is con­
fmed to a wheelchair, her sons DJ. 
and Frank often help out. 

Their main concern, Carol said, is 
the children. Clint wants to join the 
Cub Scouts and Dusty and Frank 
want to play football, but uniforms 

cost money the Erwins just don't 
have right now. And although Christ­
mas seems a long way away for most 
people, it's all too soon for people 
without steady employment.

"We're not beggars ... we're not 
out here asking for food or handouts 
or anything like that," Carol said.

new soil to correct the problem. 

Preliminary tests conducted prior 
to site excavation indicated that the 
site may not be suitable for building, 
superintendent Steve Towler said 
Thursday. Towler said it was decided 
to go ahead with the project because 
the site was owned by the board and 
it was located near the existing gym 
and grade school. 

"There was uncertainty about 
whether that site would be accept­
able," Towler said. "There's ongoing 
monitoring of that soil there. The 
state and architect Hoffman both felt 
that before that 21-room addition at 
Betsy Layne is in fact bid, that we all 
ought to be convinced that the soil 
conditions are going to be accept­
able. There'salwaysbeensomedoubt 
about it being an acceptable site for 
the building. We're just trusting the 
report of the architect, who is in fact 
working with the soil experts, that, in 
fact, the soil can be made acceptable 
and compactable.'~ 

Hoffman recommended that a 
change order be authorized fpr the 
additional expense of the undercut­
ting and backftlling the site. It was 
estimated that it would take approxi­
mately 10 days to make the changes. 

Board chairman Ray "Shag" 
Campbell asked if the material re­
moved from the Betsy Layne site 
could be placed on the Allen school 

ground as top soil. Campbell said he 
talked with engineer Alan Little of 
Bowser-Momer and Little said the 
ftll material would make "dandy" top 
soil. 

Floyd superintendent Steve 
Towler said Thursday that the site 
contractor for the Allen school, David 
May, has "not been willing" to com­
plete his contract by placing top soil 
on the site. 

Towler explained that May claims 
he moved "quite a bit" more dirt to 
the front of the school than was re­
quired in the contract. He added that 
a percentage of May's contract is 
being retained and the cost to move 
the dirt would only involve the haul­
ing fee. Towler said the board could 
go to court to recover the additional 
COSL 

"I don't whethez we're going to go 
to court on it or what," Towler said. 
"We're trying to work out some sort 
of compromise. We're just kind of at 
a stalemate and have been for a long 
time." 

The superintendent said it was the 
"thinking" to use the soil that has to 
be removed at Betsy Layne on the 
Allen site. 

A sticking point on the issue, 
Hoffman said, was trying to negoti­
ate a price from the contractor, Ooten 
Coal Company of Pikeville, to re­
move the ftll material and backfill the 
site. The contractor could not "agree 
with the dollar amount" proposed for. 
the additional work, Hoffman said. 

Hoffman said he would fmd out 
the additional cost for transporting 
the soil to Allen. · 

An area of concern raised pertain­
ing to the Left Beaver High School 
site was Hoffman's recommendation 
that a geotechnical engineer investi­
gate the site for school's physical 
education facility. 

Due to irregular rock formations 
on the site, Hoffman asked for the 
probe "just for security to know 
what's there" because it could affect 
the structural design. 

Hoffman added that some limited 
design changes of the high school 
building would be needed because of 
inconsistencies in the construction 
documents and that the remaining 
bid packages needed to put out for 
bids. 

Other school construction updates 
included a report from Adams Middle 
School architect Randy Burchett who 
told the board that a settling problem 
discovered at the school two years 
ago continues to be monitored. 

The problem was discovered when 
cracks began appearing in the walls 
and floors on the sixth grade wing on 
the northeast comer of the building. 

Burchett said visual monitoring 
of the building indicates the settling 
has stopped and that a subsurface 
investigation recommends that when 
the situation has "settled out" an 
evaluation of the building be con­
ducted. 

Engineering reports from Bowser­
Momer cited two possible causes for 
the problem: the site was not prop-

Towler added that his statement in 
last week's Floyd County Times that 
the offices "would most likely" re­
main in the Prestonsburg had been 
"miscommunicated." 

"I meant that the offices will most 
likely stay here (in Prestonsburg) until 
we fmd space somewhere else," 
Towler said. He added that approxi­
mately 30,000 square feet of space is 
being sought, not 3,000. 

Board members received an out­
line for the proposed usage of the 
square footage space which included 
the names of nine committee mem­
bers named to study the relocation to 
either Allen, Martin or elsewhere in 
Prestonsburg. 

Community committee members 
are Dolores Smith, representing Al­
len; Martin Mayor Raymond Grif­
fith; and Prestonsburg Mayor Ann 
Latta and H.D. "Buddy" Fitzpatrick. 

Central office committee mem­
bers are superintendent Towler; as­
sistant superintendents Tommy Th­
ompson, Gary Frazier and Pete 
Grigsby Jr; and Frankie Francis, di­
rector of buildings and grounds.

They lose, you pay

The state Department of Education's report from an 
investigation into the Floyd County School System con­
tends that school construction projects here are charac­
terized by "questionable practices that promote out­
comes that are often problem-ridden, unnecessarily 
costly and produce undesirable products." 

Those are some pretty strong words. 
On Tuesday, a Floyd County jury underscored the 

investigation's findings by awarding a contractor$167 ,000 
for work he had performed on the Left Beaver High 
project ... payments which had been withheld by the 
board on grounds the contractor had allegedly not lived 
up to his contract requirements. 

The board was wrong in that assessment, the jury said, 
so they must pay. 

They'll be settling the score with your tax dollars. 
Meanwhile, the meter continues to tick on Left Beaver 

and on other unfinished construction projects with little 
regard for or from the people who are underwriting the 
costs. 

So what if the projects are problem-ridden, unecessarily 
costly and produce undesirable results? 

The state is paying for all this, right? 
Yes, they sure are ... with your checkbook. 
How much more can you afford? 

Once more, with feeling 
Since last we met, the state Racing Commission has 

hinted that it may be willing to reconsider its decision to 
shaft harness racing and Eastern Kentucky. 

There's no guarantee that the commission will change 
its mind about killing a proposed Prestonsburg track, but 
the opportunity for a rehearing provides a glimmer of • 
hope. 

We'd like to do a bit more than hope, though, we'd like 
to have a chance to make a go of it. 

That certainly isn't too much to ask. After all, long shots 
have stood in the winner's circle before.

Plight of workers 
It has been an astonishing week. As most newspa­

per readers and TV watchers know, it is part of our 
national ritual that as a part of the observance of 
Labor Day, there is an outpouring of news items and 
interviews proclaiming the glories of America's 
work force - our laborers, we have been told for 
years, work hard, earn high wages, and produce and 
share in a bounty of good things that is the envy of the 
world. 

This week, there has been the traditional focus on 
Labor Day. But this week, story after story from 
points across the nation has detailed a very different 
circumstance. This year, we hear of millions of 
workers who have lost their jobs; millions of others 
who are only working a y or two a week; still other 
millions who have had accept lower pay, as wages 

often have fallen from $12 to $16 per hour to $5, $6 
or $7 per hour, often with increased safety hazards, 
and fewer benefits. Millions of workers who only a 
few years ago were assured appropriate medical care 
for their family now have health insurance at all. 

None of this is new to Eastern Kentucky resi­
dents. We have been living for many years with an 
actual unemployment rate of 50 percent or more, no 
matter what the official figures say. The reality is 
clearly to be seen in the faces of countless Eastern 
Kentuckians. 

Historical! y, Eastern Kentuckians have been quick 
to spot areas of prosperity anywhere in the nation and 
have left their mountain homes by the tens of thou­
sands to accept jobs elsewhere. Today, the nation's 
busted economy makes it difficult, to say the least, 
for any Eastern Kentuckians who try to relocate 
outside the area. 

The nation, it seems, has caught up with Eastern 
Kentucky and the misery that accompanies poverty 
is becoming a nation-wide experience. 

Sure makes you wonder. Is George Bush proud of 
what he has done to America? -The Mountain 
Eagle, Whitesburg 

Blow the whistle? Hal 
Nothing is certain yet by any means, but the 

Kentucky Racing Commission may be edging away 
from its summary execution of harness racing in the 
state. 

Commission Chainnan Wayne Lyster says he is 
willing to meet to reconsider last week's decisions 
denying racing dates to Riverside Downs in Hender­
son and a planned harness track in Prestonsburg. 
That's good news, for a couple of reasons. 

The most obvious one is that the commission's 
decision, if left intact, will destroy the harness circuit 
in Kentucky. That's obviously unacceptable in a 
state that prides itself on being a center of the horse 
industry. 

There's another reason for the commission to 
reconsider its decision, too. So long as last week's 
decision stands, it will be a long long time before 
anyone dares to blow the whistle on crooks in 
Frankfort. 

To understand why, look at the case of M.L. 
Vaughan, who owns Riverside Downs. When a state 
lawmaker solicited a bribe in 1990 in exchange for 
helping Riverside gain intertrack beUing rights, 

Vaughan went to the FBI. The result was the sting 
operation that already has resulted in nine indict­
ments and seven guilty pleas. 

Did Vaughan win the praises of a grateful state for 
exposing this cesspool? Did he earn respect across 
the commonwealth for his courage and integrity? 

Nope. He got a regulatory two-by-four in the 
teeth. The thoroughbred-dominated racing commis­
sion denied Riverside any racing dates for 1993, 
effectively putting Vaughan out of business. 

Unless the commission changes its mind about 
Riverside, the lesson of this episode will be clear to 
anyone who might be tempted to call the police when 
a crooked politician asks for a bribe: In Kentucky, 
those who insist on honesty in public life take their 
livelihoods in their own hands. That's no message 
for the members of the commission to send their fel­
low ~entuckians. - Lexington Herald-Leader

Later this month, the Justice 
Department will release homicide 
figures for 1991. It will undoubtedly 
come as little surprise to any of us to 
learn that, once again, the U.S. has set 
a deadly new murder record. In fact, 
preliminary figures released in April 
showed that homicide is projected to 
be up a whopping 7% for 1991, and 
violent crime up 5%. 

As the president of the nations's 
largestrank -and· file law enforcement 
organization, the Fraternal Order of 
Police, dealing with the certainty that 
violence continues to eScalate out of 
control-especially gun violence­
is deep I y frustrating. But what is even 
more frustrating is that during the last 
12 months-during which we saw 
more than 23,000 Americans lose 
their lives in handgun fire, Congress 
had the chance to pass life-saving 
legislation-and did nothing. 

The Brady Bill, requiring a na­
tional waiting period and background 
check on handgun purchases, cleared 
the U.S. House of Representatives on 
May 8, 1991. The Senate passed the 
measure the following month, as part 
of a comprehensive anti-crime pack­
age, which the House then adopted in 
November. But this crucial gun con­
trol measure has remained hostage to 
the Crime bill which is grid-locked 
by partisan politics in the Senate. 

America's law enforcement com­
munity has never claimed that the 
Brady Bill is the total antidote to our 
epidemic of gun violence. We des­
perately need more jails; money to 
hire more police; and tough, manda­
tory sentences. But we also need a 
mechanism to provide enforcement 
of our federal law which says that 
fugitives, felons, and drug abusers 
cannot purchase handguns. All of 
these components are part of the so­
lution. 

Every major law enforcement 
organization in the country has en­
dorsed the Brady Bill, because police 
know it will stop the cash-and-carry 
sale of handguns that fuel the illegal 
black market of handguns creating so 
much of the random gun violence 
which we as a nation are now experi­
encing. Members of my organiza-

• tion, the Fraternal Order of Police, 
overwhelmingly passed a resolution 
to support this public safety bill. We 
no longerneed to debate the merits of 
the Brady Bill. It has the support not 
only oflaw enforcement, butof95% 
of the American public, according to 
a Gallup Poll. What we need are 
leaders with enough backbone to put 
public safety ahead of politics and 
enact this vital bill into law. 

The U.S. Senate has had nearly 
nine months to send the Brady Bill to 
the President. Dming that time, we 
lost another 18,000 American men, 
women and children to handgun 
violence. We can't wait for one more 
life to be lost The time has come to 
demand that the Brady Bill be called 
up for a vote on its own and passed 
immediately. 

Our lawmakers need to heed the 
advice of law enforcement officers 
on this issue. More and more is being 
asked of my brothers and sisters in 
blue, yet we are being given less and 
less with which to do it. Citizens want 
to see more law enforcement officers 
on the streets; politicians under pres­
sure to combat crime tum to us, while 
our budgets are stretched to the limit. 

America's police are ready and 
able to fight this epidemic of gun 
violence and crime. All we ask is that 
we have the tools to do our job. The 
Brady Bill is an essential tool in that 
battle. The nation's law enforcement 
community knows that unless we 
enact this public safety measure 
immediately, we will set another 
shameful record of deaths next year, 
and the next.

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Babbage announces training 
seminar for election officials 

Officials responsible for conduct­
ing elections in Floyd County will 
attend a special training program in 
Louisville on September 28 and 29 
regarding current election laws and 
their enforcement, according to Sec­
retary of State Bob Babbage. 

"The meeting will provide train­
ing necessary to conduct the Novem­
ber 3 general election," Babbage said. 

"The training is provided for all 
county clerks, sheriffs, county attor­
neys, Commonwealth attorneys and 
certain members of the Kentucky 
State Police," Babbage said. 

State law also directs the county 
board of elections to provide special 
training to all election officers and 
alternates regarding their duties and 
the penalties for failure to perform 
those duties. 

Any person failing to attend a 
training session without being ex­
cused shall be prohibited from serv­
ing as an election officer for five 
years. 

Laws pertaining to absentee bal­
lots, write-in campaigns, and ftling 
fees for candidates were among the 
many changes made by the 1992 
General Assembly. 

Babbage said that voter registra­
tion has increased by more than 60 
percent during the first seven months 
of this year as compared to the same 
period in 1988. 

Babbage will be joined by state 
and local officials with their staffs, 
legislators and staff of the Legisla­
tive Research Committee to update 
election officials in current election 
laws. 

Babbage said that new voter reg­
istration has increased by more than 
50 percent during the flrst eight 
months of this year as compared to 
the same period in 1988. 

Voter registration during July was 
more than double the number regis­
tered during July 1988. 

Babbage said programs sponsored 
by Democracy Incorporated of Ken­
tucky in conjunction with the state 
board of elections and the secretary 
of state's office to make voter regis­
tration more convenient have con­
tributed to the higher than average 
increase in registration. 

The response to the MCI Commu-

nications sponsored toll-free voter 
registration request line directly 
contributed to an average of200 new 
registrants a day. 

By calling 1-800-92K-VOTEciti­
zens can initiate the registration proc­
ess any time of the day, any day of the 
week. 

The toll-free line will be in opera­
tion through September 21.

This column is dedicated to help­
ing parents overco~e the~ h~itanc,y 
to become involved m therr children s 
education. It will give parents hints 
of how they can help their children at 
homeon homeworlcorontaskswhich 
children normally achieve on their 
own. Some children need a little extra 
help to learn what their friends have 
learned automatically. 

The information in this column 
will not take the place of school or 
teachers. Children still need to go to 
school, work on academics and learn 
how to get along with others and 
follow rules. This colwnn wiii help 
parents learn what they can d? at 
home, in the ordinary interacllo_ns 
with their children, to help the chtld 
learn at school. This means that par­
ents will have to learn how to help 
their children. 

There are many aspects to the 
educational process. There is proper 
school behavior, such as being nice 
to others, getting along without fight­
ing or arguing ,following the teacher's 
directions, and being quiet enough to 
hear what is being said to the class or 
to individuals. These are many of the 
same skills as parents expect at home. 

Parents want their children to get 
along with each other. They give 
them directions on what chores to do 
or how to accomplish a particular job 
around the house. They expect their 
children to listen to them when they 
talk to the children. 

Some children do these things 
automatically. Parents may not be 
aware of how their child learns cer­
tain school-related tasks, such as 
addition, reading or spelling. There 
are many developmental "mile-

stones" which children grow into that 
parents can use as guidelines on what 
their children are ready to do. For 
example, you would not expect your 
four year-old to write an essay on the 
Declaration of Independence. This 
may seem silly, but many parents, 
unknowingly, expect their children 
to do what the child is not develop­
mentally ready to do. 

This column will focus on these 
topics and others related to them. As 
you, the reader, express your interest 
in particular aspects of the educa­
tional process, other topics will be 
included. To begin with, the next 
column will outline how you, the 
parent, are responsible for the major 

part of your child's education. You 
are the child's frrst and most impor~ 
tant teacher. You are the most impor­
tant person in your child's life. It is 
time that everyone recognizes this 
fact openly and discuss educational 
processes and tasks with you. 

You are the home teacher. The 
teacher at school is only there for 170 
days and works with your child less 
than8hoursaday. Youaretheteacher 
who guarantees the continuity in your 
child's educational program. We, the 
teachers of the school system, cannot 
do it without you. We need your help 
and will welcome any involvement 
you wish to have in the formal educa­
tional process. 

There are many teachers who 
would welcome you in their class­
rooms to observe or assist as much as 
you would like. There are many teach­
ers who would feel threatened by you 
as the observer because, in the past, 
parents have not W9fked together with 
the teachers. That is changing under 
K.E.R.A. It is now mandated that 
parents have the right and n:spons!­
bility to become involved m therr 
child • s education. This is the purpose 
of this column - to help you become 
involved in ways in which both you 
and the school personnel feel com­
fortable. More information wiii be in 
thenextcolwnn. Thank you for help­
ing us help your children.

What's going on in PCC's Big 
Sandy Natural Science Center? 

Toward the end of each semester, 
Dr. Shiber sets up the PCC zoology 
lab with a comprehensive display of 
specimens representing the major 
animal groups/phyla for his Animal 
Biology srudents to review. Such was 
the case on Monday, August 3rd, but 
Dr. Shiber also invited his other biol­
ogy students to take part in the re­
view. Since it is summer, some of 
those students who have children or 
grandchildren home from school 
brought them along to the morning­
long session. "By all means bring 
them! They can learn along with you 
at their own level and pace!" said Dr. 
Shiber. 

All students attending the display 
were given an "optional extra-credit" 
exercise in which they had to identify 
animals from each phylum and wt;~te 
down their most distinguishing fea­
tures, as well as their physiological 
similarities and differences. Around 
mid-morning, the students had a brief 
interlude from their work as about 
thirty children between the ages of 
six and twelve, from PCC's summer 
"Kid's College", clambered into the 
lab with their three supervisors, ea­
ger to have a look at everything, 
especially the taxidermed animals. 
They also enjoyed looking at speci­
mens of head and body lice, ticks, 
mites, fleas, tapeworms, and other 
familiar pests under the microscope. 
It was a lively, full period or so in 
which the children and the adults 
seemed to enjoy themselves im­
mense! y. In fact, most of the children 
stated in a questionnaire that they had 
learned something new and WOil;~d 
like to come back again. After the 
Kids' College left, more responsible 
academia returned to the lab and the 
college srudents reswned and com­
pleted their review during the re­
mainder of the morning. 

Such displays take hours to set up. 
So, in order to make maximal use of 
his efforts, Dr. Shiber availed the lab 
display in the afternoon to two troops 
of brownies from Prestonsburg, ac­
companied by their troop leaders, 
Kathy Adams and Brenda Coleman, 
and several parents. The brownies 
were impressed by the variety of 
animals, most of which they had never 
seen before. On hand with Dr. Shiber 
to assist the children and answer 
questions were Sheila Kennard, an 
animal biology student, and Ella 

Goble, a student from !ast spring's 
animal biology class. 

Before their departure, eacb child 
received a fossil replica, a pencil, 
some candy, and some reading mate­
rial to keep them actively involved: 
three popular articl~s a~ut ~e nat~-~ 
ral history of certam mterbdal am­
mats, two of which can be observed 
on our east coast beaches; a list of 
Kentucky's endangered species; and 
a phylogenetic tree showing the rela­
tionship of modem day reptiles and 
birds to the early reptiles (i.e., dino­
saurs). When asked what they liked 
most in the display, each child had a 
different answer: .. The starfish!", 
"The piglets!", "The octopus!", "The 
coyote!" ... Evidently, there was some­
thing for everyone in the lab that day! 

Dr. Shiber, who introduced the 
concept of "hands-on" zoological• 
demonstrations for students at PCC 
and the local community nearly a 
year ago, has found that being given 
the .. real thing" or tangible item, to 
observe and/or handle does wonders 
for a person's learning experience. 

"It gives a person volumes of infor­
mation-information which stays 
with him or her for a long time," says 
Dr. Shiber ... And this is true at every 
level of education. In our college, 
where the budget for zoological needs 
is minimal and materials for in-Jab 
dissections often are notreadily avail­
able, a display such as this is particu­
larly useful to the students. Also, 
many students become further in- ~ 
valved by providing specimens and 
collections of specimens for the dis­
plays." 

Indeed, many new contributions 
could be seen in the zoology lab this 
time: a shell collection, donated by 
Veronica Koontz, some local birds, 
crayftsh/crawdads, and other pre­
served specimens contributed by a 
number of students. Just for this 
demonstration, Bonnie Reynolds 
donated a large snapping turtle which 
had been eating her tomato plants 
alongwithagood-sizedcatfish. There 
were also some newly-taxidermed 
animals: a woodchuck/ground hog, a 
skunk, a few owls and hawks, and 
even a small collection of arthropods 
(beetles) of medicinal or, as claimed, 
of aphrodisiac importance. Contri­
butions to the zoology lab from stu­
dents and the local community are 
always welcomed.

Track and field facility good 
investment in kids' futures

There are basketball, baseball and 
football scholarships as well as aca­
demic. But there are also what is 
known as track and field scholar­
ships. 

If you have followed the track and 
field program at Allen Central during 
the past three years, you know about 
the talent that is there and also about 
the young and upcoming performers 
who will back in the years to come. 

Tile Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation, sometime back, ordered Ran­
dall Burchett Architects to do a study 
of the possibility of building a track 
and field facility at the site of Allen 
Central High School. The site would 
be used by all county schools that 
fielded a track and field team . 

Burchett returned a preliminary 
cost estimate to the board of educa­
tion at their meeting this past Tues-

day night. 
The cost ·breakdown was for in­

stalling a 400-meter running track, as 
well as preparation for moving the 
baseball field behind the high school. 
For a six lane, 400-meter track, the 
cost estimate figured out at $96,020. 
That included 29,610 square feet of 
asphalt; site preparation, lay-cold 
surface, relocate lighting and fence 
relocation. 

Current! y, the baseball field is part 
of the football facility but would be 
moved to a hollow behind the high 
school at a cost of $86,000 which 
would include site preparation, light­
ing, fencing and grass. There also 
would be an expense of preparing the 
football field at a cost of $6,000. 

The cost of installing the six -lane 
track, relocating the baseball field 
and work on the football field totals 

$188,020. 
Several concerned parents in the 

area have voiced their vote for such a 
facility that would benefit all the kids 
in the county. Local track and field 
meets could be held between schools 
as well as hosting several area meets, 
invitational meets not forgetting 
hosting a regional and sectional meet 

Betsy Layne High School is head­
ing toward a full program next year. 
Word is that Prestonsburg High 
School is thinking of getting its pro­
gram revived thiscomingspring.lbe 
best invesbnent that our school board 
members could do is install this facil­
ity. 

The school board at their meeting 
Tuesday night voted to investigate 
the proposal further, as weU as look at 
other alternatives. Board member 
Orville Duff stated that the board 
"needs to take a closer look at the 
proposal and study it more." 

A piece of ~nd that is adjacent 
to the footbaU field (an old service 
station) could be purchased and that 
would allow room for an eight-lane 
track. 

We applaud the effort of the local 
school board and their concern in 
trying to see that a track and field 
facility will be built. Every board 
member should give it their 100 per­
cent support and not let it just become 
a passing item that is soon forgotten. 
Concerned parents, coaches and fans 
alike should make sure that it isn't 
forgotten.
