The Public Properties Corpora­
tion also began efforts Thursday to 
step up consuuction in order to bring 
the project back on schedule. The 
original owners of the site, Hobart 
Potter and Jack Absher Sr., had re­
quired the grading and excavation 
contractor to be bonded, a process 
which Floyd County Development 
Authority Executive Director Darrell 
Gilliam said Thursday would take 
several weeks. The Public Properties 
Corporation authorized waiving the 
bonding process, and Eastern Ken­
tucky Racing Incorporated President 
Clyde Woods, who will lease the 
facility from the Properties Corpora­
tiononceitiscompleted,signedwaiv­
ers releasing the municipal-county

Among the most hotly-contested 
points of Jones' proposal Monday 
evening seemed to be the universal 
access clause, which mandates that 
employers statewide must provide a 
minimum beneftt health insurance 
policy to all employees effectiveJanu­
ary 1, 1994. 

Under the clause, employers 
would be required to offer, but not 
pay for, a family plan for employees, 
at an estimated cost of $116 per

Bill Monroe, "TheFatherofBlue­
grassMusic," popularized the art form 
of bluegrass music, which he learned 
from the townsfolk of Rosine and 
from his uncle, old-time fiddler 
Pendleton "Uncle Pen" Vandivere. 
An encore of Rosine: The Legacy of 
Uncle Pen, a look at the origins of 
bluegrass music and its impact on the 
culture of Western Kentucky, airs on 
KET at 11 p.m. Saturday, April3 as 
part of the Kentucky Independents 
Present series. 

Monroe drew his inspiration from 
his Western Kentucky hometown of 
Rosine, wherefor generations people 
have gathered every weekend to play 
the fiddle, gossip, sing, and make 

candy and popcorn after a bard week's 
work. 

"Uncle Pen has been immortal­
ized through the words and music of 
his now-famous nephew," says Pro­
ducer Dan Hays. "'This old-time fid­
dler unknowingly influenced an en­
tire musical culture through the early 
impact he had upon the music in 
Western Kentucky and the youth of 
yooog Monroe." 

Rosine has remained relatively 
unchanged since the introduction and 
popularization ofbluegrassandcoun­
try music, according to Hays. The 
town is at the center of the documen­
tary, which features interviews with 
its citizens-including relatives of 
Monroe and Uncle Pen-and perfor­
mances by townspeople.

Although Jones has pledged state 
subsidies to lower income residents 
and employers with annual incomes 
under $50,000, critics of the proposal 
suggested Monday that the universal 
access clause could potentially dev­
astate small businesses statewide.

Tobacco's problem is 
tobacco itself, not taxes 

In the tobacco-growing states of the Southeast 
(Kentucky included), legislators and farmers are 
once again engaged in a rear· guard action to preserve 
the cigarette industry. As usual, the argument is that 
tobacco is in trouble because of some grand con­
spiracy. 

This time, many tobacco farmers are crying foul 
over President Clinton's planned "sin tax" on ciga­
rettes as part of health care reform. To consumers, 
that might mean prices above $4 a pack. To tobacco 
farmers and their states, it means an economic pinch. 
Some are even saying this might mean the end of the 
cigarette industry. 

Maybe. But tobacco' s real problem isn't that the 
new president wants to tax it out of existence. It's that 
cigarettes kill people. 

That' s why fewer people are smoking. That's 
why the revenues from tobacco taxes are down 
across the country. And that' s why tobacco is a crop 

without much of a future, the anguished cries about 
taxes notwithstanding. As has been true for two 
decades now, the real issue is how to find alternatives 
for tobacco, not how to preserve the cigarette indus­
try.

Consumers are tired 
of poor service

It's the economy, stupid. 
Yes, we got iL 
Now, what to do with it. 
I' U leave to others the intricacies 

of supply-side, trickle-down, stock 
indexes, GDP, monetary funds, the 
FED, interest rates, foreign ex­
changes, trade tariffs, imports, ex­
ports, deficits, budget-balancing, red­
ink and such. 

I want to address a small part of 
the economy as an example of the 
challenge ahead. I do this not from 
any particular expertise but from a 
consumer point-of-view. 

Remember consumers? We'rethe 
folks who've lost confidence, they 
say.Wedon'tknowwhetherit'smore 
patriotic to save or to spend. We're 
suffering from pent·up demand that 
may or may not (multiple choice) 
break through. 

We're the people who are going to 
have to save this country's bacon by 
releasingthispent-updemandin time 
for the Chrisanas season if things are 
going to be merry and bright for re­
tailers. We could spend this reces­
sion away. We are very important 

Now. in addition to these, there 
are some things that must be known 
about us Great American consumers. 

For one, we already have a lot of 
stuff. 

For two, we really don't mind 
getting a Jot more stuff. 
. For three, most of the fun of get­

ting more stuff we don't rW.ly need 
in the first place is in the shopping: 
We are looking for bargains, or at 
leasta good buy for the money, ari~ 
since most of us are very busy doing 
something productive to make the 
money we are willing to spend for 
stuff we don't much need-we want 
that shopping to be as recreational, 
time-efficient and hassle-free as it is 
reasonably possible to be. 

We have just hit the wall. 
As an illustration, here is the tme 

s:ory of how two very willing Olym­
ptc-class consumers spent their only 
day off in a very busy week, consum­
ing-or at least giving it the all­
American try. 

We checked the newspaper in­
serts for the best buys, in advance. 

We made lists. We got ourselves to­
gether. 

We made five stops cr so. In NOT 
ONE place did we emerge without 
(1) a glitch in the scanner check-out 
or (2) a clerk's error in pricing or 
making change. 

In one store, the scanner check­
outs were "down," so nobody could 
check out until the computer was 
ready.AtalmosteverypJace, we were 
charged at least one incorrect price. 
That is, the scanner did not ring up 
either the price on the item or the 
advertised price. Always, of course, 
the correction consumed time-and 
irritated all those standing in line 
behind. This is not as bad as having to 
wait for a price on an item that is not 
marked. and this also happened. 

In more than one store, we were 
kept waiting-money and merchan­
dise in hand-in full view of employ­
ees who were (1) talking about their 
plans for the evening, (2) grousing 
about their jobs, (3) discussing their 
next break or (4) enjoying a private 
joke. 

By the time the morning was fm­
ished. so were we. We decided it is 
not a good idea to paint the house, 
have toilet paper on hand, buy clothes 
~ou already had plenty of, etc ... 

We offered to treat ourselves to a 
nice lunch. Which we did, not mind­
ing at all the slow pace of service. 
Then, we talked ourselves into des­
sert. The restaurant's posters told us 
their pies were the best in the country, 
so why not? We waited and waited 
and waited. No waitress in sight No 
real crowds demanding her attention. 
She seemed to have disappeared off 
the face of the earth. 

After a long while and a great 
measure of patience, we decided we 
could do without the pie, proceeded 
directly to the cashier who, with great 
effort , rebieved a check for us, paid 
up and left 

Sowhatdoesapieceofpiehaveto 
do with the economy? 

Well, a couple of pieces of pie 
didn't get circulated. And these two 
pieces of pie might well have meant 
an extra margin of profit to the baker 
and the owner and the supplier of 
flour and the farmer who grew the 
grain . . 

Looked at this way, a piece of pie 
is a domino. If enough pieces of pie 
are sold, one at a time, you get Par­
tridge Farm and they employ more 
people to make more pies. 

It seems simple enough. 
But, it's the service, stupid.

10-year sentence urged 
in Pike abuse case 

A circuit court jury bas recommended one of 
the stiffest penalties ever for spouse abuse in Pike 
County, a prosecutor said. 

The panel deliberated only 30 minutes Mon­
daybeforefmdingJohnL.Adkins,45,ofPikeville 
guilty of se~ond-degree assault against his wife, 
Karen Adkins, 45. It recommended a maximum 
10-year-prison sentence. 

The case stemmed from an incident October 
20, 1990, in which Karen Adkins alleged that 
John Adkins assaulted her with a pool cue and 
then used it to bat broken pieces of glass against 
her face. 

Commonwealth's Attorney RonaldL. Burchett 
said Karen Adkins testified that her husband 
attacked her in October 1990 because she refused 
to leave their home. She said he struck her on the 
head, face, arms and body with the pool stick and 
stomped on her foot 

"An interesting thing, to me, was that she 
stayed with him until August 1991 and wrote 
letters both to her attorney and our office, saying 
it didn't happen," Burchett said. 

The letters were introduced as evidence by the 
defense attorney that the attack never happened, 
Burchett said, but Karen Adkins told the jury her 
husband coerced ber to write them. 

"She was afraid he • d leave her," Burchett said. 
"He had convinced her she could not support 
herself. She had no skills or formal training. She 
was convinced she had to live with him in order to 
survive, no matter what he did." 

Burchett said Karen Adkins finally moved to . 
Ohio. "I don' tknow what the catalyst was, but she 
got a job as a housekeeper at a hotel and felt secure 
enough to come back here and testify."-Lexing· 
ton Herald-Leader

spend 90 days in jail for endangering her child. 

Judge Howard Keith Hall's fmal sentence for

Anderson was convicted March 9 of endan­
gering the welfare of her then nine-month-old 
daughter. Police testified that Anderson left the 
child in a hot apartment witb no ventilation while 
she went to the grocery store with a friend last 
June. 

The Department of Social Service took the 
child into custody, but returned it to Anderson in 
September, after sbe enrolled in parenting classes.
