Administrators sue school board

Three Floyd County school ad­
ministrators have filed a lawsuit 
against the board of education to pre­
vent the implementation of central 
office reorganization plan. 

The administrators are also ask­
ing the state's attorney general to 
declare void actions taken by the 
board to approve the plan which, they 
claim, was discussed during three 
"illegal" closed sessions. 

The lawsuit, filed late Thursday 
on behalfofPeteGrigsby Jr., Tommy 
Thompson and Wayne Ratliff, is seek­
ing a restraining order and in junction 
to prevent implementing the board 
approved reorganization plan. 

Closed sessions held by the board 
at meetings on March 25, 27,30 and 
April3, were in violation ofthestate's 
Open Meeting Law, the lawsuit 
claims, because general personnel 
matters were discussed. 

The lawsuit, filed by attorney 
Mickey McGuire, also claims that 
McGuire complained about the Open 
Meetings violation to board attorney 

. Cliff Latta and that Latta's response 
to the complaint two ~ys later was 
illegal because the sch6ol board did 
not meet during that time and could 

not have authorized Latta to respond. 
The suit also seeks $100 for each 

administrator for each alleged viola­
tion.

At racing commission meeting : 

Local racing group 
gets warm response

Former Governor Julian Carroll 
and Eastern Kentucky Racing Incor­
porated haven't closed the betting 
window on live racing at Eastern 
Kentucky in 1993-- yet. Carroll is 
wagering that, with a little luck, the 
once-adversarial Kentucky Racing 
Commission will decide to conduct 
i~ annual end-at-season celebration 
at Kentucky Downs itself this year. 

Carroll said Thursday that he had 
met with racing commissior.er Nate 
Shaler prior to Wednesday's com­
mission meeting at Churchill Downs 
in Louisville. Shaler suggested that 
the commission might be persuaded 
to hold its Final Fairgrounds race 
meet at Kentucky Downs, thus mak­
ing the facility eligible for intertrack 
wagering dates later this year. 

"I think we got at least a warmer 
reception out of the commission yes­
terday than we had received in some 
time ... ," Carroll said, due in large 
part to legislation proposed by House 
Majority Leader Greg Stumbo that 
would abolish the present commis-

sion. That legislation has met with a 
very favorable response from leaders 
in both the state House of Represen­
tatives and Senate, Carroll said. 

In fact, Carroll added, "There were 
no negative comments by any of tbe 
commissioners at all, which is ... quite 
a change." Carroll and other Eastern 
Kentucky delegates had previously 
reported being subjected to insults 
and unfounded accusations at racing 
commission meetings by members 
of the commission itself and by mem­
bers of the thoroughbred industry. 

Another positive aspect of 
Wednesday's meeting, Carroll said, 
is that racing commissioners offi­
cially canceled Kentucky Downs' 
previously authorized meet. 

"If we had failed... to hold our 
meet as previously authorized," 
Carroll said, "that would have given 
the commission grounds for revok­
ing our status .... " That status cur­
rently prohibits Kentucky Off-Track 
Betting Incorporated from placing an 
off-track betting parlor anywhere 
within a 75-mile radius of the Ken-

Prater murder case 
waived to the grand jury

Proceedings continued Thursday 
in the apparently drug-related death 
of an Auxier teen. 

Darrell Williams, 32; William 
Blackburn, 24; and Jerry Michael 
Martin, 22, all of Grethel, were ar­
restednearMudCreekearlyTuesday 
morning less than an hour after 19-
year-old Shawn Patrick Prater died 
of a gunshot wound to the chest. 

Kentucky State Police Detective 
.Joel Newsome testified Thursday in 
Floyd District Court that Prater was a 
passenger in a vehicle driven by his 
brother-in-law,BillyRayCraft, when 

he was shot Craft was allegedly fol­
lowing the defendants after finding 
them attempting to steal marijuana 
from his private crop late Monday 
evening. 

During their escape attempt, 
Newsome said, the three men stopped 
at Blackburn's grandfather's house 
to borrow a 12-gauge shotgun. Craft 
apparently followed the defendants 
south on U.S. 23 near Betsy Layne 
when Martin, sitting in the back of 
the pick-up truck, allegedly fired a 
slug from the shotgun, killing Prater, 
Newsome said. 

Williams was charged with capi­
tal murder. Blackburn was charged

and Jailer candidate Junior Joseph 
._ after multiple mechanical malfunc­

tions at polling places around the 
county prompted cries of fraud and 
negligence. 

Boyd said that the only major 
changes revealed in the recanvass 
carne for jailer candidate Herman 
Conn, who ended up losing 26 votes; 
and in the county surveyor's race in 
which winner Larry E. Greer picked 
up 66 votes and challenger Reed 
Stamper picked up 39 votes from the 
previously untallied Branham's 
Creek precinct. Greer finished with 
6,393 votes, Boyd said, and Greer 
with 3,835. 

Although the recanvass had no 
effect other than to further drain the 
county's already-depleted coffers, 
Boyd said, an official recount re­
quested in a lawsuit against Aoyd 
County Judge/Executive John M. 
Stumbo, Boyd and other election of­
ficials has yet to take place. 

McKinney has charged that 
Stumbo conspired with other candi­
dates m the May primary to "pool" 
their money and use it to buy votes. 

Stumbo has denied those claims. 
McKinney has further asked that 

the county judge/executive's race be 
declared null and void and that he be 
declared the winner. 

The recount must take place in 
Floyd Circuit Court, Boyd said, and 
will cost an estimated $5,000, which 
McKinney will be forced to pay if he 
loses the suit. 

Despite criticisms by state offi­
cials that progress is slow in Aoyd 
County, Towler feels that the district 
is in a position to move forward. 

"I do think that we have laid the 
foundation this year to go ahead," 
Towler added. "We have a lot of 
work thatremains to be done. We've 
still got a lot more to do." 

Towler was hired by the board last 
July after the board's choice for su­
perintendent, Nebraska educator Bill 
Zitterkopf, was vetoed by Education 
Commissioner Thomas Boysen. 
Boysen recommended that the board 
hire Towler as superintendent. The 
commissioner has since admitted that 
it was a mistake to interfere with the 
superintendent selection process in 
Aoyd County. 

Towler and the local board have 
been criticized and threatened with 
removal for office by Boysen and 
state school board chairman Joe Kelly 
for the slow pace of implementing 
improvements in the Aoyd County 
system. 

Boysen said last month that school 
leaders have until September to dem­
onstrate a valid efT on toward educa­
tion reform in Floyd County or he 
could follow through on his threat to 
remove school officials.

Gov. Brereton Jones struck a symbolic blow 

Tuesday for the regular folks who were unable lo 
come to Frankfort to lobby alongside the heavy­
weights on health care reform. 

He vetoed part of the only bill that won lcgislati vc 
approval. His veto means there won't be a JXX>l of 
$120 million set aside for reimbursements the state 
pays to hospitals that provide care for the uninsured. 
The state will continue to pay for indigent care but 
will have flexibility in the way it spends the money, 
perhaps making more available to rural hospitals 
than they otherwise would have received. FurU1er-

more, Jones and his Cabinet·officials don't think the 
state will need $120 million for the job. lbey think 
it will take $80 million. Jones' veto ensures that there 
won't be a pot of money that hospitals can bill until 
it's drained. 

lie and legislative leaders made sure that hospi­
tals will receive reimbursements only after the hos­
pitals docun1ent the care they provided. But Jones' 
actions go farther for taxpayers because he said his 
Cabinet will provide more scrutiny over payments, 
including denying compensation for indigent care 
costs that are shifted to patients with private insur­
ance. 

Unlike some legislators, he didn't reward t11e 
hospitals for the strength of their lobbying efforts. 
The hospital lobby simply muscled the reimburse­
ment plan through the legislature. 

Jones' veto send<; a message that he is willing to 
stand finn in the face of such pressure, even if some 
lawmakers can't.

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Taxpayers who fear filing 
can get the help they need 

DEAR ABBY: On May 11, 1992, 
you responded to an individual who 
wrote to say that because of a series 
of extenuating circumstances, she did 
not me her tax return one year. 

As she missed filing once, she was 
afraid to file again the following year 
for fear of the consequences, so she 
had not filed since. You referred her 
to Enrolled Agents (EAs), who are 
authorized to represent taxpayers 
before all administrative levels of the 
IRS, and can help get people "back 
on track" with the government. 

The response to your column was 
astounding! Here at the headquarters 
of the National Association of En­
rolled Agents (NAEA), we received 
more than 10,000 tel~phone inquir­
ies from people who bad failed to file 
their tax returns- thanks to our 
24-hour EA Referral Service botline 
((800) 424-4339). We also received 
approximately 800 letters from tax­
payers who had, likewise, disap­
peared from the tax rolls and decided 
to come forward. 

We responded to each request from 
these concerned individuals (within 
48 hours) with a list of member EAs 
in their area. Furthermore, for those 
who called our main business line 
(because they were wary of divulg­
ing their mailing address), we pro­
vided the. names of EAs on the spot. 

The lime has finally come for 
non-filers to stop living in fear and to 
get on with their lives; it is critical 
that they beadvisedoftheiRS' assur­
ance that those who come forward 
voluntarily will not face criminal pros­
ecution! 

Moreover, three out of four people 
who file tax returns receive refunds. 
Because there is a statute of limita­
tions (generally three years), time is 
of the essence to file those past-due 
returns in order to obtain a refund.

GOINS WANTS TO SET 
RECORD STRAIGIIT 

Beaver Creek Little League 
President J irnmy Goins was un­
available for comments in an ear­
lier article in A Look At Sports on 
the controversy that bas sur­
rounded Billy Hall, a member of 
the Drift Astros Little League 
team. 

Hall has been declared ineli­
gible to take part in the all-star 
tournaments next month because 
he earlier in the year signed up to 
play in the Prestonsburg Little 
League before going back to Drift. 

The finger of guilt has been 
pointed at Goins as league presi­
dent, not only by Clinis I lall coach 
of the Astros, but the Southern 
Regional Little League office in 
St. Petersburg, Florida. 

But Goins contends that he was 
not aware of the situation 
concerning Bill Hall until he at­
tended the District 7 meeting this 
past Sunday night. 

"I did not know anything about 
Billy up until that time," said a 
confused Goins. "How could I do 
something about the matter if I 
didn't know anything about it." 

Goins said that he knew that 
Hall was playing in the Beaver 
Creek Little League and had been 
for the past three years. 

"But I didn't know that be went 
down and signed up to play in the 
Prestonsburg League," said Goins. 

Frank Goins, who is assisting 
Jimmy in the Beaver Creek Little 
League, echoed the same thing. 

"Billy's mom called me at work 
and said that Billy wanted to play 
at Drift and could he play ball," 
said Goins. "I asked her if he had 
played any games with the team in 
Prestonsburg and she told me no 
that he had only practiced with 
them. 

"I told her that I didn't see any 
reason why he (Billy) could not 
play for Drift." 

Goins contends with brother 
Jimmy that he had no idea that 
Billy had gone tbrou gh the draft at 
Prestonsburg. 

"If we had known things would 
have been different," said Frank. 

Jimmy received a fax from the 
Southern Regional office in 
Florida explaining the ruling on 
the situation. 

The letter was addressed to Mr. 
Goins and the reference was to an 
"inquiry aboutaplayerwhomoved 
out of the Beaver Creek Little 
League's boundaries and was reg­
istered, tried-out and was placed 
on a team in the League he now 
resides. 

The ruling was quoted from 
Regulation 11(d) which stated "a 
waiver request under Regulation 
11 (d) must be filed within 14 days 
after the start of the regular season 
for a player to be eligible fDr that 
season. We have no such waiver 
on file. 1f a player registers, tries 
out, and is placed on a team in a 
League where he or she resides, 
he or she is eligible to participate 
only in that League." 

The letter was signed by Lance 
Van Auken, Assistant Southern 
Regional Director. 

Like all the others, Jimmy 
Goins says that wish there were 
some way Billy could still play in 
the all-star competition. But, ac­
cording to the ruling, the 12-year­
old kid will have to watch this one 
from the sidelines and he is the 
only loser in this game. 

Goins brought up a valid point 
when he stated that had everyone 
(including Dickie Jarvis) closed 
their eyes to the maller in last 
Sunday's meeting and not spoken 
up, then it could have caused prob­
lems down theroad(shouldateam 
advance on in tournament play) 
for the rest of the team should they 
advance. 

"They check everything very 
close," said Goins. "And if some­
one else knew about it they prob­
ably would have spoken up and 
then the team would have to go 
back :llld forfeit all their games. 

'Ibe problem here is just a mat­
ter of ignoring all the rules that 
apply. The rules arc, that if a player 
signs up, tries out, goes through 
the draft and is placed on a team,
