A Floyd County woman was killed 
Wednesday morning in a two-car 
accident at Stanville. 

Betty S. Ratliff, 56, of Stanville, 
was killed just after 7 am.

The accident happened at around 
11:15a.m.Hallwaspronounceddead 
at 12:40 p.m. at the Appalachian Re­
gional Hospital in McDowell.

Ratliff was pronounced dead at 
the scene by Floyd County Coroner 
Roger Nelson. 

Bevins and the passenger in her 
vehicle were transported to the Meth­
odist Hospital in Pikeville where they 
were treated and released. 

Police said seat belts were in use 
in both vehicles and air bags de­
ployed in the Bevins vehicle. 

Responding to the scene were 
members of the Floyd County 
Sheriffs Department, Betsy Layne 
Volunteer Fire Department and Re­
spond Ambulance Service. 

The accident is under investiga­
tion and is being reconstructed by 
KSP trooper Scott Hazlette. 

Ratliff is survived by her hus­
band, John Graham Ratliff; a son, 
Joseph Fred Schmidt of Richfield, 
Idaho; and a brother, Fred Douglas 
Schmidt of Chicago, Illinois.

Faulty lift blamed 
for student's injuries

Testimony is scheduled to resume 
at noon today (Friday) in a civil case 
between a 17-year-old student and 
the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion. 

Tammy Hunt sued the school 
board after she allegedly was trapped 
ina school bus lift in November 1991 
for approximately 20 minutes. Hunt, 
who has muscular dystrophy, and her 
mother, Doris Hunt who drove the 
bus, claim the school system's trans­
portation department failed to cor­
rect reported problems with the lift. 

out and up. It rammed her head into 
the top of the van and her neck was 
twisted. She was caught like a bird in 
a bird cage." 

Defense attorney Sandra Spurgeon 
argued that the school's transporta­
tion department responded to every 
complaint made concerning the bus 
lift and that the mechanics were quali­
fied to work on the mechanism. She 
said Tammy Hunt was not perma­
nently injured and suffered only a 
neck sprain. 

"Her condition pre-existed and 
was not caused by the accident," 
Spurgeon told the jury. "Tammy was 
taken to Highlands Regional Medi­
cal Center after the accident and was 
x -rayed. There were no broken bones;

OEAhanded 
school probe

State officials are continuing an 
investigation into allegations of im­
proper spending in the Floyd County 
Head Start program. 

Head Start director Janie Bailey 
and bookkeeper Ruth DeRossett were 
suspended without pay last week fol­
lowing a week -long investigation into 
the program by local school officials, 
the state's Office of Education Ac­
countability (OEA) and officials with 
the Big Sandy Community Action 
Program, which administers Head 
Start programs in the Big Sandy re­
gion. 

Floyd superintendent Steve 
Towler said Tuesday that the investi­
gation has been turned over to OEA 
and a report on the probe is expected 
within 30 days. 

"We are not actively doing any 
work ourselves," Towler said Tues­
day. "We are relying on the OEA. If 
they determine they are not going to 
do anything else, we' II probably wait 
to sec their report before we make a 
final decision." 

Towler also said Tuesday that 
former assistant superintendent Pete 
Grigsby Jr., who supervised the Head 
Start program, had "mentioned con­
cerns about travel expenses" in the 
program last July. 

"I don't know the details about 
past problems," Towler said. "I do 
know when I first came here a year 
ago, Mr. Grigsby mentioned some 
concerns he had, immediately, right 
there. It had to do with some travel 
and so forth. But, there was never 
really any formal investigation or any 
formal report done at that point. The 
year went along without any other 
serious problems that I was aware of. 
And, then toward the end, I heard 
some (things) that had to do with 
another meeting or so. Then some-

one mentioned a credit card and I 
didn't know about that One thing led 
to another and I thought we needed to 
check the whole thing out." 

Grigsby said last week that he had 
initiated the in-house investigation in 
May after "a large bill came across" 
his desk concerning trips made by 
Head Start personnel. He said ques­
tions over the May expenses were

McKenzie 
shot after 
dispute

A Prestonsburg man remains in a 
West Virginia hospital fo1Iowing 
multiple surgeries for three gunshot 
wounds suffered in an altercation 
Saturday evening. 

According to a report issued by 
the Pikeville Post of the Kentucky 
State Police, 21-year-old Mark 
McKenzie was shot in the forearm, 
back and chest after allegedly argu­
ing with P..-r:, _ond Lee Carroll, 34, at 
Carroll's West Prestonsburg resi­
dence. 

McKenzie was taken to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center and later 
transferred to Cabell-Huntington 
Hospital in West Virginia 

A spokesperson for Cabell-Hun­
tington said Thursday that 
McKenzie's condition has been up­
graded to fair. 

Carroll was charged with first de­
gree assault and lodged in the Floyd 
County Jail pending ten percent of a. 
$15,000 cash bond. 

In opening arguments Thursday, 
Hunt's attorney, Ned Pillersdorf, said 
that because of the incident the girl's 
neck was twisted and that her ability 
to walk for short distances has been 
impaired. The attorney claimed that 
transportation department employees 
failed to make a conscientious effort 
to repair the bus lift.

"Tammy's mother, Doris Hunt, 
and Betty Akers reported problems 
with the lift to various representa­
tives of the school board," Pillersdorf 
said. "They were made aware and 
given notice of the problems with the 
lift.

Regional law enforcement offic­
ers met Thursday at May Lodge to 
receive a $134,000 grant presented 
by Justice Cabinet Commissioner 
Billy Wellman for the formation of a 
Mountain Area Drug Task Force. 

Sheriffs and chiefs of police from 
six counties and two cities will be the 
governing body for the task force 
which will target street level. drug 
dealers. Local agencies contributed 
$44,000 in matching monies for the 
task force to be added to the federal 
grant for a total of $178,000. 

Floyd, Knott, Magoffin, Pike, 
Perry and Letcher coon ties along with 
the cities of Prestonsburg and Hazard 
will be represented on the task force. 

Wellman told officers Thursday 
that cooperation is the key to have an 
effective task force and equipment 
used by the Governor's Marijuana 
Task Force would be made available 
to the group. 

"By working together, there's 
nothing we can't accomplish," 
Wellman said. "One of the greatest 
things we can do is combine our 
resources. We'vegottheasseLSavail­
able to assist you. It's a team effort. 
We're sending notice to those in-

vol ved with drugs that we're after the 
users, seilers and growers." 

Wellman told officers that as a 
result of an audit of another task 
force, the group needs to maintain 
accountability and to maintain unity. 

"I encourage you to be account­
able with inventory and equipment," 
Wellman said. "Equipment needs to 
be made available to the task force, 
not just one department. You can' tlet 
one county dominate the task force in 
days to come. It could cause dissen­
sion. I don 'tanticipate problems with 
the groups as there have been with 
others."

Teacher given ''golden apple''

Reba Sue Hammond, a teacher 
at Betsy Layne High School, 
knows from experience what it is 
like to be a high school dropout. 

Married at 14, she quit school. 
However, she soon realized that a 
lack of education was a financial 
dead end. She returned to school 
at 16 and graduated from college 
at 19. As a teacher, this experience 
and her enthusiasm for education 
have inspired many ofher"atrisk" 
students to finish high school and 
pursue vocational job training. 

Her work also has caught the 
eye of a teacher recognition award 
program. 

She was recently named an 
Ashland Oil 1993 Golden Apple 
Teacher Achiever Award winner 
for excellence in teaching. Eleven 

thousand teachers from four par­
ticipating states (Kentucky, Min­
nesota, Ohio and West Virginia) 
were nominated for the honor. 
Hammond was one of 156 se­
lected. 

Hammond, a teacher for the 
federal Job Training Partnership 
Act program (JTP A), was nomi­
nated by Betsy Layne principal AI 
Osborne for her teaching efforts 
in the Project Esteem program. 
The program is designed to pre­
vent "at risk" students from drop­
ping out of school. 

Each nominee was judged on a 
portfolio submitted to a panel of 
educators. Portfolios included es­
says describing the teacher's 
teaching methods, teaching as a 
profession, teaching philosophy, 
educational developmenl/profes­
sional achievement and commu­
nity service. 

Hammond, a native of Pre­
stonsburg, said she didn't really 
intend to teach, but "fell into it." 

She graduated from Morehead 
State University with a degree in 
law and accounting with a minor

in English and social studies. Af­
ter a brief stint with the IRS, she 
was offered a high school teach­
ing position in vocational educa­
tion at a Louisville school. Soon 
she was hooked on teaching. She 
was voted teacher of the year and 
she was also the first woman to 
become president of Louisville 
City Schools' Vocational Asso­
ciation. From September 1985 un­
til this past school year, she taught 
English at Betsy Layne High 
School. 

In preparation for her job as 
JTPA teacher and for the self­
esteem project, she has taken 
workshops in dropout prevention, 
self-esteem, and drug abuse pre­
vention. 

Hammond believes that the 
secret to success in any field, es­
pecially teaching, is enthusiasm. 
"Enthusiasm, or the lack of it, 
shows through our students," she 
wrote in her philosophy essay titled 
'The Enthusiastic Teacher'. "En­
thusiasm is contagious ... " 

"Teaching makes me feel that 
I'maccomplishinggoodandgreat 
things for my life and others as 
well, " she added. "I feel the most 
important thing I do for my stu-

dents is give them the desire to 
learn and succeed in every area of 
their lives and not just in school ... " 

In the JTP A program, she wrote 
that she "works on individual stu­
dent needs and learning styles by 
having conferences with my stu­
dents, teach them what they arc 
interested in and are best able to 
do in the job market" 

She did that this past year 
through individual student apti­
tude testing, teaching basic read­
ing, math and computer skills, and 
throughcooperativelearning ven­
tures with local businesses. 

Hammond compared her work 
as a teacher to that of a gardener. 
"It's like putting a garden out and 
you sow and sow and sow and 
think that you will never reap any­
thing and one day you do reap. 
You reap all these awards. And I 
saw kids whowantedtoquitschool 
and then they didn't"

The Brimstone mine is operated 
by the Shipyard River Coal and Ter­
minal Company, doing business as 
Knott County Mining. 

Gene Atkisson, legal counsel for 
the Department of Mines and Miner­
als, told reporters Wednesday that 
the incident was especially troubling 
because the state has now recorded 
nine mine fatalities since January 1, 
1993. Only nine people were killed in 
Kentucky mines in all of 1992, 
Alkisson said, setting a record low 
for the state. 

Atkisson said that although Hall's 
death may not be considered a fluke, 
it was "clearly a case of being in the 
wrong place at the wrong time." 

"Anycoalminefatalityisamatter 
of significant concern to us," Atkisson 
continued. "We remain committed to 
alleviating all such fatalities through 
vigorous inspecting and retraining 
programs."

Corporate filing deadline extended 
Corporations in Floyd County that 

missed the June 30 deadline to file 
their annual reports have a reprieve 
until October 30, according to Secre­
tary of State Bob Babbage . 

A total of 19,772 corporations are 
classified in "bad standing" for fail­
ure to flle their required reports by 
theJune30deadline.A totalof60,271 
corporations met the fl.l.ing deadline. 

The corporate annual report is re­
quired by law and is sent to each 
corporation at the address given by 
the corporation as its principal office 
address. The annual reports are mailed 
by the Secretary of State's office be­
tween January and May annually. 

When a corporation misses the 

flling deadline, a 60-day notice of 
pending revocation is mailed to the 
registered offlce address. Failure to 
me the annual report within the 60-
day time period results in administra­
tive dissolution of the corporation. 

A change in the registered office 
or registered agent must be on the 
forms supplied by the Secretary of 
State, accompanied by a $10 filing 
fee for proflt, stock corporations and 
$5 for nonproflt, nonstock corpora­
tions. 

A total of 2,627 new corporations 
filed their papers with the Secretary 
of State during the second quarter of 
this year. During the First quarter 
2, 732 new corporations filed their 
papers with the Secretary of State.

Sound Advice 
New ethics commission wisely tells 
legislators to heed intent of the law 

George Barker, chairman of the new Legislative Ethics Commission, 
has offered some sound advice to legislators: "Go that extra mile to avoid 
the appearance of unethical conduct." 

Ethics legislation approved during a special session of the Kentucky 
General Assembly earlier this year created the independent commission 
and gave it the power to interpret the law and to investigate legislators 
accused of violations. 

Already, the commission has discovered possible loopholes in the 
statute. Lawmakers might be surprised at the leeway, which the commis­
sion is just now discovering, according to Commissioner Cornelia 
Atherton Serpell. 

Serpell suggested last week that the commission start flagging problems 
for attention during next year's legislative session. That's a good idea, but 
in the meantime, commission members say they are likely to advise 
against activities that may not be technical violations of the law but that 
nonetheless contravene its spirit. 

Legislators and lobbyists already have begun asking the commission for 
opinions about various scenarios that technically aren't illegal. 

For example, a legislator wanted to represent a friend for free before a 
state agency. The law only prohibits representing clients for pay before 
certain state agencies. 

Technically, the legislator could represent the friend because he's not 
being paid, legislative lawyers have said. But Barker said Tuesday that 
doesn't seem to be the law's intent. He said a member of the public 
"doesn't know whether he's being compensated or not, and it gives the 
appearance of impropriety." 

Right. The intent of the new law is to discourage legislators from being 
unduly influenced by paid lobbyists and special interest groups and to 
prevent them from using their positions to influence the decisions of state 
agencies in non-legislative matters. If actions are so questionable that 
legislators or lobbyists think it necessary to seek opinions from the ethics 
commission, they would be wise to avoid them.

Hospice 
provided my family with the 
professional medical service and the 
emotional support which sustained 
us through our crisis.

Not only did they buy and 
administer medications, but they also 
provided aid for patient bathing and 

hygiene. Theirmostimportantservice 
to us, however, was the emotional 
support. They gave us counseling on 
the acceptance of death and the grief 
process, financial advice and, above 
all, they were there when Dad died. 

Each Hospice employee who came 
to our home was professional and 
loving. We will forever be in their 
debt. 

Hospice is not a government 
sponsored agency. They accept 
whatever payment is allowed by the 

patient's insurance, but no one is ever 
denied service or asked for extra 
payment. 

Not all Kentucky counties are 
lucky enough to have Hospice. I 
cannot imagine how my family could 
have endured our loss without them. 
I hope our community will continue 
to support this wonderful organization 
with generous donations.

In greed's grasp 
Kentucky Republicans bad reason to wince when 

they learned that ex-Congressman Larry Hopkins is 
keeping the excess campaign funds that he accumu­
lated during 14 years in the U.S. House of Representa­
tives. 

For years they supported his campaigns for the 
legislature, Congress and finally governor. He prom­
ised time and time again during his last. unsuccessful 
race that be wouldn't pocket the $665,000, less taxes. 
In spite of the GOP bias against big, intrusive govern­
ment. he has a high-paying federal job in Washington 
and a congressional pension. Members of his chroni­
cally strapped party back home had reason to hope he 
might share a little. No such luck. 

The nicest thing that can be said about the law that 
allowed Mr. Hopkins to take his nest egg home is that 
it has been changed. Now, only House members whose 
service began before 1978 and ended before December 
1992 can keep unspent campaign funds. But for years. 
congressmen had an extra incentive to collect contribu­
tions from special interest givers. as Mr. Hopkins did, 
even when they had little opposition. 1be money piled 

1-ti-~··. up in what amounted to a nice retirement fund, which 

did double duty by scaring off opponents. 
The House had the decency to end this malodorous 

practice, although stories about Mr. Hopkins, Carroll 
Hubbard and others ing in their campaign funds 
help to ensure that Congress remains in low public 
esteem. 

But judging from the beleaguered status of election 
finance refonn, Congress has an infinite capacity for 
enduring embarrassment and little zest for change. Mr. 
Hopkins could have proved himself an exception by 
using a bit of his borde to boost the two-party system.

Custody wars 
Think of your parents, and of all the memories 

you've made with them. 
Mom and Dad are what you've known your entire 

life, and they exclusively defme the words "parents" 
for you. 

But what if they don't meet the biological defmition 
of that word, if they weren't the two people that created 
you? Should that change the way the law sees your 
relationship with them? 

We don't think so. But two highly publicized cus· 
tody battles highlight the emotional and legal difficul­
ties tbat are always involved in trying to answer this 
question. 

Onecasecentersaround2-year-oldJessicaDeBoer, 
whose natural mother gave her up for adoption but lied 
about who the father was on the consent fonn. She and 

the real father later reconciled, and petitioned to regain 
custody of the child. The U.S. Supreme Court last week 
upheld a state court's decision that granted them that 
right 

The other struggle involves 14-year-old Kimberly 
Mays, who was somehow "switched at birth" with 
another girl, who is now dead. Mays' natural parents 
want visitation rights, but she went to court this week 
to try to legally sever ties with them. 

It's true the decision in the DeBoer case reflects law 
that has traditionally honored biological ties between 
parents and children. It's also true that. in the DeBoer 
case, the fathernevefknowingly resigned his parental 
right-;; in the Mays case, neither parent did. 

But the law should have equal or superior interest in 
preserving the well-being of children like Kimberly 
Mays and Jessica DeBoer. Their youhg lives are now 
caught in a whirlwind of confusion because of adult 
mistakes in which they had no part. 

JessicaDeBoerwill now leave her world to live with 
near strangers who want to give her a different name. 
Mays could soon face the same situation. 

To be sure, it's hard to imagine any legal conclusion 
that could satisfy everyone involved in these cases. But 
it's harder- and nearly unconscionable- to condone 
the utter devastation of a young person's life, and then

Those are reasonable requirements that protect the 
rights of surface owners, much as a recently upheld 
1988 state constitutional amendment protected surface 
owners from having their land destroyed by companies 
using strip mining to claim coal owned through broad 
form deeds. 

Working together would give Bailey, Little and 
Mason the best chance of accomplishing their goal. -

Policy on gays in military 
is a mess

All the best and sometimes worst 

intentions ofPresidentClinton, White 
House aides, military leaders, mem­
bers of Congress, homosexual activ­
ists, legal experts, sideline advisers 
and rabble-rousers from everywhere 
have mixed the issue of gays in the 
military into indigestible bash. 

The compromise that's become 
the Clinton plan to end the gay ban 
without ending it is said to be work­
able but it's also unworkable. It at­
tempts to clarify policy and ends up 
certifying confusion. It's a solution 
which solves nothing. 

The Clinton plan may prove of 
some use, bringing the nation and all 
the participants in the argument to a 
simple either-or proposition: Either 
the U.S. military keeps the present 
ban on homosexuals--acknowledg­
ing some will enlist and serve se­
cretly-Or it drops the ban without 
conditions. There's no compromise. 

The core of the dispute remains as 
it's been from the moment Clinton 
embarked on his excursion into pan­
dering for the homosexual vote dur­
ing his presidential campaign, prom­
ising then and later repeating the 
promise that as president he--easy as 
the stroke of a pen-would end the 
military ban against gays and lesbi­
ans. 

The apparent import of the prom­
ise was what homosexuals themselves 
had not before held to be possible or 
an urgent priority of tbe gay commu­
nity; that homosexuals could openly 
serve in the military services. 

In the emotion-laden discussions 
that followed, gay and lesbian ser­
vice personnel and their supporters 
rejoiced that the promised Clinton 
action would allow them to "come 
out of the closet" and "stop living a 
lie." 

What President Clinton may not 
have known then but does now is that 
it's impossible-not just difficult, but 
impossible-for gay men and lesbi­
ans to serve "openly" in the Ameri­
can military. 

Some day, not when the media 
judges the national mood in New 
York or San Francisco cr Washing­
ton, D.C., but when and if there's a 
genuine change in the attitude of 
Ainericans everywhere, it may be 
possible for homosexuals to serve 
"openly" in the military. 

But not now. And many critics of 
the Clinton plan, whatever their sexual 
lifestyles, are right in branding it as 
tinkering of the worst kind, a product 
that only aggravates a siwation that 
for now defies compromise. 

Gays and lesbians, if and when the 
Clinton plan is finally adopted, may 
not in fact "come out of the closet" or 
"stop living a lie" in the services. 
Theycouldnotbeopenlyhomosexual 
in the military, on or off base. 

The ba'n against homosexuals 
would actually continue but recruit­
ers wouldn't be allowed to ask about 
homosexuality. Some limits would 
be set on in-service investigations of 
suspected or acknowledged homo­
sexuals. 

Then again, as it became clear in a 
Senate bearing the day after Clinton's 
plan was announced, nobody--cer­
tainly not the nation·s top military 
leaders-·appears to fully understand 
what will flow from the Clinton com­
promise plan. 

Members of Congress, who could 
if the mood comes on them, abandon 
the Clinton plan and codify the mili­
tary ban against homosexuals into 
law, are less clear about it than the 
military leaders. 

At one point Sen. Sam Nurm, D­
Ga. the chairman of the Senate Armed 
Services Committee and the most 
influential military authority in Con­
gress, complained at the prospects 
for confusion and contradiction in 
the president's proposal. 

''This has to be pinned down," 
said Nunn, suggesting every superior 
officer in the services might some­
time or another have to "call the at­
torney general" for legal guidance. 

Defense Secretary Les Aspin, hec­
tored for nearly three hours during 
the Senate hearing as he tried to ex­
plain the inexplicables of the Clinton 
plan, reached what sounded like his 
own exasperated conclusion. 

"If a person is homosexual, they 
would be much more comfortable 
pursuing another profession than the 
military," Asp in declared. It's some­
thing to think about.

Fish used to 
outnumber 
fishermen

It's nothing shon of amazing how 
far flShing has come since I first ven­
iured onto the TV A lakes of East 
Tennessee as a kid in the late' 40s and 
early '50s. 

Compared to modem gear, the 
tackle we used back then was so 
crude you'd be laughed off the water 
if you set forth wilh it today. 

Plenty of people felt no need for 
anything fancier than a cane pole 
with a length of coarse linen line 
attached and a bobber to provide no­
tice of bites . 

Fly rods were in existence, of 
course, but the only place I'd ever 
seen one had been in pictures in the 
outdoor magazines. Spinning gear 
was in the frrst stages of its transat­
lantic migration from Europe to the 
U.S.A.. and most fishermen bad never 
heard of it 

Thus, if you wanted to step up to 
something that offered a liUle more 
versatility than the traditional cane 
pole, bait casting tackle was the only 
reasonable option and it was a primi­
tive one. 

Metal rods were still the order of 
the day, and while they may have 
worked fine as radio antennas, they 
left a good bit to be desired for flSh­
ing.

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Bassin' with the Pros 
Shallow cover near 

deep water often holds 
summer bass 

If locating and catching bass have 
been a problem for you this summer, 
it may be time to change yow- fishing 
philosophy. You don't necessarily 
have to work deep water, just close to 
it 

That's the advice of former world 
champion Larry Nixon, a member of 
the Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff and 
winner of more than $1 million in 
bass tournament prize money. 

"I normally try to fish adjacent to 
deep water, concentrating on under­
water humps, ridges, or long tapering 
points," says Nixon. "It doesn't mat­
ter if you're fishing a shallow lake or 
a deep lake. In summer, bass prefer to 
locate near dropoffs where the depth 
changes." 

One of the easiest places to locate 
a depth change, he adds, is along a 
creek channel. Channel bends, as well 
as tapering points falling into that 
channel, are often productive, espe­
cially on natural, river-type lakes. 

On deeper man-made impound­
ments, Nixon looks more for the 
ridges and bars that rise above the 
bottom to create depth changes. 

Nixon's favorite lure choice 
throughout the summer is usually a 
plastic worm, but water conditions 
may dictate other choices, such as 
jigs and crankbaits. 

"In current, I really prefer a 
crankbait because I can control it 
better," explains the Evinrude pro, 
"and if I'm fiShing deeper water, a jig 
usually produces better results. On 
some lakes where vegetation is 
present, I may even use a topwater 
lure at certain times of the day." 

The depth at which summer bass 
may be caught often surprises an­
glers, Nixon continues. If fact, if he 
isn' t catching bass at one particular 
depth, he often moves more shallow 
instead of deeper. 

''Depending on water clarity, I may 
only fish seven to 12 feet deep," be 
explains. "To me, the major key is to 
always be near deepwater, not neces­
sarily in it. 

"Of course, you have to decide 
what constitutes deep water in the 
lake you're fishing. On some lakes, 
15 feet is deep, and on others, 35 feet 
is deep. It depends on thetypeoflake 

and what the ha<>s have available to 
them." 

One thing that will nearly always 
hold bass more shallow in summer, 
says the Arkansas pro, is cover such 

as bushes, flooded timber, and even 
boatdocks. 

'"The ideal situation is to fmd heavy 
cover ~ shallow water adjacent to a 
depth change into deeper water," he 
explains. "If you can find a stumpy 
shoreline or point, for example, along 
the edge of a creek channel, you'll 
almost always fmd bass there. 

"I've done it many times." 

USING LIGHTER RODS CAN 
ELIMINATE LOSING FISH 
If you lose more than your share of 

bass because of missed strikes, the 
problem may not be fmicky fish or 
dull hooks on your lure. 

It might be your fishing rod. 
That's the opinion of Texas guide 

and professional tournament angler 
Randy pearman, who says changing 
to ligh~ action rods has solved the 
lost-bass problem for him. 

"It's especially critical with 
topwater lures like buzz baits and 
spoons," explains the Johnson Out­
boards Pro Staff angler, "because the 
fish need an extra second or two to 
actually engulf the lure before you 
set the hook. 

"A limber rod that flexes easily 
gives you this time because it bends 
as soon as the fish hits, and it contin­
ues to flex as you do set the book. 

"With a stiff rod, you actually take 
the lure away from the bass before 
the fish has a chance to get it." 

This is one reason many serious 
bass fiShermen now use fiberglass 
rods instead of graphite rods for 
crank:baits, adds Dearman. A limber 
fiberglass rod flexes the instant a fiSh 
strikes, and because the lure is nor­
mally moving rapidly when the strike 
does come, the fish hooks itself. 

"Anglers probably miss more bass 
with topwater buzz baits than on any 
other lure," says the Johnson pro, 
"because of the way the fiSh strike it. 
Some of the problems are due to the 
lure design, but most anglers miss 
because their rods are too stiff and 
don't allow the bass to completely 
get the lure. 

"As soon as the bass feels the

resistance of the rod, it opens its 
mouth and drops the lure." 

Dearman, who has been a bass 
fishing guide in east Texas for two 
decades, formerly us~d only heavy 
action rods for all his fishing, be­
cause that was the accepted practice 
in fishing. 

"Today, I don't use any heavy 
action rods," he laughs. "My favorite 
rods are medium action, and they 
have limber tips so the rods bend 
easily. I use them for spinnerbaits, 

jigs and even plastic worms, and don't 
have any problems with getting a 
good hook-set 

"Many fiShermen believe you need 
stiff, heavy action rods to be able to 
bring bass out of heavy cover and up 
to the surface, but in truth, a lighter 
action rod will do the same thing, and 
do it better. Just look at the size of the 
fish fly fishermen hook and land with 
their light rods. 

"All you have to do is learn to use 
the rod properly."

by the fishermen's thumb. Free-spool­
ing reels were as yet unknown, so 
whenever you made a cast or hooked 
into a big fish that headed for parts 
unknown, you were likely to get a 
sharp rap on the knuckles from the 
whirring reel handles if you let your 
attention wander. 

Hardly anyone owned their own 
boats in those days. The majority of 
fiShermen depended on rental fleets 
maintained by boat docks to make 
their trips afloat. Most of the rental 
boats were crude wooden affairs put 
together in the cheapest, most rudi­
mentary way imaginable. They were 
somewhat more seaworthy than bath­
tubs, but not by much. 

The typical rental boat wended its 

way from here to there by means of 
oar-power furnished by the rentee. 
However, if the rentee really wanted 
to splurge- or if perhaps he wanted 
to travel further than be figured his 
suffering back could propel him- he 
contracted for an outboard to go with 
the boat. 

Rental outboards were mostly in 
the 5- to 6-h.p. range and so tempera­
mental it took a mechanical genius to 
keep one of pesky things running for 
more than two hours back to back. 
Many an excursion that began amid 
snarling exhaust notes and clouds of 
oily smoke ended in thesubduedcreak 
of oarlocks and a fuming monotone 
of a tired angler's muttered curses. 

If memory serves me right, the 
standard fee for an ali-day boat rental 
was $2. That sounds like a ridiculous 
pittance nowadays when most boat 
docks will charge you 4 or 5 bucks 
just to use their launch ramps. But it 
was a sizable sum at a time when 
plenty of folks counted themselves 
lucky if they earned wages of $8 or 
$10 a day. 

If all this sounds about as appeal­
ing as a return to the Dark Ages, it's 
because I'm leaving out one impor­
tant part of the equation. Fishermen 
may have been few and far between 
back then, but fish surely weren't. 

The lakes were still flush with that 
initial surge of fertility that's charac­
teristic of new reservoirs, and they 
teemed with crappie, stripes, sauger, 
walleye, bream, catfiSh and large­
mouth and smallmouth bass. Some 
of the catches chalked up in those 
days would bring gasps of disbelief 
from anglers too young to remember. 

What got me to thinking about 
ancient angling history was a fishing 
trip I took recently on Fort Loudoun 
Lake, one of the most heavily used 
impoundments in the TV A chain . 
Normallyyoucouldn'tdrive me onto 
Fort Loudoun Lake with a bullwhip 
even on a weekday, much less a week­
end. 

But an old pal of mine from Vir­
ginia was down to fish in a Red Man 
tournament, and he invited me to join 
him in practice excursion the day 
before the contest Not wanting to 
miss a chance to renew an old friend­
ship, I joined him on the lake. 

From past experience, I knew 
weekend boat traffic on Loudoun is 
horrendous. But it having been sev­
eral years since I bad been foolish 
enough to venture onto the lake , 
things turned out to be much worse 
than I expected. If you could trans­
plant a carnival midway onto the 
water, you'd have a rough approxi­
mation of what it was like. 

My pal was well equipped with all 
the latest in angling technology­
Ranger boat, 150-horse Mere, 3-D 
depthfinders fore and aft and enough 
rods and lures to start up a tackle 
shop. We fished all day under a sun 
that was like a broiler and got not so 
much as the first nudge.
