Let's ask 
the auorney general to do an internal 
probe to see if the proper legislative 
proceedings are being followed. It's 
time to unleash the state agencies to 
come in and audit us." 

Mayor Kenneth Johnson ex­
plained that the $15,000 "loan" was 
used to purchase a house near the 
road to the new prison being built in 
that community. Johnson said that a 
committee was chosen to negotiate a 
contract so that the prison would re­
pay the city for buying the house. 

The house and the property was 
purchased by the city because the 
property was needed to allow access 
to the prison. 

"(Naming the committee) wasn't 
lega1 in the first place," Mayor 
Johnson said. "Once we bought the 
house, it was not in the contract with 
the prison (to pay back the$15,000)." 

Utility Commissioner Little said 
he was not asking for an investiga­
tion, only that the city "put it in writ­
ing" that the money would be repaid 
to the utility commission. 

City commissioners unanimously 
agreed to ask for an investigation to

Moonshine still is 
destroyed at Drift

In a prohibition-style raid, Floyd 
County sheriffs deputies arrestCd 
three men Sunday after finding ·a 
moonshine still and five marijuana 
plants near their home at Drift

An early morning ftre Monday 
destroyed the home of Prestonsburg 
Main Street Manager Henry Lewis 
Mayo. 

The home, located on South Lake 
Drive near Prestonsburg Fire Station 
No. 2 at Lancer, was completely en­
gulfed in flames when firefighters 
arrived, said Mike Wells, assistant 
fire chief. When ftrefigbters at Sta­
tion 2 opened their frre station door, 
they could see flames shooting out of 
the bouse, Wells said. The call had 
been dispatched to the Lancer station 
from Prestonsburg Station 1.

Following approval Tuesday of 
fmal fmancing arrangements by the 
Kentucky Economtc Development 
Finance Authority, a Chula Vista, 
California company bas announced 
the location of its new manufacturing 
and distribution facilities in Floyd 
County. RND, Inc. will locate its low 
voltage landscape lighting operation 
in the former United Central Supply 
building near Martin. With an initial 
investment of nearly $1.7 million, 
RND projects up to 300 new jobs 
over the next 2 to 3 years. 

Darrell Gilliam, executive direc­
tor of the Floyd County Develop­
ment Authority, who bas spent the 
last several months negotiating this 
project, expressed optimism for this 
new business. "This is the the frrst 
new industry to be announced from 
efforts begun over a year ago, and 
we're very excited. I really appreci­
ate all the assistance the state and the 
Floyd Fiscal Court has provided to 
make this project a reality," Gilliam 
added. 

For RND, it was a matter ofloca­
tion and local cooperation that made 
the project a reality. "Kentucky's 
positive business fmancing programs 
and the assistance we received from 
everyone in Floyd County are the 
real reasons we are able to make this 
move," said Ralpb Bowen, president 
of RND. ''We're delighted with the 
cooperation we've gotten from 
Darrell Gilliam of the Development 
Authority, JudgeS tumbo and the Fis­
cal Court, Jim Griffey, vice president 
of First Commonwealth Bank, and 
everyone at the state level; and we 
look forward to our move to Eastern 
Kentucky," he added. 

Floyd County Judge/Executive 
John M. Stumbo bailed the RND 
announcement and praised the ef­
forts of the Development Authority 
in attracting this new industry to Floyd 
County. "I'm very pleased to see our 
efforts to attract new jobs begin to 
pay off. The Development Authority 
bas done a good job and we must 
continue this important effort to di­
versify our economy and provide 
more job opportunities throughout 
the county," he said. 

RND will begin its move in the 
near future and plans to begin opera­
tions in September. From the Martin 
facility, it plans to produce and dis­
tribute a line of energy efficient land­
scape lighting products, including a 
concrete "Step-Lite."The "Step-Lite" 
is a concrete stepping stone illumi­
nated by a ring of low voltage lights.

hers of the joint BOP heard testimony 
from witnesses endorsing the devel­
opment of a Floyd County harness 
racing facility and from harness rac­
ing officials concerned about the fu­
ture of their industry. 

Bill SJX>nsors Benlley and Stumbo 
advised the committee that their pro­
JX>sed legislation was directed at a 
newly-formed state racing commis­
sion dominated by thoroughbred in­
terests that was perceived to have 
"stifled" standardbred racing and par­
ticularly the Floyd County harness 
project. 

The legislators, both of whom rep­
resent parts of Floyd County in Frank­
fort, noted that East Kentucky 
Racing's plan to bring live racing to 
Eastern Kentucky was an economic 
"necessity" that was "good for all of 
Eastern Kentucky." 

Stumbo relaxed his criticism of the 
state' scurrent racing commission and 
his proposal to bring a halt to off­
track betting in the state, saying Fri­
day that he expected live racing to be 
held in Floyd County next year. East 
Kentucky Racing, which will lease a 
new facility being constructed on 
Route 3, has applied for 42 racing 
days in 1994 and hopes to conduct 
live racing from early July through 
Labor Day. 

Opening the door for compromise 
on his recommendation to restrict off­
track wagering, Stumbo said he be­
lieved "there is a place for off-track 
betting in Kentucky, but our first pri­
ority should be the support of live 
racing." 

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta and 
former Governor Julian Carroll, who 
serves as legal counsel for East Ken­
tucky Racing, called the project an 
economic windfall that would create 
an estimated 273 jobs and provide 
more than $11 million yearly to the 
local economy. 

Carroll said proposals to develop a 
harness racing "circuit" in Eastern 
Kentucky, with another track in 
Ashland and a third in southeastern 
Kentucky, would buoy the struggling 
harness industry. 

Senator Fred Bradley,amemberof 
the BOP, speculated that that plan 
was feasible in Eastern Kentucky 

because the "competition for enter­
tainmentdollars is not that great here." 

Norm Smith, executive director of 
the Kentucky Harness Horsemen's 
Association, told the panel that his 
industry had suffered financially since 
the advent of off-track and intertrack 
wagering, adding that a restructuring 
ofthestatcracingcommissionin 1992 
had left the harness industry with 
little representation. 

"The commissions were merged in 
the spring of '92," Kentucky Stan­
dardbred Breeder's Association presi­
dent Tom Stewart said, "and from 
that point on we have had to claw and 
scratch for everything we goL" 

Both the Breeder's Association and 

the Horsemen's Association supJX>rt 
provisions of the Stumbo-Bentley bill 
which provide for separate gover­
nance of the thoroughbred and stan­
dardbred industries. 

"There is no economic burden to 
the state by allowing the harness in­
dustry to have its own commission," 
Horsemen's Association president 
Brooks Wells added. 

Others testifying before the BOP 
panel Friday included East Kentucky 
Racing architect Randy Burchett; 
Floyd County Attorney Jim 
Hammond; and County Judge-Ex­
ecutive John M. StumbO. 

The BOP, lacking a quorum, took 
no official action on any of the racing 
issues discussed.

Commissioner Parker questioned 
whether Caudill was hired legally 
because the city did not advertise the 
newly-created job. 

"I' 11 abstain as I did the first time," 
Parker said. "When the (state) comes 
in here the hair will fly." 

Citizen Russell Johnson repeat­
edly asked throughout Monday's 
meeting if the city intended to hire 
police officers because "we ought to 
have a police, we have a dispatcher 
waiting." 

Earlier in the meeting, Commis­
sioner Andy Akers asked that his 
vote to hire Caudill last month be 
changed to a no vote. City Clerk 
Mary Johnson said that Akers had 
abstained from voting on the hiring. 

Commissioners took no action on 
the issue because Caudill was hired 
last month. 

Caudill commented that he was 
going "to move in tomorrow." 

The city does not have the equip­
ment to provide police dispatch ser­
vices, Parker said after Monday's 
meeting. 

In other action Monday: 
• Utility commissioners and can­

didates for mayor Marlee Sammons 
and David Boyd were removed from 
that body because of an ordinance 
which says commissioners shall au­
tomatically vacate their seats if they 
become candidates for public office. 

• In a 4-1 vote, commissioners 
agreed to reimburse auxiliary police­
man David Gray $30 for a physical. 
Parker voted against reimbursing 
Gray ~cause he said the legality of 
the move needed to be investigated. 

• Commissioners set the property 
tax rate at 35 cents per $100 of assess­
ment of tangible and intangible prop­
erty. 

• Commissioners awarded con­
tracts to Frederick May and Weidman 
Corporation for the city's water and 
sewage systems. 

• C & N Home Improvements was 
paid $1 ,500 for work on the fire 
department's new fire station.

A proposal to rename a stretch of

Also at the meeting, volunteer 
members of the group made plans to 
participate in three national tourism 
showcases next year in Cincinnati 
and Columbus, Ohio and in India­
napolis, Indiana. Among those man­
ning the Eastern Kentucky tourism 
booth will be Fred James. director of 
Prestonsbu,rg Tourism Commission 
and a member of the Eastern High­
lands North Tourism Region . 

The Eastern Highlands North 
Tourism Region was formed by the 
state Travel Development about five 
years ago and consists of representa-

Lives from the 15 counties within the 
region that extends from Pike and 
Floyd counties on the southern end 
through Greenup on the northern end. 
The Region's goal is to develop re­
gional promotional programs. 

The regional commission has an 
annual budget of approximately 
$40,000. About $35,000 of that 
amount is received from the state and 
$5,000 comes from local contribu­
tions. Local funds are derived through 
sponsorship of advertising in the 
region's promotional brochure, James 
said. 

Promotional activities also include 
advertising in various newspapers, 
magazines and special travel publi­
cations in a multi-state area. he ex­
plained.

That point was made, loud and 
clear, this week in an accident in 
Western Kentucky where five 
of seven truckbed passengers 
were killed when the vehicle in 
which they were riding wrecked 
at high speed. 

What an unnecessary loss of 
life. 

We urge pickup owners ev­
erywhere to consider the haz­
ards their passengers face be­
fore loading up with human 
cargo. 

Tragedy needs no easy prey.

Historical report issued on 
Kentucky mine accident 

A report of the federal investigation into the 1976 Scotia Mine 
accident in Letcher County is now available, the Mine Safety and 
Health Administration announced. Due to court orders issued in the 
course of civil litigation resulting from the accident, the report's 
publication had been delayed. 

The Scotia Mine accident spurred Congress to strengthen federal 
mine safety and health enforcement by enacting the Federal Mine 
Safety and Health Amendments Act of 1977. 

Two explosions occurred on March 9 and 11, 1976, at Scotia Mining 
Company's Scotia Mine near Oven Fork, claiming the lives of26 men. 

"While this accident took place many years ago and was investi­
gated by MSHA's predecessor agency, the report is of historical 
interest. Accordingly, we are making it available to the mining commu­
nity now that it is possible to do so," said Ed Hugler, acting assistant 
secretary of labor for mine safety and health. -Staff Report 

Kentucky doctor faces more woes 
The West Virginia Board of Medicine has set a hearing September 

10 to consider disciplining a Kentucky physician convicted of bribing 
an investigator. 

Dr. Diane Shafer, an orthopedic surgeon with offices in Paintsville 
and South Williamson has lost her Kentucky medical license but still 
has her West Virginia license. 

She was convicted in April of bribing an assistant attorney general 
in Kentucky to recommend that the Kentucky Board of Medicine 
Licensure drop charges that she over-prescribed drugs and failed to care 
for her patients properly. 

The West Virginia's board's discipline for her felony conviction 
could range from a public reprimand to revoking her license, Ronald 
Walton, the board's executive director, said. 

Sine~ losing her Kentucky license, Shafer reportedly has treated 
patients in West Virginia at a motel room, a parking lot and an airport 
tarmac. She recently opened an office in Williamson.-The Courier­

Babbage won't challenge ruling 
Secretary of State Bob Babbage said Monday he will notfightacourt 

decision allowing an Eastern Kentucky sheriffs candidate to change 
his mind about withdrawing from the election. 

Babbage had said it was illegal for Republican nominee Don 
McFaddin to re-enter the Johnson County sheriffs race after dropping 
out July 6. But Johnson Circuit Judge James Knight ruled Friday that 
the law does not address the issue, so McFaddin could drop back in. 

Babbage said it "would not be appropriate" for him to appeal 
because he was not the filing official for the local election. Babbage said 
the local Republican Party could still challenge McFaddin's candidacy 
if it wishes. 

McFaddin fust said he withdrew for health reasons. When the local 
party tried to field another candidate, Babbage said state law penniued 
such substitutions only when the vacancy was created by death, 
disability or disqualification.-The Cowier-Journal

strategy that will enable us to make a 
real and visible difference. lf the 
president is to succeed with his 
initiatives for children-and who 
could wish for less-a national plan 
is essential.

The differences between Medicare and Medicaid 
From: Jim Kelly 
Social Security District Director 
For the Big Sandy Area 
You've heard of Medicare. And 

you've probably heard the term, 
Medicaid. Is there a difference? 

The answer is yes ... and although 
there also are similarities between 
the two programs, many people use 
the two words interchangeably and 
this can lead to problems. 

Both Medicare and Medicaid are 
government-sponsored health care 
programs and both help pay medical 
bills. But there aren't many other 
similarities after that and the eligibil­
ity rules for each are very different. 

Medicare is the health insurance 
program that's tied into the Social 
Security program (although it is pos­
sible to get Medicare without being 
on Social Security). Most people 
know it by the terms Part A and Part 
B, whichrefertowhatarecommonly 
called the hospital-(A) and doctor's 
(B) parts of Medicare. Part A is paid 
for by a portion of the Social Security 
taxes you pay while working. Part B 
is paid for by the monthly premiums 
of those who enroll. You can get 
Medicare if you're 65 or older or if 
you've been getting Social Security 
disability benefits for two years. Some 
people with permanent kidney dis­
ease also qualify for Medicare. People 

• getting Social Security are automati­
cally enrolled in Medicare when they 
turn 65 or24monthsafterthey started 
getting disability benefits. Those not 
already getting Social Security ben­
efits need to contact the Social Secu­
rity office before their 65th birthday 
to sign up for Medicare. 

Medicaid is a health care program 
that's tied into a person's economic 
circumstances. Generally, you qualify 
for Medicaid if you have a low in­
come and few assets. For example, 

• most people who get Supplemental 
Security Income(SSI) usually qualify 
for Medicaid. Medicaid is fmanced 
through general tax revenues--not 
through Social Security taxes. To 
apply for Medicaid, you should con­
tact the State Department of Social 
Insurance Office in your county. 

Some people qualify for both 
Medicare and Medicaid. But some­
times, people who have only Medi­
care confuse Part B of their program 
with Medicaid coverage. For ex­
ample, a woman visiting our office 
recently told me she had "Medicare

she really meant she had both Parts A

Use your map to determine good 
fishing situations for all seasons of 
the year. flllookatthetlatsforspawn­
ing, deep water for summer and win­
ter, and hopefully a good creek chan­
nel for spring and fall fishing. Ifl can 
fmd all of these areas in one location, 
I know that I can catch fish in that 
general area. I will locate two or three 
areas like that and fish them different 
ways at different times of the day. 
Sometimes fish are inactive and you 
have to revisit that area another time 
of day and sometimes with a new 
technique. I will usually bit them 
with several different baits each time 

I fish that particular spot. 
Once you get on the water, fish the 

areas you have already located on 
your map. One major triistake an­
glers make is that if they don't get 
quick results, they'll vacate the area. 
I've found that the more you fish the 
more likely you are to get serious 
about your game plan. 

Since I fish tournaments on lakes 
all around the country, I always try to 
get my hands on the best topographi­
cal map I can find. TheSe arc lake 
maps showing detailed contour lines 
of the lake bottom. You can usually 
fmd these maps in your marinas and 

·-
_local tackle shops. They will be worth 
every penny invested in them. 

I never go out on a body of water, 
whether it's a lake or river system, 
without a map. A map is your key to 
getting familiar with the layout of the 
lake. Once I get a map for a lake, I'll 
study for general information such as 
size, form of the lake, and creeks and 
channels. The main thing I'll look for 
is an area that hru- allttJe key ingredi­
ents for spawning, summer and win­
ter hideouts, and a good creek chan­
nel for fall fish as well. Once I get to 
the lake I'll take these confidence 
areao; and fish them with several baits 
and at different times of the day. I 
will more or less fish my way into a 
pattern, depth, or specific area. Once 
I've found these things and the fish 
.begin to cooperate, then I'll go back 
to the map and get serious about 
studying it.

DOVE, EARLY DUCK AND 
CROW SEASONS SET 

Kentucky's dove season and early 
duck hunting dates were recently set 
by the Kentucky Department ofFish 
and Wildlife Resources (KDFWR) 
Commission. 

Dove season will be September 1-
30, October 9 - November l and 
December 4-9. The daily limit re­
mains the same at 15 and shooting 
hours Sept through Nov. are 11 a.m. 
to sunset For the December portion 
of the dove season shooting hours are 
sunrise to sunset 

Early wood duck and teal season 
will be September 15- 19. The daily 
bag limit is four birds with no more 
than two wood ducks included. Shoot­
ing hours for wood duck and teal are 
one half hour before sunrise to sun­
set Waterfowl hunters are reminded 
that non-toxic steel shot is required 
for all waterfowl hunting, and steel 
shot is required for dove hunting on 
some wildlife management areas. 

In compliance with federal guide­
lines, there is now an established 
hunting season for crows from Sep­
tember l through November 12, and 
then January 9through February 28. 
There is. no bag limit on crows and 
shooting hours are one-half hour be· 
fore sunrise to sunset. 

November 20, the first of 17 home 
games in Freedom I lall. U of L will 
alsop lay an exhibition contest against 
the Mexican National Team on De­
cember 16. 

The Cards will open the regular 
season agsinst intrastate rival Ken­
tucky on December 1 in Lexington, 
the 19th time in head coach Denny 
Crum's 22 seasons that U of L has 
opened its season on the road. Four of 
the Cardinals' first six games are 
against in-state schools, facing 
Morehead State on December 8, East­
em Kentucky on December 11 and 
Westem Kentucky on December 22. 

U ofL will face UC Santa Barbara 
in the first round of the Rainbow 
Classic on December 28 in Hono­
lulu, Hawaii. Other first-round 
matchups in the eight team field in­
clude Clemson vs Evansville, Anny 
vs Hawaii, and florida vs Oklahoma 
State. The complete field posted a 
combined 132-99 record a year ago 
(including U of L), with five of. the 
teams reaching post-season tourna­
ment competition (three NCAA, two 
Nm. 

The Cardinals will meet Temple 
in the 7-up Shootout on February 20 
in Orlando, Florida. The double­
header will also feature Cincinnati 
against California. 

U ofL opens the new year with a 
five-game homestand in Freedom 
Hall, including its Metro Conference 
openeragianstSouth Florida on Janu­
ary 6. The Cardinals will play five of 
their last seven games on the road, 
playing its last home game February 
28 against Howard. The post-season 
Metro Conference Tournament will 
be staged March 1 1-13 in Gulfport, 
Mississippi. 

Complete television appearances 
and game times have not been final­
ized. WDRB-TV (Channel 41), a 
FOX afflllate in Louisville, will tele­
vise approximately 20 U of L games 
through local orgination and network 
participation. All U of L games will 
be broadcast qn 50,000-watt clear 
channel WHAS Radio (840AM) in 
Louisville and other affilliates 
throughout the region.

AN OSPREY TAUGHT THIS 
PRO A FISHING LESSON 
Ron Shuffield won't soon forget 

the day he was out-fished by an 
osprey. 

Shuffield, a member of the 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff and the 
winner of several national bass tour­
naments, laughs at the experience, 
but say~ it also re-taught him a valu­
able fishing lesson. 

"Just because you work an area 
and don't get a strike doesn't mean 
bass aren't there," says the Arkansas 
pro. "If bass are inactive and not 
chasing lures, you should fish an area, 
even a partie ular piece of cover, more 
thoroughly than usual." 

Shuffield received the osprey les­
son during a recent national bass tour­
nament on Lake Eufaula in Alabama. 
A sudden cold front dropped water 
temperatures drastically and made 
the fish extreme! y lethargic. 

"My partner and I had just thor­
oughly saturated an area with both a 
jig and a spinnerbait," says Shuffield. 
"The water was so shallow my troll­
ing motor was kicking up mud, but 
there was some scattered cover and I 
thought a fish might be present 

"When we didn't get a strike, I 
turned the boat to leave, and just then 
I heard a loud splash in the water 
behind me. It was an osprey that had 
made a dive and was struggling to get 
airborne again. 

"Finally, after several tries, the 
osprey made it up and it was easy to 
see why it had trouble. The bird was 
holding a four to five pound bass in 
its talons, a fish that came right from 
the area we had just been through." 

The Johnson pro says watching 
the osprey made him fish that much 
more thoroughly the remainder of the 
tournament. The extra effort paid off 
with a fifth place fmish. 

"I started dissecting each indi­
vidual piece of cover, trying to deter­
mine exactly where a bass would 
most likely be hiding," says Shuffield, 
"and then I'd drop a jig down and 
start shaking it for five to 10 seconds 
before rd ever lift it out again." 

Even that didn't always bring a 
strike, however. Shuffield fished one 
particular bush from several differ­
ent angles without getting a strike, 
then spooked a four pound bass out of 
the bush when he turned on his troll­
ing motor to leave. That fish actually 
ran straight into the trolling motor in 
its haste to escape. 

• "All in all, it was a strange tourna-

• 

ment," laughs Shuffield, "but seeing 
that osprey catch a bass right behind 
me is something I won't soon forget. 
I probably owe fifth place to that bird, 
because when I saw it holding that 
fish I knew for certain I was working 
the right type of water. I just had to be 
more thorough." 

FISHING IN THE WIND CAN 
BE PRODUCTIVE 

Few fishermen enjoy bass fishing 
in the wind, but at least with the 
equipment available today it's a lot 
easier. 

It can also be extremely produc­
tive. 

That's the opinion of veteran tour­
nament professional Denny Brauer, 
who has used the wind to his advan­
tage several times to win national 
fishing events. 

"We're just fortunate now to have 
the type of equipment we do, such as 
better designed boats, stronger troll­
ing motors, and reels that cast easier," 
says theEvinrudeOutboardsPro Staff 
angler, "because we're entering that 
time of year now when the wind often 
becomes a factor in our fishing. 

"Today's bass boats are designed 
to maneuver better in wind and waves, 
and the trolling motors are stronger 
than ever so they can actually hold a 
boat in place against a strong wind. 

"Casting is much easier, too, be­
cause of the improvements in reel 
design. Today's baitcasting reels 
handle extremely light lures in the 
wind; we're not limited to heavy lures 
anymore." 

Brauer's feelings are echoed by 
many in prof cssional tournarnen t fish­
ing today, especially those, who like 
Brauer, realize how productive fish­
ing in the wind can be. 

"In years past, a high wind really 
forced us to seck protected water that 

wasn't necessarily the best fishing 
area," explains theEvinrudepro, "but 
windy conditions generally change 
bass and move them closer to the 
surface and make them more active. 

"Now we can fish those wind­
blown points and shorelines where 
the bass are because our equipment 
can handle the wind." 

Brauer's favorite lures for windy 
conditions in the spring are 
spinnerbaits and crankbaits. Such 
fast-moving lures, he says, better 
imitate the baitfish that bass are chas­
ing. 

"Wind creates a long chain of 
events in the water," the Missouri pro 

explains, "and the longer the wind 
blows, the better the fishing usually 
becomes. 

"First, wind blows plankton across 
the surface until it gets blocked by a 
point, bluff, or other shoreline. The 
tiny minnows and other baitfish fol­
low, because they're feeding on that 
plankton. 

"I don't believe baitfish actually 
gel blown or washed across a lake by 
high wind the way many people say 
they do. They're just following their 
food source. " 

When the baitfish move, contin­
ues Brauer, bass also move, because 
the baitfish are their food source. The 
longer the wind blows steadily from 
one direction, the more bass will tend 
to concentrate in an area because 
that's where the most baitfish will be. 

"If conditions are not so rough as 
to be dangerous," says Brauer, "you 
can often make some excellent 
catches by throwing a crankbait or 
spinnerbait around places like this. 

"Some of the very best spots are 
along isolated bluffs or islands, the 
first place plankton would get 
stopped. Other windy shorelines are 
also worth checking, and if you catch 
one fish, stay there and keep fishing 
because other bass are probably in 
the same spot." 

Brauer cautions that if water con­
ditions are too hazardous to try such 
fishing safely, anglers should fish 
less exposed shorelines that may still 
collect plankton.

Kentucky educational problems will not 
be solved unless politics - with the 
school system as the largest employer 
and largest budget in one place - are 
out of the schools. 

"I'm not saying county schools aren't 
doing a good job. But I feel a positive 
environment here." 

Arnold Turner is in his second year as 
board member. He was on the board in 
the 1980s, but commitment to his law 
practice, to his work as an evangelist 
and to his family left time for little else.

• Toledo, Ohio: Five children 
were burned to death when their 
house caught fire while their 
mother was at a bar with some 
friends. 

• Thermal, California: A baby 
was left in a field to be eaten by 
dogs. The body was in such 
shape that the pathologist 
couldn't even tell if it were a 
boy or a girl. 

• Brooklyn, NY: The body of 
a five-year-old boy was found in 
a trash compactor.

BBB warns of modeling scams 
Do you have "the look?" Is your 

child destined for a life on stage? The 
glamorous world of modeling and 
acting is appealing to many; unfortu­
nate! y, few are actually successful in 
these fields. The Better Business 
Bureau of Central & Eastern Ken­
tucky, Inc. warns consumers to watch 
for promoters offering easy success 
and a large income as a model or 
actor, when in fact they are simply 
looking for a quick profit 

Such promoters often place clas­
sified ads that claim to be searching 
for models, no experience necessary, 
no fee required. Upon responding to 
such ads, consumers are usually in­
vited to an interview or screening, 
where they'll probably be told that he 
or she is "just what we are looking 
for." One company recently visiting 
Kentucky claimed no fee was re­
quired, but did charge $350 for pho­
tographs if the individual passed the 
initial screening process held at local 
hotels. 

Some warning signs of non-repu­
table promoters or firms are: 

• Anadvanceor"registration" fee, 
or required purchase of photographs 
or videos; 

• Non-specific ads in "help 
wanted" columns in daily and Sun­
day newspapers; 

• Names which imply an associa­
tion with cities, companies or indi­
viduals well known ip the modeling 
or acting industries, when in fact there 
is no such association; 

• A voidance in answering ques­
tions concerning specific types of 
assignments for which you might be 
used. 

If you are interested in an acting or 
modeling career for you or your child, 
it is best to investigate the field thor­
oughly. The two most common op­
tions are:
