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Airport 
becoming 
a deer 
'cafeteria'

Anyone who has ever flown in a 
small aircraft is familiar with stan­
dard landing procedures. The pilot 
will radio the airport for a weather 
report. wind direction, traffic condi­
tions, deer check ... 

Hold it. 
A deer check? 
If you're flying into the Big Sandy 

Regional Airport, a deer check is a 
must . 

There arc so many of them on the 
airport property, in fact, airport offi­
cials are thinking about hiring a full­
time employee just to shoo the crit­
ters off so pilots can land their crafts. 

The airport. a joint venture oper­
ated by Floyd, Johnson, Martin and 
Magoffin counties, is a "deer cafete­
ria" airport board chairman John 
Crum, of Inez, said Thursday. 

"Our grass is too good," he said. 
The airport, built on a reclaimed 

stripminc adjacent to Route 3, is the 
gathering place for large herds of 
deer and that's a big, and potentially 
expensive problem for airport offi­
cials. Two near misses have occurred 
between pilots, including State Re~ 
resentative Greg Stumbo, of 
Prestonsburg, and deer, with the deer 
getting the worst of the encounters. 

Efforts to reduce the deer numbers 
through special hunting permits did 
not even provide "temporary relief," 
Crum said and a federal wildlife spe­
cialist was called in for advice. 

Crum said that advice consisted of 
a recommendation to construct a 10-
foot high fence around the airport and 
the board has asked for Federal A via­
lion Administration permission to do 
that .. atanestimated cost of$168,000. 

"We don't know what else we can 
do," Crum said. 

"These deer have become accus­
tomed to our effort<> to scare them 
off," Crum added, "and it's gelling 
harder to get them to move along. 
They just don't care if they move or 
not" 

The problems usually multiply in 
the fall months, when the weather 
cools, and Crum said he has seen "as 
many as 120 to 150 deer in one trip up 
and down the runway." 

"We have deer spotters out every 
day and every night," he added, "and 
we warn all approaching piloL<; to be 
on the lookout. Now we also have 
people lining the access road just be­
fore dark to watch the deer come out. 
This place has become a tourist at­
traction." 

Contributing to the high deer popu­
lation, Crum said, was the fact that 
the airport property abuts the Dewey 
Lake Wildlife managmentarea, where 
hunting is restricted, and Agip Coal 
property, where hunting is usually 
prohibited. 

"These areas have basically never 
been hunted and the population has 
grown unchecked," Crum said. 
"We've been fortunate so far that 
they haven't contributed to a serious 
accident." 

Deputy witnesses 
wreck that injures 
his mother, sister 

Tuesday afternoon Floyd County 
Deputy SheriffFred Mynhier watched 
as his mother and sister were in­
volved in a serious traffic accident at 
the mouth of Cracker Bouom at Mar­
tin. 

Mynhier was following his sister, 
Vickie Chaffin, 44, and his mother, 
Marie Mynhier, 65, out of Cracker 
Bottom when Chaffin's vehicle pulled 
into the path of Heilig-Meyers truck 
on Route 80. 

Mynhier notified the sheriff's de­
partment and then proceeded to pro­
vide first aid to the two women. 

Mynhier applied a tourniquet to 
his sister's arm to stem the flow of 
blood from a deep gash. She had to be 
extricated from the vehicle by the 
Floyd County Emergency and Res­
cue Squad using the Jaws of Life. 
Both women were knocked uncon­
scious, Mynhier said.

Property corp. meeting may 
have violated 'Sunshine' law

Despite claims to the contrary, 
meetings of the newlY: formed Floyd 
County Public Properties Corpora­
tion held Friday, August 20 and Mon­
day, August 23 appear to have been in 
violation of state Open Meeting laws. 

At the center of contention is a 
dispute over whether the meetings of 
the property corporation were spe­
cial-called sessions subject to strict 
guidelines or regular meetings open 
to general discussions. 

County Attorney Jim Hammond 
has insisted repeatedly that the prop­
erty corporation meetings were regu­
lar sessions, but a videotape of the 
meeting announcement, made by 

Hammond himself, contradicts that 
stance. 

Hammond is quoted on videotape 
during the August 11 meeting of the 
Floyd County Fiscal Court announc­
ing the August 20 meeting of the 
property corporation as a "special­
called meeting." No notices were re­
ceived by members of the media after 
that public announcement changing 
the meeting type. 

According to state Open Meeting 
laws, special meetings of public agen­
cies may be called but no matters may 
be discussed or voted on that are not 
included on the special meeting 
agenda. 

During the August 20 meeting of 
the property corporation, which was 
recessedtoMonday,August23,mem-

bers voted to declare an emergency 
situation in relation to bids for the 
construction of a convention center/ 
grandstand complex at the site of a 
proposed harness racing facility in 
Floyd County. The emergency was 
reportedly declared to allow a single 
bid, submitted by Simpson and Asso­
ciates, to be accepted for the project 
as a show of commitment that offi­
cials said had been requested by the 
state racing commission. 

That issue was not among those 
listed on the meeting agenda and le­
gally could not be discussed or a~ 
proved under special meeting restric­
tions.

Allegations n1ade, state says, but no 
formal complaint filed against Owens

State school officials have re­
ceived an allegation that a Floyd 
County School Board member tried 
to interfere with a personnel deci­
sion, but no formal complaint has 
been made regarding the claim. 

James Meade, who has applied for 
a substitute bus driving position, re­
portedly alleged that board member 
Hattie Owens tried to interfere in the 
hiring process by asking him about 
his qualifications. 

It was reported that Owens had 
seen his name "on a list" of apparent 

applicants and that she allegedly ap­
proached him about the issue. 

Sandy Gubser, director of assis­
tance and intervention for the Ken­
tucky Department of Education, said 
Thursday that Meade had complained 
to her office about the incident, but 
no formal complaint has been flied. 

"The gentleman called my office 
and alleged that the incident hap­
pened," Gubser said. "But, it was not 
substantiated. We instructed him how 
to proceed with the proper steps to 
lodge a complaint. At this time, no 
formalcomplainthasbccn made. We 
also told him, because it is a classi­
fied position, that if he has any con­
cerns that the process was unfair, he 

should report it to the superinten­
dent." 

Gubser explained that someone 
who is alleging that a school official 
has acted improperly needs to put 
their allegations in writing and sub­
mit them to the proper agency. She 
added that once a written complaint 
is received, a determination is then 
made whether or not the issue war­
rants a review. 

On Thursday, Floyd superinten­
dent Steve Towler said he was un­
aware Meade had accused Owens of 
trying to interfere in the hiring pro­
cess. Towler said no formal com­
plaint has been made to him concern­
ing the issue. 

Report scalds 
management 
of Head Start

The state's Office of Education 
Accountability has released the re­
sults of a probe concerning allega­
tions of mismanagement in the Floyd 
County Head Start program to Floyd 
superintendent Steve Towler 
Wednesday. 

Though OEA's findings were re­
portedly highly critical of the direc­
tor and bookkeeper for Head Start 
and the school administrator who 
oversaw the program, superintendent 
Towler said Thursday that several 
allegations in the report were unsub­
stantiated. 

Towler declined to discuss specif­
ics of the OEA report and said that the 
findings of the probe will be for­
warded to the Big Sandy Community 
Action Program in Paintsville, the 
regional agency that administers the 
Head Start program in Floyd County. 

On Wednesday, OEA investiga­
tors Steve Yater and Phil Austin pre­
sented the report to Towler and deputy 
superintendent Gary Frazier, Towler 
said. 

Last month, Head Start director 
Janie Bailey and bookkeeper Ruth 
DeRossett were suspended without 
pay because of allegations of misuse 
of Head Start equipment; misuse of 
funds; and improper conduct. 

Towler did say that he would dis­
cuss the report with former assistant 
superintendent Pete Grigsby Jr., who 
supervised the federally-[ unded pro­
gram for the local school system. 

"Mr. Grigsby was interviewed 
very thoroughly and I think anytime 
something happens in a program it 
lends itself to some questions of the 
supervision," Towler said. "While 
we didn't feel it necessary to delve 
deeply into that situation, they (OEA) 
chose to. It's just natural to look at 
who supervised the program. I intend 
to talk with Mr. Grigsby. It's all in my 
hands." 

Towler did not indicate if any dis-

ciplinary action would be taken con­
cerning Grigsby, but he said that any 
information in the OEA report about 
the former assistant superintendent 
would be addressed by the superin­
tendent because Grigsby was em­
ployed directly by the school system. 

Allegations concerning Bailey and 
DeRossett will be addressed by the

Ouster doesn't 
sway Towler 
on personnel

This week's removal of a Clinton 
County school board member by the 
State Board for Elementary and Sec­
ondary Education for stating opin­
ions about hiring decisions didn't 
seem to faze Floyd County superin­
tendent Steve Towler who said last 
week he welcomes opinions from 
board members. 

The state school board ousted 
Clinton County Board Member Larry 
Craig Tuesday for misconduct for 
allegedly trying to influence the hir­
ing ofnine people by the school sys­
tem. It was reported that Craig gave 
his opinion about personnel in re­
sponse to questions asked by the su­
perintendent. 

During Craig's removal hearing, 
state board member Tom Gish said 
the law prohibiting a board member 
from influencing hiring personnel was 
illogical because it docsn 't prohibit a 
superintendent from asking board 
members their opinions. 

"It seems to me that if it's logical

Counseling program to 
fill void for older citizens

The Benefits Counseling Project 
(BCP) of the Appalachian Research 
and Defense Fund of Kentucky has a 
program designed to knock down 
roadblocks that hinder citizens 60 
years or older in Floyd, Johnson, 
Martin, Magoffin and Pike Counties 
from receiving state and federal ben­
efits. 

The BCP, which is funded by a 
federal grant, acts as a liaison be­
tween the applicant and the agencies 
that approve or deny the benefits. 

"The government is trying to reach 
people in the hollows and branches 
who may not know they are eligible 

for government benefits," said Bev­
erly Carroll, who was recently hired 
as benefits counseling coordinator 
for the BCP. "We want people to 
know what services are legally and 
rightfully theirs. 

"Wereallywanllohelppeople ... ," 
she added. "We don't want to abuse 
the system. But you still see people 
who need help but don't get it." 

She said that many older adults 
are not aware that they may be eli­
gible for government assistance. Oth­
ers may have been denied benefits 
due to technicalities that could be 
resolved with legal assistance. Still 
others, frustrated with confusing and 
complicated application forms and 
red tape, give up before their applica-

lions are processed. 
To get word of the benefits coun­

seling to older adults, the DCP is 
placing trained volunteer benefits 
counselors in the 15 senior citizens 
centers in the five-coWlty area. 

"Our office and volunteercounse­
lors in the centers will be there to 
assist older adults and I or to direct 
them to the proper agency," Carroll 
said. 

As director of the BCP, Carroll's 
responsibilities are "to supervise the 
volunteers and counselors of the ben­
efits program in the five counties and 
to act as a liaison between the senior 
citizens and agencies or when ncces-

that a board member shouldn't Lalk to 
a superintendent, it's logical that a 
superintendent shouldn't talk to a 
board member," Gish said. 

Towler disagreed. 
"I haven't agreed with that in the 

past," Towler said Thursday. "Mr. 
Gish is certainly entitled to his opin­
ion. I think (it's) implying that any 
opinion is an effort to influence. I 
don'tagree with that. The vast major­
ity of opinions about people are posi­
tive. Until we have an (attorney 
general's) opinion or a state regula­
tion that opinions are not to be shared 
by any board member . . .then I will 
clearly abide by that" 

State school board chairman Jo­
seph Kelly said Wednesday that if he 
were a local school board member he 

would not offer any opinions about 
personnel. 

"I think I would say 'thank you for 
asking my opinion, but I don't feel 
that it's appropriate that I give it,"' 
Kelly said. 

Jim Parks, spokesman forthe Ken­
tucky Deparunent of Education, said 
Wednesday that, he too, would not 
give opinions on personnel issues if 
he were a school board member. Parks 
added that the Kentucky School Board 
Association (KSBA) informed local 
school boards on how to deal with 
personnel issues.

"When the OEA is involved in 
something, they can refer it to who 
they feel necessary," Towler said. 
"In this case, you have a different 
agency you deal with." 

Towler said that Bailey and 
DeRossett will remain suspended · 
from their positions until a decision 
on findings is reached by officials in 
the Paintsville office. Towler said 
that he hoped a decision would be 
reached quickly.

Play it again, Jim?

Since County Attorney Jim 
Hammond seems hell bent on 
discrediting the press, publicly 
accusing the media of "shoddy" 
reporting, it seems only fair that 
we should return the compli­
ments. 

Hammond has repeatedly in­
sisted that there was nothing il­
legal or improper about actions 
taken during the first meetings 
last Friday and Monday of the 
newly-formed Floyd County 
Public Properties Corporation, 
basing his claim on a contention 
that any matters may be acted 
upon in a regular meeting of a 
public agency. 

He's right about that. 
But he's wrong about the type 

of meeting that was conducted. 
Our evidence concludes be­

yond a shadow of a doubt that 
the public properties corp. meet­
ing was, in fact, announced by 
Hammond himself as a special­
called meeting. 

The law is very specific about 
what can be discussed in special 
meetings ... nothing that is not in­
cluded on the meeting agenda. 

Several actions taken by mem­
bers of the property corp. were 
on issues that did not appear on 
the meeting agenda. 

They are, therefore, improper, 
illegal and should be properly 
readdressed by the property 
corp. in a properly conducted 
meeting. Otherwise, we will 
have no choice but to formally 
challenge the legality of the 
meeting. 

We have no particular desire 
to provide another hurdle in the 
effort to locate a harness racing 
facility in Floyd County and, as 
a matter of fact, we have en­
dorsed the effort every step of 
the way. 

Nor do we believe that fiscal 
court members, who double as 
members of the public property 
corporation, intentionally vio­
lated the law in their first meet­
ings. 

It seems, instead, that they 
were the victims of poor legal 
advice from their counsel, the 
county attorney, and we would 
recommend that they avoid re­
peats of that in the future by 
always seeking a second opin­
ion.

Pike County approves 
payment of bills 

It took over a week, but the Pike County Fiscal 
Court was finally able to approve all its due bills 
Tuesday. 

Nearly 120 bills were accidentally deleted from 
the county's computer system. 

Finance Commissioner Mary Jane Wright thanked 
the court for its cooperation in the financial confu­
sion and said the county is back on track as far as bill 
payments are concerned. 

"Some vendors claim they haven't been paid in 
three months," Magistrate Earl Sullivan explained. 
"The 1992-93 bills should be paid up." 

Wright assured Sullivan that they were. 
The court also had to approve a $200,000 transfer 

of funds from the county's general fund to the solid 
waste account. 

Pike County Treasurer J ohnda Billiter stated that 
the lack of payment to the solid waste fund by 
agencies dumping in the landflll and an increase in 
salaries for that department bas caused the need for 
the transfer. 

Figures show that Floyd County owes $88,000 
for dumping il$ garbage in the landfiU and the Pike 
County Board of Education owes $25,000. 

Solid Waste Commissioner Leroy Syck said he 
has been in touch with Floyd County in an attempt to 
collect the money owed. -Appalachian News-Ex­

Tackett named in

Bailey is asking for compensatory damages in the 
amount of $800,000 and punitive damages in the 
amount of $1,000,000 as well as a restraining order. 

On July 1, Federal Judge Joseph Hood recom­
mended that the suit be brought before the courts. On 
August 2, Hood ordered the case to be beard before 
U.S. Magistrate Judge Peggy Patterson for pretrial 
matters and record developments.

No need to offend 
This is the dilemma: 

To many white Southerners, the Confederate flag 
and other references to "rebels" are a source of pride in 
their heritage. But to most blacks in this country, those 
same symbols are a source of great injury, an ugly 
reminder of a time when they were treated as property 
instead of people and of a South that fought a war to 
maintain their bondage. For that matter, the Confeder­
ate flag is likely to cause pain to white citizens whose 
ancestors died fighting for the Union. 

Who's to say which view is more important? 
Well, in terms of people's personal lives and prop­

erty, the answer should be obvious. No one can tell you 
what flag you can fly outside your house, or paint all 
over your car or even have tattooed on your back. The 
First Amendment to the Constitution gives you the 
right to display the symbols you choose, and no one is 
questioning that. 

But when we're talking about state-owned proper­
ties- schools, for example- that are created for and 
paid for by all taxpayers, it's not the same thing. 
Government agencies simply should not adopt, en­
dorse or sanction symbols that are offensive to signifi­
cant numbers of citizens. 

And th:u's why the National Association for the 
Advancement of Colored People has every right to ask 
several Kentucky high schools to drop their "Rebel" 
mascots and to quit using any other Confederate sym­
bols. 

The organization recently directed its request to 
eighrKentucky high schools that call their sports teams 
"Rebels." Some of the schools also use Confederate or 
rebel logos on yearbooks, newspapers, athletic uni­
forms and other school materials. 

To be fair, the schools involved probably mean no 
harm in their use of Confederate names and symbols. 
They're just using the symbols to build pride among 
students. 

But because their schools are public and serve 
everyone, they shouldn't be brandishing names or 
symbols linked to a past that offends a significant 
number of Kentucky citizens. Equally inspiring and 
less offensive mascots can and should be found.

Health-care reform 
won't be easier later 

Nobody's said it outright yet, but the signs are 
unmistakable. 

With increasing frequency, key members of the 
legislature are hinting that they will handle health-care 
reform in January's regular session. 

What's wrong with that, you say? Wouldn't it be 
cheaper than another spceial session? 

Yes, that's true. But a couple of other things are true, 
too. 

First, it was only about three months ago that legis­
lative leaders stood beside Gov. Brereton Jones and 
agreed that just a special session on health care would 
be conducted this year. What has happened since to 
change that commiunent? Do lawmakers know some­
thing now that they didn't know then? Oris it just that 
legislators, under intense pressure from an array of 
interest groups, just want to delay the tough decisions 
that await on health care? 

That brings up the second point Anyone who thinks 
health-care reform will be easier in January than in 
October is seriously mistaken. 

Just look at the nettlesome (and in some cases 
politically explosive) issues already piled up on the 
January agenda: closing the annual gap between the 
state's planned spending and actual revenues; a broad 
range of recommendations to improve the efficiency of 
government, among them an end to the merit system; 
child sexual abuse, and legalized casino gambling. Put 
those on top of the routinely controversial work of any 
legislative session and you have a prescription for 
political paralysis - even without health care. 

Perhaps, for some reason that's not immediately 
apparent, a special session on health reform isn't a 
good idea. But if so, legislative leaders should begin to 
say so in public -and to explain why their commit­
ment to acting soon on health care seems to have 
evaporated in only 90 days.

Saving babies 
Just say EAT?, a take-off on the once-popular "Just 

say no!" anti-drug campaign, is one catchy way to keep 
in mind that Kentucky's infant-mortality rate dipped to 
8.3 last year- the state' s lowest level ever. 

In other words, there were 8.3 deaths in 1992 for 
every 1,000 live births. Of 53,665 babies born in 
Kenrucky last year, 444 died 

.. Just Say Eat!" sprang to mind because officials 
seem to think that the decline in Kentucky's infant­
mortality rate may largely be the positive result of 
Education (sex-education in the schools), Access (to 
prenatal care for poor mothers-to-be), and Technology 
(advances in medical care for infants). 

The statistics leave no doubt that progress bas been 
made. In 1972, Kentucky's infant-mortality rate was 
18.9. The state's previous best rate was 8.4, achieved 
in 1990. 

But the figures also leave no doubt that we still have 
a way to go, since it's possible that a substantial 
number of the 444 infants who died last year might 
have been spared had their mothers been gonen to 
sooner. -The Courier-Journal

Babbage names task force to assist in 
implementation of national "motor-voter" law 

The specifics of expanded voter 
registration opportunities for the citi­
zens of Floyd County will be ex­
plored when a task force on voter 
registration meets in Frankfort Sep­
tember 7, Secretary of State Bob 
Babbage said. 

"Government is now required to 
advocate and to assist with voter reg­
istration," Babbage said. 

"We expect nearly 500,000 new 
voters to register in the four-year 
cycleofthedriver'slicense,"Babbage 
said. "Since the potential for voter 
registration bas grown under this law, 
it is essential that as many citizens 
and agency representatives as pos­
sible participate in its implementa­
tion," he added. 

By virtue of his office, Babbage 
will chair the task force and lead the 
efforts to implement the federal law. 
Kentucky law names the secretary of 
state as the chief election offieer of 
the Commonwealth. 

The task force, comprised of rep­
resentatives of government agencies, 
private groups and citizens-at-large, 
will review the requirements and 
make recommendations for enacting 
the National Voter Registration Act 
of 1993 in Kentucky.

The federal law has been nick­
named "motor-voter" because it di­
rects that voter registration be per­
mitted when and where a driver ob­
tains or renews a driver's license. 

The law also requires public agen­
cies which offer assistance to the 
handicapped to serve as voter regis­
tration sites. Other agencies which 
offer public and employment assis­
tance are required to register voters 
under the new law. 

The task force will also explore 
other registration options required by 
the law which directs states to desig­
nate other public offices to offer voter 

registration. States have some <lls­
cretion in choosing additional sites. 

Since taking office in 1992, 
Babbage bas been instrumental in 
developing programs to increase voter 
registration. Several have gained 
Kentucky national recognition and 
now serve as models to build regis­
tration in other states. 

Between the 1991 and the 1992 
general elections voter registration 
increased by 134,301. Between the 
1992 general election and the 1993 
primary, a time when registration tra­
ditionally declines, 83,929 persons 
registered to vote for the first time.

Prestonsburg faces Clay County 
in Appalachia Bowl Saturday

The Prestonsburg Blackcats will 
open their 1993 high school football 
season on the road and in a place 
where other opponents have found 
hard to win- Clay County. 

Prestonsburg, 12-2 last season, 
will face a young Clay County team 
that fmished 10-3 last year. 

"While Clay County has always 
been traditionally strong, it won't be 
so this season," said new head coach 
Wayne Napier. 

"We had an awful lot of talent last 
year," he said. "but that is all gone. 
We are a very young football team 
this year. We have so many young 
people that it will be hard for us to 
match up against Prestonsburg." 

Napier had been an assistant at 
Clay County for the past 16 years 
under former coach Eugene Hensley, 
who resigned this past season. 

Twenty-fourofthe45 Clay County 
players will be freshmen, making it a 
very young football program. 

"Theyplayrealhardasfreshmen," 
said Napier. "But still they are fresh­
men subjecttomaking freshmen mis­
takes." 

A freshman, Tim Rogers, will call 
the signals at quarterback for the Ti­
gers this year but Napier hopes Rogers 
plays higher that his grade. 

"He's a very talented young man," 
said the Tigers' coach. "He's smart 
and intelligent. He will have a big 
line coming at him in Prestonsburg." 

The money-man for Clay County 
is running back De-Shae Henson, 

one of the leading candidates for Mr. 
Football in Kentucky. 

Henson, a fullback, is a speedster 
who scored 25 touchdowns last sea­
son. He carried the football225 times 
last year for '1 ,564 yards. He has 
amassed 4,267 yards in his three­
year career. 

But Napier confesses that the ex­
perienced running back will be run­
ning behind an inexperienced offen­
sive line. 

"We return only one starter back 
from last year's offensive line," said 
Napier. "So De-Shae will be running 
behind a line that doesn't have too 
much experience." 

However, CoachNapierisexcited 
about the backfield that will line up 
for the Tigers this season.
