The building was a total 
loss, said Wayland fire Chief Sam 
Bentley,_a member of the Lodge. 

Records of the Lodge were pro­
tected in afire-proof safe, said Danny 
Francis, Masterofthe Wayland Lodge 
and a Garrett firefighter. Prized pho­
tos of past masters and donated items 
in the Lodge were destroyed, Francis 
said. 

Members of the Garrett, Maytown 
and Martin Fire Departments assisted 
Wayland frrefigbters in bringing the 
blaze under control. Bentley praised 
the area departments for lending a 
helping hand. 

Barry McKenzie, Kentucky State 
Police arson investigator, is investi­
gating the incident. Arson is sus­
pected. 

Kentucky State Police are also 
investigating a frre that destroyed the 
Cow Creek home of Janie Goble Fri­
day. Goble was not at home when the 
fire occurred, said Jim Caldwell, Cow 
Creek Volunteer Fire Chief 

The fire department was called to 
the scene around 8:40p.m. The inte­
rior of the one-year-old home was 
gutted, Caldwell said. Lack of man­

State board kicks faCility 
plan back for consensus

A state school board committee 
will recommend to the full state board 
Wednesday (today) th t. Ft. , d 
County's four-year school building 
plan be returned to local school offi­
cials for a consensus on the future of 
a classroom addition project at Betsy 
Layne Elementary. 

A group of Betsy Layne residents 
spoke to the state board's manage-

ment committee Tuesday in Frank­
fort to air their objections to the Floyd 
County Board of Education's deci­
sion in July to abandon the 21-class­
room addition at their school. 

!.Aical school board members and 
the district's Local Planning Com­
mittee (LPC), which was formed to 
determine Floyd County's school 
construction needs, disagreed on the 
final facility plan which proposed 
that a new Betsy Layne Middle School 
be built before a new elementary. 

Site work on the elementary 21-
classroom addition at Betsy Layne 
began last year and the district has 
spent approximately $450,000 on the 
project. The LPC report recom­
mended that the local board proceed 
with the classroom addition project. 

Jim Parks, spokesman forthe Ken­
tucky Department of Education, said 
Tuesday afternoon that the manage­
ment committee decided to send the 
plan back to the local district for a 
"consensus" between the local board, 
the LPC and the community. 
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Truck ban 
in effect 
on portion 
ofRt. 23

Coal truck traffic through the city 
of Paintsville will come to a screech­
ing halt soon, following the enact­
ment Tuesday, September 7, of a ban 
on extended-weight traffic on a seven­
mile stretch of Route 23. 

State Transportation Cabinet offi­
cials conflfffied Tuesday that the traf­
fic ban had actually begun on Friday, 
September3, but enforcement would 
be postponed until this week. 

Trucks carrying more than 80,000 
pounds will be required to detour 
around Paintsville indefinitely, using 
one of two alternate routes. Those 
routes include Route 3, near Auxier, 
to Inez and Route 645 which recon­
nects with Route 23 near Ulysses in 
Lawrence County. Truckers may also 
follow Route 114 to Salyersville, then 
takeRoute460 to its intersection with 
Route 23 north of Paintsville. 

The extended weight traffic ban 
was requested in a resolution adopted 
by Paintsville's city council as an 
effort to alleviate traffic congestion 
in that city. It was also sought after a 
bridge spanning the Big Sandy River 
near Hager Hill was deemed unsafe 
for overweight vehicles. 

Denton Biliter, supervisor for the 
Pikeville office of the state Transpor­
tation Cabinet. said Tuesday his of­
fice would erect signs, hopefully this 
week, identifying alternate routes to 
be used by extended weight vehicies. 
Neither Biliter nor transportation of­
ficials in Frankfort where aware of 
any other measures planned to en­
force the ban, but Paintsville Mayor 
John David Preston said he may post 
city police officers at the city lim its to 
"tum them back."

A decision could be issued next 
month in a lawsuit filed against Floyd 
County's Judge-Executive and the 
county's board of election officers by 
the Democratic challenger in May • s 
primary election. 

Dale McKinney, who challen~ed 
Democrat incumbent John M. Stun•bo 
in judge-executive's race, sued 
Stumbo and the county election of­
ficers after the May Primary claim­
ing that voters were bribed and vot­
ing machines were tampered with. 

McKinney's attorney, C.K. 
Belhasen ofPaintsville, said in a press 
release Tuesday that special Judge 
Charles Lowe ofPikeville is expected 
to rule on the case next month. 

"The trial will be conducted in 
Royd County, with the witnesses' 
testimony to be recorded (on) video-

tape," Belhasen said in the press re­
lease. "Judge Lowe will then review 
the tape and render a decision some­
time next month." 

Tuesday's announcement came 
after a status conference on the case 
last Friday in Pikeville, Belhascn said. 
Judge Lowe reportedly ordered that 
McKinney begin taking proof in the 
case within the next 20 days and 
Stumbo will have 15 days thereafter 
to respond. McKinney will then have 
three days to rebut Stumbo's evi­
dence. 

In his lawsuit filed in June, 
McKinney alleged that Stumbo had 
organized a "slate" of candidates for 
the election who pooled their money 
and used those funds to bribe voters 
on election day. 

McKinney also claimed that sev­
eral employees, close family mcm-

go toward purchases of televisions, 
video cassette recorders (VCRs), air 
conditioners, classroom furniture and 
window shades. 

Gary Frazier, deputy superinten­
dent for instruction, said Tuesday 
that money allotted for instructional 
materials is "an admirable amount" 
this year and that fundraisers should 
be avoided. Frazier said that per pupil 
spending for instruction this year is 
$125, compared to $75 last year. 

"The whole purpose for earmark­
ing money for instructional purposes 
on a per student basis was to elimi­
nate fundraisers," Frazier said Tues­
day. "Unless the principal and the 
principal and the (site-based) council 
deem it absolutely necessary, I think 
it should be avoided." 

The Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation adopted a policy earlier this 
year which prohibits schools from 
conducting fundraisers to raise money 
for school's instructional program 
unless it is "part of the curriculum 
such as salesmanship training, or 
school activities." 

At a Prestonsburg Elementary 
teacher's meeting Tuesday. Harmon 
said that the fundraiser was neces­
sary to buy equipment, such as VCRs, 
televisions and new classroom furni­
ture, not provided by the board of 
education. 

"The library does,get audio visual 
money. but it's not enough," Harmon 
said. "We were told by the board not

SFCC funds are earmarked to 
school districts every two years by 
the General Assembly when it is in 
session. A school district submits a 
list of its unmet needs and then state 
legislators decide how much money 
should be allotted to a school district 
for a two-year period. 

AI though no deadline was recom­
mended for when the local school 
board should resubmit its facility plan, 
Towler said he assumed the state 
board would want it in time for its 
November meeting. 

If the local board and the LPC fail 
to reach a consensus on the plan, state 
board members will want a "thor­
ough analysis" of the Betsy Layne 
project, Towler said.

Johnson said that problems with 
school's air conditioning units or a 
request for window shades should be 
addressed to the new director of fa­
cilities, Greg Adams. Johnson added 
that the district could have surplus air 
conditioning units or that a unit may 
need to be repaired. 

Principals could have a hard time 
adjusting to handling their school 
budgets, Johnson said. 

"These principals have never dealt 
with a budget before," Johnson said. 
"They've never dealt with it at this 
level of being in charge of the budget 
or working with their monies. It's 
going to take a while to figure out that 
we don't write checks to schools now 
for $20,000 or $30,000. They have an 
allotment and they spend through the 
central office through request orders 
and we issue purchase orders." 

Johnson said that if a request for a 
purchase comes from a school that 
can't be bought with instructional 
funds, the school is notified that the 
purchase is improper. 

Johnson cautioned that schools 
should be "real wise with their mon­
ies."

Wallace said that he felt the situa­
tion was a health hazard because the 
live larvae were located on a path that 
children walked back and forth across 
and the children could be exposed to 
diseases that adult flies can transmit. 

Ned Bush, safety coordinator for 
the Floyd County school system, said 
Tuesday that he felt adult flies were 
more of a health hazard than fly lar­
vae. 

"It's not a good situation and it's 
probably already been corrected," 
Bush said. "I know it will be by 
tomorrow, if I have to do it myself."

political theater in the wrangling over 
passage of President Clinton's eco­
nomic program, witll tales of per­
sonal anguish and arm-t.wisiing, of 
sacrifice by some Democrats to save 
a threatened presidency and of valor­
ous Republican detennination to res­
cue the nation on Republican terms. 

And all this was going on while 
economic alarm bells were set ring­
ing on both sides of the argument, 
Democrats summoning the nation to 
sacrifice and salvation and Republi­
cans warning of disaster. 

A shorter critique might describe 
the struggle as having less to do with 
self-sacrifice and the nation's eco­
nomic future than with old standbys 
of partisan politics lust and fear. 

Republicans were lusting for re­
turn to political power, and Demo­
crats were driven by fear the Repub­
licans would succeed. 

It can't have been missed that in 
the Republican lust to discredit 
Clinton and his presidency and to put 
the skids under Democratic congres­
sional majorities, every Republican­
every single one of them in tlle I louse 
and Senate-voted against tl1e 
Clinton program. 

If the Clinton White House and

.. EKU program helps Appalachian 
students succeed in allied health fields 

. Eastern Kentucky University has 
received a $335,550 federal grant to 
attract disadvantaged students from 
Floyd county and 48 other Eastern 
Kentucky counties to its allied health 
programs and prepare them for pro­
ductive careers in a region beset by 
acute health care shortages. 

The Health Careers Opportunity 
Program (HCOP), funded by the 
Health Resources and Services Ad-

HCOP, students will receivr a sti­
pend to participate in a six-week, 
non-credit summer enrichment course 
designed to acclimate them to cam­
pus life and lay the groundwork for 
the academic work that awaits them. 

• ministration, Division of Disadvan­
taged Assistance, will enable Eastern 
to recruit 30 eligible, disadvantaged 
Appalachian students into allied 
health disciplines for each of the three 
years of the project. 

"One of the good things about the 
program is that we won't just tum 
them loose after the summer pro­
gram," Daugherty said. "We have 
part-time instructors and teaching 
assistants lined up who will actually 
attend the classes that HCOP stu­
dents are taking and give these stu­
dents extra instruction. 

"We have had a number of stu­
dents who take longer Umn average 
to get through our progrdllls, and 
often the problem is the introductory 
science and math courses," Daugherty 
said. "The supplemental instruction 
addresses that." 

Students have the choice of four 
baccalaureate degree programs, En­
vironmental Health, Health Informa­
tion, Clinical Laboratory Science and 
Occupational Therapy, as well as 
three associate degree programs, 
Medical Assistant, Clinical Lab Tech-

'fi nician and Health Information Tech­
nician. 

Because of the special assistance, 
Daugherty expects students to ad­
vance through the allied health cur­
riculum at an 80 percent retention 
rate, higher than the national aver­
age. 

• 

"This is not a program to build 
enrollment," Daugherty said. "It's a 
program to extend a helping hand in 
preparing students in the sciences, 
mathematics and study skills," said 
Dr. Patsy Daugherty, project direc­
tor. "We'll consider high school se­
niors, as well as non-traditional stu­
dents. 

"Our hope is that they will return 
to the Appalachian area to help pro­
vide health care," Daugherty added, 
noting that 34 Kentucky counties are 
''medically underserved" by federal 
definition. 

EKU/HCOP will assist disadvan­
taged students by providing: 

• financial aid information and 
assistance. 

• a summer enrichment program 
ofleaming activities, including field 
trips to clinical sites. 

• supplemental instruction in "at-

risk" courses such as chemistry, math­
ematics and biology. 

• intense advising/mentoring. 
Prior to their first semester in 

Information sessions on the new 
program will be held later this school 
year in high schools around the af­
fected 49-county area. Students se­
lected for the program must have a 
high level of motivation toward a 
career in one of the allied health pro­
fessions, as evidenced by interview, 
high school references, and/or a writ­
ten autobiography. Their academic 
record must also be predictive of suc­
cess in an allied health major.

"I believe 
Prestonsburg Community College is 
primed to go on and take the next 
step." 

He particularly praised the plan' s 
reliance on community volunteers to 
head the fund-raising effort. "I don't 
have any question about (the 
campaign's) success," he said. "The 
broad-based, volunteer-driven ap­
proach is a process that works."

The volunteers, she 
said, will come from the college staff 
and from community leaders in Floyd, 
Johnson, Magomn, Martin and Pike 
counties, the college's f1 ve-county 
service area. 

The college will soon begin to 
acceJ?t volunteers to serve on cam­
paign committees, said President 
Floyd, who reported to the advisory 
board on the college's progfess in 
fund-raising and on fall enrollment 
which appears to be up.

The Prestonsburg Blackcats faced 
the South Floyd Raiders this past 
Fridaynightminustheirstartingquar­
terback Thoma.s Ratliff. Ratliff was 
diagnosed as being a diabetic and 
was hospitalized after doctors dis­
covered his sugar level reached 948. 

The diabetes was diagnosed when 
Ratliff had four wisdom teeth cut out 
last Monday, according to his mother 
Joyce Ratliff. 

"He just kept getting worse and 
worse," she said, "andwe tookhim to 
the doctor." 

Ratliff is home now and "doing 
good," his mother said. 
"He went back to school but I've 
worried about him," she stated. "He 
is doing good but seems to be de­
pressed about it." 

Doctors said that Ratliff can lead a 
normal life with the medical prob­
lem, but that he will be limited as to 
what he can do. 

"The doctors said that he could 
still play football," his mother said. 
"He will have to take some classes 
with a dietician and learn some things 
about it. He needs to learn when he 
gets weak that he needs to eat some­
thing." 

Exercise is the best thing for those 
who have diabetes, said Mrs. Ratliff. 

"The doctors said that if he just 
sits down it would get worse." 

The biggest thing for Ratliff is to 
know what he can and cannot do. 

"Coach (Bill) Letton ha<> been su­
per about it," she said. "He came 
down and visited Thomas three times 
in the hospital and said that he wanted 
to know more about diabetes and 
took home a kit with him." 

Lctton said that it was a day-to-

day situation with Ratliff and he is 
waiting to talk with the doctors. 

"We11 sit down and talk with the 
doctors about Thomas," said Lenon. 
"I think he will be back in the lineup. 
We'll let them tell us when he will be 
ready." 

Coach Letton said that Ratliff bad 
picked up 10-12 pounds of the weight 
he had lost. 

"He thinks his athletic career is 
over," said his mother. "He just needs 
to rest awhile." 

Ratliffs mother said that they had 

thought at frrst the reason he was 
tired was because of the loss of potas­
sium. 

"I thought with practicing two 
times each day that was what was 
wrong with him," she said. "But we 
had to learn the long, hard way. 

"With his teeth bothering him, they 
thought it would be best to have them 
taken out before the team was to play 
a crucial game." 

Ratliff is a gifted athlete who loves 
the game of football . Ratliff was im­
pressive in his first game when he 
guided the Blackcats to a 43-0 win 
over powerful Clay County on the 
road. 

If there is anyone who can come 
back, it will be 1bomas Ratliff. ·n1is 
year, he will be behind center calling 
out the cadence for the Blackcats. 
Until then, Coach Letton said that the 
team will continue to usc Keith 
Marsillett at quartcrhack.

I would like to offer some advice 
for when you find a dry spell has 
caused the water level of your fa­
vorite lake to go down consider­
ably. Look at the positive side of it: 
There's that much less water for the 
bass to bide in. 

If the shallow brush is out of the 
water, use your senses or your depth 
fmder to figure out where the bass 

have gone. 
The same group of bass seldom 

show up in the exact same place 
twice. However, a new group will 
usually take the old ones' place, 
given time. What separates the pros 
from other fishermen is knowing 
where to locate fish in between this 
time frame. When nature surprises 
us and our bass have had to pull out

NEW FISHING LINES HAVE 

ANGLERS EXCITED 
The days of spooling on fresh line 

after every fishing trip, or in the case 
of the bass tournarnent pros, re-spool­
ing after every day of competition, 
maybe over. 

Two new fishing lines, the frrst 
major new innovations in line since 
the introduction of monofilament in 
1958, will soon become available, 
and the tournament pros are excited. 

"I used oneofthenewlinesduring 
the Bassmaster Tournament Trail* 
Texas Invitational on Sam Rayburn 
Reservoir, and never changed line all 
week," says Johnson Outboards Pro 
Staff angler Randy Dearman, who 
won the event with a three-day catch 
of nearly 70 pounds. 

"It is absolutely the strongest line 
I've ever used, but it is still limp 
enough for easy casting and it has 
practically no stretch." 

Dearman's line, Spectra, is a high­
density polyethylene fiber imported 
from Germany for Allied Signal Cor­
poration. Allied Signal does not make 
the line itself; it sells the bulk mate­
rial to other firms that braid strands 
together to produce lines ranging from 
35 to 80 pound test. 

"I used the 80 pound test line for 
flipping jigs into thick cover at 
Rayburn," continues Dearman, "and 
I had another reel spooled with the 
line for Carolina rigging. I was in 
weeds, brush, and trees all week and 
never broke the line." 

TheJobnsonprohadactuallyused 
the new line in earlier tournaments in 
Alabama and Georgia. To test its 
strength, he wrapped the line from 
his rod around a bush several times, 
then tied it to his boat cleat and drove 
away. Instead of breaking the line as 
he expected, be pulled up the bush by 
its roots. 

One of America's largest fishing 
line manufacturers, DuPont Corpo­
ration, which actually developed 
monofilament, plans to introduce its 
own new line in July at the American 
Fishing Tackle Manufacturer's As­
sociation meeting in Las Vegas. 
DuPont's line will be braided Kevlar, 
an extremely high-strength fiber best 
known forits use in bullet-proof vests. 

Denny Brauer, a member of the 
Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff, has 
used this line in preliminary tests, 
and rates it as a major step forward in 
line technology. 

What's amazing is the castability 
these new lines have in relation to the 
pound test strength," says Brauer. 

"Normally, the higher the pound test, 
the stiffer and more difficult the lines 
are to cast, but the line I've used casts 
like 20-pound test although it rates at 
about 100 pound test" 

''These new lines are not going to 
totally replace monofilament," adds 
Dearman, "because they're expen­
sive. They are high performance 
lines that should appeal most to the

SOME BASS SEEM DESTINED 
TO BE CAUGHT 

Some bass, it seems, arc destined 
to be caught, no matter how hard they 
try to escape. 

At least that's what a two pound 
largemouth in South Carolina's Lake 
Murray must have thought after be­
ing reeled in by angler Randy 
Dearman during a national bass tour­
nament there recently. 

''The fish hit right beside a bush," 
says Dearman, a member of the 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff and 
long-time guide on Lake Livingston 
in Texas, "and as I set the hook, my 
line broke right above the reel. 

"I tried to grab the line as the bass 
pulled it through the rod guides, but I 
missed it. Then I missed it again as it 
floated across the water as the bass 
swam away." 

By all rights, that fish should have 
been on its way to freedom then, but 
Dearman yelled to his partner to try 
to snag the line, which by now had 
disappeared below the surface, with 
a lure. 

Amazingly, the line was snagged 
on the second cast, but again, 
Dearman missed grabbing it and the 
line disappeared into the water once 
more. 

Somehow the line was snagged 
again with another lucky cast, and 
this time Dearman caught it. Care­
fully be started pulling in the bass, · 
wrapping line around his hand a few 
inches at a time. 

"I brought him on board," laughs 
the Johnson pro, "and it was a keeper 
weighing about two pounds. It went 

into the livewell as part of my limit 
that day. 

''Tournament rules state only that 
bass must be caught by rod and reel in 
a 'sporting manner,' and I think my 
method was about as sporting as it 
could be. 

"That bass had every opportunity 
possible to escape, but it just seemed 
destined to be caught that day." 

Although Dearman's experience 
is unusual, many tournament pros 
can tell equally odd-ball tales of how 
they brought bass into the boat. 

"When you're fishing the thick 
grassbeds down in F lorida's Lake 
Okeechobee, bass occasionally land 
in the boat as they try to jump out of 
the way," says fellow Johnson Out­
boards Pro Staffer Ron Shuffield. 

"I've had two and three pounders 
jump into the boat with me, and a 
friend once had a bass weighing over 
nine pounds jump into the boat with 
him as he eased through the grass. I 
don't know who was more surprised, 
the bass or my friend." 

The service experts at OMC rec­
ommend that bass boaters and other 
high performance enthusiasts install 
a water pressure gauge on their boat. 
Outboards can lose water pressure if 
the motor is trimmed or raised too 
high, or if the water intake is covered 
with weeds or mud. Loss of water 
pressure can lead to overheating. A 
water pressure gauge gives earlier 
warning of trouble than an engine 
temperature gauge.

because of low water, they may 
have only moved 75 yards or so 
away. Many fishermen will give up 
and go look somewhere else when 
they don't fmd bass where they 
would like to find them or even 
where they expect to fmd them. A 
good bass angler will start looking 
for clues to tell them where the bass 
are. 

You should begin by finding the 
frrst drop off from the edge of the 
current water level. Often bass will 
retreat with the water level and look 
for the first available cover or struc­
ture.

So when you fmd the water is 
low, use your imagination and let 
go of your favorite spot. You'll 
soon find the bass have just relo­
cated and probably to some place 
very nearby.

Mommy's (Virginia Cassell 
Slone), family did not have the 
opportunity to visit as often as they r M 
would have liked to; work and miles t enu the number of persons who had 

joined us to celebrate this special 
day. kept them apart. Many hours of 

planning went into making sure 
everyone knew about the event. On 
the other hand, Daddy's (Helton 
Slone's), family lived near and plans 
were made and passed on by word of 
mouth. It really did not matter to 
Daddy if you were a family member 
or not; if he met you, you were 
invited. So on this beautiful morn­
ing, Cassells, Slones and numerous 
friends, not knowing they were 
setting a precedent for what was to 
become the Slone Mountain Squirrel 
Festival, merged atop one of 
Kentucky's most beautiful mountains.

That day was fourteen years ago 
and many changes have been made. 
The entire mountain top is now · 
cleared of underbrush and roads wind 
through the tall timber encircling the 
mountain's highest peale. 

Instead of the one lonely pot of 
soupbeans, there are now approxi­
mately twelve of tbem filled with 
soupbeans and sauerkraut. A long 
line of barbecue pits -with lifts 
replaced the first pit. The afternoon 
of the day before, a team of volun­
teers began preparing many types of 

One of the busiest displays is the lye soap 
making demonstration. People of all ages make 
it a point to stop by and talk about all the uses 
they have found the soap to be good for, to help 
stir the boiling pot and get their yearly supply of 
soap. 

And we didn't forget the children. Games 
such as the greasy pole climb, the greasy pig 
chase, the egg toss, the crazy crawl, and the 
girls' and boys' sack races entertain the children 
all day long. The games are supervised by 
volunteers. 

Only a few of these gatherings were held. 

meats such as beef, venison, pork, mutton, goat, 
groundhog, and last but not least, squirrel. An 
all-night vigil takes place as the team makes 
sure the right amount of coals are in the pits. 

Before we realize it, the sun has begun to 
disappear behind the tall mountain peaks and a 
lonely feeling has replaced the smiles and 
laughter. Once again the mountain is host to 
only a few friends and family who linger to plan 
how to improve next year's garnering. 

Work, school, college, the army and hard 
economic times dominated most of the family's 
time. Early in the spring of 1976, we began 
discussing the possibilities of another picnic. 
The Slones and Cassells would once again 
gather with family, friends, neighbors and 
anyone else who chose to venture on to the 
mountain. 

The four tables have been replaced by two 
long lines of tables filled with large serving 
pans. A volunteer stands behind each pan ready 
to heap servings of food on plates. Ice cold Kool 
Aid is the official drink. 

There are now five stages to accommodate 
every music lover. The western side of the 
mountain peale has a natural amphitheater which 
is the site of the ali-day gospel and bluegrass 
sing. The eastern slope is the location of stages

The ftrst festival, held in its present location 
eleven feet above sea level, gave the visitors a 
magnificent and unbelievable view. Only a 
small area had been cleared underneath the trees 
to accommodate the guests who enjoyed 
themselves eating and listening to 
music performed by family mem-
bers, watching young students dance 
to folk music and listening to other 
talented people in the community 
perform. One small stage area was 
the center of gospel, country and 
rock music from nine in the morning 
until six in the evening. 

That year. there was only one 
large iron pot of soupbeans simmer­
ing over a slow burning wood fire. 
Daddy had reserved a cooler spot 
underneath a huge oak tree to prove 
that he could cook the finest squirrel 
and make the best squirrel gravy in 
the state. Next door to the 'King of 
the Mountain' was another fellow 
who declared he could cook ground­
hog gourmet style. To the right was 
a medium- sized gourmet pit 
holding a fairly large pig, guarded 
by a soft-spoken man who, along 
with a couple of friends, had been on 
duty since the evening before 
making sure the pig roasted slowly 
and would be done by lunch time. 

Placed on four tables were many 
other dishes ranging from chicken 
to cornbread. Cakes and pies were 
served as desserts and Kool Aid, 
coffee and water were the beverages. 

All was ready, lines were formed,

Floyd County declines 
in infant mortality rate 

Aoyd County's 1992 infant mor­
tality rate fell from 1991's 4 . 9 deaths 
per 1,000 live births to 3.0 deaths, 
well below the state's average of 8.3. 

Aoyd County mothers gave birth 
to 663 babies in 1992, and only two 
infant deaths were recorded, accord­
ing to statistics released by the Cabi­
net for Human Resources. 

Fifty-six counties in Kentucky 
recorded a decline in infant mortality 
rates. The infant mortality rate is the 
numberofbabies per l,OOOlive births 
who die before their ftrst birthday. It 
is considered a major indicator of a 
society's overall health status. 

Kentucky's infant mortality rate 
has fallen steadily since 1960 when 
the rate was 27 .8. 

In 1992, Kentuckians gave birth 
to 53,655 infants of whom 444 died. 
These numbers compare to 53,703 
births and 472 infant deaths in 1991

when the infant mortality rate was 
8.8. 

The continuing decline in the num­
ber of infant deaths is due to a coop­
erative effort between public and pri­
vate medical professions, said Dr. 
Patricia Nicol, director of the Depart­
ment for Health Services' Maternal 
and Child Health Division. 

"1be impact on infant mortality 
- either positive or negative -
comes from a variety of sources," she 
said. "To find reasons for the de­
crease in the rate, we can look to the 
public prenatal and well-child care 
provided by health departments in 
every Kentucky county. 

"We can look to the hundreds of 
private physicians who have worked 
with their patients to bring about a 
decline in the rate. And we can look 
totheimprovingmedicalcareofcriti­
cally ill newborns, especially at hos­
pitals in Louisville and Lexington." 

Nicol said that with Medicaid cov­
erage for pregnant women plus the 
av.ailability of prenatal care for low­
income women at health departments, 
there are no longer financial barriers 
to early and adequate Prenatal care, 
the most important factor in having a 
healthy baby. . 

However, a figure disturbing to 
state officials is the number of women 
who do not get early prenatal care or 
get none at all. Of mothers whose 
babies died, 36 percent of them re­
ceived prenatal care after the first 
trimester or received no care at all. 

Early and adequate prenatal care 
can help prevent low birth-weight 
and premature births, Nicol said. Pre­
maturity is the leading cause ofinfant 
death - causing 26 percent of the 
1992 deaths. 

Of babies who died in 1992, 52 
percent of them were low birth­
weight. 

Births to teens were also down as 
was the infant mortality rate among 
infants born to teen mothers. In 1992, 
8,891 babies were born to teens; 96 of 
these infants died, producing a 10.8 
infant mortality rate. In 1991, the 
comparable figures were 9,380 live 
births, 116 deaths and a 12.4 rate . . 

The 1992 infant mortality rate for 
the Big Sandy Development District 
was 7.9.

He will see patients in the 
medical offices at Highlands through 
the Outreach Clinic Program. Patients 
will be seen by physician referral.

Davey Crockett 
searches for a wife 

Davey Crocke tt is one of 
America's most famous folk heroes. 
From a humble beginning he went on 
to become a United States Congress­
man who received consideration as a 
presidential candidate before dying 
at the Alamo. 

His fatller, John Crockett, owned, 
a tavern in an area known as Mossy 
Creek. It was located about ten or 
twelve miles norili of Dandridge, on 
ilie early road from Knoxville to 
Washingto n, near presentday 
Jefferson City, Tennessee. 

In ilie late 1790's, ilie senior 
Crockett hired out his 12-year-old 
son to Jacob Siler, a man he had met 
ilic preceding day. He assisted Siler 
in herd ing cattle to Rockbridge 
County, Virginia, a distance of four 
hundred miles. Siler attempted to keep 
Davey in his employ by force after 
their return. Young Davey stole away 

in the night and hitched a ride to his 
father's home with a band of travel­
ers . 

Afterwards Ule youthful Davey 
Crockett bound himself to debtors of 

his father on several occasions to 
liquidate his debts. He worked six 
monilis to pay a thirty-six dollar note 
to Abraham Wilson and another six 
months for John Kennedy, a Quaker, 
to erase a forty dollar debt. 

Davey proved to be a good worker 
and, following his period of servi­
tude, he presented his father's prom­
issory notes to him. The elder Crockett 
cried tears of gratitude. 

The youthful Crockett. his garb 
thoroughly tattered following his year 
of work, then returned to John 
Kennedy to work in order to acquire 
money to buy new clothes. 

The Quaker's niece came for a 
visit during his period of servitude 
and Crockett had his first experience 
with lov.e. ·

world was ever cu.-sed with a love 
such as mine," he wrote years later 
while serving in the United States 
Congress. "I found inyselfhead over 
heels in love wilh Lhis girl." 

The youthful Crockett was sLruck 
to the extent that he couldn't talk to 
her. ' 

"I was afraid to begin a discus­
sion," be said. "My- heart would be-

. gin to flutter like a duck in a puddle. 
If I tried to speak, it would get right 
smack up in my throat, and choak me 
like a cold potato. 

"I finally concluded that I must 
die ifl didn't try to speak till my heart 
would getoutofmythroatone way or 
t' other." 

Davey approached her and after 
several false starts he was able to 
confide U1at she was "the darling ob­
ject of his soul and body." 

When she told the youthful 
Crockett Lhat she was engaged he 
experienced an acute case of melan-
choly. · 

"This news was worse to me than 
war, pestilence, or famine; but I knew 
I couldn't help myself. I tried to cool 
off as fast as possible: but I had hardly 
safety pipes enough, as my love was 
so bot as mighty nigh to burst my 
boilers." 

Davey surmised that his loss and 
heartache was due to alack of school­
ing. He had attended only four days 
of school in his entire life and didn't 
know a single letter of Lhe alphabet. 
He immediately began a program of 
self improvement and agreed wilh 
Kennedytoworktwodayseachweek 
for his board and four days of school­
ing. The Quaker bad a married son 
who taught school nearby. 

Crockett applied himself diligently 
for several months before deciding 

that he could not get along any longer 
wilhout a wife. 

"I found a family of very pretty 
little girls that I had known when 
very young," Davey wrote. "I got to 
loving one of them as bad as I had 
loved the Quaker's niece. I would 
have agreed to fight a whole regi­
ment of wild cats if she would only 
have said she would have me." 

When Davey fmally asked Mar­
garet Elder for her hand she gave him 
an evasive answer. He kept pressing 
her for a positive answer until finally 
she relented and said she would be­
come Mrs. Davey Crocketl He went 
to the Dandridge courthouse and got 
the necessary license. 

But when the wedding day ar­
rived, he found that his would-be 
bride had decided to marry the fol­
lowing day- to someone else. 

"This was as sudden to me as a 
clap of thunder on a bright sunshiny 
day," Crockettwrote. "it seemed more 
to me than I or any human creature 
could endure. It struck me perfectly 
speechless for some time and made 
me feel so weak, that I thought I 
would sink down." 

After iliis disappointment Davey 
thought iliat Ulere was no mate for 
him. 

"I iliought that I was born odd," be 
wrote, remembering his depression. 
"I Lhought I would always remain so, 
and that nobody would have me. I 
had no peace day or night for several 
weeks. My appetite failed me and I 
grew worse and worse every day. 

"They all thought I was sick and 
so I was. But it was the worst kind of 
sickl1e.;s- a ·sickness of the heart 
which was broughton by disappointed 
love."
